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PREFACE

“The Nation” is a data series designed to illustrate
the scope and depth of the information collected by
the 1986 Census. This is achieved by displaying
considerable detail on selected variables (for
example, occupation) or alternatively by cross-
tabulating variables to illustrate the analytical
potential of the data (for example, age by sex and
marital status). In addition, some tables include
comparison to 1981 data and a few basic tables
show data from earlier censuses.

The series consists of nineteen (19) publications.
The first four (4) publications released contain
basic information collected from all households on
demographic, family, household and dwelling
characteristics. The remainder of the publications
contain data collected from a 20% sample of
households. Included is information covering
social, cultural, labour and income characteristics.
Additional information is also available on
languages, families, households and dwellings.

The series provides national coverage. Most tables
include provincial and territorial data but no
subprovincial data are presented.

In addition to "The Nation”, there are two other
data series. The “Profiles” series provides a
statistical overview of a particular subprovincial
area (e.g., municipality) touching on a wide
selection of census variables but providing a
limited amount of detail. The series “Dimensions”
provides data on selected topics for which there has
been considerable interest expressed such as the
immigrant population, ethnic groups, ete.
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PREFACE

“Le Pays” est une série de données destinées a
illustrer l'étendue et I'ampleur des renseignements
recueillis lors du recensement de 1986. Pour ce
faire, certaines variables affichent un niveau de
détail considérable (profession, par exemple) ou
encore des croisements de variables permettent
d'illustrer les possibilités analytiques des données
{age selon le sexe et 1'état matrimonial, par
exemple). De plus, certains tableaux présentent
des comparaisons aux données de 1981 et quelques
autres tableaux de base renferment des données
des recensements antérieurs.

La série comprend dix-neuf (19) publications. Les
quatre (4) premiéres publications contiennent des
renseignements de base recueillis auprés de
I'ensemble des ménages sur les caractéristiques
démographiques et celles des familles, des
ménages et des logements. Les autres publications
contiennent des données recueillies auprés d'un
échantillon de 20% des ménages. Ces données
contiennent des renseignements sur les
caractéristiques sociales, culturelles, de la main-
d'oeuvre et du revenu. Il y a également des
renseignements supplémentaires sur les langues,
les familles, les ménages et les logements.

La série recouvre l'ensemble du pays. La plupart
des tableaux comprennent des données
provinciales et territoriales mais ne contiennent
aucune donnée infraprovinciale.

En plus de la série “Le Pays”, on prévoit publier
deux autres séries. Une série de "Profils” donne un
apergu statistique d'une région géographique
donnée (par exemple, une municipalité) en
utilisant une vaste gamme de variables du
recensement, mais avec un niveau de détail limité.
Une série "“Dimensions” fournit des
renseignements sur certains sujets qui ont suscité
un intérét considérable, tels que les immigrants,
les groupes ethniques, etc.
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HIGHLIGHTS

After adjustment for inflation, the average
income of individuals 15 years and over
declined by 2.2% from $18,593 in 1980 to
$18,188 in 1985. The average income of males
dropped by 3.9% to $23,265 in 1985, whereas
the average income of females increased by
4.8% to $12,615 in 1985 (Table 1).

Between 1980 and 1985, average income of
individuals in the Yukon fell by nearly 13%
but increased by 7% in the Northwest
Territories. Among the provinces, the changes
ranged from a decline of 8.9% in British
Columbia to an increase of 3.9% in Nova Scotia
(Table 1).

Compared with 1980, the average income of
males in 1985 declined in all provinces except
Nova Scotia, Ontario and the Northwest
Territories, but the average income of females
rose in all provinces except Quebec and British
Columbia where it decreased very slightly
(Table 1).

On average, 79 cents of every dollar of all
individual income in 1885 came from
employment income, 11 ¢ents from government
transfer payments and 10 cents from other
sources (Table 2).

As a proportion of total income, government
transfer payments were highest in
Newfoundland (21.2%) and lowest in the
Northwest Territories (7.1%) (Table 2).

Wages and salaries were the major source of
income in 1985 for 66.6% of all income
recipients, government transfer payments for
20%, investment income for 5.8%, self-
employment for 4.4% and other income for
3.3% (Table 3).

Average income was highest ($25,060) for
those with self-employment income as their
major source, followed by $21,037 for those
whose major source of income consisted of
wages and salaries. Those with government
transfer payments as their major source had
the lowest average income at $7,785 in 1985
{Table 3).

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FAITS SAILLANTS

En dollars constants, le revenu moyen des
personnes de 15 ans et plus a diminué de 2.2%,
passant de $18,593 en 1980 4 $18,188 en 1985.
Le revenu moyen des hommes a baissé de 3.9%,
pour atteindre $23,265 en 1985, tandis que le
revenu moyen des femmes a augmenté de 4.8%,
pour atteindre $12,615 en 1985 (tableau 1).

Entre 1980 et 1985, le revenu moyen des
personnes habitant le Yukon a diminué de prés
de 13%, mais celui des habitants des
Territoires du Nord-Ouest a augmenté de 7%.
Parmi les provinces, les changements constatés
allaient d’une baisse de 8.9% en Colombie-
Britannique 4 une augmentation de 3.9% en
Nouvelle-Ecosse (tableau 1),

En comparaison de 1980, le revenu moyen des
hommes avait diminué en 1985 dans toutes les
provinces sauf en Nouvelle-Ecosse, en Ontario
et dans les Territoires du Nord-Ouest, mais le
revenu moyen des femmes avait augmenté
dans toutes les provinces sauf au Québec et en
Colombie-Britannique, ol il avait diminué trés
légérement (tableau 1).

En moeyenne, pour chaque dollar de 'ensemble
des revenus personnels en 1985, 79 cents
provenaient d’un revenu d’emploi, 11 cents
provenaient de transferts gouvernementaux et
10 c¢ents provenaient d’autres sources
(tableau 2).

Les transferts gouvernementaux représen-
taient la plus forte proportion du revenu total
4 Terre-Neuve (21.2%), et la plus faible dans
les Territoires du Nord-Ouest (7.1%)
(tableau 2).

Les salaires et traitements représentaient en
1985 la source principale de revenu pour 66.6%
de ’ensemble des bénéficiaires d’'un revenu, les
transferts gouvernementaux pour 20%, les
placements pour 5.8%, le travail autonome
pour 4.4% et les autres revenus pour 3.3%
(tabieau 3).

Le revenu moyen était le plus élevé ($25,060)
chez les personnes dont la source principale de
revenu consistait dans le travail autonome,
suivi de $21,037 par les personnes dont la
source principale de revenu était constituée
par les salaires et traitements. Les personnes
qui tiraient leur revenu principal des
transferts gouvernementaux avaient, en 1985,
le plus faible revenu moyen ($7,785)
(tableau 3).
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Among males, average income of single (never-
married) men was lowest ($12,044) and that of
married men was highest ($27,986). The
average income of single (never-married)
women was lowest ($10,600) and that of
divorced women was highest ($16,138) among
females (Table 4).

Beginning at $3,595 for males aged 15 to 19
years, their average income increased steadily
to a peak of $32,586 in the 40-44-year age
group and then declined steadily to $15,658 for
males 70 years and over (Table 5).

Female average incomes followed a similar
pattern but, because their peak income at
$16,103 in the 40-44-year age group was much
lower than that of males, the rise and fall in
their income with age was much less
pronounced (Table 5). :

Average income of individuals varied
considerably by level of schooling. In 1985, the
average income of those with a university
degree ($33,059) was two and a half times
larger than of those with less than Grade 9
schooling ($12,978) (Table 6).

A little over one-third of all income recipients
in 1985 had postsecondary qualifications. The
average income of this group ($24,401) was
34.2% higher than the average income of all
individuals ($18,188) (Table 7).

By major field of study, the average incomes of
males ranged from a low of $22,246 for “fine
and applied arts” to $52,682 for “health
professions, sciences and technologies”, while
those of females were between $11,812 for “fine
and applied arts” and $21,922 for "engineering
and applied science technologies and trades”
(Table 7).

The major field of study of about 42% of males
was “engineering and applied science
technologies and trades”, with an average
income of $25,728. The major field of study of
nearly 30% of females was “commerce,
management and business administration”
with an average income of $15,284 (Table 7).

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Pour les hommes, le revenu moyen était le plus
faible ($12,044) dans le cas des célibataires
(jamais mariés), et le plus élevé dans le cas des
hommes mariés ($27,986). Le revenu moyen
des femmes célibataires (jamais mariées) était
le plus faible ($10,600), et celui des femmes
divorcées, le plus élevé ($16,138) (tableau 4).

Le revenu moyen des hommes commengait a
$3,595 pour ceux de 15 a 19 ans, puis
augmentait réguliérement pour atteindre un
sommet de $32,586 pour ceux de 40 4 44 ans,
pour enfin diminuer réguliérement jusqu’a un
seuil de §15,658 pour les hommes de 70 ans et
plus (tableau 5).

Le revenu moyen des fernmes suivait une
courbe similaire, mais étant donné que le
sommet de $16,103 atteint chez les femmes de
40 4 44 ans était sensiblement inférieur 4 celui
constaté chez les hommes, la hausse et la
baisse du revenu des femmes étaient beaucoup
moins prononcées (tableau 5).

Le revenu moyen des personnes variait
beaucoup en fonction du niveau de scolarité de
celles-ci. En 1985, le revenu moyen des
personnes ayant obtenu un grade universitaire
($33,059) était deux fois et demie plus élevé
que celui des personnes possédant une
scolarité inférieure 4 la 9¢ année ($12,978)
(tableau 6).

Un peu plus du tiers de 'ensemble des
bénéficiaires d’'un revenu en 1985 avaient fait,
des études postsecondaires. Le revenu moyen
de ce groupe ($24,401) était supérieur de 34.2%
au revenu moyen de l’ensemble de la
population ($18,188) (tableau 7).

Selon le principal domaine d’études, les
revenus moyens des hommes oscillaient entre
un minimum de $22,246 pour les “beaux-arts
et arts appliqués” et un maximum de $52,682
pour les “professions, sciences et technologies
de la santé”. Les revenus moyens des femmes,
quant & eux, s’échelonnaient de $11,812 pour
les "beaux-arts et arts appliqués” a $21,922
pour les “techniques et métiers de génie et
sciences appliquées” (tableau 7).

Le principal domaine d’études d'environ 42%
des hommes était dans les “techniques et
métiers de génie et sciences appliquées”, ol le
revenu moyen était de $25,728. Le principal
domaine d'é¢tudes d'environ 30% des femmes
était le “commerce, gestion et administration
des affaires”, oll le revenu moyen était de
$15,284 (tableau 7).
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Of all income recipients, about 19% were
immigrants. At $19,487, the average income of
these immigrants in 1985 was 9% higher than
that of the non-immigrant population. The
average income of male immigrants ($25,305)
was 11.1% higher than that of non-immigrant
males, while the average income of female
immigrants ($13,115) was 4.9% higher
(Table 8).

Over 96% of all income recipients in 1985
reported a single mother tongue. The average
income of those reporting English as their
mother tongue ($18,799) was 11.3% higher
than that of those with French as mother
tongue ($16,893), 2.8% higher than those with
a mother tongue other than English or French
($18,284), and 15.6% higher than those
reporting more than one mother tongue
($16,259) (Table 9).

About three-quarters of all income recipients
reported a single ethnic origin. Among these,
the European ($19,343) and the British
($18,595) had above average incomes, while
the French ($16,830) and all other single
ethnie origins ($16,111) had below average
incomes (Table 10).

In general, in the Western provinces and the
Territories, individuals with British ethnic
origin had higher incomes than the provincial
average incomes. In the remaining provinces,
incomes of individuals of European (other than
British or French) origin were higher than the
provincial averages (Table 10).

QOverall, about 19% of all income recipients
received a total income of less than $5,000, and
19% also received an income of $30,000 or
more. Included in those with an income of at
least $30,000 in 1985 were:

- 29.4% of male and 7.3% of female income
recipients;

- 25.3% of those with self-employment as
their major source,

- over 30% of those in age groups between 35
and 49 years;

- 48.3% of university graduates;

— 59.4% of those with “engineering and
applied sciences” as their major field of
study.

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® De I'ensemble des bénéficiaires d'un revenuy,

environ 19% étaient des immigrants.
$19,487, le revenu moyen de ces immigrants en
1985 était supérieur de 9% a celui de la
population non immigrante. Le revenu moyen
des hommes immigrants ($25,305) était
supérieur de 11.1% & celui des hommes non
immigrants, tandis que le revenu moyen des
femmes immigrantes ($13,115) était supérieur
de 4.9% (tableau 8).

Plus de 98% de l'ensemble des bénéficiaires
d'un revenu en 1985 ont déclaré une seule
langue maternelie. Le revenu moyen des
personnes ayant déclaré 'anglais comme
langue maternelle ($18,739) &tait supérieur de
11.3% a celui des personnes ayant déclaré le
francais comme langue maternelle ($16,893),
de 2.8% a celui des personnes dont la langue
maternelle n'était ni l'anglais ni le frangais
($18,234), et de 15.6% & celui des personnes
ayant déclaré plus d’'une langue maternelle
($16,259) (tableau 9).

Environ les trois quarts de I'ensemble des
hénéficiaires d'un revenu ont déclaré une seule
origine ethnique. Parmi ceux-ci, les personnes
d’origine européenne ($19,343) et britannique
($18,595) recevaient des revenus supérieurs a
la moyenne, alors que les personnes d’origine
frangaise ($16,830) et de toute autre origine
ethnique ($16,111) recevaient des revenus
inférieurs 4 la moyenne (tableau 10).

En régle générale, dans les provinces de
I'Ouest et les Territoires, les personnes
d’origine britannique avaient des revenus
supérieurs au revenu moyen de feur province.

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GUIDELINES FOR USING
THIS PUBLICATION

PURPOSE

This publication presents information, from the
1986 Census of Population, for the population 15
years and over, showing 1985 individual income
size distributions by sex, sources of income, major
source of income, marital status, age groups,
highest level of schooling, major field of study,
period of immigration, mother tongue and ethnic
origin. Average income, median income and
standard error of average income are also shown
for Table 1 and Tables 3 to 10.

ORGANIZATION OF THE
PUBLICATION

The publication consists of 10 tables. The first
table includes 1980 income size distributions and
provides a 1980-1985 income comparison in terms
of constant (1985) dollars. The remaining nine
tables present detailed cross-classifications of 1985
income size groups by selected characteristics.

TABLE DESCRIPTIONS

Below is a brief description of the tables presented
in this publication. Definitions of the terms and
concepts used are provided in the "Definitions”
section at the end of the publication.

Table 1 presents comparable income statistics
from the 1981 and 1986 Censuses for the
population 15 years and over by sex and income
size distributions. The 1980 incomes were
converted into 1985 dollars by making an
adjustment for the change in the Consumer Price
Index between 1980 and 1985,

Tahle 2 provides statistics on the number of
recipients of income from various sources and the
aggregate amounts received. The data are cross-
classified by total income groups and sex. Thus,
this table provides both the incidence of various
sources of income and the composition of total
income.

DESCRIPTION DES TABLEAUX

Vous trouverez ci-dessous une bréve description
des tableaux contenus dans la présente
publication. Les définitions des termes et des
concepts utilisés sont offertes dans la section
“Définitions” & la fin de 'ouvrage.

Le tableau 1 fournit les statistiques comparables
du revenu, tirées des recensements de 1981 et
1986, pour la population de 15 ans et plus selon le
sexe et la répartition de la taille du revenu. Les
revenus de 1980 ont été convertis en dollars de
1985 en effectuant un ajustement pour le
changement dans I'Indice des prix a la
consommation entre 1980 et 1985.

Le tableau 2 donne les statistiques sur le nombre
de bénéficiaires du revenu a partir de différentes
sources et des chiffres agrégés regus. Les données
sont recoupées selon la tranche de revenu total et
le sexe. Ainsi, ce tableau donne l'incidence de
diverses sources de revenu et la composition du
revenu total.
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Table 3 divides the population 15 years and over
inte five groups by their major source of income
and presents their 1985 income by size
distributions and sex.

Tables 4 and § provide data on the incomes of the
population 15 years and over by basic demographic
characteristies, i.e. by sex, marital status and age.

Tables 6 and 7 present income size distributions
of the population 15 years and over by sex and
education. Table 6 cross-classifies the data by sex
and highest level of schooling and Table 7 cross-
classifies individuals with postsecondary
qualifications by sex and major field of study.

Tables 8, 9 and 10 provide income size
distributions by sex and three ethno-cultural
variables, namely, period of immigration, mother
tongue and ethnic origin,

GEOGRAPHIC AND CONTENT
CONSIDERATIONS

Count discrepancies between 100% data and
20% sample data: Counts of the population,
households, dwellings or families shown in
tabulations based on a 20% sample may differ from
those collected on a 100% basis for the following
reasons:

(1) The exelusion of institutional residents:
Institutional residents are defined as those
individuals other than staff members and their
families who live in institutional collective
dwellings such as homes for the elderly,
hospitals and correctional institutions.
Detailed sample data were not collected from
this sector of the population.

(2) Weighting: Data collected on a sample basis
were weighted up to provide estimates of the
entire population. However, weighted counts
are subject to sampling variability. This
means, for any given area, the weighted count
may differ from that shown in tabulations
containing data collected on a 100% basis.
While the differences are relatively small for
geographic areas with large populations, they
can be greater for areas with small
populations. For further information on this

Les tableaux 4 et 5 renferment les données sur les
revenus de la population de 15 ans et plus selon les
caractéristiques démographiques de base, c’est-a-
dire selon le sexe, I'état matrimonial et age.

Les tableaux 6 et 7 présentent la répartition de la
taille du revenu de la population de 15 ans et plus
selon le sexe et la scolarité.

FACTEURS DE GEOGRAPHIE ET
DE CONTENU

Divergences des chiffres entre les données
intégrales et les données-échantillon (20%): Les
chiffres de la population, des ménages, des
logements ou des familles des tableaux utilisant
les données-échantillon (20%) peuvent différer des
données intégrales pour les raisons suivantes:

(1) L’exclusion des pensionnaires
d’institution: Ces derniers sont définis comme
les personnes auires que les membres du
personnel et de leurs familles qui vivent dans
les logements collectifs tels que les foyers pour
personnes agées, les hépitaux et les
établissements de correction. On n’a pas
recueilli de données-échantillon détaillées pour
ce segment de la population.

Pondération: Les données-échantillon sont
pondérées afin d'obtenir des estimations de la
population tout entiére. Cependant, les chiffres
pondérés se caractérisent par la variabilité
d’échantillonnage, ce qui signifie que pour
toute région donnée, le chiffre pondéré peut
différer de celui qui figure dans les tableaux
contenant les données intégrales.

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Users should also be aware that differences in
counts may be due to the different subpopulations
or universes for which the data are reported. For
example, mobility data are reported for persons
5 years and over excluding those temporarily
residing overseas; education and labour force data
are reported for persons 15 years and over,
Furthermore, data may be produced for subsets of
these education and labour universes such as total
labour foree, employed labour foree, ete. Similar
differences may occur in tabulations for
households, dwellings or families. The 1986
Census Dictionary (Catalogue No. 99-101E or F)
provides more detailed information on universes or
subpopulations by variable,

Incompletely enumerated Indian reserves and
Indian settlements: On some Indian reserves or
settlements, census enumeration was not
permitted or was interrupted. Therefore, data are
not available for these reserves and tables have
been footnoted accordingly. This issue is discussed
more fully in the SPECIAL NOTES section.

Additional information on geographic and content
considerations, definitions of terms, explanations
of data quality, etc., may be found at the end of this
publication immediately following the tables (see
pink pages). This information is presented
separately in English and French sections for
easier use.

The 1986 Census product line is designed to serve
the diverse needs of our users. Using as a base the
most demanded publications of past censuses, a full
series of data, reference and analytical
publications will be offered.

In addition to the tabulations shown in
publications, census data are available in machine-
readable form. In particular, there is a set of 44
basic summary tabulations for small geographic
areas including enumeration areas, census tracts
and census subdivisions. The data contained in the

PRODUITS ET SERVICES DU
RECENSEMENT DE 1986

La gamme des produits du recensement de 1986
doit répondre aux besoins variés de nos
utilisateurs.
