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The System of National Accounts

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since
the close of the Second World War in a series of publications
relating to their constituent parts. These have now reached a
stage of evolution where they can be termed a “System of
National Accounts”. For purposes of identication, all
publications (containing tables of statistics, descriptions of
conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and
methods) which make up this System carry the term “System of
National Accounts” as a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the pre x 13)
were, historically speaking, the rst set of statistics to be
referred to with the title “National Accounts” (National Accounts,
Income and Expenditure). The Balance of International
Payments data (Catalogue Nos. with pre x 67) are also part of
the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the
Income and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods
and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the
System (Catalogue Nos. with pre x 15). The Catalogue Nos.
carrying the pre x 15 also provide measures of the contribution
of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost
as well as Productivity Measures.

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross
Domestic Product by Industry use the establishment as the
primary unit of industrial production. Measures of nancial
transactions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts
(Catalogue Nos. with pre x 13). Types of lenders and nancial
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and the
legal entity is the main unit of classication of transactors.
Balance sheets of outstanding assets and liabilities are
published annually.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present,
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the
establishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research on
enterprise company establishment relationships; it may
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one
basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts
bears a close relationship to the international standard as
described in System of National Accounts, 1993, a joint
publication of the Commission of the European Communities,
International Monetary Fund, Organization for Economic Co-
operation and Development, United Nations and World Bank.

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait I'objet depuis la n de la
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publications portant
sur leurs éléments constitutifs propres. lls ont connu une telle évolution
gu’on peut maintenant les qualier de “Systtme de comptabilité
nationale”. Aux ns d'identi cation, toutes les publications qui font
partie du systéme (elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, la
description du cadre théorique et I'explication des sources et des
méthodes) portent le titre général de “Systeme de comptabilité
nationale”.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs
catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des
revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le
numéro de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le premier
ensemble de statistiques a étre connu sous le titre de “Comptes
nationaux” (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépenses). Les données
sur la balance canadienne des paiements internationaux (numéro de
catalogue commencant par 67) font également partie du systéeme de
comptabilité nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des
revenus et dépenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d’industries et de biens et
services gure dans les tableaux d’entrées-sorties du systéme (numéro
de catalogue commencant par 15). Les publications dont le numéro de
catalogue commence par 15 comprennent aussi les mesures de
I'apport de chaque branche d’activité au total du produit intérieur brut
au colt des facteurs ainsi que les mesures de productivité.

Létablissement est I'unité primaire de production industrielle tant dans
les tableaux d’entrées-sorties que dans les estimations du produit
intérieur brut par activité économique. Les comptes de ux nanciers
(publications dont le numéro de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent
les opérations nanciéres . Les catégories de préteurs et d'instruments
nanciers forment les éléments de base de ces statistiques et I'entité
juridique est le point de départ du classement des agents
économiques. Les comptes du bilan des actifs et passifs en cours sont
disponibles annuellement.

Le systtme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble
conceptuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses catégories de
comptes peuvent étre considérées comme des sous-systémes
étroitement liés entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, on ne
peut faire de comparaison directe entre les éléments basés sur
I'établissement et ceux qui sont basés sur I'entité juridique que lorsque
les données sont groupées dans des catégories trés générales.
Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recherches sur les relations
entre I'entreprise, la société et I'établissement. Il sera peut-étre possible
un jour de reclasser les données établies sur une certaine base
(établissement par exemple) de maniere a les faire correspondre aux
données établies sur une autre base (société ou entreprise).

Canada suit de trés prés la norme internationale exposée dans la
publication System of National Accounts, 1993 produite conjointement
par la Commission des Communautés Européennes, le Fonds
Monétaire International, I'Organisation pour la Coopération et le
Développement, les Nations-Unies et la Banque Mondiale.
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Notice to Users

This publication presents information about Canada’s National
Income and Expenditure Accounts (IEA). These accounts
portray the evolution of the Canadian economy on a quarterly
basis. They record the components of income and expenditure,
saving and investment, and borrowing and lending of each of
four broad sectors of the economy: (i) persons and
unincorporated businesses, (i) corporate and government
business enterprises, (iii) government and (iv) non-residents.
The sum of the nal (non-transfer) income or the nal (non-
intermediate) expenditure of all domestic sectors equals gross
domestic product at market prices, the market value of total
production in Canada.

The sectoral structure of these accounts can best be explained
through an example. Consider the corporate and government
business enterprises sector. Corporations receive income in the
form of pro ts, other investment income and capital assistance
from government. They pay out part of that income as interest
and dividends, direct taxes or other transfers such as charitable
donations, and save the remainder. Corporations also invest in
plant, equipment and inventories. To the extent their investment
exceeds or falls short of their saving, they either borrow from or
lend to other sectors in the form of nancial transactions. The
net borrowing or lending of a sector is also the difference
between nancial asset acquisition (bank deposits, purchase of
bonds, purchase of equity and so on) and liability acquisition
(bank borrowing, bond sales, equity nancing and so on). The
system as a whole, then, provides two equivalent measures of
net lending by sector, which differ somewhat due to statistical
errors. The sum of net lending by all sectors must be zero.

Financial transactions are expanded in the Financial Flow
Accounts (FFA). The FFA show the details of the nancing of
economic activity, as well as the economy-wide intermediation
of funds, in considerable detail (covering 30 institutional
sectors).

Les sociétés touchent des revenus sous forme de béné ces, d'autres
revenus de placements et des subventions d'équipement des
administrations publiques. Elles versent une partie de ces revenus en
intéréts et en dividendes, en impbts directs et sous forme d'autres
transferts, par exemple des dons de charité, et épargnent le reste. Les
sociétés investissent en outre dans des installations, du matériel et des
stocks. Selon que leur investissement est supérieur ou inférieur a leur
épargne, elles empruntent de l'argent d'autres secteurs ou en prétent a
ces derniers sous forme de transactions nanciéres. L'emprunt ou le
prét net d'un secteur peut étre aussi la différence entre l'acquisition
d'actifs (dépdts bancaires, achat d'obligations, achat d'actions, etc.) et
d'instruments de passif (emprunts bancaires, vente d'obligations,
nancement par actions, etc.). Le systéme dans son ensemble fournit
par la suite deux mesures équivalentes du prét net par secteur qui
différent quelque peu en raison des erreurs statistiques. La somme du
prét net de tous les secteurs doit étre égale a zéro.

Les transactions nanciéres, sous une forme non désaisonnalisée,
gurent aussi dans les Comptes des ux nanciers (CFF). Les CFF
nous renseignent sur le nancement de I'activité économique ainsi que
sur l'intermédiation de fonds, et ce a un niveau tres détaillé (30 secteurs
institutionnels).

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Highlights
Fourth quarter 2004

Real Gross Domestic Product (GDP) rose 0.4% in the
fourth quarter, slowing from 0.7% in the third quarter, as
exports declined. Final domestic demand increased 1.1%,
as consumer spending, business investment in machinery
and equipment, and government spending all gained
strength.

The Canadian economy grew at an annualized rate of
1.7% in the fourth quarter, down from 2.9% in the third
quarter. In comparison, the US economy advanced at an
annualized rate of 3.8%, down from 4.0% in the third
quarter.

Economy-wide prices, as measured by the chain price
index for GDP, rose 0.8%, slowing from the 1.0% pace of
the previous quarter. Excluding energy, the index was up
0.5%. The Canadian dollar appreciated 7.1% against the
US dollar in the fourth quarter, after gaining 4.0% in the
third quarter. In uenced by the exchange rate, both export
and import prices declined in all groups, except energy.
The implicit price index for nal domestic demand was up a
modest 0.1% for the quarter.

Faits saillants

Quatriéme trimestre de 2004

Le produit intérieur brut (PIB) réel a progressé de 0,4 % au
quatrieme trimestre, un ralentissement par rapport a la
hausse de 0,7 % au troisieme trimestre, sous l'effet de la
baisse des exportations. La demande intérieure nale a
augmenté de 1,1 %, les dépenses des consommateurs,
l'investissement des entreprises en machines et matériel et
les dépenses des administrations publiques ayant tous
montré plus de vigueur.

Léconomie canadienne a progressé a un taux annualisé de
1,7 % au quatrieme trimestre, en baisse par rapport a celui
de 2,9 % au troisieme trimestre. A titre de comparaison,
I'économie américaine a progressé au taux annualisé de
3,8 %, contre 4,0 % au troisiéme trimestre.

Les prix pour 'ensemble de I'économie, mesurés par 'indice
de prix en chaine du PIB, ont augmenté de 0,8 %, un
ralentissement par rapport a la hausse de 1,0% enregistrée
au trimestre précédent. Excluant I'énergie, l'indice a grimpé
de 0,5 %. Le dollar canadien a gagné 7,1 % par rapport au
dollar américain au quatriéme trimestre, aprés s'étre
apprécié de 4,0 % au troisieme trimestre. In uencés par le
taux de change, les prix a I'exportation et a I'importation ont
diminué dans tous les groupes, a I'exception de I'énergie.
Lindice implicite de prix pour la demande intérieure nale a
peu changé, augmentant de 0,1 % pour le trimestre.

Exports declined for the second consecutive quarter

Exports declined 0.9% in the fourth quarter, matching the
decline of the third quarter. All of the goods categories
declined, with the exception of industrial goods and
materials (+0.6%), and automotive products (+0.7%).
Exports of machinery and equipment posted the second
consecutive quarterly decline, after strong increases in the
rst half of 2004. Exports of agricultural and sh products
posted its largest quarterly decline this year (-3.9%), and

Baisse des exportations pour le deuxiéme trimestre

d’af lée

Les exportations ont reculé de 0,9 % au quatrieme trimestre,
recul correspondant a celui du troisieme trimestre. Toutes les
catégories de biens ont diminué, a I'exception des biens et
matériaux industriels (+0,6 %) et des produits automobiles
(+0,7 %). Les exportations de machines et matériel ont
af ché une deuxiéme baisse trimestrielle d’af Iée , apres de
fortes augmentations durant la premiere moitié de 2004. Les
exportations de produits de I'agriculture et de la péche ont
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exports of forestry products also declined for the second
consecutive quarter (-0.1%), dampened by the slowing US
housing market.

In contrast, exports of services increased 0.8% led by
strong exports of commercial services (+3.3%). Exports of
both travel and transportation services declined, after
slowing considerably in the third quarter.

Sustained growth in consumer spending

Consumer spending increased 1.0% in the fourth quarter,
similar to its third quarter increase of 0.9%, but down from
the strong growth posted in the rst quarter (+1.5%).
Purchases of durable goods slowed to 1.0%, from the third
quarter pace of 1.83%, and purchases of semi-durable
goods were at.

Spending on food, beverages and tobacco increased 0.5%,
restrained by declines in alcoholic beverages purchased in
stores (-1.0%) and tobacco products (-0.8%). Although
purchases of tobacco products have fallen steadily for the
last three years, purchases of alcoholic beverages declined
for the rst time since the second quarter of 2003, affected
by the strike at the Société des alcools du Québec.

Expenditures on furniture, furnishings and household
equipment and maintenance slowed to 0.4% from a third
quarter growth of 2.0%. Expenditures on household
appliances and semi-durable household furnishings
slowed considerably during the quarter, while spending on
household supplies edged down. Spending on clothing and
footwear declined for the rst time this y ear (-0.7%).

Spending on recreation, entertainment, education and
cultural services also slowed this quarter (+0.1%).
Spending on recreational services was down 1.6%, partly
as a result of reduced expenditures on spectator sports.

In  contrast, spending on transportation and
communications increased 1.6%, up from the previous
quarter growth of 0.5%. Purchases of motor vehicles
increased 0.9% in the fourth quarter after two weak
quarters, as consumers took advantage of lucrative
nancing incentiv es.

Purchased transportation also increased 1.1%, as trips to
both US and non-US destinations increased, helped by the
stronger dollar.

accusé leur plus forte baisse trimestrielle cette année
(-3,9 %) et les exportations de produits de la forét ont
également reculé pour le deuxiéme trimestre d’aflée
(-0,1 %), freinées par le ralentissement du marché immobilier
aux Etats-Unis.

Par contre, les exportations de services ont augmenté de
0,8 %, sous leffet des fortes exportations de services
commerciaux (+3,3 %). Les exportations de services de
voyages et de services de transport ont diminué, aprés avoir
ralenti considérablement au troisieme trimestre.

Croissance soutenue des dépenses de consommation

Les dépenses de consommation ont augmenté de 1,0 % au
quatrieme trimestre, une hausse semblable a celle de 0,9 %
observée au troisieme trimestre mais plus faible que la
croissance vigoureuse afchée au premier trimestre
(+1,5 %). La croissance des achats de biens durables est
passée de 1,3% au troisieme trimestre a 1,0% au
quatrieme, tandis que les achats de biens semi-durables
demeuraient stables.

Les dépenses au chapitre des aliments, boissons et tabac
ont augmenté de 0,5 % a la suite de baisses des dépenses
au chapitre des boissons alcoolisées achetées en magasin
(-1,0 %) et des produits du tabac (-0,8 %). Alors que les
achats de produits du tabac ont diminué continuellement au
cours des trois derniéres années, les achats de boissons
alcoolisées ont baissé, sous I'effet de la greve a la Société
des alcools du Québec, pour la premiére fois depuis le
deuxiéme trimestre de 2003.

Les dépenses au chapitre des meubles, des accessoires
d’ameublement, de I'équipement ménager et de I'entretien
ont ralenti, augmentant de 0,4 % comparativement a 2,0 %
au troisieme trimestre. Les dépenses au chapitre des
appareils ménagers et des articles d’ameublement semi-
durables ont connu un ralentissement marqué au cours du
trimestre, tandis que celles au chapitre des produits
ménagers se sont repliées légerement. Les dépenses en
vétements et chaussures ont reculé pour la premiére fois
cette année (-0,7 %).

Les dépenses au chapitre des loisirs, des divertissements, de
la formation et de la culture ont également ralenti ce trimestre
(+0,1 %). Les dépenses au chapitre des services de loisirs
ont diminué de 1,6 %, baisse attribuable en partie a celle des
dépenses au chapitre des spectacles sportifs.

Par contre, les dépenses au chapitre des transports et
communications ont augmenté de 1,6 %, contre 0,5 % le
trimestre précédent. Les achats de véhicules automobiles ont
progressé de 0,9 % au quatrieme trimestre aprés deux
trimestres faibles, les consommateurs pro tant des généreux
incitatifs nanciers off erts.

Les dépenses au chapitre des frais d’utilisation de services
de transports se sont accrues de 1,1 %, le raffermissement
du dollar contribuant a faire augmenter le nombre de voyages
a destination des Etats-Unis et des autres pays.
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Housing investment still strong

Business investment in residential construction increased
1.7% in the fourth quarter, its sixth consecutive quarterly
increase. Quarterly growth in new housing construction
activity has averaged 1.6% throughout 2004.

In addition, renovation activity posted two healthy quarterly
increases in a row. Ownership transfer costs, however,
declined for the second time, re ecting a weaker resale
market.

Massive build-up of inventories

Non-farm businesses increased inventories by $19.2 billion
in the fourth quarter, after building up extensive inventories
in the previous quarter. The build-up was concentrated in
wholesale trade and manufacturing, especially durable
goods. In contrast, retail trade inventories were only up
slightly, reduced by a draw-down of motor vehicles after a
large build-up the previous quarter.

The economy-wide inventory-to-sales ratio edged up,
leaving suf cient inventories to satisfy 62 days of sales at
the current pace.

Corporate pro ts weakened

After posting healthy increases in the rst two quarters of
2004, corporate pro ts weakened in the second half of the
year, increasing only 1.5% in each of the last two quarters.
Declining exports restrained manufacturing prots, and
earnings weakened among nancial corporations. Pro ts
were strong in the transportation industry, but
manufacturers had mixed results. Wood, paper and
chemical companies fared well, while earnings fell back for
petroleum and coal, primary metals, and motor vehicle
manufacturing.

Investment in plant and equipment remained strong

Business investment in plant and equipment posted
another healthy increase, the strongest this year (+2.2%).
Business investment in buildings and engineering projects
remained weak in the fourth quarter (+0.4%). Investment in
machinery and equipment increased 3.4% in the fourth
quarter, after averaging 2.3% in the previous three
quarters. Large increases were registered in computers
and other of ce equipment, furniture, trucks, and industrial
machinery.

Linvestissement en construction résidentielle demeure
vigoureux

Linvestissement des entreprises en construction résidentielle
a augmenté de 1,7 % au quatrieme trimestre, soit la sixieme
augmentation trimestrielle consécutive. La croissance
trimestrielle en construction résidentielle neuve s’est située
en moyenne a 1,6 % au cours de 2004.

En outre, les rénovations ont af ché deux fortes hausses
trimestrielles consécutives. Les colits de transfert de
propriété ont toutefois diminué pour un deuxiéme trimestre
d’af Iée, en raison d’'un marché de revente plus faible.

Les entreprises accumulent des stocks massifs

Les entreprises non agricoles ont augmenté leurs stocks de
19,2 milliards de dollars au quatrieme trimestre, faisant suite
a limportante accumulation du trimestre précédent.
Laccumulation de stocks a touché surtout les secteurs du
commerce de gros et de la fabrication, particulierement les
biens durables. Par contre, les stocks des détaillants n’ont
augmenté que légérement, sous I'effet d’'une forte baisse des
stocks de véhicules automobiles qui a suivi une
augmentation importante au trimestre précédent.

Le ratio des stocks aux ventes pour 'ensemble de I'économie
a augmenté légérement, laissant des stocks suf sants pour
satisfaire 62 jours de ventes au rythme actuel.

Les béné ces des sociétés s’affaib lissent

Aprées des hausses vigoureuses aux deux premiers
trimestres, la croissance des béné ces des sociétés a ralenti
durant la deuxiéme moitié de I'année, augmentant de 1,5 %
seulement au cours de chacun des deux derniers trimestres
de 2004. La baisse des exportations a limité les béné ces
dans le secteur de la fabrication et ceux des sociétés
nanciéres ont diminué. Le secteur des transports a af ché
de solides béné ces, tandis que ceux enregistrés par les
fabricants étaient inégaux. Les béné ces des fabricants de
bois, de papier et de produits chimiques ont augmenté,
tandis que les béné ces dans les industries du pétrole et du
charbon, de la premiére transformation des métaux et de la
fabrication de véhicules automobiles ont diminué.

Linvestissement dans les usines et le matériel demeure
vigoureux

Linvestissement des entreprises en usines et en matériel a
af ché de nouveau une hausse vigoureuse, la plus forte cette
année (+2,2 %). Linvestissement des entreprises en
batiments et ouvrages de génie est demeuré faible au
quatrieme trimestre (+0,4 %). Linvestissement en machines
et matériel a augmenté de 3,4 % au quatrieme trimestre,
apres une hausse moyenne de 2,3 % au cours des trois
trimestres précédents. D’importantes hausses ont été
observées au chapitre des ordinateurs et autre matériel de
bureau, des meubles, des camions et de la machinerie
industrielle.
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Import growth slowed

Overall, growth in imports of goods and services slowed to
2.0% in the fourth quarter, as imports of goods slowed to
1.7%, from 4.1% last quarter. Imports of machinery and
equipment maintained growth (+3.1%), while growth in
imports of industrial goods and materials slowed
considerably (+1.6%).

On the other hand, imports of services jumped 3.5%,
following two weak quarters. Travel services (+8.0%) and
commercial services (+3.1%) rebounded from third quarter
declines, encouraged by the strength in the dollar.

Personal saving slipped further

Personal disposable income strengthened in the fourth
quarter (+1.1%), following a gain of 0.7% in the third
quarter, helped by growth in labour income of 1.1%.
Personal expenditure on consumer goods and services (in
nominal terms) grew at a faster rate than disposable
income, resulting in a negligible personal saving rate. The
debt-to-income ratio increased to 105.8 in the fourth
quarter, as households carried almost $1.06 of debt for
each dollar of disposable income.

Government surplus continued to improve

The government surplus (on a national accounts basis)
grew substantially in the fourth quarter bringing the annual
surplus to $16.8 billion. Government revenues slowed in
the quarter to 1.2% and outlays accelerated 1.1%, but
capital transfers to businesses declined, returning to
previous levels, thus adding to surplus.

Year-end review

Real GDP advanced 2.8% in 2004 up from 2.0% in 2003,
although weaker than 2002 (+3.4%). Exports rebounded in
2004 and corporate pro ts soared. Businesses increased
inventories, and consumer spending maintained a steady
pace. Final domestic demand grew 3.8%, up slightly from
2008.

Economy-wide prices, as measured by the chain price
index for GDP, rose 3.2%. Excluding energy, the index was
up 3.0% compared to 2.1% last year. The Canadian dollar
appreciated a further 7.7% against the US dollar in 2004,
following the 12% gain posted in 2003. The implicit price
index for nal domestic demand rose 1.7% up from 1.3%.

Ralentissement de la croissance des importations

Dans 'ensemble, la croissance des importations en biens et
services a ralenti pour tomber a 2,0% au quatrieme
trimestre, l'accroissement des importations de biens
s’établissant a 1,7 %, comparativement a 4,1 % le trimestre
précédent. Les importations de machines et de matériel ont
maintenu leur croissance (+3,1 %), tandis que la progression
des importations de biens et matériaux industriels accuse un
ralentissement marqué (+1,6 %).

Par contre, les importations de services ont bondi de 3,5 %,
apres deux trimestres médiocres. Sous l'effet de la vigueur
du dollar, les services de voyages (+8,0 %) et les services
commerciaux (+3,1 %) ont rebondi aprés avoir baissé au
troisiéme trimestre.

Nouvelle baisse de I’épargne personnelle

Le revenu personnel disponible s’est raffermi au quatrieme
trimestre (+1,1 %) apres avoir progressé de 0,7 % au
troisieme trimestre, sous I'impulsion du revenu du travail qui a
augmenté de 1,1 %. Les dépenses personnelles au chapitre
des biens et services de consommation (en valeur nominale)
ont augmenté a un rythme plus rapide que le revenu
disponible, ayant comme résultat un taux d’épargne
personnelle presque nul. Le ratio d’endettement a augmenté
pour s’établir a 105,8 au quatrieme trimestre, les ménages
étant endettés de presque 1,06 $ pour chaque dollar de
revenu disponible.

L'excédent des administrations publiques continue de
s’améliorer

Lexcédent des administrations publiques (sur la base de la
comptabilité nationale) a augmenté considérablement au
quatrieme trimestre, atteignant 16,8 milliards pour 'année.
La croissance des recettes des administrations publiques a
ralenti pour s’établir a 1,2 % et la croissance des dépenses
s’est accélérée, a 1,1 %, mais les transferts de capitaux aux
entreprises ont diminué, retournant a leurs niveaux
précédents, ce qui a fait augmenter I'excédent.

Revue de n d’année

Le PIB réel a progressé de 2,8 % en 2004, une hausse
supérieure a celle de 2,0 % enregistrée en 2003, mais
inférieure a celle de 2002 (+3,4 %). Les exportations ont
rebondi en 2004 et les béné ces des sociétés sont montés
en eéche. Les entreprises ont accumulé des stocks
importants et les dépenses de consommation ont conservé
leur rythme vigoureux. La demande intérieure nale a
augmenté de 3,8 %, une hausse légérement plus élevée
qu’en 2003.

Les prix pour 'ensemble de I'économie, mesurés par 'indice
de prix en chaine du PIB, ont progressé de 3,2 %. Excluant
les prix de [Iénergie, lindice a grimpé de 3,0 %,
comparativement a 2,1 % I'année derniere. Le dollar
canadien a connu une appréciation de 7,7 % par rapport au
dollar américain en 2004, aprés avoir af ché un gain de 12 %
en 2003. La croissance de l'indice implicite de prix pour la
demande intérieure nale est passée de 1,3 % a 1,7 %.
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Consumer spending continued steady pace in 2004

Growth in consumer spending continued at a steady pace
in 2004 (+3.5%). Personal expenditures grew at an
average rate of 3.3% over the previous 4 years. Consumer
spending on semi-durable goods contributed markedly to
the 2004 increase, up 5.6% from 3.1% in 2003. More
speci cally, spending on clothing and footwear jumped
4.8%, especially at beginning of the year, as spending on
men’s and boy’s clothing almost doubled its pace from last
year.

Spending on furniture, furnishings and household
equipment and maintenance advanced 6.1%, spurred by a
strong housing market and increased renovations activity.
Furniture, carpets and other oor coverings, household
appliances, and semi-durable household furnishings all
posted growth of over 7% in 2004.

Spending on services also registered strong growth of
3.9% for the second consecutive year led primarily by
purchased transportation (+5.7%). Air transport rebounded
from the weakness of the previous three years encouraged
by the strength of the Canadian dollar.

Financial and legal services also increased (+5.0%), as
spending on mutual fund and stock and bond commissions
increased substantially in 2004.

In contrast, purchases of new and used motor vehicles
declined again in 2004 (-3.2%), after falling 1.7% in 2003,
despite numerous nancing incentives offered by dealers
and manufacturers throughout the year.

Investment in residential structures still increasing in
2004

Although down from the double-digit growth registered in
2002, business investment in residential construction
increased 8.4% in 2004. Investment in new housing
construction was up (+8.6%), especially in Quebec and
British Columbia. Renovations activity increased 8.9%,
following robust growth in 2003. Sales of multiple dwellings
outpaced sales of single dwellings in 2004.

La croissance des dépenses de consommation est
demeurée soutenue en 2004

La croissance des dépenses de consommation est
demeurée soutenue en 2004 (+3,5%). Les dépenses
personnelles ont augmenté au taux moyen de 3,3 % au cours
des quatre années précédentes. Les dépenses des
consommateurs au chapitre des biens semi-durables ont
fortement contribué a 'augmentation enregistrée en 2004,
soit une hausse de 5,6 % comparativement a 3,1 % en 2003.
Plus précisément, les dépenses en vétements et en
chaussures ont bondi de 4,8 %, surtout en début d’année, les
dépenses au chapitre des vétements pour hommes et
gargcons ayant augmenté a un taux presque deux fois plus
élevé que celui enregistré 'année précédente.

Les dépenses au chapitre des meubles, des accessoires
d’ameublement, de I'équipement ménager et de I'entretien
ont augmenté de 6,1 %, poussées par un marché du
logement vigoureux et une plus grande activité au titre des
rénovations. Les meubles, les tapis et autres revétements de
sol, les appareils ménagers et les articles d’ameublement
semi-durables ont tous afché un taux de croissance
supérieur a 7 % en 2004.

Les dépenses au chapitre des services ont également
enregistré une forte croissance de 3,9 % pour la deuxieme
année d’af lée, principalement pour les frais d’utilisation des
services de transport (+5,7%). Grace a la vigueur du dollar
canadien, le transport aérien s’est grandement remis de la
faiblesse af chée au cours des trois années précédentes .

Les dépenses au chapitre des services nanciers et
juridiques ont aussi augmenté (+ 5,0 %), les dépenses au
chapitre des fonds mutuels et des commissions sur les
actions et les obligations ayant connu une hausse marquée
en 2004.

Par contre, les achats de véhicules automobiles neufs et
usagés ont encore diminué en 2004 (-3,2 %) aprés avoir
reculé de 1,7 % en 2003, malgré les nombreux incitatifs
nanciers offerts par les concessionnaires et les fabricants
tout au long de 'année.

Linvestissement en batiments résidentiels a continué
d’augmenter en 2004

Malgré un taux de croissance inférieur & celui a deux chiffres
enregistré en 2002, linvestissement des entreprises en
construction résidentielle a augmenté de 8,4 % en 2004.
Linvestissement au chapitre de la construction résidentielle
neuve a af ché une hausse (+8,6 %), particulierement au
Québec et en Colombie-Britannique. Lactivité dans les
rénovations a augmenté de 8,9 % aprés avoir af ché une
croissance robuste en 2003. Les ventes de béatiments a
logements multiples ont augmenté a un rythme plus rapide
que les ventes de logements individuels en 2004.
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Businesses invested heavily in machinery and
equipment

Business investment in plant and equipment grew 6.1% in
2004, almost double the pace of 2003. Substantial outlays
in machinery and equipment (+9.4%), not seen since 1999,
offset much slower growth in non-residential building and
engineering projects. Since 2002, businesses have
acquired machinery and equipment rather than investing in
new plants.

For the second consecutive year, businesses invested
heavily in computers and other of ce equipment, up 19.7%
in 2004. In addition, investment in industrial machinery
posted a substantial increase in 2004 (+8.8%), on top of
10.0% registered in 2003. Substantial increases were also
noted in telecommunications equipment (+20.2%) and
other transportation equipment (+15.1%).

Imports growth more than doubled pace

Overall, imports of goods more than doubled their pace to
8.5% in 2004, up from 3.4% in 2003. Substantial increases
in imports of machinery and equipment (+12.7%) and
industrial goods and materials (+10.4%) led the way.

Imports of energy products remained strong in 2004,
averaging 9.3% over the last two years.

Imports of services also posted a strong increase of 6.7%
in 2004, led by imports of travel services (+14.3%) and
transportation services (+14.4%).

Exports rebounded in 2004

Export demand increased 4.9% in 2004, reversing the
decline of 2.4% in 2003. Exports climbed steadily in the
rst half of the year, but declined in the second half.
Increases were widespread as most categories of goods
grew above 5.0% in 2004, except energy products (+2.6%)
and other consumer goods (+0.5%).

In contrast, exports of services were much weaker
increasing 2.7%, although both travel and transportation
signi cantly reversed declines of last year, with increases
of 10.5% and 11.9%, respectively. Both exports of travel
and transportation services have returned to pre-SARS
levels.

Corporate pro ts skyr ocketed in 2004

Corporate prots continued to climb in 2004 (+17.7%).
Corporate pro ts grew on average 9.3% over the previous
two years, reversing the decline in 2001. Manufacturers

Les entreprises ont beaucoup investi en machines et en
matériel

Linvestissement des entreprises en usines et matériel a
augmenté de 6,1 % en 2004, soit prés du double du taux
enregistré en 2003. Des dépenses importantes au chapitre
des machines et matériel (+9,4 %) inégalées depuis 1999,
ont compensé la croissance beaucoup plus lente de
linvestissement dans les batiments non résidentiels et les
projets de génie. Depuis 2002, les entreprises achétent des
machines et du matériel plutdt que d’investir dans de
nouvelles usines.

Pour la deuxiéme année d’af Iée, les entreprises ont fait
d’'importants investissements au chapitre des ordinateurs et
autre matériel de bureau, en hausse de 19,7 % en 2004. De
plus, on a enregistré une importante augmentation (+8,8 %)
de Tlinvestissement en machinerie industrielle en 2004,
faisant suite a une hausse de 10,0 % en 2003. On observe
également des hausses marquées de l'investissement au
chapitre de I'équipement de télécommunications (+20,2 %) et
autre équipement de transport (+15,1 %).

La croissance des importations a plus que doublé

Dans I'ensemble, les importations de biens ont augmenté a
un taux plus de deux fois plus élevé que I'année précédente,
passant de 3,4 % en 2003 a 8,5 % en 2004. Les importations
de machines et de matériel (+12,7 %) et de biens et
matériaux industriels (+10,4 %) ont mené la marche.

Les importations de produits de I'énergie sont demeurées
vigoureuses en 2004, s’établissant en moyenne a 9,3 % au
cours des deux derniéres années.

Les importations de services ont également af ché une forte
augmentation de 6,7 % en 2004, les importations de services
de voyages (+14,3 %) et de services de transport (+14,4 %)
menant la marche.

Les exportations ont rebondi en 2004

La demande a I'exportation a augmenté de 4,9 % en 2004,
faisant contrepoids au recul de 2,4 % enregistré en 2003. Les
exportations ont augmenté progressivement au cours de la
premiere moitié de I'année, mais ont baissé au cours de la
deuxiéme moitié. Toutes les catégories de biens ont af ché
une croissance supérieure a 5,0 % en 2004, a I'exception
des produits énergétiques (+2,6 %) et des autres biens de
consommation (+0,5 %).

Par contre, les exportations de services ont été beaucoup
faibles, en hausse de 2,7 %, mais les exportations de
services de voyages et de services de transport, af chant
respectivement des augmentations de 10,5 % et de 11,9 %,
ont contrebalancé de fagon importante les baisses
enregistrées I'an dernier. Les exportations de services de
voyages et de services de transport sont revenues a leurs
niveaux d’avant le SRAS.

Les béné ces des sociétés ont monté en éc he en 2004
Les béné ces des sociétés ont continué de monter, af chant
une hausse de 17,7 % en 2004. lls ont augmenté en
moyenne de 9,3 % au cours des deux derniéres années,
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rebounded strongly from a turbulent 2003 bene ting from
hefty global demand and robust commaodity prices. Wood
and paper manufacturers, petroleum and coal producers,
primary metal producers and chemical manufacturers all
recorded substantial prot growth, while motor vehicle and
parts manufacturers saw their earnings drop in 2004.

Wholesalers reported their highest level of prots,
especially wholesalers of building materials, and
machinery and equipment. Many wholesalers and retailers
bene ted from the appreciation of the Canadian dollar, as
the price of imported goods declined, allowing higher pro t
margins. Higher prices for metals and oil drove up the
prots of metal mining companies and oil and gas
producers.

With outlays holding steady, the corporate sector
registered another increase in its net lending position
reaching a record $81 billion in 2004.

Personal saving lowest on record

Labour income increased 4.1% in 2004 up from 3.5% in
2003, maintaining steady growth since the hefty increase
of 2000. Increases occurred in mining, construction, and
nance and real estate, while slowdowns were registered
in public administration and manufacturing. Employment
growth slowed in 2004.

The personal saving rate in 2004 was 0.4%, down from
1.4% in 2003. The saving rate fell to the lowest level on
record since the 1930’s. Consumer spending (in nominal
terms) grew faster than personal disposable income, with
almost all disposable income being spent on consumer
goods and services. The combined saving of all sectors of
the economy expanded 12.3% in 2004, following 15.3%
growth in the previous year.

Government surplus improved in 2004

The surplus (on a national accounts basis) of all levels of
government more than doubled to $16.8 billion in 2004, a
level not seen since 2000. Government income was
pushed up by strong corporate tax liabilities and higher
resource royalties, whereas the growth in outlays was held
back by lower interest payments, and lower electricity
price-cap subsidies in Ontario.

Les béné ces des
fabricants ont rebondi fortement aprés une année 2003
mouvementée, ces derniers béné ciant de la forte demande
mondiale et du prix élevé des produits de base. Les
béné ces des fabricants de produits de bois et de papier, des
producteurs de pétrole et de charbon, des fabricants de
métaux de premiere transformation et des fabricants de
produits chimiques ont tous enregistré une forte croissance,
tandis que les bénéces des fabricants de véhicules
automobiles et de pieéces ont diminué en 2004.

Les béné ces des grossistes, particulierement en matériaux
de construction et en machines et matériel, ont atteint leur
niveau le plus élevé. De nombreux grossistes et détaillants
ont béné cié de I'appréciation du dollar canadien, des prix a
limportation des biens en baisse permettant d’accroitre leurs
marges béné ciaires. Les béné ces des sociétés minieres
de métaux et des producteurs de pétrole et de gaz ont
augmenté grace aux prix plus élevés des métaux et du
pétrole.

Les dépenses demeurant stables, le secteur des sociétés a
enregistré une autre augmentation de sa position de prét net,
qui est passée a 81 milliards de dollars en 2004, un niveau
record.

L'épargne personnelle est a son niveau le plus bas

Le revenu du travail a augmenté de 4,1 % en 2004, une
hausse plus forte que celle de 3,5 % af chée en 2003, et
poursuit sa croissance ferme depuis 'augmentation marquée
de 2000. Des hausses ont été enregistrées dans les secteurs
des mines, de la construction, de la nance et de 'immobilier,
tandis que des ralentissements ont été relevés dans les
secteurs des administrations publiques et de la fabrication.
La croissance de I'emploi a ralenti en 2004.

Le taux d’épargne personnelle en 2004 s’est établi a 0,4 %,
en baisse comparativement a celui de 1,4 % en 2003. Il s’agit
du taux le plus faible jamais enregistré depuis les années 30.
Les dépenses de consommation (en valeur nominale) ont
augmenté plus rapidement que le revenu personnel
disponible, presque tout le revenu disponible étant consacré
aux achats de biens et services de consommation. Lépargne
combinée pour tous les secteurs de I'économie s’est accrue
de 12,3 % en 2004, aprés avoir connu une croissance de
15,3 % I'année précédente.

L'excédent des administrations publiques s’est amélioré
en 2004

Lexcédent (sur la base de la comptabilité nationale) de
toutes les administrations publiques combinées a plus que
doublé pour passer a 16,8 milliards de dollars en 2004, un
niveau atteint pour la derniére fois en 2000. Les imp6éts
élevés dus sur les revenus des sociétés et les redevances
plus élevées sur les ressources naturelles ont fait augmenter
les revenus des administrations publiques tandis que de plus
faibles paiements d’intéréts et de plus faibles subventions au
titre du plafond xé au prix de I'électricité en Ontario ont
freiné la croissance des dépenses.

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The following information should be used to ensure a clear
understanding of the basics concepts that de ne the data
provided in this product, of the underlying methodology,
and of key aspects of data quality. This information will
provide users with a better understanding of the strengths
and limitations of the data, and how they can be effectively
used and analysed.

Concepts and Variables Measured

At the core of the Income and Expenditure Accounts
(IEA) is the concept of Gross domestic product (GDP)
and its components. It is a measure of aggregate
economic activity that represents the unduplicated value of
production in two ways: Incomes arising from production;
and nal expenditures on production. The rst is simply to
sum the factor incomes generated by productive activity —
that is, incomes representing the returns to the labour and
capital employed. The second is to sum all sales to nal
users (consumers, governments, business on capital
account, exports less imports). The two measures of GDP
may not be equal to each other, giving rise to a statistical
discrepancy.

GDP income-based

The income-based estimates show factor incomes
accruing to labour and capital generated as part of the
production process. The largest source of factor income is
wages, salaries and supplementary labour income,
accounting for over half of GDP. The other income
components are corporation prots before taxes, interest
and miscellaneous investment income, the accrued net
income of farm operators, net income of non-farm
unincorporated business (including rent), and the inventory
valuation adjustment. Together these six aggregates, plus
taxes less subsidies on factors of production, yield Net
Domestic Product at basic prices. GDP at market prices is
calculated by adding taxes less subsidies on products as
well as capital consumption allowances and one half of the
statistical discrepancy.

GDP expenditure-based

In the expenditure-based estimates, GDP is broken down
into the categories of nal purchases of goods and
services. The major aggregate is personal expenditure on
consumer goods and services, accounting for close to 60%
of GDP. Government current expenditure on goods and
services is a second component and government and
business investment spending is a third. The sum of these
components of the summary expenditure account is
referred to as nal domestic demand. To move from nal
domestic demand to GDP, the value of physical change in

Concepts et variables mesurées

Les Comptes des revenus et des dépenses (CRD) ont
pour concept central celui du Produit intérieur brut (PIB) et
de ses composantes. Il s’agit d’'une mesure agrégée de
I'activité économique qui représente la valeur sans double
compte de la production établie de deux fagons : d’apres les
revenus générés par la production, d’une part, et d’aprés les
dépenses nales au titre de la production, d’autre part. La
premiére mesure consiste simplement a additionner les
revenus des facteurs générés par l'activité de production,
c'est-a-dire les revenus représentant le rendement de la
main-d’ceuvre et du capital utilisés. La deuxieme consiste a
additionner toutes les dépenses des utilisateurs nals
(consommateurs, administrations publiques, dépenses des
entreprises en capital,exportations nettes). Ces deux
mesures du PIB ne sont pas nécessairement égales, ce qui
produit une divergence statistique.

PIB en termes de revenus

Les estimations en termes de revenus montrent les revenus
des facteurs afférents au travail et au capital qui sont générés
dans le cadre du processus de production. Les salaires,
traitements et revenus supplémentaires du travail, qui
représentent plus de la moitié du PIB, constituent la source la
plus importante de revenus des facteurs. Les autres
composantes des revenus sont les béné ces des sociétés
avant impéts, les intéréts et revenus divers de placements,
les revenus nets des exploitants agricoles, les revenus nets
des entreprises non agricoles non constituées en société (y
compris les loyers) et I'ajustement de la valeur des stocks.
Ensemble, ces six agrégats, majorés des impOts moins les
subventions sur les facteurs de production, donnent le produit
intérieur net aux prix de base. Le PIB aux prix du marché se
calcule en ajoutant les imp6ts moins les subventions sur les
produits, ainsi que les provisions pour consommation de
capital et la moitié de la divergence statistique.

PIB en termes de dépenses

Dans le cas de I'estimation en termes de dépenses, le PIB
est ventilé selon les catégories d’achats nals de biens et de
services. Les dépenses personnelles en biens et services de
consommation, qui représentent pres de 60 % du PIB,
constituent lagrégat le plus important. La deuxieme
composante est constituée des dépenses courantes des
administrations publiques en biens et services alors que les
dépenses d’investissement des administrations publiques et
des entreprises forment la troisieme. La somme de ces
composantes du compte sommaire des dépenses est
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inventories, net exports of goods and services (that is,
exports minus imports) and one-half of the statistical
discrepancy are added.

Real GDP

Real GDP is related directly to other key macroeconomic
variables such as employment, business cycles,
productivity and long-term economic growth.

Real GDP is a measure of the volume of production. To
measure  this concept, GDP  expenditure-based
components are adjusted to eliminate the effect price
change. This process is known as de ation, and makes
use of expenditure-side associated price indexes. Up to
2001, real GDP was calculated by using a Laspeyres’
formula. As of May 31st, 2001, the quarterly IEA adopted
the Fisher index formula, chained quarterly, as the of cial
measure of real expenditure-based GDP. The reason for
the adoption of this particular formula is that it produces the
most accurate measure of quarter to quarter growth in
GDP.

Coverage

GDP includes all activities within the SNA production
boundary. lllegal transactions are, for the most part,
excluded.

Sector accounts

The IEA also provide considerable information on the four
major sectors of the economy: persons and unincorporated
business, corporations, governments and non-residents.
The sector accounts record (i) incomes and outlays, (ii)
saving and investment and (ii) transactions in nancial
assets and liabilities for each of the four broad sectors of
the economy. Additional information is also provided for
sub-sectors of the government and corporate sectors. The
sum of the nal (non-transfer) income, or the nal (non-
intermediate) expenditure, of the sectors equals gross
national product.

A sector has current incomes and current outlays. The
difference between the two is saving. Saving, combined
with capital consumption allowances and net capital
transfers, is a source of funds for investment, or non-
nancial capital acquisition. To the extent that saving
exceeds (falls short of) investment the sector is said to be
in a net lending (net borrowing) position. A second
measure of net lending/borrowing is provided by the
difference between the transactions in nancial assets less
the transactions in liabilities and equity. The two measures
differ somewhat due to statistical errors.

PIB réel

Jusqu’a 2001, on
calculait le PIB réel selon la formule de Laspeyres. Depuis le

trimestriels des revenus et des dépenses a adopté la formule
de I'indice en chaine de Fisher comme mesure of cielle du
PIB réel en termes de dépenses. Cette formule a été choisie
parce qu’elle produit la mesure la plus exacte de la
croissance du PIB d’'un trimestre a l'autre.

Couverture

Le PIB inclut toutes les activités comprises dans le domaine
de la production du Systeme des comptes nationaux (SCN).
Les transactions illégales sont, pour la plupart, exclues.

Comptes sectoriels

Les CRD fournissent aussi une foule de renseignements sur
quatre grands secteurs de [I'économie, a savoir les
particuliers et les entreprises individuelles, les sociétés, les
administrations publiques et les non-résidents. Sont
enregistrés dans les comptes sectoriels i) les revenus et les
dépenses, ii) 'épargne et [linvestissement, et iii)les
transactions relatives aux actifs et aux passifs nanciers pour
chacun des quatre grands secteurs de I'économie. Des
renseignements supplémentaires sont également fournis
pour les sous-secteurs des secteurs des administrations
publiques et des sociétés. La somme des revenus nals (ne
provenant pas de transferts) ou des dépenses nales (non
intermédiaires) des secteurs est égale au produit national
brut.

Tout secteur a des revenus et des dépenses courantes. La
différence entre les deux est I'épargne. Conjuguée aux
provisions pour consommation de capital et aux transferts
nets de capitaux, I'épargne est une source de fonds pour
investissement ou pour 'acquisition de capital non nancier.

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The IEA make up part of an integrated sequence of
accounts. The source of information for the nancial
transactions of the sector accounts is the associated
quarterly Financial Flow Accounts release. The end
result of economic and nancial activity is presented in the
National Balance Sheet Accounts.

Data sources and methodology

The IEA measure of macroeconomic activity on a quarterly
basis as represented by income and expenditure-based
GDP, relies heavily on a wealth of information from various
areas of Statistics Canada.

Sources

A very large amount of information from various survey
divisions within the bureau, along with other data, are
compiled, integrated and analysed as part of the complex
process of arriving at GDP and its component categories
and underlying sector accounts.

Major suppliers of data within Statistics Canada include
Agriculture Division, Investment and Capital Stock Division,
Income Statistics Division, International Trade Division,
Distributive Trades Division, Manufacturing, Construction
and Energy Division, Industrial Organization and Finance
Division, Labour Division, Prices Division, Public
Institutions Division, Tax Data Division. There are also a
host of external and administrative sources of data used.

General methodology

Final expenditure measures by detailed component are
compiled for the major sectors of the economy. Data are
analysed for time series consistency, links to current
economic events, issues arising from the source data, and
nally with respect to coherence. The same process is
followed for the income measures. Initial estimates of
income and expenditure-side GDP are then produced, and
the discrepancy is assessed. Real estimates are then
compared with the results of the monthly GDP by Industry
program.

Annually, the income and expenditure data are
benchmarked to the Input-Output Accounts

comptes intégrés. Les Comptes des ux nancier s, qui
sont diffusés trimestriellement, sont la source d’information
sur les transactions nancieres enregistrées dans les
comptes sectoriels.

Sources des données et méthodologie

Les CRD donnent une mesure trimestrielle de [lactivité
macroéconomique, telle que représentée par le PIB en
termes de revenus et de dépenses, dont la production
dépend fortement d’une foule de renseignements fournis par
divers programmes de Statistique Canada.

Sources

Le processus complexe de calcul du PIB, de ses
composantes et des comptes sectoriels sous-jacents
nécessite la compilation, I'intégration et 'analyse d’une tres
grande quantité d’information provenant de diverses divisions
d’enquéte du Bureau, conjuguée a d’autres données.

A Statistique Canada, les grands fournisseurs de données
incluent la Division de [lagriculture, la Division de
linvestissement et du stock de capital, la Division de la
statistique du revenu, la Division du commerce international,
la Division de la statistique du commerce, la Division de la
fabrication, de la construction et de I'énergie, la Division de
I'organisation et des nances de lindustrie, la Division du
travail, la Division des prix, la Division des institutions
publiques et la Division des données scales. Il existe aussi
une grande quantité de sources de données externes et
administratives.

Méthodologie générale

Les dépenses nales selon les composantes détaillées sont
calculées pour les grands secteurs de I'économie. Les
données sont analysées an de véri er la convergence des
séries chronologiques, d’établir les liens avec les
événements économiques courants, de cerner les probléemes
que soulévent les données de référence et, en derniere
analyse, d’assurer la cohérence.

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Seasonal adjustment

Almost all series of the quarterly IEA are seasonally-
adjusted. Seasonal adjustment is generally made at the
lowest level of aggregation, and seasonally-adjusted
aggregates are obtained by summation. Statistics
Canada’s X-11 ARIMA is used to seasonally adjust series.

Revisions

Estimates for each quarter are revised when those for
subsequent quarters of the same year are published and
when those for the rst quarter of each of the next four
years are published. They are not normally revised again
except when historical revisions are carried out, usually
once per decade. Statistical revisions are carried out in
order to incorporate the most recent information from
quarterly and annual surveys, taxation statistics, public
accounts, censuses, etc., as well as from the annual
benchmarking process with the Input-Output Accounts.

Reference period

Data are released within 60 days after the reference
period.

Data quality (Accuracy)

The accounts are designed as a double-entry system in
which the income- and expenditure-based GDP totals
should, in principle, be identical. In fact, a difference
virtually always arises between them due to errors in the
source data, imperfect estimation techniques, differing
seasonal adjustment methods and discrepancies in the
time at which the incomes and expenditures are recorded.

The size of the discrepancy, which stems from the
estimation procedure, is one gauge of the system's overall
reliability. However, it is a partial and quite insuf cient
gauge.  Another quality measure is how well real
expenditure-side GDP compares to the real GDP by
Industry measure.

No direct measures of the margin of error in the estimates
can be calculated. The quality of the estimates can be
inferred from analysis of revisions and from a subjective
assessment of the data sources and methodology used in
the preparation of the estimates.

Comparability of data and related sources

It is not possible to produce an equivalent to the income or
expenditure accounts except at the aggregate level. At the

Désaisonnalisation

Presque toutes les séries des CRD trimestriels sont
désaisonnalisées. En général, la désaisonnalisation est faite
au niveau d’agrégation le plus petit et les agrégats
désaisonnalisés sont obtenus par sommation.

Révisions

Certain components of income and expenditure-based
GDP can be obtained in survey divisions, but typically the
data are not directly comparable. For example, the variable
“corporate prots” is published in the Quarterly Financial
Statistics release, but it differs from the income-based GDP
measure by certain national accounts’ concept
adjustments.

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Glossary

Accrued net income of farm operators from farm
production. Net income received by farm operators from
farm production plus the undistributed portion of earnings
arising out of the operations of the Canadian Wheat Board
and the adjustment made to shift agricultural subsidies from
a cash to an accrual basis.

Associations of individuals. Non-pro t institutions serving
households, such as churches, labour unions and charitable
organizations, plus credit unions, trusteed pension plans, life
insurance companies, fraternal societies and mutual non-life
insurance companies. They are treated as businesses with
respect to their capital outlays and their intermediation
activities, but as persons with respect to their current
expenses.

Base period. Reference period from which prices are taken
to calculate an index.

Basic prices. A basic price valuation includes the costs of
production factors (labour and capital) and indirect taxes
and subsidies on production factors. Income measures are
estimated at basic prices or market prices.

Bonds. Marketable and non-marketable securities issued in
Canadian or foreign currency with an original term to
maturity in excess of one year. Includes:

Canada bonds. Direct bonds of the federal government
(of which, Canada Savings Bonds) and guaranteed federal
enterprise bonds.

Provincial bonds. Direct bonds of provincial
governments (of which, provincial savings bonds) and
guaranteed provincial enterprise bonds.

Municipal bonds. Direct bonds of municipalities and
guaranteed municipal enterprise bonds.

Other bonds. Bonds issued by Canadian corporations,
hospitals and non-prot institutions, as well as non-
guaranteed bonds of government business enterprises. Also
included are asset-backed securities.

Business gross x ed capital formation. This expression
covers all expenditures on buildings, engineering
construction and machinery and equipment by the
business sector, both corporations and unincorporated
businesses. Business gross xed capital formation is
divided into three major categories in production accounts:
residential structures, non-residential structures and
machinery and equipment.

Business investment in inventories. Business sector
inventories consist of two categories: (a) non-farm
inventories and (b) farm inventories and grain in
commercial channels. These two categories are presented

in detailed tables in the Income and Expenditure Accounts.
Business sector inventories are themselves subdivided into
those of the persons and unincorporated businesses sector
and those of the corporations and government business
enterprises sector. These two estimates are shown in the
respective sector accounts under the inventories heading.

Business sector. All transactors producing goods and
services for sale at a price intended to cover costs of
production, namely corporations, government business
enterprises, unincorporated businesses and independent
professional practitioners. Also includes owners occupying
their own dwelling, treated as businesses renting to
themselves, and associations of individuals, treated as
businesses with respect to their capital outlays and their
intermediation activities.

Canada and Quebec Pension Plans. The part of the
government sector which consists of the operations of the
Canada and Quebec Pension Plans, established in 1966.

Canadian residents. Institutional units, such as persons,
corporations and non-pro t institutions, which have a centre
of economic interest (a dwelling, a business location) in the
economic territory of Canada.

Capital and nancial account. This account shows, for
each major sector, a) the saving and acquisition of non-
nancial capital and the difference between them, called net
lending; and b) transactions in nancial assets, transactions
in liabilities and the difference between them, called net
nancial investment. In theory, the two balancing items, net
lending and net nancial investment, are equal; in practice,
imperfections in the statistics lead to a difference between
the two, shown as a statistical discrepancy.

Capital consumption allowances. Allowances for the
using up of capital in the productive process. They are
calculated for business and government x ed assets as well
as housing. They also include miscellaneous valuation
adjustments bringing business accounting records into
conformity with national accounts de nitions, such as the
addition of claims paid by insurance companies to
compensate for re and other losses.

Capital transfers. Transfers in cash or in kind, out of the
wealth of the donor (inheritances and migrants’ funds,
transfer of ownership of an asset or cancellation of a
liability), or transfers which the recipient is expected to use
towards the acquisition of an asset. Capital transfers have
no effect on the saving of the donor or recipient.

Chain Fisher price index. See implicit price indexes.
Chain Fisher volume index. A measure of change in

volume from period to period. It is calculated as the
geometric mean of a chain Paasche volume index and a
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chain Laspeyres volume index. In other words, it is the
mean of two distinct measures of change in volume: one
calculated as if prices were constant in the rst of two
consecutive periods (Laspeyres volume) and the other
calculated as if prices were constant in the second of the
two consecutive periods (Paasche volume).

Chain index. An index which is rebased on a period to
period basis, accumulated multiplicatively from a base
period value. For example, the chain Fisher volume index
calculates the Fisher volume index in each pair of
consecutive quarters, treating the earlier quarter as the
base period.

Chain Laspeyres volume indexes. A measure of the
change in volume from period to period. It is calculated as if
prices were constant in the rst of two consecutive periods.
The indexes of each of the periods are linked together in a
chain to for an index. Chain Laspeyres volume indexes are
one of the components of the chain Fisher volume
indexes that are the of cial measure of the Income and
Expenditure Accounts.

Chain Paasche volume indexes. A measure of the change
in volume from period to period. It is calculated as if prices
were constant in the second of two consecutive periods. The
indexes of each of the periods are linked together in a chain
to form an index. The chain Paasche volume indexes are
one of the components of the chain Fisher volume
indexes that are the of cial measure of the Income and
Expenditure Accounts.

Changing the base period. Changing the base period of a
series involves rede ning the base period on which the
weightings are established.

Claims. Financial instrument comprising:

Corporate claims. Loans, advances and issues of debt
between associated corporations; on the asset side, also
includes investment in shares between associated
corporations.

Government claims. Claims between governments,
between related government business enterprises or
between a parent government and its enterprises, in the
form of shares, debt securities, loans and advances.

Consumer credit. Credit extended to persons for
purchasing consumer goods and services.

Consumer goods. New goods acquired by households for
their own consumption. Comprises three categories:

Durable goods, which can be used repeatedly or
continuously for more than one year, such as motor vehicles
and major appliances;

Semi-durable goods, which can be used on multiple
occasions and have an expected lifetime of one year or
somewhat more, such as clothing, footwear and linens;

Non-durable goods, which can be used only once,
such as food, gasoline, alcoholic beverages and tobacco; in
practice, the latter also include a few goods of little value
used more than once, such as household supplies.

Consumer services. Services consumed by households,
such as rent (including the rent imputed on owner-occupied
housing), transportation, education, medical care, child
care, food and accommodation services as well as travel
expenditures of Canadians abroad, less travel expenditures
of foreigners in Canada. Also includes the current
(operating) expenses of associations of individuals and
unincorporated businesses.

Contributions to percent changes. These estimates show
the contribution of a sub-aggregate to the percent change in
an aggregate. For example, if personal consumer spending
increases 2% and the contribution to the percent change by
motor vehicle purchases is 1%, then motor vehicle
purchases would be said to have accounted for half of the
increase in personal consumer spending.

Contributions to social insurance plans. Employer and
employee contributions to employment insurance, the
Canada and Quebec Pension Plans and workers’
compensation.

Corporate and government business enterprise sector.
All business transactors whose legal form of organization is
the corporation, plus government business enterprises. This
sector is divided into non- nancial and nancial enterprises.
The latter are comprised of several sub-sectors (Bank of
Canada, chartered banks, credit unions, life insurance
companies, trusteed pension funds, mutual funds, etc.). The
intermediation activities of credit unions, life insurance
companies and trusteed pension funds shown as assets of
these sub-sectors are balanced by claim liabilities which, in
turn, are assets of the persons and unincorporated business
sector.

Corporation pro ts before taxes. The net earnings from
economic activity of privately-held corporations, measured
after deduction of capital consumption allowances.

Currency and deposits. Financial instruments comprising:

Currency and bank deposits. Deposits denominated
in Canadian dollars at chartered banks in Canada and at the
Bank of Canada, plus Canadian currency and coin in
circulation.

Other deposits. All deposits at other Canadian
deposit-taking institutions, including shares in credit unions.
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Foreign currency and deposits. Holdings of foreign
currency and foreign currency denominated deposits at
chartered banks in Canada, foreign branches and
subsidiaries of Canadian chartered banks, foreign banks
and other foreign deposit-taking institutions.

Current prices. A valuation at current prices is expressed at
the prices prevailing during the period being referred to.

Current transactions with non-residents. Exports of
goods and services less imports of goods and services, plus
net investment income from non-residents and net current
transfers from non- residents.

Current transfers. Transfers out of the income of the donor,
reducing his saving and adding to that of the recipient.

Current transfers from corporations to persons.
Charitable donations and other contributions.

Current transfers from government to business.
Subsidies to the business sector.

Current transfers from government to non-residents.
Pensions paid to non-residents, contributions to
international organizations and economic and technical
assistance as well as food aid provided by the Canadian
International Development Assistance Agency and other
governmental agencies.

Current transfers from government to persons.
Payments such as the Child Tax Bene t/Credit, Employment
Insurance benets, old age security benets, welfare
payments, scholarships and research grants, workers’
compensation bene ts, grants to aboriginal peoples and
their organizations, public service pensions, pensions paid
under the Canada and Quebec Pension Plans, and
veterans’ allowances.

Current transfers from non-residents to government.
Withholding taxes paid by non-residents to the Government
of Canada.

Current transfers from non-residents to persons.
Pensions paid by foreign governments to Canadian
residents plus remittances by non-residents to Canadian
residents.

Current transfers from persons and unincorporated
businesses to government. Income taxes, contributions to
social insurance plans and other current transfers.

Current transfers from persons to corporations. The
transfer portion of interest on the consumer debt.

Current transfers from persons to non-residents.
Remittances by Canadian residents (particularly religious
and charitable organizations) to non-residents and
withholding taxes paid abroad.

De ation . Process of eliminating price change from a
speci ¢ time ser ies.

Disposable income. See personal disposable income.

Dividends. Income payable and receivable in respect of
corporate equities (cash dividends) and further equity
participation in corporate enterprises (stock dividends).

Economic territory. The economic territory of a country
encompasses the geographic territory, plus the air space,
territorial waters and continental shelf, as well as its
territorial enclaves abroad (embassies, consulates, military
bases, etc.).

Existing assets. See net acquisition of existing assets.

Exports and imports of goods and services. Current
receipts and payments arising out of transactions in
moveable goods and services between residents and non-
residents. Services include travel, freight and shipping,
business services, government transactions, nancial
intermediation and other services.

Factor cost. A valuation re ecting the cost of production
factors (labour and capital). It corresponds to the value
remaining after the deduction from market prices of all
applicable taxes and subsidies.

Farm inventories. Farm output stored on farms; includes
grains, tobacco, potatoes and livestock.

Final domestic demand. The sum of personal expenditure
on consumer goods and services, net government current
expenditure on goods and services, government gross xed
capital formation and business gross x ed capital formation.

Fisher index. Geometric mean of the Laspeyres index and
the Paasche index.

Fisher volume index. Geometric mean of the Laspeyres
volume index and the Paasche volume index.

Fixed capital. See gross x ed capital formation.

Fixed-weighted price indexes. Also known as “Laspeyres”
indexes, these are price indexes where a xed pattern of
expenditure from some base period is used to aggregate the
detailed price indexes in each period.

Foreign investments. All marketable nancial instruments
(bonds, short-term paper and shares) which are liabilities of
the non-resident sector (foreign governments and
corporations) and assets of domestic sectors.

Government business enterprise prots before taxes.
Net earnings from the economic activity of government
business enterprises, measures after deduction of capial
consumption allowances.
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Government business enterprises.  Government
enterprises and agencies which operate on a prot or cost
recovery basis and whose motivation is similar to that of
private enterprises. Their total prots (net of losses) are
recorded in GDP, while only the prots remitted to
government are recorded in the government income and
outlay account, under government investment income. The
difference between these two measures, retained earnings,
forms part of business sector saving.

Government current expenditure on goods and
services. All current outlays for goods and services by the
government sector, including wages and salaries of
government employees. It also includes expenditure on
weapons for defence and an imputation for the depreciation
of government x ed assets. It is recorded before deduction
of revenues from sales of goods and services in the
government income and outlay account, and after deduction
of these revenues in GDP (net government current
expenditure on goods and services).

Government gross xed capital formation. This
expression covers all expenditures on buildings, engineering
construction and machinery and equipment. Government
gross xed capital formation includes spending on
non-military defence buildings and equipment (airports,
docks, roads, hospitals, transport aircraft, etc.). Abbreviated
as x ed capital in the government capital and nancial
account.

Government investment in inventories. Government
inventories include only uranium stocks, up to 1981, and
those held by federal government commodity agencies,
such as the Canadian Dairy Commission. Abbreviated as
inventories in the government sector account.

Government investment income. In GDP, includes interest
income of public service pension plans, other interest and
dividend income of governments and royalties. In the
government income and outlay account, it also includes the
prots of government business enterprises remitted to
government. See government business enterprises.

Government sales of goods and services. Revenues
from the sale of goods and services, such as water charges,
landing fees and charges for government documents.

Government sector. All departments, agencies, and funds
(budgetary and non-budgetary) of the federal, provincial and
local levels of government, as well as crown corporations
which receive more than 50% of their revenues in grants
from their parent governments. Also included are school
boards, universities, non-pro t colleges, hospitals, non-pro t
residential care facilities, as well as the Canada and Quebec
Pension Plans.

Grain in commercial channels. Grain in the hands of the
Canadian Wheat Board or private grain dealers.

Gross domestic product. The total unduplicated value of
the goods and services produced in the economic territory
of a country or region during a given period. GDP can be
measured three ways: as total incomes earned in current
production (income approach), as total nal sales of current
production (expenditure approach), or as total net values
added in current production (value added approach). It can
be valued either at base price or at market prices. In the
Income and Expenditure Accounts, Gross Domestic Product
is measured by the income and expenditure approach.

Gross x ed capital formation. This expression covers all
expenditures on buildings, engineering construction and
machinery and equipment. Gross capital formation in
machinery and equipment includes imports of used
machinery and equipment since the latter constitute
additions to domestic capital stock. Gross xed capital
formation in buildings includes transfer costs on the sale of
existing xed assets (e.g. real estate commissions).
Abbreviated as x ed capital in the capital and nancial
account. Synonym of investment in x ed capital.

Gross xed capital formation, corporations and
government business enterprises sector. This
expression covers all expenditures on buildings, engineering
construction and machinery and equipment in the
corporations and government business enterprises
sector. It includes a large portion of the gross xed capital
formation in non-residential structures and machinery and
equipment of the business sector. Abbreviated as x ed
capital in the corporations and government business
enterprises sector account.

Gross x ed capital formation, persons and
unincorporated businesses sector. This expression
covers all expenditures on buildings, engineering
construction and machinery and equipment in the persons
and unincorporated businesses sector. It includes mainly
the gross x ed capital formation in residential structures but
also includes a small portion of non-residential structures
and machinery and equipment. Abbreviated as x ed
capital in the persons and unincorporated businesses
sector account.

Gross national product. A measure of income equal to the
Gross domestic product at market prices, plus
investment income received from non-residents, less
investment income paid to non-residents.

Gross saving.
allowances.

Net saving plus capital consumption

Holding gains and losses. Additions to or subtractions
from income which result from selling an asset for more or
less than its purchase price. As holding gains and losses
are not related to current production, they are excluded from
GDP through the inventory valuation adjustment.
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Households. A group of persons who share the same living
accommodation, pool some, or all of their income and
wealth and consume certain goods and services collectively.
They may engage in any other kind of economic activity.

Implicit price indexes. These price indexes are a by-product
of the deation procedure, obtained by dividing an
expenditure series expressed at current prices by the
corresponding series expressed in real terms. For all
volume aggregates published in the Income and
Expenditure Accounts, the implicit price indexes are the
chain Fisher prices indexes.

Imports of goods and services. See exports and
imports of goods and services.

Income and outlay account. This account shows, for each
major sector, all sources of current income (production,
receipts of property income and other transfers) and all
current outlays (expenditure on goods and services,
payments of property income and other transfers), as well
as saving, equal to a sector’s income less its outlay.

Inheritances and migrants' funds. Capital brought to
Canada by immigrants at the time of arrival or transferred
outside Canada by emigrants at time of departure, or
intended to be transferred at a later date, plus bequests to
Canadian residents from non-residents or vice-versa.

Interest and miscellaneous investment income.
Investment income of persons, except dividends, plus
government investment income, less net investment income
of persons and governments received from non-residents,
less the transfer portion of interest on the consumer debt,
less the interest on the public debt.

Interest, dividends and miscellaneous investment
income of persons. Includes income of persons and
unincorporated businesses as owners of nancial or
tangible non-produced assets in return for putting the assets
at the disposal of another institutional unit. Interest includes
interest on Canadian bonds, mortgage interest paid to
persons and interest on deposits. Miscellaneous investment
income includes accrued interest in pension plans, life
insurance funds and interest on investments made by other
“associations of individuals”.

Interest on the consumer debt. Interest paid by persons
on account of liabilities incurred to nance personal
expenditure on consumer goods and services. Consists of
two parts: the administrative expenses, representing the
cost of rendering services to borrowers, and the remaining
“transfer portion”.

Interest on the public debt. Interest payments on liabilities
of the government sector.

Inventories. See investment in inventories.

Inventory valuation adjustment. The difference between
the change in inventory book values and the value of
physical change in inventories, which is a measure of the
net holding gain or loss realized by business as a result of
price changes. Holding gains and losses on inventories are
present in corporation pro ts and other income aggregates,
and must be removed in order to measure the value of
current production.

Investment in x ed capital. Synonym of gross x ed
capital formation.

Investment in inventories. Change in the physical volume
of business and government inventories, valued at the
average market prices of the period.

Investment in inventories, corporations and
government business enterprises. Consists of most of the
investment in inventories of the business sector except for a
portion of non-farm inventories held by unincorporated farm
businesses. Abbreviated as inventories in the corporations
and government business enterprises sector account.

Investment in inventories, persons and unincorporated
businesses sector. Consists mainly of farm inventories
held by unincorporated farm businesses. Abbreviated as
inventories in the persons and unincorporated businesses
sector account.

Investment income of persons. Interest on deposits,
bonds, mortgages, etc., and royalties paid by corporations,
governments and non-residents to persons, plus investment
income accumulating on their behalf in trusteed pension
plans and life insurance funds, or on behalf of other
associations of individuals. Excludes dividends.

Investment income paid to non-residents. Investment
income payments on Canadian liabilities to non-residents,
inclusive of any applicable withholding taxes. Includes
interest, dividends and other payments such as net
expenses of Canadian banks from foreign currency
transactions and net revenues of foreign insurance
companies from insurance operations in Canada.

Investment income received from non-residents.
Investment income earned by Canadian residents on their
assets abroad, inclusive of any applicable withholding taxes.
Includes interest, dividends and other receipts such as net
earnings of Canadian banks from foreign currency
transactions and net revenues of Canadian insurance
companies from insurance operations abroad.

Labour income. The sum of wages and salaries plus
supplementary labour income.

Laspeyres index. Index calculated by using prices or
volumes from a predetermined base year as weights.
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Life insurance and pensions. Liability of life insurance
companies and trusteed pension plans to policyholders or
bene ciar ies and federal government liability with respect to
annuities sold under the Annuities Act, as well as
government employer-sponsored pension plans. Asset of
policy holders or bene ciar ies.

Loans. Financial instrument comprising bank loans and
other loans. Negotiated loans made by chartered banks
and other nancial institutions .

Machinery and equipment. Capital expenditures on
durable, tangible goods with an expected service life of one
year or more, such as furniture, motor vehicles, of ce
machines and equipment not permanently installed
(permanently built-in equipment belongs to non-residential
construction). Includes installation and delivery costs.

Market prices. A valuation expressed in terms of the prices
actually paid by the purchaser, that is, after all applicable
taxes and subsidies. See factor cost.

Military pay and allowances. The part of labour income
consisting of payments to members of the Armed Forces
serving in Canada or abroad. Includes military pay, allow-
ances and the employer’s social contributions. Excludes
veterans' allowances, treated as transfer payments.

Mortgages. Negotiated loans and agreements of sale
secured by real property, mostly residential buildings.
Includes rst, second and third mortgages. Mortgages are
characterized by blended repayments, usually monthly, of
principal and interest.

Net acquisition of existing assets. A sector’s purchases
less sales of used xed assets and land. Business
purchases less sales of natural resources, resource rights
and intangible assets are also included. Does not apply to
the non-resident sector which, by de nition, acquires only
nancial investments. Abbreviated as existing assets in the
capital and nancial account.

Net capital transfers. Capital transfers from other sectors
less capital transfers to other sectors.

Net domestic product at basic prices. The sum of all
incomes arising from production, or ownership of assets
used in production, within the economic territory of a
country or region. This income includes labour income,
prots before taxes, interest and miscellaneous
investment income, accrued net income of farm
operators from farm production, net income of non-farm
unincorporated business including rent, and the
inventory valuation adjustment. Taxes and subsidies on
factors of production are also included since the size of
these components is directly linked to the production
decisions of producers. Differs from GDP at basic prices in
that it excludes capital consumption allowances.

Net nancial investment. The net lending (or borrowing) of
a sector can be measured either through incomes and
expenditures or through nancial transactions. Under the
nancial transactions approach, net lending is called net
nancial investment. It is equal to a sector’s transactions in
nancial assets less its transactions in liabilities. See net
lending and capital and nancial account .

Net income of non-farm unincorporated business,
including rent. Earnings of unincorporated proprietors,
except farm operators, from their own business. Includes the
net income of unincorporated businesses and self-employed
individuals, as well as the net rental income of persons.

Net income of unincorporated business. The sum of net
accrued income received by farm operators from farm
production and net income of non-farm unincorporated
business, including rent.

Net income received by farm operators from farm
production. Gross proceeds from the sale of farm products,
plus subsidies on a cash basis, plus the imputed value of
farm output consumed by farming households, plus invest-
ment in farm inventories, less farm operating expenses and
depreciation on farm buildings and equipment. Excludes
other types of income, such as net rent or interest receipts,
and pro ts of incorporated farms. See accrued net income
of farm operators from farm production.

Net investment income from non-residents. Investment
income received from, less investment income paid to, non-
residents.

Net lending. The net lending (or borrowing) of a sector can
be measured either through incomes and expenditures or
through nancial transactions. Under the income and
expenditure approach, net lending is the difference between
internally generated funds and outlays on non- nancial
capital. A sector's net lending equals its saving, plus its
capital consumption allowances and net capital transfers
from non-residents, less its investment in xed capital and
inventories. Net lending (or borrowing) is also referred to as
sector surplus (or de cit). See net nancial investment
and capital and nancial account.

Net national income at basic prices. Net domestic
product at basic prices plus net investment income of
non-residents.

Net reinvested earnings on direct investment.
Reinvested earnings (REI) are prots earned on, less
dividends received from, direct foreign investment. From
1961, equity income from direct foreign investment is
recorded on an accrual rather than cash basis in the
Balance of International Payments. Net REI are de ned as
REI on foreign direct investment in Canada less REI on
Canadian direct investment abroad. Net REI gives rise to
an additional reconciliation item between the Canadian
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Balance of International Payments Accounts and the
National Income and Expenditure Accounts, in which this
change has not been incorporated.

Net rental income. Earnings of persons, after expenses,
arising from the ownership of residential property, whether
rented or owner-occupied, and from the rental of non-
residential property.

Net saving. The current income of a sector, less its current
expenditure. Includes current transfers but excludes capital
consumption allowances and capital transfers. Synonym of
saving.

Non-farm inventories. Inventories of raw materials, goods-
in-process and nished products .

Non- nancial capital acquisition. Includes the gross xed
capital formation of a sector (xed capital), plus its
investment in inventories (inventories) and its net acquisition
of existing assets (existing assets). Does not apply to the
non-resident sector which, by de nition, can only engage in
nancial in vestment.

Non-resident sector. All transactors who do not have a
centre of economic interest (a dwelling, a business location)
in the economic territory of Canada. By de nition, non-
residents can only engage in nancial investment. Any
transactor making non- nancial investment is deemed to be
a resident.

Non-residential structures. Construction of industrial,
commercial and institutional buildings, such as plants,
warehouses, shopping centres, of ce buildings, schools and
hospitals, plus construction of highways, bridges, railway
tracks, canals, waterworks, sewage systems, dams, hydro
or thermal generating plants, telephone lines, oil and gas
facilities, etc. Includes new construction, conversions
resulting in a structural change, major renovations,
permanently built-in equipment and site preparation.

Non-residential structures and equipment. The sum of
business investment in non-residential structures and in
machinery and equipment.

Of cial reserves. The sum of a) of cial holdings of gold
and foreign exchange (U.S. dollars and deposits in other
convertible currencies), b) loans to or from the International
Monetary Fund on general account, and c) special drawing
rights.

Other current transfers from persons to government.
Transfers not classi ed as direct taxes. Includes hospital
and medical care premiums, various licences and permits,
(hunting and shing licenses, marriage licenses, etc.) nes
and penalties, the personal portion of motor vehicle licenses
and permits, as well as donations to entities within the
government sector.

Other nancial assets / Other liabilities. Various items not
included under other nancial instruments, such as accrued
interest, interest receivable or payable and prepaid
expenses.

Outside Canada. Embassies and other Canadian
government of ces abroad which are part of the territory of
Canada.

Paasche index. Index calculated by using prices or
volumes from the current period as weights.

Personal disposable income. Personal income less
current transfers to government.

Personal expenditure on consumer goods and services.
Household spending on new consumer goods and on
consumer services, plus any mark-up on used goods.
Operating expenses of associations of individuals serving
households are also included, under consumer services.

Personal income. The sum of all incomes received by
persons residing in Canada, whether factor earnings from
current production or current transfers from other sectors,
plus the investment income that associations of individuals
accumulate on their own behalf or on behalf of persons.

Personal saving. Personal disposable income less
personal expenditure on consumer goods and services, less
current transfers from persons to corporations and to non-
residents.

Personal sector. All persons, households and associations
of individuals serving households.

Persons and unincorporated business sector.
Transactors of the personal sector plus those of the
unincorporated business sector. In the capital and nancial
account, transactions of these two sectors are consolidated.
In addition, in this account, although credit unions, life
insurance companies and trusteed pension plans appear as
sub-sectors of the corporate and government business
enterprise sector, their transactions in nancial assets are
balanced by liabilities which, in turn, are recorded as assets
of the persons and unincorporated business sector.

Price index. Measure of the change in prices in index form.
There are several methods of measuring indexes. See
Laspeyres index, Paashe index, Fisher index, chain
index and implicit price indexes.

Production factors. Transactors which, when combined,
result in economic production. In general, there are two
production factors: labour and capital.

Real. In the national accounts, real means the estimation of
the aggregate in volume, possibly in the form of a volume
index or an estimate in real dollars.
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Real dollars. A dollar estimate of the volume of economic
activity obtained by applying the growth in a volume index to
the value of a speci ¢ ser ies for a given reference period.

Rebase, to. See changing the base period.

Reference period. The period when the value of a series in
constant dollars is equal to the value of the same series in
current dollars. The current reference year is 1997 (current
dollars are equal to constant dollars in 1997).

Residential structures. Construction of dwellings (includes
single, semi-detached, row housing and apartments),
garages, cottages and mobile homes. Includes new
construction, conversions resulting in a structural change
and major renovations (together referred to as “alterations
and improvements”), permanently built-in equipment, site
preparation and transfer costs such as real estate
commissions.

Saving. See net saving.

Saving rate. The ratio between net saving of the persons
and unincorporated businesses sector and personal
disposal income, expressed in percentage.

Sector accounts. The quarterly national accounts include
the full sector accounts. They record the income, outlay,
saving, non- nancial and nancial investment, borrowing
and net lending for the four main sectors: (a) persons and
unincorporated  businesses; (b) corporations and
government business enterprises; ¢) government; and d)
non-residents. See income and outlay account and
capital and nancial account.

Semi-durable goods. See consumer goods.

Shares. Financial instrument consisting of common and
preferred shares (including term preferred shares and
mutual fund shares), plus contributed surplus. Stock issued
by a government business enterprise to a parent
government is classi ed to go vernment claims.

Short-term paper. Marketable nancial instrument

comprising:

Government of Canada short-term paper. Treasury
bills, which are notes of original term to maturity of less than
one year, issued at a discount and sold at auction every
week; also includes Canada bills issued in foreign currency.

Other short-term paper. Notes of original term to
maturity of one year or less, issued at a discount by a variety
of nancial and non- nancial institutions; includes provincial
and municipal Treasury bills as well as asset-backed
securities.

Statistical discrepancy. Double-entry bookkeeping is
fundamental in national accounting and several aggregates,
such as GDP and net lending, can be calculated in two or

more ways. In principle, all the measures of an aggregate
are equal. In practice, differences invariably arise between
them due to imperfections in basic statistics and estimation
techniques. This difference is called a statistical discrepancy
and serves as the balancing item between two theoretically
equal aggregates. It can be recorded as is, like the
discrepancy between the two estimates of net lending or it
can be divided in two, one half being subtracted from the
higher estimate and the other, added to the lower one, like
the discrepancy between income-based and expenditure-
based GDP.

Subsidies. Transfers from government to the business
sector toward current costs of production. These transfers
represent additions to the income of producers from current
production. Subsidies can be linked to production factors or
products.

Subsidies on products. These subsidies are paid by unit of
good or service. They can take the form of a specic
monetary amount paid by unit quantity of good or service or
can be calculated ad valorem as a speci c percentage of
their unit price. Examples of product subsidies are those
paid for agricultural products, transportation services and
energy.

Subsidies on factors of production. Production subsidies
are subsidies received by a unit that are unrelated to the
quantity or the value of goods produced or sold. They are
primarily subsidies on wages and labour, pollution reduction
subsidies and interest subsidies. Investment assistance is
not included.

Supplementary labour income. Employers’ social
contributions, either compulsory or voluntary. Includes
retirement allowances and contributions to employment
insurance, the Canada and Quebec Pension Plans, other
pension plans, workers' compensation, medicare, dental
plans, short- and long-term disability insurance, etc.

Surplus or de cit on current account in the “Canadian
Balance of International Payments”. The surplus or de cit
of Canada on current transactions with non-residents
plus net reinvested earnings on direct investment.

Taxes less subsidies on factors of production.
Difference between taxes on factors of production and
subsidies on factors of production. These taxes and
subsidies are payable (received) regardless of the quantity
or value of the goods and services produced or sold.

Taxes less subsidies on products. Difference between
taxes on products and subsidies on products. These
taxes and subsidies are payable (received) based on the
quantity or value of the goods and services produced or
sold.
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Taxes on factors of production. These are mandatory
payments without consideration, in cash or in kind, collected
by government. They apply to production and the import of
goods and services, employment of labour and ownership or
use of land, structures and other assets used for production
purposes. They are payable regardless of the quantity or
value of the goods and services produced or sold.

Taxes on products. These are mandatory payments
without consideration, collected by government on the sale
of goods and services. These taxes include sales taxes, fuel
taxes, import duties and taxes, excise taxes on tobacco and
alcohol.

Trade accounts receivable/payable. Short-term credit
advanced or received in the ordinary course of business by
suppliers or buyers of business goods and services.

Transactors. Economic agents who engage in transactions
involving the purchase and sale of goods and services and
the payment and receipt of factor incomes and transfers.

Transfers. Cash, good, service, or asset other than cash
transferred by one transactor to another without counterpart,
that is, without the donor receiving anything in return. See
current transfers and capital transfers. Synonym of
transfer payments.

Transfer payments. See Transfers.

Unincorporated business sector. All business transactors
whose legal form of organization is not the corporation.
Includes independent business operators, self-employed
farmers, shermen and professionals and unincorporated
landlords (including those renting to themselves).

Volume. Volume consists of the changes in quantities and
qualities.

Volume index. A measure of growth with the effects of price
removed, presented in index form. There are several
methods of measuring indexes. See Laspeyres index,
Paasche index, Fisher index, chain index. The Income
and Expenditure Accounts use the chain Fisher volume
index to calculate the real GDP.

Wages and salaries. Total remuneration, in cash or in kind,
paid to employees in return for work done. It is recorded on
a gross basis, before any deduction for income taxes,
pensions, unemployment insurance and other social
insurance schemes. Also includes other forms of
compensation, namely commissions, tips, bonuses,
directors' fees and allowances such as those for holidays
and sick leave, as well as military pay and allowances.
Excludes employers’ social contributions, which are treated
as supplementary labour income.

Withholding taxes. Taxes withheld by the Government of
Canada on selected income and service payments to non-
residents, or withheld by foreign governments on selected
income and service payments to Canadian residents.

Acquisition de capital non nancier. Comprend la
formation brute de capital xe d’'un secteur (capital xe),
plus son investissement en stocks (stocks) et son
acquisition nette d’actifs existants (actifs existants). Ne
s’applique pas au secteur des non-résidents qui, par
dé nition, réalise seulement des in vestissements nanciers .

Acquisition nette d'actifs existants. Acquisitions moins
cessions, par un secteur, d’actifs tangibles usagés et de
terrains. Pour les entreprises, englobe aussi les acquisitions
moins cessions de ressources naturelles, droits miniers et
actifs intangibles. Ne s’applique pas au secteur des non-
résidents qui, par dé nition, réalise seulement des
investissements nanciers . Abrégé comme actifs existants
dans le compte de capital et nancier.

Actifs existants. Voir acquisition nette d'actifs existants.

Actions. Instrument nancier englobant les actions
ordinaires et privilégiées (y compris actions privilégiées a
échéance déterminée et actions des fonds mutuels) ainsi
que le surplus d'apport. Les actions émises par une
entreprise publique a l'administration mére sont classées
sous créances, administrations.

Agents. Agents économiques qui effectuent des opérations
visant l'achat et la vente de biens et services et qui versent
ou regoivent des revenus de facteurs et des transferts.

Ajustement de la valeur des stocks. Ecart entre la
variation des valeurs comptables des stocks et la valeur de
la variation matérielle des stocks, qui mesure le gain (ou
perte) de détention net réalisé par l'entreprise a la suite de
variations de prix. Les gains ou pertes de détention sur
stocks se retrouvent dans les béné ces des sociétés et
dans d'autres agrégats du revenu et doivent étre enlevés en
vue de mesurer la valeur de la production courante.

Argent et dépots. Instruments nanciers incluant :

Argent et dépots bancaires. Dépdts en dollars
canadiens dans les banques a charte au Canada et a la
Banque du Canada, billets canadiens et monnaie en
circulation.

Autres dépots. Tous les dépdts dans les autres
institutions de dépét, y inclus parts dans les caisses
d'épargne et de crédit.

Devises et dépots étrangers. Avoirs et dépdts en
devises étrangeres dans les banques a charte au
Canada, leurs succursales et liales a I'étranger, les
banques étrangéres et les autres institutions de dépot

étrangeres.

Associations de particuliers. Institutions sans but lucratif
au service des ménages, telles églises, syndicats et

organismes de charité, ainsi que caisses d’épargne et de
crédit, régimes de pensions en ducie, sociétés
d’assurance-vie, sociétés de secours mutuel et compagnies
mutuelles d’assurance générale. Elles sont traitées en
entreprises quant a leurs dépenses de capital et leurs
activités d’intermédiation, et en particuliers quant a leurs
dépenses courantes.

Assurance-vie et rentes. Engagement des sociétés
d'assurance-vie et des régimes de pensions en ducie
envers les assurés ou les béné ciaires et de I'administration
fédérale a I'égard des rentes vendues en vertu de la Loi des
rentes sur I'état, de méme que les régimes de retraites
gouvernementaux parraines par I'employeur. Actif des
assurés ou des béné ciaires .

Autres éléments d'actif / de passif. Divers postes non
inclus dans les autres instruments nanciers, tels intéréts
courus, intérét a payer ou a recevoir et charges payées
d'avance.

Autres transferts courants des particuliers aux
administrations. Transferts non classés comme impbts
directs. Comprend les primes d'assurance-hospitalisation et
santé, divers licences et permis (permis de chasse et
péche, licences de mariage, etc.), les amendes et pénalités,
la part des particuliers des licences et permis pour
véhicules automobiles ainsi que les dons aux hopitaux.

Batiments résidentiels. Construction de logements
(subdivisés en logements individuels, logements semi-
détachés, maisons en rangée et appartements), garages,
chalets et maisons mobiles. Englobe la construction neuve,
les rénovations majeures et les conversions entrainant un
changement de structure (dites “améliorations et
modi cations”), le matériel incorporé de fagon permanente,
la préparation du site et les colits de transfert comme les
commissions immobilieres.

Béné ces des entreprises publiques avant impots.

Gains nets
résultant de l'activité économique des sociétés privées,
mesurés aprées déduction des provisions  pour
consommation de capital.

Béné ces net réinvestis d’investissement direct. Les
béné ces réinvestis sont des béné ces réalisés sur, moins
dividendes recus de, linvestissement étranger direct. A
compter de 1961, le revenu sur lavoir au titre
d’investissement étranger direct est inscrit sur une base
d’exercice plutét que de caisse dans la Balance des
paiements internationaux.

Céréales en circuit commercial. Céréales détenues par la
Commission canadienne du blé ou des négociants privés.

Changer la période de base. Changer la période de base
d’'une série consiste a redé nir la période de base a partir
de laquelle sont établies les pondérations.

Compte des revenus et dépenses. Ce compte montre,
pour chaque grand secteur, toutes les sources de revenu
courant (production, revenus de propriété recus et autres
transferts) et toutes les dépenses courantes (dépenses en
biens et services, revenus de propriété versés et autres
transferts), ainsi que I'épargne, égale au revenu d'un
secteur moins sa dépense.

Compte du capital et nancier. Ce compte montre, pour
chaque grand secteur, a) I'épargne et I'acquisition de capital
non nancier, et I'écart entre les deux, appelé le prét net; et

Ceux-ci
comptabilisent le revenu, les dépenses, [I'épargne,
linvestissement non nancier et nancier, 'emprunt et le

prét net, pour les quatre grands secteurs: a) particuliers et
entreprises individuelles; b) sociétés et entreprises
publiques; ¢) administrations; et d) non-résidents. Voir
compte des revenus et dépenses et compte du capital
et nancier .

Contributions a la variation en pourcentage. Ces
estimations af chent la contribution d’'un sous-agrégat a la
variation en pourcentage d’un agrégat. Par exemple, si les
dépenses personnelles de consommation se sont accrues
de 2% et que la contribution a la variation en pourcentage
des achats de véhicules est de 1% on dira que ces derniers
ont contribué pour la moitié de laugmentation des
dépenses personnelles de consommation.

Cotisations aux régimes d’assurance sociale.
Cotisations des employeurs et salariés a l'assurance-
emploi, aux régimes de pensions de la fonction publique,
aux Régimes de pensions du Canada et de rentes du
Québec et aux caisses de santé et sécurité au travail.

Créances. Instrument nancier incluant :

Créances, entreprises. Préts, avances et titres de dette
entre sociétés liées; du co6té de l'actif, englobe aussi
placements sous forme d'actions entre sociétés liées.

Créances, administrations. Créances entre
administrations, entre entreprises publiques liées ou
entre une administration et ses entreprises sous forme
d'actions, titres de dette, préts et avances.

Crédit a la consommation. Crédit accordé aux particuliers
pour I'achat de biens et services de consommation.

Dé ation. Processus qui consiste a éliminer la variation des
prix d’une série chronologique nominale.

Demande intérieure nale. Somme des dépenses
personnelles en biens et services de consommation, des
dépenses courantes nettes des administrations en biens et
services, de la formation brute de capital xe des
administrations ainsi que celle des entreprises.

Dépenses courantes des administrations en biens et
services. Toutes les dépenses courantes en biens et
services du secteur des administrations publiques, vy
compris salaires et traitements des employés de I'Etat.
Englobe aussi I'armement et une imputation pour la
dépréciation du capital xe des administrations. Elles sont
comptabilisées avant déduction des recettes tirées de la
vente de biens et services dans le compte des revenus et
dépenses des administrations et apres déduction de ces
recettes dans le PIB (dépenses courantes nettes des
administrations en biens et services).
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Dépenses personnelles en biens et services de
consommation. Dépenses des ménages en biens de con-
sommation neufs et en services de consommation, et
marges sur biens usagés.

Divergence statistique. La comptabilité en partie double
est a la base de la comptabilité nationale et plusieurs
agrégats, comme le PIB et le prét net, peuvent étre calculés
de deux fagons ou plus.

Comprend les bons du Trésor provinciaux et
municipaux, ainsi que les titres garantis par un actif.

Entreprises publiques. Entreprises et agences publiques a
but lucratif ou visant a recouvrer leurs colts et dont la
motivation est semblable a celle des entreprises privées.

Excédent ou dé cit du compte courant selon la balance
canadienne des paiements internationaux. Excédent ou
dé cit du Canada au titre des opérations courantes avec
les non-résidents, plus bénéces net réinvestis
d’investissement direct.

Exportations et importations de biens et services.
Recettes et paiements courants au titre de transactions
portant sur des biens meubles et des services entre
résidents et non-résidents. Les services comprennent les
voyages, les frais de transport, les services commerciaux,
les  opérations  gouvernementales, [lintermédiation
nanciere et d’autres ser vices.

Extérieur du Canada. Ambassades et autres bureaux du
gouvernement du Canada a l'étranger, qui font partie du
territoire du Canada.

Facteurs de production. Agents productifs qui, lorsque
combinés, engendrent une production économique. Il existe,
en gros, deux facteurs de production: le travail et le capital.

Formation brute de capital x e des entreprises. On
regroupe sous ce nom toutes les dépenses en immeubles,
travaux de génie et machines et matériel du secteur des
entreprises, constituées en sociétés ou non.

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grandes catégories dans les comptes de production soit: les
batiments résidentiels, les ouvrages non résidentiels et
les machines et matériels.

Imp6ts moins subventions, sur produits. Différence
entre les impots sur produits et les subventions sur
produits. Ces impéts et subventions sont dis (regus) sont
liés a la quantité ou a la valeur des biens et services
produits ou vendus.

Impbts sur facteurs de production. |l s’agit de versements
obligatoires sans contrepartie, en espéces ou en nature,
prélevés par les administrations publiques. lls frappent la
production et 'importation de biens et services, 'emploi de
main-d’oeuvre et la propriété ou [utilisation de terrains,

batiments et autres actifs utilisés a des ns de production.
lls sont dus indépendamment de la quantité ou de la valeur
des biens et services produits ou vendus.

Impé6ts sur produits. Il s’agit de versements obligatoires et
sans contrepartie, prélevés par les administrations
publiques sur la vente de biens et services.

Indices de volume en chaine Laspeyres. Une mesure de
la variation en volume d’'une période a l'autre. Celle-ci est
calculée comme si les prix étaient constants dans la
premiere des deux périodes adjacentes. Les indices de
chacune des périodes sont raccordés ensemble en une
chaine pour former un indice. Les indices de volume en
chaine Laspeyres sont une des composantes des indices
de volume en chaine Fisher qui constituent la mesure
of cielle des Comptes des re venus et dépenses.

Indices de volume en chaine Paasche. Une mesure de la
variation en volume d'une période a l'autre. Celle-ci est
calculée comme si les prix étaient constants dans la
seconde des deux périodes adjacentes. Les indices de
chacune des périodes sont raccordés ensemble en une
chaine pour former un indice. Les indices de volume en
chaine Paasche sont une des composantes des indices de
volume en chaine Fisher qui constituent la mesure
of cielle des Comptes des re venus et dépenses.

Indices implicites de prix. Ces indices sont un sous-
produit de la procédure de dé ation et sont obtenus en
divisant une série des dépenses exprimées en prix courants
par la série correspondante exprimée en termes réels. Dans
le cas de tous les agrégats en volume publiés dans les
Comptes des revenus et dépenses, les indices implicites de
prix sont des indices de prix en chaine Fisher.

Intéréts et revenus divers de placements. Revenus de
placements des particuliers, sauf dividendes, plus revenus
de placements des administrations, moins revenus nets de
placements regus des non-résidents par les particuliers et
les administrations, moins la partie “transfert” des intéréts
sur la dette de consommation, moins le service de la dette
publique.

Intéréts, dividendes, et revenus divers de placements
des particuliers. Sont inclues dans ce poste, les revenus
que recoivent les particuliers et entreprises individuelles en
tant que propriétaires d’actifs nanciers ou corporels non-
produits en échange de sa mise a la disposition d’'une autre
unité institutionelle. Les intéréts comprennent les intéréts
sur obligations candiennes, les intéréts hypothécaires allant
aux particuliers et les intéréts sur dépdts. Les revenus
divers de placements incluent les intéréts accumulés dans
les régimes privés de pension, les caisses d’assurance-vie
et les intéréts sur les placements effectués par d’autres
“association de particuliers”.

Intéréts sur la dette de consommation. Intéréts versés
par les particuliers sur des engagements encourus pour
nancer des dépenses personnelles en biens et services de
consommation; comprend deux parties: les frais d’adminis-

tration, correspondant au co(t des services rendus aux
emprunteurs, et la partie résiduelle, dite “transfert”.

Intéréts sur la dette publique. Intéréts sur les
engagements du secteur des administrations publiques.

Investissement des administrations publiques en
stocks. Les stocks des administrations englobent
seulement des stock d’uranium, jusqu’en 1981, et ceux
détenus par des agences fédérales comme la Commission
canadienne du lait. Abrégé en stocks dans le compte
sectoriel des administrations publiques.

Investissement des entreprises en stocks. Les stocks du
secteur des entreprises renferment deux catégories: a)
stocks non agricoles et b) stocks agricoles et céréales
en circuit commercial. Ces deux catégories font 'objet de
tableaux détaillées dans les Comptes des revenus et
dépenses. Les stocks du secteur des entreprises sont eux-
mémes divisés entre ceux du secteur des particuliers et
entreprises individuelles et du secteur des sociétés et
entreprises publiques ces deux estimations sont montrées
dans les comptes sectoriels respectifs sous le titre de
stocks.

Investissement des entreprises en stocks agricoles. Voir
stocks agricoles.

Investissement des entreprises en stocks non
agricoles. Voir stocks non agricoles.

Investissement en capital x e. Synonyme de formation
brute de capital x e.

Investissement en stocks. Variation du volume matériel
des stocks détenus par les entreprises et les
administrations, évaluée aux prix moyens du marché au
cours de la période.

Investissement en stocks, secteur des particuliers et
entreprises individuelles. Cet item est principalement
composé de stocks agricoles détenus par les entreprises
agricoles non-constituées en sociétés. Abrégé en stocks
dans le compte sectoriel des particuliers et entreprises
individuelles.

Investissement en stocks, secteur des sociétés et
entreprises publiques. Cet item comprend la majeure
partie de linvestissement en stocks du secteur des
entreprises a I'exception d'une partie des stocks non
agricoles détenues par des entreprises individuelles non
constituées en sociétés. Abrégé en stocks dans le compte
sectoriel des sociétés et entreprises publiques.

Investissement nancier net. Le prét (ou emprunt) net
d'un secteur peut étre mesuré soit par les revenus et
dépenses, soit par les transactions nanciéres. Dans
lapproche des transactions nanciéres, le prét net est
appelé investissement nancier net. Pour un secteur, il est
égal a ses transactions sur actifs nanciers moins ses
transactions sur passif. Voir prét net et compte du capital
et nancier .
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Investissements étrangers. Tous les instruments
nanciers négociables (actions, obligations et effets a court
terme) inscrits au passif du secteur des non-résidents
(sociétés, gouvernements étrangers) et a I'actif de secteurs
intérieurs.

Machines et matériel. Dépenses dimmobilisations en
biens matériels durables d'une durée utile anticipée d'un an
ou plus, tels meubles, véhicules, machines de bureau,
logiciels et équipement non installé en permanence (celui
incorporé de fagon permanente fait partie des ouvrages non
résidentiels). Englobe le codt de livraison et d'installation.

Ménages. Un groupe de personnes qui partagent un
logement, mettent ensemble toutes, ou partie, de leurs
revenus et richesse et consomment certains biens et
services collectivement. lls peuvent aussi exercer n'importe
quelle autre activité économique.

Obligations. Titres, négociables ou non, émis en devises
canadiennes ou étrangéres ayant une échéance originale
de plus d'un an. Comprend:

Obligations fédérales. Obligations directes du
gouvernement fédéral (dont, obligations d'épargne du
Canada) et obligations garanties des entreprises
fédérales.

Obligations provinciales. Obligations directes (dont,
obligations d'épargne) des administrations provinciales
et obligations garanties des entreprises provinciales.

Obligations municipales. Obligations des
administrations municipales et obligations garanties des
entreprises municipales.

Autres obligations. Obligations négociables émises par
les sociétés canadiennes, les hdpitaux et les organismes
sans but lucratif, et obligations non garanties des
entreprises publiques, ainsi que les titres garantis par un
actif.

Opérations courantes avec les non-résidents.
Exportations de biens et services moins importations de
biens et services, plus revenus de placements nets regus
des non-résidents, plus transferts courants nets recus des
non-résidents.

Ouvrages non résidentiels. Erection de batiments
industriels, commerciaux et institutionnels, tels usines,
entrepOts, centres commerciaux, édi ces a bureaux, écoles
et hdpitaux, et construction de routes, ponts, voies ferrées,
canaux, réseaux d'adduction d'eau, égouts, barrages,
centrales électriques ou thermiques, lignes téléphoniques,
installations  pétrolieres et gaziéres, etc. Englobe
construction neuve, conversions entrainant un changement
de structure, rénovations majeures, matériel incorporé de
facon permanente et préparation du site.

Ouvrages non résidentiels et équipement. Somme de
linvestissement des entreprises en ouvrages non
résidentiels et en machines et matériel.

Paiement de transferts. Voir transfert.
Particuliers. Voir secteur des particuliers.

Période de base. Période de référence des prix utilisées
pour calculer un indice.

Période de référence. La période ou la valeur d’'une série
en dollars constants est égale a sa valeur en dollars
courants. Lannée de référence courante est 1997 (les
dollars courants sont égaux aux dollars réels pour 'année
1997).

Prét net. Le prét (ou emprunt) net d’'un secteur peut étre
mesuré soit par les revenus et dépenses, soit par les
transactions nanciéres. Selon I'approche des revenus et
dépenses, le prét net est I'écart entre les fonds d'origine
interne et I'investissement en capital non nancier. Le prét
net d'un secteur égale son épargne, plus ses provisions
pour consommation de capital et les transferts nets de
capitaux des non-résidents, moins son investissement en
capital xe et en stocks. Prét (ou emprunt) net d’'un secteur
est aussi appellé surplus (ou dé cit). Voir investissement
nancier net et compte du capital et nancier .

Préts / Emprunts. Instrument nancier comprenant préts/
emprunts bancaires et autres préts/emprunts. Préts
négociés, offerts surtout par les banques a charte et autres
institutions nancieres .

Prix courants. Une évaluation en prix courants est
exprimée aux prix ayant cours dans la période a laquelle il
est fait référence.

Prix de base. Une évaluation aux prix de base comprend le
colt des facteurs de production (travail et capital) ainsi
que les imp6ts indirects et subventions sur facteurs de
productions. Les mesures de revenu sont estimés aux prix
de base ou au prix du marché.

Prix du marché. Une évaluation exprimée en termes des
prix effectivement payés par l'acheteur, c’est-a-dire apres
prise en compte de tous les impbts et subventions
applicables. Voir colit des facteurs.

Produit intérieur brut. Valeur sans double compte des
biens et services produits dans le territoire économique d’un
pays ou d’'une région au cours d’une période donnée. Le
PIB peut étre calculé de trois fagons, soit comme la somme
des revenus gagnés dans la production courante (approche
des revenus), la somme des ventes nales de la production
courante (approche des dépenses) ou la somme des
valeurs ajoutées nettes dans la production courante
(approche de la valeur ajoutée). Il peut étre évalué au prix
de base ou aux prix du marché. Dans les Comptes des
revenus et dépenses, le produit intérieur brut est calculé par
'approche des revenus et des dépenses.
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Produit intérieur net au prix de base. Somme de tous les
revenus engendrés par la production, ou la propriété d’actifs
servant a la production, dans le territoire économique d’un
pays ou dune région. Ces revenus comprennent
rémunération des salariés, béné ces avant impéts,
intéréts et revenus divers de placements, revenu
comptable net des exploitants agricoles au titre de la
production agricole, revenu net des entreprises
individuelles y compris les loyers et ajustement de la
valeur des stocks. Les impots et les subventions sur les
facteurs de production sont aussi inclus puisque la taille
de ces derniers est directement liée aux décisions de
production des producteurs. Differe du PIB au prix de base
en ce qu'il exclut les provisions pour consommation de
capital.

Produit national brut. Une mesure de revenu égale au
Produit intérieur brut, plus les revenus de placements
recus des non-résidents, moins les revenus de
placements versés aux non-résidents.

Provisions pour consommation de capital. Provisions
pour tenir compte de l'usure du capital dans le processus
productif. Elles sont calculées a I'égard des actifs x es des
entreprises et administrations ainsi que des logements.
Englobe aussi divers ajustements de valeur visant a rendre
les dossiers comptables des entreprises conformes aux
dé nitions de la comptabilité nationale, telle I'addition des
prestations versées par les compagnies d'assurance pour
compenser les pertes dues aux incendies.

Rebaser. Voir changer la période de base.

Réel. Dans la comptabilité nationale, réel signie
I'estimation en volume de I'agrégat. Cet estimé peut-étre
sous forme d’un indice de volume ou une estimation en
dollars réels.

Régime de pensions du Canada et régime de rentes du
Québec. La partie du secteur des administrations qui
concerne les opérations du Régime de pensions du Canada
et du Régime de rentes du Québec, créés en 1966.

Rémunération des salariés. Somme des salaires et
traitements et du revenu supplémentaire du travail. Appelé
aussi “revenu du travail”.

Réserves of cielles . Somme de a) avoirs of ciels en or et
devises étrangeres (dollars américains et dépéts en autres
devises étrangéres convertibles), b) préts au, et emprunts
du, compte général du Fonds monétaire international, et c)
droits de tirage spéciaux.

Résidents canadiens. Unités institutionnelles, tels
particuliers, sociétés et institutions sans but lucratif, qui ont
un centre d’'intérét économique (logement ou place d’affaire)
dans le territoire économique du Canada.

Retenues scales . Impots retenus par le gouvernement du
Canada sur certains paiements de revenus ou de services
faits & des non-résidents, ou retenus par les gouvernements
étrangers sur certains paiements de revenus ou services
faits a des résidents canadiens.

Revenu comptable net des exploitants agricoles au titre
de la production agricole. Revenu net recu par les
exploitants agricoles au titre de la production agricole, plus
la part non répartie des béné ces sur les opérations de la
Commission canadienne du blé et I'ajustement apporté pour
exprimer les subventions agricoles sur une base d'exercice
plutét que comptable.

Revenu disponible. Voir revenu personnel disponible.

Revenu national net au prix de base. Produit intérieur
net au prix de base, plus les revenus nets de placements
des non-résidents.

Revenu net de loyers. Gains des particuliers, apres
déduction des dépenses, tirés de la propriété résidentielle,
qu’elle soit louée ou occupée par le propriétaire, et de la
location de propriété non résidentielle.

Revenu net des entreprises individuelles. Somme du
revenu comptable net des exploitants agricoles au titre
de la production agricole et du revenu net des
entreprises individuelles non agricoles, loyers compris.

Revenu net des entreprises individuelles non agricoles,
loyers compris. Gains des propriétaires individuels, sauf
les exploitants agricoles, au titre de leur propre entreprise.
Englobe le revenu net des entreprises individuelles et des
travailleurs a leur propre compte ainsi que le revenu net de
loyers des particuliers.

Revenu net recu par les exploitants agricoles au titre de
la production agricole. Recettes brutes de la vente de
produits agricoles, plus subventions sur une base de caisse,
plus valeur imputée de la production agricole consommée
par les ménages sur les fermes, plus investissement en
stocks agricoles, moins dépenses d'exploitation agricoles et
dépréciation sur les batiments et le matériel agricoles.
Exclut les autres revenus, tels loyers nets ou revenus
d'intérét et les béné ces des exploitations constituées en
sociétés. Voir revenu comptable net des exploitants
agricoles au titre de la production agricole.

Revenu personnel. Somme de tous les revenus regus par
les particuliers et entreprises individuelles résidant au
Canada, qu'il s'agisse de gains de facteurs au titre de la
production courante ou de transferts courants d'autres
secteurs, plus revenus de placements que les associations
de particuliers accumulent pour leur propre compte ou celui
des particuliers.
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Revenu personnel disponible. Revenu personnel moins
transferts courants des particuliers aux
administrations.

Revenu supplémentaire du travail. Cotisations sociales
des employeurs, obligatoires ou facultatives. Comprend les
allocations de retraite et les cotisations a I'assurance-
emploi, au Régime de pensions du Canada, au Régime de
rentes du Québec, aux autres régimes de pensions, aux
caisses de santé et sécurité au travail, a 'assurance-santé,
aux régimes de soins dentaires, a I'assurance-invalidité a
court ou a long terme, etc.

Revenus de placements des administrations publiques.
Dans le PIB, englobe les revenus d’intéréts des régimes de
pension de la fonction publique, d’autres revenus d’'intéréts
et de dividendes des administrations et les redevances.
Dans le compte des revenus et dépenses des
administrations, comprend aussi les béné ces versés par
les entreprises publiques aux administrations. Voir
entreprises publiques.

Revenus de placements des particuliers. Intéréts (sur
dépbts, obligations, hypothéques, etc.) et redevances
versés par les sociétés, les administrations et les non-
résidents aux particuliers, plus revenus de placements
s’accumulant a leur prot dans les régimes de pensions en
ducie et les caisses d'assurance-vie, ou au prot d'autres
associations de particuliers. Exclut les dividendes.

Revenus de placements recus des non-résidents.
Revenus de placements gagnés par les résidents canadiens
sur leurs actifs a l'étranger, incluant toutes les retenues
scales applicables. Englobe intéréts, dividendes et autres
revenus tels gains nets des banques canadiennes sur des
transactions en devises étrangéres et des compagnies
d'assurance canadiennes de leur activité a I'étranger.

Revenus de placements versés aux non-résidents.
Revenus de placements sur des engagements canadiens
envers des non-résidents, incluant toutes les retenues
scales applicables. Englobe intéréts, dividendes et autres
paiements comme les dépenses nettes des banques
canadiennes sur des transactions en devises étrangeres et
les revenus nets des compagnies d'assurance étrangeres
de leur activité au Canada.

Revenus nets de placements des non-résidents.
Revenus de placements regus des, moins revenus de
placements versés aux, non-résidents.

Salaires et traitements. Rémunération totale, en espéces
ou en nature, versée a des salariés pour un travail exécuté.
Elle est inscrite sur une base brute, avant toute déduction
pour les impdts sur le revenu, les pensions, l'assurance-
chdmage et les autres régimes d'assurance sociale.
Englobe aussi dautres types de rémunération, soit
commissions, pourboires, primes de rendement, honoraires
des directeurs et allocations pour vacances et congés de

maladie, ainsi que solde et indemnités militaires. Exclut
les cotisations sociales des employeurs, qui sont traitées
comme revenu supplémentaire du travail.

Secteur des administrations publiques. Tous les
ministéres, agences et fonds généraux (budgétaires et non
budgétaires) des administrations fédérale, provinciales et
locales, y compris les sociétés de la couronne qui tirent plus
de 50% de leurs revenus de transferts de I'administration
mere. Englobe aussi les conseils scolaires, les universités,
les colleges a but non lucratif, les hdpitaux, et les centres
d’hébergement a but non lucratif, ainsi que le Régime de
pensions du Canada et le Régime de rentes du Québec.

Secteur des entreprises. Tous les agents produisant des
biens et services vendus a un prix censé couvrir le colt de
production, soit sociétés, entreprises publiques, entreprises
individuelles et professionnels a leur propre compte.
Englobe aussi les propriétaires occupant leur logement,
traités en entreprises louant a elles-mémes, et les associa-
tions de particuliers, traitées en entreprises quant a leurs
dépenses de capital et leurs activités d’intermédiation.

Secteur des entreprises individuelles. Tous les agents du
secteur des entreprises qui ne sont pas légalement consti-
tués en sociétés. Englobe les propriétaires d’entreprises
indépendants, les fermiers, pécheurs et professionnels a
leur propre compte et les propriétaires de logements non
constitués en sociétés (y compris propriétaires-occupants).

Secteur des non-résidents. Tous les agents qui nont pas
de centre d’intérét économique (logement ou place d’affaire)
dans le territoire économique du Canada. Par dé nition, les
non-résidents font seulement de I'investissement nancier.
Tout agent faisant un investissement non nancier est
considéré comme résident.

Secteur des particuliers. Tous les particuliers, ménages et
associations de particuliers au service des ménages.

Secteur des particuliers et entreprises individuelles.
Agents du secteur des particuliers, plus ceux du secteur
des entreprises individuelles. Dans le compte du capital
et nancier, les transactions de ces deux secteurs sont
consolidées. En outre, dans ce compte, bien que les caisses
d'épargne et de crédit, les sociétés d'assurance-vie et les
régimes de pensions en ducie gurent comme sous-
secteurs de celui des sociétés et entreprises publiques,
leurs transactions en actifs nanciers sont équilibrées par
des créances a leur tour inscrites a I'actif du secteur des
particuliers et entreprises individuelles.

Secteur des sociétés et des entreprises publiques. Tous
les agents du secteur des entreprises légalement constitués
en sociétés, plus les entreprises publiques. Ce secteur est
divisé en entreprises non nanciéres et nancieres,
lesquelles sont subdivisées en plusieurs sous-secteurs
(Banque du Canada, banques a charte, caisses d'épargne,
sociétés d'assurance-vie, régimes de pensions en ducie,
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fonds mutuels, etc.). Les activités d’intermédiation des
caisses d'épargne et de crédit, sociétés d'assurance-vie et
régimes de pensions en ducie gurant a I'actif de ces sous-
secteurs sont équilibrées par des créances a leur passif,
inscrites a leur tour a l'actif du secteur des particuliers et
entreprises individuelles.

Services de consommation. Services consommés par les
ménages, tels loyer (y compris le loyer imputé aux
propriétaires-occupants), transports, éducation, soins
médicaux, garde des enfants, hébergement et restauration
ainsi que dépenses de voyage des Canadiens a I'étranger,
moins dépenses de voyage des étrangers au Canada.
Englobe aussi les dépenses de fonctionnement des
associations de particuliers et des entreprises individuelles
non-incorporées.

Solde et indemnités militaires. Partie de la rémunération
des salariés qui consiste en paiements aux membres des
Forces armées en service au Canada et a l'étranger.
Englobe la solde, les indemnités militaires et les cotisations
sociales de I'employeur. Exclut les allocations aux anciens
combattants, traitées en paiements de transfert.

Stocks. Voir investissement en stocks.

Stocks agricoles. Production agricole détenue sur les
fermes; englobe céréales, tabac, pommes de terre et bétail.

Stocks non agricoles. Stocks de matiéres premiéres, de
produits en cours et de produits nis .

Subventions. Transferts des administrations au secteur des
entreprises, visant les colts de production courants. Ces
transferts viennent s’ajouter au revenu des producteurs au
titre de la production courante. Les subventions peuvent
étre liés aux facteurs de production ou encore aux produits.

Subventions sur facteurs de production. Les subventions
sur la production sont les subventions pergues par une unité
qui ne sont pas liées a la quantité, ni a la valeur des biens
produits ou vendus. Il s'agit notamment de subventions sur
les salaires et la main-d’oeuvre, de subventions destinées a
réduire la pollution et de boni cations d'intéréts. Les aides a
l'investissement sont exclues.

Subventions sur les produits. Ces subventions sont
versées par unité de bien ou de service. Elles peuvent
consister en un montant monétaire déterminé, a verser par
unité de quantité du bien ou du service, ou étre calculées ad
valorem sous la forme d’'un pourcentage déterminé de leur
prix unitaire. Les subventions versées pour les produits
agricoles, les services de transport et I'énergie sont des
exemples de subventions sur les produits.

Successions et capitaux des migrants. Capitaux
apportés au Canada par les immigrants a l'arrivée ou
transférés hors du pays par les émigrants lors du départ, ou
sommes censées étre transférées a une date ultérieure,

plus héritages versés a des résidents canadiens par des
non-résidents ou vice versa.

Taux d’épargne. Il s’agit du rapport entre 'épargne nette
du secteurs des particuliers et entreprises individuelles et le
revenu personnel disponible, exprimé en pourcentage.

Territoire économique. Le territoire économique d’un pays
englobe le territoire géographique, plus I'espace aérien, les
eaux territoriales et le plateau continental, ainsi que les
enclaves territoriales de ce pays a I'étranger (ambassades,
consulats, bases militaires, etc.).

Transferts. Argent, bien, service ou actif autre que de
largent transféré d’un agent a un autre sans contrepartie,
c’est-a-dire sans que le donateur recoive quelque chose en
retour. Voir transferts courants et transferts de capitaux.
Synonyme de paiements de transferts.

Transferts courants. Transferts provenant du revenu du
donateur, diminuant son épargne et accroissant celle du
béné ciaire .

Transferts courants des administrations aux
entreprises. Subventions au secteur des entreprises.

Transferts courants des administrations aux non-
résidents. Pensions versées aux non-résidents et
contributions of cielles (aide alimentaire ainsi qu’assistance
économique et technique fournies aux pays en voie de
développement par I'Agence canadienne de développement
international, les autres agences gouvernementales et les
organisations non gouvernementales).

Transferts courants des administrations aux
particuliers. Paiements tels prestations scales et crédits
d'imp6t pour enfants, prestations d'assurance-emploi,
pensions de vieillesse, prestations de bien-étre social,
bourses et subventions de recherche, prestations
d’indemnisation des accidents de travail, subventions aux
autochtones et a leurs organisations, pensions de la
fonction publique et pensions versées en vertu du Régime
de pensions du Canada et du Régime de rentes du Québec,
allocations aux anciens combattants.

Transferts courants des non-résidents aux
administrations. Retenues scales versées au
gouvernement du Canada par les non-résidents.

Transferts courants des non-résidents aux particuliers.
Pensions payées par des gouvernements étrangers a des
résidents canadiens plus versements par des non-résidents
a des résidents canadiens.

Transferts courants des particuliers aux non-résidents.
Versements par des résidents canadiens (notamment par
des organisations religieuses ou charitables) a des non-
résidents et retenues scales v ersées a I'étranger.
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Transferts courants des particuliers aux sociétés. La
partie “transfert” des intéréts sur la dette de consommation.

Transferts courants des particuliers et entreprises
individuelles aux administrations. Impdts sur le revenu,
cotisations aux régimes d’assurance sociale et autres
transferts courants.
