First Quarter, 1997

Trends in Consumer Price Movements

The Consumer Price Index (CPI) rose by 0.6% between
December 1996 and March 1997 (first quarter 1997). This
increase was similar to the 0.7% rise in the fourth quarter
1996. The unadjusted monthly increases in the three months
of the first quarter were 0.2%, 0.1% and 0.2%.

In seasonally adjusted terms, the CPI rose by 0.3% in the first
quarter 1997. This represented a major moderation compared
to the 0.9% advance noted in the last quarter of 1996. A
seasonally adjusted monthly increase of 0.1% was recorded
in each of the three months making up the latest quarter.

There was a noticeable strengthening of annual inflation rates
as measured by the CPI (compared to the same month of the
previous year) in the last quarter of 1996. The average annual
change for each of the first three quarters of 1996 was 1.4%.
Average annual changes jumped to 2.0% in the fourth quarter
of 1996 and 2.1% in the first quarter 1997.

Contributions of major components (not seasonally
adjusted)

In the first quarter of 1997, consumers were confronted with
above average price increases for clothing and footwear
(2.5%), household operations and furnishings (1.4%), food
(0.7%) and recreation, education and reading (1.0%). The
overall increase in the CPI was moderated by a drop in
Transportation charges (-0.2%).

Prices of clothing advanced by 3.1% in the first quarter while
those of footwear rose by a much slower 0.9%. After registering
declines in November and December, clothing prices posted
increases in each month of the first quarter. Prices of women’s
and men’s clothing advanced by 3.8% and 3.3% respectively
accounting for most of the upward thrust in clothing prices.
Other less important price increases came from clothing
accessories and footwear. At the same time, the price of
children’s clothing fell by 1.4%.

The rise in charges related to household operations and
furnishings was due, to a large extent, to advances in local
telephone rates. In most provinces, local service charges rose
by $2.00 per month, the second of three annual increases
approved by the federal government. Additional price increases
came into effect mostly for rural telephone subscribers in
Ontario and Québec. Less noticeable price increases were
also observed for horticultural goods, household tools, and
child care services.

Food prices rose by an additional 0.7% in the first quarter
following a much larger increase of 1.1% in the fourth quarter
of 1996. A large part of the rise in prices of food purchased
from grocery stores came from a 16.0% jump in the prices of
fresh vegetables. This increase was mostly attributable to cold
weather conditions affecting the growing areas of southern
United States and Mexico in late December and early January
causing damage to the tomato, lettuce and celery crops. Higher
prices were also observed for dairy products, soft drinks and
turkey. At the same time, prices of fresh fruit, chicken and
eggs fell in the first quarter.

Faits saillants

Comportement des prix a la consommation
Premier trimestre de 1997

Tendances des mouvements des prix a la
consommation

Lindice des prix a la consommation (IPC) a avancé de 0,6% entre
décembre 1996 et mars 1997 (premier trimestre de 1997). Cette
augmentation correspondait a la progression de 0,7% du quatrieme
trimestre de 1996. Les hausses mensuelles brutes des trois premiers
mois du premier trimestre ont été de 0,2%, de 0,1% et de 0,2%.

En chiffres désaisonnalisés, I'lPC a monté de 0,3% au premier trimestre
de 1997. Cela représentait un ralentissement considérable par rapport
au taux de 0,9% du quatrieme trimestre de 1996. Une augmentation
désaisonnalisée de 0,1% a été enregistrée pour chacun des trois mois
du dernier trimestre.

On observe un raffermissement sensible des taux d'inflation annuels
tel que mesurés par I'lPC (par rapport au méme mois de l'année
précédente) au dernier trimestre de 1996. La variation annuelle moyenne
pour chacun des trois premiers trimestres de 1996 a été de 1,4%. Les
variations annuelles de I'lPC ont bondi a 2.0% au quatrieme trimestre
de 1996 et a 2.1% au premier trimestre de 1997.

Contributions de grandes composantes (non désaisonnalisées)

Au premier trimestre de 1997, les consommateurs ont été confrontés
a des hausses de prix supérieures a la moyenne pour I'habillement et
les chaussures (2,5%), les dépenses et I'’équipement du ménage
(1,4%), les aliments (0,7%) et les loisirs, la formation et la lecture
(1,0%). Laugmentation d’ensemble de I'IPC a été tempérée par une
chute des frais de transport (-0,2%).

Les prix de I'habillement ont monté de 3,1% au premier trimestre, tandis
que ceux des chaussures ont avancé beaucoup plus lentement (0,9%).
Apres avoir accusé des replis en novembre et décembre, les prix de
I’habillement ont affiché des hausses au cours de chaque mois du
premier trimestre. Les prix des vétements pour femmes et pour hommes
ont avancé de 3,8% et 3,3%, respectivement, et expliqué le plus clair
de la progression des prix de I'habillement. Il y a eu d’autres
augmentations moins importantes dans le cas des accessoires
vestimentaires et des chaussures. En méme temps, le prix des
vétements pour enfants a subi un recul de 1,4%.

La progression des frais liés aux dépenses et a I'équipement du ménage
était dans une large mesure le fait des augmentations des tarifs du
service téléphonique local. Dans la plupart des provinces, les tarifs du
service local ont augmenté de 2 $ par mois, ce qui représente la
deuxieme augmentation des trois augmentations annuelles approuvées
par le gouvernement fédéral. D’autres hausses de prix sont entrées en
vigueur, surtout pour les abonnés ruraux de I'Ontario et du Québec.
On a aussi observé des hausses de prix moins nettes pour les produits
horticoles, les outils domestiques et les services de garderie.

Les prix des aliments ont monté de 0,7% au premier trimestre, apres
une augmentation nettement supérieure de 1,1% au quatriéme trimestre
de 1996. Une bonne part de la hausse des prix des aliments achetés a
I’épicerie est le fait d'un bond de 16,0% des prix des légumes frais.
Cette augmentation était surtout attribuable au temps froid qui a sévi
dans les régions productrices du Sud des Etats-Unis et du Mexique a
la fin de décembre et au début de janvier et qui a endommagé les
cultures de tomates, de laitue et de céleri. On a aussi observé une
augmentation des prix pour les produits laitiers, les boissons gazeuses
et le dindon. En méme temps, les prix des fruits frais, du poulet et des
ceufs ont chuté au premier trimestre.
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The 1.0% advance in the Recreation, Education and Reading
index was due mainly to increased charges for travel services
and cablevision. February and March represent the most
active months for travel tour operators. Quotations on travel
tour packages rose by a sharp 7.7% in the first quarter. Some
part of this was associated with fuel surcharges which
consumers were required to pick up. Traveller accommodation
rates usually rise in February as this month is associated with
winter carnival activities. Cablevision charges climbed by 4.5%
as many companies introduced new rates in the early part of
the year.

Shelter charges rose 0.2% in response to higher prices of
natural gas, traceable in part to unexpected increases in
demand in Western Canada and in many parts of North
America. Homeowners benefited, to some extent, by further
declines in mortgage interest costs, but experienced increases
in house insurance premiums, new house prices and
maintenance and repair charges. Tenants faced a small rise in
rental accommodation charges.

Increases in the prices of alcoholic beverages and tobacco
products and of health and personal care made smaller
contributions to the advance in the All-items index.

Transporting charges fell by 0.2% exerting a small downward
pull on the All-items index. Prices of new vehicles fell as
manufacturer rebates on some models increased. Air fares
were 2.2% lower in March 1997 than in December 1996.

Special aggregates

The increase in the Goods index slowed down to 0.7% in the
first quarter following an advance of 1.2% in the previous
quarter. A large proportion of the increase in the first quarter
came from a rise of 0.8% in the prices of non-durables. The
price of semi-durables rose by 2.1% but its impact was much
smaller. A drop of 0.2% in the price of durables had a small
moderating impact on the latest rise in the Goods index.

The Services index moved up by 0.4% in the first quarter from
a smaller 0.2% rise in the fourth quarter. Increased prices for
local telephone and recreational services were the main
contributors to the latest change.

The Energy index increased by 0.8% in the first quarter. The
latest increase was overwhelmingly due to an 8.4% advance
in piped gas rates. This was supported by a 0.1% rise in
gasoline prices, no change in electricity charges and a decline
of 0.4% in fuel oil prices. The advance in energy prices this
quarter was much less than the advance of 2.5% in the
previous quarter. Much of this deceleration was traceable to a
smaller rise in gasoline prices this quarter compared to the
previous quarter.

The All-items excluding Food and Energy index increased by
0.6% compared to 0.4% in the previous quarter. The Food and
Energy index rose by 0.8% in the first quarter, less than the
1.6% rise in the fourth quarter of 1996.

Provincial CPls

Increases in the All-items indexes of provinces ranged from a
low of no change in Saskatchewan to a high of 1.7% in
Newfoundland. Prince Edward Island and Alberta each
registered significant above average rates of inflation in the
first quarter. At the same time below average rates were posted
by Nova Scotia and Ontario.

Lavance de 1,0% de I'indice des loisirs, de la formation et de la lecture
était surtout attribuable a I'augmentation des frais pour les services de
voyage et de cablodistribution. Février et mars sont les mois d’activité
les plus intenses pour les voyagistes. Les prix des voyages organisés
ont subi une vive augmentation de 7,7% au premier trimestre.
L'augmentation est en partie imputable a des surcharges pour le
carburant que les consommateurs ont d0 assumer. Les tarifs de
I’'hébergement pour voyageurs augmentent habituellement en février
car ce mois est associé aux activités carnavalesques d’hiver. Les frais
de cablodistribution ont monté de 4,5%, un grand nombre de sociétés
ayant institué de nouveaux tarifs au début de I'année.

Les frais de logement ont augmenté de 0,2% sous l'effet de
I'accroissement des prix du gaz naturel, qui est attribuable, en partie, a
des hausses inattendues de la demande dans I'Ouest canadien et
dans plusieurs parties de I’Amérique du Nord. Les propriétaires ont
profité, dans une certaine mesure, de nouveaux replis des codts d'intérét
hypothécaire, mais subi des augmentations des primes d’assurance
d’habitation, des prix des maisons neuves et des frais d’entretien et de
réparations. Les locataires ont essuyé une légére hausse des frais du
logement en location.

Les augmentations des prix des boissons alcoolisées et des produits
du tabac ainsi que des frais de santé et des soins personnels ont
représenté des contributions relativement plus faibles a la progression
de l'indice d’ensemble.

Les frais de transport ont fléchi de 0,2%, exercant un léger effet de
ralentissement sur l'indice d’ensemble. Les prix des véhicules neufs
ont baissé, a la faveur de I'augmentation des remises des fabricants
sur certains modeles. Les tarifs aériens ont été de 2,2% plus bas en
mars 1997 qu’en décembre 1996.

Agrégats spéciaux

Laugmentation de I'indice des biens a ralenti a 0,7% au premier trimestre,
apres avoir été de 1,2% au trimestre précédent. Une forte proportion
de l'augmentation au premier trimestre est venue d’'une hausse de
0,8% des prix des biens non durables. Le prix des biens semi-durables
s'est accru de 2,1%, mais ses incidences ont été beaucoup moindres.
Un recul de 0,2% du prix des biens durables a eu un léger effet de
ralentissement sur la derniere progression de l'indice des biens.

Lindice des services a monté de 0,4% au premier trimestre a comparer
a une hausse plus restreinte de 0,2% au quatrieme trimestre.
Laugmentation de prix des services téléphoniques locaux et des
services de loisirs a été le principal facteur de la derniére variation.

Lindice de I'énergie a progressé de 0,8% au premier trimestre. La
derniére augmentation a été dans une tres large mesure le fait d'une
progression de 8,4% des tarifs du gaz. Cela a été renforcé par une
hausse de 0,1% des prix de I'essence, I'absence de variation des tarifs
d’électricité et un recul de 0,4% des prix du mazout. La progression
des prix de I'’énergie ce trimestre a été beaucoup moins que le taux de
2,5% du trimestre précédent. Une bonne part de ce ralentissement
pouvait étre rattachée a la hausse plus faible des prix de I'essence ce
trimestre a comparer au trimestre précédent.

Lindice d’ensemble sans les aliments et I'énergie a augmenté de 0,6%
comparativement a une hausse de 0,4% au cours du trimestre
précédent. Lindice des aliments et de I'énergie a avancé de 0,8% au
premier trimestre, ce qui est moins que la progression de 1,6% du
quatrieme trimestre de 1996.

IPC des provinces

Les augmentations des indices d’ensemble des provinces se sont
échelonnées entre une variation nulle en Saskatchewan et 1,7% a
Terre-Neuve. LTle-du-Prince-Edouard et I'Alberta ont chacune affiché
des taux d'inflation nettement supérieurs a la moyenne au premier
trimestre. En méme temps, on a observé des taux inférieurs a la
moyenne en Nouvelle-Ecosse et en Ontario.

Appendice 1

LINDICE DES PRIX A LA CONSOMMATION
NOTES TECHNIQUES

Definition

The Consumer Price Index (CPI) is an indicator of the changes
in consumer prices experienced by the target population. The
CPI measures price change by comparing, through time, the
cost of a fixed basket of commodities. This basket is based on
the expenditures of the target population in a certain reference
period, currently 1992. Since the basket contains commodities
of unchanging or equivalent quantity and quality, the index
reflects only pure price movements.

Separate CPI's are published for Canada, the ten provinces,
Whitehorse and Yellowknife. Some CPI information is also
available for an additional sixteen cities. Since the CPI is a
measure of price change from one time period to another, it
cannot be used to indicate differences in price levels between
provinces or cities.

Définition

Lindice des prix a la consommation (IPC) est un indicateur des variations
des prix a la consommation payés par la population cible.

Population Coverage

The population targeted by the Consumer Price Index consists
of families and individuals living in urban and rural private
households. For practical reasons, residents of the Territories
outside Whitehorse and Yellowknife are not represented by the
index. Previous to January 1995, the target population consisted
of private households in Canadian urban centres with a
population of 30,000 or more.

Champ d’observation de la population

La population couverte par I'indice des prix a la consommation comprend
les familles et les personnes vivant dans des ménages privés urbains et
ruraux. Pour des raisons pratiques, les résidents des Territoires a
I'extérieur de Whitehorse et de Yellowknife ne sont pas représentés. Avant
janvier 1995, la population cible comprenait les ménages privés vivant
dans les centres urbains du Canada dont la population était de 30,000
habitants ou plus.

Time Reference

The CPI compares, in percentage terms, prices in any given
time period to prices in the official base period which, at present,
is 1986=100. The official time base was changed from
1981=100 to 1986=100 starting with the CPI for June 1990.
The change is strictly an arithmetic conversion which alters the
index levels but leaves the percentage changes between any
two periods intact, except for differences in rounding.

Période de base

LIPC compare, en pourcentage, les prix au cours d’une période donnée
a ceux de la période de base officielle, qui est actuellement 1986 = 100.
On a changé la période de base de 1981 = 100 a 1986 = 100 a compter
de I'PC du mois de juin 1990. Ce changement est uniqguement une
conversion arithmétique qui modifie le niveau des indices, mais laisse
les variations en pourcentage entre deux périodes intactes, a I'exception
des différences dues a 'arrondissement.

Percent Versus Index Point Changes

The movements of the indexes from one month to another are
expressed as percent changes rather than changes in index
points. Index point changes are affected by the level of the
index which, in turn, depends on the time base of the particular
index. The percentage change between any two time periods
can be readily calculated by dividing the index point difference
between the two time periods by the index for the earlier period
and multiplying the result by one hundred.

Changements en pourcentage versus changements

Price Coverage

The prices used in the CPI calculation are final prices, inclusive
of excise and other indirect taxes paid by consumers. In
particular, they include the Goods and Services Tax as well as
provincial retail sales taxes wherever applicable. It follows that
the CPI can change as a result of modifications to any of these
taxes.

The selection of commodities and the outlets from which prices
are collected is judgmental, other than for rents. The number
of prices required for a given commodity depends on the

Champ d’observation des prix

Les prix qui entrent dans le calcul de I'IPC sont les prix finals, ce qui
comprend les taxes d'accise et les autres imp6ts indirects que les
consommateurs paient. En particulier, les prix comprennent la taxe sur
les produits et les services, ainsi que les taxes de vente au détail
provinciales, au besoin.

Although prices for most
CPI commodities are collected monthly, prices for commodities
having less frequent price changes (e.g. property taxes and
electricity rates) are collected at intervals longer than one month.
Special pricings are carried out where there is evidence that
significant price changes have occurred between scheduled
pricing periods.

Weights and Linking

The CPI maintains fixed quantitative proportions (weights)
between commodities during the life of a given basket. The
baskets are updated periodically to take into account changes
in consumer expenditure patterns. In January 1995, the basket
reflecting the 1992 expenditure patterns replaced the 1986
basket. The continuity of the CPI series is maintained by “linking”
the corresponding indexes obtained from consecutive baskets.

The CPI is calculated as a weighted average of specified
commodity price indexes. The weights are derived from Family
Expenditure Survey data. Text Table 1 compares the expenditure
shares of the two most recent CPI baskets, i.e. those of 1992
and 1986. Because both sets of weights are expressed in
December 1994 or “link month” prices, the differences reflect
the shifts in the relative quantities purchased between the two
baskets. The differences are a result of changes in consumer
expenditure patterns over time and of the expansion of the
population coverage.

When reconstructing or re-aggregating published CPI series,
the changes in weights and the linking procedures must be taken
into account. For a description of the methodology required to
reconstruct or re-aggregate CPI series, see the Consumer Price
Index Reference Paper cat. 62-553 (Occasional) or contact
Prices Division.

Pondération et enchainement

LIPC maintient des proportions quantitatives fixes (pondérations) entre
les biens et les services pendant la durée de vie d’'un panier. Le panier
est habituellement mis a jour régulierement afin de prendre en compte
les changements dans la composition des dépenses des
consommateurs.

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Whitehorse and Yellowknife Indexes

The relatively small size of the housing market in these two
cities makes it difficult to construct reliable price indexes for
new houses. To compensate, the price movements of rental
accommodation are used to approximate the price movements
of new houses. The rent information itself is collected using
different pricing frequencies and collection methods than in the
rest of the country. Because of these problems, the indexes for
Rented Accommodation, Owned Accommodation and Shelter
are not published for these two cities. Further, the All-items
indexes published for these two cities are not strictly comparable
with the same indexes for the provinces or the other sixteen
urban centres.

Indices de Whitehorse et de Yellowknife

La taille relativement faible du marché de I'habitation de ces deux villes
rend difficile la construction d’indices de prix fiables pour les maisons
neuves. Pour corriger cette situation, on se sert du mouvement des prix
du logement en location pour obtenir une approximation de celui des
maisons neuves. Les renseignements sur les loyers proprement dits
sont obtenus a des fréquences de relevé des prix et selon des méthodes
de collecte qui different de celles utilisées ailleurs dans le pays.

Calculation of City Indexes

With the introduction of the 1992 basket, emphasis was shifted
from city data to provincial data. City All-items series were
continued since many users had come to rely on this service,
but the method of calculation was changed. Shelter indexes
are calculated for each city. This recognizes the importance of
Shelter in the basket, the significant and persistent differences
in price movements between cities, and the availability of local
data. For the other seven major components, the movement of
the provincial counterpart (or, in the cases of Montréal, Toronto,
and Vancouver, a sub-provincial counterpart) is used. The
major components are aggregated using the city’s expenditure
pattern to arrive at each city’s All-items index.

Calcul des indices des villes

Avec la venue du panier de 1992, I'accent est passé des données des
villes aux données des provinces. Les séries des indices d’ensemble
pour les villes ont été conservées parce que de nombreux utilisateurs
se sont habitués a ce service, mais la méthode de calcul a changé. Les
indices du logement sont calculés pour chaque ville. Ainsi, on prend en
compte I'importance du logement dans le panier, les différences
appréciables et persistantes dans les mouvements des prix entre villes
et la disponibilité de données locales. Pour les sept autres composantes
principales, on utilise le mouvement de I'indice provincial (pour Montréal,
Toronto et Vancouver, un indice infra-provincial). Les composantes
principales sont agrégées a partir de la composition des dépenses de la
ville pour donner, en fin de compte, I'indice d’ensemble de cette derniéere.

Seasonal Adjustment

Seasonal adjustment is performed within each basket at the
level of the eight major components. The seasonally adjusted
All-items series is a weighted average of the eight seasonally
adjusted major components. It was linked in December 1994
with the seasonally adjusted series calculated before then to
form a continuous series starting in September 1978. Each
month’s data is fixed until the end of the year when the series
is revised. Because the revision can lead to changes in both
the levels and movements of the indexes, users employing the
CPI for indexation purposes are advised to use the unadjusted
indexes.

Désaisonnalisation

On effectue la désaisonnalisation pour chaque panier au niveau des
huit composantes principales. La série désaisonnalisée de I'indice
d’ensemble est une moyenne pondérée des huit composantes principales
désaisonnalisées. Elle a été enchainée en décembre 1994 a la série
désaisonnalisée calculée auparavant pour donner une série continue
qui commence en septembre 1978. Les données de chaque mois sont
inchangées jusqu’a la fin de I'année, lorsque la série fait I'objet d’une
révision. Comme cette derniére peut entrainer des changements dans
les niveaux et dans les mouvements des indices, il est recommandé
aux utilisateurs qui se servent de I'lPC a des fins d’indexation de prendre
les indices bruts.

The Purchasing Power of the Consumer Dollar

As prices rise, a dollar will buy fewer goods and services.
Because the CPl measures changes in the general price level,
it is often used to estimate changes in the purchasing power of
the Canadian dollar. For example, between 1986 and 1994,
the All-items Canada CPI rose from 100.0 to 130.7, indicating
that consumers had to pay 30.7% more to buy the same quantity
of goods and services. Looked at in terms of purchasing power,
a dollar in 1994 would purchase the same amount as 76.5¢
{(100.0 / 130.7) * 100¢} did in 1986. This process may be
interpreted as the deflation of money or the adjustment of money
values to eliminate price effects.

Le pouvoir d'achat du dollar a la consommation

Lorsque les prix montent, le dollar achete moins de biens et de services.
Parce gu’il mesure les variations du niveau général des prix, I'lPC sert
souvent a estimer les variations du pouvoir d’achat du dollar canadien.
Ainsi, entre 1986 et 1994, I'lPC d’ensemble pour le Canada est passé
de 100,0 &4 130,7 : les consommateurs ont donc di débourser 30,7% de
plus pour acheter la méme quantité de biens et de services. Pour ce qui
est du pouvoir d’achat, le dollar de 1994 achéterait la méme quantité de
biens et de services que 76,5 cents {(100,0 / 130,7) * 100 cents} en

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Appendix 2

Average retail prices

Average retail prices for food, household
supplies, personal care items and cigarettes

Table 5 shows, for each month of the quarter, average prices
for selected food, household supply and personal care items
and for cigarettes.

Prices for these items are collected as part of the regular monthly
CPI survey. Prices for the selected food, household supply and
personal care items are observed in food supermarkets, while
prices for cigarettes are collected in supermarkets, department
stores, drug stores and tobacco shops. Average prices for
each commodity are calculated as a weighted average of the
average prices in the observed cities using the population of
these cities as weights.

The commodities which are priced can vary in quality between
outlets or between cities. This is the reason why average prices
are not published for each of those cities. Brands and outlets
can also vary from month to month. Therefore, average prices
may not necessarily be fully comparable from one month to
another and should not be used as an appropriate measure of
pure price change through time. A matched commodity and
outlet sample is used for the CPI to determine the pure price
movement of commodities through time.

Appendice 2

Prix de détail moyens

Prix de détail moyens pour les aliments, les produits
d’entretien ménager, les produits de soins personnels
et les cigarettes

Le tableau 5 présente, pour chaque mois du trimestre, des prix moyens
pour certains produits alimentaires, ménagers et de soins personnels
ainsi que pour les cigarettes.

Les données sur les prix utilisées dans le calcul sont celles qui ont été
recueillies dans le cadre de I'enquéte mensuelle réguliére de I'IPC. Les
prix des aliments et des produits d’entretien ménager et de soins
personnels ont été relevés dans des supermarchés alimentaires, alors
que les prix des cigarettes ont été observés dans des supermarchés,
dans des magasins a rayons, dans des pharmacies et dans des débits
de tabac. Les prix moyens pour chaque produit sont obtenus en
effectuant une moyenne pondérée des prix moyens de chaque ville
observée en utilisant la population de ces villes comme pondération.

Les produits dont on reléve les prix peuvent varier en qualité d’un point
et de vente ou d’'une ville a I'autre. C’est la raison pour laquelle les prix
moyens ne sont pas publiés pour chacune des villes. Les marques
sélectionnées ainsi que les points de vente peuvent aussi varier d’'un
mois a l'autre. Les prix moyens ne sont donc pas nécessairement
entierement comparables d’'un mois a I'autre et ne devraient pas étre
considérés comme une mesure appropriée des mouvements de prix
purs a travers le temps. L IPC utilise un échantillon apparié de produits
et de points de vente pour calculer le mouvement de prix pur des produits
dans le temps.
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Appendix 3

INTER-CITY INDEXES OF RETAIL PRICE
DIFFERENTIALS

Table 10 shows consumer price differentials prevailing amongst
11 Canadian cities situated in all 10 provinces for a selection of
commodities and services at the specified point in time.

The data base of this place-to-place study of comparative retail
prices was largely drawn from the large volume of price
quotations collected for the production of the monthly consumer
price indexes.

In developing these spatial price relationships, efforts were made
to achieve comparability by seeking to equate qualities of goods
and services in the various locations and by matching types of
retail outlets as far as possible. To optimize price comparability
between locations, differential price measurements were initially
derived separately as between the following pairs of cities:

St. John's - Halifax
Charlottetown -  Halifax
Saint John - Halifax
Ottawa - Halifax
Toronto - Montréal
Ottawa - Toronto
Toronto - Winnipeg
Regina - Winnipeg
Edmonton - Winnipeg
Edmonton - Vancouver

Within each city pair, price quotations were matched at the item
level on the basis of identical specifications, including brand
names whenever possible and also with some regard for
comparability of retail outlets and merchandising practices. By
means of a linking procedure, the paired city item indexes were
initially compared with their counterparts in a common base
city; subsequently they were related to the weighted average of
the combined 11 cities equalling 100.

The city-to-city price relationships for individual items thus
derived were then aggregated by application of the combined
11-city weighting patterns updated for price change to the time
of the inter-city retail price comparison study.

It should be noted, especially in periods of volatile price
movement, that city-to-city retail price relationships may be
significantly affected by the timing and the relative rate of price
change occurring in each location. Furthermore, since the retail
prices used in this study are those faced by consumers, they
include sales and excise taxes as applicable. Thus, comparative
rates of provincial sales tax in effect in the various cities at the
time of price comparison, as well as changes in the rate of
incidence of such taxes, can be of importance in explaining
inter-city price differentials for tax-affected items or groups of
items.

Appendice 3

Le tableau 10 présente les différences de prix a la consommation de 11
villes du Canada, situées dans les 10 provinces, pour un nombre choisi
de biens et de services, pour la période de temps spécifiée.

Les données de cette étude comparative de prix de détail proviennent
en grande partie des relevés de prix utilisés pour la production de I'indice
mensuel des prix a la consommation.

Des efforts ont été entrepris pour développer des comparaisons valables
en cherchant a obtenir des qualités identiques de biens et de services
dans les différents endroits et en couplant, lorsque possible, des points
de vente au détail comparables, pour déterminer les relations de prix
spatiales. Afin d’optimiser la comparaison des prix entre les différents
endroits, les mesures différentielles de prix ont d'abord été calculées
séparément pour les paires de villes suivantes:

A lintérieur de chaque paire de villes, les prix ont été couplés au niveau
de l'article en s’assurant que les spécifications étaient identiques, y
compris les marques, lorsque c’était possible et aussi en tenant compte
de la comparaison des points de vente au détail et des méthodes de
vente. Grace a la procédure de couplage, les indices couplés des villes
ont d’abord été comparés au niveau de l'article et transformés sur la
base d’'une ville commune, ils ont ensuite été reliés a une moyenne
pondérée (la combinaison des 11 villes étant égale a 100).

Les relations entre les prix d’articles entre les villes ainsi déduites ont
été regroupées en applicant le schéma de pondération des 11 villes
combinées, mis a jour par la variation de prix qui s’est effectuée jusqu’au
moment de I'étude comparative des prix de détail entre les villes.

Il convient de noter, surtout dans une période de fluctuation des prix,
que les relations entre les prix de détail d’'une ville a I'autre peuvent
varier de fagon significative selon la période de relevé des prix et le taux
relatif de variation des prix a chaque endroit. De plus, puisque les prix
de détail utilisés pour cette étude sont ceux que les consommateurs
doivent payer, les taxes de vente et d’accise y sont incluses. Donc, les
taux comparatifs des taxes de vente provinciale effectives dans les
diverses villes au temps de la comparaison, de méme que le changement
dans le taux ou l'incidence de ces taxes, peuvent étre importants pour
expliquer les différences de prix entre les villes, des articles ou groupes
d’articles taxables.

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Appendix 4

INTERNATIONAL RETAIL PRICE
COMPARISONS

Those concerned with a need for some comparative measure
of the retail prices that a Canadian-based employee may
encounter while serving outside Canada, will be interested to
know that the Government Allowance Indexes Section, Statistics
Canada, produces indexes relating retail prices in foreign
countries to those prevailing in Ottawa. The “post indexes” as
they are called have been developed primarily to regulate the
allowance levels of expatriate Canadian Government civilian
and military personnel and because of this, they are very
specialized in purpose, and specific to the use for which they
were designed. Nonetheless, organizations faced with
compensating employees for foreign retail price conditions might
well find them to be a useful building-block on which to develop
and administer a viable foreign service allowance system.

A post index is, at any given point in time, the expression of the
current spatial (or place-to-place) retail price relationship of a
range of goods and services at a foreign location, with those
prices prevailing in Ottawa, rounded to the nearest five points.
Ottawa price levels are always expressed as 100. Thus, a post
index of 110 for example, means that prices at the foreign
location are estimated to be 10% above those in Ottawa, and
specifically, that they have been calculated to fall within the index
range 107.5 to 112.4, i.e., 7.5% to 12.4% above Ottawa. For
reasons discussed later, the highest degree of accuracy claimed
for post indexes, is inherent in their being rounded as described.

The post index encompasses price comparisons for such family
expenditure categories as food consumed in the home, meals
taken in restaurants, household maintenance, household
supplies, communications, domestic help, clothing,
transportation, health and personal care, reading and recreation,
the prices of some 230 items being considered, as indicated in
the table hereunder. Several important elements of expenditure
are excluded. Since Canadian public servants pay Canadian
income taxes regardless of their place of duty, income tax
differentials are not considered. Shelter and fuel and utilities
expenditures are excluded from the comparison because the
federal government compensates for excess costs of these items
by means of benefits separate from those regulated by statistical
means. Finally, government employees serving abroad may be
entitled to purchase liquor, cigarettes, gasoline, etc., at tax-free
prices or they may have access to special purchasing facilities
not available to the public at large. To the extent that these
conditions prevail, they are reflected in post index calculations.

Accordingly, post indexes should not be automatically applied
to general uses without regard to their possible limitations.
Potential users of these indexes are advised to discuss the
specifics of their needs with the Government Allowance Indexes
Section, and they may also wish to familiarize themselves with
the total foreign service benefit package provided by the Federal
Government, details of which may be obtained from the
Personnel Policy Branch, Treasury Board, Government of
Canada.

Appendice 4

COMPARAISONS INTERNATIONALES DES PRIX
DE DETAIL

Les personnes qui sont conscientes du besoin d’une mesure comparative
des prix de détail auxquels peut faire face un employé canadien en
poste a I'étranger seront intéressées d’apprendre que la Section des
indices des indemnités de I'état de Statistique Canada produit des indices
qui établissent le rapport entre les prix de détail dans les pays étrangers
et ceux d’Ottawa. Les “indices de poste” ont été créés a l'origine afin de
fixer le niveau des indemnités aux fonctionnaires et aux militaires
canadiens postés a I'étranger; en conséquence, ils ont un but tres
spécialisé et ne s’appliquent qu’a I'utilisation pour laquelle ils ont été
créé. Toutefois, les organismes qui doivent verser des indemnités a des
employés en vertu des prix de détail a I'étranger pourraient trouver les
indices comme une base utile pour élaborer et administrer un systeme
viable d’'indemnités pour service a I'étranger.

Un indice de poste est, a une période donnée, I'expression de la relation
spatiale actuelle (ou d’un endroit a un autre) entre le prix de détail d’'une
variété de biens et services a un endroit a I'étranger et les prix a Ottawa,
arrondis au plus proche multiple de cing. Le niveau des prix a Ottawa
est toujours 100. Ainsi, un indice de poste de 110 signifie que I'on évalue
les prix a un endroit situé a I'étranger a 10% au-dessus de ceux d'Ottawa
et plus précisément que I'on a calculé qu’ils tombaient dans la classe
d’indice 107.5 a 112.4; c’est donc dire qu'ils sont de 7.5% a 12.4%
supérieurs a ceux d’Ottawa. Pour les raisons ci-apres, le plus haut degré
de précision dont on puisse se prévaloir pour les indices de poste est
fonction de ce qu'ils ont été arrondis comme il est dit ci-dessus.

Lindice de poste renferme des comparaisons de prix pour les catégories
de dépenses des familles comme les aliments consommés a la maison,
les repas pris au restaurant, I'entretien du ménage, les fournitures
ménageres, les communications, le personnel domestique, les
vétements, le transport, les soins personnels et de santé, la lecture et
les loisirs; on compare les prix de 230 articles environ, tels que présentés
ci-dessous. Plusieurs éléments importants de dépenses sont exclus.
Les fonctionnaires canadiens paient leur imp6t sur le revenu au Canada,
quel que soit le lieu de leur travail; les différences concernant I'imp6t
sur le revenu ne sont donc pas prises en considération. Les dépenses
de logement, de chauffage et de services ne font pas partie de la
comparaison parce que lI'administration publique fédérale compense
les dépenses excessives a cet égard a I'aide de prestations déterminées
par des moyens autres que statistiques. Enfin, les fonctionnaires en
poste a I'étranger ont parfois le droit d’acheter en franchise des boissons
alcooliques, des cigarettes, de I'essence, etc., ou ils ont acces a des
magasins spéciaux fermés au grand public. Ces conditions
réapparaissent plus ou moins fortement lors du calcul des indices de
poste.

Les indices de poste ne doivent donc pas étre généralisés
automatiquement sans tenir compte de leurs limites éventuelles. Nous
conseillons a tous ceux qui utiliseraient cet indice de discuter leurs
besoins spécifiques avec la section des indices des indemnités de I'état;
ceux-ci peuvent également désirer se familiariser avec I'ensemble
complet des bénéfices accordés par le gouvernement fédéral pour le
service a I'étranger; ils pourront obtenir cette information en s’adressant
a la Direction de la politique du personnel, Conseil du Trésor,
gouvernement du Canada.
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The primary sources of data used in post index construction
are periodic retail price and living cost surveys conducted at
foreign locations by the foreign service personnel stationed
there. The survey data is analyzed by Statistics Canada. In
addition to a variety of price information gathered from retail
outlets patronized by Canadian personnel at the post, data are
also obtained regarding their spending patterns, along with
information on the availability of any special local purchasing
facilities, and the extent to which staffs make direct importation
of consumer goods from other countries.

The general aim is for full-scale surveys to be carried out at
about three-year intervals. However, specific studies may be
undertaken more or less frequently than this, depending on the
volatility of retail price conditions in each particular country, the
instability of exchange rates and the extent to which close
monitoring of changes in the local retail price situation being
faced by Canadian personnel can be achieved through reference
to other statistical indicators.

Once established, every post index is subjected to a monthly
review, the object being to assess its continuing validity in the
light of exchange rate movements, as well as on the basis of
price and other economic intelligence obtained from various
sources. Statistics Canada is in monthly receipt of an extensive
range of price data from foreign governments, international
agencies, and world-wide commercial enterprises. The purpose
of the data collection is to assess and apply the most accurate
possible measurement of price movements at each foreign post
since the time of the last survey. In parallel, Ottawa price
movements for the same period are also taken into account.
Furthermore, since post indexes relate to personnel whose
emoluments are expressed in Canadian dollars, shifts in the
Canada foreign country currency exchange rate are an integral
part, and in some cases the major element, in the review. If the
comparative retail price relationship expressed by an existing
post index should appear to have changed by five index points,
a new post index level may be brought into effect without
necessarily undertaking another complete survey.

In developing any place-to-place statistics of retail price
differentials, very difficult problems arise from geographic
variations in consumers’ buying habits and differences in the
quality and availability of goods and services. These problems
are magnified in international comparisons. By and large,
however, conventions and techniques have been developed
which attempt to overcome these problems in the context of the
specific uses that these indexes are meant to serve. As
measures designed to meet a particular administrative need,
post indexes achieve their goal if they fairly reflect, in a general
way, the price differentials between locations being encountered
by those to whom they are applicable.

Table 15 shows a selection of the approximately 250 post
indexes currently being maintained, the effective date of their
validity for government allowance purposes, and the exchange
rates upon which they are predicated.

Readers should bear in mind that these indexes are shown as
examples only, and that any one of them may have changed by
the time it could be published.

Les principales sources de données qui servent a la création de I'indice
de poste sont des enquétes périodiques sur les prix de détail et le codt
de la vie menées dans les divers postes par le personnel du service
extérieur. Les résultats de ces enquétes sont analysés et compilés par
Statistics Canada. Non seulement on recueille divers renseignements
sur les prix aupres des points de vente au détail ol le personnel canadien
en poste a I'étranger s’approvisionne, mais encore on se procure des
données sur les habitudes de dépenses, des renseignements relatifs a
I’existence de points d’achat spéciaux sur place et au volume des
importations directes de biens a la consommation effectuées par le
personnel dans d’autres pays.

On se propose généralement de mener une enquéte exhaustive une
fois tous les trois ans environ. Toutefois des études spécifiques peuvent
étre menées a intervalles plus ou moins rapprochés en fonction, du
degré d'instabilité des conditions des prix de détail dans chaque pays
et des taux de change compte tenu de ce qu’une surveillance étroite
des changements de la situation locale des prix de détail peut étre
exercée au moyen d'autres indicateurs statistiques.

Une fois établi, chaque indice de poste est révisé tous les mois afin de
s’assurer qu'il est encore valable compte tenu des variations des cours
de change, des prix et d'autres renseignements d’ordre économique
obtenus de diverses sources. Statistique Canada recgoit chaque mois
une grande variété de données sur les prix provenant des gouvernements
étrangers, des organismes internationaux et des entreprises
commerciales du monde entier. La collecte de ces données doit
permettre de calculer avec le plus de précision possible I'évolution des
prix a chaque poste étranger depuis la derniere enquéte. Parallelement,
on tient compte de I’évolution des prix a Ottawa pour la méme période.
De plus, comme les indices de poste concernent un personnel dont le
traitement est exprimé en dollars canadiens, les variations du cours du
change canadien dans le pays étranger en question font partie intégrante
de la revision et en sont, dans certains cas, I'élément le plus important.
Lorsqu’il apparait que la relation comparative des prix de détail, exprimée
par I'indice actuel du poste a changé de cing points d’indice, un nouvel
indice de poste peut étre adopté sans que I'on décide nécessairement
de mener une nouvelle enquéte compleéte.

Lors de I'élaboration de statistiques comparatives des prix de détail en
divers endroits, des problemes tres difficiles surgissent en raison des
variations géographiques dans les habitudes d’achat a la consommation
et dans les différences de qualité et de disponibilité des biens et services.
Les problemes se compliquent encore lorsqu'il s’agit de comparaisons
internationales. Dans une tres large mesure cependant, des conventions
et des techniques ont été mises au point en vue de résoudre ces
problemes dans le contexte méme de l'usage spécifique auquel ces
indices sont destinés. En tant que mesures destinées a satisfaire un
besoin administratif particulier, les indices de poste joueront leur role
s'ils rendent généralement bien compte des différences de prix entre
différents endroits auxquelles font face des personnes a qui ces indices
s’appliquent.

Le tableau 15 présente une sélection des quelques 250 indices de poste,
leur date d’entrée en vigueur dans le cadre du programme des indemnités
de I'état, et les taux de change sur lesquels ils ont été établis.

Le lecteur devra noter que ces indices ne sont fournis qu’a titre d’exemple
seulement, et que chacun d’entre eux a pu changer au temps ot on a
pu le publier.
