1. La présente circulaire sert de guide aux syndics
pour faire en sorte que la partie excédentaire du
revenu dans le cas d'une faillite soit déterminée de
maniére constante et équitable au profit de I'actif.

2. Deplus, la présente circutaire reconnatt le devoir
de tous faillis, avant leur libération, de verser une

partie deleur revenu excédentaire en faveur de |'actif,
s'lls en sont capables.

3. Les versements a l'actif peuvent étre effectués
selon les modes suivants :

(a) paiement volontaire; ou

(b) ordonnance selon f'article 68; et/ou

{c) suite a une ordonnance de libération con-
ditionnelle si la cour 'ordonne.

Issued: April 2, 1993
Purpose

This Insolvency Circular revises and replaces Direc-
tive #17R2 dated January 10, 1991.

Background

1. This Circutar provides guidance to trustees in
ensuring that a portion of surplus income in the case
of a bankruptey is determined in an equitable and
consistent manner for the benefit of the estate.

2. Furthermore, this Circular recognizes the
responsibility of all bankrupts, while being undis-
charged, to contribute a portion of their surplus in-
come for the benefit of the estate when they have the
means to do it.

3. Payments to the estate could be made in the
following manner:

(a) voluntary payments; or
{b) section 68 orders; and/or

(c) pursuant to a conditional discharge order, if
the Court so orders.




Lignes directrices

4. Les lignes directrices du surintendant sont
basées sur |la plus récente mise a jour par Statistique
Canada du Seduils de faible revenu des unités
familiales avec ajustement au cot de la vie des
personnes formant un ménage. Les syndics doivent
déterminer la somme qui doit étre normalement
versée a l'actif de faillte tout en prenant en
considération les lignes directrices du surintendant
(Annexe A), les dépenses indiquées au budget, les
responsabilités familiales ainsi que la situation per-
sonnelle du failli.

5. Aux fins d'application des lignes directrices du
surintendant, tous les gains et les débours des
membres formant le ménage du failli doivent &tre pris
en considération lorsqu’il s’agit de déterminer les
versements a l'actif.

6. Le syndic est fortement encouragé a faire les
efforts voulus afin de s’assurer que les versements
solent effectués ou étre en mesure d'expliquer les
circonstances qui empéchent toute contribution a
I'actif.

7. On s'attend a ce que le syndic fixe le montant et
la fréquence des versements qui constitueront un
paiement convenable.

Guidelines

4. The Superintendent’s guidelines are based on
Statistics Canada's most recent update of "Low In-
come Cut-offs for Family Units" with cost of living
adjustments. Trustees should determine the ap-
propriate amount that should normally be contributed
to the bankrupt's estate by referring to the
Superintendent’s Guidelines (Appendix A), to the ex-
penditure budgets and by having regard to the family
responsibilities and the personal situation of the
bankrupt.

5. For the purpose of utilizing the Superintendent’s
guidelines, all earnings and expenses of the
bankrupt's household family unit, net of taxes, are to
be considered in establishing an appropriate level of
contribution to the estate.

6. The trustee is strongly encouraged to make an
effort to ensure compliance or be able to explain the
circumstances that prevent the contribution to the
estate.

7. Thetrustee is expected to establish the level and
the frequency of contributions that will result in an
appropriate payment.

"PAYMENTS REQUIRED" shown above are
based on the bankrupt paying 50% net income
above the *Superintendent’'s Guidelines (SG) for
the benefit of creditors. Where the income is
high and there are few persons in the household,
it would be inequitable to limit the payment
prescribed by this guideline. In these cases, the
frustee should consider a higher payment when
the net monthly income is in excess of twice the
SG amount. Where the amount of surplus
income is less than $100 per month, the trustee
will not be expected to require payment from the
bankrupt. The family responsibilites and the
personal situation of the bankrupt should be
taken into consideration when establishing the
payment to the estate.

Identified as bein? a_bankruptey where an individual
has not incurred habilities as a result of a business
venture or where liabilities attributable to a business
vent‘lilre constitute less than 50% of the total liabilities
owed.

Business Bankruptcy

Identified as hein? a_hankruptcy which is chiefly
attributable to_ the liabilities incurred as a result of the
carrying on of a commercial venture or business and
includes  proprietorships, partnerships and Limited
Companies.

Proposal

Identified as being a proceeding under the Bankruptcy
Act whereby the debtor, with the approval of his
creditors and the Court, is granted a composition of
his debts, an extension of time to pay his debts or a
schema of arrangement to otherwise satisfy his
creditors.

CAVEAT

All_of the fullowing Statistical Tabulations having
ASSETS and LIABILITIES as part of their information
variables reflect the amounts as they were declared by
the debtors in the course of completing their sworn
Statement of Affairs.

METHODOLOGY

The Statistical Tabulation "Bankruptcies & Proposals
Reported in 1993 by Major Urban Centres” was
formulated according to the requirements of the POSTAL
DELIVERY AREA - GEOGRAPHICAL CLASSIFICATION
CODE CONVERSION TABLE. This Table is issued by the
Standards Division of Statistics Canada and shows urban
centres having a population of at least 50,000
inhabitants.
