Oni mogu biti prijetnja
kanadskim Zivotinjama, biljkama i prirodnoj sredini.

Proizvodi koji vam se Cine bezopasnima (kao $to su rezbarije od

drvailivoce) mogu u sebi nositi insekte koji su u stanju da znatno
nastete kanadskim Sumama i poljoprivredi.

Meso i drugi Zivotinjski prozvodi mogu prosiriti pticju gripu (avian
influenza) ili druge Zivotinjske bolesti, koje mogu utjecati na
poljoprivredu, ispravnost hrane, pa ¢ak i zdravlje ljudi.

Zbog ovih opasnosti i postoje ogranicenja na vrste proizvoda koje
mozete unijeti u Kanadu.

*  Ako Zelite donijeti u Kanadu prozvode na kojima postoje
ogranicenja, zahtijevajte uvoznu dozvolu (Import Permit)
od Agencije za pregled hrane (Canadian Food Inspection
Agency / Agence canadienne d'inspection des
aliments - CFIA/ACIA).

Kada ulazite u Kanadu

* Prijavite svu hranu, biljke, Zivotinje i srodne proizvode. To vam
nalaZe zakon.

» Popunite carinsku deklaraciju Kanadskih pogranicnih sluzbi
(Canada Border Services Agency). Obavezno popunite dio
deklaracije glede svakog seoskog gospodarstva koja ste posjetili
uinozemstvu.

*  Ako ste, dok ste boravili u inozemstvu, bili na seoskim
gospodarstvima ili ste bili u kontaktu sa divljim pticama, u prvih
14 dana po povratku u Kanadu nemojte posjecivati ovdasnja
seoska gospodarstva (farme), zooloske vrtove ili parkove sa
divljim Zivotinjama. Dezinficirajte obucu koju ste nosili kada
ste bili na seoskim gospodarstvima ili u kontaktu sa divijim
pticama. Odjecu dobro operite i osusite na visokoj temperaturi.

Zakon vam nalaze da prijavite

Zakon nalaze da pri ulasku u Kanadu morate prijaviti hranu, biljke,
Zivotinje i srodne proizvode.

Ako ih ne prijavite, moZe vam se dogoditi da:

* vam proizvodi budu oduzeti

*  platite kaznu u iznosu do 400 kanadskih dolara za svaki
neprijavljeni proizvod
* budete kazneno gonjeni

Kanada koristi specijalno dresirane pse i mnostvo drugih sredstava
za otkrivanje pojedinih proizvoda koje bi putnici mogli unijeti u
zemlju.

PROTECTING our Food,
Plants and Animals

What are the risks to Canada?

Food, plants, animals and related products from
other countries can bring diseases, pests and viruses
into Canada. These can threaten Canadian animals,
plants and natural habitats.

ltems you may think are harmless (such as wood
carvings or fruits) may carry insects that can cause
significant damage to Canadian forests

and agriculture.

Meat and other animal products can spread avian
influenza (“bird flu”) or other animal diseases,
which may affect agriculture, food safety and even
human health.

Because of these risks, there are restrictions on the
types of products that you can bring into Canada.

Your role

Before you leave Canada

® Know what products you can bring back from the
country you will be visiting.

® \Visit the “Be Aware and Declare!” website at
www.BeAware.gc.ca.
® Request an import permit from the Canadian

Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) if you want to bring
restricted items into Canada.

When you enter Canada

® Declare all food, plants, animals and related
products. It’s the law.

® Complete the Canada Border Services Agency’s
declaration card. Be sure to fill out the sections
on the card about any farm you visited while you
were abroad.

® |f you visited a farm or had contact with wild birds
while abroad, do not visit Canadian farms, zoos or
wildlife parks for 14 days. Disinfect the footwear
you wore to the farm or when you had contact
with wild birds. Also wash your clothing thoroughly
and dry it at a high temperature.

You are required by law to declare

The law requires that you declare all food, plants,
animals and related products when you enter Canada.

If you do not declare, you could

® have your products confiscated

® he fined up to $400 for each undeclared item
® he prosecuted

Canada uses specially trained detector dogs and a

variety of other tools to detect specific products that
travellers may bring into the country.

At some airports there are bins available for throwing
away restricted items without penalty before you
report to the Canada Border Services Agency.

What products can you
bring into Canada?

It is your responsibility to find out about
the most current restrictions before
you travel.
