publications relating to their constituent parts. These have now 
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a 
"System of National Accounts". For purposes of identification, 
all publications (containing tables of statistics, descriptions of 
conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and 
methods) which make up this System carry the term "System of 
National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are also part of the System of 
National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-dato the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of 
the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15)- The Catalogue Nos. 
carrying the prefix 15 also provide measures of the contribution 
of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost 
as well as Productivity Measures. 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross 
Domestic Product by Industry use the establishment as the 
primary unit of industrial production. Measures of financial 
transactions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial 
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and the legal 
entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. Balance 
sheets of outstanding assets and liabilities are published 
annually. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can 
be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct 
comparisons amongst those parts which use the establishment 
as the basic unit and those which use the legal entity can be 
carried out only at highly aggregated levels of data. However, 
Statistics Canada is continuing research on enterprise company 
establishment relationships; it may eventually be feasible to 
reclassify the data which are on one basis (say the 
establishment basis) to correspond to the units employed on 
another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international standard 
as described in the United Nations publication: A System of 
National Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, 
Statistical Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, 
United Nations, New York, 1968).

Gross domestic product at market prices grew 
0.7% in the third quarter of 1992 to a seasonally 
adjusted annual rate of $690 billion. GOP at 1986 
prices increased 0.4% (equivalent to a compound 
annual rate of 1.4%), while the implicit price index 
increased 0.3% (see Charts 1 and 2).

The pace of economic growth picked up in the 
third quarter. Consumer spending, business invest-
ment and exports all increased considerably and final 
domestic demand plus exports grew 1.4%. Output 
grew less rapidly, as a large part of the growth in 
demand was satisfied by a drawing down of business 
inventories and an increase in imports. Paid hours 
worked rose for the first time on a quarterly basis

Personal Expenditure on Consumer Goods and 
Services 

Real consumer spending grew 0.9% in the third 
quarter after 0.3% growth in the second quarter and 
no net advance in the previous three quarters (see 
Chart 3). The recent acceleration reflects an upturn in 
personal disposable income since the beginning of 
the year, improved consumer confidence and lower 
interest rates. Retail sales rose substantially in June, 
July and August before falling back somewhat in 
September. For the quarter as a whole, purchases of 
durable and semi-durable goods advanced 1.6% and 
1.9%, respectively, in volume terms, led by motor 
vehicles, parts and repairs, clothing and footwear and 
by furniture and household appliances. Real 
expenditure on non-durable goods fell slightly as 
increased outlays on food and non-alcoholic 
beverages, and on electricity, gas and other fuels 
were offset by lower spending on motor fuels and 
lubricants. Among services, gross rents increased 
0.8% while restaurant and hotel spending grew 0.3%, 
again in real terms. Net  expenditure abroad also rose, 
after declining during the previous two quarters.

Business Investment 

Investment in residential construction grew 3.4% 
in real terms in the third quarter following an increase 
of 1.4% in the second quarter (see Chart 4). The 
drop in land prices and building costs in 1991 and the 
continuing drop in mortgage interest rates this year 
greatly improved the affordability of housing, as did 
some special federal programs intended to stimulate 
home-building. New construction rose 3.5% as starts 
increased from 165,000 at a seasonally adjusted 
annual rate in the second quarter to 176,000 in the 
third. Starts fell in October to 162,000, when 
mortgage rates increased. The third-quarter pickup in 
;tarts occurred in all regions except Quebec, where 
ermination of the "Mon Taux, Mon Toit" program in 
the second quarter and introduction of the new 
Quebec Sales Tax on July 1 had a negative effect on 
new home buying. Spending on alterations and 
improvements to existing dwellings rose 2.3% in the 
third quarter while transfer costs jumped 4.7%, 
reflecting stronger resale activity in urban areas, 
especially in Ontario and British Columbia.

Investissement des entreprlses 

L'investissement en construction résidentielle s'accroit de 
3.4% en termes reels au troisième trimestre, après une 
hausse de 1 .4% le trimestre précédent (graphique 4).

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Business investment in plant and equipment rose 
2.8% during the third quarter (see Chart 5). The 
increase was attributable to machinery and equipment 
outlays, which advanced 6.8% in real terms, and it 
occurred against the backdrop of a substantial decline 
in the cost of capital since 1990, strong growth in 
exports since the start of the year and, most recently, 
an apparent improvement in business optimism. One 
indication of this optimism was the two quarterly 
business conditions surveys conducted by Statistics 
Canada in July and October, where the balance of 
opinion about short-term production expectations in 
manufacturing industries was higher than at any time 
since the first quarter of 1989. However, poor profit 
levels, low capacity utilization rates and weak 
corporate balance sheets continued to inhibit 
investment spending in many areas. Non-residential 
building construction in particular continued the 
decline evident since early 1990. Engineering 
construction also decreased. The third-quarter drop 
in total non-residential construction was 4.4% in real 
terms.

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Non-farm business inventories were cut again in 
the third quarter (see Chart 6). Wholesalers' 
inventories held steady after growing substantially in 
the second quarter, while retailers and manufacturers 
reduced their stocks. For manufacturers, it was the 
eleventh consecutive quarter of inventory reductions, 
with the most recent cutback confined to raw 
materials. In the farm sector, stocks dropped by $2.8 
billion on a seasonally adjusted constant dollar basis 
following a $0.2 billion accumulation in the preceding 
quarter. The drop in inventory levels occurred as 
grain exports rose sharply and the annual grain 
harvest fell about 12% after a bumper crop in 1991. 

Exports and Imports 

Real merchandise exports and imports rose 1.9% 
and 2.9%, respectively, in the third quarter (see Chart 
7). Wheat sales alone were sufficiently buoyant to 
account for all of the growth in exports. Smaller 
increases for crude petroleum, natural gas, precious 
metals, metal alloys, passenger autos and chassis and

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machinery and equipment were offset by decreases in 
exports of forestry products, metal ores, trucks and 
motor vehicie parts. in the case of imports, the 
growth was attributable to agricultural products, 
industrial goods and materials, machinery and 
equipment, and non-automotive consumer goods. 

Non-merchandise exports and imports both rose 
2.1% in volume during the third quarter. The increase 
in exports was fully accounted for by freight and 
shipping charges and other business services, as 
receipts from non-residents travelling in Canada 
decreased slightly. Most of the rise in services 
imports was duo to higher spending by Canadians 
travelling outside the country. 

The deficit on trade in goods and services (at 
current prices, seasonally adjusted at annual rates) 
grew from $5.4 billion in the second quarter to $6.5 
billion in the third. The deficit on the current account 
as per the balance of international payments (which 
also takes into account net investment income flows, 
net transfers and net inheritances and migrants' 
funds) increased from $29.8 billion to $30.8 billion 
(seasurially adjusted at annual rates).

The inflation rate as measured by the GDP 
implicit price index, which nets out the effects of 
changes in import prices and, therefore, provides an 
indicator of domestic price inflation, was 0.3% in the 
third quarter and 0.9% on a year-over-year basis. 
The increase was 0.2% in each of the previous four 
quarters. The implicit price index for personal 
expenditure on consumer goods and services rose 
0.4%. In the case of consumer goods, energy-related 
products such as gasoline and electricity saw 
particularly large price increases, but auto and truck 
prices declined slightly. The price index for services 
rose 0.3%. In construction, the residential and non-
residential price indexes grew 1.0% and 0.4%, 
respectively. Machinery and equipment prices 
declined 2.8%, although this had little impact on the 
overall GDP implicit price index since a large share of 
machinery and equipment investment is imported. 

Import price inflation continued to moderate 
during the third quarter, as did the depreciation rate of 
the Canadian dollar vis-a-vis the U.S. dollar. Based 
on the chain price index, import prices rose 2.7% in 
the first quarter, 1.2% in the second and 0.7% in the 
third; the average quarterly exchange rate dropped 
3.6%, 1.4% and 0.6% during the same three quarters.

In October, the Industial Product 
Price Index and the Raw Materials Price Index were 
up 2.9% and 7.4%, respectively, on a year-over-year 
basis.

Components of Income 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour 
income grew 0.8% in the third quarter. The increase 
reflected a 0.2% rise in paid hours worked and a 
0.6% advance in average hourly compensation 
(including supplementary labour income). Employ-
ment picked up in all regions of the country except 
Ontario. Viewed from an industry perspective, the 
gain in labour income occurred mostly in the services-
producing industries, notably in health and welfare, 
provincial and federal administration, commercial 
services, trade and transportation. There were

Unit labour costs 
increased 0.5% during the quarter and output per 
person-hour increased 0.2% (see Chart 8). 

Corporation profits before taxes fell 6.7% in the 
third quarter following substantial increases in the 
previous two quarters (see Chart 9). Profits were 
0.6% below their year-earlier level and 50% lower 
than the peak attained in the first quarter of 1989. 
The profit decreases were widespread among non-
financial and financial industries. Lower profits were 
registered in motor vehicles, parts and accessories, 
food, beverages and tobacco, construction and in 
several other industries. The chartered banks, non-
ferrous metals, primary metal products and the 
printing, publishing and broadcasting industries 
recorded increases. While total profits declined on a 
national accounts basis, operating profits grew 6.3%. 
The difference between the two measures is largely 
accounted for by provisions for future loan losses, 
which are not treated as expenses on a national 
accounts basis. 

Interest and miscellaneous investment income 
dropped 3.3% in the third quarter, reflecting the drop 
in interest rates. Interest on consumer credit also 
declined, for the seventh consecutive quarter, in line 
with falling interest rates generally and with the

Secteur des administrations 

Le total des dépenses courantes du secteur des 
administrations augmente do 1.4% au cours du trimestre. 
Los dépenses au titre des transferts aux particuliers, des 
biens et des services, des subventions d'équipement desti-
nées aux entreprises et des transferts aux non-residents 
augmentent, tandis que l'intérèt sur Ia dette publique et les 
subvenitions aux entreprises diminuent.

milliards a $24.9 milliards (graphique 10). 

oduction in the level of consumer credit outstanding. 
The growth of pension fund investment income, 
excluding dividends, in 1992 to date is the lowest on 
record. Non-farm unincorporated business income 
edged up 0.3%, led by construction, retail trade and 
community services. Farm income declined, due to 
lower prices and income stabilization subsidies and to 
the smaller grain harvest following the exceptional 
crop of 1991. 

Personal income rose 0.3% in the quarter, as 
growth in labour income and in government transfer 
payments was partly counterbalanced by lower farm 
income and declining interest, dividends and 
miscellaneous investment income. Personal dispo-
sable (after-tax) income rose 1.0% as net personal 
income tax payments fell substantially. A reduction in 
the federal income tax surtax from 5% to 4% effective 
July 1 was largely offset by provincial tax increases in 
Ontario, British Columbia and Newfoundland. 
Unusually high tax refund payments in July accounted 
for a decrease in net income tax payments. The 
personal saving rate, which had fluctuated in a range 
between 9.0% and 11.4% over the previous six years, 
held steady at 10.9%. 

Government Sector 

Total government sector current spending grew 
1 .4°o in the quarter. Outlays for transfers to persons, 
goods and services, capital assistance to business 
and transfers to non-residents rose; interest on the 
public debt and subsidies to business decreased. 
Total government sector revenue decreased 0.5%, as 
higher indirect taxes and investment income were 
more than offset by a decline in personal and 
corporate income taxes. The combined federal-
provincial government deficit reached $53.7 billion on 
a national accounts basis, as the federal deficit rose 
from $23.8 billion in the second quarter to $28.8 
billion in the third, while the provincial government 
sector deficit increased from $23.3 billion to $24.9 
billion (see Chart 10).

Government net borrowing rose sharply during 
the quarter to $50.3 billion, seasonally adjusted at 
annual rates. This level was equivalent to 7.3% of 
GDP and compares with 6.3% in the second quarter. 
Business sector net borrowing also increased, as 
profits declined and investment picked up 
substantially. Persons and unincorporated businesses 
increased their net lending to $31.7 billion, or from 
4.0% to 4.6% of GDP, while non-residents supplied 
$31.9 billion of net savings or 4.6% of GDP.

ProductIon par branche d'activlté 

En raison do progressions gOnérales, Ia production de 
services augmente do 0.7%, après s'étre accrue do 0.6% au 
deuxième trimestre. La production de biens s'accroit de 
0.2%, apres avoir baissé au cours de chacun des trois 
trimestres precedents. 

La branche des finances, assurances et affaires immobi-
lières, entraInóe par le regain d'activité des fonds mutuels et 
des agents immobiliers, compte pour presque 40% de Ia 
progression en valour dans los services. Le commerce de 
gros augmente de 2.0%, en raison de Ia hausse des ventes 
de machines et de materiel ainsi que d'aliments. Le 
commerce de detail progresse de 0.8% a cause des ventes 
accrues des concessionnaires automobiles, lesquelles inter-
viennent pour près de Ia moitié do t'augmentation en valour.

Output by Industry 

Services output advanced 0.7% following a 0.6% 
increase in the second quarter, with gains widespread 
across industries. Goods production posted a 0.2% 
advance after declining in each of the previous three 
quarters. 

Finance, insurance and real estate accounted for 
about 40% of the dollar gain in the services sector, 
spurred by increased activities by mutual funds and 
real estate agents. Wholesale trade rose 2.0%, led by 
higher sales of machinery and equipment and food. 
Retail trade rose 0.8%, reflecting higher sales by 
motor vehicle dealers who accounted for almost half 
of the dollar increase. Transportation and storage 
increased 1 .3% following an increase of 0.7% in the 
second quarter. In the last two quarters, pipelines 
dominated the increases. Community, business and 
personal services, and communications also 
increased but at a slower rate than in the second 
quarter. 
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After increasing 1.6% in the second quarter, 
'  output in mining advanced a further 2.3%. Crude oil 

and natural gas extraction was responsible for most of 
the increase. Output of manufacturing continued to 
improve in the third quarter, advancing 0.5% following 
a rise of 0.2%. Electrical products, primary metals 
and machinery and equipment recorded the largest 
increases. The gains were partly offset by declines in 
transportation equipment and beverages. Construc-
tion output dropped at a slower pace than in the 
previous two quarters. Agriculture and fishing 
recorded lower output during the quarter.

They are also netted against investment outlays by 
the persons and unincorporated business sector, 
thereby reducing its disposition of funds by the 
same amount.

Cross-Border Shopping - Trends 
and Measurement Issues 
by Katharine Kemp 

Introduction 
Retail sales have been declining or stagnating for 

the last three years or so. Their weak state has been 
closely associated with the recession, but has also 
been attributable, in part, to the much remarked upon 
"cross-border shopping" phenomenon. The extent to 
which the general weakness in consumer spending 
has been due to cross-border shopping, as opposed 
to domestic recessionary forces, is an important issue 
for policy makers. 

The Income and Expenditure Accounts (lEA) 
provide estimates of personal expenditure outside 
Canada by Canadians, as well as expenditure within 
Canada by non-resident visitors. The difference 
between these two aggregates, commonly referred to 
as net expenditure abroad, is a good summary 
measure of the impact of cross-border shopping. In 
this paper, the published estimates of net expenditure 
abroad will be examined in some detail and their 
general reliability will be assessed by comparing them 
with some data from alternative sources. 

Background 

A very strong growth in the numbers of Canadian 
travellers returning from the United States has been 
observed in the last few years, as seen in Chart 1. 
Both same-day trips (that is, the traveller returns to 
Canada the same day) and trips of one night or more 
remained fairly constant in the first half of the 1980s, 
while from 1986 on the levels climbed until in 1991 
they had virtually doubled from the average of the 
early 1980s.   Same-day trips increased substantially 
more than trips of one night or more. In 1991, same-
day trips had risen by 137% over the average for the 
first half of the 1980s.   Trips of one night or more had 
increased by 75%, giving a combined increase of 
118%. In 1992, the rate of increase has moderated, 
with declining numbers of travellers in both 
categories. 

Public attention has focused on the numbers of 
travellers, especially same-day trips, and on the 
expenditure by Canadians in the United States. 
Discussion of the reasons for the recent increases has 
identified various policy concerns for government 
action. The Retail Council of Canada and the National 
Task Force on cross-border shopping, for example, 
state that sales and employment in the retail sector 
have suffered badly, especially in border cities. 
Fluctuations in the exchange rate between the 
Canadian dollar and the US dollar may also affect the 
numbers of travellers crossing the border. Chart 1 

Achats outre-frontière - tendances et 
mesure

Introduction 

Les ventes au detail diminuent ou stagnent depuis 
environ trois ans. Cet état de faiblesse est étroitement lie a Ia 
recession, mais est aussi imputable, en partie, au phenomène 
des "achats outre-frontière" dont on a tant pane.

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illustrates a strong relationship between the strength 
of the Canadian dollar and the volume of traffic to the 
United States, especially from 1987, when the 
numbers of travellers and expenditures began to 
increase. 1  In particular, the weakening of the Canadian 
dollar beginning in the fourth quarter of 1991 has 
coincided precisely with a decline in traffic flows. 
Differences in tax levels, notably on tobacco, gasoline 
and liquor, have been suggested as encouraging 
Canadians to shop more often in the United States. 
More recently the discussion has been directed at 
what roles if any, the Free Trade Agreement (FTA) 
and the Goods and Services Tax (GST) have played 
in encouraging cross-border shopping. 

Various studies (undertaken, for example, for the 
Department of Industry, Science and Technology and 
provincial governments, as well as the Task Force 
mentioned above) have produced a range of 
estimates of total expenditure, in addition to focusing 
on such issues as the role of the distribution network 
and the perceived lack of corn petition in the Canadian 
market. Prices have been compared for a range of 
goods and services in the two countries. Buying 
habits and motivations of those living near the United 
States border, and those living further away, have 
been examined. 

A possible explanation for the phenomenon observed 
in Chart 1 in the first half of the 1980s compared with 
the second half is that with the continuing depre-
ciation of the Canadian dollar, relative prices in the 
United States and Canada remained relatively stable. 
Since 1986, on the other hand, prices in the United 
States have risen more slowly, thus encouraging 
Canadians to make more purchases in that country.

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The next section describes how the lEA estimates 
are derived and then uses some newly available 
sources to evaluate them.

Measurement of "Cross-Border Shopping" 

The current method to estimate the value of 
goods purchased by Canadians outside the country 
relies on two Statistics Canada surveys of returning 
Canadian travellers. These are the counts of 
travellers (frontier counts), carried out by Customs 
officers for Statistics Canada at border crossing 
points, and a questionnaire (the International Travel 
Survey of Canadian Residents) distributed to returning 
Canadians, also by Customs officers. 3  The frontier 
counts classify returning travellers by category, by 
type of transportation, and give the number of cars 
and trucks at highway and ferry crossings. The 
counts are censuses at all but seven border crossing 
points (ports of entry). These seven are toll bridges 
where large volumes of traffic cross the border. A 
sampling scheme is used for counts of automobiles 
and cycles in these ports. The sample accounts for 
approximately one-third of all travellers entering or re-
entering Canada. Customs officers provide the counts 
of traffic by category for the sampled days and ports 
(e.g. three people in the party, re-entering Manitoba 
following a trip of two or more nights' duration, 
travelling by auto); these counts are weighted by the 
total automobile flows provided by the toll authorities 
for the same ports. The frontier Counts distinguish 
between same-day, one night, and two or more 
nights' trips. Measures of reliability are computed 
each month for the sample ports to determine whether 
the estimates by category are within acceptable limits 
at regional levels. 

For the second survey (i.e. the International 
Travel Survey of Canadian Residents), questionnaires 
are distributed on a continuous sample basis by 
Customs officers according to pre-arranged 
schedules; the survey asks travellers for detailed 
information concerning how long they were away, how 
many were in the party, where they went and how 
much was spent on major categories of expenditure 
(accommodation, transportation within country visited, 
food and beverage, recreation and entertainment, and 
"other spending"). Respondents are asked to mail 
their completed questionnaire to Statistics Canada, 
and confidentiality is guaranteed.

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Of the two surveys, the frontier counts are judged 
to be the more reliable. Most of the data are from a 
census, are straightforward to collect and form part of 
the administrative record for the ports of entry. The 
questionnaire survey is more difficult to evaluate. The 
sample is scientifically designed to be representative 
of ports of entry, days of the week and quarters of the 
year. The results obtained from the questionnaires, 
however, depend on the co-operation of Customs 
officers and returning travellers. The quality of the 
information received is a concern. Sample surveys 
are subject to "distribution bias" (the sample may not 
be representative of all types of travellers), "non-
response" bias, and "sampling error" (due, for 
example, to variability in the population 
characteristics, sampling design, and methods of 
estimation). Although there should be no valid reason 
for respondents to misreport, since the form is 
completely anonymous, there is a possibility of 
understatement. Those who agree to respond (in 
1991, 9% of those to whom questionnaires were 
distributed) may not be representative of all travellers 
or may not remember all their expenditures, 
particularly for small items, snacks or services. The 
remaining large proportion of travellers who do not 
respond may be spending less or more than those 
who do respond. Another concern is the timing of the 
receipt and compilation of the information from the 
questionnaires. In contrast to the frontier counts, 
published approximately six weeks after the reference 
month, the quarterly questionnaires must be 
forwarded by respondents and compiled by Statistics 
Canada, and results only become available three to 
six months affer the reference period 

The i::stimates of personal expenditure by 

Canadian travellers in the United States include all 
types of expenditure: accommodation, transportation 
within the country visited, food and beverage, 
recreation and entertainment, as well as purchases of 
goods. In Table 1, the number of same-day trips, 
Column 1, from the counts of travellers is multiplied 
by an average expenditure per trip, Column 2, from 
the questionnaire to arrive at a total expenditure, 
Column 3. The number of person-trips of one 
night or more, Column 4, is multiplied by the 
average number of person-nights per trip, Column 
5, and by the average expenditure per person-
night, Column 7, to derive the total expenditure by 
these travellers, Column 8. To the sum of these 
expenditures, (Column 3 + Column 8), is added an 
estimate for fares paid to United States carriers 
and crew spending, Column 9, and an estimate of 
expenditure by those traveiling through the 
United States to reach other destinations, Column 
10. The total expenditure in the United States by 
Canadians, Column 11, is the sum of Columns 3, 8, 
9, and 10. Once the estimate has been seasonally 
adjusted, Column 12, a personal share is applied, 
Column 13, and personal spending in other 
countries is added, Column 15, yielding total 
personal expenditure on travel abroad, Column 
16. This amount less totai travel receipts from 

Les dénombrements a la frontiere constituent l'outil 
d'enquOte le plus fiable. La plupart des données sont issues 
d'un recensement, sont faciles a recueillir et font partie du 
registre des points d'entrée. II est plus difficile d'évaluer 
l'enquête par questionnaire. L'échantillon, établi scientifi-
quement, est censé être représentatif des points d'entrée, des 
jours do Ia semaine et des trimestres do l'année.

Ce montant moms le total des 
recettes de voyage provenant de I'étranger. colonne 17, 
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abroad, Column 17, corresponds to the net 
expenditure abroad category, Column 18, of 
personal expenditure. Personal expenditure abroad 
also forms a component of imports of services in 
the lEA quarterly estimates. 

Travel expenditure abroad by persons makes a 
"double appearance" in the lEA. it enters personal 
expenditure, which includes all personal outlays by 
Canadian residents for new goods and services. if 
expenditure abroad were to be excluded, the personal 
saving rate would be overstated. On the other hand, 
expenditure by non-residents during their visits to 
Canada must be excluded from personal expenditure. 
This expenditure, included implicitly as part of retail 
sales and in receipts such as those of hotels and 
restaurants, is subtracted as a lump-sum amount. 
The difference between Canadian purchases outside 
the country and non-resident purchases in Canada is 
referred to as net expenditure abroad and, by 
convention, enters personal expenditure on services. 
Personal expenditure of Canadians on travel outside 
the country is also part of imports of services, 
offsetting the amount entered in personal expenditure. 
These and other imports are deducted in the 
calculation of Gross Domestic Product, since GDP 
encompasses only production originating within the 
boundaries of Canada. Similarly, the purchases of 
non-residents in Canada, which were deducted in 
arriving at personal expenditure on services, must be 
added back into exports of services, since they are 
purchases of Canadian domestic production. 

"Cross-border shopping", as such, is not 
estimated by Statistics Canada. 4  The estimates 
represent all expenditures relating to travel Out of the 
country. When the International Trade Survey was 
developed years ago, the bulk of expenditure was on 
services, rather than on merchandise brought back 
into the country. The category on the questionnaire 
which covers purchases of goods is "Other spending" 
and is defined to be "souvenirs, photographs, 
shopping, etc". 

The rising level of personal imports of goods, as 
measured by the number of exemptions and 
declarations of goods for purposes of duty (from 
Revenue Canada, Customs and Excise), has been a 
relatively recent phenomenon. Some concern has 
arisen that the current survey method and 
questionnaire design may not be as appropriate for 
measuring expenditure on goods and that total 
expenditure may now be understated compared with 
earlier years when the survey was developed. This 
has led Statistics Canada to search for other data 
sources in order to arrive at an independent evaluation 
of its existing estimates. These are discussed in the 
next section. 

For example, postal imports are not included in the 
estimates discussed here; goods purchased abroad 
by Canadians from within the country enter the goods 
categories of persona' expenditure

Statistique Canada ne fait pas d'estimation des "achats 
outre-frontière" en tant que telS. 4  Les estimations repré-
sentent toutes los dépenses se rapportant a des voyages hors 
du pays. Lorsque i'enquéte sur les voyages internationaux a 
été élaborée ii y a plusieurs années, les dépensos portaient 
on majeure partie sur des services plutôt que sur des biens 
que l'on rapportait au pays. Dans le questionnaire, Ia 
catégorie couvrant los achats do biens est intitulée "Autres 
achats" et elle englobe "souvenirs, articles de photographie, 
emplettes, etc.".

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Alternative data sources 

Recently, data from Revenue Canada, Customs 
and Excise have become accessible, allowing more 
analysis than was previously possible. These data 
were compared with the relevant portions of the 
International Travel Survey estimates for the years 
1990 and 1991. 

Customs and Excise documents for personal 
exemptions are compiled monthly. These include the 
$300 exemption granted to Canadians returning to 
Canada after a seven-day absence, the $100 
exemption granted after a 48-hour absence, and the 
$20 exemption granted after a 24-hour absence. No 
exemption is available for same-day travellers. 
Declarations for duty purposes of goods purchased 
are compiled as well. Estimates have been made for 
goods declared verbally and waived (usually when the 
amount of duty and tax payable is $2.00 or less) and 
for undeclared goods. The average value of goods 
purchased has been calculated for each category of 
exemption from a sample of the documents. Customs 
and Excise calculations for the value of declared 
goods, of those declared verbally and of those 
undeclared are based on estimated amounts of duty 
and tax foregone, given average rates applicable. 

Two additional elements were added to the 
Customs estimates in order to make an appropriate 
comparison. First, the value of used vehicles directly 
imported by individuals was estimated by multiplying 
the number of vehicles (collected by the Department 
of Transport) times an average value derived from a 
sample of the reported values on Customs 
documents. The Free Trade Agreement has 
progressively relaxed the conditions under which 
individuals can import used cars, beginning in 1989. 
According to the terms of the FTA, the age of vehicles 
which can be imported has been gradually decreasing 
(in 1993 the minimum age will be less than one year). 
Canadian federal and provincial standards applying to 
vehicles (such as safety and pollution control) must be 
met as well. As a result of these changes in the 
requirements, the number of vehicles imported has 
increased and should continue to increase. Second, 
an estimate was made for "invisible" expenditure 
(gasoline, other services and car parts), which may 
also be understated on the questionnaires. Recent 
private surveys suggest that 80% of Canadians 
returning by automobile fill their gas tank in the United 
States. The estimate shown in Table 2 for "invisible" 
other spending refers to these gasoline purchases. 

Table 2 compares the results from the Statistics 
Canada International Travel survey (ITS) and the 
independently derived estimates based on Customs 
and Excise, Transport Canada and private survey 
information for 1990 and 1991. 

Autres sources de données

Conformément aux dispositions de 'ALE, l'âge minimum des 
véhicules quo Ion peut importer a été graduellement réduit 
(en 1993, ii sera do moms d'un an). Los normes fédérales et 
provinciales touchant los véhicules (en matière de sécurité et 
do contrôlo do Ia pollution par exemple) doivent aussi Otre 
respectées. A Ia suite de ces modifications aux reglements, 
lo nombre do véhicules importés a augmente et devrait 
continuer a augmenter. En second lieu, on a estimé los 
dépenses "invisibles" (essence, autres services ot pièces 
d'automobites), egalement susceptibles d'être sous-estimées 
dans los questionnaires. Des enquOtes privées récentes 
indiquent quo 80% des Canadiens revenant en automobile 
font le ploin d'essence aux Etats-Unis. L'estimation figurant 
au tableau 2 au chapitre dos autres dépenses "invisibles" 
vise justement ces achats d'essence.

Since the Customs estimates are for personal 
goods brought into the country (from all countries), 
they have been compared with the category "Other 
spending" in the Statistics Canada survey, which 
excludes expenditure on accommodation, 
transportation within the country visited, food and 
beverage as well as recreation and entertainment. 
Some respondents to the International Travel Survey 
do not provide a breakdown of their expenditures by 
category; in those cases, their proportion of "Other 
spending" has been estimated on the basis of the 
breakdown reported by other respondents. 
Furthermore, since same-day travellers are asked 
only for total expenditure, their "Other spending" has 
been estimated, it was assumed in the case of same-
day travellers that little spending would be for 
accommodation, transportation or meals, and that the 
bulk would be for goods. 

The totals shown in Table 2 are remarkably close, 
within $50 million or 1.5% of the Statistics Canada 
estimate for "Other spending" in these two years. 
The amounts in Table 2 represent about one quarter 
of the total expenditure, seen in Table 1. Before 
1990, the detailed spending categories were not 
specified on the questionnaire and the detailed 
customs data were not available. Therefore the only 
years for which the comparison can be made are 
1990 and 1991.

Conclusion 

The International Travel Survey data on the 
number of Canadians returning from the United States 
are considered to be reliable, but some concern has 
been expressed with the amounts of expenditure, 
especially in the last few years when the "cross-
border shopping" phenomenon has received wide 
publicity. The independent data used to derive the 
value of goods brought into Canada by returning 
Canadians tend to support the Statistics Canada 
estimates for this portion of expenditure. As 
conditions change, however, the data and collection 
procedures need to be continually reviewed.

Conclusion 

Les données de i'Enquéte sur les voyages internationaux 
quant au nombre de Canadiens rovenant des Etats-Unis sont 
jugées fiabies, mais les donr,ées relatives aux sommes 
dépensees sont un sujet do preoccupation, surtout ces 
dernières années depuis que los "achats outre-frontière" font 
Ia manchette.

The implicit price indexes, derived by dividing the 
value figures in current dollars by the constant 
dollar figures, are currently weighted price 
indexes. They reflect not only pure price changes, 
but also changing expenditure patterns within and 
between major groups. Quarter-to-quarter 
comparisons based on the seasonally adjusted 
data are less subject to the problem of shifting 
weights than are similar comparisons based on 
data unadjusted for seasonality and therefore may 
be used as indicators of price change.

Fixed-weighted or base-weighted indexes use the 
pattern of expenditure in the base periods (1971 
weights for the period 1971-1980, 1981 weights for 
the period 1981-1985 and 1986 weights from 1986 
on) to aggregate the detailed price indexes in each 
period.

Chain indexes measure price change between two 
consecutive periods, using as weights the 
composition of expenditure in the first of the two 
periods. In this table, quarterly indexes are 
calculated with quarterly weights, and linked 
quarterly, while annual indexes are calculated with 
annual weights and are linked annually. Chain 
indexes contrast with the fixed-weighted indexes in 
Table 22, using weights of the base period 
currently 1986 and the implicit indexes in Table 
21, which use weights of the current periods. 
Percentage changes in the chain indexes reflect 
price change unaffected by compositional changes 
between the consecutive periods, that is, between 
years for the annual series or from quarter to 
quarter for the quarterly series.

Chain volume indexes measure "inflation-
adjusted" expenditure change between any two 
consecutive periods, evaluated using constant 
prices from the first of the two periods. Measures 
so calculated, for pairs of adjacent quarters, are 
linked together in a chain to form a single index, 
which is scaled arbitrarily to equal 100 in 1986.
