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The System of National Accounts

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed
since the close of the Second World War in a series of
publications relating to their constituent parts. These have now
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a
“System of National Accounts”. For purposes of identification,
all publications {containing tables of statistics, descriptions of
conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and
methods) which make up this System carry the term “System of
National Accounts” as a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13)
were, histoncally speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred
to with the title “National Accounts™ (National Accounts, Income
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are also part of the System of
National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and
Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of
the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos.
carrying the prefix 15 also provide measures of the contribution
of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost
as well as Productivity Measures.

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross
Domestic Product by Industry use the establishment as the
primary unit of industnal production. Measures of financial
transactions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and the legal
entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. Balance
sheets of outstanding assets and liabilities are published
annually.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can
be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct
comparisons amongst those parts which use the establishment
as the basic unit and those which use the legal entity can be
carried out only at highly aggregated levels of data. However,
Statistics Canada is continuing research on enterprise company
establishment relationships; it may eventually be feasible to
reclassify the data which are on one basis (say the
establishment basis) to correspond to the units employed on
another (the company or the enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National
Accounts bears a close refationship to the international standard
as described in the United Nations publication: A System of
National Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3,
Statistical Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs,
United Nations, New York, 1968).

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale

“Systéme de comptabilité nationale”.

Le systtme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en
plusieurs catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des
revenus ot des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le
numeéro de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le premier
ensemble de statistiques a étre connu sous le titre de “Comptes
nationaux” (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépenses). Les données sur
la balance canadienne des paiements internationaux (numeéro de
catalogue commengant par 67) font également partie du systéme de
comptabilité nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des
revenus et dépenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de biens
et services figure dans les tableaux d’entrées-sorties du systéme
(numéro de catalogue commengant par 15). Les publications dont le
numéro de catalogue commence par 15 comprennent aussi les mesures
de 'apport de chaque branche d'activité au total du produit intérieur brut
au colit des facteurs ainsi que les mesures de productivité.

L'établissement est I'unité primaire de production industrielle tant
dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les estimations du produit
intérieur brut par activité économique. Les comptes de flux financiers
{publications dont le numéro de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent
les opérations financiéres. Les catégories de préteurs et d'instruments
financiers forment les éléments de base de ces stalistiques et la
personne morale est le point de départ du classement des agents
économiques. Les comptes du bilan des actifs et passifs en circulation
sont disponibles annueliement.

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble
conceptuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses catégories de comptes
peuvent étre considérées comme des sous-systémes étroitement liés
entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, on ne peut faire de
comparaison directe entre les éléments basés sur I'établissement et ceux
qui sont basés sur l'entité juridique que lorsque les données sont
groupées dans des catégories trés générales. Toutefois, Statistique
Canada poursuit ses recherches sur les relations entre I'entreprise, la
société et I'établissement. |l sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser
les données établies sur une certaine base (I'établissement par exemple)
de maniére a les faire correspondre aux données établies sur une autre
base (société ou entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systéme de comptabilité nationale du
Canada suit de trés prés la nomme internationale exposée dans la
publication des Nations Unies intitulbe Systéme de comptabilité
nationale (Etudes méthodologiques, série F, n° 2, rév. 3, Bureau de
statistique, Département des affaires économiques et sociales, Nations
Unies, New York, 1970).

Gross Domestic Product at market prices grew
0.7% in the fourth quarter of 1992 to a seasonally
adjusted annual rate of $694 bilion.

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In calendar year 1992, Gross Domestic Product at
market prices grew 1.9% to $687 billion.

The economy grew more robustly in the fourth
quarter, as real GDP jumped 0.9% following a 0.3%
rise the previous quarter.

The fourth-
quarter advance was entirely attributable to net
exports, which rose by the equivalent of 1.2% of GDP.
Final domestic demand at 1986 prices dropped
slightly, as business investment was cut back and
consumer expenditure remained unchanged. An
accumulation of inventories at the retail level was
more than offset by a reduction of stocks at the
manufacturing level. Corporation profits were flat but
labour income grew 0.8% as paid hours worked rose
0.4%. The GDP implicit price index declined 0.2%,
although import prices shot up 3.4%, due principally
to a 5.0% depreciation of the Canadian dollar against
the U.S. dollar.

Components of Demand

Real consumer spending was unchanged in the
fourth quarter. Sales were strong in October, flat in
November and weak in December. The pickup in
consumer confidence building since the start of the
year halted in the fourth quarter as interest rates rose,
monthly unemployment climbed to an 11.8% peak
and political uncertainties reached an apex with the
October 26th constitutional referendum. In current
dollars, consumer expenditure rose 2.9% on a year-
over-year basis while personal disposable income
grew 3.0% (see Chart 3).

Falts saillants: quatriéme trimestre de 1992

L'économie croit de facon plus vigoureuse au guatriéme
trimestre, le PIB réel augmentant de 0.9%. aprés une hausse
de 0.3% au trimestre précédent. Compte tenu du
redressement au quatriéme trimestre, le PIB réel reste
inférieur de 1.0% au sommet atteint au premier trimestre de
1990. La progression au quatriéme trimestre de 1992
s'expligue uniquement par les exportations nettes, dont
l'augmentation équivaut a 1.2% du PIB.

Agrégats de la demande

consommateurs que 'on observait depuis le début de I'année
prend fin au quatridme trimestre alors que les taux
d'intérét remontent, le taux de choémage mensuel grimpe
jusqu'a un sommet de 11.8% et les incertitudes politiques
atteignent leur point culminant lors du référendum du 26
octobre. En dollars courants, les dépenses de consommation

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The flat consumption picture reflected higher
spending on durable and non-durable goods offset by
declines in spending on semi-durable goods and on
services. Spending on furniture and household
appliances increased 0.9%, but outlays on clothing
and footwear fell 1.0%. Among non-durable goods,
expenditures were up for natural gas, household

Investment in residential construction was
essentially unchanged in volume terms during the
quarter, although it remained 4.1% above its level of
four quarters earlier. Reduced activity in the resale
market was counterbalanced by growth in new
construction (1.8%) and in alterations and
improvements to existing dwellings (1.1%). Housing
starts remained unchanged in the quarter at 168,500,
seasonally adjusted at annual rates, before dropping
to 142,600 in January. Starts of single-unit homes
increased but those of multiple-unit dwsllings
declined. Activity increased in the Prairie provinces,
decreased in Quebec and was little changed in other
region.

Business investment in plant and equipment fell
2.1% in real terms during the quarter. Non-residential
construction plunged 7.2% but purchases of
machinery and equipment rose 0.5%. Non-residential
construction outlays dropped substantially for the
sixth consecutive quarter as weaker engineering
construction on such projects as electric power plants,
pipelines and oil and gas facilities added to continuing
declines in commercial and industrial building
construction. The weak growth in machinery and
equipment investment followed a large 4.8% gain in

L’investissement en construction résidentielle reste
essentiellement inchangé en volume au quatriéme trimestre,
mais dépasse de 4.1% son niveau de quatre trimestres plus
tét.

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the third quarter. There was a further strong advance
in purchases of computers, bringing real outlays on
this type of capital to a level almost twice that of just
two years earlier.

Non-farm  inventories were drawn down
substantially despite weak domestic demand. The
cutback in stocks was concentrated at the
manufacturing level and was mirrored in lower
merchandise  imports. The reductions by
manufacturers affected both raw materials and
finished goods. Gold inventories also fell sharply.
Retail inventories were built up, reflecting weak
consumer buying.

The deficit on trade in goods and services shrank
markedly in the fourth quarter, to $0.4 billion from
$5.9 billion in the third quarter (in current dollars,
seasonally adjusted at annual rates). The swing was
so large that it was sufficient to account for all of the
growth in real GDP during the quarter. Exports
increased 1.3% and imports fell 2.2%, both expressed
in real terms (see Chart 4). Two major factors that
helped account for the swing in the trade balance
were the depreciation of the Canadian dollar vis-a-vis
the U.S. dollar and the 0.9% increase in U.S. real
GDP (at quarterly rates) during the fourth quarter.

Le déficit du commerce en biens et services se rétrécit
sensiblement, passant de $5.9 milliards au troisiéme trimestre
(en dollars courants, aprés désaisonnalisation aux taux
annuels) a $0.4 milliard au quatrisme. Ce revirement est tel
qu'il explique a Iui seul l'intégralité de la croissance du PIB
réel au cours du trimestre. En termes réels, les exportations

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The increase in merchandise exports was
especially evident for office machines and equipment,
lumber, wood pulp, newsprint, precious metals and
motor vehicle parts. There were notable declines for
exports of wheat and natural gas. For merchandise
imports, the drop was accounted for mostly by crude
petroleum, industrial machinery and communications
equipment. Service exports fell slightly, reflecting
lower spending in Canada by foreign visitors and
reduced freight and shipping receipts from abroad.
Imports of services were lower as well, mainly due to
a drop in expenditures by Canadian travellers abroad.

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Price Indexes

Reflecting the generally weak demand picture,
less rapid growth in wage rates and rising
productivity, inflation slowed markedly in 1992. In the
fourth quarter, the GDP implicit price index decreased
02%. The chain price index for GDP excluding
inventories, which provides a better indication of
underlying price movements, rose a slight 0.1% from
the third-quarter level. The largest price increases in
the fourth quarter occurred in exports and machinery
and equipment investment, both of which were
affected by sharply higher import prices. The rise in
export prices was also attributable to an upturn in
world prices for lumber and some other commaodities.
On a year-over-year basis, the implicit price index for
consumer expenditure rose 1.6%, that for business
investment fell 1.0% and that for exports rose 5.8%
(see Chart 5).

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour
income grew 0.8% in the fourth quarter. The increase
occurred in the services-producing industries - trade,
finance, commercial services and federal and local
government administration in particular.  Labour
income increased marginally in the goods-producing
industries. Paid hours-worked increased 0.4%,
following a 0.2% increase in the third quarter. Real
GDP per person-hour rose 0.5% (see Chart 6) and
unit labour costs were essentially unchanged.

Corporation profits before taxes grew 0.4% in the
fourth quarter. Increases were widespread among
non-financial industries, although the motor vehicles,
non-ferrous metals and primary metals products and
real estate industries were important exceptions.
There were substantial declines in the financial sector.
In contrast, net business profits as reported in the
quarterly survey of industrial corporations declined
sharply, the difference was mainly attributable to loan
loss provisions and revaluations that are treated
differently in the national accounts. Interest and
miscellaneous investment income rose 0.3%. Farm
income fell in the fourth quarter due to the reduced
crop and lower average harvested grain quality in
1992, lower subsidies, and the drop in earnings from
grain exports. Net income of non-farm unincorporated
business increased 0.9%, with construction and
business services accounting for much of the
increase.

Personal income grew $3.1 billion or 0.5% in the
quarter. The advance was mainly atiributable to
higher labour income. Transfer payments from
governments to persons dropped slightly, due to a
decline in the number of Canadians collecting
unemployment insurance  benefits. Personal
disposable (after-tax) income was unchanged during
the quarter as income tax payments were higher.

Agrégats du revenu

La rémunération des salariés est en hausse de 0.8% au
quatriéme trimestre. Cette augmentation se concentre dans
le secteur des services (commerce, finances, services
marchands, administrations fédérale et locales en particulier).
Le revenu du travail augmente de facon minime dans les
branches productrices de biens. La durée du travail
rémunéré augmente de 0.4%, aprés une progression de 0.2%
au troisieme trimestre. Le PIB réel par heure-personne
s’accroit de 0.5% (graphique 6) et les coits unitaires de
main-d’oeuvre restent essentiellement les mémes.

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impdts s’accroissent de
0.4% au quatriéeme trimestre. Les hausses sont générales
dans les branches non financiéres, avec des exceptions
notables dans celles des véhicules automobiles, des métaux
non ferreux et produits de premiére transformation du métal,
et de I'immobilier. Des diminutions appréciables s’observent
dans la branche financiére. Par contraste, on enregistre une
forte baisse des profits nets des entreprises dans I'enquéte
sur les sociétés industrielles, I'écart étant imputable pour
'essentiel aux provisions pour pertes et aux réévaluations,
traitées différemment dans les comptes nationaux. Les
intéréts et revenus divers de placements s'accroissent de
0.3%. Le revenu agricole diminue au quatrieme trimestre en
raison de la baisse de la récolte et de la qualité inférieure du
grain récolté en 1992, de ia diminution des subventions et
d'une chute des rentrées monétaires au titre des exportations
de céréales. Le revenu net des entreprises individuelles non
agricoles augmente de 0.9%, la plus grande partie de cette
progression provenant de la construction et des services
commerciaux.

Le revenu personnel augmente de $3.1 milliards, ou
0.5%, au quatriéme trimestre. Cette progression s’explique
principalement par la hausse du revenu du travail. Les
paiements de transfert des administrations aux particuliers
diminuent légerement, par suite de la baisse du nombre des
bénéficiaires de I'assurance-chémage. Le revenu personnel
disponible (apres impbts) reste stable au cours du trimestre,
en raison de paiements d'impot sur le revenu plus élevés.
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Total government sector spending fell 0.4% in the
quarter, with most of the decline accounted for by
lower transfers to persons and to business. Total
government sector revenue grew 1.0%, with direct
taxes on persons and on corporate and government
business enterprises rising substantially. On a
national accounts basis, the federal deficit remained
essentially unchanged at $28.5 billion while the
aggregate provincial government deficit decreased
from $26.1 billion to $19.7 billion, due to lower
subsidies and reduced transfers to local governments.

Output by Industry

From an industry perspective, goods production
gained 0.5% after a flat third quarter, but growth in
services slowed to 0.3% following a 0.7% advance in
the third quarter.

Manufacturing was the stalwart in the goods
sector, with output soaring 2.4% in the fourth quarter
following a gain of 0.3% in the second quarter and
0.6% in the third quarter. Goods production excluding
manufacturing fell 1.5% as substantial declines were
récorded in mining and construction.

The slowdown in services was mainly due to
lower production by the finance, insurance and real
estate industry and to a drop in transportation
services. Activity by securities brokers and real
estate agents tumbled in the fourth quarter when
interest rates jumped near the time of the referendum
on October 26th. By the end of the quarter, interest
rates returned to pre-referendum levels and produc-
tion by securities brokers rebounded in December.
Real estate sales, however, remained weak right to
the end of the year. Substantial drops in air transport
and in pipeline throughput of natural gas led a 1.3%
decline in transportation and storage services.

Le total des dépenses du secteur des administrations
recule de 0.4% au quatrieme trimestre, la plus grande partie
de cette diminution provenant de la baisse des transferts aux
particuliers et aux entreprises. Le total des recettes du
secteur des administrations augmente de 1.0%, les impéts
directs prélevés des particuliers, des sociétés et des
entreprises publiques connaissant des hausses appréciables.
Sur la base des comptes nationaux, le déficit de
I'administration fédérale reste essentiellement inchangé a
$28.5 milliards, tandis que le déficit global des administrations
provinciales diminue, passant de $26.1 milliards a $19.7
milliards, par suite de la réduction des subventions et des
transferts aux administrations locales.

Production par branche d’activité

Par branche d'activité, la production de biens augmente
de 0.5%, aprés un troisiéme trimestre stable, tandis que la
croissance des services ralentit, passant de 07% au
troisieme trimestre a 0.3% au quatriéme.

Dans le secteur des biens, la fabrication vient largement
en téte avec une forte hausse de 24% au quatrieme
trimestre, aprés des gains de 0.3% et de 0.6% au deuxiéme
et au troisiéme respectivement. A l'exciusion de la
fabrication, la production de biens se replie de 1.5%, en
raison des diminutions appréciables dans les mines et la
construction.

Le ralentissement des services est surtout imputable a la
plus faible production de la branche des finances, assurances
et affaires immobilieres et par un repli dans les services de
transport. L’activité des courtiers en valeurs mobiliéres et des
agents immobiliers diminue au quatriéme trimestre avec le
bond dans les taux d'intérét lors du référendum du 26
octobre. A la fin du trimestre, les taux d’intérét reviennent a
leur niveau d’avant le référendum, et, en décembre, I'activité
des courtiers en valeurs mobiliéres se redresse. Par contre,
les ventes immobiliéres restent faibles jusqu’a la fin de

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Highlights: Calendar Year 1992

Gross domestic product rebounded 0.9% in
volume terms in 1992 after falling 1.7% in 1991 (see
Chart 7). Inflation, gauged by the GDP implicit price
index, declined to 1.0% from 2.7% the previous year
(see Chart 8). Expressed on a per capita basis, real
GDP decreased 0.6% in 1992 while person-hours
worked decreased 1.1% (see Chart 9)

Final domestic demand recovered 0.8% during
1992, led by a surge in residential construction. Low
interest rates and various government assistance
programs were key factors in the strength of housing
investment. Consumer expenditure and government
current expenditure on goods and services also rose,
although their advance was modest after allowing for
inflation.  Business continued to cut investment
spending and inventory levels in response to the drop
in both aggregate demand and profits during the
recession.

Net exports picked up in 1992 by an amount
equivalent to 0.7% of real GDP, reversing a drop of
similar magnitude in 1991. Real exports jumped 8.2%
and real imports rose 5.5%. Export sales were
stimulated by a 6.5% depreciation of the Canadian
dollar vis-a-vis the U.S. dollar and by the emerging
recovery in the U.S. economy. There was a
deterioration in the terms of trade as import prices
rose 1.4% more rapidly than export prices, based on
the fixed-weight price index.

Components of Demand

Residential construction activity expanded by
7.4% in 1992 (see Chart 12). Housing starts
recovered to 168,300 from 156,200 in 1991 and the
volume of new construction work-put-in-place
increased 9.7%. The pickup in building activity
affected both single- and multiple-unit dwellings. The
home resale market also strengthened, continuing the
upturn that began in 1991. Real spending on
alterations and improvements to existing dwellings
grew a more modest 2.8%. The housing market was
revived by a steep decline in nominal mortgage
interest rates as the typical one-year mortgage from
the chartered banks averaged just 7.87%, down from
10.08% in 1991 and 13.40% in 1990. Federal and
provincial government assistance programs also
supported housing demand.

Personal expenditure on consumer goods and
services increased 1.0% in real terms during 1992
(see Chart 10), relatively slow growth in comparison to
the 2.6% annual average of the previous 10 years.
The modest upturn followed a decline of 1.7% in
1991. Personal disposable income grew 1.7% in
nominal terms (see Chart 17), somewhat more rapidly
than consumer prices, which rose 1.2%. Other
factors restraining consumer buying included a
relatively heavy debt burden, perceived reductions in
personal wealth due to lower real estate values and
uncertainty due to rising unemployment.

Faits salllants: Année 1992

Le Produit intérieur brut se redresse de 0.9% en volume
en 1992, aprés avoir baissé de 1.7% en 1991 (graphique 7).
L'inflation, mesurée par l'indice implicite de prix du PIB,
passe de 2.7% I'année précédente a 1.0% (graphique 8). Par
habitant, le PIB réel diminue de 0.6% en 1992, tandis que les
heures-personnes travaillées baissent de 1.1% (graphique 9).

La demande intérieure finale se redresse de 0.8% au
cours de l'année, sous la poussée de la construction
résidentielle. De faibles taux d'intérét et divers programmes
d’assistance gouvernementaux ont joué un réle fondamental
dans le raffermissement de Finvestissement en logements.
Les dépenses de consommation et les dépenses publiques
courantes en biens et services sont aussi a la hausse, bien
que leur progression soit modeste aprés correction de
Vinflation. Les entreprises continuent de réduire
I'investissement et le niveau des stocks en réaction a la chute
de la demande globale et des bénéfices au cours de la
récession.

Les exportations nettes se redressent en 1992 de
I'équivalent de 0.7% du PIB réel, ce qui annule une baisse du
méme ordre de grandeur en 1991. Les exportations réelles
bondissent de 8.2%, tandis que les importations réelles
s'accroissent de 5.5%. Les ventes a l'exportation sont
stimulées par une dépréciation de 5.5% du dollar canadien
par rapport a la devise américaine et par I'amorce de la
reprise aux Etats-Unis. D’apres l'indice de prix & pondération
fixe, les termes de I'échange se détériorent, les prix a
importation augmentant 14% de plus que ceux a
I’exportation.

Agrégats de la demande

L'activité dans la construction résidentielle s’accroit de
7.4% en 1992 (graphique 12). Les mises en chantier de
logements sont en hausse, passant de 156,200 en 1991 a
168,300 en 1992, et le volume de la construction neuve mise
en place augmente de 9.7%. La reprise de I'activité dans la
construction touche tant les maisons unifamiliales que les
appartements. Le marché de la revente se raffermit lui aussi,
ce qui marque la poursuite du redressement ayant débuté en
1991. Les dépenses réelles en modifications et améliorations
aux logements existants augmentent de fagon plus modérée
(2.8%). Le marché de I'habitation a été relancé par une forte
chute des taux hypothécaires nominaux, alors que le taux
moyen d'une hypothéque bancaire d'un an était de 7.87%,
comparativement a 10.08% en 1991 et 13.40% en 1990. Les
programmes d'assistance fédéraux et provinciaux ont
également soutenu la demande de logements.

Les dépenses personnelles en biens et services de
consommation augmentent de 1.0% en termes réels en 1992
(graphique 10), une croissance assez lente par rapport a la
moyenne annuelle de 2.6% des dix années précédentes.
Cette modeste reprise fait suite a une baisse de 1.7% en
1991. Le revenu personnel disponible s'accroit de 1.7% en
valeur nominale (graphique 17), soit un psu plus que les prix
a la consommation (1.2%). Les autres facteurs freinant les
achats des consommateurs comprennent notamment une
dette relativement lourde, la réduction appréhendée de la
richesse personnelle en raison de la valeur en baisse de
I'immobilier et F'incertitude entourant la montée du chémage.
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Consumer purchases of goods rose 0.7% and
spending on services advanced 1.4%, both in volume
terms. There were substantial increases in outlays for
furniture and appliances, food, motor fuels and
lubricants, electricity, gas and other fuels, and gross
rent. These gains were partly offset by small declines
in outlays for motor vehicles, clothing and footwear,
restaurants and hotels, and net expenditure abroad.
New motor vehicle sales, a consumer demand
bellwether, totalled 1,227,335 units, the lowest yearly
sales level since 1983.

Government current expenditure on goods and
segfices grew 1.6% in real terms during 1992 (see
C&H), somewhat slower than the 2.4% average
anndli growth rate of the previous 10 years. |In
current dollars, the changes were 1.0% for the federal
government, 4.4% for the provincial governments,
4.9% for the local governments and 5.6% for the rest
of the government sector (consisting of hospitals and
the Canada and Quebec Pension Plans). Higher
medicare and hospital costs were an important factor
behind the increases. Pay increases were another
important element, as fixed-weighted average hourly
earnings in public administration rose 3.3% during the
year. Government investment in fixed capital
continued to expand at the more modest pace set in
1991, which followed very strong growth in 1989 and
1990.

Real business capital spending, which had
propelled the economy between 1984 and 1989,
decreased for a third consecutive year in 1992 (see
Chart 13). Weak domestic demand, low profits and
high corporate debt burdens were important explana-
tory factors. By industry, the drop was deepest in the
manufacturing, finance and mining industries. By
type of investment, it was most evident in non-
residential construction, which plunged 15.7% in real
terms. Commercial building reached a very low level,
reflecting the huge oversupply of office space in
urban centres. Engineering construction also waned.
Machinery and equipment investment fared much
better, rising 2.2% in real terms as business demand
for computer and telecommunications equipment
continued to grow. Looking ahead to 1993, Statistics
Canada's survey of business investment spending
intentions indicates a rebound of 2.5%, expressed in
current dollars.

In aggregate, businesses reduced inventory
levels again in 1992, for the third straight year.
Manufacturers and wholesalers both cut stocks while
retailers built up stocks. Farm inventories, which had
accumulated slightly in volume terms the previous
year, dropped notably in 1992 due to a smaller crop.

Canada’s real exports shot up 8.2%, reflecting
both the intensifying recovery in the U.S. (their
economy grew 2.1% in 1992) and a marked
improvement in the compestitiveness of Canadian

Les achats de biens de consommation augmentent de
0.7% et les dépenses au titre des services, de 1.4% (en
volume dans les deux cas). On note des hausses
appréciables des dépenses en meubles et appareils
ménagers, aliments, carburants et lubrifiants, électricité, gaz
et autres combustibles, de méme que pour les loyers bruts.
Ces progressions sont en partie neutralisées par de faibles
diminutions des dépenses pour les véhicules automobiles, les
vétements et les chaussures, 'hébergement et la restauration
ainsi que des dépenses nettes a I'étranger. Les ventes de
véhicules automaobiles neufs, un indicateur clé de la demande
des consommateurs, sont de 1,227,335 unités, leur niveau
annuel le plus bas depuis 1983.

Les dépenses publiques courantes en biens et services
s’accroissent de 1.6% en termes réels en 1992 (graphigue
11), soit un peu plus lentement que la croissance annuelle
moyenne de 2.4% des dix années précédentes. En dollars
courants, la variation est de 1.0% pour ['administration
fédérale, de 4.4% pour les administrations provinciales, de
49% pour les administrations locales et de 5.6% pour le
reste du secteur des administrations (hopitaux, Régime de
pensions du Canada et Régime de rentes du Québec). Le
colit accru des soins médicaux et hospitaliers a joué un role
important dans ces hausses. Les augmentations de salaire
en sont un autre élément important, les gains horaires
moyens a pondération fixe dans I'administration publique
étant en hausse de 33% au cours de [lannée.
Linvestissement des administrations en immobilisations
continue de croitre au rythme plus modeste observé en 1991,
aprés les trés fortes hausses de 1989 et 1990.

Les dépenses réelles en immobilisations des entreprises,
qui avaient alimenté |'économie entre 1984 et 1989, baissent
pour la troisitme année consécutive en 1992 (graphique 13).
Une demande intérieure faible et les bénéfices peu élevés
conjugués au lourd endettement des entreprises y sont pour
beaucoup. Par branche, les diminutions les plus fortes
s'observent dans la fabrication, les finances et les mines. Par
type d'investissement, la baisse est surtout évidente dans la
construction non résidentielle, qui se replie de 15.7% en
termes réels. La construction commerciale tombe trés bas en
raison d'une offre excédentaire considérable pour les locaux
a bureaux dans les centres urbains. La construction de génie
s'effrite elle aussi. L’investissement en machines et matériel,
en revanche, se comporte beaucoup mieux et augmente de
2.2% en termes réels alors que la demande d'ordinateurs et
de matériel de télécommunications par les entreprises
continue de croitre. En ce qui a trait aux perspectives pour
1993, l'enquéte de Statistique Canada sur les intentions
dlinvestissement des entreprises laisse entrevoir un
revirement de 2.5% en dollars courants.

Dans l'ensemble, les entreprises réduisent encore le
niveau des stocks en 1992 et ce, pour la troisiéme année
consécutive. Les fabricants et les grossistes liquident les
stocks, alors que les détaillants les accumulent. Les stocks
agricoles, qui avaient augmenté légérement en volume
I'année précédente, baissent sensiblement en 1992 en raison
d'exportations de blé vigoureuses et d'une moins bonne
récolte.

Les exportations réelles du Canada bondissent de 8.2%;
ceci traduit a la fois I'intensification de la reprise aux Etats-
Unis (leur économie croit de 2.1% en 1992), et par une nette
amélioration de la compétitivité de I'industrie canadienne.
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industry. Exports of merchandise grew 8.9%
following a 1.0% advance the previous year. The rise
was accounted for by a wide range of commodities
including trucks, passenger cars, motor vehicle parts,
machinery and equipment, and lumber. Non-
merchandise exports advanced 3.2% after a drop of
similar magnitude in 1991, reflecting increased
revenue from the sale of business services and higher
expenditure by foreign visitors in Canada.

Imports recorded a 5.5% volume increase in
1992, continuing several years of consecutive and
substantial growth. Merchandise imports rose 6.9%,
with growth concentrated in industrial goods,
machinery and equipment, motor vehicle parts, and
consumer goods. Imports of services fell 0.3%, due
mainly to a decrease in cross-border shopping. After
five years of double-digit increases, same-day
automobile trips to the United States decreased 3.5%
in 1992 to 57 million trips.

The deficit on trade in goods and services,
expressed at 1986 prices, shrank by the equivalent of
0.7% of GDP. In current dollars, the deficit shrank
from $6.5 billion in 1991 to $3.9 billion in 1992 (see
Chart 14). As a result, the total balance of payments
deficit on current account, which also includes
investment income flows and transfers, fell marginally
from $29.2 billion in 1991 to $28.6 billion in 1992.

Price indexes

The rate of inflation, as measured by the GDP
implicit price index was 1.0% in 1992, down from
27% in 1991. The chain price index for GDP
excluding inventories, which provides a better
measure of pure price change, increased 0.9% in
1992 following a 29% rise in 1991, With
considerable slack in labour and product markets and
strong productivity gains in manufacturing industries,
price increases were held to a minimum. Import
prices, conspicuously higher after depreciation of the
Canadian dollar, were the main source of inflationary
pressure. They contributed to the price increases that

Le déficit du commerce en biens et services, exprimé en
prix de 1986, se contracte de I'équivalent de 0.7% du PIB.
En dollars courants, le déficit rétrécit, passant de $6.5
milliards en 1991 a $3.9 milliards en 1992 (graphigue 14). En
conséquence, le déficit total du compte courant de la balance
des paiements, qui comprend aussi les flux des revenus de
placements et les transferts, diminue de fagcon minime pour
passer de $29.2 milliards en 1991 a $28.6 milliards en 1992.

Indices de prix

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were evident for consumer goods, machinery and
equipment, and exports. Price increases were notably
lower for construction. The chain price index for total
personal expenditure rose just 1.4% after a 5.1% rise
in 1991.

Components of Income

Labour income rose 2.7% in 1992 (see Chart 15)
as wages and salaries increased 2.0% and
supplementary labour income grew 8.6%. The latter
was boosted by higher employer contributions to
employee pension plans, necessitated (in many
cases) by declining investment income in those plans
and by an unemployment insurance contribution rate
increase on January 1, 1992. The increase in wages
and salaries was due to the combined effect of a 3.4%
increase in the services-producing industries and a
1.5% drop in the goods-producing industries. Total
paid-hours of employment fell 11% and
compensation per hour rose 3.7%. The fixed-weight
index of average hourly earnings rose 3.6%, with the
largest increases in the Maritime provinces and British
Columbia. Wages and salaries grew at a moderately
increasing pace through the year, with employment
picking up in the second half.

Corporation profits before taxes edged up 6.7% in
1992 to $33.9 billion (see Chart 16). However, they
remained far below their peak of $64.7 billion attained
in 1988. Interest and miscellaneous investment
income fell for a second consecutive year, by 4.3%,
reflecting the plunge in interest rates. The accrued
net income of farm operators from farm production
was essentially unchanged in 1992 after a 9.9% drop
in 1991. Net income of non-farm unincorporated
business rose 2.1% as rental income rose 2.9% and
other unincorporated business income grew just
1.7%.

TheMotal government sector deficit on a national
accounts basis, down to $15.1 billion in 1988, reached
$41.1 billion in 1991 and $43.9 billion in 1992 (see
Chart 18). The federal deficit was $25.7 billion, the
aggregate provincial government deficit was $22.8
billion and the combined position of the local
governments, hospitals and the Canada and Quebec
Pension Plans was a $4.7 billion surplus. Total
government current expenditure rose 3.8% in 1992,
mainly due to increases in transfers to persons and in
expenditure on goods and services. Because of the
drop in interest rates, service outlays on the public
debt were essentially unchanged during the year
despite the huge increase in debt. Transfers to
business declined. Government revenues grew 3.2%,
due to higher indirect tax and personal income tax
revenues.

Agrégats du revenu

nécessaires par la baisse des revenus de placements de
ceux-ci, et par un relévement du taux de cotisation a
assurance-chomage le 1er janvier 1992. L'accroissement
des salaires et traitements résulte de I'effet combiné d'une
hausse de 3.4% dans les branches des services, et d’'une
baisse de 1.5% dans celles des biens. La durée du travail
rémunéré diminue de 1.1% et la rémunération par heure-
personne augmente de 3.7%.

Les intéréts et revenus
divers de placements diminuent pour la deuxiéme année
consécutive, de 4.3%, en raison de I'effondrement des taux
d’'intérét. Le revenu comptable net des exploitants agricoles
au titre de la production agricole demeure a peu prés au
méme niveau en 1992 aprés une baisse de 9.9% en 1991.
Le revenu comptable net des entreprises individuelles non
agricoles augmente de 2.1%, le revenu de loyers progressant
de 2.9% et celui des autres entreprises individuelles, de 1.7%
seulement.

Le déficit total du secteur des administrations sur la base
des comptes nationaux, qui était tombé a $15.1 milliards en
1988, atteint $41.1 milliards en 1991 et $43.9 milliards en
1992 (graphique 18). Le déficit fédéral se chiffre a $25.7
milliards, le déficit global des administrations provinciales, a
$22.8 milliards, et le résultat combiné pour les administrations
locales, les hopitaux, le Régime de pensions du Canada et le
Régime de rentes du Québec se solde par un excédent de
$4.7 milliards. Le total des dépenses publiques courantes
s'accroit de 3.8% en 1992 surtout a cause de la hausse des
transferts aux particuliers et des dépenses en biens et
services. En raison de la chute des taux, les paiement
d'intérét sur la dette publique restent pratiquement inchangés
au cours de l'année en dépit de la forte hausse de la dette.
Les transferts aux entreprises sont en baisse. Les recettes
publiques progressent de 3.2% en raison du relévement des
rentrées plus élevées au titre des impéts indirects et des
impots sur le revenu des particuliers.

This table presents estimates of each sector’'s
saving, its investment in non-financial assets and
its resulting net lending or borrowing. The
Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue 13-014)
provide similar, estimates derived from financial
data. An important difference between the Income
and Expenditure Accounts and the Financial Flow
Accounts relates to the treatment of "net
inheritances and migrants’ funds”, a capital
transfer item (see Table 20, line 14). While these
funds represent a source of funds during the
current period, they are the result of accumulations
during previous periods in other countries. They
are not a source of saving from current
transactions. Accordingly, net inheritances and
migrants’ funds are netted against the surplus or
deficit on transactions with non-residents, thereby
reducing the source of funds from non-residents.
They are also netted against investment outlays by
the persons and unincorporated business sector,
thereby reducing its disposition of funds by the
same amount. For details, see the Capital Finance
Accounts in Tables 18 and 29 of the annual
National Income and Expenditure Accounts
(Catalogue 13-201).

The NATIONAL BALANCE SHEET ACCOUNTS provide a
stock dimension to the system of national accounts.
They complement the income and expenditure accounts
and the financial flow accounts by recording the cor-
responding stock measures. The information in this
publication will broaden your understanding of Canada’s
economic system.

Economy-wide estimates of tangible assets on the national balance
sheet are a measure of the national wealth. Such wealth includes
residential and non-residential structures, machinery and equipment,
inventories, durable consumer goods and land. Net wealth is equal to
these assets minus Canada’s net indebtedness with non-residents.

.

The sector balance sheets in this release show a time series of the
assets, liabilities and net worth for each sector of the economy. The
tables contain almost sixty categories of assets and liabilities, The four
main sectors are covered - persons, governments, corporations and
non-residents. With more than fortv sectors and subsectors, there is
substantial coverage of non-financial private corporations, non-financial
provincial government enterprises, chartered banks, trust and mortgage
loan companies, life insurance, trusteed pension plans, and the federal
government t0 name a few.

Links between sectors and major shifts in the economy are reflected
in the composition and changes in the structure of Sector balance
sheets. The role of financial intermediaries can be seén in the size
and make-up of their portfolios.

An analytical text, extensive charts and a table summarizing credit
market debt by instrument for the major sectors are included; articles,
technical notes, analytical tables and various supplementary statistical
tables are also a regular feature.
