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The System of National Accounts 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed 
since the close of the Second World War in a series of 
publications relating to their constituent parts. These have now 
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a 
"System of National Accounts". For purposes of identification, 
all publications (containing tables of statistics, descriptions of 
conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and 
methods) which make up this System carry the term "System of 
National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and 
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying 
the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, the first set of 
statistics to be referred to with the title "National Accounts" 
(National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance of 
International Payments data (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of 
the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The Catalogue 
Nos. carrying the prefix 15 also provide measures of the 
contribution of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at 
factor cost as well as Productivity Measures. 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross 
Domestic Product by Industry use the establishment as the 
primary unit of industrial production. Measures of financial 
transactions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial 
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and the 
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. 
Balance sheets of outstanding assets and liabilities are 
published annually. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts 
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, 
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the 
establishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal 
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of 
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research on 
enterprise company establishment relationships; it may 
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one 
basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication: A 
System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 
2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of Economic and Social 
Affairs, United Nations, New York, 1968).

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Highlights: First Quarter 1993 

Gross domestic product at market prices grew 0.7% 
in the first quarter of 1993 to a seasonally adjusted 
annual rate of $701 billion. GDP at 1986 prices 
increased 0.9% (equivalent to a compound annual rate 
of 3.8%), while the implicit price index declined slightly 
from its fourth quarter value (see Charts 1 and 2). 

The first quarter expansion of economic activity 
continued the pick-up which was evident in the fourth 
quarter. Consumer spending, business outlays for 
machinery and equipment and exports all grew 
substantially and the pace of business inventory 
liquidation moderated. The only declining component of 
aggregate demand was construction, which continued its 
prolonged period of decline. Final domestic demand 
increased 0.4% (see Chart 3) and, reflecting the strong 
demand for goods, real imports rose 2.5%. Labour 
income increased 1.1% and corporation profits improved 
by 7.8%. 

Faits saillants: Premier trimestre de 1993 

Le produit intérieur brut aux prix du marché (PIB) 
augmente de 0,7% au premier trimestre de 1993 pour atteindre 
le taux annuel désaisonnalisé de 701 milliards de dollars. Le 
PIB aux prix de 1986 s'accroit de 0,9% (equivalant a un taux 
annuel compose de 3,8%), alors que l'indice implicite de prix 
diminue légèrement par rapport a son niveau du quatrieme 
trimestre (graphiques 1 et 2). 

L'expansion de l'activité économique au premier trimestre 
marque Ia poursuite du redressement observe au quatrieme 
trimestre. Les dépenses des consommateurs, l'investissement 
des entreprises en machines et materiel et les exportations 
s'accroissent tous de facon sensible et le rythme de liquidation 
des stocks des entreprises ralentit. Le seul agregat de Ia 
demande globale en baisse est l'investissement en 
construction, dont le déclin prolongé se poursuit. La demande 
intérleure finale augmente de 0,4% (graphique 3) et les 
importations réelles, de 2,5%, traduisant en cela Ia forte 
demande pour les biens. Le revenu du travail saccroit de 1,1% 
et les bénéfices des soclétés progressent de 7,8%. 

Agregats de Ia demande 

Les depenses de consommation réelles augmentent 
sensiblement au premier trimestre apres avoir marque un palier 
au quatrieme trimestre. Cette croissance se manifeste dans les 
ventes au detail, qul font un bond en janvier, se replient quelque 
peu en février et se stabilisent en mars. La progression 
trimestrielle traduit un gain reel important de 1,0% des achats 
de biens et une hausse plus modeste de 0,3% en volume des 
dépenses en services de consommation. Les dépenses réelles 
en biens durables saccroissent de 0,8% en dépit du recul des 
dépenses au titre des véhicules automobiles, des pièces et des 
accessoires. Les dépenses en biens semi-durables 
progressent de 0,4%, en raison des hausses notables 
observées pour les chaussures, les vètements pour hommes et 
garçons et les articles d'ameublement. Dans le cas des biens 
non durables, les depenses sont en hausse pour l'électricité, le 
gaz et les autres combustibles, les carburants, les aliments et 
les boissons. Les depenses de consommation au titre des 
services augmentent plus lentement, les hausses importantes 
pour les loyers bruts, les communications et les loisirs étant en 
partie contrebalancées par les baisses pour les services 
financiers, ceux relies a l'automobile et quelques autres. 

Components of Demand 

Real consumer spending grew substantially in the 
first quarter after levelling off in the fourth quarter. The 
growth was reflected in retail sales, which rose sharply in 
January, fell back partially in February and levelled off in 
March. The quarterly pick-up reflected a large 1.0% real 
increase in goods purchases and a smaller 0.3% rise in 
the volume of spending on consumer services. Real 
expenditure on durable goods rose 0.8% despite a drop 
in outlays for motor vehicles, parts and accessories. 
Spending on semi-durable goods advanced 0.4%, with 
significant increases in footwear, men's and boys' 
clothing and household furnishings. Among non-durable 
commodities, outlays were higher for electricity gas and 
other fuels, motor fuels and food and beverages. 
Consumer spending on services grew more slowly as 
substantial increases for gross rent, communications 
and recreational services were partially offset by 
declining outlays on financial services, auto-related 
services and some other services.

Despite lower mortgage rates and continuing 
weakness in housing prices, residential investment fell 
notably in the first quarter. The drop followed two 
quarters of moderate expansion. A large part of the first 
quarter decline was attributable to lower real estate 
commissions as resale activity fell sharply. Reflecting 
lower housing starts, new construction decreased 2.3%. 
Starts averaged 145,500 at a seasonally adjusted 
annual rate in the quarter, rose to 171,300 in April and 
slipped back to 147,600 in May. The first-quarter decline 
in new construction was concentrated in Quebec, 
Ontario and the Atlantic provinces. The apartment 
vacancy rate fell slightly, although it remained at a 
relatively high level, and the number of newly completed 
but unoccupied single and semi-detached dwelling units 
increased vis-à-vis the fourth quarter level. Spending on 
alterations and improvements to existing dwellings also 
declined markedly in the first quarter. 

En dépit de Ia baisse des faux hypothécaires et de Ia 
faiblesse persistante du prix des maisons, l'investissement en 
construction résidentielle diminue de façon sensible au premier 
trimestre. Le recul survient apres deux trimestres d'expansion 
modérée. Le principal facteur du repli au premier trimestre est 
Ia baisse des commissions immobilières, par suite du 
ralentissement marque dans le marché de Ia revente. En raison 
de Ia diminution du nombre de logements mis en chantier, Ia 
construction neuve diminue de 2,3%. Au taux annuel 
désaisonnalisé, le nombre de mises en chantier atteint 145 500 
au premier trimestre, grimpe a 171 300 en avril et retombe a 
147 600 en mai. Le déclin de Ia construction neuve au premier 
tnmestre se concentre au Québec, en Ontario et dans les 
provinces de l'Atlantique. Le taux de vacance des 
appartements diminue legerement, même s'il demeure assez 
élevé, et le nombre de logements individuels et attenants 
nouvellement terminés mais encore inoccupés est en hausse 
par rapport au quatrieme trimestre.

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Business investment in plant and equipment 
increased 1.3% during the quarter. Purchases of 
machinery and equipment rose 2.3%, as business spent 
more on industrial machinery and office equipment. Non-
residential construction outlays fell modestly in the 
quarter after declining substantially through 1992. There 
were continued declines in building construction while 
engineering construction registered a marginal gain. 

There was a reduction of non-farm inventories in the 
first quarter, but it was substantially less than in the 
fourth quarter. As a result, the inventory swing gave a 
large boost of 0.9% to GDP. Cutbacks in stocks were 
most widespread among non-durable goods 
manufacturers and they were particularly notable for 
refined petroleum, wood and building materials. 
Manufacturers reduced stock levels at less than half the 
rate of the fourth quarter. It was the thirteenth 
consecutive quarter in which manufacturers reduced 
their inventories, with the most recent reductions 
occurring in finished goods rather than raw materials or 
goods in process. 

In the farm sector, stocks increased marginally on a 
seasonally adjusted basis. Pending the availability of 
harvest information for 1993, the farm inventories 
estimates are based on an assumption that the grain 
crop this year will be roughly equal to the average of the 
last 10 years, implying a volume increase of about 7% 
compared to the 1992 harvest. 

Imports grew 2.5% in volume terms during the 
quarter while real exports increased 1.4% (see Chart 4). 
The rise in imports occurred primarily in motor vehicle 
parts, crude and refined petroleum, industrial machinery 
and office equipment. In the case of exports, the 
advance was mostly accounted for by motor vehicles 
and parts. Exports of telecommunication equipment, 
aircraft and natural gas were also higher while those of 
precious metals and alloys, pulp and paper, lumber and 
wheat were somewhat lower. With the greater strength in 
imports, the balance of trade in goods and services 
swung from a surplus of $1.7 billion in the fourth quarter 
to a deficit of $0.2 billion in the first (in current dollars, 
seasonally adjusted at annual rates). 

L'investissement des entreprises en usines et materiel 
s'accroit de 1,3% au cours du trimestre. Les achats de 
machines et de materiel augmentent de 2,3%, les entreprises 
ayant dépensé davantage pour Ia machinerie industrielle et 
l'équipement de bureau. Après une baisse considerable en 
1992, I'investissement en construction non résidentielle 
diminue legérement durant le trimestre. Le déclin se poursuit 
dans Ia construction de bâtiments alors quun faible gain 
s'observe dans les travaux de genie. 

Les stocks non agricoles sont en baisse au premier 
trimestre, mais bien moms fortement qu'au quatrième trimestre. 
Ce mouvement des stocks entraine un fort gain du PIB, de 
l'ordre de 0,9%. La liquidation des stocks est surtout répandue 
chez les fabricants de biens non durables, et touche 
notamment le pétrole raffiné, le bois et les matériaux de 
construction. Les fabricants réduisent les stocks a un taux 
inférieur de plus de moitié a celui du quatrieme trimestre. II 
s'agit d'un treizième trimestre consécutif au cours duquel les 
fabncants liquident les stocks, et les dernières reductions 
touchent davantage les produits finis que les matières brutes 
ou les produits en cours. 

Dans l'agriculture, les stocks augmentent faiblement sur 
une base désaisonnalisée. Dans l'attente d'information sur Ia 
récolte de 1993, les estimations des stocks agricoles reposent 
sur l'hypothèse que Ia récolte de céréales de cette année sera 
a peu près égale a Ia récolte moyenne des dix dernières 
années, ce qui suppose une augmentation en volume de I'ordre 
de 7% par rapport a Ia récolte de 1992. 

Les importations réelles saccroissent de 2,5% au cours du 
trimestre et les exportations réelles, de 1,4% (graphique 4). La 
hausse des importations provient surtout des pièces de 
véhicules, du pétrole brut et raffiné, des machines industrielles 
et de lequipement de bureau. Dans le cas des exportations, Ia 
progression est surtout imputable aux véhicules automobiles et 
aux pièces. Les exportations de materiel de télécommunication, 
d'avions et de gaz naturel sont aussi en hausse alors que celles 
de métaux précieux et d'alliages, de pates et papier, de bois de 
construction et de blé sont légèrement en baisse. Etant donné 
Ia plus grande vigueur des importations, le solde du commerce 
de biens et services passe d'un excédent de 1,7 milliard$ au 
quatrième trimestre a un deficit de 0,2 milliard$ au premier (en 
dollars courants, au taux annuel désaisonnalisé).

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Components of Income 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income 
grew 1.1% in the first quarter. Much of the increase was 
due to higher supplementary labour income, as the 
employer contribution rates for the Canada and Quebec 
Pension Plans as well as the level of maximum insurable 
earnings for the Unemployment Insurance Program were 
raised. Total compensation per employee rose 1.2% in 
the quarter and 3.5% on a year-over-year basis. Paid 
employee hours worked edged down 0.1% during the 
quarter and slipped a further 0.2% in both April and May. 
The continuing weakness in employment was felt most in 
the Atlantic and Prairie regions and in Quebec. Viewed 
from an industry perspective, the increase in labour 
income occurred mostly in forestry, local government 
administration, construction, transportation and 
manufacturing. There were declines in wholesale and 
retail trade and federal government administration. 

Agrégats du revenu

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Measured on a domestic basis, for purposes of 
gross domestic product, corporation profits before taxes 
recovered 7.8% in the first quarter. On a national basis, 
which includes net investment income received from 
abroad, profits rose 20.7%. The surge in profits was 
especially evident in petroleum and natural gas, motor 
vehicles, parts and accessories, beverages and tobacco 
and financial intermediaries such as investment dealers 
and stock brokers. With the advance, domestic profits 
were still just $35 billion (seasonally adjusted at annual 
rates), compared to the peak of $68 billion reached in 
early 1989. Much of the gain in profits over the past year 
or so has been attributable to capital gains on 
inventories as raw material prices have risen, gains 
which are reflected in the inventory valuation adjustment. 
Interest and miscellaneous investment income, held 
back by falling interest rates, was largely unchanged in 
the quarter while accrued net farm income rose 15.2%. 
Net income of non-farm unincorporated business edged 
up 0.2% as gains in community services, retail trade and 
net rental income were offset by declines in construction 
and business services. 

Personal income rose 0.9% in the quarter reflecting 
higher labour income and government transfer payments 
counterbalanced by lower investment income. Personal 
disposable (after-tax) income grew 1.1% during the 
quarter and the personal saving rate edged up from 
10.5% in the fourth quarter to 10.7% in the first. 

Total government sector spending in current dollars 
rose 1.1% in the quarter, as current expenditure on 
goods and services, subsidies to business, transfers to 
persons, interest on the public debt and capital spending 
increased while capital assistance and foreign aid 
transfers to non-residents decreased. Total government 
sector revenue grew 0.4% with personal direct taxes 
essentially unchanged and direct taxes from corporate 
and government business enterprises growing 
substantially. The federal deficit, on a national accounts 
basis, rose from $29.2 billion in the fourth quarter to 
$32.3 billion in the first, while the combined provincial 
government deficit was somewhat lower than in the 
previous quarter, at $17.9 billion. 

Mesurés sur une base intérieure, en vue d'estimer le 
produit intérieur brut, les bénéfices des sociétés avant impots 
se relèvent de 78% au premier trimestre. Sur une base 
nationale, qui tient compte des intérêts et dividendes nets reçus 
de letranger, les bénéfices progressent de 20,7%. Le bond des 
bénéfices est particulièrement notable dans les branches du 
pétrole et du gaz naturel, des véhicules automobiles, pièces et 
accessoires, des boissons et du tabac, et des intermédiaires 
financiers comme les courtiers et négociants en valeurs 
mobilières. Aprés cette progression, les bénéfices sur une base 
intérieure ne totalisent toujours que 35 milliards$ (au taux 
annuel désaisonnalisé), contre un sommet de 68 milliards$ 
atteint au debut de 1989. La montée des bénéfices depuis 
environ un an résulte surtout de plus-values sur les stocks sous 
l'effet de Ia majoration des prix des matières brutes, plus-values 
qui sont prises en compte dans l'ajustement de Ia valeur des 
stocks.

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In manufacturing, production of durable goods 
jumped 3.9% as six of nine major industry groups 
recorded gains. Manufacturers of transportation 
equipment increased production 10.2%, responding to 
very strong demand for automotive products from the 
United States. Domestic sales of motor vehicles were 
weak, but improved considerably during the last month 
of the quarter. Output of non-durable goods edged up 
0.1%, Lower production of pulp and newsprint accounted 
for most of the weakness, as exports slipped in the first 
quarter and prices fell 2.5%. Mining output increased 
2.5% following a 2.4% decline in the previous quarter. 
Higher demand abroad for natural gas spurred a 1.5% 
increase in crude oil and natural gas production. Drilling 
activity climbed a further 11 .8% after a jump of 23.4% the 
previous quarter when the Government of Alberta 
lowered royalties. 

Output of services advanced 0.6% as all major 
industries boosted output at a faster pace than in the 
fourth quarter of 1992. Sales by wholesalers and 
retailers advanced 1.1% and 1.0% respectively. Security 
dealers handled a sharp increase in provincial 
government bonds and in new corporate shares, and 
there was also a gain in stock trading. Real estate 
remained weak for a second consecutive quarter. 

Production par branche d'activité 

La production de biens fait un bond de 1,8%, après un gain 
de 0,7% au quatrième trimestre de 1992. La progression est 
marquee par une forte croissance dans Ia fabrication, même Si 

on observe aussi beaucoup de fermeté dans les autres 
branches, Ia production de biens a I'exclusion du secteur 
manufacturier s'accroissant de 1,4%. La production des 
services augmente de 0,6%, après une hausse de 0,4% au 
trimestre précédent. 

Dans Ia fabrication, Ia production de biens durables fait un 
bond de 3,9%, six des neuf grands groupes faisant des gains. 
Les fabricants de materiel de transport accroissent Ia 
production de 10,2%, pour répondre a Ia très forte demande de 
produits automobiles en provenance des Etats-Unis. Les 
ventes intérieures de véhicules automobiles sont faibles mais 
s'améliorent fortement durant le dernier mois du trimestre. La 
production de biens non durables augmente de 0,1% 
seulement. Cette faiblesse est surtout imputable a Ia baisse de 
Ia production de pates et de papier journal, les exportations 
ayant fléchi au premier trimestre et les prix étant en baisse de 
2,5%. La production minière augmente de 2,5% aprés une 
chute de 2,4% au trimestre précédent. Une plus forte demande 
de l'etranger pour le gaz naturel entralne une augmentation de 
1,5% de Ia production de pétrole brut et de gaz naturel. 
L'activité de forage fait un bond de 11,8% qui sajoute a celui de 
23,4% observe au trimestre precedent lorsque le 
gouvernement de l'Alberta avait diminué les redevances. 

La production de services progresse de 0,6%, alors que 
toutes les grandes branches d'activité accroissent Ia production 
davantage qu'au quatrième trimestre de 1992. Les ventes des 
grossistes et des détaillants augmentent de 1,1% et de 1,0% 
respectivement. Les courtiers en valeurs mobilières écoulent un 
volume en forte hausse dobligations provinciales et de 
nouvelles actions des sociétés et les transactions boursiéres 
sont aussi en hausse. L'activité dans les affaires immobilières 
demeure faible pour un deuxième trimestre de suite. 

Output by Industry 

Goods producers boosted output 1.8% after posting 
a 0.7% gain in the fourth quarter of 1992. The advance 
was led by a large increase in manufacturing, although 
there was substantial strength elsewhere as well, as 
goods production excluding manufacturing rose 1.4%. 
Output of services rose 0.6% following a 0.4% increase 
in the previous quarter. 

Revisions to Previous Years' Estimates 

Revised estimates of the National Income and 
Expenditure Accounts covering the period 1989 to 1992 
are released with the results for the first quarter of 1993. 
The statistics have been revised to incorporate the most 
current source data and revised seasonal patterns. The 
new estimates indicate slightly stronger economic 
growth in 1989 and 1990 and marginally weaker growth 
in 1992. The largest revisions affect corporation profits 
before taxes, up $1.5 billion in both 1990 and 1991 and 
down $2.0 billion in 1992 compared to previous 
estimates, wages, salaries and supplementary labour 

Revision des estimations des années précédentes

revenus et dépenses pour Ia période de 1989 a 1992 sont 
diffusées en même temps que les résultats du premier trimestre 
de 1993.

1992, and government current expenditure on goods 
and services, up $1.7 billion in 1990, $2.3 billion in 1991 
and $2.2 billion in 1992. The revised estimates for 
corporation profits and labour income reflect new 
benchmark information from income tax records while 
those for government expenditure come mainly from 
provincial and municipal government financial 

statements.

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The Timeliness of Quarterly Income 
and Expenditure Accounts: 
An International Comparison 
by Philip Smith 

This paper reports the results of an international 
survey of national income and expenditure accounts 
release date practices in national statistical bureaux. The 
survey was conducted by the author in January-March 
1993 by means of a questionnaire mailed to statisticians 
of several countries. 

Respondents to the survey were asked on what 
date their preliminary income and expenditure accounts 
estimates for each of the four quarters of calendar year 
1991 were officially released. They were also asked to 
indicate the dates on which each of the subsequent four 
revised sets of estimates were released. To avoid the 
possibility of unwarranted generalizations from a single 
years experience, respondents were asked whether the 
year 1991 was a typical one from this perspective, or if 
there were special circumstances which affected the 
release dates in this particular period. Finally, general 
information was sought on each country's official revision 
policy. 

Release lags 

Fifteen countries provided the information which 
was sought, pertaining to release dates in 1991.' The 
basic data are reported in Table 1. A slightly different 
perspective is shown in Table 2, which presents the 
computed release lags in days. 2  It is common for the 
release lag to vary over the four quarters of the year. 
Table 3 displays the average lag for each country, 
calculated as the simple arithmetic mean of the release 
lags for the four quarters of the year. 3  

The release lags for the first estimates are of special 
interest since they show how long the public must wait 
before getting a first picture of the country's economic 
performance during the quarter. Statistical bureaux face

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a trade-off here between timeliness and reliability, so it is 
interesting to observe the various choices they make in 
this regard. The average release lags for the preliminary 
estimates are highlighted in Chart 1. Countries fall into 
five groups: 

One country, the United States, released its initial 
estimates within one month of the reference quarter. 
These estimates were incomplete in that they cov-
ered expenditure-based gross domestic product only; 
initial estimates of corporate profits, net interest, 
national income and gross national product lagged by 
an additional month. 

• Six countries, Australia, Canada, Germany, the 
Netherlands, Norway and Switzerland, released their 
first estimates two months after the reference quarter. 

• Three countries, Japan, Sweden and the United Kin g-
dom, released their preliminary estimates around the 
middle of the third month after the reference quarter. 4  

• Four countries, Austria, Denmark, Finland and Italy, 
released their initial estimates approximately three 
months after the reference quarter. 

• Finally, one country, New Zealand, released its pre-
liminary estimates about four and a half months after 
the reference quarter. 

The conclusions here, and in the rest of the paper, 
pertain to income and expenditure based estimates of 
GDP only. Other components of the System of National 
Accounts such as the financial flows are ignored. Some 
countries have more timely estimates of GOP which are 
based on the measurement of output by industry. These 
latter measures are not considered in this paper either. 

The release lags associated with the subsequent 
revised estimates also vary considerably by country. 
Once again, the United States stands out as a unique 
case, having released its second estimates about two 
months after the reference quarter and its third set of 
estimates one month after that. The United States is the 
only country with twelve, rather than four releases of its 
quarterly national accounts each year. The Netherlands 
also stands apart from other countries, with eight 
quarterly releases annually, its second estimates coming

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out 119 days after the reference quarter. Most countries 
released their second set of estimates, on average, 
between 145 and 190 days after the reference quarter. 
Germany, New Zealand and Sweden differ somewhat, 
with average release lags of 204, 216 and 210 days 
respectively for their second estimates, and Austria and 
Switzerland had the longest such lags at 248 and 289 
days. 

The lags applying to the third, fourth and fifth 
estimates, which are also shown in Table 2, differ even 
more widely and are best considered within the context 
of general revision policies, in the next section. 

Revision Policies 

There are many commonalities to the revision 
policies of the fifteen countries included in the survey. 
Most impose fairly strict limitations on when and how 
frequently revisions are permitted, although two, 
Australia and New Zealand, have almost no restrictions. 
Most close their accounts after three or four years, 
allowing no further revisions thereafter except on 
special, infrequent occasions when historical revisions 
are carried out. The general pattern in the majority of 
countries is that the estimates for a particular quarter are 
open for revision when those for each of the other 
quarters in that same reference year are first released, 
and then annually thereafter for a period varying from 
two to four years. 

Countries following this general pattern most closely 
include Canada, Denmark, Finland, Japan, Norway and 
Sweden.5  The following paragraphs describe the specific 
policies of each country, which the reader can also see 
illustrated for the year 1991 in Table 1. 

Canada's revision policy is quite strict. Revisions are 
permitted for all quarters during the same calendar year. 
Thereafter, the accounts are open for revision only once 
per year, at the time of the release of the first quarter 
estimates in mid-June. They are open for four such 
annual revisions, after which time they are considered 
final and are not normally reopened except for historical 
revisions which typically occur about once per decade. 
The estimates at constant prices are converted to a new 
base period at intervals of roughly five years and this 
transformation is normally accomplished by chain 
linking, within the usual revision schedule.

Thereafter, the quarterly estimates are open 
for revision annually at the time of release of the third 
quarter estimates. They are open for two such annual 
revisions, after which time they are considered final and 
are not normally reopened except for historical revisions, 
which typically occur every 5 to 10 years. 

In Norway the accounts are open for revision for all 
quarters during the same calendar year. Thereafter, they 
are open for revision only once during the year, in May, 
following the release of revised annual estimates. They 
are open for three such annual revisions, plus two more 
annual revisions after that which are attributable to the 
method used for adjusting the quarterly estimates to 
annual benchmark totals. 

In Sweden the accounts are open for revision for all 
quarters during the same calendar year. Thereafter, they 
are open for revision only once during the year, at the 
time of the release of the annual national accounts in 
October or November. They are open for two such 
annual revisions, after which time they are considered 
final and are not normally reopened except for historical 
revisions, which typically occur every 5 to 10 years. 

In Germany the quarterly estimates are open for 
revision in March, when the fourth quarter estimates are 
released, and annually thereafter in August or 
September, at the time of release of the second quarter 
estimates. They are open for three such annual 
revisions, after which time they are considered final and 
are not normally reopened except for historical revisions, 
which typically occur every 5 to 10 years.

En Allemagne, les estimations trimestrielles sont sujettes a 
revision en mars, lors do Ia diffusion des estimations du 
quatneme trimestre, et une fois l'an par Ia suite, en aoCit ou en 
septembre, lors de Ia diffusion des estimations du deuxième 
trimestre. Elles peuvent ainsi We révisées durant trois ans 
avant d'être considérées comme définitives et ne sont alors pas 
d'habitude réouvertes, sauf lors de revisions historiques qui ont 
lieu habituellement tous los cinq a dix ans. 
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The United Kingdom revision policy is unique in that 
it always permits revisions to the quarters of the previous 
year as well as those of the current year. Annual 
revisions normally occur in September, when the second 
quarter estimates and the annual national accounts 
"Blue Book" are released, and cover the previous four 
years. At the time of the other three quarterly releases, 
normally in June, December and March, revisions are 
allowed in all quarters within the current and previous 
years, the "current" year being defined as the one in 
which the most recent Blue Book was published. 

In Italy, the revision policy is somewhat analogous to 
that of the United Kingdom in that, for the first three 
quarters, it allows revisions to the current year as well as 
the two previous years, provided the annual totals for 
those two years remain unchanged. At the time of the 
first quarter in April, just after the release of the annual 
revisions normally covering the past three years at the 
end of March, the quarterly estimates are open for 
revision for a period equal to n + 2 where n is the number 
of years for which the annual revisions were just carried 
out. In 1991, the adoption of a new base year for the 
constant dollar estimates starting in 1970 has caused 
some delay in the release of the quarterly estimates 
which normally occurs three months after the end of the 
reference period. 

The Swiss approach to revisions is unusual in that it 
draws a distinction between the original, unadjusted 
estimates and the seasonally adjusted estimates. Annual 
revisions to the quarterly GDP estimates normally occur 
in late November or early December, when the third 
quarter estimates are released, and cover the previous 
two years. At the time of the other three quarterly 
releases the original estimates, without seasonal 
adjustment, are not open for revision. The seasonally 
adjusted quarterly estimates are fully open for revision in 
all quarterly releases. 

In the United States the first estimates, qualified as 
"advance", are released near the end of the first month 
after the end of the quarter. The second and third 
estimates, qualified as "preliminary" and "final", are 
released near the end of the second and third months 
respectively. Ordinarily, annual revisions are carried out 
each July and cover the preceding three years. 
Comprehensive historical revisions are carried out at 
about five-year intervals. The revision dates reported by 
the United States for the 1991 estimates were not fully 
typical, for two reasons: (1) the fourth estimates for the 
first and second quarters of 1991 and the second 
estimate for the third quarter were delayed by 8 days due

En Italie, a politique de revision s'apparente quelque peu a 
celle du Royaume-Uni en ce que, lors des trois premiers 
trimestres, elle permet des revisions a I'année courante ainsi 
qu'aux deux années antérieures, pourvu que soient respectés 
les totaux annuels pour ces deux années. Lors du premier 
tnmestre en avril, juste après Ia diffusion des revisions 
annuelles a Ia fin de mars, les estimations trimestrielles sont 
sujettes a revision pour une période égale a n + 2, oU n est le 
nombre d'années qui viennent de faire l'objet des revisions 
annuelles. En 1991, l'adoption d'une nouvelle année de base 
pour les estimations en dollars constants a partir de 1970 a 
engendre un peu de retard dans Ia diffusion des estimations 
trimestnelles qui survient normalement trois mois après Ia fin de 
Ia période de référence. 

L'approche de Ia Suisse a l'egard de revisions est 
inhabituelle en ce sens qu'elle établit une distinction entre les 
estimations originales, non corrigées, et les estimations 
désaisonnalisées. Les revisions annuelles aux estimations 
trimestrielles du PIB surviennent d'ordinaire a Ia fin de 
novembre ou au debut de décembre, lors de Ia diffusion des 
estimations du troisième tnimestre, et visent les deux années 
precedentes. Lors des trois autres diffusions trimestrielles, les 
estimations originales, non désaisonnalisées, no peuvent être 
révisées. Les estimations tnmestrielles désaisonnalisées sont 
en entier sujettes a revision lors de toutes les diffusions 
tnimestnelles. 

Aux Etats-unis, les premieres estimations, qualifiees 
d'"anticipées" sont diffusées vers Ia fin du premier mois apres Ia 
fin du trimestre. Les deuxième et troisième series d'estimations, 
qualifiees do "préliminaires" et de "définitives", sont diffusées 
respectivement vers Ia fin du deuxième et du troisième mois. 
D'ordinaire, les revisions annuelles sont effectuées en juillet et 
visent les trois années précédentes. On procede a une revision 
historique majeure a des intervalles d'environ cinq ans. Los 
dates do revision rapportées par les Elats-Unis pour les 
estimations de 1991 ne sont pas vraiment typiques, pour deux

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to the release of a comprehensive revision and (2) the 
fifth estimates for the third and fourth quarters were 
delayed by approximately 30 days due to a relocation of 
the bureau. 

In Austria, the estimates for the first three quarters 
are first revised with the release of the fourth quarter. All 
quarters are open for revision annually thereafter in June 
or July for three years. Comprehensive historical 
revisions are carried out at about ten-year intervals. 

In the Netherlands, a preliminary estimate of GDP 
growth is released about two months after the reference 
quarter. Revised, fully-based results (expenditure, 
production and income) come out about two months 
after that. When the fully-based results for the fourth 
quarter come out around the end of April, the other 
quarters of the same year are also open for revision. The 
annual accounts are revised in August each year, for the 
previous three years, and the quarterly estimates are 
adjusted to the new annual levels with the release of the 
fully-based second quarter estimates. 

In Australia there are few limitations on revisions. 
The annual revisions are generally most significant at the 
time of the release of the fourth quarter accounts in 
March and currently can go back as far as financial year 
1985-86. At the time the second quarter estimates are 
released, annual revisions are normally, although not 
exclusively, limited to the previous four financial years. 
The annual revisions at the time when the first and third 
quarter estimates are released are normally limited to 
the latest complete financial year. The quarterly 
estimates are revised in tandem with the annual 
estimates and, in addition, are open to other revisions 
each quarter for up to three years. 

In New Zealand there are no limitations on 
revisions, in part because the Department of Statistics 
has been releasing quarterly national accounts 
estimates for just a few years. 

Conclusion 

Countries have different approaches with respect to 
timeliness and revision of the national income and 
expenditure accounts. In part, this is due to varying 
attitudes about the trade-off between timeliness and 
reliability, with some countries, such as the United 
States, putting a high premium on timeliness of the initial 
estimates and others, such as New Zealand, putting 
greater emphasis on their precision The degree of

Aux Pays-Bas, une estimation préliminaire de Ia 
croissance du PIB est diffusée environ deux mois après le 
tnmestre de référence. Les résultats complets (dépenses, 
production et revenus) et révisés paraissent environ deux mois 
plus tard. Lors de Ia diffusion des résultats complets du 
quatrième trimestre vers Ia fin d'avril, les autres trimestres de Ia 
même année sont aussi sujets a revision. Les comptes annuels 
sont révisés en aocit chaque année, pour les trois années 
précédentes, et les estimations trimestrielles sont ajustées aux 
nouveaux repères annuels lors de Ia diffusion des estimations 
completes du deuxième trimestre. 

L'Australie impose peu de restrictions en matière de 
revision. Les revisions annuelles sont d'ordinaire plus 
importantes Iors de Ia diffusion des comptes du quatrieme 
trimestre en mars et, pour l'instant, elles peuvent remonter 
jusqu'a l'exercice financier 1985-1986. Lors de Ia diffusion des 
estimations du deuxiéme trimestre, les révisiorts annuelles se 
limitent habituellement, rnais pas nécessairement, aux quatre 
exercices financiers précédents. Lors de Ia diffusion des 
estimations des premier et troisième trimestres, les revisions 
annuelles visent d'ordinaire le demier exercice financier 
complet. Les estimations trimestrielles sont révisées en même 
temps que les estimations annuelles et sont aussi sujettes a 
d'autres revisions a chaque tnmestre pour une période d'au 
plus trois ans. 

La Nouvelle-Zélande n'impose aucune restriction sur les 
revisions, en partie parce que le Ministére de Ia statistique ne 
diffuse des estimations trimestrielles des comptes nationaux 
que depuis quelques années. 

Conclusion 

En matière d'actualité et de revision des comptes 
nationaux des revenus et dépenses, l'approche vane d'un pays 
a I'autre. Cela s'explique en partie par Ia divergence des points 
de vue eu egard au compromis entre l'actualité et Ia fiabilité des 
données, certains pays, comme Ies Etats-Urüs, accordant une 
grande importance a l'actualité des estimations initiales et 
d'autres, comme Ia Nouvelle-Zélande, mettant plutôt I'accent 
sur leur exactitude. Le degré d'expérience en matiére de

experience with quarterly national accounting may be 
another factor accounting for the variance in release 
timing and revision policies. 

The most common pattern is for countries to release 
their preliminary income and expenditure accounts 
estimates a little more than two months after the 
reference quarter, to revise these as the estimates for 
subsequent quarters of that calendar year are released, 
and to continue revising them on an annual basis for two 
to four years thereafter.
