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The System of National Accounts 

In Canada. the National Accounts have been developed 
since the close of the Second World War in a series of 
publications relating to their constituent parts. These have now 
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a 
"System of National Accounts". For purposes of identification, 
all publications (containing tables of statistics, descriptions of 
conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and 
methods) which make up this System carry the term "System of 
National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and 
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying 
the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, the first set of 
statistics to be referred to with the title "National Accounts" 
(National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance of 
International Payments data (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pro-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of 
the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The Catalogue 
Nos. carrying the prefix 15 also provide measures of the 
contribution of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at 
factor cost as well as Productivity Measures. 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross 
Domestic Product by Industry use the establishment as the 
primary unit of industrial production. Measures of financial 
transactions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial 
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and the 
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. 
Balance sheets of outstanding assets and liabilities are 
published annually. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts 
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, 
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the 
establishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal 
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of 
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research on 
enterprise company establishment relationships; it may 
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one 
basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication: A 
System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 
2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of Economic and Social 
Affairs, United Nations, New York, 1968).

Les exportations de biens et services sont aussi 
en hausse, mais au rythme le plus lent des neuf demiers 
tnmestres. Linvestissement en construction et les depenses 
publiques diminuent.

NATIONAL INCOME AND EXPENDI-
TURE ACCOUNTS 

FIRST QUARTER 1994 

Overview of economic developments 

The economy expanded rapidly in the first quarter of 
1994, at about the same pace as in the final quarter of 
1993. Led by a substantial rise in consumer spending, 
which was spurred by income tax refunds, real gross 
domestic product at market prices advanced 1.0% (see 
Chart 1). Exports of goods and services also increased, 
although at the slowest rate in nine quarters. 
Construction and government spending both declined. 
Labour income grew moderately and corporation profits 
surged to their highest level in four years. The inflation 
rate, strongly influenced by a cut in tobacco excise taxes 
as well as declining unit labour costs, was negative for 
just the second time in over 33 years (see Chart 2). 

Dépenses personnelles en biens et services de con-
sommation 

Les consommateurs depensent au premier trimestre 0,9% 
de plus quau trimestre precedent, après correction de 
'inflation. Cette augmentation, Ia plus importante en presque 
trois ans, est en partie imputable aux remboursements d'impôt 
sur le revenu, que Revenu Canada a considérablement 
accélérés par rapport aux années precédentes. 

Les dépenses personnelles en biens augmentent de 2,1%, 
tandis que celles en services diminuent de 0,3% (graphique 3). 
Les dépenses en véhicules automobiles, pièces et accessoires 
progressent de 2,3%, celles en meubles et appareils 
menagers, de 1,5%, et celles en electricité, gaz et autres 
combustibles, de 2,9%, cette dernière hausse sexpliquant par 
un temps exceptionnellement froid. La croissance estimative 
des ventes de tabac (total des ventes legales et de 
contrebande) se chiffre a 3,0%, alors que le gouvemement 
réduit les taxes d'accise et renforce les mesures de lutte contre 
Pa corttrebande. La chute des dépenses de consommation en 
services traduit Ia reduction continue des achats aux Etats-
Unis, entrainée par Ia dépréciation du dollar canadien au cours 
des trente derniers mois. 

Personal expenditure on consumer goods and 
services 

Consumers spent 0.9% more in the first quarter than 
in the fourth, after adjusting for inflation. The increase 
was the largest in almost three years and was partly 
attributable to income tax refunds, as Revenue Canada 
accelerated these payments considerably compared to 
previous years. 

Personal expenditure on goods rose 2.1% while 
spending on consumer services dropped 0.3% (see 
Chart 3). Outlays for motor vehicles, parts and 
accessories rose 2.3%, furniture and appliance sales 
1 .5% and electricity, gas and other fuels 2.9%, the latter 
increase due to exceptionally cold weather. Tobacco 
sales, the total of legal and smuggled, rose an estimated 
3.0% as the government cut excise taxes and stepped 
up anti-smuggling enforcement measures. The fall in 
consumer spending on services reflected the continuing 
drop in cross-border shopping stimulated by the 
depreciation of the Canadian dollar over the past two 
and a half years. 
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Construction résidentielle 

L'investissement en construction résidentielle fléchit de 
0,5% en termes reels au premier trimestre, poursuivant ainsi 
I'évolution en dents de scie observée en 1993 (graphique 4). La 
baisse est due a une chute importante de 6,0% des dépenses 
en modifications et ameliorations aux logements existants. La 
construction de maisons neuves se redresse de 2,1%, après 
six trimestres de déclin, même si les mises en chantier sont 
tombées dun taux annuel de 162 400 au quatneme trimestre a 
seulement 151 900 au premier. Les résultats de lEnquete sur 
Ia population active d'avril et mal indiquent une nouvelle 
progression de Ia construction au printemps. Les dépenses en 
commissions immobilières, habituellement assez irrégulières, 
progressent de 2,8% au cours du trimestre. 

Investissement des entreprises en usines et materiel 

L'investissement des entreprises demeure relativement 
stable au premier trimestre, après plusleurs trimestres de fortes 
progressions en 1993. Les dépenses de machines et de 
materiel, qui représentent environ 60% de linvestissement en 
usines et materiel, augmentent de 0,8% en raison de depenses 
accrues au titre de materiel de bureau, dautomobiles, de 
camions et d'autre materiel de transport. Toutefois, Ia 
construction non résidentielle se replie de 2,5%, par suite de 
dépenses en baisse pour des edifices commerciaux. 

Stocks des entreprises 

On observe une faible accumulation des stocks, soit la 
quatrième hausse trimestnelle consecutive après une période 
de trois années de liquidations continues. Laccumulation au 
premier trimestre se concentre dans les branches productrices 
de biens durables, notamment chez les producteurs de 
véhicules automobiles et de bois. Les établissements de detail 
procèdent a une légère baisse de stocks, après une forte 
accumulation au quatrième trimestre. Dans lagriculture, les 
stocks de céréales s'accumulent en raison des conflits de 
travail qui ont stoppé les expeditions a lexportation pendant 
12 jours a Vancouver et a Prince Rupert. 

Residential construction 

Housing investment dipped 0.5% in real terms during 
the first quarter, continuing the up-and-down growth 
pattern seen in 1993 (see Chart 4). The decrease was due 
to a sharp 6.0% drop in spending on home renovations and 
improvements. New home-building activity rebounded 
2.1% following six quarters of decline, despite the fact that 
housing starts fell from an annual rate of 162,400 in the 
fourth quarter to just 151,900 in the first. Results from the 
labour force survey in April and May suggest that further 
increases in construction occurred in the spring. Real 
estate commission outlays, which are normally quite 
volatile, grew 2.8% in the quarter. 

Business plant and equipment investment 

Business capital spending was essentially unchanged 
in the first quarter following several quarters of strong 
growth in 1993. Purchases of machinery and equipment, 
accounting for about 60% of total plant and equipment 
outlays, grew 0.8% due to higher spending on office 
equipment, automobiles, trucks and other transportation 
equipment. Non-residential construction, however, fell 
2.5% reflecting reduced spending on commercial building 
projects. 

Business inventories 

There was a modest accumulation of inventories, the 
fourth consecutive quarterly increase following a three-
year period of sustained destocking. The first quarter 
buildup was concentrated in durable goods manufacturing 
industries, most notably motor vehicle and wood 
producers. Retail trade establishments drew down stocks 
slightly after a sharp accumulation in the fourth quarter. In 
the farm sector, grain inventories rose as labour disputes 
temporarily halted export shipments at Vancouver and 
Prince Rupert for twelve days.

Exports and imports 

The strong upswing in merchandise exports 
underway since 1991, stimulated by the depreciation of 
the Canadian dollar, the expanding United States 
economy and liberalized trading arrangements, 
continued in the first quarter but at a slower 0.8% tempo. 
Increased exports of natural gas, motor vehicle parts, 
office machines and equipment, industrial machinery, 
electricity, newsprint and pulp were partially offset by 
reduced exports of passenger cars, lumber, wheat and 
tobacco. Service exports rose more rapidly than 

Exportations et importations 

La vigoureuse poussée des exportations de marchandises 
en cours depuis 1991, stimulée par Ia dépréciation du dollar 
canadien, l'expansion de leconomie arnéricaine et Ia libéralisa-
tion des echanges commerciaux, se poursuit au premier 
trimestre de 1994, mais au rythme plus modéré de 0,8%. La 
hausse des exportations de gaz naturel, pièces de véhicules 
automobiles, machines et materiel de bureau, machines 
industrielles, electricité, papier journal et pâte de bois est en 
partie annulée par Ia baisse de celles de voitures, bois de 
construction, blé et tabac.

La hausse des importations dautomobiles, 
de pièces dordinateur et de pétrole est contrebalancée par Ia 
diminution de celles de pièces de véhicules, d'équipement de 
télécommunication et de tabac. La contrebande de tabac a 
chute par suite de l'abaissement de Ia taxe daccise fédérale et 
du renforcement du contrôle douanier a compter du 8 févner.

merchandise trade, led by higher travel receipts. 
Temporary plant shutdowns for retooling in the auto 
manufacturing industry and the dockworkers strike in 
British Columbia account for much of the exports 
slowdown. 

Merchandise imports were essentially unchanged in 
volume despite the further expansion of domestic 
demand. There were higher imports of cars, computer 
equipment and petroleum offset by lower imports of 
motor vehicle parts, communications equipment and 
tobacco. Tobacco smuggling fell due to federal excise 
tax reductions and increased customs enforcement 
measures effective February 8. For national accounts 
purposes the value of smuggled tobacco is 
approximated by the trend in tobacco exports, on the 
assumption that most exported tobacco is brought back 
into Canada illegally. Estimated tobacco smuggling 
dropped from $2.0 billion in the fourth quarter, in current 
prices and at an annual rate, to just $1.1 billion in the 
first. 

The balance of trade in goods and services, again at 
current prices and at an annual rate, was a deficit of $3.2 
billion in the first quarter following a $4.1 billion deficit in 
the fourth. The current account deficit on a balance of 
payments basis, which also includes net investment 
income flows, transfer payments and, effective with this 
release, reinvested earnings of direct investment 
enterprises, dropped from $32.4 billion in the fourth 
quarter to $28.4 billion in the first. 

Price indexes

Price inflation on a national accounts basis, 
measured by the GDP implicit price index, was -0.5% in 
the first quarter, just the second quarterly decline in 33 
years. The other decline was in the first quarter of 1993. 

Export prices dropped 0.4% and prices of 
domestically purchased goods and services edged up 
0.1%. Import prices, the effects of which are netted out in 
the calculation of GDP, rose 1.1%. One important factor 
accounting for the faster growth of import prices was the 
weak Canadian dollar, which depreciated a further 1.2% 
vis-à-vis the United States dollar in the first quarter. 
Consumer prices were held down by the cut in tobacco 
taxes, which is reflected in the 1.8% decrease in the 
implicit price index for non-durable goods.

Personal income 	 Revenu personnel 

Le revenu personnel demeure pratiquement inchange 
durant le trimestre. La rémunération des salaries s'accroIt de 
0,5% par suite dun accroissement de Ia rémunération 
moyenne par travailleur et dune faible hausse des heures de 
travail rémunérées. Le nombre dheures-personnes travaillées 
s'est accru assez lentement par rapport a Ia production depuis 
le printemps de 1991 (graphique 5). Les revenus do place-
ments des particuliers poursuivent leur tendance a Ia baisse 
observée depuis Ia fin do 1990, lorsque les taux d'intérèt ont 
commence a fléchir. Le revenu des entreprises individuelles est 
aussi en baisse. Le revenu personnel disponible (apres impOts) 
saccroit de 2,0% au cours du trimestre, Revenu Canada ayant 
accéléré les remboursements dimpét sur le revenu de façon 
marquee par rapport aux années précédentes. Malgré Ia 
croissance marquee des dépenses de consommation, Ia 
progression rapide du revenu disponible entraine une hausse 
du taux d'épargne personnelle, qui passe de 7,5% au 
quatrieme trimestre a 8,6% au premier. 

Personal income was essentially unchanged in the 
quarter. Wages, salaries and supplementary labour 
income increased 0.5% on the strength of rising average 
compensation per worker and a small increase in paid 
hours worked. Person-hours worked have been growing 
quite slowly in relation to output since the spring of 1991 
(see Chart 5). Investment income of persons continued 
the downward trend which has been evident since late 
1990, when interest rates first turned down. 
Unincorporated business income was also lower. 
Personal disposable (alter-tax) income rose 2.0% in the 
quarter as Revenue Canada accelerated income tax 
refunds substantially in comparison with previous years. 
Despite the substantial growth in consumer spending, 
the jump in disposable income meant that the personal 
saving rate rose from 7.5% in the fourth quarter to 8.6% 
in the first. 
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Corporate income 

Corporation profits before taxes surged 14.4% in the 
first quarter, continuing the upward trend evident since 
late 1992 (see Chart 6). Both financial and non-financial 
corporations had higher profits. Export-oriented resource 
industries in particular, with their output typically priced in 
United States dollars, have benefitted from the 
depreciation of the Canadian dollar over the past two 
and a half years. 

Revisions to previous years' estimates 

Revised estimates of the National Income and 

Expenditure Accounts covering the period 1990 to 1993 
are released with the results for the first quarter of 1994. 
They incorporate the most current source data and 
updated seasonal patterns. Slightly weaker economic 
growth is indicated for the period. On the income side of 
the accounts, net farm income and labour income 
account for most of the data revisions while on the 
expenditure side, imports and investment in machinery 
and equipment are the components most affected. The 
revisions reflect new benchmark information from the 
Census of Agriculture, taxation data files, the Family 
Expenditure Survey, and provincial and municipal 
government public accounts. 

Revisions to GDP growth 

Revenu des sociétés 

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impôts gnmpent de 
14,4% au premier trimestre, poursuivant Ia tendance a Ia 
hausse observée depuis Ia fin de 1992 (graphique 6). Tant les 
sociétés financières que non financières enregistrent de 
meilleurs bénéfices. En particulier, les branches des ressources 
naturelles orientées vers lexportation, dont le pnx de Ia 
production est géneralement exprimé en dollars américains, ont 
bénéficié de Ia depreciation du dollar canadien au cours des 
trente demiers mois. 

Revisions aux estimations des années précédentes 

Les estimations révisées des comptes nationaux des 

revenus et dépenses pour Ia période 1990-1993 paraissent en 

mème temps que les résuitats du premier trimestre de 1994. 
Elles incorporent les données de base les plus récentes et des 
tendances saisonnières a jour. Les revisions révélent une 
croissance economique un peu plus faible au cours de Ia 
période. Du côté 'revenus des comptes, le revenu agncole not 
et le revenu du travail font l'objet des revisions les plus 
importantes, tandis que du côté des dépenses, les importations 
et l'investissement en machines et materiel sont les plus 
touches. Les revisions traduisent lincorporation des données 
reperes provenant du recensement de l'agriculture, des fichiers 
de données fiscales, de lenquète sur les dépenses des families 
et des comptes publics des administrations provinciales et 
municipales.

Introduction 

Revised estimates of the Income and Expenditure 
Accounts covering 1990 to 1993 have been released 
along with the estimates for the first quarter of 1994. 
These revised estimates reflect the most current source 
data and seasonal patterns. The annual revision of the 
different parts of the System of National Accounts is an 
integrated process. Revised estimates of two other parts 
of the system -- the Balance of International Payments 
and Financial Flow Accounts -- have been released 
simultaneously. Corresponding revisions to the monthly 
estimates of Gross Domestic Product by Industry and to 
the Input-Output Accounts at current and constant prices 
will be available at the end of August. 

Statistical revisions are regularly carried out in the 
System of National Accounts. Improved and more 
complete information from censuses, annual surveys, 
taxation statistics, public accounts records and other 
sources are incorporated for more up-to-date reporting. 
For the quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts, 
these revisions adhere to the following schedule: the 
estimates for each quarter are revised when those for 
subsequent quarters of the same calendar year are 
released; thereafter, the Accounts are open for revision 
only once per year for the next four years, at the time of 
the release of the first quarter estimates. They are not 
normally reopened except for historical revisions, 
approximately every 10 years. These revisions provide 
an occasion not only for the incorporation of new data, 
but also for major methodological improvements and 
conceptual changes within the system. The current 
revision is a normal one covering the four years from 
1990 to 1993. 

The first section of this paper reviews the current 
revisions to GDP and the main aggregates. The second 
section analyses the revision patterns of selected 
income and expenditure aggregates of GDP over the 
period 1980 to 1993. For further information on sources, 
methods and definitions employed in the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts, refer to Guide to the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts, Catalogue No. 13-603E, 
No. 1. 

Introduction

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Période courante, 1990-1993 

Incidence des revisions sur le PUB 

Comme on peut le voir au tableau 1 dans Ia colonne des 
revisions courantes, le PIB en prix courants est révisé en 
baisse par rapport a l'estimation ant6rieure 1  de 1990 a 1992 
tandis que le PIB aux prix de 1986 est révisé en baisse a 
chaque année. La revision cumulative a l'estimation annuelle 
initiale est plus grande que Ia revision courante pour 1990, 
1991 et 1992 en prix courants et pour 1990 et 1991 en prix 
constants. Pour 1992, en prix courants, Ia revision cumulative 
est positive alors que Ia revision courante est negative. Les 
revisions cumulatives du PIB en prix courants pour 1992 et 
1993 sont faibles jusqu'a maintenant. Toutefois, une partie des 
données de base pour les deux dernières années de Ia période 
sont encore a venir. 

Le graphique 1 compare les estimations antérieures et les 
estimations révisées du PIB aux prix de 1986 en version 
trimestrielle désaisonnalisée. Au troisième trimestre de 1993, le 
P16 a surpassé son niveau du premier tnmestre de 1990. La 
période de déclin débutant en 1990 atteint son creux au 
premier trimestre de 1991, comme elle le faisait avant cette 
revision. Le PIB reel demeure essentiellement stagnant du 
troisième trimestre de 1991 au quatnéme trimestre de 1992. 

Le taux de croissance annuel du P16 en prix courants, au 
tableau 2, est modifié d'au plus 0,2 point de pourcentage par 
rapport a l'estimation antérieure lors des quatre années. En 
1991, 1992 et 1993, le PIB en prix courants augmente plus 
qu'on ne l'avait indique auparavant, tandis que pour 1990, Ia 
croissance du PIB est révisée legerement en baisse. Aux prix 
de 1986, le taux de croissance annuel est révisé en baisse pour 
les quatre années. Quelques revisions trimestrielles sont un 
peu plus accentuées, Ia plus forte étant Ia revision cumulative 
au premier trimestre de 1991, en prix courants. Aux prix de 
1986, Ia revision cumulative Ia plus forte est de 0,7 point de 
pourcentage, au quatrième trimestre de 1992. Le graphique 2 
compare les taux de croissance antérieurs et révisés des 
estimations trimestrielles du PIB aux prix de 1986. 

Les sous-sections qui suivent mettent l'accent sur les 
revisions ayant une incidence marquee sur le P16. Les 
revisions les plus irnportantes touchent Ia rémunération des 
salaries, le revenu agricole, les dépenses personnelles en 
biens et services de consommation, I'investissement des 
entreprises en capital fixe et les importations de biens et 
services. 

Current period, 1990-1993 

Impact of the revisions on GDP 

As can be seen in Table 1 from the current revision 
column, GDP at current prices has been revised down in 
relation to the previous estimate 1  from 1990 to 1992, 
while GDP at 1986 prices has been revised down in all 
years. The cumulative revision to the initial annual 
estimate is larger than the current revision for 1990, 
1991 and 1992 at current prices and for 1990 and 1991 
at constant prices. For 1992, at current prices, the 
cumulative revision is positive while the current revision 
is negative. The cumulative revisions to GOP at current 
prices for 1992 and 1993 are small so far. However, 
some of the source data for the last two years under 
review will only become available at a later date. 

Chart 1 compares the previous and revised 
seasonally adjusted quarterly estimates of GOP at 1986 
prices. In the third quarter of 1993, GDP exceeded its 
level of the first quarter of 1990. The downturn that 
began in 1990 reaches its trough in the first quarter of 
1991 as it did prior to this revision. Real GDP remained 
relatively flat from the third quarter of 1991 to the fourth 
quarter of 1992. 

The annual growth rate of GOP at current prices, 
shown in Table 2, has not changed by more than 0.2 
percentage points from the previous estimate for all four 
years. In 1991,1992 and 1993, GOP at current prices 
grew more than was previously indicated, while for 1990, 
GOP growth was revised downward slightly. At 1986 
prices, the annual growth rate was revised downward in 
all four years. Some of the quarterly revisions are slightly 
more pronounced, with the largest being the cumulative 
revision in the first quarter of 1991, at current prices. At 
1986 prices, the largest cumulative revision is 0.7 
percentage points, in the fourth quarter of 1992. Chart 2 
compares the previous and revised growth rates of the 
quarterly estimates of GOP at 1986 prices. 

The sub-sections that follow highlight the revisions 
having a significant impact on GDP. The largest revisions 
affected wages, salaries and supplementary labour 
income, farm income, personal expenditure on 
consumer goods and services, business fixed 
investment and imports of goods and services.

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Revisions to income aggregates 

Table 3 provides a summary of the revisions to the 
income aggregates. 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour 
Income were mostly revised downward with the largest 
revisions for 1992 and 1993. The revisions are the result 
of the benchmarking to Revenue Canada's tabulation of 
wages and salaries from T-4 forms submitted by 
employers for 1992. The industries most affected were 
manufacturing, construction, forestry and commercial 
services. For 1993, the changes reflected the carry-
forward effects of the revision for 1992. The downward 
revisions to wages and salaries for 1992 and 1993 were 
partially offset by upward revisions to supplementary 
labour income, notably employer contributions to 
pension plans, insurance plans and unemployment 
insurance. The revisions to supplementary labour 
income, are based on additional information from the 
survey of pension plans, government accounting records 
as well as annual reports from the Office of the 
Superintendent of Financial Institutions and workers' 
compensation boards. 

Corporation profits before taxes were revised 
upward for 1991, 1992 and 1993, and downward for 
1990. The revisions came from three sources, namely 
the estimates of operating surplus derived from the 
revised 1990 and preliminary 1991 input-output tables, 
the quarterly survey of corporations and the benchmarks 
provided from tabulations of corporation profits from 
Revenue Canada for 1990 and 1991. In the case of the 
quarterly survey, revisions to the years 1991, 1992 and 
1993 affected mainly the imputations for unsampled 
small businesses. The industrial distribution of corporate 
profits for 1990 and 1991 was benchmarked to data from 
Revenue Canada. This resulted in higher estimates of 
profits in the food and financial services industries and 
lower ones in the construction and the business services 
industries. 

Interest and miscellaneous Investment income 
were revised upward for 1990, 1992 and 1993 and 
downward for 1991. These revisions reflected updated 
information on interest payments by corporations and 
government business enterprises and on investment 
income earned by trusteed pension funds and life 
insurance companies. The data originates from various 
sources including the Office of the Superintendent of 
Financial Institutions, the quarterly survey of 
corporations and audited financial statements of 
governments and government business enterprises. 

Accrued net Income of farm operators from farm 
production was revised downward considerably in all 
four years and by as much as 55% in 1991. The 
revisions reflect substantially higher estimates of farm 
expenses and depreciation and only slightly higher 

Revisions aux agrégats des revenus 

Le tableau 3 montre en résumé les revisions apportées 
aux agregats des revenus. 

La rémunération des salaries est surtout révisée en 
baisse, les plus fortes revisions portant sur 1992 et 1993. Les 
revisions proviennent de Ia totalisation par Revenu Canada des 
salaires et traitements de 1992 a partir des formulaires T-4 
soumis par les employeurs. Les branches les plus touchées 
sont Ia fabrication, le bâtiment, les forôts et les services 
commerciaux. Les changements en 1993 sont Ia repercussion 
de Ia revision de 1992. Les revisions en baisse aux salaires et 
traitements sont en partie annulées par les revisions en hausse 
au revenu supplémentaire du travail, notamment des 
contributions des employeurs aux regimes de pension, aux 
regimes d'assurance et a l'assurance-chômage.

Les bénéfices des soclétés avant Impôts sont révisés 
en hausse en 1991, 1992 et 1993 et en baisse en 1990. Les 
revisions proviennent de trois sources, soit les estimations de 
I'excédent d'exploitation tirées des tableaux d'entrées-sorties 
révisés pour 1990 et préliminaires pour 1991, l'enquète 
trimestrielle sur les sociétés ainsi que des dorinées repères 
provenant de la totalisation des bénéfices des sociétés par 
Revenu Canada pour 1990 et 1991. Dans le cas de l'enquète 
trimestrielle, les revisions aux années 1991, 1992 et 1993 
touchent surtout les imputations effectuées pour les petites 
entrepnses non échantillonnées. La repartition des bénéfices 
par branche d'activité pour 1990 et 1991 est ajustée aux 
données repères de Revenu Canada. II en résulte des 
estimations plus élevées des bénéfices dans les branches do 
l'alimentation et des services financiers et plus faibles dans le 
bâtiment et les services aux entreprises. 

Les lntérêts et revenus divers de placements sont 
révisés en hausse en 1990, 1992 et 1993 et en baisse en 1991. 
Ces revisions traduisent des données plus a jour sur les 
paiemertts d'intérêts par les sociétés et Ies entreprises 
publiques et sur Ies revenus de placements des regimes de 
retraite en fiducie et des sociétés d'assurance-vie. Les données 
proviennent do diverses sources, dont le Bureau du 
Surintendant des institutions financières, l'enquete trimestrielle 
sur les sociétés et les états financiers vérifiés des 
administrations et des entreprises publiques. 

Le revenu comptable net des exploltants agricoles au 
tltre de Ia production agricole subit une revision considerable 
en baisse a chaque année et jusqu'à 55% en 1991. Ces 
revisions traduisent des estimations beaucoup plus élevées

estimates for income-in-kind, value of inventory change 
and cash receipts. The revisions are the result of 
conceptual changes, improvements in coverage and 
estimation methods, and benchmarking to the 1991 
Census of Agriculture. They covered the period 1971 to 
1992; however, with the existing revision convention in 
the national accounts, only those from 1990 to 1993 are 
incorporated at this time. 

Net income of non-farm unincorporated 
business including rent was modified on the basis of 
revised 1990 and preliminary 1991 input-output tables 

plus hautes pour le revenu en nature, Ia valeur de la variation 
des stocks et les recettes monétaires. Les revisions résultent 
de changements conceptuels, d'une amelioration de Ia 
couverture et des méthodes d'estimation et de l'adoption des 
données reperes du recensement de l'agriculture de 1991. 
Elles couvrent Ia période de 1971 a 1992; seules celles visant 
les années 1990 a 1993 sont introduites a ce moment-ci, en 
accord avec la politique de revision des comptes nationaux. 

Le revenu net des entreprises individuelles non 
agricoles, loyers compris, est corrigé a partir des tableaux 
d'entrées-sorties révisés pour 1990 et préliminaires pour 1991 
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and Revenue Canada's tabulation of the income of 
unincorporated business for 1991. Income earned from 
tobacco smuggling was also added in for the first time. 2  
Much of the change in 1992 and 1993 resulted from the 
new benchmarks for 1991. The estimated income 
earned from tobacco smuggling led to upward revisions 
to retail trade which were more than offset, however, by 
downward revisions to the community, business and 
personal services industry. 

The revised estimates for indirect taxes less 
subsidies in 1990 and 1991 were based on the latest 
input-output tables which incorporate the final 1990 local 
government estimates and the 1991-92 provincial public 
accounts. Revisions to 1992 and 1993 reflect the 
inclusion of the latest financial statements and survey 
results for provincial and local governments and of the 
1992-93 federal public accounts. The decrease in 1991 
and 1993 is attributable to Goods and Services Tax 
accruals, federal excise taxes and provincial sales taxes. 

Revisions to expenditure aggregates 

A summary of the revisions to the expenditure 
aggregates appears in Table 4. 

Personal expenditure on consumer goods and 
services was revised upward in 1991, 1992 and 1993 
with the largest revisions occurring in 1992 and 1993. 
The revisions reflect the revised 1990 and preliminary 
1991 input-output tables, the 1992 family expenditure 
survey and the introduction of estimates of spending on 
contraband tobacco. 

The upward revision to personal expenditure on 
durable goods in 1991, 1992 and 1993 was more than 
accounted for by revisions to expenditure on motor 
vehicles, parts and accessories. This was offset in part 
by a downward revision to furniture and household 
appliances. Personal expenditure on non-durable goods 
was revised upward due to the introduction of estimates 
of expenditure on contraband tobacco and to the results 
of the 1992 food family expenditure and vending 
machine surveys. 

Government current expenditure on goods and 
services was revised upward in 1991, 1992 and 1993. 
The changes for 1990 and 1991 came from the latest 
input-output tables incorporating the final 1990 local 
government estimates and the 1991-92 provincial public 
accounts. Revisions to 1992 and 1993 reflected the new 
benchmark data for 1991, more recent financial 
statements and survey results for provincial and local 
governments, and the 1992-93 federal public accounts.

Business 	investment 	in 	non-residential 
construction was revised downward in all four years 
while business Investment in machinery and 
equipment was revised upward in 1990 and 1991 and 
downward in 1992 and 1993. These revisions were 
based on the final 1992 and preliminary 1993 
benchmark from the public and private investment 
survey and the 1990 and 1991 input-output tables. Large 
upward revisions to industrial machinery were offset by 
downward revisions to office machines, automobiles and 
telecommunications equipment. 

Revisions to business inventories were due to 
benchmarking to annual survey results. The large 
downward revisions for 1991 and 1992 are concentrated 
in wholesale trade. 

The revisions to exports of goods and services 
and imports of goods and services reflect revised 
Customs data, the most recent results from the survey of 
business services and updated estimates of spending 
from the international travel survey. Exports of goods 
and services were revised down in all four years while 
imports were virtually unchanged in 1990 and revised 
upward in 1991, 1992 and 1993. The downward revision 
to merchandise exports was prompted by valuation 
adjustments. The downward revision to service exports 
was mainly attributed to freight and shipping. Estimates 
of merchandise imports were increased as a result of 
imports of contraband tobacco and postal imports. 
Imports of services were increased in 1993 due to 
estimates of travel payments. 

Annual revisions at 1986 prices 

In general, the sources for price indexes are not 
revised and revisions to the implicit price indexes (which 
are currently weighted) are normally due to changes in 
the weights of the GDP aggregates. As well, for those 
sub-aggregates whose price is calculated as the ratio of 
value to quantity, a revision to the value for a given 
quantity, or to the quantity for a given value, changes the 
price implicitly. 

The revisions to the estimates at current prices 
were not always of the same magnitude as those to the 
constant price estimates, implying revisions to the 
implicit price indexes. Most of the revisions to the implicit 
price indexes are due to changes in the composition of 
expenditures; however, there are a few exceptions. 
Making a comparison between the revisions to the 
implicit price index and those to the corresponding fixed-

shifts from the pure price changes. 

Shifts in the weighting pattern of investment in 
machinery and equipment are the primary cause for the 
revision to its implicit price index. However, revisions to 
price and/or value (as well as weight shifts) played a role 
in the revisions to the implicit price indexes for personal 
expenditure on non-durable goods, government current 
expenditure on goods and services (for which the 
volume is primarily determined by employment), 
business investment in residential construction, exports 
and imports. 

The inclusion of contraband tobacco in personal 
expenditure on non-durable goods led to the downward 
revision in the price index for tobacco. The downward 
revision to the fixed-weighted price index for business 
investment in residential construction is primarily due to 
a downward revision to the current dollar valuation of 
real estate commissions. An upward revision to the 
current dollar valuation government current expenditure 
in goods and services led to an upward revision to the 
implicit price index. The import and export implicit price 
indexes were affected by downward revisions to 
computer price indexes, as well as a downward revision 
to the current dollar valuation of freight and shipping. 

Contraband tobacco 
With the release of the figures for the first quarter of 

1994, estimates for contraband tobacco going back to 
1990 have been introduced into the national accounts. It 
is the first time that explicit estimates for contraband of 
any kind have been included. 

The GDP aggregates that are directly affected by 
the introduction of contraband tobacco estimates are 
merchandise imports, personal expenditure on non-
durable goods, inventories and the net income of 
unincorporated businesses. On an activity basis, 
tobacco smuggling has been classified to retail trade. 

Table 5 shows the annual estimates of contraband 
tobacco in current dollars and their impact on GOP.

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Revision Patterns of Selected 
GDP Aggregates, 1980 to 1993 

Introduction 

This section examines the revision patterns of 
selected aggregates of GDP over the period 1980 to 
1993. It stems from the June 1993 annual revision 
article3  and expands upon it by examining more 
thoroughly the distributional properties of quarterly 
revisions to selected GDP aggregates. Some of the 
reasons for analysing revision patterns that are 
addressed in this section are: 

1. to detect whether a bias exists in the initial estimate 
2. to measure and compare the variability of revisions 

to GDP and selected GDP aggregates 
3. to determine if the series of cumulative revisions to 

an aggregate comes from a normal distribution. 4  

The cumulative revision to the growth rate is 
calculated as the difference between the growth rate of 
the current estimate and that of the initial estimate while 
the current revision to the growth rate is the difference 
between the growth rate of the current estimate and that 
of the previous one. The cumulative revision shows how 
accurate was the initial estimate whereas the current 
revision indicates how much recent changes to the 
source data have affected the current estimate. While 
this study focuses on cumulative revisions, it would be 
interesting, for future work, to analyse current revisions 
as well. 

The cumulative revisions are calculated on a 
quarterly basis over the period of 1980 to 1993. Revision 
patterns can then be compared between periods of 
growth and those of decline in the economy, as well as 
between the periods from 1980 to 1985 and from 1986 to 
1993. These last two periods are of interest because in 
1986, there was a historical revision of the national 
accounts in which GNP was replaced by GOP as the 
main aggregate of the system and the constant dollar 
series were rebased. Apart from an intrinsic interest, the 
analysis of growth rates as opposed to levels offers 
several advantages: 

1. it eliminates the trend problem; 5  
2 it alleviates the problems which occur when the 

definition of some or all components of a series 
change over time; and 

3. it eliminates scale changes in constant price series 
due to rebasing.

of all revisions from the initial estimate to the current one. 
5. Revisions to GOP tend to get larger over time because 

economic growth and inflation raise the level of GOP itself.

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The distributional properties of the cumulative 
revision to the following income and expenditure 
aggregates are reviewed: wages, salaries and 
supplementary labour income; corporate profits before 
taxes; interest and miscellaneous investment income; 
personal expenditure on consumer goods and services, 
in the aggregate and by category (durable goods, semi-
durable goods, non-durable goods and services); 
government fixed investment; and business fixed 
investment. GDP at 1986 prices is also reviewed. 
Growth rates of income aggregates are calculated at 
current prices and those of expenditure aggregates, at 
1986 prices. The cumulative revision is reviewed over 
growth and decline periods, pre-1956 and post-1985 
periods, as well as over the total period. The periods of 
decline are as follows: 

1. first and second quarters of 1980 
2. third quarter of 1981 to fourth quarter of 1982 

3. second quarter of 1990 to first quarter of 1991 

The distributional properties of the series of 
revisions are presented in two ways. Histograms 
showing the frequency distribution of the revisions for 
each of the series are found in Charts 3 to 6. Descriptive 
statistics of the cumulative revisions appear in Tables 6 
to 9. The descriptive statistics include the minimum and 
maximum values, the mean, the standard deviation, a 
t-statistic for the presence of bias and the Shapiro-Wilk 
test statistic for normality (W). 

The histograms portray the distribution of the 
cumulative revisions to growth rates for the total period 
and for the pre-1986 and post-1985 periods. The vertical 
axis depicts the number of cumulative revisions falling 
within the corresponding interval on the horizontal axis. 
The number on the horizontal axis is the minimum value 
of the interval on the right. 

The mean revision indicates whether the initial 
estimate is unbiased or exhibits a downward or an 
upward bias. A t-statistic is calculated to determine 
whether the mean is significantly different from zero. 6  A 
large value of this t-statistic leads to rejection of the null 
hypothesis that the mean is zero (i.e., that the revisions 
are unbiased). The standard deviation multiplied by 2, if 
normal probability distributions apply, indicates the 
expected upper limit of the size of the revision, 95% of 
the time. The standard deviation is used as a measure of 
relative variability when making comparisons between 
different series. 

If revisions to GDP and GDP aggregates are 
normally distributed, it is easier to make inferences on 
their magnitude on the basis of past revisions. The

cumulative aux agregats suivants des revenus et dépenses: 
rémunération des salaries; bénéfices des sociétés avant 
impOts; intérêts et revenus divers de placements; dépenses 
personnelles en biens et services de consommation, au total et 
par categorie (biens durables, biens semi-durables, biens non 
durables et services); investissement des administrations en 
capital fixe; et investissement des entrepnses en capital fixe. 
Les revisions au PIB aux prix de 1986 sont aussi analysées. 
Les taux de croissance des agregats du revenu sont calculés 
en prix courants, et ceux des agregats des dépenses, en prix 
de 1986. La revision cumulative est examinée pour les périodes 
de croissance et celles de déclin, les pénodes 1980-1985 et 
1986-1993, ainsi que la pénode entière. Les périodes de déclin 
sont les suivantes:

1982

Les propriétés de Ia distribution des series de revisions 
soft présentées de deux façons. Des histogrammes illustrant Ia 
distribution des frequences des revisions pour chacune des 
series se retrouvent aux graphiques 3 a 6. Des statistiques 
descriptives sur les revisions cumulatives figurent aux tableaux 
6 a 9. Ces statistiques comprennent les valeurs minimum et 
maximum, Ia moyenne, l'écart-type, une statistique t testant Ia 
presence dun biais et Ia statistique de Shapiro-Wilk testant Ia 
normalité (W). 

Des histogrammes illustrent Ia distribution des revisions 
cumulatives aux taux de croissance pour Ia période entière 
ainsi que pour les périodes pre-1986 et post-1985. L'axe 
vertical indique le nombre de revisions cumulatives comprises 
dans l'intervalle correspondant sur l'axe horizontal.

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Shapiro-Wilk statistic serves to determine whether the 
revision to a given aggregate comes from a normal 
distribution. The value of the Shapiro-Wilk statistic falls 
between 0 and 1, with small values leading to rejection 
of the null hypothesis that the distribution is normal and 
large values, to the acceptance of the null hypothesis! 

Income aggregates 

The histograms and descriptive statistics on the 
revisions to wages, salaries and supplementary labour 
income, corporation profits before taxes and interest and 
miscellaneous investment income can be found in Chart 
3 and Table 6. 

Given the mean and t-statistics in Table 6, the initial 
estimate of wages, salaries and supplementary labour 
income exhibits a downward bias over the total period 
and the pre-1986 period. The mean revisions to other 
aggregates are not significantly different from zero. Bias 
in the series can be seen in the corresponding histogram 
in Chart 3. 

The revisions to interest and miscellaneous 
investment income and corporation profits are much 
more volatile than those to wages, salaries and supple-
mentary labour income. This can be seen by comparing 
the standard deviations of revisions to these series over 
all periods. Revisions to wages, salaries and 
supplementary labour income were less variable during 
the decline and pre-1986 periods. Revisions to 
corporation profits were less variable during the decline 
periods while those to interest and miscellaneous 
investment income were quite volatile during the decline 
period and much less during periods of growth. 

Given the Shapiro-Wilk statistic, the null hypothesis 
that the revisions come from a normal distribution is 
rejected for wages, salaries and supplementary labour 
income in all periods except for the pre-1986 period. 8  
Revisions to interest and miscellaneous investment 
income come from a normal distribution in the growth 
and the pre-1986 periods while those to corporation 
profits are normally distributed in all periods except for 
pre-1986. The outliers that lead to the rejection of 
normality can be seen in the histograms of the revisions. 

Expenditure aggregates at constant 
prices 

The histograms and descriptive statistics of the 
revisions to the expenditure aggregates can be found in 
Charts 4 and 5 and Tables 7 and 8. Chart 5 and Table 8 
provide further detail on the components of personal 
expenditure on consumer goods and services.

Agregats des revenus 
Les histogrammes et les statistiques descriptives se 

rapportant aux revisions a Ia rémunération des salaries, aux 
bénéfices des sociêtés avant impôts et aux intéréts et revenus 
divers de placements sont presentés dans le graphique 3 et le 
tableau 6. 

Compte tenu des moyennes et des statistiques t au 
tableau 6, l'estimation initiale de Ia rémunération des salaries 
afliche un biais vers le bas pour Ia période entière et Ia période 
pre-1986. Les revisions moyennes aux autres agrégats ne sont 
pas significativement ditférentes de zero. Le biais dans Ia séne 
peut être détecté dans l'histogramme approprie au graph ique 3. 

Les revisions aux intérêts et revenus divers de placements 
et aux bénéfices des sociétés sont beaucoup plus irregulieres 
que celles apportees a Ia rémunération des salaries. Ceci 
s'observe aisément en comparant l'ecart-type des revisions a 
ces series pour toutes les pénodes. Les revisions a Ia 
rémunération des salaries sont moms variables durant Ia 
penode de déclin et Ia periode pre-1986. Les revisions aux 
bénéfices des sociétés sont moms variables durant les 
périodes de déclin alors que celles aux intérêts et revenus 
divers de placements sont assez irrégulières pendant les 
pénodes de déclin et beaucoup moms durant les periodes de 
croissance. 

Compte tenu des valeurs de Ia statistique de Shapiro-Wilk, 
l'hypothèse nulle selon laquelle les revisions proviennent dune 
loi normale est rejetee pour Ia rémunération des salaries pour 
toutes les périodes sauf celle avant 1986.8  Les revisions aux 
intérêts et revenus divers de placements proviennent d'une lol 
normale lors des pénodes de croissance et de celle avant 1986 
alors que celles aux bénéfices des sociétés proviennent d'une 
loi normale pour toutes les périodes sauf celle avant 1986.

Le graphique 5 et 
tableau 8 donnent plus de details sur les composantes des 
dépenses personnelles en biens et services de consommation

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Given the mean and t-statistics in Tables 7 and 8, 
the initial estimate of personal expenditure on services 
over the growth periods, that of government investment 
in fixed capital and that of business investment in fixed 
capital over the pre-1986 period exhibit a downward 
bias. The mean revisions to all remaining expenditure 
aggregates are not significantly different from zero.The 
bias in the above three series can be seen in the 
corresponding histogram in Charts 4 and 5. 

The standard deviations of revisions to the selected 
expenditure aggregates (Tables 7 and 8) show the 
relative variability of the cumulative revisions. Revisions 
to personal expenditure on consumer goods and 
services are much less volatile than those to government 
fixed investment and business fixed investment. Of the 
four personal expenditure aggregates, spending on 
durable goods is the most volatile. Personal expenditure 
on semi-durable goods, on non-durable goods and on 
services display a comparable variability. 

Given the Shapiro-Wilk statistic, the null hypothesis 
that the revisions to government investment in fixed 
capital and business investment in fixed capital come 
from a normal distribution is rejected in all periods except 
the post-1985   period. In the case of revisions to personal 
expenditure on goods and services, the hypothesis of 
normality is accepted for the pre-1986 period and the 
total period. Normality is accepted for spending on 
durable goods during growth periods. In the case of 
spending on non-durable goods and on services, the null 
hypothesis is accepted for all periods except the post-
1985 period. Normality is accepted for revisions to 
spending on semi-durable goods in all periods except 
the growth periods. 

A histogram of the frequency distribution of the 
cumulative revisions to GDP at 1986 prices and 
corresponding descriptive statistics can be found in 
Chart 6 and Table 9. The initial estimate of GDP at 1986 
prices is unbiased in all periods except the one prior to 
1986, during which it was biased downward. The 
standard deviation of the revisions to GDP at 1986 
prices, in all periods, is smaller than that of the GOP 
aggregates, except for wages, salaries and 
supplementary labour income and personal expenditure 
on consumer goods and services. The revisions to these 
two series exhibit the same amount of volatility as those 
to GDP. The standard deviation of the revisions to GDP 
was much larger during the pre-1986 period than since 
then. On the basis of the Shapiro-Wilk statistic, the null 
hypothesis that the cumulative revisions to GDP at 1986 
prices come from a normal distribution is accepted for all 
periods. 

Etant donné les moyennes et les statistiques t dans les 
tableaux 7 et 8, I'estimation initiale des dépenses personnelles 
en services lors des pénodes de croissance, celle de 
l'investissement des administrations en capital fixe et celle de 
l'investissement des entreprises en capital fixe pour Pa periods 
pre-1986 sont biaisées vers le bas. Les revisions moyennes a 
tous les autres agrégats des dépenses ne sont pas 
signiticativement différentes de zero.

Les écarts-types des revisions aux agregats des depenses 
choisis (tableaux 7 et 8) révèlent Pa vanabilité relative des 
revisions cumulatives.

Conclusion 

In conclusion, the initial estimate of GOP at 1986 
prices are unbiased for all periods, except the one prior 
to 1986. As well, the cumulative revisions to GOP are 
normally distributed in all periods. Both on the income 
and on the expenditure side, the volatility of the revisions 
varied considerably. This need not imply that the initial 
estimate for the less volatile aggregates is of higher 
quality. Rather, it may denote that their estimation relies 
on only one, unrevised, source of data. Normality of the 
distribution of the revisions is rejected for many 
aggregates while the initial estimate for many of the 
aggregates are unbiased. 

A few factors may have affected the results 
presented here that should be taken into account. The 
quarterly estimates of GDP and its aggregates for the 
period from 1980 to 1990 are final and will not be revised 
again until the next historical revision; however, those for 
1991, 1992 and 1993 will be revised over the next three 
years. This implies that the cumulative revisions for 
these years are not final. As well, there are only 56 
observations in the whole period under review, and 
fewer in the sub-periods. Overall results are therefore 
sensitive to only a small number of outliers. Over the 
period, series at constant prices were rebased twice, 
from a 1971 to a 1981 base in 1986, and to a 1986 base 
in 1990. Moreover, in 1986, GNP was replaced by GDP 
as the main measure of economic output. Definitional 
changes made at the time of the historical revision could 
have affected the overall results. Using growth rates 
reduces, but does not eliminate, the impact of these 
potential problems. 

Conclusion 

En conclusion, les estimations initiales du PIB aux prix de 
1986 n'exhibent aucun biais pour toutes les periodes, sauf celle 
avant 1986. De plus, les revisions cumulatives au PIB aux pnx 
de 1986 obéissent a une loi normale duranttoutes les périodes. 
Tant du côté des revenus que de celui des dépenses, Ia 
vanabilité des revisions fluctue considérablement. Cod 
n'implique pas pour autant que l'estimation initialo des agregats 
moms irréguliers est de meilleure qualite, mais peut-ètre que 
cette estimation fait appel a une seule source de données qui 
n'est pas révisée par Ia suite.
