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The System of National Accounts 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed 
since the close of the Second World War in a series of 
publications relating to their constituent parts. These have now 
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a 
"System of National Accounts". For purposes of identification, 
all publications (containing tables of statistics, descriptions of 
conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and 
methods) which make up this System carry the term "System of 
National Accounts" as a general tifle. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and 
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying 
the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, the first set of 
statistics to be referred to with the title "National Accounts" 
(National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance of 
International Payments data (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pro-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of 
the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The Catalogue 
Nos. carrying the prefix 15 also provide measures of the 
contribution of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at 
factor cost as well as Productivity Measures. 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross 
Domestic Product by Industry use the establishment as the 
primary unit of industrial production. Measures of financial 
transactions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial 
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and the 
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. 
Balance sheets of outstanding assets and liabilities are 
published annually. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts 
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, 
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the 
establishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal 
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of 
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research on 
enterprise company establishment relationships; it may 
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one 
basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outiine, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication: A 
System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 
2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of Economic and Social 
Affairs, United Nations, New York, 1968).

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Overview of economic developments 

Third Quarter 1994 

The continuing export boom drove the economy 
further upward in the third quarter of 1994 (Chart 1), with 
real gross domestic product growing more than 1% for 
the third consecutive quarter (Chart 2). Demand from 
within Canada moderated, as housing investment fell 
sharply and as business plant and equipment spending 
slowed. 

Exports continue to flourish 

Merchandise exports were up another 5.6% in 
volume. Their share of nominal GDP has now risen from 
21% at the end of 1991 to 30% today, while that of 
imports increased from 20% to 27%. Strong economic 
growth in the United States economy and the 
depreciation of the Canadian dollar since 1991 have 
both contributed to the surge in export sales. 

The rise in merchandise exports was widespread 
among commodity groupings. Two particularly important 
areas were motor vehicles (including parts) and 
machinery and equipment, each of which accounted for 
about a quarter of the total advance. There were sharp 
increases as well for wheat, petroleum and gas, 
woodpulp and newsprint. 

Domestic demand weakens 

Domestic demand grew just 0.3%, the slowest 
advance in a year and a half. Business fixed investment 
fell slightly, reflecting in part higher interest rates since 
February. Personal expenditure rose moderately and 
government purchases of goods and services continued 
to drop in real terms. 

The decrease in residential investment was mostly 
due to lower real estate commissions, as activity in the 
housing resale market declined sharply. There was a 
slight drop in new housing construction as well, 
counterbalanced by a pick-up in outlays for alterations 
and improvements to existing dwellings. Slower plant 
and equipment investment growth reflected falling 
business spending on transportation and 
telecommunications equipment and slightly weaker 
growth of non-residential construction. 

Aperçu de Ia situation économique 

Troisième trimestre 1994 

Lessor soutenu des exportations fail a nouveau 
progresser l'économie au troisième tnmestre de 1994 
(graphique 1), le produit inténeur brut reel augmentanl de plus 
de 1% pour le troisième trimestre consécutif (graphique 2). La 
demande en provenance du Canada saccroit plus lentement, 
alors que diminue fortement linvestissement en construction 
résidentielle et que ralentit celui des entreprises en usines et 
materiel. 

Lessor des exportations se poursuit 

Les exportations de marchandises grimpent encore de 
5,6% en volume. Leur part du PIB nominal est passée de 21% 
a Ia fin de 1991 a 30% aujourd'hui, alors que celle des 
importations est passee de 20% a 27%. La forte croissance de 
l'économie des Etats-Unis et Ia dépréciation du dollar canadien 
depuis 1991 ont bus deux contribué a Ia poussée des ventes a 
lexportation. 

La hausse des exportations de marchandises touche un 
large éventail de produits. Les véhicules automobiles (y 
compris les pièces) ainsi que les machines et le materiel sont 
deux domaines de pointe, rendant compte chacun denviron le 
quart de Ia progression totale. On observe aussi de fortes 
hausses pour le ble, le pétrole et le gaz, Ia pâte de bois et le 
papier journal. 

La demande intérieure ralentit 

La demande intérieure augmente de 0,3% seulement, soit 
Ia plus faible hausse en un an et demi. Linvestissement des 
entreprises en capital fixe se replie légerement, ce qui résulte 
en partie de Ia hausse des taux dintérét observée depuis 
février. Les depenses personnelles sont en hausse modérée et 
les dépenses publiques en biens et services continuent de 
fléchir en termes reels. 

La baisse de l'investissement en construction résidentielle 
est surtout due a ceDe des commissions immobilières, resultant 
du repli marqué de lactivité sur le marché de Ia revente. On 
note aussi un leger recul dans Ia construction de logements 
neufs, compense par une reprise des dépenses pour l'amélio-
ration ella modification des logements existants. Le ralentisse-
ment de Ia croissance de linvestissement en usines et materiel 
traduit Ia baisse des dépenses des entreprises en materiel de 
transport et de télécommunicalions el une progression un peu 
moms forte de Ia construction non résidentielle. 
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Personal expenditure on consumer goods and 
services grew 0.7%, about equal to the average rate of 
advance over the past year. Outlays for goods slowed 
from 1.2% growth in the second quarter to 0.6% in the 
third, as consumers cut back on "big ticket" items such as 
cars, furniture and appliances. There was a pickup in 
expenditure on services, mostly in banking, mutual funds 
and insurance, and casinos and lotteries. 

Les dépenses personnelles an biens at services de 
consommation grimpent de 0,7%, a peu près au méme rythme 
qu'au cours de l'année écoulée. La croissance des dépenses 
an biens ralentit, passant de 1,2% au deuxième trimestre a 
0,6% au troisième, alors que es consommateurs réduisent 
leurs achats darticles coCiteux comme les voitures, le mobilier 
at les appareils ménagers. On observe une reprise dans les 
dépenses an services, surtout pour les services bancaires, les 
fonds mutuels, l'assurance, les casinos at les lotenes. 

Les bénéf ices montent en flèche 

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impôts atteignent leur 
plus haut niveau depuis le milieu de 1989 (graphique 3). Les 
branches orientées vers 'exportation comme les pates at 
papiers ainsi que le pétrole at le gaz affichent de fortes hausses 
at les bénéfices des banques demeurent élevés. Les gains de 
detention sur stocks dus a 'inflation diminuent fortement aprés 
avoir beaucoup augmente au premier semestre de lannée, 
lorsque les pnx des marchandises étaient an forte hausse. 

Le revenu personnel augmente de façon modérée 

Le revenu personnel connait une légere hausse de 0,5%, 
soit moms de Ia moitié du taux enregistre au trimestre 
précédent. Malgré Ia forte croissance de lemploi, notamment 
an Ontario at an Colombie-Britannique, les salaires at 
traitements (qul comptent pour les deux tiers du revenu 
personnel) ne saccroissent que modérément. La seule 
composante du revenu an forte hausse est celle des intérêts at 
dividendes. Le revenu personnel disponible diminue de 0,3%, 
alors les versements dimpôt sur le revenu augmentent. Avec Ia 
baisse du revenu disponible, le taux d'épargne personnelle 
tombe a 6,7%, son plus bas niveau an 23 ans. 

Profits surge upward 

Corporation profits before taxes surged to their highest 
level since mid-1989 (Chart 3). Export-oriented industries 
like pulp and paper, and petroleum and natural gas 
recorded large increases and banking profits remained 
strong. Inflationary gains on inventory holdings were down 
after rising sharply in the first half of the year when 
commodity prices increased markedly. 

Personal income grows moderately 

Personal income grew a slight 0.5%, less than half the 
rate in the previous quarter. Despite strong growth in 
employment, particularly in British Columbia and Ontario, 
total wages and salaries (accounting for two thirds of 
personal income) rose very moderately. The only part of 
income to advance substantially was interest and 
dividends. Personal disposable income decreased 0.3% 
as income tax remittances rose. With the drop in 
disposable income, the personal savings rate fell to 6.7%, 
the lowest in 23 years. 

L'inflatlon est en hausse 

Aprés une pénode de plus d'un an marquee par une 
inflation presque nulle, les prix augmentent de facon sensible 
(graphique 4). D'après lindice de prix an chaIne, les prix a 
l'exportation, notamment, grimpent de 1,5% at ceux de Ia 
construction, de 0,8%. Les prix a Ia corisommation continuent 
de croltre a un rythme assez modéré at ceux a limportation ne 
progressent que de 0,4%. 

Inflation increases 

After a period of more than a year of near-zero 
inflation, prices increased noticeably (Chart 4). Export 
prices, in particular, rose 1.5% (based on the chain price 
index) and construction prices climbed 0.8%. Consumer 
prices continued to grow quite moderately and import 
prices edged up only 0.4%.

Analytical Table Ill 

This table presents estimates of each sector's sav-
ing, its investment in non-financial assets and its 
resulting net lending or borrowing. The Financial 
Flow Accounts (Catalogue 13-014) provide similar 
estimates derived from financial data. An important 
difference between the Income and Expenditure 
Accounts and the Financial Flow Accounts relates to 
the treatment of "net inheritances and migrants' 
funds", a capital transfer item (see Table 20, line 15). 
While these funds represent a source of funds dunng 
the current period, they result from an accumulation 
during previous periods in other countries. They are 
not a source of saving from current transactions. 
Accordingly, net inheritances and migrants' funds 
are netted against the surplus or deficit on transac-
tions with non-residents, thereby reducing the 
source of funds from non-residents. They are also 
netted against investment outlays by the persons 
and unincorporated business sector, thereby reduc-
ing its disposition of funds by the same amount. For 
details, see the Capital Finance Accounts in Tables 
18 and 29 of the annual National Income and 
Expenditure Accounts (Catalogue 13-201)

The International System of National Accounts 
1993 (1993 SNA) was prepared and published under the 
auspices of the Inter-Secretariat Working Group on 
National Accounts, consisting of the Statistical Office of 
the European Communities, the International Monetary 
Fund, the Organization of Economic Cooperation and 
Development, the Statistical Division and regional 
commissions of the United Nations Secretariat, and the 
World Bank. Its claim as a document for universal 
implementation derives from the fact that its adoption 
was unanimously recommended to the United Nations 
Economic and Social Council by its Statistical 
Commission at its twenty-seventh session, held in New 
York from February 22 to March 3, 1993. The plan for its 
implementation, however, does not seem to be as well 
organised as was its production. 

We have made very detailed comments on this 
document in our two papers, "The 1993 International 
System of National Accounts vis-à-vis The Canadian 
System of National Accounts" and "The 1993 
International System of National Accounts and the 
Canadian input-Output Tables". The present paper 
highlights, in a summary fashion, certain important areas 
where the Canadian System of National Accounts 
(CSNA) will need to revise its practices to conform to the 
1993 SNA; the reader is encouraged to refer to these 
two papers for further details. There are some areas 
where we may not be able to implement the 
recommendations of the 1993 SNA; in such cases, our 
reasons are stated and alternatives are suggested. Our 
occasional departures from the recommended guide-
lines are primarily prompted by pragmatic considera-
tions. We fully recognize the importance of promoting 
international comparability, but it should also be 
recognized that the specific circumstances existing at a 
given time in different countries can vary, often sub-
stantially. We believe that it would prove useful, from the 
standpoint of encouraging wide implementation of the 
1993 SNA, if countries share their own adaptations of 
the recommended guidelines with the larger international 
community. Our adaptations are presented in this spirit. 

We plan to implement the 1993 SNA at the time of 
the forthcoming rebasing of the CSNA to the year 1992 
from the present base of 1986. The results of this 
exercise will be released in the summer of 1997. Our 
comments, below, follow the sequence of chapters in the 
1993 SNA.

Le Système international de comptabilité nationale de 
1993 (SCN de 1993) a été préparé et publié sous I'egide du 
Groupe de travail inter-secretariat sur Ia comptabilite nationale, 
compose de lOffice statistique des communautés 
européennes, du Fonds monétaire international, de lOrganisa-
tion de cooperation et de développement économiques, de Ia 
Division de statistique et des commissions regionales du 
Secretariat des Nations Unies ainsi que de Ia Banque 
mondiale. II pretend être un document dapplication universelle 
parce que Ia Commission de statistique des Nations Unies, tors 
de sa vingt-septième session qui a eu lieu a New York du 
22 février au 3 mars 1993, en a recommandé ladoption a 
l'unanimité au Conseil economique et social des Nations Unies. 
Le plan d'application, toutefois, ne semble pas avoir été aussi 
bien organise que l'élaboration du système Iui-mème. 

Nous avons apporté des observations très détaillées sur le 
SCN de 1993 dans deux documents, "Le Système international 
de comptabillté nationale de 1993 versus le Système de 
comptabilité nationaie du Canada" et "Le système international 
de comptabilité nationale de 1993 et les tableaux d'entrées-
sorties du Canada" (version francaise a venir). Dans le texte qui 
suit, nous résumons les pnncipaux domaines oü le Système de 
comptabilité nationale du Canada (SCNC) devra revoir ses 
pratiques afin de se conformer au SCN de 1993. Le lecteur 
soucieux dobtenir de plus amples details pourra se reporter a 
ces deux documents. Dans certains domaines, nous ne 
pourrons peut-ètre pas appliquer les recommandations du SCN 
de 1993. En pareil cas, nous en expliquons les raisons et 
proposons des solutions de rechange. Ces quelques 
derogations aux lignes directnces recommandées sont surtout 
dictées par des considerations d'ordre pratique. Nous savons 
pertinemment combien II est important de favonser Ia 
comparaison entre les pays; it ne faudrait pas perdre de vue 
toutefois que, souvent, les circonstances particulléres peuvent, 
a un moment donné, varier considérable-ment d'un pays a 
l'autre. Nous estimons quil serait utile, pour favoriser 
l'application generalisee du SCN de 1993, que les pays fassent 
connaltre aux autres les adaptations quils entendent apporter 
aux lignes directnces recommandées. C'est dans cet esprit que 
nous présentons nos adaptations. 

Nous prevoyons faire coIncider l'application du SCN de 
1993 avec le prochain changement de l'année de référence du 
SCNC, qul passera de 1986 a 1992. Les résultats de cet 
exercice seront connus a leté 1997. Nos observations suivent 
lordre de presentation des chapitres du SCN de 1993. 
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1. Compte de production pour les secteurs institu-
tionnels 

Le SCN de 1993 diffère du SCN des Nations Unies de 
1968 en ce qu'il préconise de créer des comptes de production 
pour les établissements et les branches dactivité de même que 
pour les unites et secteurs institutionnels. Le SCN des Nations 
Unies de 1968 stipulait qu'il fallait établir un compte de 
production distinct pour les établissements et les branches, 
mais non pour chaque secteur institutionnel. Le SCN de 1993 
recommande létablissement, pour chaque secteur institu-
tionnel, de cornptes de production complets, cest-à-dire de 
comptes oU figurent les dépenses intermédiaires, Ia valeur 
ajoutée et Ia production brute (paragraphes 6.1 a 6.4). Vu les 
ressources très importantes nécessaires pour établir de telles 
estimations pour Ia période courante et leur utilité limitée, nous 
ne prevoyons pas appliquer Ia recommandation. 

Compte tenu de nos sources de données, notre plan de 
rechange pour Ia mise en oeuvre est le suivant: 

i) établir un compte de production exhaustif pour toutes les 
unites productrices de trois secteurs: celui des entreprises 
(constituées en société ou non), celui des administrations et 
celui des institutions sans but lucratif au service des ménages 
(ISBL au service des ménages); 

ii) désagreger les trois secteurs producteurs, classes par 
activité économique selon Ia classification fondée sur 
létablissement; 

iii) produire des comptes de production complets pour Ia 
pénode a légard de laquelle il existe des tableaux dentrées-
sorties et bâtir des comptes de production qui se limitent a Ia 
valeur ajoutée pour Ia période courante. 

Nous devrons modifier quelque peu nos pratiques 
courantes pour pouvoir mettre en oeuvre la solution de 
rechange indiquée ci-dessus en 1997. 

2. Services d'intermédiation financière mesurés mdi-
rectement (SIFMI) 

La recommandation du SCN de 1993 quant a l'attribution 
des SIFMI aux divers utilisateurs est très différente de Ia 
méthode proposée dans le manuel du SCN des Nations Unies 
de 1968. Ce demier prévoit des imputations pour les services 
dintermédiation bancaire, sauf que ces services sont alloués 
exclusivement au secteur des entreprises plutôt qua 
lensemble des emprunteurs et préteurs comme il est 
maintenant prévu dans le SCN de 1993 (paragraphes 6.124 a 
6.126). En outre, le SCN des Nations Unies de 1968 ne répartit 
pas ces services entre les branches d'activité du secteur des 
entreprises; il les alloue plutôt a une branche fictive qui les 
achète en entier a titre de depense intermédiaire et qui génere 
une valeur ajoutée negative equivalente. 

1. Production Account for Institutional Sectors 

The 1993 SNA differs from the 1968 UN SNA 
regarding a proposal to compile production accounts for 
establishments and industries as well as for institutional 
units and sectors. In the 1968 UN SNA, separate 
production accounts for establishments and industries 
are required but not for individual institutional sectors. 
The 1993 SNA recommends that there should be full 
production accounts, full in the sense of intermediate 
expenses, value added and gross output (paragraphs 
6.1-4) for individual institutional sectors. Considering the 
very significant resources that would be required to 
develop such estimates for the current period and their 
limited usefulness, we do not plan to implement the 
recommendation. 

Given our data sources, our alternative 
implementation plan has the following elements: 

i) Develop a comprehensive production account for 
all the producing units in three sectors - business (both 
corporate and unincorporated enterprises), general 
government, and non-profit institutions serving 
households (NPISHs). 

ii) Disaggregate all three producing sectors, 
classified by economic activity in terms of establishment-
based classification. 

iii) Produce full production accounts for the period 
for which input-output tables are prepared and construct 
production accounts limited to value-added for the 
current period. 

Our current practices will require some minor 
changes in order to implement the above alternative in 
1997. 

2. Financial Intermediation Services Indirectly 
Measured (FISIM) 

The recommendation for allocating FISIM to users in 
the 1993 SNA is quite different from the approach 
specified in the 1968 UN SNA. In the 1968 UN SNA, 
imputations for banking intermediation services are 
made; however, such services are allocated exclusively 
to the business sector rather than to all borrowers and 
lenders, as is now recommended in the 1993 SNA 
(paragraphs 6.124-126). Within the business sector, the 
1968 UN SNA does not allocate these services to each 
industry; instead, it uses a dummy industry which buys 
the entire service as an intermediate expense and 
generates an equivalent negative value added. 
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The CSNA present practice on the estimation and 
allocation of financial intermediation services to all 
sectors is similar to the 1993 SNA. Some minor changes 
will be required in the CSNA to fully implement the 1993 
SNA. The reader is encouraged to refer to our paper, 
"Financial Intermediation Seivices Indirectly Measured 
(FISIM) and the Canadian System of National Accounts", 
for further details. 

3. Insurance 

The 1993 SNA recommends to include income from 
investment of insurance technical reserves in the 
valuation of output of insurance services (paragraphs 
6.135-140). In the CSNA, such income is ignored in the 
calculation of output. We support the 1993 
recommendation and plan to implement it. 

4. Operating Leasing versus Financial Leasing 

The 1993 SNA states that operating leasing and 
financial leasing are totally different kinds of activity, the 
first being a process of production while the second is a 
method by which funds are channelled from a lender to a 
borrower (paragraph 6.119). It further states in the same 
paragraph that "It is therefore essential to distinguish 
between the two types of leasing, even though financial 
arrangements may be devised which are hybrids of the 
two and which are consequently difficult to classify". This 
recommendation is a departure from the 1968 UN SNA 
which does not recognize financial leases and, as a 
consequence, treats them in the same manner as 
operating leases. 

We support the position taken by the 1993 SNA and 
will try to implement it, though fully recognizing that in 
practice it may be very difficult to distinguish the two 
leasing arrangements. In the CSNA, the present 
practice, with rare exceptions, is to treat all leases as 
operating leases. Our plan is to give higher priority to 
develop estimates for those leases which affect the rest 
of the world account than the ones which involve the 
transactors within the domestic economy of Canada. An 
example of such an arrangement with the rest of the 
world would be the leasing of aircraft by some Canadian 
airline company from abroad. Leasing arrangements 
within the domestic economy are more difficult to 
distinguish partly because of the evolving hybrid nature 
of leasing and the very large number of lessees, many 
having contracts of small values. Typically, professionals 
such as doctors and lawyers would lease cars rather 
purchase them. 

S. Mineral Exploration 

In another departure from the 1968 UN SNA, the 
1993 SNA recommends: "Expenditures on mineral 
exploration are not treated as intermediate consumption.

3. Assurance 

Le SCN de 1993 recommande dinclure le revenu du 
placement de reserves techniques dassurance dans 
lévaluation de Ia production des services dassurance 
(paragraphes 6.135 a 6.140). Le SCNC ne tient pas compte de 
ce revenu dans le calcul de Ia production. Nous appuyons Ia 
recommandation de 1993 et prevoyons Ia mettre en oeuvre. 

4. Location simple versus credit-bail 

Le SCN de 1993 precise que Ia location simple et le credit-
bail constituent deux activités totalement diftérentes. La 
premiere est un processus de production, tandis que Ia 
seconde est une méthode pour transmettre des fonds dun 
prêteur a un emprunteur (paragraphe 6.119). II affirme en outre 
au mème paragraphe qu"il est des lors fondamental de bien 
distinguer Ia location simple du credit-bail, même si Ion peut 
rencontrer des montages financiers hybrides et donc difficiles a 
cIasser' (traduction). Cette recommandation déroge au SCN 
des Nations Unies de 1968, qui ne reconnaIt pas le credit-bail 
et, par consequent, lui reserve le même traitement quaux 
contrats de location simple. 

Nous appuyons Ia proposition du SCN do 1993 et 
tenterons de Ia mettre en oeuvre. Nous sommes toutefois bien 
conscients qu'il peut ètre trés difficile, dans Ia pratique, détablir 
une distinction entre ces deux types de contrat. Dans le SCNC, 
Ia pratique courante consiste a traiter tous les baux, a de rares 
exceptions, comme des contrats de location simple. Nous 
prevoyons accorder une plus grande priorité a lélaboration 
destimations pour des contrats qui touchent le compte Reste 
du monde que pour ceux mettant en cause des agents 
economiques au Canada. A titre d'exemple mentionnons Ia 
location dun aéronef par une société aérienne canadienne a 
l'etranger. Les contrats de location entre agents economiques 
residents sont plus ditficiles a déceler, a cause notamment de Ia 
nature hybride et en evolution constante de la location et du 
trés grand nombre de preneurs a bail, dont plusieurs ont conclu 
des corttrats de faible valeur. En general, les membres do 
professions libérables tels médecins et avocats louent des 
voitures a long terme plutét quo de les acheter. 

5. Prospection minière 

Le SCN de 1993 so démarque a nouveau du SCN des 
Nations Unies de 1968 en préconisant ce qui suit: "les 
depenses consacrées a lexploration do gisements minéraux no 
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Whether successful or not, they are needed to acquire 
new reserves and are therefore all classified as gross 
fixed capital formation" (paragraph 6.166). Some minor 
changes are required and will be made in the present 
CSNA practice to bring it in line with the 1993 SNA 
recommendation. 

6. Military Equipment 

The 1993 SNA states that: The construction of 
buildings for use by military personnel, including 
hospitals and schools, and also of roads, bridges, 
airfields, docks, etc., for use by military establishments 
should be treated as fixed capital formation. In addition, 
machinery and equipment of the same type as used by 
civil establishments for non-military purposes should 
also be treated as fixed capital formation" (paragraph 
6.171). Conversely, military hardware such as rockets, 
missiles and their warheads, warships, submarines, 
fighter aircraft and bombers should continue to be 
treated as intermediate expenditures. 

In the 1968 UN SNA and the CSNA, all military 
expenditures on goods are treated as intermediate 
expenditures. We support the recommendation in the 
1993 SNA and plan to implement it in the CSNA. 

7. Consumption of Fixed Capital, Major Earth-
quakes, Hurricanes, etc. 

The 1993 SNA states that: . ..lossos due to war, or 
to major natural disasters which occur very infrequently - 
major earthquakes, volcanic eruptions, tidal waves, 
exceptionally severe hurricanes etc. - are not included 
under consumption of fixed capital. There is no reason 
for such losses to be charged in the production account 
as cost of production. The values of the assets lost in 
these ways are recorded in the other changes in volume 
of assets accounts." (paragraph 6.187). We completely 
agree with the 1993 SNA that the destruction of property 
due to hurricanes or major earthquakes should have no 
impact on consumption of fixed capital. We plan to 
implement this recommendation. 

8. General Valuation Principles 

The 1993 SNA states that the preferred method of 
valuation of output of goods and services produced for 
the market is at basic prices, especially when a system 
of VAT, or similar deductible tax, is in operation 
(paragraph 6.218). The concept of basic prices in the 
1993 SNA is the same as that of approximate basic 
prices in the 1968 UN SNA. The CSNA Input-Output 
Accounts already use a basis of valuation that is close to 
this one. The required change with respect to the 
treatment of subsidies will be made to fully implement 
the 1993 SNA recommendation in 1997.  

sont pas traitées comme une consommation intermédiaire. Que 
lexploration donne ou non des résultats, ces depenses sont 
nécessaires pour constituer de nouvelles réseives et doivent 
donc dans thus les cas ètre classées comme formation brute 
de capital fixe" (paragraphe 6.166). On apportera les legers 
changements requis a Ia pratique du SCNC pour Ia rendre 
conforme a Ia recommandation du SCN de 1993. 

6. Materiel militaire 

Le SCN de 1993 precise que: la construction de bàtiments 
destinés au personnel militaire, y compns dhôpitaux et 
décoles, de memo que la construction de routes, de ponts, 
daérodromes, do docks, etc. réservés a lusage des établisse-
ments militaires doit être considérée comme do Ia formation de 
capital fixe. Do plus, lachat do machines ot materiel du même 
type que ceux utilisés a des fins non militaires par les 
établissements civils dolt aussi ètre considéré comme de Ia 
formation de capital fixe" (paragraphe 6.171). En revanche, 
lachat do maténel militaire (ex.: roquottos, missiles et ogives, 
naviros, sous-marins, avions do chasse et bombardiers) 
continuora de figurer parrni los dépenses intermédiaires. 

Dans le SCN des Nations Unies de 1968 et le SCNC, 
toutos les dépenses militaires en biens sont traitées comme dé-
penses intermédiaires. Nous appuyons Ia recommandation du 
SCN de 1993 et prévoyons Ia mettre en oeuvre dans le SC NC. 

7. Consommation de capital fixe, grands tremble-
ments de terre, ouragans, etc. 

Le SCN do 1993 precise que "...les pertos resultant de 
guerres ou de grandes catastrophes naturelles peu frequentes 
- gros tremblements do terre, eruptions volcaniques, raz de 
marée, ouragans particulièroment violents, etc. - no sont pas 
incluses dans Ia consommation de capital fixe. Il ny a dailleurs 
aucune raison pour que des pertes de ce type figurent dans les 
charges du compte de production. La valeur des actifs ainsi 
perdus est enregistrée dans le compte des autres variations du 
volume des actifs" (paragraphe 6.187, traduction). Nous 
sommes entièrement daccord avec le SCN do 1993 a I'effet 
quo Ia destruction de biens attribuable a des ouragans ou a de 
gros tremblements de terre ne devrait pas avoir dincidence sur 
Ia consommation de capital fixe. Nous prevoyons mettre en 
oeuvre cette recommandation. 

8. Principes generaux d'évaluation 

Lo SCN de 1993 recommande quo Ia production de biens 
ot services destinés au marché soit évaluée aux prix de base, 
surtout Iorsquil existe un régime de TVA ou un régime fiscal 
semblable (paragraphe 6.218). Notons quo Ia notion de pnx de 
base dans le SCN do 1993 équivaut a Ia notion de prix de base 
approximatif dans le SCN dos Nations Unies de 1968. Dans les 
comptos dontrées-sorties du SCNC, lévaluation utilisée so 
rapproche déjà lévaluation proposée. Le changement requis 
au traitemerit des subventions sera effectué af in quo Ia 
recommandation du SCN do 1993 puisso être pleinement mise 
en oeuvre en 1997. 
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9. Payroll Taxes 

Payroll taxes are taxes payable by the employer on 
the wage or salary bill. Such taxes are quite commonly 
applied by the various governments in Canada. The 
CSNA mostly treats such taxes as part of compensation 
of employees whereas the 1993 SNA recommends such 
taxes to be "treated as taxes on production in the same 
way as taxes on buildings, land or other assets used in 
production" (paragraph 7.21). The implementation of this 
recommendation will not change GDP at market prices, 
but it will reduce GDP at factor cost counterbalanced by 
an increase of taxes on production, and it will also 
reduce personal income. We plan to implement it in 
1997. 

10. Reinvested Earnings on Direct Foreign 
Investment 

According to the 1993 SNA, both systems (SNA and 
Balance of Payments) "...require the saving or retained 
earnings of a foreign direct investment enterprise to be 
treated as if they were distributed and remitted to foreign 
direct investors in proportion to the ownership of the 
equity of the enterprise and then reinvested by them. In 
other words, two additional entries are required in the 
accounts of the enterprises and their foreign owners, 
one of which is the imputed remittances of retained 
earnings while the second is the imputed reinvestment of 
those earnings" (paragraph 7.120). 

Starting with the first quarter of 1994, reinvested 
earnings have been incorporated in the Canadian 
Balance of Payments in both the current and capital 
accounts. The rest of the CSNA, particularly national 
income and expenditure accounts and financial flows 
accounts, has not incorporated the new treatment but, 
instead, provides reconciliation accounts to allow users 
to go from one approach to the other. 

11. Final Consumption Expenditure and Actual 
Final Consumption 

An important departure, both from the CSNA and 
the 1968 UN SNA, is the specification in the 1993 SNA 
of the interrelationship between final consumption 
expenditure and actual final consumption for the three 
sectors (general government, NPISHs and households) 
in which final consumption takes place (paragraphs 
9.93-99). On a practical level, it may be noted that each 
of the aggregates, whether referring to consumption 
expenditure or actual final consumption, has to be 
derived from data on expenditures. It should be 
emphasized that actual final consumption for the whole 
economy is exactly equal to final consumption 
expenditures. 

We welcome this recommendation and plan to 
implement it, as it would help international comparability 
of household consumption.  

9. Impôts sur Ia masse salariale 

Les impôts sur Ia masse salariale soft ceux que 
l'employeur doit payer sur lensemble des salaires verses. Des 
impôts de ce genre sont fréquemment exiges par les diverses 
administrations au Canada. Dans le SCNC, ces impôts sont en 
général assimilés a Ia rémunération des salaries, alors que le 
SCN de 1993 recommande de les traiter comme des impôts sur 
Ia production, a l'instar de ceux sur les bâtiments, terrains ou 
autres actifs utilisés dans Ia production (paragraphe 7.21). 
Ladoption de cette recommandation ne modifiera pas le PIB 
aux prix du marché, mais entrainera une reduction du PIB au 
coOt des facteurs, compensée par une augmentation des 
impôts sur Ia production, ainsi qu'une reduction du revenu 
personnel. Nous prévoyons Ia mettre en oeuvre en 1997. 

10. Bénéfices réinvestis dinvestissements directs 
étrangers 

Selon le SCN de 1993, les deux systèmes (SCN et 
balance des paiements) "...imposent que Iepargne ou les 
benéfices non distribués dune entreprise dinvestissements 
directs etrangers soient considérés comme étant distribués et 
transférés aux investisseurs directs etrangers proportionnelle-
ment a leur participation dans le capital de lentreprise pour être 
ensuite réinvestis par eux. En d'autres termes, deux enregistre-
ments supplémentaires sont nécessaires dans les comptes des 
entreprises et de leurs propriétaires etrangers: dune part, le 
transfert impute des bénéfices non distribués et, dautre part, le 
réinvestissement impute de ces bénéfices" (paragraphe 7.120). 

Depuis le premier trimestre de 1994, les bénéfices 
réinvestis sont incorporés a Ia balance canadienne des 
paiements tant au compte courant quau compte de capital. 
Dans le reste du SCNC, notamment les comptes nationaux des 
revenus et dépenses et les comptes des flux financiers, ce 
nouveau traitement n'a pas encore été adopte, mais on y 
trouve des comptes de rapprochement qui permettent aux 
utilisateurs de passer dune méthode a lautre. 

11. Dépenses de consommation finale et consomma-
tion finale effective 

Le SCN de 1993 comporte une innovation dimportance 
tant par rapport au SCNC qu'au SCN des Nations Unies de 
1968. II s'agit de larticulation des relations entre les dépenses 
de consommation finale et Ia consommation finale effective 
pour les trois secteurs ayant une consommation finale 
(administrations, ISBL au service des ménages et ménages) 
(paragraphes 9.93 a 9.99). Sur le plan pratique, if faut signaler 
que les divers agregats, quils fassent référence aux dépenses 
de consommation ou a Ia consommation finale effective, sont 
toujours obtenus a partir de données relatives aux dépenses. II 
convient aussi de rappeler que Ia consommation finale effective 
pour lensemble de léconomie est égale aux depenses de 
consommation finale. 

Nous nous réjouissons de cette recommandation et 
prévoyons Ia mettre en oeuvre, car eVe favorisera Ia 
comparaison de Ia consommation des ménages entre les pays. 
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12. Inventories of Structures 

The 1993 SNA states: "When there is no contract of 
sale agreed in advance, the output produced by the 
construction enterprise must be recorded as work-in-
progress or as additions to the producers' inventories of 
finished goods, depending upon whether the 
construction is completed" (paragraph 10.75). In the 
CSNA, all structures, completed or unfinished, with or 
without contact of sale, are classified as fixed capital 
formation. The implementation of the 1993 SNA 
recommendation will affect gross fixed capital formation 
counterbalanced by an identical change in inventories. 
This will require additional information which is not 
collected at present. The only effect on GOP will be in 
terms of timing in the allocation of consumption of fixed 
capital. Given that there is minimal effect on measured 
GDP, and that there would be additional cost to collect 
information, we do not give high priority to the 
implementation of this recommendation. 

13. Plantations, Orchards, etc. 

The 1993 SNA recommends (repeating the 
recommendation of the 1968 UN SNA) that trees 
cultivated in plantations for the products they yield year 
after year - such as fruit trees, vines, rubber trees, palm 
trees, etc. - be treated as fixed assets. The value of such 
fixed assets may be approximated, if necessary, by the 
costs incurred in their production during the period 
(paragraph 10.88). The CSNA has not followed this 
procedure. Instead, it treats these costs as intermediate 
expenditure. 

We support the 1993 SNA recommendation, in 
principle, as it would better reflect economic reality and 
promote better international comparability. However, 
given its minimal effect on measured GDP and the 
additional cost to collect information, we do not give high 
priority to its implementation.  

12. Stocks d'ouvrages et de bâtiments 

Selon le SCN de 1993: °Lorsqu'aucun contrat de vente na 
été conclu a lavance, Ia production de lentreprise de 
construction doit être comptabilisée comme travaux en cours 
ou comme entrée de produits finis dans les stocks des 
producteurs, selon que les travaux sont terrninés ou non" 
(paragraphe 10.75). Darts le SCNC, toutes les constructions, 
terminées ou non, avec ou sans contrat de vente, sont incluses 
dans Ia formation de capital fixe. Lapplication de Ia 
recommandation du SCN de 1993 aura un effet sur Ia formation 
brute de capital fixe, effet qui sera compense par une variation 
equivalente des stocks. Cette modification nécessitera des 
données additionnelles, qui ne sont pas recueillies a lheure 
actuelle. La seule incidence de cette recommandation sum le 
PIB a trait a Ia periode a laquelle sera allouée Ia consommation 
de capital fixe. En raison de son incidence minime sur le PIB 
mesuré et compte tenu des frais supplémentaires de collecte 
des données, lapplication de cette recommandation nest pas 
priontaire. 

13. Plantations, vergers, etc. 

Le SCN de 1993 (reprenant encore Ia recommandation du 
SCN des Nations Unies de 1968) recommande que les arbres 
cultivés pour ce quils produisent d'année en année - ex.: 
arbres fruitiers, vignes, arbres a caoutchouc, palmiers - soient 
considérés comme de lactif fixe. On peut, au besoin, évaluer 
approximativement ces actifs en se fondant sur les coüts qua 
occasionnés leur production durant Ia période (paragraphe 
10.88). Le SCNC na pas adopté cette façon de procéder. II 
traite plutôt ces coats comme des dépenses intermédiaires. 

Nous appuyons en principe Ia recommandation du SCN de 
1993, parce quelle reflète plus fidèlement Ia réalité 
economique et facilite Ia comparaison entre les pays. Toutefois, 
en raison de son incidence minime sum le PIB mesuré et compte 
tenu des frais supplémentaires de collecte des données, son 
application nest pas prioritaire. 

14. Entertainment, Literary or Artistic Originals 

The 1993 SNA recommends treating original 
creations - such as films, sound recordings, manuscripts, 
renderings, literary and artistic works, etc. - as capital 
formation (paragraph 10.94). The CSNA does not 
capitalize the value of such originals. In some cases they 
are added to inventories, and in others they are treated 
as intermediate consumption. Our data sources are quite 
weak in this area. Given its minimal effect on measured 
GOP, and the additional cost to collect information, we 
do not give high priority to implementing the 
recommendation, although, in principle, we support it.  

14. Oeuvres originales (récréatives, littéraires ou 
artistiques) 

Le SCN de 1993 recommande de considérer les creations 
originales - par ex. films, enregistrements sonores, manuscrits, 
interpretations, oeuvres littéraires et artistiques - comme de Ia 
formation de capital (paragraphe 10.94). Dans le SCNC, on ne 
capitalise pas Ia valeur des creations originales. Celles-ci sont, 
selon le cas, ajoutées aux stocks ou considérées comme de Ia 
consommation intermédiaire. Nous disposons de peu de 
données en Ia matière. En raison de l'incidence minime sur le 
P18 mesuré et compte tenu des frais supplémentaires de 
collecte des données, lapplication de cette recommandation 
nest pas prioritaire, méme Si nous y souscrivons en principe. 
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15. Acquisitions Less Disposals of Valuables 	15. Acquisitions moms cessions de biens de valeur 

Le SCN de 1993 recommande dinscrire les acquisitions 
moms cessions de biens de valeur dans le compte de capital. 
"Par biens de valeur, II faut entendre des actifs qui ne sont pas 
essentiellement utilisés a des fins de production ou de 
consommation, qui ne se détériorent pas avec le temps dans 
des conditions normales, et qui sont acquis et détenus pour 
servir avant tout de reserve de valeur" (paragraphe 10.116). 
Nous souscrivons en principe a cette recommandation et 
tenterons de l'appliquer. Toutefois, faute de données, il ne sera 
peut-être pas possible au SCNC d'inscrire explicitement de 
telles dépenses dans le compte de financement du capital; ii 
faudra peut-être quelles continuent de faire partie du solde 
résiduel, cest-à-dire du prêt ou de lemprunt net des secteurs. 

16. Acquisitions moms cessions d'actifs non finan-
ciers non produits 

Le SCN de 1993 recommande dinscrire les acquisitions 
moms cessions dactifs non financiers non produits dans le 
compte de capital. Ces actifs comprennent les terrains, les 
gisements qui peuvent servir a Ia production de biens et 
services, et les actifs incorporels tels brevets, contrats de 
location, autres contrats transférables, etc. (paragraphes 
10.120 a 10.130). En principe, nous sommes aussi daccord 
avec cette recommandation et tenterons de lappliquer. 
Cependant, faute de données encore une fois, il ne nous sera 
peut-être pas possible de montrer explicitement ces dépenses 
dans le compte de financement du capital; ii faudra peut-être 
les laisser dans le solde résiduel, cest-à-dire dans le prêt ou 
lemprunt net des secteurs. II convient de signaler que, a Iheure 
actuelle, le SONG élabore des estimations relatives a certains 
gisements et actifs forestiers dans le cadre de sa comptabilité 
des ressources naturelles et de son compte satellite de 
lenvironnement. 

17. L'état de rapprochement dans les bilans 

Daprès le SON de 1993, "Ce chapitre traite de lenregis-
trement des changements dactifs, de passifs et de valeur nette 
constatés entre le bilan douverture et le bilan de fermeture. 
Ces changements découlent des autres flux, cest-à-dire des 
flux qui ne representent pas des operations, ces dernières étant 
enregistrées dans le compte de capital et dans le compte 
financier du Système" (paragraphe 12.1). Il y a deux grandes 
categories de changements: "Dans Ia premiere on retrouve les 
changements qul ont tous pour effet de modifier le volume des 
actits, changements attribuables a des facteurs comme Ia 
découverte ou lépuisement de gisements, Ia destruction 
dactifs en raison de guerres ou d'autres événements politiques 
ou a Ta suite de catastrophes naturelles. La seconde catégorie 
regroupe les changements dactifs, de passifs et de valeur 
nette dus aux variations de niveau et de structure des prix et 
entralnant des gains ou pertes de detention" (paragraphe 12.2). 
La premiere categone de changements est décrite plus en 
detail dans le compte 'Autres variations du volume des actifs', 
et Ia seconde, dans le compte 'Réévaluation'. 

The 1993 SNA recommends that acquisitions less 
disposals of valuables be reflected in the Capital 
Account. "Valuables are assets that are not used 
primarily for production or consumption, that do not 
deteriorate over time under normal conditions and that 
are acquired and held primarily as stores of value" 
(paragraph 10.116). We support this recommendation in 
principle and will try to implement it, Due to data 
problems, however, the CSNA may not be able to 
specify such expenditures in the Capital Finance 
Account; instead, they may continue to form part of the 
residual balancing item, net lending or borrowing 
requirements of the sectors. 

16. Acquisitions Less Disposals of Non-pro-
duced Non-financial Assets 

The 1993 SNA recommends that acquisitions less 
disposals of non-produced non-financial assets be 
reported in the Capital Account. These assets consist of 
land, sub-soil assets that may be used in the production 
of goods and services and intangible assets such as 
patented entities, leases, other transferable contracts, 
etc. (paragraphs 10.120-130). We also support this 
recommendation in principle and will try to implement it. 
Here, too, due to data problems, the CSNA may not be 
able to specify such expenditures in the Capital Finance 
Account; instead they may continue to form part of the 
residual balancing item, net lending or borrowing 
requirements of the sectors. It is worth reporting that at 
present, the CSNA is developing estimates of some sub-
soil and forestry assets as part of its natural resource 
accounting work and its environment satellite account. 

17. The Reconciliation Statement In the Bal-
ance Sheets 

The 1993 SNA states that: "This chapter is 
concerned with the recording of changes in assets, 
liabilities, and net worth between opening and closing 
balance sheets that result from other flows - that is, flows 
that are not transactions, the transactions being 
recorded in the capital account and financial account of 
the System" (paragraph 12.1). There are two kinds of 
changes: "The first kind consists of changes that are due 
to factors such as discoveries or depletion of sub-soil 
resources, destruction by war or other political events, or 
destruction by natural catastrophes, all of which actually 
change the volume of assets. The second kind consists 
of changes in assets, liabilities, and net worth due to 
changes in the level and structure of prices, which are 
reflected in holding gains and losses" (paragraph 12.2). 
The changes of the first kind are further elaborated in the 
Other Changes in the Volume of Assets Account and of 
the second kind in the Revaluation Account. 
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Many of the items discussed in the 1993 SNA, in the 
context of the Other Changes in Assets Account, form, in 
principle, part of the Reconciliation Statement (not yet 
fully developed) in the CSNA Balance Sheets. The 
development and compilation of this account is of high 
priority in the CSNA as this will help specify several 
items which still remain consolidated or unexplained, 
thus permitting better analysis of balance sheets. 

18. Progress Payments, and Exports and 
Imports 

Progress payments are treated as financial 
transactions even if there is a contract of sale. The 
goods involved will be valued in exports and imports only 
when they are 'physically' in the hands of the owners 
(paragraphs 14.57-64). At present, progress payments 
for certain machinery and equipment purchased by the 
government are treated as fixed capital formation in the 
CSNA and as exports and imports in the Canadian 
Balance of Payments. We plan to implement the 1993 
SNA recommendation at the time of the rebasing of the 
CSNA. 

Processing is another case where the present 
Canadian Balance of Payments statistics will need to be 
changed. The 1993 SNA recommends that the goods 
which are sent for processing abroad should be treated 
on a gross basis in exports and imports (paragraphs 
14.61-64). To the extent that it can be identified, 
processing, at present, is treated as a service in the 
Canadian Balance of Payments. This treatment will be 
changed to bring it in line with the 1993 SNA guidelines. 

19. Gold 

The 1993 SNA, in the 'Rest of the World Account', 
differentiates the transactions in monetary gold 
conducted between the monetary authorities of the 
different countries from other transactions in gold as a 
commodity. It recommends that the transactions in 
monetary gold be recognized as financial items and not 
included in the imports or exports of goods (paragraph 
14.93). The 1993 SNA distinguishes three types of gold: 
(1) monetary gold owned by monetary authorities as a 
component of international reserves; (2) gold held as a 
store of value; and (3) other gold used for industrial 
purposes. A transaction in the second and third category 
of gold is always treated as a transaction in a commodity, 
no matter who the transactor is. A transaction in 
monetary gold can only be conducted between the 
monetary authorities of one country and the monetary 
authorities of another country or international monetary 
authorities; such a transaction is always a financial 
transaction. All other transactions in gold are recognized 
as transactions in gold as a commodity. 

We support this recommendation and plan its 
implementation in the CSNA. 

Bon nombre de postes qui dans le SCN de 1993 figurent 
dans le compte 'Autres variations des actifs' font partie, en 
principe, de létat de rapprochement (en voie délaboration) qui 
sera inclus dans les comptes du bilan du SCNC. Le SCNC juge 
hautement prioritaire l'élaboration et Ia construction dun tel 
compte; cela permettra de préciser plusieurs postes qui 
demeurent encore sous une forme consolidée ou sans explica-
tion et favorisera une meilleure comprehension des bilans. 

18. Palements échelonnés, et exportations et impor-
tations 

Les paiements échelonnés sont traités comme des opéra-
tions financières même s'il existe un contrat de vente. Les 
biens visés seront comptabilisés comme exportations et 
importations seulement s'ils sont 'physiquement' en possession 
des propriétaires (paragraphes 14.57 a 14.64). Présentement, 
les paiements échelonnés sur des machines et du maténel 
achetés par le gouvernement sont considOrés comme forma-
tion de capital fixe clans le SCNC et comme exportations et 
importations dans Ia balance canadienne des paiements. Nous 
prévoyons appliquer Ia recommandation du SCN de 1993 lors 
de l'adoption par le SCNC de Ia nouvelle année de référence. 

La transformation est un autre cas oü les statistiques de Ia 
balance canadienne des paiements devront être modifiées. 
D'après le SCN de 1993, les biens envoyes a l'étranger pour 
fins de traitement doivent être comptabilisés a leur valeur brute 
dans les exportations et les importations (paragraphes 14.61 a 
14.64). La transformation, lorsqu'elle peut être identifiée, est 
actuellement comptabilisée comme un service dans Ia balance 
canadienne des paiements. Ce traitement sera modifié pour le 
rendre conforme aux directives du SCN de 1993. 

19. Or 

Le SCN de 1993, dans le Compte 'Reste du monde', 
distingue les transactions sur l'or monétaire effectuées entre 
autontés monétaires des différents pays des autres 
transactions sur For en tant que marchandise. II recommande 
de reconnaitre les transactions sur l'or monétaire comme des 
operations financières et non comme des importations ou des 
exportations de marchandises (paragraphe 14.93). Le SCN de 
1993 reconnait trois categories dor: (1) For monétaire que 
détiennent les autorités monétaires dans leurs reserves 
internationales; (2) l'or détenu comme reserve de valeur; et (3) 
For utilisé a des fins industrielles. Les transactions qui touchent 
les deux dernières categories sont toujours considérées 
comme des transactions sur marchandises, quels que soient 
les agents economiques en cause. Les transactions sur For 
monétaire ne peuvent être conclues qu'entre les autorités 
monétaires de deux pays ou entre les autorités monétaires dun 
pays et les autorités monétaires internationales; de telles 
transactions constituent toujours des operations financières. 
Toutes les autres transactions sont considérées comme des 
transactions sur marchandises. 

Nous souscrivons a cette recommandation et prevoyons 
l'appliquer dans le SCNC. 
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20. Cross-Classification of Value Added by 
Sectors and Industries 

The 1993 SNA recommends that the value added 
by industry in the Use tables be cross-classified by 
institutional sectors, such that income and consumption 
can readily be related (see paragraphs 15.106-110). The 
implementation of this recommendation requires a well 
functioning business register which can readily relate 
establishments to enterprises and sectors. Such 
information needs to be current, so that one can relate 
the current profile of establishment-based input-output 
industry statistics to the institutional-based structure of 
the economy. This also demands a highly articulated 
micro database which can be readily added to provide 
aggregates for the System of National Accounts. These 
conditions are rigorous and very costly to implement. 
Given its demand for resources and its limited utility to 
relate production with income and consumption, we are 
not planning to implement this recommendation. An 
alternative would be the development of an institutional 
distribution of value added components for the total 
economy; e.g., total labour compensation may be 
distributed by institutional sectors. See also item 1, 
Production Account for Institutional Sectors. 

21. Conversion of the Supply and Use Tables 
into Symmetric Tables 

The 1993 SNA opts for the product (commodity) 
technology assumption to convert the rectangular supply 
and use tables into symmetric tables (see paragraphs 
15.137-143). The product technology assumption may 
be valid if one can develop a vector of inputs for each of 
the twenty thousand or so products identified in the 
market. It is, however, completely unrealistic to seek to 
achieve such a data base. Aggregating twenty thousand 
products into a manageable set of 200-300, or even 500-
1000, product groups can hardly be called a replication 
of the commodity technology. At this level of aggregation 
of products or industries, there is hardly any difference 
between the two sets. Furthermore, it is evident that at 
least some important expenditures such as R&D, as well 
as management skills and management style, which are 
industry specific or even firm specific, affect importantly 
and similarly all the products produced within an 
industry. 

Our alternative presentation for symmetric tables is 
to use an industry technology assumption. For model 
building purposes, the algebraic manipulation is easier 
using this assumption, which does not require artificially 
transforming the basic rectangular Supply and Use 
tables into square tables. On the other hand, the 
commodity technology assumption can only work with a 
square table. (See also the 1968 UN SNA paragraph 
3.84: "The assumption of a commodity technology can 
only be used if the number of industries is equal to the 
number of commodities"). 

20. Ventilation croisée de Ia valeur ajoutée par sec-
teur et par branche dactivité 

Le SCN de 1993 recommande que Ia valeur ajoutée par 
branche d'activité dans les tableaux des emplois soit ventilée 
par secteur institutionnel, de facon a pouvoir facilement établir 
un lien entre le revenu et Ia consommation (voir paragraphes 
15.106 a 15.110). L'application de cette recommandation 
suppose lexistence dun registre des entreprises bien rode qui 
permette dassocier facilement létablissement a lentreprise et 
au secteur. Cette information doit ètre a jour, de sorte quil soft 
possible de rattacher les statistiques courantes d'entrées-
sorties par branche d'activité, fondées sur létablissement, a Ia 
structure institutionnelle de léconomie. Cela exige aussi une 
base de micro-données très fonctionnelle qui permette de 
calculer facilement des agregats pour le système de comptabi-
lité nationale. II s'agit là d'exigences rigoureuses et coOteuses. 
Vu les ressources que demande cette approche et son utilité 
limitée pour relier Ia production au revenu et a Ia consomma-
tion, nous ne prevoyons pas I'appliquer. En contrepartie, nous 
sommes en faveur dune ventilation par secteur institutionnel 
des composantes de Ia valeur ajoutée pour l'ensemble de 
léconomie, par exemple dune ventilation par secteur do Ia 
masse salariale totale. Voir aussi le point 1, Compte de 
production pour les secteurs institutionnels. 

21. Conversion des tableaux des ressources et des 
emplois en tableaux symétriques 

Le SCN de 1993 retient lhypothèse de Ia technologie du 
produit (marchandise) pour Ia conversion des tableaux des 
ressources et des emplois rectangulaires en tableaux 
symétriques (voir paragraphes 15.137 a 15.143). Lhypothèse 
de Ia technologie du produit nest valable que sil est possible 
de construire un vecteur des intrants pour chacun des quelque 
vingi mille produits sur le marché. Toutefois, il est complete-
ment irréaliste de tenter de créer une telle base de données. 
Lagregation de vingt mille produits en ensembles maniables de 
200 a 300, voire de 500 a 1 000, groupes de produits no saurait 
vraiment pas ètre considérée comme une replique de Ia tech-
nologie du produit. A ce niveau dagregation de produits ou de 
branches dactivité, il nexiste pratiquement pas de difference 
entre les deux ensembles. De plus, il est evident quau moms 
certaines grandes dépenses comme Ia R-D, ainsi que les 
compétences de gestion et le mode de gestion, qui sont 
particuliers a une branche ou même a une entreprise, ont Ia 
mème incidence importante sur tous les produits de Ia branche. 

Au lieu dutiliser des tableaux symétriques, nous 
proposons d'appliquer Ihypothese de Ia technologie de Ia 
branche dactivité. Aux fins de Ia modélisation, cette hypothèse 
facilite Ia manipulation algebrique car elle nexige pas Ia 
transformation artificielle des tableaux rectangulaires de base 
des ressources et des emplois en tableaux carrés. Par contre, 
lhypothèse de Ia technologie du produit ne peut être adoptée 
qu'avec des tableaux carrés (voir aussi le paragraphe 3.84 du 
SCN des Nations Unies de 1968: "Lhypothese dune 
technologie du produit ne pout ètre utilisée que si le nombre 
des branches est égal a celui des produits"). 
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22. Chain Indices 

The 1993 SNA recommends: "In general, the 
constant price series should not be allowed to run for 
more than five, at most ten years, without rebasing" 
(paragraph 16.76). It further recommends: "The 
preferred measure of year to year movements of GDP at 
constant prices is a Fisher Volume index, changes over 
longer periods being obtained by chaining: i.e., by 
cumulating the year to year movements" (paragraph 
16.73a). The CSNA already provides chain indices, one 
chain is typically linked every five years (the present 
weights refer to 1986) and two sets of quarterly chain 
indices are published, one rebased and linked annually 
and the other linked quarterly. 

23. Terms of Trade 

The 1993 SNA recommends estimating trading 
gains and losses from changes in the terms of trade in 
calculating real Gross Domestic Income (GD!). The 1993 
SNA states: ".. .an improvement in the terms of trade 
makes it possible for an increased volume of goods and 
services to be purchased by residents out of the income 
generated by a given level of domestic production. Real 
GDI measures the purchasing power of the total 
incomes generated by domestic production, so that 
when the terms of trade change there may be a 
significant divergence between the movements of GOP 
at constant prices and real GDI. The difference between 
the change in GOP at constant prices and real GDI is 
generally described as the trading gain (or loss). The 
differences between movements in GOP at constant 
prices and real GD! are not always small. If imports and 
exports are large relative to GDP, and if the commodity 
composition of the goods and services which make up 
imports and exports are very different, the scope for 
potential trading gains and losses may be large" 
(paragraph 16.152). The recommendation to calculate 
real GDI is not currently implemented in many countries, 
including Canada. We plan its implementation, as it will 
provide a very useful additional analytical construct. 

24. Satellite Accounts 

The 1993 SNA encourages countries to develop 
satellite accounts in a more flexible manner than the 
mainstream SNA accounts. The 1993 SNA provides 
examples of satellite accounts, some which are within 
the economic boundary of the SNA and others which 
extend the boundary. The tourism satellite account is an 
example of the first kind and the valuation of household 
work and environment accounts are examples of the 
second kind. At Statistics Canada, both kinds are under 
development.  

22. lndices-chaInes 

Le SCN de 1993 recommande: "En regle générale, les 
series a prix constants ne devraient pas sétendre sur plus de 
cinq ans ou, a Ia rigueur, plus de dix ans sans changement de 
lannée de référence de lindice" (paragraphe 16.76, traduction). 
II precise en outre: "II est préférable de mesurer les variations 
annuelles du PIB a prix constants a l'aide de lindice de volume 
de Fisher, les variations sur de plus longues périodes pouvant 
ètre mesurées par Ia technique du raccordement, cest-à-dire 
en additionnant les variations annuelles" (paragraphe 1 6.73a). 
Le SCNC compte deja des indices-chalnes; l'un est raccordé 
aux cinq ans en général (les poids actuels renvoient a 1986). 
Deux ensembles dindices-chaines trimestriels sont publlés, 
lun a changement dannée de reference et raccordement 
annuel, l'autre a raccordement trimestriel. 

23. Termes de l'echange 

Le SCN de 1993 recommande d'estimer les gains et pertes 
découlant des variations des termes de léchange en procédant 
au calcul du revenu intérieur brut (RIB) reel. Daprès le SCN de 
1993: "...une amelioration des termes de lechange permet aux 
residents dacquérir un plus gros volume de biens ou de 
services au moyen du revenu tire dun volume donné de 
production intérieure. Le RIB reel représente le pouvoir dachat 
du revenu total créé par Ia production intérieure, de sorte que si 
les termes de lechange connaissent des variations, il peut se 
creuser un écart notable entre les mouvements du PIB a pnx 
constants et ceux du RIB reel, ecart qui est normalement 
designé par 'gain (ou perte) déchange'. Ces écarts entre les 
mouvements du PIB a prix constants et du RIB reel ne sont pas 
toujours modestes. Si les importations et les exportations 
occupent une large place dans Ia formation du PIB, et si Ia 
composition par produit des biens et des services qui 
constituent les importations différe beaucoup de celle des 
exportations, les possibilités de gain ou de perte dechange 
peuvent prendre de très grandes proportions" (paragraphe 
16.152). A l'heure actuelle, bon nombre de pays, dont le 
Canada, nappliquent pas Ia recommandation visant le calcul 
du RIB reel. Nous prevoyoris Ia mettre en oeuvre, car il en 
résultera un nouvel outil danalyse très utile. 

24. Comptes satellites 

Le SCN de 1993 incite les pays a faire preuve de plus de 
souplesse dans l'élaboration des comptes satellites que dans 
celle des comptes principaux du SCN. Le SON de 1993 donne 
des exemples de comptes satellites, certains se situant en deca 
de Ia frontière de Ia production economique dans le SON et 
d'autres qui en sont une extension. Le compte satellite du 
tounsme est un exemple du premier type, alors que l'évaluation 
du travail ménager et les comptes de l'environnement sont des 
exemples du second. Statistique Canada procède actuellement 
a lélaboration de ces deux types de comptes. 
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Concluding Remarks 

Our several adaptations of the recommended 
quidelines and our proposed alternatives are primarily 
prompted by pragmatic considerations. Apart from 
satellite accounts, our implementation approach hardly 
requires significant development of new data sources 
based on economic surveys or censuses. Most of the 
work is of a developmental/analytical nature. By and 
large, the 1993 SNA recommendations are 
implementable in the CSNA and, once implemented, will 
provide a more coherent, integrated analytical 
framework and, and also greater international 
comparability. 

Conclusion 

Les adaptations que nous comptons apporter aux lignes 
directrices recommandées et Jes solutions de rechange 
proposees sont surtout dictées par des considerations dordre 
pratique. Sauf pour les comptes satellites, notre approche en 
vue de Ia rnise en oeuvre du SCN exige trés peu de nouvelles 
sources de données fondées sur des enquètes economiques et 
des recensements. Le travail requis est surtout un d'analyse et 
d'élaboration. Dans lensemble, les recommandations du SCN 
de 1993 pourront être appliquees dans le SCNC; une fois le 
travail terminé, ii en résultera un cadre danalyse plus coherent 
et mieux intégré et qui facilitera aussi Ia comparaison entre 
pays.
