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The System of National Accounts

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed
since the close of the Second World War in a series of
publications relating to their constituent parts. These have now
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a
“System of National Accounts”. For purposes of identification,
all publications (containing tables of statistics, descriptions of
conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and
methods) which make up this System carry the term “System of
National Accounts” as a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of
sevaral parts, The annual and quarterly Income and
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying
the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, the first set of
statistics to be referred to with the title “National Accounts”
(National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance of
Intemational Payments data (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact,
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of
the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The Catalogue
Nos. carrying the prefix 15 also provide measures of the
contribution of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at
factor cost as well as Productivity Measures.

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross
Domestic Product by Industry use the establishment as the
primary unit of industrial production. Measures of financial
transactions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts
{Catalogue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and the
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors.
Balance sheets of outstanding assets and liabilities are
published annually.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present,
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the
establishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research on
enterprise company establishment relationships; it may
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one
basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National
Accounts bears a close relationship to the intemational
standard as described in the United Nations publication: A
System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No.
2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of Economic and Social
Affairs, United Nations, New York, 1968).

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait I'objet depuis la fin de
la Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publications portant
sur leurs éléments constitutifs. Ils ont connu une telle évolution gu'on
peut maintenant tes gqualifier de “Systéme de comptabilité nationale”.
Aux fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font partie du
systéme (elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, [a description du
cadre théonque et I'explication des sources et des méthodes) portent ie
titre général de “Systdme de comptabilité nationale™.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en
plusieurs catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels
des revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le
numéro de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le premier
ensemble de statistiques a étre connu sous le titre de “Comptes
nationaux” (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépenses). Les données
sur la balance canadienne des paiements internationaux (numéro de
catalogue commengant par 67) font également partie du systéme de
comptabilite nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des
revenus et dépenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de biens
et services figure dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties du systdme
{numéro de catalogue commengant par 15). Les publications dont le
numéro de catalogue commence par 15 comprennent aussi les
mesures de I'apport de chague branche d'activité au total du produit
intérieur brut au colOt des facteurs ainsi que les mesures de
productivité.

L'établissement est l'unité primaire de production industrielle tant
dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les estimations du produit
intérieur brut par activité économique. Les comptes de flux financiers
{publications dont le numéro de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent
les opérations financiéres. Les catégories de préteurs et d'instruments
financiers forment les éléments de base de ces statistiques et la
personne morale est le point de départ du classement des agents
économiques. Les comptes du bilan des actifs et passifs en circulation
sont disponibles annuellement.

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble
conceptuellement intégré dans leguel les diverses catégories de
comptes peuvent étre considérées comme des sous-systémes
étroitement liés entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, on ne
peut faire de comparaison directe entre les éléments basés sur
I'établissement et ceux qui sont basés sur 'entité juridique que lorsque
les données sont groupées dans des catégories trés générales.
Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recherches sur les relations
entre I'entreprise, la société et I'établissement. |l sera peut-étre possible
un jour de reclasser les données établies sur une certaine base
(I'établissement par exemple) de manigre a les faire correspondre aux
données établies sur une autre base (société ou entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systéme de comptabilité nationale du
Canada suit de trés prés la norme internationale exposée dans la
publication des Nations Unies intitulée Systdme de comptabilité
nationale (Etudes méthodologiques, série F, no 2, rév. 3, Bureau de
statistique, Département des affaires économiques et sociales, Nations
Unies, New York, 1970).

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Overview of economic developments

FOURTH QUARTER 1994

Powered by strong domestic demand and a further
widening of the trade surplus (Chart 1), real gross
domestic product grew 1.4% in the fourth quarter and
4.5% in 1994 as a whole. The rate of advance over the
past few quarters has been comparable to that in the
expansionary period in 1987 and 1988 (Chart 2).

Despite the rapid increase in production, total
borrowing declined modestly through 1994 (Chart 3) as
high interest rates and tighter fiscal policies dampened
credit demand while surging profits allowed companies
to finance investment projects internally.

Real GDP growth in 1994 *

Apercu de la situation économique

QUATRIEME TRIMESTRE DE 1994

Soutenu par une forte demande intérieure et par une autre
progression de I'excédent commercial (graphique 1), le produit
intérieur brut réel s’accroit de 1,4% au quatriéme trimestre de
1994 et de 4,5% pour lI'ensemble de l'année. Le taux de
progression au cours des demiers trimestres est comparable a
celui observé au cours de la période d’expansion de 1987 et de
1988 (graphique 2).

En dépit de I'accroissement rapide de la production, le total
des emprunts ne diminue que légerement en 1994 (graphique
3), alors que des taux d'intérét élevés et des politiques fiscales
plus restrictives viennent atténuer la demande de crédit et que
des bénéfices en forte hausse permettent aux compagnies
d'autofinancer leurs projets d’investissement.

Consumers and businesses spend more

Domestic demand was considerably more buoyant
than in the summer months, accounting for three-fifths of
the fourth quarter rise in GDP. Consumer spending and
business fixed investment each increased more than
1%, while government outlays on current goods and
services continued to fall in volume terms.

The rise in personal expenditure was made possible
by a 1.0% gain in personal income which, in turn, was
mostly due to higher paid hours of employment. After
deduction of income taxes, disposable income grew

Les consommateurs et les entreprises dépensent
davantage

Au quatrieme trimestre de 1994, la demande intérieure a
été beaucoup plus ferme que pendant les mois d'été, et rend
compte des trois cinquiemes de la croissance du PIB. Les
dépenses des consommateurs et [linvestissement des
entreprises en capital fixe augmentent tous deux de plus de
1%, tandis que les dépenses publiques courantes en biens et
services continuent de baisser en volume.

L'accroissement des dépenses personnelles est la
conséquence d’'une hausse de 1,0% du revenu personnel, qui
s'explique a son tour principalement par la hausse de la durée
de l'emploi rémunéré. Aprés déduction des impbts sur le
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0.7%, significantly more than the 0.3% increase in
consumer prices. Households saved less and took on
more consumer credit (Chart 4) during the run-up to
Christmas. Purchases of new automobiles and other
durable goods were up quite sharply.

Business plant and equipment investment also rose
significantly (Chart 5), encouraged by hefty profits. The
increase in 1994 as a whole was 7.7% in volume terms,
the highest growth rate since 1988. In the fourth quarter
businesses spent more on non-residential building,
automobiles and trucks, industrial machinery, office
machines and telecommunications equipment. In
contrast, new housing construction, which is more
sensitive to high interest rates, fell for the second
consecutive quarter. The decline was mirrored in
mortgage borrowing.

Exporters and importers enjoy booming
markets

Merchandise exports jumped 8.0% in volume during
the fourth quarter and 15.1% in the year - the highest
annual growth rate in a decade (they rose 18.6% in
1984). It was the twelfth consecutive strong quarterly
increase. The depreciation of the Canadian dollar since
1991 has made exports more price-competitive while
foreign markets have been expanding. Exports of motor
vehicles and office machines and equipment each
accounted for more than a quarter of the advance.

The rise in merchandise imports, 6.1% in the quarter
and 13.1% for the year, was smaller than that of exports,
in part because domestic demand grew less rapidly in
Canada than in the United States, the largest buyer of
Canadian products.

Inflation lowest since 1961

The GDP implicit price index increased 0.6% in
1994, the lowest annual rate since 1961 (when it was
0.4%). Export and import prices both rose significantly,
but domestic costs were held tightly in check as unit
labour costs tumbled 1.3%.

The fourth quarter inflation rate was little changed
from the previous quarter. Export prices continued to rise
rapidly but the domestic inflation rate was just 0.3%.

Les exportateurs et les importateurs profitent de
marchés en pleine expansion

Les exportations de marchandises augmentent de 8,0% en
volume au quatrieme trimestre, et de 15,1% pour I'année, soit
le taux de croissance annuel le plus élevé en dix ans (la hausse
avait été de 18,6% en 1984). Il s’agit du douziéme trimestre
consécutif de forte croissance. La dépréciation du dollar
canadien depuis 1991 a rendu les prix des exportations plus
compétitifs, dans une période ou les marchés étrangers sont en
expansion. Les exportations de véhicules automobiles et celles
de machines et de matériel de bureau expliquent chacune plus
du quart de la progression totale.

L'augmentation des importations de marchandises (6,1%
au quatrieme trimestre, 13,1% pour l'année) est moins forte
que celle des exportations, en partie parce que la demande
intérieure progresse moins rapidement au Canada qu'aux
Etats-Unis, le principal pays acheteur de produits canadiens.

Linflation est a son plus bas depuis 1961

L'indice implicite de prix du PIB augmente de 0,6% en
1994, soit le taux de croissance annuel le plus bas depuis celui
de 0,4% enregistré en 1961. Tant les prix des exportations que
ceux des importations augmentent de fagon marquée, mais les
colts intérieurs sont fermement maitrisés, les colts unitaires
de main-d'oeuvre chutant de 1,3%.

Le taux d'inflation au quatriéme trimestre reste sans grand
changement par rapport au trimestre précédent. Les prix des
exportations continuent de croitre rapidement, mais le taux
d'inflation intérieur n’est que de 0,3%.
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Demand for funds weakens

While higher interest rates did little to moderate
consumer borrowing, business and govemment credit
demand dropped sharply. Federal borrowing, in
particular, fell to its lowest level in a year and a half
(Chart 6). There was also a further decrease in mortgage
financing. The result was a substantial drop in total
domestic borrowing, which peaked one year ago.

La demande de financement s'affaiblit

La hausse des taux d’intérét n'a guére freiné les emprunts
des consommateurs, mais la demande de crédit par les
entreprises et les administrations baisse fortement. Les
emprunts fédéraux, en particulier, tombent a leur plus bas
niveau en un an et demi (graphique 6). On observe une autre
diminution des emprunts hypothécaires. Il en résulte une forte
baisse dans les emprunts intérieurs, qui avaient atteint un
sommet il y a un an.

This table presents estimates of each sector’s sav-
ing, its investment in non-financial assets and its
resulting net lending or borrowing. The Financial
Flow Accounts (Catalogue 13-014) provide similar
estimates derived from financial data. An important
difference between the Income and Expenditure
Accounts and the Financial Flow Accounts relates to
the treatment of “net inheritances and migrants’
funds”, a capital transfer item (see Table 20, line 15).
While these funds represent a source of funds during
the current period, they result from an accumulation
during previous periods in other countries. They are
not a source of saving from current transactions.
Accordingly, net inheritances and migrants’ funds
are netted against the surplus or deficit on transac-
tions with non-residents, thereby reducing the
source of funds from non-residents. They are also
netted against investment outlays by the persons
and unincorporated business sector, thereby reduc-
ing its disposition of funds by the same amount. For
details, see the Capital Finance Accounts in Tables
18 and 29 of the annual National Income and
Expenditure Accounts (Catalogue 13-201)
