Salary Earners

Employees in receipt of a salary based on monthly
or annual rates of pay. These employees may be of a
continuing, term, seasonal, sessional or part-time na-
ture.

Wage Earnexs

Employees in receipt of a wage based on hourly,
daily or weekly rates of pay.

Full-Time Wage Earners

Employees who occupy a continuing full-time posi-
tion,

Other Wage Earners

Employees who do not occupy a continuing full-
time position. Examples are: seasonal, part-time and
casual wage earners.

Number of Employees

Represents the number of persons on the payroll
for the last pay period reported in each month.

Gross Payrolls

Payrolls reported are the gross payrolls of all
persons paid for work done during the month whether they
were on strength at the end of the month or not. They
include retroactive pay, salary adjustments and over-
time payments.

¥ris publication provides a summary of the number
of wmplovees and the gross payrolls of the governments
of the Canadian provinces and the Yukon and Northwest
Territories. (Only partial data are available at this
time for the Province of British Columbia.) The data
are presented on a monthly basis with quarterly totals.

The purpose of this survey of provincial govern-
ment employment is to (1) provide statistics on the
provincial government component of the national labour
force and national accounts income and expenditure se-
ries, (2) provide governments with figures which will
serve their needs for statistical measurements of em-
ployment, (3) make such data available to research
groups, students and the general public,

An analysis of the general government services
(as detailed in The Canadian System of Government
Financial Management Statistics, Catalogue 68.506) is
given by "function'". This analysis is useful in three
ways. First, it permits a detailed study of the em-
ployment in each province according to major functions
or purposes, Since these functions are not altered by
changes in administrative structure which occur from
time to time, they permit the development of a series
which 18 consistent, with minor changes, over an ex-
tended period. Second, since differences in adminis-
trative establishment do not seriously affect a func-
tional classification, it is possible to measure em-
ployment in comparable terms between provinces as well
as between various levels of government. Third, this
classification permits analysis, for each function, of
i relationship between expenditures on employment
and total expenditure.

isiverage

Data in the report consist of two major groups
as follows:

1. Provincial general government services, in this

publication are comprised of

(a) departments of government;

(b) administrative, regulatory and special funds which
perform functions similar to those of departments
and which may be organized as boards, commissions
or agencies;

(c) government -owned and financially supported insti-
tutions such as those engaged in education, health
and welfare gservices or in the administration of
justice.

2. Provincial government enterprises

A provincial government enterprise is an orga-
nized entity, usually corporate, which (a) is estab-
lished by a political decision-making body to produce
goods and/or services for sale on the open market at a
price related to costs, (b) maintains an independent
system of accounts that permits the charging of spe-
cific elements of costs against the revenue derived
from its sale of goods and/or services, {(c) has a rel-
atively autonomous management in the conduct of day-
to-day operations, and (c) is staffed by personnel not
normally subject to the statutory requirements governing
employment in the general public service.

The user of these statistics is advised to avoid
making direct comparison between the numbers of employ-
ees reported and the payrolls reported, the reason for
this being that numbers relate to the last day of the
month wherever possible and otherwise to the final pay
period of the month. Since in certain categories,
especially casual employment, considerable fluctuations
in numbers employed occur during & month, it will be
seen that a comparison between the payrolls of all per-

sons employed during the month and the number on strength

at the end of the month would, in many cases, not be
valid.

The number of employees reported
for the last pay period in June 1974 was 335,802 an
increase of 6.27% from the 316,296 reported for the same
pay period in March 1974, The decrease in gross earning
for this pay period is the result of the additional pay
