The Labour Coats Survey is designed to meet the 
need for information regarding the composition of the 
total wage package and, in particular, to measure the 
significance of those items which are often referred 
to as fringe benefits'. The results of the survey 
may be useful to those involved in collective bargaining 
and will also be of value in improving the estimates of 
labour income and in the development of better produc-
tivity measures. The Labour Costs Survey covers the 
various industry divisions in the economy on a rotating 
cycle of approximately three years. (1) 

This report was prepared by the Employment Sec-
tion, Labour Division of Statistics Canada and the 
Surveys Division, Economics and Research Branch of the 
Canada Department of Labour. It is presented in three 
parts - Part 1, Sunanary and Explanations, Part II, 
Tables and Part III, Technical Notes, which include 
definitions of terms used and additional information as 
to the specific nature of each item covered.

Summary and Explanations 

This survey covered approximately 3,000 esta-
blishments in this industry division which employed 20 
or more persons in at least one month in the year 
1970. This size cut-off was used so that the data 
would be compatible with the monthly Survey of Employ-
ment and Payrolls conducted by Statistics Canada and 
the Working Conditions Survey of the Canada Department 
of Labour. It is estimated that about 90 7, of all em-
ployees in this industry division are in the employ of 
the larger firms covered. 

The survey found that in 1970 the average total 
cost per employee to employers in the Transportation, 
Communication and Other Utilities industry was $8,523, 
of which $7,831 represented direct payments to employ-
ees and the remaining $692 represented employer pay-
ments to employee welfare and benefit plans. 

These figures represent costs to the employer 
rather than the benefits received by employees. For 
example, the data include payments made by the employ-
er to such funds as workmen's compensation and not the 
benefit received by employees from these funds. As 
well, one must note that the costs covered by the sur-
vey do not exhaust the costs associated with employing 
labour. Among the "labour cost" items not measured 
are stock option plans, cafeteria operations, parking, 
etc. A full list of inclusions and exclusions may be 
found on page 146. 

Elements of Labour Costs 

The kinds of labour costs associated with employ-
ees both in the general management, administrative and 
clerical categories and in the flight crew and opera-
ting employee categories are usually thought to be dif-
ferent from those associated with employees in other 
occupational groups. Accordingly, the survey asked for 
separate data for each group. The classification of 
employees is based on an occupational distinction rath-
er than on the means of remuneration. Salaried employ-
ees comprise managerial, professional and clerical 
workers; flight crews and operating employees, comprise 
those employees actually travelling with the aircraft, 
train, truck, bus, or ship as the case may be; wage-
earners are other employees such as maintenance, ship-
ing, warehousing staffs etc. In the Transportation, 

crmnunication and Other Utilities industry some 34.6 7. 
f all employees are classified as salaried or adminis-

trative employees, 12.6 7. as flight crews and operating 
employees and the remaining 52.8 7. as wage earners. In 
1970 the average annual costs per employee(1) for the 
principal components of this industry were:

Another way to measure labour cost is in relation 
t. ,  hours paid. For example, average hourly earnings 
or hourly wage rates are commonly used labour statis-
tics. The Labour Costs Survey collects hours data for 
w.Ige-earners and these were used to calculate labour 
costs per paid hour and cents per hour worked(2) for 
this group of employees.

It should be noted that many employers do not keep 
accurate records of sick leave and personal leave and, 
particularly, in the case of salaried employees records 
are not kept by a large number of employers. Consequen-
tly, the average costs for sick leave and personal leave 
are often estimated or are not known and may be under-
stated.

In addition to the tabulation of estimates for 
all establishments in this industry division, tabula-
tions of data have been made only for those establish-
ments which reported expenditures for each specific 
cost item. These tabulations are compiled on the basis 
of expenditures actually reported and include the per- 
centages of employees in each category, who are employed 
in establishments which reported an expenditure for 
each specific item. Therefore, it should be noted that 
these figures are additive only for those establishments 
which reported expenditures for all of the individual 
items. 

Charts 6 and 7 on pages 21 and 22 compare the 
annual Costs in dollars per employee of the various la-
bour cost items for all establishments with those which 
reported expenditures for specific items.

Notes techniques 

Coverage 

The Labour Costa Survey, 1970 covered all esta-
blishments (approximately 3,000) in the industry divi-
sion '1ransportation, Communication and Other Utilities 
(1960 S.I.C. 501-579) which are included in the monthly 
survey of larger firms, Employment Payrolls and Man-
Hours that is, firms having 20 or more employees in any 
one month of the year. however, for the convenience of 
reporting, the Labour Costs Survey, 1970 included the 
Air Services Component of the Department of Transport; 
whereas, the monthly survey of Employment Payrolls and 
Man-hours covers airport services only. 

Multi-establishment companies are permitted to 
combine reports for those establishments within the same 
industrial classification and province. 

The Labour Costs Survey measures both direct and 
indirect employer expenditures for the more significant 
items of labour cost. Respondents are asked to provide 
data under the following headings: 

1. Direct payments to employees comprising 

(a) Pay for time worked. 
(b) Paid absence. 
(c) Miscellaneous direct payments. 

2. Employer contributions to Employee benefit plans 
comprising 

(a) Payments required by law. 
(b) Payments to benefit plans and funds. 

Expenditures in (1) above are those paid by the 
employer to the employee directly and do not include 
payments made to an employee from funds. Employer 
expenditures representing amounts paid by him into funds 
are reported under(2). 

Respondents are requested to provide separate data 
for salaried employees, for wage-earners and, where ap-
plicable for operating employees or flight crews. Cop-
ies of the questionnaires will be found at the end of 
this report. 

Exclusiona 

Data for the following are excluded from the 
survey 

(a) All data for proprietors of unincorporated 
business. 

(b) Fees paid to members of the Board of Direc-
tors. 

(c) All employee contributions to shared cost pro-
grannies. 

(d) Stock or stock options. 
(a) Payments in kind that are not deemed to be 

taxable income in the hands of employees. 
(f) Costs of, cafeteria operations, transporta- 

tion, parking, recreational services, "in- 
plant" medical care and other services. 

Estimates of Labour Coats 

The estimates in this report are representative 
of selected employer labour costs in the establishments 
in the Transportation, Coesnunication and other Utilities 
Industry covered by this survey.

The following ratios are used in this report: 

(a) Expenditures in dollars per annum per employee for 
all employees, salaried employees, wage-earners 
and, where applicable, operating employees or 
flight crews. 

(b) Expenditures as percentages of total wage package 
for all employees and for each category sep-
parately. 

(c) Expenditures as percentages of gross payroll for 
all employees, and for each category separately. 

(d) Expenditures as percentages of basic or straight 
time pay for regular work. 

(e) Expenditures in cents per paid hour for wage-
earners. 

(f) Expenditures in cents per hour worked (1) for 
wage -earners. 

(g) hours as percentages of total paid hours for wage-
earners. 

To the extent that data meet the criteria for pub-
lication estimates are presented for the industry divi-
sion - Transportation, Comunicatton and other Utilities, 
for individual components and for the various geographic 
regions. 

Estimates for each expenditure item covered by 
the survey are tabulated in two different ways - for 
all establishments and for those establishments that 
reported expenditures for specific cost items. 

The report also contains an analysis of paid hours 
for wage-earners who are normally paid by the hour. A 
reference table shows the numbers of employees in each 
category used as the basis for labour cost estimates. 
The report also contains tables showing comparisons 
between 1970 data for Finance, Insurance and Real Es-
tate, 1969 data for Mines, Quarries and Oil Wells and 
1968 data for Manufacturing. 

Interpretation of the Statistics 

When making comparisons it should be noted that 
a number of factors affect employer expenditures for 
specific items, in particular those items which do not 
represent direct labour coats. The principal factors to 
be considered are: 

(a) The amount of coverage provided under specific 
benefit plans and the provisions governing them. 
Variations in the price of similar plans and in 
cost factors such as age and sex mixes should also 
be taken into account. 

(b) The extent to which employees contribute towards 
the cost of specific benefits. 

(c) The variations in industrial mix. 

(d) The variations in legislation (federal and pro-
vincial) affecting individual labour cost items. 

(e) The provisions of collective agreements. 
(f) The variations in the methods of financing of pro-

vincial medicare progra,anes. 

When using the tables which compare labour costs 
in the Transportation, Cossnunication and Other Utilities 
Industry with those in other industries, the differences 
in employment practices and working conditions in the 
various industries and the fact that the surveys relate 
to different years must be taken into account. 

Where existing record-keeping practices did not 
readily provide the necessary data, estimates were used. 
For example, where a multi-establishment firm reported 

(I) Total hours worked, including overtime. 
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a single expenditure for a pension plan the Cost was 
divided among the individual establishments on a pro-
rated basis using the same percentage ratio that the 
total cost of this particular item bears to the total 
company gross payroll for the particular category of 
employee, 

Some respondents were not able to provide data 
geographically on the basis requested. In such cases 
data which closely corresponded were accepted.

Definitions 

Reference period. - The Labour Costs Survey, 1970, 
related to the Calendar Year 1970. However, a small 
number of respondents provided data based on their own 
financial year because they were unable to report for 
the calendar year. 

Salaried employees comprise executives (whether 
or not members of the Board of Directors), managers, 
professionals, technical, clerical and supervisory 
staffs above the Level of working foremen. 

Operating employees and Flight personnel: In the 
Air Transport industry flight personnel comprise em-
ployees actually engaged in the operation of the air-
craft and those travelling with the aircraft as crew. 
For other modes of transport operating employees com-
prise all employees actually travelling with the vehi-
cle such as long distance drivers, conductors and en-
gineers. 

Wage-earners comprise all other employees such 
as: working foremen; production workers; drivers, oper-
sting staffs and crews not classified as "operating 
employees'; shipping, warehousing, delivery, main-
tenance and construction staffs. 

Standard work week is the number of hours and 
days of work normally scheduled for the majority of 
full-time employees reported in each category defined 
above. 

Time worked is the total time an employee spends 
at work and includes rest periods, wash-up time, stand-
by, call-in time, etc. In some cases, particularly for 
salaried employees, time worked was calculated by using 
the standard work week. 

Note: Pay for time worked includes pay for work done by 
employees for whom the basis of remuneration does 
not involve a time element, such as a mileage 
basis. 

Basic pay (pay at regular rates) comprises pay at 
regular, straight-time or mileage rates etc. including 
incentive and cost of living bonuses and commissions. 

Premium pay comprises payments made by employers 
in excess of basic straight-time pay for overtime, hol-
iday work, shift work and other additional pay covering 
items such as week-end work on rotation shifts, danger-
ous work, dirty work, etc. 

Paid absence comprises paid holidays, vacation, 
sick leave, including industrial injury, and personal 
leave such as bereavement leave, jury duty, etc. 

Miscellaneous direct payments comprise items such 
as Christmas and other non-production bonuses, separa-
tion pay, retirement allowances (including unfunded pen-
sion payments), supplementary unemployment benefits, and 
retroactive pay for a period prior to the survey year

(b) Benefit plans comprise pension plans; life insur-
ance and related plans such as travel insurance, 
accidental desth and dismemberment benefits, etc.; 
health insurance and related plans such as hospi-
