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THE SYSThM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed 
since the close of the Second Yorld Var in a series of publi-
cations relating to their constituent parts. These have now 
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a 
"System of National Accounts". For purposes of identifica-
tion, all publications (containing tables of statistics, descrip-
tions of conceptual frameworks, and descriptions of sources 
and methods) which make up this System will now carry the 
term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expendi-
ture Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying  the 
prefix 13)  were, historically speaking, the first set of statis-
tics to be referred to with the title "National Accounts" 
(National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance 
of International Payments data, (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
67), in their more summary form, are also part of the System 
of National Accounts and they. In fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables 
of the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes 
of Real Domestic Product by Industry (included with Cata-
gue Nos. carrying  the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" 
measures of the contribution of each industry to gross domes-
tic product at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in 
Productivity Studies (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domes-
tic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary 
unit of industrial production. Measures of financial trans-
actions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Cata-
logue Nos. with prefix 13)-  Types of lenders and financial 
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics, and the 
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. 
Also, provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are suffi-
ciently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually Integrated framework in which the various parts 
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, 
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the estab-
lishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal 
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of 
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research 
on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; it may 
eventually be feasible to rec1assi' the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise 
basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication, "A 
System of National Accounts" (Studies in Methods, Series F. 
No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical Office. Department of Economic and 
Social Affairs, United Nations, New York, 1968). 

LE SYSthME lIE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux on (alt l'objet depuis 
Ia fin de la Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de pu-
blications portant sur leurs elements constitutits. us ont connu 
une telle evolution qu'on peut maintenant lea quallflet de ''Sys-
tème de cornptabilité nationale". Aux fins d'identiflcation, 
toutes les publications qui font partie du système (elles con-
tiennent des tableaux statistiques, l'explicatlon des cadres 
théoriques et l'explication des sources et des méthodes) porte-
ront désormais le titre général de "Système de comptabilité 
nationale". 

Le système de comptabilite nationale du Canada se divise 
en plusieurs categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et 
trimestriels de revenu et de dépenses (publiés dans les bulletins 
dont le numéro de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le 
premier ensemble de statistiques a étre connu sous le titre de 
"Comptesnationaux" (Comptes nationaux. revenus et dépenses). 
Lea données sur Ia balance des paiements internationaux (come-
ros do catalogue commençant par 67) font également partie, anus 
leur forme sommaire, du système de comptabilité nationale; elles 
ont niéme existé avant les comptes de revenu et de depenses. 

Une nomenclatpre, sensiblement augmentee. d'lndustries et 
de biens et services figure dens les tableaux d'intrants et ex-
trants (input-output) du système (numéro de catalogue commen-
cant par 15). Les indices du produit intérieur reel par industrie 
(compris dens les publications dont les numéros de catalogue 
commencentpar6l)mesurent, en "dollars constants", l'apport de 
chaque branche d'activité au produit intérleur brut an coQt des 
facteurs. Un rapport est établi entre intrants et extrants dans lea 
etudes de productivite (publications dont les numeros de catalo-
gue commencent par 14). 

L'établissement sen d'unité de base de Ia production indus-
trielle tent dens los tableaux 'input-output' que dens lea Indices 
du produit intérteur reel. Les cornptes de flux financiers (publi-
cations dont les numéros de catalogue commencent par 13) mesu-
rent les operations tinanciéres, Les categories de préteurs et 
d'instruments financiers torment les elements de base de ces 
statistiques et Ia personne morale est le point de depart du 
classement des agents économiques. Ei outre, le système a ete 
concu de façon a pouvoir incorporer les comptes de bilans (gut 
prennent pour objet le patrimoine) lorsque lea donnees s'y rappor-
tent seront suffisamment développées. 

Le système de comptabilite natlonale constitue un ensemble 
conceptuellement intégré dens Iequel les diverses categories 
de comptes peuvent etre considérees comme des sous-systèmes 
étroitement lies entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, 
on ne peut faire de comparaison directe entre les elements bases 
surl'etablissement et ceux qui sont bases sur l'entlté légale que 
Iorsque les données sont groupees dens des categories très 
générales. Toutefols, Statistique Canada poursuit ses re-
cherches sur les relations entre I'entrepnise. Ia societe et l'eta-
blissement. 11 sera peut-ètre possible un jour de reclasser les 
données fondees, par exemple, sur l'établissement de manière 
a les faire correspondre aux données établies d'après Ia soclété 
ou l'entneprise. 

Dens ses grandes lignes. le système de comptabilite na-
tionale du Canada est etroitement relie k Ia norme internationale 
exposée dens Ia publication des Nations Unies A system of 
National Accounts (Etudes méthodologiques, série F. No 2, Rev. 
3, Bureau de statistique, Department des affaires économiques 
et sociales, Nations Unies, New York, 1968). 
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Gross National Product in the first quarter of 1975, 
seasonally adjusted at annual rates was $146.5 billion, 
up 0.3 per cent from the last three months of 1974. 
In real terms, GNP declined by 1.4 per cent.

GNP declined on the quarter by 1.4% and was 
down 2.0% from the peak achieved in the first quarter of 
1974. The quarter was characterized by a recovery in 
consumer expenditure. further deterioration in residential 
construction and in the external trade sector, and some 
moderation in the rate of change of prices. Despite the 
continuation of the recessionary pattern which began in the 
second quarter of 1974, growth in the first quarter was 
reasonably strong in all major expenditure categories with 
the exception of exports and the rate of inventory accumu-
lation: thus, final domestic demand, which excludes these 
components, was up 1.5% in real terms on the year and 
1.3% on the quarter. 

After six consecutive quarters of inventory accumu-
lation on the order of $2,000 to $3,000 million, the value 
of the physical change in inventories in the first quarter was 
$1,076 million, down over $2,000 million from the pre-
vious quarter. While the change in farm inventories and 
grain in commercial channels was up by about $250 
million, the value of the physical change in non-farm 
husiness inventories declined by over $2,500 million: of 
this decreased accumulation, about 70% was accounted for 
h\ the manufacturing sector, where the VPC in inventories 

as $276 million alter an exceptional $2,080 million 
,ccumulation in the fourth quarter. Within manufacturing, 
the decline in the rate of accumulation was strongest in the 
durable goods category, particularly in the transportation 
equipment and electrical products industries. Wholesale 
and retail trade both showed declines in the rate of 
inventory accumulation: in the former, a decline in du-
rabIes and an increase in non-durahies left, on balance, a 
moderate decline in the rate of accumulation. In retail 
trade, the decline was concentrated in non-durahles. 

The significance of the first quarter decline in 
inventory accumulation is rather ambiguous at this point. 
On the one hand, the real drop in inventory investment 
was greater than the overall decrease in constant dollar 
GNE, so that the quarter would have shown some real 
growth had inventories been accumulated at the same rate 
as in the fourth quarter. However, while not a guarantee of 
recovery, a slowdown in accumulation or an actual decline 
in inventory stocks typically precedes an upturn, as busi-
ness liquidate stocks before resuming full-scale production: 
thus, one might interpret the first quarter decrease in 
inventory accumulation as being a normal, albeit some-
what painful, harbinger of economic recovery later in the 
year. It should he pointed out in this context, however, that 
decreased shipments in manufacturing resulted in an

étaient imputables au secteur de Ia fabrication, øü Ia valeur de 
Ia variation matérielle des stocks a été de $276 millions, 
comparativement au niveau exceptionnellement ClevC de $2,-
080 millions au quatrième trimestre de 1974. Au sein du secteur 
proprement dit, Ia haisse du taux de formation a été particulie-
rement forte dans Ic cas de hi catégorie des biens durables, et 
surtout dans les industries du materiel de transport et des 
produits Clectriques. II y a eu Cgalement reduction du taux de 
formation des stocks dans Ic commerce de gros et celui de 
detail: dans Ic premier cas, une reduction pour les biens 
durables et une augmentation pour les hiens non durables 
devaient se solder par un recul modéré du taux de formation. 
Quant au commerce dc detail, Ia haisse a surtout touché les 
biens non durables. 

La signification de Ia reduction du taux de formation des 
stocks au premier trimestre est plutOt ambigUe a cc stade. D'un 
cOtC, Ia baisse réelfe des mises en stocks a etC superieure a Ia 
diminution globale de Ia DNB en dollars constants, de sorte que 
les chiffres pour Ic premier trimestre auraient dCi faire ressortir 
une croissance réelle quelconque si Ics stocks avaient continue 
a s'accumuler au mCme rythme qu'au trimestre precedent. 
Mais, mCme s'il n'annonce pas une reprise, un ralentissement 
dc Ia formation ou mCme une haisse des stocks precede en regle 
generale une reprise, car les entreprises liquident leurs stocks 
avant de reprendre Ia production sur une grande Cchelle. On 
pourrait donc interpreter Ia baisse de Ia formation des stocks au 
premier trimestre de l'année comme un signe avant-coureur 
normal, quolqu'un peu penible, d'une reprise de I'économie 
dans le courant dc l'annCe.

despite the decrease in inventory accumulation: although 
inventory movements are notoriously difficult to forecast, 
this might indicate a further substantial decline in the 
change in business inventories in the second quarter. In any 
event, the rather special nature of inventory changes 
together with the strength in final domestic demand (ex-
cluding housing) suggests a relatively healthy domestic 
economy, with the majär weakness being the foreign 
S ctor. 

Exports of goods and services, which account for 
about one quarter of Gross National Expenditure, were 
down by 4.6% in the first quarter to a level of $38,196 
million, reflecting the current recession in the United States 
and elsewhere. Imports increased marginally to a level of 
$44,760 million, resulting in a trade deficit of $6,564 
million, an increase of over $2,000 million from the 
previous record established in the fourth quarter of 1974. 
The decline in exports was concentrated in the merchan-
dise component which fell 5.8% largely as a result of 
declines in exports of crude petroleum, automobiles, and 
auto parts. Since the primary destination of these goods is 
the U.S.. there is ground for cautious optimism for im-
provement in the latter part of the year, as the consensus 
among U.S. forecasters is for moderately strong growth in 
that country in the last two quarters of 1975. 

Personal expenditure on consumer goods and ser-
vices rose to a level of $86,204 million in the first quarter, 
up 3.4 17,, from fourth quarter 1974: in volume terms, this 
represents an increase of' 1.4%. Led by a substantial 
increase in expenditure on new passenger cars, spending 
on consumer durable goods increased by 6.7% from an 
extremely weak fourth quarter. Expenditure on semi-
durable and non-durable goods increased by 3.9% and 
2.1% respectively during the quarter: the increase in semi-
durables was widely spread among items such as clothing, 
footwear and household furnishings. Within the non-
durable component, spending on food increased but at a 
lesser rate than in the previous quarter. Consumer expendi-
ture on services increased by 3.0%, again a lower rate of 
growth than in the fourth quarter. 

It is interesting to note that the 3.4% increase in 
consumer spending in the first quarter was considerably 
larger than the corresponding 2.0% rise in personal dispos-
able income, resulting in a drop of almost $1,000 million 
in the rate of personal saving. The reason for this decrease 
is open to speculation, but it may have resulted in part 
from increased consumer spending in anticipation of in-
come tax refunds, which were irregularly low in the first 
quarter due to a delay in the passage of the legislation 
enabling the tax changes introduced in the November 
budget. 

After two quarters of relative weakness, total Gross 
Fixed Capital Formation strengthened somewhat in the 
first quarter and increased by 3.6% to a level of $35,448 
million. The increase in capital outlays was accompanied 
by a significant moderation in the rate of price chanc 
The first quarter real growth rate of 1.7% was enurc

11 est intéressant de noter que I'accroissement de 3.4% 
des dépenses de consommation au premier trimestre est con-
sidérablement supCrieur ii Ia hausse correspondante de 2.0% du 
revenu personnel disponible, cc qui s'est traduit par une chute 
de presque $1,000 millions du taux de I 'epargne personnelle. La 
cause de cette baisse n'est pas encore connue, mais dIe peut 
s'expliquer par un accroissement des depenses de consomma-
tion dans I'attente de remboursements fiscaux, lesquels ont été 
exceptionnellement has au premier trimestre en raison de 
retards dans I'adoption de La legislation pertinente. 

AprCs deux trimestres de faiblesse relative. Ia formation 
brute de capital fixe totale s'est quelque peu rafl'ermie au 
premier trimestre de I'année, puisqu'eIle a augmente de 3.6 17,' 
pour atteindre $35,448 millions. L'accroissement des dCpensi.'. 
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accounted for by investment in non-residential construc-
tiofl and machinery and equipment, which for the first time 
since the first quarter of 1974 outweighed the decreases in 
residential investment: the latter fell in the first quarter by 
10.2% in real terms. This was the third consecutive quarter 
of substantial declines in residential construction, resulting 
in a real first quarter level 25.8% lower than that of a year 
ago. The first quarter decline in this component was much 
stronger in apartment building than in single dwelling 
construction, and the resulting change in the building mix 
led to an increase in the price of the average dwelling, and 
hence in the implicit price index for residential construc-
tion. The deterioration in investment in residential con-
struction reflects the decrease in housing starts which 
occured in the last three quarters of 1974: housing starts 
again declined in the first quarter but much less sharply 
than in the previous quarter, and given the increase in 
building permits in the first quarter, residential construc-
tion should show less weakness in the second quarter. 

The strongest component of capital expenditure 
was business investment in machinery and equipment 
which increased in real terms by 5.2% and largely compen-
sated 11r the fourth quarter weakness. However, a large 
portion of the increase was supplied by Imports and the 
impact on domestic industry was reduced accordingly. 
Business investment in plant and equipment rose by 6.2% 
in current dollars compared with 5.2% in the fourth quar-
ter. and price increases decelerated substantially in these 
Ck Oil I It IIICfl I'. 
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expenditure rose by I. 7 in h 	N 	 Li e lit quarter impared oh 
1.4% in the fourth, and 3.7% one year ago. However, this 
index may be distorted by large transitory movements in 
the change in inventory deflator, so that a more accurate 
picture of price movements is given by the implicit price 
index for gross national expenditure net of the value of the 
physical change in inventories: this index rose by 1.1% in 
the first quarter. compared with 2.4% in the fourth. Among 
major expenditure components, the increase in price was 
strongest in imports of goods and services, up 3.2% on the 
quarter. Due to an increase of only 1.1% in the implicit 
price index for personal expenditure on semi-durable 
goods. the personal expenditure implicit price index rose 
by 1.9%, a moderate increase when compared with the 
expenditure of the past year. 

Total expenditures of all governments combined, 
excluding intergovernment transfers, increased by 3.4% in 
the first quarter, compared with 5.1% in fourth quarter 
1974. The largest increase took place in transfer payments 
to persons, which increased by 7.1%. Over half the rise was 
at the federal level and resulted from increases in unem-
ployment insurance benefits, family allowances and old 
age security pensions. Spending on current goods and 
crvices increased I .4 less than in fourth quarter 1Q74

L'élCment le plus vigoureux des dépenses d'investisse-
ments a été les depenses d'investissements en machines et 
materiel lesquclles se sont accrues en termes reels de 5.2% et ont 
ainsi compense dans une large mesure Ia faiblesse du quatriCme 
trimestre de 1974. II n'en reste pas moms qu'une importante 
partie de cette augmentation a pris Ia fbrme d'importations et 
l'impact sur l'industrie nationale sen est trouvé réduit d'auiant. 
Les investissements des entreprises en usines et materiel se sont 
accrus de 6.2%, comparativement it 5.2% au quatriCme trimestre 

1974, et ii y a eu ralentissement notable de Ia hausse des prix 
ins Ic cas de ces deux categories. 

L'indice implicite d'ensemble des prix pour Ia dCpense 
naiionale brute s'est accru de 1.7% au premier trimestre, 
comparativement it 1.4% au quatrième et a 3.7% un an plus tot. 
Toutefois cet indice peut We dCformé par d 'importants mouve-
ments accidentels, affectant l'indicc de deflation des stocks, de 
sorte qu'une image plus exacte du mouvement des prix est 
donnC par l'indice implicite de prix de Ia dépense nationale 
brute, une fois Ia variation matCrielle des stocks deduite de cette 
derniCrc. Cet indice s'est accru de 1.1% au premier trimestre, 
contre 2.4% au quatrième trimestrc de 1974. Si I'on considCre 
les principales composantes de Ia dépense, cc sont les prix des 
importations de biens et de services qui ont Ic plus augmentC au 
premier trimestre, soit de 3.2%. Influence par une progression 
de 1.1% seulement de l'indice implicite de prix des dCpenses 
personnelles en hiens semi-durables. l'indice implicite de prix 
des dépenses personnelles a progressé de 1.9%, cc qui reste une 
hausse modérCc si on Ia compare avec cellc de l'année 
dernière. 

Le total des dépenses de bus les niveaux d'administra-
cion pris ensemble, it l'exclusion des transferts intergouverne-
mentaux. a augmente de 3.4% au premier trimestre de 1975, 
comparativerncnt it 5.1% au trimestre precedent. Ce sont les 
paiements de transferts aux particuliers qul ont Ic plus aug. 
mentC. soit de 7.1%. Plus de Ia moitiC de Ia hausse s'est 
concentrCe au niveau de l'administration fédérale, et dIe 
s'explique par les majorations des prestations d'assurance-
ehimaec. tics .illocations himlllale\ et de prctiIion ill litre dc 



and hospital remained flat after the irregularly high level 
of the last half of 1974 when large retroactive wage 
payments were made. Although subsidies increased very 
slightly over the quarter, they remained at the very high 
level attained in the last half of 1974 with the continuation 
of the oil import subsidy program. 

Total revenue of all levels of government combined 
increased by 1.4%, the same as in the last quarter. Revenue 
from personal direct taxes rose by 4.9%; part of the 
increase probably reflects the low rate of refunds in the first 
quarter. The increase in personal direct taxes was partially 
offset by a decrease of 5.6% in corporation direct taxes, 
resulting from a drop in profits, and a 1.2% decline in 
indirect taxes. 

The decrease in federal indirect taxes was due to a 
lowering of the sales tax rate on building and construction 
material and the removal of the tax on transportation 
equipment combined with decreases in the oil export 
charge and customs import duties. On the other hand, 
indirect taxes increased both at the provincial and local 
level, the former mainly due to higher returns from sales 
taxes and the latter due to higher property taxes. 

Due to expenditures rising more rapidly than rev-
enue, the government sector, on a National Accounts basis 
and including the Canada and Quebec Pension Plans, 
moved from a surplus of$ 192 million in the fourth quarter 
to a deficit of $988 million in the first quarter of 1975. Most 
of the change took place at the federal level where the 
deficit increased from $472 million in the fourth quarter to 
$3,388 million in the first quarter. a significant factor in this 
movement being a large increase in transfer payments to 
the provincial governments. On the other hand, the deficit 
of $92 million at the provincial level swung to a surplus of 
$792 million in the first quarter, reflecting unusually high 
payments from the federal government and partially 
offsetting the movement in the federal deficit. 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income 
rose by 1.5% in the first quarter of 1975, after an increase 
of 4.1% in the fourth quarter. The first quarter gain was 
entirely attributable to the earnings component as employ-
ment declined. The estimates of wages and salaries were 
characterized by a marked deceleration in the rate of 
growth in the goods-producing industries, along with some 
moderation in the rate of growth in the service-producing 
md ustries. 

Wages and salaries in the goods-producing indus-
tries recorded virtually no change from the level of the 
fourth quarter of 1974. Wages and salaries in the manufac-
turing industries declined marginally, as employment 
declined for the third consecutive quarter. Construction

Le total des recettes de tous les niveaux d 'administration 
pris ensemble s'est accru de 1.4%, soit autant qu'au trimestre 
précédent. Les recettes au titre des impOts directs sur le revenu 
des particuliers ont augmente de 4.9%, une partie de cette 
augmentation tenant prohablement au faible rythme des rem-
boursements au premier trimestre. La hausse des impôts directs 
sur Ic revenu des particuliers a ëté en partie compensée par une 
baisse de 5.6% des impots directs sur les sociétés imputable a 
une diminution des bénéfices, et par une reduction de 1.2% des 
impots indirects. 

La diminution des impots indirects fi.déraux a Cté due a 
Ia reduction du taux de Ia taxe sur les ventes de matériaux de 
construction et a La suppression de Ia taxe sur Ic materiel de 
transport conjuguées a Ia baisse des frais d'exportation du 
petrole et des droits de douane sur les importations. Par ailleurs, 
les impôts indirects se sont accrus aux deux niveaux provincial 
et local, a cause principalement du rendement accru des taxes 
sur les ventes dans le premier cas et de l'augmentation des taxes 
fonciêres dans Ic second cas. 

Les depenses augmentant plus rapidement que les recei 
tes, le secteur des administrations sur Ia base des comptc 
nationaux et en tenant compte du Régime de pensions du 
Canada et du Régime de rentes du QuCbec, est passé d'unc 
position excédentaire de $192 millions au quatrieme trimestr. 
de 1974 a une position déficitaire de $988 millions au premier 
trimestre de 1975. Les changements ont surtout touché le 
secteur fédéral. oü Ic deficit est passé de $472 millions au 
quatriCme trimestre de 1974 a $3,388 millions au premier 
trimestre de 1975. Cette progression s'explique dans une large 
mesure par une forte augmentation des paiements de transferts 
aux administrations provinciales. Par contre. Ic deficit de $92 
millions au niveau des provinces a fait place a un excédent de 
$792 millions au premier trimestre, compte tenu de paiements 
inhahituellement Clevés en provenance du gouvernement fédé-
ral et qui sont venus compenser en partie Ic mouvement du 
deficit de I 'ad ministration fCdérale. 

La rémunération des salaries a augmente de 1.5% au 
premier trirnestre de 1975. faisant suite a une hausse de 4.1% Ic 
trimestre précédent. L'accroissement note au premier trimestre 
est entièrement imputable aux gains moyens car l'emploi a 
baissé. Les estimations des salaires et traitements se caractéri-
sent par une reduction notable du taux de croissance dans les 
industries de biens, de concert avec une legere baisse du taux de 
croissance dans les industries de services. 

Les salaires et traitements sont restés pratiquement 
inchangés dans Ic secteur des industries de hiens par rapport au 
quatrieme trimestre de 1974. Les salaires et traitements dans I 
secteur de Ia fabrication ont legerement diminué car l'empIi 
baissé pour le troisiéme trimestre de suite. II y a eu une Iccc 
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wages and salaries rose fractionally in the quarter. In the 
service-producing industries, labour income increased by 
2.1% in the first quarter following a rise of 4.2% in the 
previous quarter. Most of the industry groupings showed 
some deceleration in rates of growth in the first quarter, 
caused in part by the payment of large retroactive cost-
of-living allowances in the fourth quarter. 

Corporation profits before taxes declined for the 
second straight quarter to $16.612 million, down 4.7% 
from the fourth quarter. The decline is attributable for the 
most part to the manufacturing industries where textiles, 
paper, primary metals, transportation equipment and 
non-metallic minerals all showed substantial decreases: 
however, profits in rubber, machinery and electrical pro-
ducts increased strongly within the manufacturing 
component. 

Accrued net income of farm operators declined by 
about 18.5% in the first quarter of 1975. The main factor 
in the drop was a lower value of grain production resulting 
from a decrease in earnings arising out of Canadian Wheat 
Board operations, which reflects both declining prices and 
a drop in the volume of exports. A price decline in cattle 
caused a slight drop in the value of livestock production, 
and the value of other farm production was also slightly 
lower than in the fourth quarter 1974. 

In terms of national product distribution, labour 
income's share rose to 56.2% compared with 53.0% one 
Year ago. This change can be considered normal since 
labour's share is counter cyclical, that is, it tends to increase 
from its long term trend during recessions and fall during 
expansionary periods. Conversely, corporation profits 
move with the business cycle and fell to 11.3% of GNP in 
the first quarter compared with 13,2% in the first quarter of 
1974: again, this can be considered a normal movement.

Les bénéfices des sociétCs avant impots ont haissé pour 
Ic deuxiCme trimestre de suite pour se fixer a $16,612 millions, 
soit une baisse de 4.7% par rapport au trimestrc precedent. Cette 
baisse est en grande partie attribuable au secteur de Ia fabrica-
tion. oü Ics textiles, Ic papier. Ia premiCre transformation des 
métaux, Ic materiel de transport ci les minerais non métalliques 
ont tous accuse un recul appreciable.

Le revenu comptable net des exploitants agricoles a 
baissé de 18.5% environ au premier trimestre de 1975. La 
principale cause de cette baisse a été une diminution de Ia 
valeur dc Ia production de cCréales en raison d'une diminution 
des gains au titre des activités de Ia Commission canadienne du 
blC. consequence a Ia fois d'une chute des prix et d'un recul du 
volume des exportations.

Beginning with the estimates for the first quarter of 
1975, all constant dollar values and associated price 
indexes in the National Income and Expenditure Accounts 
will he expressed in terms of 1971 dollars. These replace 
the 1961 base which has been used since mid-1969 and 
which itself replaced a 1957 base. 

Current dollar aggregates measure economic activ-
ity in terms of prevailing prices. When prices are changing, 
current dollar totals move differently from physical output. 
For many purposes it is desirable to separate price and 
volume components. Constant dollar estimates are in-
tended to reflect the same economic activity in volume 
terms free from the distorting effects of changes in prices. 
If pure quantities could he obtained and added iuiether 
direcils. oriiani dollar crimItcs \)uld hC innecrs 

A compter des estimations du premier trimestre de 1975, 
toutes les données en dollars constants ainsi que les indices de 
prix s'y rapportant des comptes nationaux des revenus et des 
dépenses seront exprimés en dollars de 1971.

Les agregats exprimés en dollars courants mesurent 
l'activitC économique sur Ia base des prix courants. Lorsque les 
prix changent, les totaux exprimés en dollars courants n'évo-
luent pas de Ia méme façon que Ia production matérielle. II est 
donc souhaitable, et cc, pour une foule d'utilisations, de séparer 
les composantes prix et volume. Les estimations en dollars 
constants sont destinées a rendre compte de Ia méme activitC 
Ceonorniquc en termes de volume sans avoir a subir les cifets de 
ditortton lntk'duO par Ia variation des prix. S'd Clait possible 
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and rebasing would not be a problem. Since neither of 
these things can he accomplished (there is no collective 
noun for automobiles plus education, for example), mea-
surement of real economic activity has to be approached 
from a different direction. In the Accounts, an attempt is 
made to remove price effects from each current dollar 
series by dividing by an appropriate base-weighted price 
index. This is carried out for more than 300 series and the 
results are summed to obtain the various aggregate mea-
sures of real output in constant dollars. Strictly speaking, 
however, it is not real output or volume that is obtained in 
this fashion, but the value olcurrent output using the levels 
and patterns of prices which prevailed in the selected base 
year. Since these patterns change over time, particularly 
during periods of rapid inflation, it is necessary to change 
the base year periodically in order that the constant dollar 
series may more closely approximate reality. The following 
listing shows how differently prices have moved for the 
main published aggregates of Gross National Expenditure. 
Over the eleven year period the implicit price indexes for 
exports and imports of goods and services rose by only 
23% and 24.5%, respectively, personal expenditure on 
consumer goods and services by 30% gross fixed capital 
formation by 40% while the implicit index for government 
current expenditure increased 69%. As the table shows, 
prices have also risen rapidly and disproportionately in the 
three years since 1971, suggesting that it will he necessary 
to rehase again in the not too distant future. 

Incorporating more recent price patterns into the 
constant dollar G.N.E. calculation inevitably means revis-
ing earlier perceptions of the amount and distribution of 
real growth in the economy. In general, aggregate real 
growth rates between any two years (or an y  two quarters) 
will be less after rehasing if real output has grown more in 
those component categories which have experienced lower 
price rises between the old and new base years. This is not 
intuitively obvious, but arises from the fact that constant 
dollar values are the product of quantities multiplied by 
base year prices. Prices which were relatively lower in the 
new base year therefore give less weight to their counter-
part quantities and this has the effect of reducing overall 
growth rates. Because implicit prices are obtained as the 
ratio of current dollar aggregates to constant dollar aggre-
gates, a lower real growth rate carries with it an equi-
valently higher rate of price increase. Unfortunately, much 
more than this cannot he said in advance, since there are 
both compensating and cumulating changes at the fine 
level of detail at which the rehasing process is carried out. 
With price changes as divergent as those shown above, 
however, the impact of rehassing is likely to be fairly 
substantial, especially for particular periods and particular 
components.

Le tableau suivant présente une comparaison des taux 
de croissance annuels en dollars constants tels qu'ils ont étè 
publiés a l'origine sur Ia base 1961, puis aprés ajustement stir 
Ia base 1971, et sur Ia base 1971 en prenant en compte lc 
dernières revisions aux donnees en dollars courants et aus 
prix. 

Comme ii fallait s'y attendre, les effets du changement 
de base ont été perceptibles pour Ia plupart des principales 
composantes de Ia DNB. mais non uniformes pour toutes les 
années ou toutes les composantes. Le taux de croissance des 
depenses de consommation s'est trouvé rCduit d'environ 0.5% 
en 1972 et 1973, mais de 0.1% seulcment en 1974. La croissance 
réelle des depenses publiques courantes a Cté rCduite de 0.4% en 
1972, n'a pas etC touchCe en 1973, et a été rCduite de façon 
importante (plus de 2%) en 1974. Le changemenc de base n'a 
eu que trés peu d'effet sur Ia formation brute de capital fixe 
totale, a l'exception de 1974. Les taux de croissance ont etC 
rCduits dans le cas du secteur extCrieur, a l'exception des 
exportations de biens et de services pour l'année 1973. 

The following table provides a comparison of 
constant dollar annual growth rates as originally published 
on a 1961 base, as originally published (but adjusted to a 
1971 base) and on a 1971 base including the latest re-
visions to the current dollar and price data. 

As expected, the effects of rehasing were fairly 
substantial for most of the major components of G.N.E. 
but not uniformly so in all years or for all components. The 
growth rate in consumer expenditure was reduced by 
about 0.5% in 1972 and 1973 but by only 0.1% in 1974. 
Real growth of government current expenditure was low-
ered by 0.4% in 1972 unchanged in 1973, and then cut 
sharply (over 2%) in 1974. Rebasing had very little impact 
on total gross fixed capital formation, with the exception of 
1974. Growth rates in the external sector were lowered 
with the exception of exports of goods and services in 
1973.
