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Ia, the National Accounts have been developed 
since the close of the Second '%orld Var in a series of publi-
cations relating to their constituent parts. These have now 
reached a stage of evolution where the) can be termed a 
"System of National Accounts". For purposes of identifica-
tion, all publications (containing tables of statistics, descrip-
tions of conceptual frameworks, and descriptions of sources 
and methods) which make up this System will now carry the 
term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expendi-
ture Accounts (included sith Catalogue Nos. carrying the 
prefix 13)  were, historically speaking, the first set of statis-
tics to be referred to with the title "National Accounts" 
(National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance 
of International Payments  data, (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
67), in their more summary form, are also part of the System 
of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables 
of the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes 
of Real Domestic Product by Industry (included with Cata-
gue Nos. carrying the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" 
measures of the contribution of each industry to gross domes-
tic product at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in 
Productivity Studies (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Roth the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domes- 
I roduct by Industry use the establishment as the primary 

of industrial production. Measures of financial trans- 
lions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts (cata-

lugue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial 
instruments are the primary detail in these statistics, and the 
legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. 
Also, provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are suffi-
ciently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts 
can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, 
direct comparisons amongst those parts which use the estab-
lishment as the basic unit and those which use the legal 
entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of 
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research 
on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; it may 
eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise 
basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the L'nited Nations publication, ''A 
System of National Accounts" (Studies in Methods, Series F. 
No. 2. Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of Economic and 
Social Affairs. United Nations, New York, 1968).

Les comptes annuels et 
trimestriels de revenu et de dépenses (pubilés dens lea bulletins 
dont le numero de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le 
premier ensemble de statistiques a Ptre connu sous le litre de

ros de catalogue commençarit par 67) font également partie. sous 
leur forme sommaire, du système de comptahilité nationale; elles 
ont méme existé avant les comptes de revenu et de dépenses. 

Une nomenclature, sensiblement augntentée, d'industries et 
de biins ci services figure dana les tableaux d'intrants et ex-
trants (input-output) du système (nurnéro de catalogue commen-
cant par 15). Les indices du ptoduit intérieur reel par industrle 
(corupris dens les publications dont les numéros de catalogue 
comrnencentpar6l)mesurent. en "dollars constants", l'apport de 
chaque branche d'activité au produit intérieur brut au coil des 
fac'teurs. tin rapport est établi entre intrants et extrants dans les 
etudes de productivitC (publications dont les numéros de catalo-
gue commencent par 14).

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.id1tistJ at annual ratc. was , lSu.3 billion, up 2.0'( from 
the first quarter. This increase was primarily the result of 
a moderate rise in personal expenditure and a considerable 
improvement in the balance of foreign trade in goods and 
services, which reflects a substantial decline in imports. At 
the same time, a comparatively strong increase in spending 
at all levels of government, together with decreased tax 
collections, resulted in a record deficit. After allowing for 
the effect of price increases. GNP in volume terms grew by 
0.3%, an extremely modest increase but nevertheless suffi-
cient to make this the first quarter of perceptible real 
growth in over a year. While most major spending aggre-
gates were not particularly strong, as evidenced by the fact 
that final domestic demand in real terms increased by 
0.4%, compared with 1.3% in the first quarter, the rise in 
real GNP probably indicates that mid-1975 will mark the 
turning point of the current recession. This impression is 
strengthened by the fact that the quarter saw substantial 
inventory liquidation, an increase in new orders for dura-
ble goods, and an increase in the volume of investment in 
residential construction, the latter being an historically 
important sector during the early phase of recovery. 

Personal expenditure on consumer goods and ser-
sices grew by 2.5% to a level of $88.5 billion during the 
second quarter: in volume terms, this represented an 
increase of 0.5% compared with 1.2% in the first quarter. 
Ilic decrease in the rate of growth was accompanied by 
some moderation in the rate of change of' prices, as the 
implicit price index for consumer expenditure increased by 
2.0% compared with 2.3% in the first quarter. 

Spending on consumer durable goods increased by 
2.5% in current dollar terms and 1.5% in real terms, largely 
as a result of increases in sales of new and used automobi-
les and recreation equipment. This followed a real increase 
of 4.5% in the first quarter. The rate of increase in spending 
on services and semi-durable goods was also lower than in 
the first quarter, as consumer expenditure on services 
declined in real terms by 0.5% while spending on semi-
durables increased by 0.8%. The weakness in spending on 
services was the result of a strong deceleration in net 
expenditure ahroad:( I ) excluding this component, ex-
penditure on services increased by 2.7% in the second 
quarter compared with 2.4% in the first quarter. 

(I) Net expenditure abroad consists of entries to adjust 
consumer expenditure on a domestic basis (i.e., what 
is purchased in Canada) to a national basis (i.e., what 
is pruchased by Canadian residents).

Total gross fixed capital formation weakened 
somewhat in the second quarter, growing fractionally in 
real terms after an increase of 1.6% in the first. A decline 
of 0.7% in real business investment in plant and equipment 
was responsible for this weakness; business machinery and 
equipment investment declined by 1.8% following a strong 
first quarter rise of 5.6%, while business non-residential 
construction increased by 0.6%. This produced a first-half 
growth rate in non-residential construction insufficient to 
meet the level anticipated on the basis of the mid-year 
survey of investment intentions. Investment in residential 
construction increased by  1.6% in constant dollars, but as 
this was preceeded by three consecutive quarters of strong 
declines, the second quarter level was over 24% lower than 
that of a year earlier. 

The value of the physical change in inventories 
swung from an accumulation of $872 million in the first 
quarter to a decumulation of $840 million in the second, of 
which $652 million or about three quarters occurred in 
non-farm inventories. While wholesale and retail trade 
combined showed some accumulation, manufacturing 
inventories fell by $624 million: although the manufactur-
ing stock to shipments ratio was reduced slightly it re-
mained above the average of the past few years, suggesting 
the possibility of further liquidation in the third quarter. 

Total revenue of all levels of government com-
bined, excluding inter-government transfers, decreased by 
3.8% in the second quarter. This was the first decline since 
mid-1973 and resulted in large part from a 14.5% drop in 
personal income tax collections; this in turn reflected both 
a higher rate of refunds (caused by changes in tax legisla-
tion) and irregularities in the timing of the payment of 
these refunds, which resulted in a larger than usual propor-
tion being paid in the second quarter. Revenue from 
indirect taxes also declined at the provincial level as a 
result of the cut in the Ontario sales tax, and at the federal 
level, where revenue from the oil export charge dropped 
considerably. 

Total expenditure by all levels of government rose 
by 3.1% in the second quarter. About three quarters of the 
increase took place in spending on goods and services, 
which grew by 4% as federal and local outlays on goods 
and services each rose by over $500 million. Higher 
transfer payments to persons accounted for most of the rest 
of the rise in total spending and was due primarly to 
increased unemployment insurance benefits. 

With government expenditure increasing and rev -
enue declining sharply, the deficit of the government 
sector, on a national accounts basis and seasonally ad-
justed at annual rates, reached a record $6.0 billion, or 
about 4% of GNP. The majority of this. $5.3 billion, was

from the oil import subsidy program and the operations of 
the Unemployment Insurance Commission. While govern-
went revenue will undoubtedly recover in the third quarter 
nd reduce this deficit, changes in tax legislation will 
oitinue to affect revenue and a large deficit is expected to 

persist in the third quarter. 

The record deficit on foreign trade in goods and 
services experienced last quarter was improved somewhat 
by a 1.8% decrease in imports and a simultaneous 2.7% 
increase in exports, leaving on balance a deficit of $4.8 
billion compared with $6.6 billion last quarter. This 
movement contributed about one-half of the growth in 
current dollar GNP, and in constant dollars, the change in 
the trade balance was over three times the change in GNP. 
Most of the improvement occurred in exports of merchan-
dise, particularly passenger cars and motor vehicle parts. 
which may reflect improving business conditions in the 
United States. 

Reversing the pattern of the previous two quarters, 
corporation profits before taxes increased by 1.7% in the 
second quarter to $17.0 billion, or about 14.5% of net 
national income. Accrued net income of farm operators 
from farm production was up about 1% from the first 
quarter: with an increase in the value of new production 
largely offset by a continued rise in operating expenses. 
The value of grain production rose slightly as profits of the 
Canadian Wheat Board increased due to large export sales 
and there was a large increase in the value of livestock 
production. Net  income of non-farm unincorporated husi-

L5S increased by 3.1% in the quarter, with the largest 
ncreases occurring in the construction, retail trade, corn-
iunity service and real estate industries. 

Wages. salaries and supplementary labour income 
increased by 2.8% to $84.9 billion, or 72.6% of net national 
income. While employment rose somewhat, most of the 
second quarter increase in labour income was attributable 
to a rise in average earnings. The rate of increase in the 
goods producing industries more than doubled in the 
second quarter to 1.8%. The major change was in wages 
and salaries in manufacturing which rose by 2.5%, after 
recording virtually no change in the first quarter. Wages 
and salaries in the construction industry declined slightly. 
In the service producing industries, wages and salaries rose 
by 3.4%, the most significant increases being in trade and 
services which both increased by 3.7% and in public 
administration which was up 5.8%. 

The overall implicit price deflator for Gross Na-
tional Expenditure increased by 2.3% in the second quar-
ter, compared with 1.7% in the first and 3.5% in the second 
quarter 1974. While the rate of increase in the implicit 
deflator for personal expenditure moderated for the sec-
