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uvc loped since the close of the Second World War in a 
series of publications relating to their constituent parts. 
These have now reached a stage of evolution where 
they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". 
For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frame-
works, and descriptions of sources and methods) which 
make up this System will now carry the term "System 
of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada con-
sists of several parts. The annual and quarterly Income 
and Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue 
Nos. carrying the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, 
the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income and 
Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments 
data, (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more 
summary form, are also part of the System of National 
Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries 
nJ on goods and on services is portrayed in the Input-
)itput Tables of the System (Catalogue Nos, with pre-
i\ 15). The indexes of Real Domestic Product by In-
ustry (included the Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 

provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to gross domestic product at 
factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in Produc-
tivity Studies (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of 
Real Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. 
Measures of fmancial transactions are provided by the 
Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the 
primary detail in these statistics, and the legal entity is 
the main unit of classification of transactors. Also, 
provision is made in the System for incorporation of 
balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are 
sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an 
overall conceptually integrated framework in which the 
various parts can be considered as interrelated sub-
systems. At present, direct comparisons amongst those 
parts which use the establishment as the basic unit and 
those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of 
National Accounts bears a close relationship to the 
international standard as described in the United 
Nations publication, "A system of National Accounts" 
(studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office Department of Economic and Social Affairs, 
United Nations, New York, 1968).

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INTRODUCTION 

toss National Product, seasonally adjusted at 
'ui rates, increased 3.3% in the second quarter to a 
level of S182.9 billion; after adjustment for price 
changes, real GNP was unchanged from the first quar-
ter. This followed a very large 2.77c real increase in the 
first three months of the year, and the economic re-
covery thus appeared to slow somewhat. The slowdown 
in real growth should not he interpreted as a signal that 
the recovery is about to abort however, because it was 
entirely the result of a substantial swing to inventory 
liquidation from last quarter's massive accumulation. 
It was apparent at the time of the first quarter that 
stock building could not be maintained at that rate, 
and this quarter's inventory swing was not entirely un-
expected. About $1,560 million (at annual rates) in 
real inventories were accumulated in the first half as a 
whole, which is in the range that could be expected at 
this stage of the recovery. The average rate of real 
growth for the first half, with the distorting effects of 
the inventory movements very nearly cancelling them-
selves out, was a respectable 1.3%. 

Inventory movements aside, the economic picture 
hrightened in the second quarter. Growth in real final 
iomestic demand, that is, gross national expenditure 
plus imports minus exports and inventories, increased 
to 1.1% from 0.6% in the first quarter. The recovery 
broadened its base considerably, as continuing strong 
external demand and a slowdown in import growth 
brought about the long awaited improvement in the 
balance of trade, and personal expenditure returned to 
healthy growth after a relatively weak first quarter. 

Personal expenditure on goods and services in-
creased 3.3% to a level of $106.3 billion in the second 
quarter. In real terms, consumption grew 1.7%, follow-
ing a minimal 0.6% increase in the first three months of 
the year. The recovery in personal expenditure was 
primarily the result of a strong 5.47o rise in spending on 
durables, which had declined 7.5% in the first quarter. 
Fluctuations in automobile sales were largely respon-
sible for both quarterly movements; although purchases 
of new passenger vehicles increased by a considerable 
15.1% in the second quarter, this did not completely 
offset the previous decline and car purchases were still 
well below the record fourth quarter level. Expenditure 
on semni-durables grew 1.6% in real terms, which was 
roughly the same rate of change as last quarter. Real 
rowth in both non-durables and services, however, 
iowed from the first quarter. The deceleration in 
ton-durable expenditure to a 1.3% increase was mainly 

brought about by a decline in real spending on gasoline 
and by slower growth in expenditure on food, while a

Gross fixed capital formation rose 3.2% in the 
quarter, but most of this was due to price increases and 
total fixed investment increased only 0.9% in real terms. 
Residential construction remained the strongest com-
ponent of investment and grew 2.6% in real terms, as 
work put in place on row and apartment units offset a 
small decline in construction of single family dwellings. 
Business real investment in non-residential construction 
fell 0.9% as a result of a decline in construction of non-
residential buildings;engineeringwork, however, showed 
some strength. After falling for two consecutive quar-
ters, business real investment in machinery and equip-
ment rose 1.6%. This was due in large part to an increase 
in purchases of vehicles used for commercial purposes, 
although there were also increases in both imports and 
domestic shipments of other machinery and equipment. 

The value of the physical change in inventories 
fell to - $280 million in real terms in the second quar-
ter after an accumulation of $1,840 million in the first. 
This very large quarter-to-quarter swing can be attribu-
ted to moderate liquidation of wholesale and manufac-
turing stocks, and to a small accumulation of retail in-
ventories from the large volume of stocks built up in 
the first quarter. The movement in retail inventories 
was largely the result of some liquidation of the stocks 
of automobiles which, presumably as a result of un-
expectedly weak sales, had been accumulated last 
quarter. 

Current dollar exports of goods and services grew 
3.7% in the second quarter, largely as a result of in-
creased sales to the United States The increase in ex-
ports was strongest in iron ore, automobiles, and news-
print. Imports increased relatively slowly, growing 1 .5% 
after a 6.2% increase last quarter, and as a result of 
these movements, the balance of trade in goods and 
services improved by about $800 million at annual 
rates. All of this improvement came in the merchandise 
balance, which swung to a surplus from a deficit last quar-
ter, while the service balance continued to deteriorate. 

The slower growth in nominal expenditure this 
quarter was reflected in income terms by a substantial 
deceleration in indirect taxes less subsidies, somewhat 
lower growth in capital consumption allowances, and a 
decline in accrued net income of farm operators from

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income 
grew 4.7% in the second quarter, but almost half of the 
growth in the labour income was the result of retro-
active wage payments in the public sector. Corporation 
profits before taxes were virtually unchanged after fal-
ling 3.9% in the fIrst quarter; within broad industrial 
groups, there appear to have been increases only in 
mining and manufacturing, and the gain in manufac-
turing was marginal. 

Despite the generally higher rates of growth in 
factor earnings in the second quarter, personal income 
grew only 2.7% compared with last quarter's 4.6% in-
crease. This deceleration was caused by lower net in-
come received by farm operators and a drop in interest, 
dividends and miscellaneous investment income paid to 
persons. The large decline in net personal income tax 
collections from the anomalously high first quarter level 
resulted in growth in personal disposable income in-
creasing to 5.5% from 2.7%. 

Total revenues of all levels of government corn- 
tied (excluding inter-government transfers) declined 
0% in the second quarter, after an increase of 6.9% in 

I:e first quarter. This largely reflected irregular move-
lients in personal income tax collections which have 
ecn affected by the large refunds made in the second 

quarter. Revenue from indirect taxes rose 4.4%, mainly 
due to higher returns from federal and provincial sales 
taxes, and partly offset the decline in personal direct 
taxes, There was little change in the other revenue 
components. 

Total expenditures of all levels of government 
combined rose 3.0110 in the quarter, following a 4.0% 
increase in the first quarter. The largest absolute increase 
took place in outlays on current goods and services and 
was associated with very large retroactive wage pay-
ments, particularly at the local and hospital levels. 
Transfer payments to persons fell slightly with declines 
in unemployment insurance benefits and in grants to 
post-secondary educational institutions and benevolent 
associations. Interest payments on the public debt fell 
sharply; the decline was entirely at the federal level. 

As a result of a decline in revenues and continued 
increases in expenditures, the deficit, on a National 
Accounts basis, of the government sector as a whole 
widened from $2,388 million in the first quarter to 
$5,864 million in the second quarter.

The implicit price index for gross national ex-
penditure rose 3.3% in the second quarter after a 2.1% 
increase in the first, but much of this was due to an 
increase in the implicit price index of government cur-
rent expenditure which rose 8.3% as a result of the large 
retroactive wage payments. Excluding government 
current expenditure the overall increase was 2.0% 
compared with 1.9% in the first quarter. The implicit 
price index for gross fixed capital formation increased 
2.3% and there were very moderate increases in exter-
nal trade prices. The implicit deflator for total personal 
expenditure increased 1.6%, which was roughly the 
same rate as last quarter. There were large quarter-to-
quarter movements in the rates of change of the defla-
tors for individual expenditure components, however, 
as the increase in the implicit price index for durable 
expenditure fell to 0.5% from 2.4% last quarter, and 
the rise in the implicit price index for semi-durables fell 
to 1.3% from 1.9%. The implicit price index for non-
durables, on the other hand, accelerated to a 0.9% in-
crease from the extremely low 0.1% change last quarter. 
The price of services also accelerated, to a 2.7% rise 
from 1.7%.

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Release of the preliminary estimates of the Na-
tional Income and Expenditure Accounts for the first 
juarter of 1976 included revisions to the data for the 

period from 1971 to 1975, inclusive. Revisions cover-
ilig four years are normal practice in the spring quarter, 
hut on this occasion because of the inclusion of a fifth 
ear and because some of the revisions were larger than 

usual, it was felt that users should be provided with 
some additional comment in these respects. 

1971 was opened for revision in order to incor-
porate preliminary information from the 1971 Census 
of Merchandising and Services in personal expenditure 
on goods and services and to include 1971-based Indus-
try Selling Price Indexes. Introduction of the reweight. 
ed ISPI's was required to complete the program to re-
base the National Accounts to 1971 that was begun in 
the first quarter of 1975 (and described in that issue of 
this publication and the Canadian Statistical Review, 
August, 1975). The major impact of the new indexes 
occurred in the manufacturing and wholesale trade 
components of the value of physical change in non-
farm business inventories, in exports and in investment 
in plant and equipment, where constant dollar values 
were lowered and quarter-to-quarter movements were 
affected, but the magnitude of the revisions was not 
large. 

The impact of the Merchandising and Services 
cniis was more substantial. Personal expenditure on 

)ds was not changed, but current dollar expenditure 
on services was raised by 5803 million in 1971. Be-
cause personal expenditure is a time series, increasing 
1971 resulted in increases to each succeeding year, the 
amounts being basically in proportion to the level for 
the year in question. The immediately preceding years 
have also been raised but these changes will not appear 
in the published data until the next historical revision 
which is now in an early planning stage. Finally, per-
sonal expenditure was also revised upwards in 1974 
and 1975 because of new information regarding spend. 
ing on lotteries, which have been growing in impor-
tance in recent years. 

Personal expenditure is the largest component on 
the expenditure side of the accounts. Wages, salaries 
and supplementary labour income is comparably mi-
portant on the income side and also required very large 
upward revisions in 1973, 1974 and 1975. These revi-
sions resulted from the incorporation of the largest an-
nual benchmarks, mainly in 1973 and 1974 (for ex-
ample, from the Census of Manufacturing, the Census 

Mining and other annual surveys) and the incorpora. 
in of changes in methodology and data sources, par- 

ularly in the construction and commercial service in-
dustries. There were also large revisions in the estimates

comptes nationaux des revenus et des depenses du premier 
trimestre 1976 inclut les revisions apportées aux données 
de Ia période de 1971 a 1975 inclus. II est d'usage de ré-
viser quatre années au moment du premier trimestre, mais, 
cette fois.ci, comme les revisions ont concerné cinq années 
et comme elles ont été plus importantes que d'habitude, 
nous avons pensé qu'il serait bon de fournir aux utiisa.

In carrying out this annual revision, there were 
serious problems, which have not yet been fully solved, 
of reconciling various data sources. For the years up to 
1971 tabulation by the Department of National Re-
venue of total wages and salaries from the "74" forms 
submitted by employers served to provide a control to-
tal for the estimates of wages and salaries, with some 
minor adjustments to national accounting definitions. 
When the major tax legislative changes of 1972 intro-
duced further differences in definitions and coverage 
which were difficult to quantify the use of the "T-4" 
data was discontinued as a control total, although it 
was felt that the 1972 estimates of wages and salaries 
were in line with the "1-4" information. However, the 
1973 and 1974 "14" results appeared to indicate con-
siderable undercoverage in the preliminary estimates of 
wages and salaries for those years.

The changes in residential construction were al-
most entirely attributable to the introduction of a new 
method for measuring real estate commissions. Previ-
ously, total commissions had been projected on the ba-
sis of new housing starts, without regard to turnover of 
the existing housing stock.

This was due to a reweighting of 
building materials prices, an updating of labour-mater-
ials ratios, introduction of overhead costs and deflation 
at a finer level of detail beginning in 1971, all of which 
combined to produce a nearly offsetting increase in the 
implicit price index in 1975. In other words, almost all 
of the original measurement error was in the price com-
ponent of construction activity. 

Corporate profits have always been a difficult 
component to estimate for both economic and statisti-
cal reasons. Benchmark data is compiled from com-
pany tax returns, but as this information only becomes 
available with at least a two year lag, preliminary esti-
mates are based on quarterly surveys. In very recent 
years some of the historical relationships between the 
surveys and the benchmarks have deteriorated, the rea-
sons for which are not yet entirely clear. It is possible 
to speculate, however, that both the major changes in 
tax legislation introduced in 1972 and the strong infla-
tion that began late in 1972 have been important in-
fluences in this respect. Changes in the estimating me-
thodology have probably contributed to the problem 
as well.

Although the revisions moved some series down-
wards in one or two quarters and a very few were lower-
ed on average over the whole period 1971 - 1975, the 
general effect of the revisions was to raise aggregate 
current dollar income and expenditure. Annual revi-
sions to current dollar Gross National Product ranged 
from $653 million in 1971 to $6,380 million in 1975, 
and there were also upward changes to real Gross Na-
tional Expenditure. These revisions increased over time 
so that overall growth rates were also increased, al-
though less significantly than levels. The changes to 
current dollar growth rates ranged from zero in 1972 
to 1.6 percentage points in 1975, while the revisions to 
constant dollar rates of change ranged from 0.7 in 
1971 in 0.

As already noted, the largest average revisions 
were made to labour income and personal expenditure 
on goods and services and there were also large revi-
sions to corporation profits before taxes, to govern-
ment current expenditure and to gross fixed capital 
formation. In percentage terms the largest revision, an 
average of 4.5%, occurred in interest and miscellaneous 
investment income; for seven components there were 
average revisions of 1.0% to 2.5% (labour income, cor-
poration profits, inventory valuation adjustment, indi-
rect taxes less subsidies, personal expenditure, govern-
ment current expenditure, and gross fixed capital for-
mation); for the remaining aggregates (accrued net in-
come of farm operators, net income of non-farm unin-
corporated business, capital consumption allowances, 
exports and imports) revisions were minor, averaging 
from 0.5% to - 0.6%.

Considered in this light, it can be seen that, in 
most cases, the revisions were due largely to changes in 
the annual data. Exports, imports, the inventory valua-
tion adjustment, the value of physical change in inven-
tories and possibly accrued net income of farm opera-
tors are exceptions to this generalization, but these are 
series which were not revised a great deal. Changes to 
current dollar annual benchmarks were also responsible 
for the majority of the revisions to constant dollar ex-
penditure series, although there were significant price 
changes in some series. 

Despite the large quantitative revisions, the quali-
tative pattern of the data appears to have been largely 
unaffected. The revisions did not alter the timing of ei-
ther the aggregate business cycle, or the cycles in indi-
vidual expenditure components. The sources of growth 
and recession remain, for the most part, as before.
