to their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac. 
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pie-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix IS). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry. 
mg  the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 
Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input.Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro. 
oded by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lcnders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
.iassification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
br incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts wisich use the establishment as use basic 
Unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise'company-establishnmcnt rela. 
tionships; it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, A System u/National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968).

Le système de comptabilitC nationale du Canada se divise en 
plusieurs categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des 
revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont Ic numCro 
de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le premier ensemble de 
statistiques a Ctre connu sous Ic titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes 
nationaux, revenus et dépenses). Les données sur Ia balance canadienne 
des paiements internationaux (numéro de catalogue commençant par 
67) font également partie, sous leur lorme sommaire, du système de 
comptahi]itC nationale; dies ont mëme existé avant les comptes des 
revenus et des dCpenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus dCtailldc d'industries Ct de 
biens et services figure dans les tableaux d'entrCcs.sorties du système 
(numCro de catalogue commençant par 15). Lea indices du produit 
intérieur reel par industrie (compris dans les publications dont les 
numCros de catalogue commence par 61) mesurent, en dollars cons-
tants, l'apport de chaque branche d'activitC au produit intCricur brut 
au coüt des facteurs. Un rapport est Ctabli entre les entrées et sorties 
dans les etudes de productivite (publications dont Ic numCro de cata 
logue commence par 14). 

L'établisscment est I'unité primaire de production industrielle 
tant dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les indices du produit 
intCricur reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications dont les 
nuniéros de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent les operations finan' 
ciCres. Les categories de prCteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les 
élCments de base de ces statistiques et Ia personrse morale est Ic point de 
depart du ciassement des agents Cconorniques. En outre. Ic système a 
éÉé concu de façon a pouvoir incorporer les conuptes de hilans (qui 
prennient pour objet le patrimoine) lorsque les données s'y rapportant 
seront suffisamment dCveloppees. 

Le système de comptahilite nationale constitue un ensemble con-
ceptuellement intégre dana lequel les diverses categories dc comptes 
peuvent Ctre considCrCes consme des sous'systCrnes étroitement lids 
entre eux. Au stade actuel de ddveloppement, on rue peut faire de corn-
paraison directe entre les dldments bases sur I'Ctablissemenl ci ceux qui 
sont bases sur l'entite juridique que iorsque les donndes sont groupdes 
dans des categories trCs gdndrales.

suit ses recherches sur les relations entre I'entreprise. Ia socidtd Ct l'dta-
blissement.

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INTRODUCTION 

GROSS NATIONAL PROI)UCT 
	

PROI)LJIT NATIONAL BRIJT 

First Quarter 1977 

Gross National Product, seasonally adjusted at 
annual rates, increased 2.2% in the first quarter to a 
level of $199.9 billion. Measured in real terms, GNP 
increased 1 .3% after having fallen 0.2% in the last quar-
ter of 1976. The economy swung back to a relatively 
healthy rate of real growth largely on the strength of a 
substantial increase in the value of exports and a con-
sequent improvement in the balance of trade in goods 
and services. An increase in the real value of government 
current expenditure also contributed a significant 
amount to the expansion in real output. But personal 
expenditure on goods and services, which accounted 
for almost all of last year's real growth, declined 0.47o 
in real terms as spending on both semi and non-durable 
goods fell, and there was little strength in gross fixed 
capital formation. 

The narrowly-based expansion in the first quarter 
followed two consecutive quarterly declines in real out- 

il which according to one widely-used criterion de- 
cs a new recession. The fall in real GNP in the latter 

:If of 1976 can be attributed exclusively to a decline 
in real value of government current expenditure on 
cods and services. This is an unprecendented phenom-
enon and it is not entirely clear that a period of weak-
ness resulting from government restraint ought to be 
labelled a recession; certainly, it does not fit the classic 
notions of a business cycle. At the same time, the con-
tinuing weakness in business gross fixed capital forma-
tion and the first quarter decline in real personal ex-
penditure do suggest a weak domestic private economy, 
if not a recession. 

An alternative interpretation of last year's second 
half decline that has received some currency is that the 
1974 recession has not yet ended - The weakness in 1976, 
however, is separated from the trough of the previous 
downswing by five quarters of positive real growth aver-
aging 1.4 %. The recession also had very different origins 
from last year's slowdown, as a world-wide decline in 
economic activity in 1973 and 1974 resulted in a drop 
in real exports that accounted for almost all of the 
peak -t o-thro ugh change in real GNP. There do not, 
therefore, appear to be any strong grounds for consid-
ering the past few quarters to be an extension of the 
I <)74- I Q'  rcsion. 

Premier trimestre 1977 

Le produit national brut, désaisonnalisé au taux an 
nuel, s'est accru de 2.2 % au premier trimestre pour attein-
dre $1999 milliards; en termes reels, le P.N.B. a progressé 
de 1.3 % après avoir diminué de 0.2 % au dernier trimestre 
de 1976. L'économie est ainsi revenue a un taux de crois-
sance reel relativement meilleur, principalement grace a Ia 
vigueur des exportations, dont Ia valeur a considérablement 
augmenté, et a l'amélioration consecutive de Ia balance 
commerciale des biens et services. De plus, un accroisse-
ment de Ia valeur réelle des dépenses publiques courantes 
a fortement contribuC a cette expansion de Ia production 
réelle. Par contre, les dépenses personnelles en biens et 
services, qui avaient été responsables de Ia presque totalité 
de Ia croissance réelle de l'année derniêre, ont baissé de 
0.4 % en termes reels, principalement a cause de Ia dimi-
nution des achats de biens non durables et semi-durables; 
de plus, la formation brute de capital flxe a été plutOt 
limitée. 

Au premier trimestre, l'expansion de quelques agré-
gats faisait suite a une diminution de Ia production réelle 
pendant deux trimestres consécutifs, qui, d'après un en-
tère généralenient accepté, dénotait une nouvelle réces-
sion. La chute du P.N.B. reel pendant Ia dernière nioitié 
de 1976 est attrjbuable en totalité a un fléchissement de 
Ia valeur réelle des dépenses publiques courantes en biens 
et services. Ce phCnomene ne s'était jamais produit, et il 
n'est pas établi qu'un marasme dO a des restrictions irnpo-
sees par les pouvoirs publics doive étre qualifié de réces-
sion; de toute facon, cela ne cadre évidemment pas avec Ia 
conception classique du cycle économique. Cependant,la 
faiblesse persistante de Ia formation brute de capital fixe 
et la diminution des dépenses personnelles réelles au pre-
mier trimestre traduisent effectivement une stagnation 
economique du secteur privé national, sinon une recession. 

Certains ont cherché a expliquer différemment le 
dCclin du deuxième semestre de l'année dernière, en sou-
tenant que Ia recession de 1974 n'est pas encore terminée.

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Despite increases in the implicit price indexes for 
a number of major expenditure aggregates, the price of 
national production as measured by the overall GNP 
implicit price index rose only 0.8% in the first quarter. 
This was primarily because the implicit price index for 
government current expenditure fell 2.4% after increas-
ing 6.4% last quarter, when large retroactive wage pay-
ments were made. Removing these payments gives a 
better measure of the "underlying" rate of price change 
in the economy, and on this basis, the government and 
GNP implicit price indexes increased during the quarter 
by 1.9% and 1.7% respectively. 

The improvement in the foreign sector balance 
coincided with a decline in the value of the Canadian 
dollar against most major foreign currencies that was 
equivalent to about half of the very large 6.5% increase 
in the implicit price index for imports. Higher import 
prices were in turn partially responsible for an accelera-
tion in the price index for personal expenditure, which 
increased 2.0% after a 1.1% increase in the fourth quar-
ter of 1976. The exchange rate movement also con-
tributed to the 3.2% increase in the export implicit 
price index. A large proportion of Canada's exports is 
priced in U.S. dollars, presumably in part because the 
prices are set by world markets and not by the Canadian 
exporter. A rise in the price of U.S. currency in terms 
of Canadian therefore has the effect of raising the Cana-
dian dollar price of these exports, even though the price 
to foreign customers has not changed. 

The increases in the volume and price level of 
exports both apparently helped to improve the perfor-
mance of corporation profits before taxes, which in-
creased 15.6% and accounted for about two thirds of 
the growth in output measured in income terms. The 
largest percentage increases were in manufacturing and 
mining—industries that produce commodities experi-
encing strong export growth in the first quarter—and in 
wholesale and retail trade. The first quarter increase 
followed a very weak year in 1976, and the growth in 
profits from one year ago was only slightly stronger 
than that in GNP as a whole. 

About half of the first quarter change in profits 
resulted from windfall gains made by selling goods from 
inventory at prices higher than those that prevailed 
when they were produced. The inventory valuation 
adjustment, which measures these profits, increased in 
absolute magnitude by $1.6 billion from the fourth to 
the first quarter, most of which can be attributed to 
the corporate sector. The largest changes in inventory 
profits occured in manufacturing and retail trade and 
were accounted for largely by food and beverage com-
modities. 

Malgré des hausses dans les indices implicites des pri\ 
de plusieurs agrégats de dépenses, les prix de Ia product iii 
nationale, mesurés par l'indice implicite global de prix d 
P.N.B., n'ont progressé que de 0.8 % au premier trimestrc.

Si l'on ne tient pas compte de ces versements, on obtient 
une meilleure mesure du taux de variation "sous-jacent" 
des prix de l'économie, et les indices implicites des prix du 
P.N.B. et des dépenses publiques ont alors respectivement 
progressé de 1.7 % et de 1.9 % au premier trimestre. 

L'amélioration du solde du commerce extérieur a 
coincide avec une dCpréciation du dollar canadien par rap-
port a Ia plupart des principales devises étrangeres, qui a 
représente environ Ia moitié de Ia très forte hausse de 6.5 % 
enregistrée par l'indice implicite des prix a l'importation. 
Cette augmentation des prix a l'importation a a son tour 
contribué a l'accélération de l'indice de prix des dépenses 
personnelles (en hausse de 2.0% comparativement a 1.1 % 
au quatrième trimestre de 1976). L'évolution du taux de 
change a aussi eu des effets sur l'augmentation de 3.2 %de 
l'indice implicite des prix a l'exportat ion; en effet, les prix 
sont déterrninés en dollars E.-U. pour une proportion im-
portante des exportations canadiennes, probablement du 
fait que les prix sont établis sur les marches mondiaux et 
non par l'exportateur canadien. Une progression du cours 
du dollar américain par rapport a Ia monnaie canadienne 
a donc pour effet de gonfler le prix en dollars canadien' 
des produits exportés, méme si le prix payé par le consoin 
mateur étranger n'a pas vane. 

Les augmentations du volume et des prix des expor-
tations ont apparemment aide a améliorer les bénéfices des 
corporations avant impôt. qui se sont accrus de 15.6% et 
ont été a l'origine des deux tiers environ de Ia croissance 
de Ia production mesurée en termes de revenus. Les plus 
fortes augmentations relatives ont été réalisées dans les 
secteurs manufacturier et nhinier, dont les produits ont 
enregistré de bonnes performances a l'exportation au pre-
mier trimestre, et dans le commerce de gros et de detail. 
Cette croissance au premier trimestre fait suite a une mau-
vaise année en 1976 et I'augmentation desbénéficesdepuis 
un an n'a dépassé que légèrement celle du P.N.B. dans son 
ensemble. 

Environ Ia moitié de Ia croissance des bénéfices est 
imputable aux profits exceptionnels réalisés en vendant 
des biens en stocks a des prix supérieurs a ceux qui préva-
laient au moment de leur production; les ajustements de Ia 
valeur des stocks, qui mesurent ces plus-values, ont pro-
gressé de $1 .6 milliard en termes absolus entre le quatrieme 
et le premier trin1estre; l'essentiel de cette augmentation 
est attribuable aux corporations. Les plus fortes variations 
des plus-values sur stocks ont été enregistrées dans l'indus-
trie manufacturière et le commerce de detail et ont été im-
putables aux alirnents et aux boissons. 
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Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income 
mci c,cd 1 .0% in the first quarter. This very low rate 
of growth is to some extent misleading because it has 
been distorted by the retroactive wage payments made 
by governments in the fourth quarter, but after these 
have been adjusted for, the first quarter rate of growth 
was 2.3%. Of this, most was a result of an increase in 
average compensation rather than in employment. 

Net income received by farm operators from farm 
production fell more than 20% during the quarter, 
which left it at less than half its level of a year ago. 
There was also a decline of 2.1% in interest, dividends, 
and miscellaneous investment income. These declines 
together with the weakness in labour income more than 
offset relatively large increases in non-farm unincorpo-
rated business income and in government transfers to 
persons, and personal income rose only 1.5% during 
the quarter. This left it 9.6% above the first quarter of 
1976, the lowest year-over-year rate of growth in per-
sonal income since the first quarter of 1971. 

Because personal income tax collections increased 
by very nearly as much as personal income in the first 
quarter, personal disposable income rose only 0.5%. 
Personal expenditure on goods and services increased 
1 .6% in current dollar terms, with the result that per-
sonal saving as a percentage of personal disposable in-
come fell to 8.5% from 9.5% last quarter. 

Personal expenditure on durable goods increased 
3.4% during the quarter. reflecting higher spending on 
automobiles and recreational equipment. Spending on 
services was up 3.2%, but much of this increase was in 
foreign travel and so did not affect the domestic eco-
nomy. Expenditure on both semi and non-durable 
goods fell. The 0.6% decline in spending on semi-dura-
bles was widespread and affected home furnishings, 
clothing, and footwear, while the 0.5% fall in spending 
on non-durables resulted from declines in expenditure 
on food and energy. 

In real terms, personal expenditure fell 0.4%. 
Spending on durable goods was up 0.4% and there was 
a 1 .9% increase in spending on services, but real expen-
diture on semi and non-durable goods fell 2.4% and 
3.7%, respectively. 

Gross fixed capital formation increased 0.5% in 
real terms during the quarter, most of which resulted 
from a 3.5% increase in business investment in non-
esidential construction. As the Private and Public 

Investment in Canada survey of 1977 intentions sug-
cested, most of this growth was attributable to an 
licrease in engineering expenditure. There was also a 

La réniunération des salaries a augmente de 1 .0 % au 
premier trimestre. Ce três faible taux de croissance peut 
prCter a confusion en ce que les rappels de salaires verses 
par les gouvernements au quatrième trimestre introduisent 
une distorsion dans les chiffres; toutefois, méme en corn -
geant ces effets, le taux d'accroissenient des rémunérations 
n'a été que de 2.3 % au premier tnimestre, plus du fait 
d'une hausse de Ia rémunération nioyenne que d'une aug-
mentation de l'emploi. 

Le revenu net des exploitants agricoles au titre de La 
production agricole a diminué de plus de 20 % et est tombé 
a moms de Ia moitié de son niveau d'il y a un an.

Ces diminutions, combi-
nées a Ia faiblesse des revenus du travail, ont annulé les 
augmentations relativement importantes des revenus des 
entreprises individuellcs non agricoles et des transferts Pu.

personnel 1. 5 '/ au cours du trimestre; le revenu person-
nel a été supérieur de 9.6 % a celui du premier trimestre

Les recettes fiscales prClevées au titre de l'impOt sur 
le revenu ayant presque autant augmenté que Ic revenu 
personnel, le revenu personnel disponible n'a crU que de 
0.5 % au premier trimestre. Les dépenses personnelles en 
biens et services ont progressC de 1 .6 % en dollars courants, 
provoquant ainsi une chute de Ia part relative de l'épargne 
dans Ic revenu personnel disponible (de 9.5 % au dernier 
trimestre a 8.5 % cc trimestre) 

Les dépenses personnelles en biens durables ont pro-
gressé de 3.4 % au cours du dernier trimestre, par suite 
d'un accroissement des dépenses consacrées aux autorno-
biles et au materiel de loisirs.

Confor-
mément aux intentions suggCrées pour 1977 par I'enquete 
sur les investissements privés et publics au Canada, Ia ma-

chinery and equipment, but business investment in re-
sidential construction fell 2.0% in real terms, making 
tins the third consecutive quarter in which residential 
construction activity has declined. 

After a moderate amount of stock building last 
quarter, the real value of the physical change in inven-
tories fell by $1.0 billion in the first quarter. Much of 
this decline appears to have resulted from unexpectedly 
strong export demand. 

Exports of goods and services increased 10.0% in 
current dollar terms in the first quarter, putting them 
17.4% above the level of a year ago. There were sub-
stantial increases in exports of automobiles, trucks, 
aluminum, wheat, and iron ore, with United States 
demand accounting for most of the growth. Imports 
increased by a more moderate 7.2%, and as a result, the 
deficit in trade of goods and services fell to $39 bil-
lion from $4.8 billion in the previous quarter. The 
service deficit continued to increase, however, largely 
as a result of further deterioration in the travel account. 

In constant dollar terms, exports increased 6.5% 
while imports grew 0.7%. The very large increase in the 
implicit deflator for imports reflects the depreciation 
of the Canadian dollar as well as sharp price increases 
in fresh fruits and vegetables, coffee, tea, and cocoa. 

The increase in the real value of exports accounted 
for most of the first quarter growth, and because of its 
timing it may appear that the swing in the real growth 
rate can be linked to the decline in the international 
value of the dollar. It is not clear, however, that the in-
crease in export value can be attributed completely or 
even primarily to the exchange rate movement. And 
the partially offsetting effects of the dollar's loss of 
value on the service account have yet to be seen in full, 
because a low level of dividend payments to non-resi-
dents in the first quarter masked the increase in debt 
servicing on foreign currency- denominated liabilities. 
There is also a danger that the exchange rate fall will 
in future reduce personal expenditure growth because 
of the wealth-reducing impact of higher prices for 
personal expenditure commodities. This of course may 
act to hold down growth in imports, but it may also 
reduce expansion of expenditure on domestically pro-
duced commodities. 

Government current expenditure on goods and 
services increased I .8% in current dollar terms in the 
first quarter, while capital expenditure showed little 
change. Transfer payments to persons were up strongly, 
with higher provincial payments accounting for much

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Revisions to Historical Data 1971 to 1976 

It is normal practice to revise the previous four 
year's data when the preliminary first quarter Income 
and Expenditure Accounts are prepared. This year, as 
last, larger than normal changes were made to a number 
of series, and expenditure data for an additional two 
years were revised. 

Although a number of new data sources and esti-
mation methods have been introduced in the past year, 
the revisions were for the most part necessitated by 
changes in the historical relationships between bench-
marks and projectors. The reason for these changes is 
not entirely clear, but it is reasonable to speculate that 
the high inflation rates of the past few years have dis-
torted measurement of the economy as well as the 
economy itself. Experience with the behaviour of the 
projectors in an inflationary environment and improve-
ments to a number of them helped to reduce the mag-
nitude of the revisions this year compared to last, and 
it is hoped that continuing research and improvement 
of the historical data will further reduce the need for 
large revisions next year. 

Because they reflect revisions to the level of series 
on both sides of the Accounts as well as changes to 
prices and estimated seasonal patterns, changes in con-
stant dollar seasonally adjusted growth rates provide a 
convenient summary of the net effect of the revisions. 
These changes may also attract more widespread at-
tention than others, as a result of their importance in 
dating business cycles and in general current economic 
analysis. 

Reflecting a general tendency forunder-estimation 
in the preliminary figures, all annual growth real rates 
were revised upwards. The changes ranged from 0.2 per-
centage points in 1972 to 0.5 percentage points in 1974 
and 1975, and averaged 0.4 percentage points. The most 
noticeable of these changes is probably the increase in 
the growth rate in the recession year of 1975 to 1.1%, 
but this remains an extremely weak rate of growth. 

The quarterly pattern of the recession in 1974 
has been altered, as the revised data now show three 
consecutive quarters of negative real growth in the latter 
part of that year. The trough of the recession remains 
in the first quarter of 1974, and the recovery through 
the last half of 1975 and the first half of 1976 is still 
shown to be comparatively weak by historical standards. 

The real growth rate in the third quarter of 1976 
has been revised down to - 0.3% from 0.5%, resulting 
in two consecutive quarters of negative real growth and 
hence, by some definitions, a new recession. An alter-
native view is that the recession that began in 1974 has

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not yet ended. A great deal of significance should not 
he placed in a swing of less than 1% in one quarterly 
jowth rate, but the revised data do tend to support 
the view that the current economic environment is 
extremely weak. 

Although the magnitude of the revisions may not 
reflect well on the accuracy of the preliminary esti-
mates, there is little doubt that the quality of the his-
torical data has been substantially improved. Incorpo-
ration of accurate benchmark figures for individual 
series has also resulted in better "balance" in the ac-
counts, and in particular, the residual error of estimate, 
which is frequently used as a measure of accuracy of 
national accounts data, has been reduced in a majority 
of quarters and in three of the six years that were re-
vised. 

Revisions to Income Components 

All major income aggregates with the exception 
of net income of non-farm unincorporated business 
were on average revised upwards (Table I). The largest 
revisions in both absolute and percentage terms were 
made to corporation profits before taxes, interest and 
miscellaneous investment income, and wages, salaries 
and supplementary labour income. Since large changes 
were made to both profits and labour income, the re-
visions did not substantially alter the measured dis. 
rihut ion of national income.

Bien que l'ordre de grandeur des revisions puisse ne 
pas donner une image fidèle de I'exactitude des estimations 
préliminaires, on peut difficilement douter que la qualité 
des données chronologiques ait été sensiblement amCliorée.

Revisions des composantes du revenu national 

Les principaux agrégats dii revenu national, a l'ex. 
ception du revenu net des entreprises individuelles non 
agricoles, ont été en moyenne révisés a Ia hausse (tableau 
1). Les revisions les plus importantes, en chiffres absolus 
et en pourcentages, ont été apportées aux agrégats sui-
vants: bénéfices des corporations avant impôt, intéréts et 
revenus divers de placements Ct rémunération des salaries. 
Comme les profits et les revenus du travail ont été tous 
les deux fortement modifies, les revisions n'ont pas fait 
varier sensiblement la repartition du revenu national. 

The additions to corporation profits before taxes 
ranged from $385 million in 1973 to $1,572 in 1975, 
and were largely the result of the incorporation of new 
benchmark data. These have also led to upward revi-
sions to some components of interest and miscellaneous 
investment income. The quarterly profits survey on 
which the preliminary estimates are based has appar-
ently been seriously underestimating profits in some 
industries, particularly those in which there are a great 
many small firms (services, wholesale and retail trade, 
and finance, insurance and real estate). Because esti-
mates of capital consumption allowances are based in 
part on the same source, they were also revised up sub-
stantially. The quarterly survey coverage of small firms 
was greatly expanded in the first quarter of 1977 and 
there were changes made to survey methodology, which 
it is hoped will significantly improve the accuracy of 
current preliminary data.

The largest revisions in absolute tein 	re uk 
to wages, salaries, and supplementary labour income, 
which is not surprising since it comprises more than 
half of total Gross National Product. Incorporation of 
1975 benchmark data based on T-4 forms submitted 
by employers to the Department of National Revenue, 
as well as a number of other changes, added about S400 
million to the 1973 labour income figure and almost 
$3.3 billion to the 1976 figure. As in the case of cor-
poration profits, much of the under estimation apparent 
in the preliminary data can be attributed to difficulty 
in adequately surveying small firms and establishments. 
Some progress has been made in correcting for this 
problem, and the revisions as a percentage of the pre-
viously published figures, although still unacceptably 
large, were generally smaller than those made last year. 
At the present, however, these corrections are largely 
ad hoc, and a completely satisfactory resolution of the 
problem will require a reconciliation of disaggregated 
1-4 data with industry projectors as well as a solution 
to the difficulties in the small establishment survey. 
Work is currently progressing in this direction. 

Estimates of the net income of non-farm unin-
corporated business including rent were revised dowis-
wards in all years from 1973 to 1976. These changes 
were almost entirely the result of a reduction in the

Revisions to Expenditure Components 
Fairly substantial upward revisions were made to 

current dollar estimates of gross fixed capital formation 
and personal expenditure on goods and services begin-
fling in 1971, and to government current expenditure 
beginning in 1974. The changes to the current dollar 
magnitudes of personal expenditure and capital fornia-
tion carried through to the constant dollar estimates, 
as shown in Table 2, but constant dollar government 
expenditure was revised downwards. As a result, there 
were large changes in the implicit deflator for govern-
ment current expenditure.

The revisions to personal expenditure were based 
on the final establishment basis results from the 1971 
Census of Merchandising and Services, more recent data 
on non-retail sales to persons and spending on non-
commercial services, and on a more detailed commodity 
breakdown of retail sales by kind of business from the 
1974 Retail Commodity Survey. The new data added 
$192 million to expenditure on goods and S345 mil-
lion to expenditure on services in 1971 , and $624 mil-
lion to goods and $2.5 billion to services in 1976. In 
addition, the classification of expenditure on goods 

Les revisions des dépenses personnelles ont été fon-
dées sur les résultats définitifs, par établissement, du re-
censement du commerce et des services de 1971, sur des 
données plus récentes relatives aux ventes a des particu-
hers autres que celles au detail et aux dépenses en services 
non commerciaux, ainsi que sur une ventilation par pro-
duit plus fine des ventes par genre de magasin tirée de 
l'enquéte de 1974 sur les marchandises vendues au detail.

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was altered considerably, as estimates of spending on 
durables was revised upwards at the expense of expen-
diture on semi-durables. The major commodity groups 
affected by this change were furniture, recreational 
equipment, and clothing and footwear. 

It may be of particular interest to econometric 
model builders to note that the changes to the 1971 
level of personal expenditure will affect the levels for 
previous years, particularly in the period 1966 to 1970. 
Resource and data constraints have prevented the re-
visions being carried back further than 1971. which 
will have to await the next historical revision expected 
in 1979 or 1980, Consequently, there is a break in the 
personal expenditure series beginning in the first quar-
ter of 1971. This break was already present last year, 
as noted in the second quarter 1976 issue of this publi-
cation, but it has been increased considerably by the 
c,urrent revisions. For internal purposes. the data prior 
to 1971 and the revised data have been linked using a 
mechanical interpolation: this "linked" series can be 
obtained on request. 

Most of the change in government current expen-
diture from the previously published figures occured at 
the provincial and local levels, for which only fragmen-
tary information is available at the time the preliminary 
estimates are prepared. The revisions to 1973 and 1974 
were minimal, but the current dollar figures for 1975 
and 1976 were revised upwards by S841 million and 
S431 million, respectively, on the basis of more com-
plete survey responses. At the same time, estiniates of 
employment in provincial ad ministration were revised 
downwards, which lowered the constant dollar figure. 
As a result of the divergent movements in the current 
and constant dollar estimates, the implicit deflator for 
government current expenditure was increased in both 
1975 and 1976. 

Estimates of gross fixed capital formation are 
benchmarked to the Private and Public Investment in 
Canada survey, and changes to these source data ac-
counted for about one-quarter of the total revision to 
the Current dollar figure for 1976. Most of the remain-
der can he attributed to higher estimates of expenditure 
on alterations and repairs to residential construction. 
The revisions to this component more than doubled 
the previously published figures, and ranged from $326 
million in 1971, when it accounted for all of the revi-
sion to gross fixed capital formation, to $858 million 
in 1976. Again, it was not possible to incorporate this 
change in data prior to 1971, and the revisions have 
introduced a break at that point equal to about I .5% of 
the revised figure.

These 
revisions reinforce the previously published liquidation 
of stocks in 1975 and the accumulation in 1976. 

Quarterly estimates of the value of the physical 
change in inventories were revised considerably more 
than the annual figures, as the revised raw data altered 
the estimated seasonal component. Similarly,although 
only small changes were made to the annual estimates 
of imports and exports, there were fairly large revisions 
at the quarterly level.

REVISIONS TO THE INCOME 
%Nl) FXPFNDITURE ACCOUNTS 

I953 to 1977 

In normal practice the preliminary Income and 
Expenditure Accounts are released approximately 55 
days after the reference quarter. These estimates are 
then revised in subsequent quarters of the same year, 
and at the time the first quarter estimates for each of 
the next four years are prepared. In addition,occasional 
"historical revisions" take place which affect the entire 
history of the National Accounts. In this way it is pos-
sible to produce timely estimates without any perma-
nent sacrifice of accuracy. 

In this paper the issues of "bias" and overall accu-
racy in the preliminary National Accounts are addressed. 
Briefly anticipating the conclusions to follow, it is found 
that important downward biases have existed in the 
preliminary Accounts estimates, relative to the figures 
which are currently official. However these biases have 
affected the levels of current dollar GNP more than the 
real growth rates, the biases for the latter being quite 
small. Revision patterns for the quarterly growth rates 
in constant dollar seasonally adjusted GNE and its com-
ponents are very stable in structure, and have affected 
tI!c timing and duration of business cycles only slightly. 
.\ correlation matrix for the revisions since 1969 shows 
thcin to be highly positively related, suggesting that 

tor and expenditure shares in total GNP have been 
largely unaffected by the revision process. A small 

Hcction of tables at the end of the paper summarizes 
thc important characteristics of the revision process 
during the post-war era.' 

The question of bias in the preliminary estimates 
is most directly addressed by computing the arithmetic 
means of the revisions to the various series. If the preli-
minary estimates are unbiased, then these means should 
be close to zero; if they are not close to zero their sign 
gives an indication of the direction of bias. Table I 
below shows the various revisions to annual GNP over 
the period 1953-1976. The last column of the Table 
shows the total revisions in percentage terms, and since 
all are positive it must be concluded that some down-
ward biases exist in the preliminary estimates of the 
level of annual GNP. As Table 2 indicates, this bias is 
widespread, as the preliminary quarterly estimates of 
almost all components of GNP are also biased down-
wards. Further, these biases have been a fairly constant 
feature of the Accounts over the post-war years. How-
ever it is apparent from Table I that the largest revisions 
over the 1953 to 1976 period occurred at the time of 
hc historical revision in 1969, when a number of con-
ctual and methodological changes were made. The

REVISIONS DES COMPTES DES REVENUS 
El DES DEPENSES 

1953 a 1977 

Normalement, les chiffres préliminaires des comptes 
des revenus et des dépenses paraissent environ 55 jours 
après Ia fin du trimestre de référence. Ces estimations sont 
ensuite révisées aux trimestres suivants de Ia méme année 
civile et lors des estimations du premier trimestre des qua-
tre années suivantes. De plus, on procède a des "revisions 
historiques" occasionnelles qui modifient toute l'histoire 
des comptes nationaux. Ainsi, ii est possible de produire 
des estimations actuelles sans que I'exactitude en souffre 
de facon permanente. 

Dans le present bulletin, nous traitons du "biais" et 
de l'exactitude globale des coniptes nationaux provisoires. 
Devançant quelqiie peu les conclusions, disons que les es-
timations préliminaires comportaient d'importants biais 
par défaut, par rapport aux chiffres qui sont maintenant 
oft'iciels. Cependant, ces biais ont affecté les niveaux du 
P.N.B. en dollars courants plus que les taux de croissance 
réelle, les estimations relatives a cette derniêre ayant été 
a peine biaisées. Les revisions des taux trimestriels de 
croissance de Ia D.N.B. désaisonnalisée en dollars cons-
tants et de ses composantes sont très stables dans leur 
structure et n'ont que peu influé sur Ia chronologie et Ia 
durée des cycles économiques. Une matrice de corrCla-
tion pour les revisions depuis 1969 rCvèle une correlation 
positive élevée, ce qui semble indiquer que les parts des 
facteurs et des dCpenses du P.N.B. ont étë très peu tou-
chées par les revisions. Quelques tableaux, qui figurent a 
Ia fin du present document, résument les caractéristiques 
importantes du processus de revision pendant Ia période 
de l'aprés-guerre'. 

La façon Ia plus directe de connaitre le biais des esti-
mations préliniinaires consiste a calculer Ia moyenne arith-
mCtique des revisions des diverses series. Si les estimations 
ne sont pas biaisées, ces rnoyennes doivent ëtre voisines de 
zero; si ce n'est pas le cas, leur signe indique le sens du 
biais. Le tableau I indique les diverses revisions du P.N.B, 
annuel pour Ia période 1953-1976; Ia dernière colonne re-
présente les revisions totales en pourcentages qui, comme 
elles sont toutes positives, révélent Ia presence de biais par 
défaut dans les estimations préliminaires du niveau du 
P.N.B. annuel. Selon Ic tableau 2, ce hiais est general, puis-
que les chiffres trimestriels préliminaires de presque toutes 
les composantes du P.N.B. sont sous-estimés. Par ailletirs, 
ces hiais caractCrisent de façon assez constante les coniptes 
depuis Ia fin de Ia guerre. II ressort cependant du tableau I 
qu'entre 1953 et 1976, les écarts les plus importants ont 
été enregistrés lors de Ia revision historique de 1969 qui a 
Cté marquee par des changements d'ordres concept uel et 
méthodologique. Cette revision a généralement entrainé 
des variations supérieures a celles de toutes les autres

revisions from this single important source tend to 
dominate those from all other periods. Table 3 gives 
the mean first percentage revisions to annual GNP and 
its components. Again downward biases are evident in 
the preliminary figures, but they are not nearly so large 
as is suggested by Table 2. Little or no bias is evident 
for Corporation Profits, and for the Accrued Net In-
come of Farm Operators from Farm Production the 
bias is in an upward direction. On average, the preli-
minary annual figures for GNP were revised by 1.0% in 
the following year, 0.8% in the next year. and by a fur-
ther 4.2% in subsequent years. 

Of course large revisions to the levels of GNP and 
its components may or may not imply large revisions 
to the period-to-period grow rates. An examination of 
the revisions to the growth rates in constant dollar sea-
sonally adjusted GNE and its components reveals rela-
tively little bias, the mean total revision to the growth 
rate in real GNE bieng 0.3% during the period 1961 to 
1976.2  The mean first revision to the growth rate was 
0.1%. In other words, although the levels of current 
dollar GNP and most of its components tend to be 
underestimated by the preliminary figures, this is not 
significantly the case for the growth rates in constant 
dollar GNE and its components. 

Table 4 gives the average absolute total revisions 
to the growth rates in the constant dollar seasonally 
adjusted expenditure aggregates. The last line of the 
table suggests that the general size of revisions to the 
real GNE growth rate has been quite stable, in the range 
of 0.7%. Over the entire 1961-1976 period, Personal 
Expenditure on Consumer Goods and Services was re-
vised least in its growth rate (0.5%), the growth rates 
for Government Expenditure and Business Gross Fixed 
Capital Formation were revised by roughly the same 
amount (about 1 .8%), and Exports were revised only 
slightly more than Imports (1 .8% versus 1 .7%). Thus, 
while the bias to the preliminary growth rate estimates 
is not very substantial, the average absolute size of the 
growth rate revisions is nevertheless significant. 

The interrelated nature of the revisions is demon-
strated in the correlation matrix of Table 6, which gives 
the simple correlations among the total percentage re-
visions to selected Income and Expenditure cornpo-
nents, over the 1969-1976 period. All correlations 
except for some of those for the Accrued Net Income 
of Farm Operators from Farm Production are positive, 
implying that factor and expenditure shares in GNP are 
not greatly affected by the revisions. In particular, Cor-

périodes. Le tableau 3 indique les premieres revisions du 
P.N.B. et de ses composantes, sous forme de pourcentagc 
moyens. Une fois de plus, il apparait clairement que Ic' 
chiffres préliminaires étaient sous-évalués. mais Il s'en faui 
de heaucoup pour que ces biais aient l'importance qiie 
suggère le tableau 2. On observe peu ou pas de biais pour 
les bCnéfices des sociétés; dans le cas du revenu comptable 
net des exploitants agricoles au titre de Ia production agri-
cole, ii s'agit d'un biais par excès. En nloyenne, les chiffres 
annuels préliminaires du P.N .B. ont Cté révisés de 1.0 % Fan-
née suivante, de 0.8 % Ia deuxième année et de 4.2 % pour 
les autres années. 

Evidemment, des revisions importantes des niveaux 
du P.N.B. et de ses composantes ne se traduisent pas for. 
cement par des revisions inlportantes des taux de aoissance 
d'une période a une autre: si l'on examine les taux de crois-
sance révisés de la D.N.B. et de ses composantes, après 
désaisonnalisation et en dollars constants, on constate que 
les biais sont relativement faibles, le taux de croissance de 
Ia D.N.B. réelle ayant été en moyennereviséde0.3 %entre 
1961 et 1972 2 . La moyenne des premieres revisions du 
taux de croissance s'établissait a 0.1 %; autrement dit, 
bien que les niveaux du P.N.B. en dollars courants et 
de Ia plupart de ses composantes soient en général sous-
estimés par les chiffres préliminaires, il n'en va pas nette-
ment de méme pour les taux de croissance en dollars cons-
tants de la D.N.B. et de ses composantes. 

Le tableau 4 donne Ia valeur absolue moyenne des 
revisions totales apportées aux taux de croissance des agrC-
gats de dépenses désaisonnalisés en dollars constants. I. 
dernière ligne du tableau suggere que I'importance génc 
rale des revisions du taux de croissance de Ia D.N.B. réelle 
a été assez stable. se  maintenant autour de 0.7 %. Pour 
toute Ia période de 1961-1976, les dépenses personnelles 
en biens et services de consonimation sont celles dont le 
taux de croissance a etC le moms rCvisé (0.5 %); ceux des 
dépenses publiques et de Ia formation brute de capital 
fixe ont été rCvisés d'environ 1.8 %, tandis que celui des 
exportations a été légerenient plus ajusté que celui des 
importations (1.8 % contre 1.7 %). Ainsi, bien que Ic biais 
qui entachait les estimations préliminaires des taux de 
croissance ne soit pas trés important, Ia valeur absolue 
moyenne des revisions est néanmoins significative. 

La matrice de correlation du tableau 6 qui indique 
les correlations simples entre les revisions totales en pour-
centage de certaines composantes des revenus et dépenses 
pour Ia période 1969-1976, illustre l'interdépendance des 
revisions. A l'exception de quelques-unes concernant Ic 
revenu comptable net des exploitations agricoles au titre

I i Lome. Revisions to Exports and Imports are also 
ithly correlated, suggesting that the Trade Balance is 

not dramatically affected by the revisions. Twenty-
seven of the 45 correlations in this table exceed 0.50, 
and one might conclude that the revision process has 
not greatly changed the overall picture portrayed by 
the preliminary estimates, in terms of the relative 
degrees of strength or weakness in various individual 
components of the Accounts. 

Revisions to the growth rates of constant dollar 
seasonally adjusted GNE have occasionally had effects 
upon turning points and the duration of periods of 
economic strength or weakness, but these effects have 
not been substantial. In only two cases since 1961 (the 
third quarter of 1966 and the third quarter of 1972) 
have negative preliminary growth rates in constant dol-
lar GNE subsequently been revised as positive, and for 
the first of these two cases the revision was only to 
0.1%. Also twice (in the second quarterof 1962 and the 
first quarter of 1970) were there revisions from prelimi-
nary positive growth rates to negative growth, and in 
the second of these cases the revision was only to - 0.1%. 
The most severe case of revisions to the timing of the 
business cycle was for the recession of 1970:the preli-
ninary estimates showed the peak in the cycle at 1970 

larter I , with strong recovery beginning in the second 
arter of 1971, while the revised estimates indicate 

!.t the peak occurred in the fourth quarter of 1969 
Jild that the recovery began very forcefully in the first 
Iirter of 1971. 3  The revision process therefore has 

changed the dates of turning points, but not by more 
than one quarter, and not very often. On the other 
hand, cycles in some components of real GNE, parti-
cularly Business Gross Fixed Capital Formation, have 
more frequently been altered by revisions. 

Not unexpectedly, the change to greater time-
liness in the preliminary estimates in 1969 has had 
some effects upon the degree of accuracy in the preli-
minaries, relative to the estimates published one quar-
ter later. The mean first revision to quarterly current 
dollar GNP was 0.5% during the 1970-1975 period, 
compared with 0.3% over the 1953-1967 period. Fur-
thermore, the average absolute revision to this item 
(see Table 5) increased from 0.3% to 0.6 17c between 
these two periods. The average absolute first revision to 
the growth rate in constant dollar seasonally adjusted 
GNE increased from 0.3% to 0.5%, between the 196 1-
1968 and 1969-1976 periods. The greatest effects of

du D.N,B. En particulier, les revisions des bénéfices des 
corporations présentent une correlation de 0.86 avec 
celles de Ia rémunération des salaries; Ia correlation entre 
les revisions des exportations et des importations est éga-
lement três forte, laissant supposer qu'elles n'ont pas trop 
touché Ia balance commerciale. Comme 27 des 45 corréla-
tions de ce tableau sont supérieures a 0.50, on pourrait 
conclure que les revisions n'ont pas altéré sensiblement 
l'image d'ensemble que les estimations préliminaires 
avaient donné de Ia vigueur et de Ia faiblesse relatives des 
diverses composantes des comptes. 

Les revisions des taux de croissance de Ia D.N.B., 
aprês désaisonnalisation et en dollars constants, ont parfois 
eu une incidence sur les points de retournement conjonc-
turel et Ia durée des périodes de vigueur oil de faiblesse 
économique, mais ces effets n'étaient pas très considéra-
bles. Deux fois seulement depuis 1961 . aux troisièmes tn-
mestres de 1966 et de 1972, des taux négatifs de croissance 
de Ia D.N.B. en dollars constants sont devenus positifs 
après revision, et le taux de croissance n'est monte qu'à 
0.1 % dans le premier des deux cas.

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increased timeliness appear to have been felt by Wages, 
Salaries, and Supplementary Income, Corporation 
Profits, Personal Expenditure on Consumer Goods and 
Services, Exports, and Imports, although almost all 
components appear affected to some degree. A fairly 
distinct and costly tradeoff would appear to exist be-
tween accuracy in the preliminary estimates and the 
timeliness of their release. 

Revisions to the Residual Error of Estimate are 
of interest in that they show first, whether the Income 
or Expenditure side of the Accounts has received the 
larger net change, and second, whether the Accounts 
are more nearly in balance after revision. Between 1953 
and 1976, the absolute size of the Residual Error was 
smaller after revision 14 out of 24 times, indicating a 
tendency for the revisions process to bring the Accounts 
more nearly into balance. Also, the mean revision to 
the Residual Error over this period was $244 million, 
indicating that on average the Expenditure side was 
revised up relative to the Income side. The largest 
revision to the Residual Error took place for the year 
1971 ,the preliminary figure being - $1,044 million and 
the "final" one being $891 million. This revision of 
$1,935 million was 2.0% of GNP for that year. The 
mean value of the Residual Error from the preliminary 
estimates was $189 million, while the mean after re-
visions is $54 million. 

From this summary analysis, the following con-
clusions seem warranted: (I) significant downward 
biases affect the preliminary estimates for the lels of 
most National Accounts components, but any biases 
affecting the constant dollar grow rates are of only 
small magnitude; (2) the average absolute total revision 
to the real GNE growth rate and its components has 
remained very stable over the post-war period,although 
the first revisions have tended to be somewhat larger in 
recent years because of increased timeliness; (3) the re-
visions to most National Accounts components have 
been highly intercorrelated, especially in recent years, 
and therefore the revision process tends to affect the 
Accounts in general, leaving relative levels of the various 
components much less affected; (4) the turning points 
and duration of business cycles have occasionally been 
influenced by the revision process, but usually only in 
a mild way; and (5) the revisions have, to a limited ex-
tent, tended to bring the Accounts more nearly into 
balance. 

Revisions are the bridge between timeliness and 
accuracy in the National Accounts, and as such they will 
always be necessary. The stability of the revision pro-
cess means that the experience of the past can be used 
to gauge the probable accuracy of future preliminary 
estimates, and it is in this light that the observations 
of this paper are offered.

Les revisions de l'erreur résiduelle d'estimation pré-
sentent un certain intérét puisqu'elles indiquent, premiere-
ment, si ce sont les revenus ou les dépenses des comptes 
qui ont subi Ia variation nette Ia plus forte et deuxiCme-
ment, si les comptes sont plus équilibrés après revision. 
Entre 1953 et 1976, Ia revision a permis de réduire l'er-
reur résiduelle absolue 14 fois sur 24, ce qui indique 
qu'elle a tendance a permettre un meilleur équilihre des 
comptes. Dc plus, l'erreur résiduelle a été révisCe en 
moyenne de $244 millions pendant cette période, ce qui 
montre que les dépenses ont généralement eté révisées 
a Ia hausse par rapport aux revenus; I'écart le plus impor-
tant a été enregistré en 1971 avec un chiffre "définitif" 
de $891 millions contre, - 51.044 millions pour le chiffre 
préliminaire. Cette revision de $1,935 millions représen-
tait 2.0 % du P.N.B. de cette année-lã. La valeur moyenne 
de l'erreur résiduelle était de $189 millions pour les esti-
mations préliminaires, elle est de $54 millions après révi-
sion. 

Cette analyse sommaire semble appeler les conclu-
sions suivantes: (1) les estimations provisoires sont carat -
térisées par d'importants biais par défaut pour le niveau U: 
Ia plupart des composantes des comptes nationaux, mn-
tous les biais concernant les taux de croissance en dollars 
constants sont d'un ordre de grandeur limité; (2) Ia valeur 
absolue moyenne de Ia revision totale apportée au taux de 
croissance de Ia D.N.B. réelle et de ses composantes est 
demeurée très stable pour toute la période de l'après-guer-
re, bien que Its premieres revisions aient en général été 
un peu plus importantes au cours des dernières années par 
suite d'une amelioration de l'actualitC des données; (3) les 
revisions de Ia plupart des composantes des comptes natio-
naux Ctaient trés for-tement corrélées, spécialement au 
cours des dernières années, et Ic processus de revision tend 
donc a modifier les comptes dans leur ensemble, touchant 
beaucoup moms les niveaux relatifs des diverses compo-
santes; (4) les points de retournement conjoncturels et Ia 
durée des cycles économiques ont été influences occasion-
nellement par les revisions, genCralement de façon peu 
considerable; et (5) les revisions ont, dans une certaine 
mesure, tendance a permettre un meilleur equiibre des 
comptes. 

Les revisions permettent de concilier l'actualité et 
l'exactitude des données des comptes nationaux, et seront 
donc toujours nécessaires. La stabilité du processus de 
revision signifie que l'expérience acquise peut servir 
évaluer l'exactitude probable des futures estimations 
prCliminaires; c'est d'ailleurs pour cette raison que nob, 
avons fait ces observations.
