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1 their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain. 
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Not. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the lnput.Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry-
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 
Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
Ii duct by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 

:trial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro- 
it by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 

I . . Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
ill in these Statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 

J.assification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However. Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-company-establishniesst rela-
tionships; it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, A System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods. Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs. United Nations, 
New York, 1968).

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INTRODUCTION 

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT 
THIRD QUARTER 1977 

Gross National Product, seasonally adjusted at 
annual rates, increased 3.0% in the third quarter to a 
level of $209.3 billion; after adjustment for price 
changes, this translates into an increase of 1 .3% in real 
GNP. The growth in real output, which was the second 
largest in the past year-and-a-half, followed a revised 
decline of 0.3% in the second quarter. The resumption 
of real growth can be ascribed to a large increase in real 
personal expenditure on goods and services, a substan-
tial improvement in the balance of trade in goods and 
services and to a swing in non-farm business inventories 
from liquidation in the second quarter to some accu-
mulation in the third quarter. 

To some extent the strength in the third quarter 
represents a recouping of ground lost during the second 
quarter. Real personal expenditure, for example, in-
creased 2.017o during the quarter but averaged a more 
modest 0.6% increase in the second and third quarters 
combined. Similarly, the improvement in the foreign 
sector barely made up the second quarter deterioration, 
with the result that real net exports were left at about 

ie same level as in the first quarter. Moreover, the 
iinprovement in real net exports resulted from the fact 
t nat real exports declined less rapidly than real imports, 
rather than from increased foreign demand. There are, 
however, some grounds for expecting these foreign 
sector movements to be temporary. 

The expansion in real GNP was accompanied by 
continued moderate price increases. Prices of Canadian-
produced goods and services, as measured by the GNP 
implicit price index, increased 1.7% in the third quar-
ter, leaving the index of these prices 6.6% above the 
level of a year earlier. There were larger increases in the 
prices of both imports and exports, presumably as a 
result of the decline in the international value of the 
Canadian dollar in the third and previous quarters. 
Partly as a result of the increases in import prices, the 
implicit price index for personal expenditure has been 
increasing more rapidly than the overall GNP price 
index, and is now 7.2% above the level in the third 
quarter of 1976. 

Corporation profits before taxes, and wages, 
salaries, and supplementary labour income both con- 
tributed substantially to the increase in current dollar 
(NP. Labour income strengthened slightly, growing by

Le Produit national brut, après désaisonnalisation 
aux taux annuels, a progressé de 3.0 % m troisième tn-
mestre pour atteindre $209.3 milliards, ce qui équivaut 
après correction des variations de pnix a une hausse de 
1.3% du P.N.B. reel.

the change in the third quarter was still due to higher 
average earnings. The net effect of the increases in la-
bour income and real output was that unit labour 
costs - that is, labour income divided by real GNP --
increased 1 .1%, a deceleration compared to the in-
crease of 2.4% last quarter. 

The large increase in export prices and the slower 
growth in unit labour costs presumably contributed to 
the improvement in corporation profits before taxes, 
which increased 3.2% during the quarter. The improve-
ment was in a sense even larger than this rate of growth 
suggests, because the measured figure includes an ele-
ment of profit that results from the common business 
practice of recording beginning-of-period inventories 
and withdrawals at original cost, while recording pur-
chases and end-of-period inventories at a higher price. 
These capital gains, which are deducted from GNP 
through the "inventory valuation adjustment", de-
clined again in the third quarter in response to the 
generally good price performance, particularly in the 
industry selling price indexes. Corporation profits net 
of the inventory valuation adjustment increased by 
about 6.9% in the third quarter and have averaged an 
increase of approximately 6.1% in each of the first 
three quarters of the year. 

Total personal income grew at about the same 
rate as labour income in the third quarter, as higher 
government transfer payments and an increase in net 
income of farm operators from farm production offset 
a deceleration in interest, dividends and miscellaneous 
investment income. Net  personal income tax collections 
recovered from the irregularly low level of the second 
quarter, however, with the result that growth in per-
sonal disposable income fell to 1.9% from 3.8% in the 
second quarter. 'J'his was only slightly larger than the 
1 .6% increase in the personal expenditure implicit price 
index. 

Personal expenditure on goods and services grew 
3.6%, lowering the personal saving rate to 9.6% from 
11 .1% in the second quarter. In real terms, personal 
expenditure increased 20G/0  Personal expenditure on 
durable goods, led by very strong automobile sales. 
grew 3.8% in real terms after falling 3.6% last quarter, 
and spending on semi-durable goods swung from a de-
cline of 2.6% last quarter to an increase of 3.0%. 
Spending on non-durable goods increased 1 .2% and real 
spending on services was up 1.4%. 

Total gross fixed capital formation fell 1 .6% in 
volume terms in the third quarter but remained slightly 
above the level of the third quarter of 1976, when 
there was a large drop in real investment. Most of the

tial construction which had enjoyed two quarters of 
healthy growth in the first half of the year but which 
lell 2.3% in the third quarter. The weakness in non-
residential construction affected both building con-
struction and engineering. The volume of business in-
vestment in residential construction declined 1.2% 
after falling 5.1 17o in the second quarter; starting in the 
first quarter of recovery from the 1974- 1975 recession, 
this investment component increased for five consecu-
tive quarters, and then fell in each of the next five 
quarters. Business investment in machinery and equip-
ment fell 1 .1% in real terms, in the third quarter after 
declining 3.1% in the previous quarter; together with 
the movements in non-residential construction, this 
left business investment in plant and equipment down 
1 .6% in the quarter. 

The value of the physical change in inventories in 
real terms swung to an accumulation of $168 million in 
the third quarter after a liquidation of $364 million in 
the second. Partly as a result of higher wheat exports, 
there was a decumulation of $492 million in real terms 
in farm inventories. Non-farm business inventories in-
creased by S644 million after a liquidation of $180 
million in the second quarter. Most of the third quarter 
accumulation occurred at the manufacturing and mining 
industry levels; the manufacturing stock-to-sales ratio 
nevertheless fell slightly as a result of higher shipments. 
Within manufacturing the accumulation was split 
cival 1y between durable and non-durable goods pro-
ducing industries. These were also modest accumula-
tions of stocks in both wholesale and retail trade. 

Exports of goods and services increased 2.5% in 
current dollar terms in the third quarter. There were 
substantial increases in exports of wheat, iron ore, 
lumber, and industrial machinery, but exports of auto-
mobiles and parts fell. The increase in total exports 
would have been more than half again as large had the 
decline in cars and car parts not occurred. Imports of 
goods and services were up only slightly in the third 
quarter, in part because imports of auto parts excluding 
engines fell 13.91/o, The anomalous movements in 
foreign trade in the automobile industry may have 
been a result of longer than normal re-tooling periods 
resulting from substantial model changes introduced by 
some manufacturers this year; if so, it is reasonable to 
expect fairly large increases in both imports and ex-
ports of automobiles and parts next quarter. In any 
event, the movements in trade of cars and parts were 
virtually offsetting and so had little effect on the bal-
ance of trade in goods and services, which improved by 
$880 million from last quarter's record deficit of $6.1 
billion. In real terms, exports fell 0.8% and imports de-
Jined 3.3%. There were large increases in the implicit 
price indexes for both, reflecting the continued drop in

Total revenue of all levels of government com-
bined (excluding inter-governmental transfers) in-
creased by 2.7% in the third quarter after a 2.2% decline 
in the second. Almost all of this increase was due to 
the large increase in direct taxes to persons following 
the unusually low second quarter rate. 

Total expenditure of all levels of government 
combined increased by 2.2%. This increase was largely 
due to the 6.0% growth in transfer payments to per-
sons with large increases in old age security fund pay-
ments and unemployment insurance benefits at the 
federal level and in grants to post secondary education 
and to benevolent associations at the provincial level. 
Current outlays of goods and services decreased at the 
federal level and increased marginally at other levels, 
resulting in an overall growth of 0.8%. This follows a 
sharp increase of 4.0% in the second quarter. 

With revenues rising more sharply than expendi-
tures, the government sector deficit, on a national ac-
counts basis and seasonally adjusted at annual rates, 
was $5.6 billion in the third quarter after $6.1 billion 
in the second quarter.
