Ii ( ,t,ula. the National Accounts have been developed since 
Ii: . Ise of the Second World War in a series of publications relating 
to lieir constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry. 
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 
Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
I'ioduct by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
.odustrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
ided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 

I.1 ). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
Ictail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
,Ijssification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
or incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 

data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
Sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-company-establishment rela-
tionships; it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication,A System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968). 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait l'objet depuis Ia fin 
de Ia Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une srie de publications por-
tant sur leurs éléments constitutifs. Ils ont connu une telle evolution 
qu'on peut maintenant les qualifier de "Système de comptabilitC 
nationale". Aux fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font 
partie du système (elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, Ia des-
cription du cadre thèorique et l'explication des sources et des me-
thodes) porteront dCsormais Ic titre general de "Système de comp-
tabiité nationale". 

Le système de comptabilitè nationale du Canada se divise en 
plusieurs categories de comptes. Los comptos annuels et tnmestriels des 
revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans Ies publications dont Ic numéro 
de catalogue commence par 13) ont constiluC Ic premier ensemble de 
statistiques a etre connu sous le titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptos 
nationaux, revenus et dépenses). Les données sur Ia balance canadienne 
des paiements internationaux (numéro de catalogue commencant par 
67) font egalement partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du système de 
comptabilite nationale; dIes ont rnème existC avant les comptes des 
revenus et des dépenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détailiCe d'industnes et do 
biens et services figure dans los tableaux d'entrCes-sorties du système 
(numCro de catalogue commençant par 15). Les indices du produit 
intCriour reel par industrie (compris dans les publications dont les 
numéros do catalogue commence par 61) mosurent, en dollars cons-
tants, l'apport do chaque branche d'activitC ata produit intérieur brut 
au coüt des facteurs. Un rapport ost Ctabli entre los entrées et sorties 
dans los etudes de productivitC (publications dont le numéro de cata-
logue commence par 14). 

L'établissement est l'unité primaire de production mdustrielle 
tant dans les tableaux d'entrCes-sorties que dans les indices du produit 
intérieur reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications dont les 
numéros de catalogue commence par 13) mesurent les operations finan-
cières. Les categories de preteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les 
éléments de base do ces statistiques et Ia personne morale est Ie point de 
depart du classement des agents Cconomiques. En outre, Ic système a 
Cté concu de façon a pouvoir incorporer Ies comptes de bilans (qui 
prennent pour objet Ic patrimoine) bisque les données s'y rapportant 
seront suffisamnsent developpees. 

Le système de comptabiitC nationale constitue un ensemble con-
ceptuellement intégré dans lequeb les diverses categories de comptes 
peuvent ëtre considérCes comme des sous.systèmes étroitement lies 
entre eux. Au stade actuel de developpement, on ne pout faire de corn-
paraison directe ontre los élCnsents bases sur l'établissement et ceux qui 
sont bases sur l'entite juridique que bisque les donnCes sont groupees 
dans des categories très génCrales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada pour-
suit ses recherches sur les relations entre l'entreprise, Ia sociélé et I'Cta. 
blissement. El sera peut-ëtre possible un jour do reclasser los donndes 
établies sur une cerlaine base (l'établissement par exemple) de manière 
ales faire correspondre aux donnCes dtablies sur une autre base (sociCtC 
ou entreprise). 

Dans ses grandes lignes, be système de coinptabilite nationale du 
Canada suit do très près Ia norme internationale exposée dans Ia publi-
cation des Nations Unies intituléc Système de comptabiitE nationale 
(Etudes méthodologiques, serie F, no 2, rev. 3, Bureau de statistique, 
DCpartement des affaires economiques et sociales, Nations Unies, 
New York, 1970). 
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In 1977 Gross National Product Increased 9.3% to a level 
of $207.7 billion; after adjustment for price changes, 
real GNP increased 2.6°/s.

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INTRODUCTION 

GROSS N%JIONAL PRODtCT 
FOURTH QUARTER 1977 

Gross National Product, seasonally adjusted at 
annual rates, increased 1.9% in the fourth quarter to a 
level of $214.7 billion; in real terms (that is, after 
adjustment for price changes) GNP grew 0.8%. This in-
crease originated in the foreign sector, as exports rose 
4.7% in volume terms and real imports fell 1.5%. The 
drop in import volume was caused, at least in part, by a 
0.6% decline in final domestic demand, with declines in 
personal expenditure, government current expenditure, 
and gross fixed capital formation. 

The fourth quarter movements left GNP for the 
year as a whole up 9.3% from 1976. This translates 
into a real increase of 2.6% compared with 4.9% in 1976. 

The year began strongly with real output growing 
1.8% in the first quarter, primarily on the strength of a 
6.7% increase in real exports, and a 5.1% increase in 
real government expenditure. Personal expenditure, 
however, did not grow appreciably in the first quarter 
and declined 0.9% in the second. With real exports 
.ilmost unchanged in the second quarter and only 
modest growth in other expenditure aggregates, real 
mitput remained at about the first quarter level. The 
third quarter saw a resumption of real growth, as 
personal expenditure recovered and a decline in imports 
led to an improvement in real net exports, despite a 
drop in export volume. Renewed growth in real exports 
in the fourth quarter was then sufficient to offset the 
weakness in domestic demand and generate continued 
real growth, although at a much lower rate than in the 
third quarter. 

The net effect of these quarterly movements was 
to leave seasonally adjusted real GNP in the fourth 
quarter 4.0% above the level in the same quarter of the 
previous year, with most of the growth attributable to 
the strength in exports. Personal expenditure increased 
only 0.9% in the same period, and real gross fixed capital 
formation declined 0.8%. The weakness in domestic 
demand helped to lower imports, which fell 2.0% from 
the fourth quarter of 1976 to the fourth quarter of 
1977. 

These changes from the fourth quarter of 1976 
Uustrate the extent to which the real sector of the 
Lonomy was dominated in 1977 by the decline in the

QUATRIEME TRIMESTRE 1977 

Aprés désaisonnalisation aux taux annuels, le Produit 
national brut a progressé de 1.9 % au quatrième trimestre 
pour atteindre $214.7 milliards; en termes reels, c'est-à-dire 
après correction des variations de prix, le PNB a crU de 
0.8 %. Cette augmentation provenait du secteur étrangcr, 
les exportations en volume ayant progressé de 4.7 % tandis 
que les importations rCelles fléchissaient de 1.5 %. La 
chute du volume des importations a été due, au moms en 
partie, a un dCclin de 0.6 % de Ia demande intérieure finale 
attribuable A des baisses réelles des dépenses des particuliers, 
des dépenses courantes du secteur public et de Ia forma-
tion brute de capital fixe. 

Les mouvements du quatriême trimestre ont porte 
le PNB pour l'ensemble de l'année a un niveau supérieur 
de 9.3 % a celui de 1976, ce qui représente un accroisse-
ment reel de 2.6 %, comparativement a 4.9 % en 1976. 

L'année a débuté avec force, Ia production réelle 
ayant augmentC de 1.8% durant le premier trimestre, en 
raison surtout d'une vigoure use hausse de 6.7 % des 
exportations réelles et d'un accroissement de 5.1 % des 
dépenses courantes réelles du secteur public. Toutefois, les 
dépenses des particuliers n'ont pas crU de façon appreciable 
au premier trijnestre et ont reculé de 0.9 % au deuxiéme. 
Etant donnC que les exportations recites n'ont presque pas 
vane au deuxième trimestre et que les autres agrégats de 
dépense n'ont que peu progressé. Ia production rCelle est 
demeurée a peu près au niveau du premier triniestre. Au 
troisiême trimestre, Ia croissance réeile a amorcé une 
reprise, grace a une remontCe des dépenses des particuliers 
et a une diminution des importations, laquelle a amélioré 
les exportations réelles nettes en dépit d'une baisse du 
volume des exportations. Une reprise de Ia croissance des 
exportations réelles au quatrième trimestre a donc suffi a 
compenser Ia faiblesse de Ia demande intérieure et a 
soutenir Ia croissance réelle, a un rythnie cependant 
inféricur a celui du troisième triniestre. 

Par suite de tous ces mouvements trimestriels, Ic PNB 
reel désaisonnalisé s'est Clevé au quatriCmc trimestre a un 
niveau supérieur de 4.0 % a celui du méme trimestre de 
I'année dernière, la majeure partie de cette augmentation 
Ctant attribuable a Ia vigueur des exportations. Pendant Ia 
méme période, les dépenses des particuliers n'ont progressé 
que de 0.9 % et La formation brute de capital a,e a fléchi 
de 0.8 % en termes reels. La faiblesse de Ia demande 
intérieure a toutefois aide a réduire les importations, qui 
ont enregistré une diminution de 2.0 % entre Ic dernier 
trimestre de 1976 et Ic dernier trimestre de 1977. 

Ces variations par rapport au quatrième trimestre de 
1976 ilustrent dans quelle mesure le secteur reel de 
l'économie a Cté dominé en 1977 par le déclin de Ia valeur 
internationale du dollar canadicn et par les mouvements 



price movements which resulted from it. The 16.6% 
increase in import prices from the fourth quarter of 
1976 made a significant contribution to the increases 
in the implicit price indexes for most major expenditure 
aggregates. Prices of domestically produced goods and 
services, however, decelerated substantially, perhaps 
partly in response to the weakness in domestic demand 
and the moderate growth in labour costs. Labour 
income in the fourth quarter was 7.8% higher than in 
the fourth quarter of 1976, the lowest quarterly 
change from the previous year in almost seven years, 
while the implicit GNE price index was up 5.5% com-
pared to the same quarter a year earlier, the lowest 
such increase since 1972. 

Some substitution of domestically produced 
goods for imports apparently resulted from the differ-
ential rates of inflation in these two aggregates, as im-
ports dropped to 25.4% of final domestic demand from 
26.1% in the fourth quarter of 1976. The decline in the 
Canadian dollar also appeared to help export sales, 
which were up 9.8% in real terms from a year earlier.

1977 Annual 

The quarterly movements described in the pre-
ceding section resulted in a 9.3% rise in GNP for the 
year as a whole to a level of $207.7 billion. After 
adjusting for price increases, this represents real growth 
of 2.6%, compared with 4.9% in 1976. 

The major source of strength in 1977 was exter-
nal demand. Real exports were 7.7% higher than in 
1976, and with real imports increasing only 2.0%, real 
net exports (real exports less real imports) contributed 
more than one percentage point to the increase in real 
GNP. Partly offsetting this strength in the external 
sector was a substantial swing in inventory investment 
to liquidation and weak domestic demand with real 
personal expenditure and government current expendi-
ture on goods and services both growing at rates well 
below their long term averages, while gross fixed capital 
formation declined in real terms. 

Real personal expenditure increased 2.8% in 
1977, with the largest percentage increase (5.2%) in 
spending on services, reflecting higher net expenditure 
abroad and a large increase in spending on financial and 
legal services. Growth in expenditure on durables slowed 
to 2.4% from 5.4% in 1976, reflecting weakness in 
most of the components of durables and a fall in 
spending on household appliances. Expenditure on 
semi.durable goods increased 1.0%, as spending on

Les mouvements trimestriels décnts dans Ia sectiur 
précédente ont entrainé une progression de 9.3 % du PN K 
pour l'ensemble de l'année, cc qui l'a porte a $207.7 mu-
liards. Après correction des augmentations de prix, ccIi 
represcnte une croissance rCelle de 2.6 %, contre 4.9 % en 
1976. 

La demande extCrieure a été l'élément le plus 
vigoureux en 1977. Les exportations réelles ont été 
supérieures de 7.7 % a celles de 1976, et, comme les 
importations réelles n'ont progressé que de 2.0 %, l'excé-
dent commercial reel (exportations réelles moms importa-
tions réelles) a contribué pour plus de un point a Ia hausse 
du PNB reel.

household furnishings was virtually unchanged from 
last year and purchases of clothing and footwear 
declined. Expenditure on non-durables was up only 
0.7% reflecting little change in energy products as well 
as food, beverages and tobacco. 

Gross fixed capital formation fell 0.6% in real 
terms in 1977, with all of the decline in business fixed 
investment. Business investment in residential construc-
tion fell 6.0% while machinery and equipment invest-
ment dropped 1 .7%. With non-residential construction 
investment rising 3.7%, total business investment in 
plant and equipment was virtually unchanged from 
1976. 

( 	After substantial accumulation in 1976, inventory 
investment swung to a slight liquidation in real terms. 
Most of this swing was concentrated in the non-farm 
business sector, which accumulated by $ 122 million in 
1977 after a very strong $1,068 million accumulation 
in 1976. On an industry basis, wholesalers liquidated 
$105 million worth of stocks after an accumulation of 
$466 million in 1976. Retail trade recorded a moderate 
accumulation of $60 million in 1977, a downward 
swing of $411 million from 1976. There was an 
accumulation of $95 million in manufacturing, 
approximately the same level as the year before. In 
.iddition, farm inventories swung from an accumulation 
of $167 million in 1976 to a liquidation of $208 million 
in 1977. 

The deficit in the balance of trade in goods and 
services, measured in current dollars, declined to $4.6 
billion from $4.7 billion in 1976. However, with import 
prices rising at almost double the rate of increase for 
export prices, the improvement in real net exports 
was close to $1 .4 billion. Real merchandise exports rose 
10.0% in 1977, primarily the result of strong increases 
in exports of motor vehicles and parts, and fabricated 
materials. Lumber and wheat exports also recorded 
healthy increases. Weak domestic demand and rapid 
price increases helped to keep the growth of real 
merchandise imports to 1.1% in 1977. Widespread 
declines in imports of food, crude and fabricated 
materials, and industrial machinery partially offset large 
increases in imports of passenger cars and motor vehicle 
parts. The service account continued to deteriorate in 
1977, but at a slower rate than in 1976. This was 
primarily the result of a reduction in the rate of growth 
of tourism abroad, offsetting accelerating interest and 
dividend payments to non-residents. 

Les dépenses au titre des biens semi-
durables ont cr-O de 1.0 %, les achats d'articles d'ameuble-
ment n'ayant a peu près pas vane par rapport a l'année 
dernière et ceux de vétements et de chaussures ayant dimi-
nué. Les dépenses en biens non durables n'ont augmenté 
que de 03 % alors que les dépenses au titre des produits 
énergétiques, de l'alimentation, des boissons et du tabac 
sont restées a peu près au méme niveau. 

En 1977, Ia formation brute de capital fixe a déclinC 
de 0.6% en termes reels, uniquement a cause des investis-
sements fixes des entreprises. Les investissements de ces 
dernières dans Ia construction rCsidentielle ont régressé de 
6.0 %, tandis que ceux en machines et materiel ont reculC 
de 1.7 %. Les investissements en construction non rési-
dentielle ayant progressé de 3.7 %, les investisseinents 
totaux des entreprises en installations et en materiel n'ont 
pratiquement pas change par rapport a 1976. 

Aprés une accumulation substantielle en 1976, on a 
observe une Iégère liquidation des stocks en termes reels. 
La majeure partie de ce revirement a été due au secteur 
des entreprises non agricoles, qui a aecumulé seulernent 
$122 millions de stocks en 1977 après un trés fort gonfle-
ment en 1976 ($1,068 millions). En ce qui concerne les 
secteurs d'activité, les vcndeurs de gros ont liquidC $105 
millions de stocks aprés en avoir accumulé $466 millions 
en 1976. Dans Ic commerce de detail, on a observe une 
accumulation modérée de $60 millions en 1977, ce qui 
représente un revirement a Ia baisse de $41 I millions par 
rapport a 1976. 11 y a eu une accumulation de $95 millions 
dans le secteur manufacturier en 1977, soit a peu prés le 
méme niveau que l'année prCcédente. Par aileurs, les 
stocks agricoles sont passes d'une accumulation de $167 
millions en 1976 a une liquidation de $208 millions en 
1977. 

En dollars courants, le deficit de Ia balance corn-
merciale des biens et services a dirninué pour passer a $4.6 
milliards, comparativernent a $4.7 milhiards en 1976. 
Toutefois, les prix a l'importation ayant crU a un rythme 
presque deux fois plus rapide que les prix a l'exportation, 
l'ainélioration des exportations réelles nettes a atteint prés 
de $1.4 milliard. Les exportations réelles de marchandises 
ont progressé de 10.0 %en 1977,principalement en raison 
d'une forte augmentation des ventes de véhicules et de piè-
ces automobiles et de demi-produits. Les livraisons de bois 
de sciage et de blé ont ëgalement enregistré des accroisse-
ments appréciables. La faiblesse de la demande intérieure 
et Ia hausse rapide des prix ont contribué a maintenir la 
croissance des importations réelles demarchandisesà 1.1 % 
en 1977. Des baisses généralisées des achats de pmduits 
alimentaires, de rnatières premieres, de derni-produits et 
de machines industrielles ont partiellement annulé de 
fortes augmentations des importations de véhicules et de 
pièces automobiles. Le compte des services a continue a se 
deteriorer en 1977, mais a un rythme inférieur a celui de 
1976, a cause principalement d'une reduction du taux de 
roissance du tourisme a l'etranger, qui a compensé une 

,iccélération des paiements d'intdrëts et de dividendes aux 
non-residents. 
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The implicit price index for GNP rose 6.6% in 
1977, a substantial deceleration from the 9.5% increase 
in 1976 and the lowest annual increase since 1972. 
However, a substantial acceleration in import price 
increases from 1 .7% in 1976 to 11 .8% in 1977 allowed 
only a marginal deceleration in the implicit price 
increases for personal expenditure and gross fixed 
capital formation to 7.3% and 8.2% respectively. The 
implicit price increase for government current expendi-
ture slowed to 7.7% in 1977 from 14.2% in 1976. 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income 
grew at about the same rate as total GNP in 1977, 
increasing 10.0% after a 15.0% rise in 1976. Corpora-
tion profits before taxes were up 11.4% compared to 
1976, and after tax profits increased 18.8%. However, 
part of this improved performance was due to profit on 
inventories turned over. These inventory profits, which 
are deducted from GNP in the inventory valuation 
adjustment, grew almost $1.2 billion in 1977, equivalent 
to over half of the profit growth in 1977. 

Other non-wage income increased 9.1% in 1977. 
The strong 16.3% increase in interest and miscellaneous 
investment income was particularly driven by increases 
in government trading profits. A 13.6% decline in ac-
crued net income of farm operators, combined with an 
8.5% increase in net income of non-farm unincorporated 
business, helped to slow the growth of other non-wage 
income. 

The growth of personal income slowed to 10.1% 
in 1977 from 14.3% in 1976; after accounting for 
personal income tax collections, personal disposable 
income increased 10.5% in 1977 to a level of $139.3 
billion. With total personal expenditure rising 10.3%, 
this resulted in a slight increase in the personal savings 
rate to 10.7% in 1977, compared to 10.6% in 1976. 

Total revenues of all levels of government 
combined (excluding intergovernmental transfer) 
increased by 8.6% in 1977, a much slower rate of 
increase than in 1976. Most of the revenue components 
showed tharply lower rates of growth in 1977 than in 
1976, reflecting the lower rate of growth in incomes. 

Total government expenditure rose by 11.2% for 
the year, just somewhat lower than the 1976 rate of 
12.4%. Outlays on goods and services increased by 
10.0%, one of the smallest rates of change in several 
years, as wage and salary payments, which account for 
almost 609o' of total government expenditure on goods 
and services, grew by 9.5%, after increases of about 
28% in the previous two years. Transfer payments to 
persons increased by 14.7%, a rate similar to that of

Fourth Quarter 1977 

Wages, salaries, and supplementary labour 
income increased 1.5% in the fourth quarter. Corpora-
tion profits before taxes were up 3.2% from the third 
quarter, with the largest increases in mining, manufac-
turing and trade. This increase left profits 22.8% above 
the depressed level of the fourth quarter of 1976. 

Interest, dividends, and miscellaneous investment 
income increased 4.0% in the fourth quarter, and 
government transfers to persons and unincorporated 
business were up 4.011o. These increases together with 
the rise in labour income more than offset a 8.2% 
decline in farm income and very marginal growth in 
non-farm unincorporated business income, with the 
result that personal income grew 1.9%. Because per-
sonal income tax collections declined from the third 

uarter, personal disposable income grew by a more 
ipid 2.7. 

V III 1 liiher proportii of perm)II'd llp)SiI)lC 
income saved than in the third quarter, personal 
expenditure grew a comparatively modest 1 .7%. In real 
terms, personal expenditure was virtually unchanged 
from the third quarter. Durable expenditure fell 2.0%, 
reflecting large declines in new and used cars as well as 
household appliances. Spending on semi-durables was 
up I .4% with reasonable growth in all components 
except clothing. Non-durable and service expenditure 
both advanced only marginally, as declines in energy 
consumption and net expenditure abroad particularly 
slowed the growth of these components. 

Real gross fixed capital formation dropped 21% 
in the fourth quarter, with all of the decline occurring 
in the business sector. Business investment in residential 
construction fell 4.4%, reflecting a change in the 
composition of housing starts away from single family 
homes. The volume of business investment in machinery 
and equipment declined 3.7%, and business investment 
in non-residential construction fell marginally. These 
movements left the level of business investment in

Real inventory investment accumulated at a rate 
$64 million below that of the third quarter. This slight 
deceleration was the result of continued liquidation of 
farm inventories and a slightly lower rate of accumula-
tion of non-farm inventories. The fourth quarter stock 
building in the non-farm sector was concentrated in 
wholesale trade, while in the third quarter it occurred 
primarily in manufacturing. 

Exports of goods and services rose 5.1% in the 
fourth quarter; with imports growing only 0.7%, the 
deficit in trade of goods and services improved by more 
than two billion dollars to $3.0 billion. In real terms, 
exports were up 4.7%, while imports declined 1.5%. Of 
particular note were strong increases in exports of 
newsprint, pulp and automotive products, while import 
growth was inhibited by widespread weakness in those 
categories associated with investment in machinery and 
equipment. A further one-fifth of the improvement in 
the trade balance occurred in the foreign travel deficit. 

The implicit price index for exports of goods and 
services rose only 0.4% in the fourth quarter. This very 
modest increase played a major role in restraining the 
overall GNP price index, but it reflected a change in 
the composition of exports more than price changes 
per Se. This was an irregular movement in the composi-
tion of exports in the third quarter, as automobile 
exports declined, apparently as a result of a longer than 
normal model changeover period. This movement raised 
the export price index at that time, and a return to a 
more "normal" export mix in the fourth quarter 
reduced the impact of fourth quarter price changes. 
The effect of these weight shifts is illustrated by the 
fact that the Laspeyres export price index, which holds 
export composition constant, increased 1.8% in the 
fourth quarter. 

The implicit price index for non-residential 
construction also had a relatively modest fourth quarter 
increase, largely because of weak building material 
price increases. The implicit price index for personal 
expenditure, however, rose 1.8% with the largest 
increase in the non-durable goods implicit price index. 
Overall, the implicit price index for GNE rose 1.0%. 

Total revenue of all levels of government com-
bined (exci iid ing intergovernmental transfers) increased 
by only 0.1% in the fourth quarter of 1977 following a 
2.7% increase in the third quarter. Increases in revenues

Total government expenditures rose by 1.9% in 
the quarter. The largest absolute increase was in tax 
payments to persons, with the major part of the gain in 
federal unemployment insurance payments. Purchases 
of goods and services increased by 1.2%, with small 
increases at the provincial, local and hospital levels. 

Thus, with an increase in total government 
expenditure and relatively no growth in revenue, the 
government sector deficit, on a national accounts basis, 
and seasonally adjusted at annual rates, increased to 
$7.5 bithon in the fourth quarter from a rate of $6.0 
billion in the third quarter.
