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In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since 
the close of the Second World War in a series of publications relating 
to their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos, carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry. 
iiig the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
)LItiofl of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
hiplits and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 

with prefix 14), 

lioth the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
vided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on en te rp rise -com pan y-establishmen t rela-
tionships; it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
Units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication, .4 System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods.

Note: Following normal practice, data from 1974 to 
1977 have been revised with the release of the 
first quarter estimates of GNP. 

Gross National Product, seasonally adjusted at 
annual rates, increased 2.3% in the first quarter of 1978 
to a level of $222.3 billion; measured in real terms, 
GNP advanced 0.7%. This real growth, the result of a 
further improvement in the balance of merchandise 
trade and renewed strength in personal expenditure 
and government current expenditure offsetting lower 
gross capital formation, is a continuation of the fairly 
mild quarterly growth rates that the economy has ex-
hibited since the first quarter of 1976. Prices, as 
measured by the GNE implicit price index, rose by 
1.6% compared with an increase of 0.9% in the fourth 
quarter of 1977, leaving prices in the first quarter of 
1978 6.6% above their level in the first quarter of the 
previoUs year. 

Gross fixed capital formation, which was a major 
contributor to the relatively slow growth of 1977, in. 

used fractionally in the first quarter. With prices 
ug 2.4%, the volume of fixed investment fell by 

as the result of significant drops in both govern- 
ut and business investment. This was the second 
secutive quarterly decline in business investment, 

.ji.i left real business capital formation at its lowest 
level in three years. The weak performance of business 
investment is consistent with the low levels of capacity 
utilization in most industries since 1975. 

Exports of goods and services rose 4.8% in the 
first quarter, while total imports were up 3.3%, leading 
to a $728 million improvement in the balance. The in-
crease of S792 million in real net exports implied the 
trade balance contributed notably to first quarter 
growth. The strength in the external sector occurred 
entirely in the merchandise trade account as the non-
merchandise deficit, particularly for travel, continued 
to increase. 

The improvement in the merchandise trade 
surplus appears to have been as much the result of 
special circumstances in the U.S. economy and con-
tinued weak domestic demand in Canada as any im-
provement in Canada'a competitive position. The in-
crease in the current value of exports originated largely 
in crude and fabricated metals, coal, and industrial 
i.ILIunery. Together with extremely large declines in 
Iliports of coal, these movements suggest that a sub-

stantial part of Canada's improved trade balance in the 
first quarter can be ascribed either to the U.S. coal 
strike or to stockpiling of copper and nickel in antici-
pation of price increases for these goods. 

Additional noteworthy movements within trade 
in the first quarter were reductions in the exports of 
trucks, wheat, wood pulp and iron ore - where, for the 
latter, the U.S. coal strike may well have been the 
dominant factor. Imports of passenger cars grew sub-
stantially; however, imports of industrial machinery 
and equipment were weak, while crude petroleum and 
motor vehicle parts fell substantially. 

Personal expenditure on goods and services in-
creased 3.0110 in the first quarter. In real terms, personal 
expenditure grew 1.2%, as increases in durable and 
service consumption offset marginal changes in semi-
durable and non-durable spending. Consumption of 
durables rebounded from a decline in the fourth quarter 
to post a 4.3% gain in the first quarter due to wide-
spread increases, particularly in purchases of recreational 
goods, furniture, radios and televisions, along with 
smaller increases for household appliances, passenger 
cars, and auto parts and repairs. The strength of service 
consumption, which rose 1.4 17o, originated largely in 
net travel expenditure abroad, purchased transporta-
tion, and health care. 

Personal expenditure on semi-durables and non-
durables, which were a source of weakness through 
most of 1977, remained so in the first quarter of 1978. 
The 0.7% decline in spending on semi-durables was the 
result of only marginal growth in clothing, and declines 
in footwear and household furnishings. Continued 
rapid price increases for food and fuel contributed to 
the unchanged level of spending on non-durables. De-
clines in expenditure on food and non-alcoholic bev-
erages, tobacco, and fuels were offset by increases in 
household supplies, gasoline, and alcoholic beverages. 
For alcohol, the strong increase is probably related to 
consumer stockpiling to avoid the price increases an-
nounced by many provinces in March. 

The 2.0% fall in the volume of total gross fixed 
capital formation was the product of a 2.4% decline in 
government investment and a further 1.9% slide in 
business investment. The decline in government invest-
ment largely originated in reduced non-residential con-
struction at the provincial level. Within business invest-
ment, non-residential construction edged up 0.7%, 
while machinery and equipment fell 3.7%; this left

singles, doubles, and rows in preceding quarters contri-
buting little carry-over work to the small first quarter 
increase in work-put-in place. More than offsetting this 
small increase in work-put-in-place were large declines 
in other residential construction expenditure categories. 

The value of physical change (VPC) in inventories 
swung $556 million in real terms to a liquidation of 
$380 million in the first quarter, largely as a result of 
$592 million downswing in business non-farm inven-
tories from the fourth quarter. Manufacturing stocks 
accumulated by $340 miffion in the first quarter after 
an accumulation of about $200 million in the fourth 
quarter. Wholesale trade stocks were liquidated after a 
considerable accumulation in the fourth quarter. Retail 
trade showed a zero VPC in the first quarter, as moder-
ate liquidation in motor vehicle stocks was offset by 
accumulations in other categories. Additional decumu-
lations also occurred in the mining sector, partly due to 
increased exports of mining products. 

1 he OVC luI1 	 ILI  uiflhii iiiiluence these lnvclutur\ 
movements had on real growth this quarter, and indeed 
for most of 1977, may be encouraging for the near-term 
future of the economy. After a considerable modera-
tion in the rate of inventory accumulation in 1977 and 
now the first quarter of 1978, stock-to-sales ratios for 
wholesale and retail trade and the stock-to-shipments 
ratio for manufacturing have been gradually reduced 
since 1975. 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income 
rose 1.3%- This represents a continuation of the moder-
ate rate of growth of labour income which began in 
1977. Part of the moderation of labour income growth 
in the first quarter was a reflection of the unusually se-
vere weather in Ontario and Western Canada, as indicat-
ed by a noticeable drop in the average hours worked for 
many industries in January. On an industry group basis, 
labour income within goods-producing industries de-
clined marginally in the first quarter, largely because of 
a sharp drop in the construction industry. Service-
producing industries recorded income growth of 1.7%, 
-.trticularly due to increases in public administration, 
ide. and fnianco inhstrics.

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The increase in labour income, together with 
rises in net income of farm operators from farm pro-
duction, net income of unincorporated business in-
cluding rent, and a deceleration in government transfers 
to persons, combined to slow the growth of personal 
income to 1.8%. A 2.8% fall in personal income taxes, 
reflecting the federal income tax reduction in January 
and February, helped to increase personal disposable 
income to 2.2%. With personal expenditure on goods 
and services expanding at a 3.0110 rate of growth, the 
personal savings rate fell to 10.8% from 11.5% in the 
fourth quarter. 

Corporation profits before taxes rose 6.3% in the 
first quarter. This was the result of increased profits 
in the mining, trade and finance industrial groups out-
weigii.ing declining profits for manufacturing and 
services. 

Total revenues of all levels of government com-
bined (excluding inter-governmental transfers) rose 
by 2.4% in the first quarter. All categories of revenue 
increased with the exception of personal direct taxes, 
which declined 1.2% due to the federal income tax 
reduction in January and February. Total expenditures 
of all levels of government increased 3.5% in the quarter 
with the largest increase in current expenditure on 
goods and services, particularly at the federal and 
provincial levels. Because total revenues did not in-
crease as rapidly as expenditures, the deficit of the 
government sector, on a national accounts basis, 
widened from $79 billion in the fourth quarter to 
$9.0 billion in the first quarter.
