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Iie close 01 the Second WoiI Wai iii a series ot publications relating 
io their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of 
evolution where they can be termed a "System of National Ac-
counts". For purposes of identification, all publications (contain-
ing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this System 
will now carry the term "System of National Accounts" as a 
general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are 
also part of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre.date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the lnput.Output Tables of the 
System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The indexes of Real 
Domestic Product by Industry (included the Catalogue Nos. carry-
ing the prefix 61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue 
Nos. with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output Tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
duct by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 

idustrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro. 
led by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 

Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
.!,i.iil in these Statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System 
for incorporation of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such 
data are sufficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall con-
ceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only 
at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-company-establishment rela-
tionships: it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which 
are on one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the 
Units employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Ac-
counts bears a close relationship to the international standard as 
described in the United Nations publication. .4 System of National 
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical 
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, 
New York, 1968).

Third Quarter 1978 

Gross National Product, seasonally adjusted at 
annual rates, increased 2.7% in the third quarter of 
1978 to a level of $235.9 billion measured in real 
terms, GNP advanced 0.9%. Price increases for domes-

'- tieily produced goods and services, as measured by the 
implicit price index for GNE, decelerated slightly to a 
growth rate of 1.7%. The growth in real GNE represents 
a continuation of the moderate advances beginning late 
in 1977; the sources of growth, however, were more 
narrowly circumscribed than in the three previous 
quarters. Increased personal expenditure, investment in 
machinery and equipment and additional farm inventory 
accumulation accounted for all of the increase in real 
GNE in the third quarter, as declines in government 
current expenditure on goods and services, other gross 
fixed capital formation and non-farm inventory 
accumulation combined to weaken total GNE. The 
nature of growth this quarter was reflected in the return 
of real final domestic demand to the weak pattern 
demonstrated since early 1977, with the exception of 
the relatively large increase in the second quarter of 
10 7 S. 

The volume of personal expenditure on goods 
:wJ '.ervices rose by 0.9% in the third quarter. This 
i presents a slight acceleration in the recovery of 
Lunsumer demand that began late in 1977. The level of 
personal expenditure is now 3.6% above that of the 
third quarter of 1977. As in the three previous quarters 
the strength of consumer demand originated largely in 
purchases of durable and semi-durable goods; expendi-
ture on non-durable goods and services displayed con-
tinued weakness in the third quarter. Undoubtedly the 
desire of some consumers to advance their purchases, 
in order to avoid the higher sales tax rates re-imposed 
in early October in many provinces, was a major factor 
in the strength of personal expenditure on taxable 
goods this quarter. As in the second quarter, part of 
this strength came at the expense of consumption of 
non-durable goods and services, which by and large are 
not subject to sales taxes. Some of this increased 
expenditure may have reflected a substitution of 
present consumption for future consumption, as 
indicated by the acceleration in consumer credit out-
standing and a reduction in personal savings. 

Purchases of durable goods rose 3.2% in real 
1rms in the third quarter; new and used cars, up 9.2%, 

re particularly strong. Additional strength in durables 
iginated in increased expenditures on sporting equip-
nt and recreational goods. The impending restoration

creases, notably for motor vehicle sales, prompting 
consumers to buy in the third quarter. Weakness in 
expenditure on household appliances, goods related to 
home entertainment, and auto parts and repairs, re-
strained the growth of total durable expenditure. 
Expenditure on semi-durables rose 1.1% after adjusting 
for price increases. Growth within this component was 
concentrated in clothing, footwear, and most household 
furnishings which offset reductions in most other semi-
durable goods. 

Spending on non-durables remained a source of 
weakness in personal expenditure. Real food consump-
tion at home continued to decline for the third con-
secutive quarter. In part, the weakness in constant 
dollar food purchases may be somewhat overstated. If 
the rise in food prices has induced consumers to shift 
buying patterns towards cheaper foodstuffs, there is 
insufficient expenditure detail available to reflect this 
effect in the estimates. Among the other non-durable 
components, spending on alcohol and heating fuels in-
creased, while purchases of gasoline, drugs and electric-
ity declined. Expenditure on services showed little 
change this quarter, as a decline in net travel expendi-
ture abroad was offset by increases for paid and imputed 
rent, as well as hotel accommodation. 

While the growth of real personal expenditure 
was rather narrowly based, inflation in this sector was 
much more diffuse than in the previous quarter. Prices 
increased about 2.017o for each of the four major 
components of personal expenditure, in marked con-
trast to. the sharp divergence in relative price move-
ments of a quarter ago. The most notable price increases 
were in food, which rose a further 2.4% this quarter, as 
well as new cars, most semi-durable household 
furnishings, and energy for home consumption. 

The volume of gross fixed capital formation 
declined slightly in the third quarter after the unusually 
large 4.7% increase in the previous quarter. A 2.7% 
contraction in government fixed investment negated a 
slight increase in business gross fixed capital formation. 
Within the business sector, constant dollar purchases of 
machinery and equipment advanced a further 3.2% fol-
lowing a sharp increase in the previous quarter. 
Whereas this strength in the second quarter was evident 
in almost all categories of machinery and equipment, 
almost half of the increase this quarter had its origins 
in sharr'ly hiher purchases of motor vehicles,

Une contraction de 2.7 % des investissements publics en 
immobiisations a annuld une légere progression de la 
formation brute de capital fixe des entreprises. Dans Ic 
secteur des entreprises, les achats en dollars constants de 
machines et de materiel ont augmenté de 3.2 %, aprés une 
vive hausse au trimestre précédent.

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Real business investment in non-residential construc-
tion, which has been weak since mid-1977, dropped a 
further 1.1% this quarter as the building component 
continued to fall. Strikes in the construction industry 
iross Canada were a factor in this decline. These 
movements left the volume of business investment in 
plant and equipment only 1.3% above the level of the 
second quarter. 

The volume of residential construction fell 2.8% 
alter a sharp increase in the previous quarter. The 
decline this quarter was related more to the recent 
weakness in housing starts than strike activity. Housing 
starts jumped sharply to a level of about 300,000 early 
in the year, but have since fallen back to a level of 
about 200,000 in the second and third quarters. The 
decline in work-put-in-place this quarter occurred 
entirely in the multiples component as construction of 
single houses rose. Price increases continued, as the 
implicit price index rose an additional 2.0% in the third 
quarter. Higher wood prices have been an important 
source of inflation in this sector this year. 

The deficit on trade in goods and services rose by 
556 million in current dollars in the third quarter. The 
merchandise trade surplus declined by $92 million fol-
lowing a sharp contraction in the second quarter. While 
the second-quarter decline in the merchandise trade 
balance was the product of strong domestic demand, 
the deterioration this quarter was more the result of 
weak export growth, largely due to a softening of 
demand by the United States. Merchandise imports 
also decelerated, reflecting the weakness of domestic 
demand in Canada. For the first nine months of the 
year the merchandise trade surplus amounted to $3.7 
billion, seasonally adjusted at annual rates. The con• 
tinued increase in the non-merchandise account deficit 
was largely related to an increase in interest and service 
payments by Canadians. 

The slowdown in merchandise exports was evi-
dent in shipments abroad of most fabricated materials 
and end products. A noticeable slowing of export 
growth in machinery and equipment, together with 
pervasive declines of fabricated materials such as rolling 
mill products, steel plate, primary iron, and most 
metallic and non-metallic mineral products, suggests 
that the deceleration in the growth of the U.S. economy 
has induced U.S. producers to reduce their purchases 
of Canadian goods. Additional weakness in Canadian 
exports was the result of large declines for copper and 
nickel, following unusually high demand in the first 
half of 1978. The main sources of strength in export 
growth originated in sharply higher shipments of barley, 
wheat, woodpulp, coal, and particularly iron ore where 
the return to normal production in Canada appears to

L'excëdent du commerce de marchandises a 
baissé de $92 millions ala suite d'un net repli au deuxième 
trimestre; alors que ce repli avait été dü a une vigoureuse 
demande intérieure, la détérioration de ce trimestre 
résultait plus d'une faible croissance des exportations, en 
grande pat-tie causéc par un relãchement de Ia demande 
des Etats-Unis. Les importations de marchandises ont 
aussi ralenti, sous l'effet du manque de fermeté de la 
demande intérieure au Canada. Pour les neuf premiers 
mois de l'année, l'excCdent du commerce de niarchandises 
s'est chiffré a $3.7 milliards, aprés désaisonnalisation aux 
taux annuels.

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have been a factor. Exports of lumber and other 
construction-related materials continued to advance, 
but at a slower rate, which closely parallels the pattern 
of construction activity in the U.S. Exports of passenger 
cars rose sharply, while truck exports fell. These move-
ments, however, were matched by imports of cars and 
trucks, so the balance of trade in motor vehicle 
products showed little change this quarter. Total mer-
chandise imports remained at about their second-
quarter level, imports of machinery and equipment 
advanced slightly following a sharp increase in the 
second quarter, while imports of crude petroleum rose 
substantially. Weak imports of most fabricated materials 
and a decline in imports of food and consumer goods 
helped to slow total import growth to 2.8%. 

The implicit price indexes for merchandise ex-
ports and imports rose 3.3% and 3.8%, respectively, in 
the third quarter. The unusually high growth of oil im-
ports and weakness in exports of many products that 
have lower price indexes, notably copper and nickel, 
helped to raise the implicit price indexes for exports 
and imports this quarter. The fixed-weighted price 
indexes rose 2.4% and 2.617o for exports and imports 
respectively, and are probably a better indication of 
the underlying price changes for these major compo-
nents. 

There was a mild liquidation of $60 million in 
real non-farm business inventories. Decumulation was 
particularly evident in motor vehicles, where domestic 
demand was exceptionally strong, and for mining, 
where strikes reduced metal production. A substantial 
accumulation of wholesale stocks occurred in construc-
tion materials, which may have reflected an involuntary 
build-up related to strikes in the construction industry, 
and industrial machinery and equipment. At the 
manufacturing level, increased non-durable production 
accords with the swing to accumulation of non-durable 
stocks. Farm inventories again showed considerable 
accumulation this quarter, largely attributable to the 
second consecutive plentiful grain crop in the Prairie 
provinces and some problems in their distribution. 

Wages, salaries, and supplementary labour income 
rose 2.0% in the third quarter. Whereas in the previous 
quarter the growth of labour income was, on an industry 
basis, strongest in the goods-producing sector, in this 
quarter growth was greater and very widespread in the 
service-producing sector. Labour income growth in the

Au troisiême trimestre, les indices implicites des 
prix des exportations et des importations de marchandises 
se sont respectivement élevés de 3.3 % et 3.8 %. La crois-
sance inhabituellement forte des importations d'huile et Ia 
faiblesse dans les exportations de plusieurs produits a des 
niveaux de prix plus bas, tels le cuivre et Ic nickel, ont 
contribué durant ce trimestre a La hausse des indices 
implicites de prix des exportations et des importations. 
Les indices de prix a pondération fixe des exportations ci 
des importations, qui ont augmenté respectivement de 
2.4 % et 2.6 %, donnent probablement une meileure idCc 
de I'évolution des prix de ces grandes composantes. 

Les stocks reels des entreprises non agricoles ont 
enregistré une liquidation modérée de $60 millions; ce 
mouvement a été particulièrement evident pour les 
véhicules automobiles, dont Ia demande intérieure a étd 
exceptionnellement forte, et pour le secteur des mines, oU 
des grèves ont réduit La production de métaux. Li y a eu 
une accumulation substantielle dans les stocks de gros de 
machines et de materiel industriels et dans ceux des 
matériaux de construction, ce qui peut avoir été do, dans 
le dernier cas, a des reserves involontaires associées aux 
grèves du secteur du bâtiment. Dans les industries 
manufacturières, le passage a une accumulation des stocks 
de biens non durables s'est fait parallèlement a l'accroisse-
ment de Ia production de ces biens. Les stocks agricoles 
ont a nouveau enregistré une accumulation considerable 
pendant ce trimestre, dO en grande partie a La deuxième 
récoite abondante de grains dans les provinces des Prairies 
et a quelques problémes au niveau de la distribution. 

Les traitements et salaires et le revenu supplémen-
taire du travail ont augmenté de 2.0 % au troisième 
trimestre. Alors qu'au trimestre précédent, Ia plus forte 
progression du revenu du travail avait été observée dans Icc 
industries productrices de biens, La croissance de c 
trimestre a été supérieure et trés géneralisée dans Ic I 
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goods-producing sector was restrained by a substantial 
amount of strike activity in construction and manu-
factunng. Wages and salaries in mining recovered sharply 
from the low level of the previous quarter when strikes 
and layoff effects dominated. 

Corporation profits before taxes continued to 
grow steadily in 1978, advancing 5.7% in the third 
quarter. Increased profits in the service industry and in 
some industries where export demand has been strong 
helped to increase total profits. The inventory valua-
tion adjustment declined sharply this quarter, largely 
due to moderation in food prices at all stages of 
distribution. Net  income of non-farm unincorporated 
business including rents increased 4.8% while accrued 
net income of farm operators from farm production 
rose 4.2% from the very high level of the previous 
quarter. 

Personal income growth slowed to 2.2 % this 
quarter; personal disposable income grew 2.1%. With a 
slight acceleration in personal expenditure on goods 
and services to 3.0%, the personal savings rate fell to 
10.9%, the first distinct decline in the savings rate since 
the first quarter of 1977. 

Total revenu of all levels oigovermnent combined 
(excluding intergovernmental transfers) rose by 1.6% in 
the third quarter, following a 3.9% increase in the 
second quarter. Revenue increased for all components 
except for indirect taxes, which declined at both the 
federal and provincial levels. Total expenditure of all 
levels of government grew by 1.2%, which is much 
weaker than the 4.5% and 2.2% increases in the first 
and second quarters respectively. With the increase in 
total revenue exceeding that of total expenditure, the 
deficit of the government declined from $8.4 billion in 
the second quarter to $8.2 billion in the third quarter.
