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I lIE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

Canada. the National Accounts have been developed since the 
c of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to 
ir constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution 
ere they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". For 

purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of 
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions 
of sources and methods) which make up this Systeni will now carry 
the term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several 
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts 
(included with ('atalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically 
speaking, the first set of statistics to he referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income and F.xpendi. 
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with 
prefix 67), in their more summary fonti, are also part of the Sys-
ten] of National Accounts and they, in fact, pro-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output tahles of the Sys-
tem (Catalogue with prefix 15). The indexes of Real Domestic 
Product by Industry (included the Catalogue carrying the prefix 
6 1 ) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contribution of each 
industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and out-
puts are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and Indexes of Real I)omestjc 
I'roduct by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 

istrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
:1 by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13), 
cs of lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in 
c statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of classification 
i.insactors, Also, provision is made in the System for incorpora. 
of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are suf- 

ILiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can he carried out only at 
highly aggregated levels of data. I lowever, Statistics Canada is Con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; 
it may eventually he feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts 
bears a close relationship to the intemational standard as described 
in the United Nations publication, A System of National Accounts 
(Studies in Methods. Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New 
York 1968).

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Introduction 
GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT 

First Quarter 1979 

Preliminary estimates of the National income and 
Expenditure Accounts indicate Gross National Prod-
uct, seasonally adjusted at annual rates, increased 
3.8% in the first quarter of 1979 to a level of $247.6 
billion. After adjustment for price changes, this re-
presents real growth of 1.7%. This is broadly con-
sistent with the rise in Real Domestic Product after 
allowing for a return to more nonnal levels of dividend 
payments abroad following the exceptionally high 
fourth quarter out-flows. Excluding international 
transactions in investment income, the volume of 
production on a domestic basis increased an average 
of 1.25% in each of the last two quarters. 

The increase in the volume of GNE this quarter 
was the result of an acceleration in all the major sec-
tors of domestic expenditure with the exception of 
construction activity. The strengthening of domestic 
expenditure more than offset a decline in external 
demand, particularly by the United States where pro-
duction was virtually unchanged in the first quarter. 
Since merchandise imports rose by 4% in volume, 
Canada's external trade in goods constituted a sub-
stantial drag on the economy in the first three months 
of 1979. 

The growth of personal expenditure this quarter, 
largely in durable goods, appears to have been some-
what exaggerated by a natural recovery from the low 
fourth quarter level and particularly strong sales in 
Quebec. Business fixed investment was virtually 
unchanged this quarter, as a decline in construction 
activity offset the fourth consecutive strong gain in 
machinery and equipment investment. Non-farm 
business inventory accumulation again accelerated 
sharply this quarter and accounted for a substantial 
portion of the increase in expenditure. 

After two years of generally weak inventory 
accumulation, a substantial amount of non-farm 
business stocks was accumulated last quarter, and 
stock-building advanced a further $3,064 million in 
volume in the first quarter. Much of the accumulation 
occurred in durable goods at both the manufacturing 
and wholesale levels. There may have been some 
intentional build-up of raw material stocks in antici-
pation of further price increases. The run-up in

Premier trimestre 1979 

D'après les estimations provisoires des Comptes nationaux 
des revenus et des dépenses, le produit national brut a pro-
gressé de 3.8 % au premier trimestre de 1979, après désaison-
nalisation aux taux annuels, pour s'étabhir a $247.6 milliards; 
sa croissance réelle a été de 1.7 % après correction des varia-
tions de prix, ce qui est a peu prês confomie a l'accroissement 
du produit intérieur reel, compte tenu du retour des pale-
ments de dividendes a des niveaux plus normaux aprês leurs 
sorties exceptionnelles du quatrième triniestre.

finished goods stocks by manufacturers, on the other 
hand, appears to have been more related to an easing 
of demand, as manufacturing shipments decelerated. 
The slowdown of shipments has been particularly 
evident in export-based industries since September. 

The accumulation of finished goods inventories 
appears not to have had a serious impact on produc-
tion, however, and may reflect the expectation that 
the sales decline was temporaly, a view supported by 
the very large backlog of unfilled orders in manu-
facturing. The relatively low stock-to-sales ratios 
resulting from a rundown in finished goods inventories 
last year and the unprovement in corporate liquidity 
brought about by the recent strong performance of 
profits may also have led manufacturers to sustain 
production despite the inventory accumulations of 
the last two quarters. The continued high rate of 
stockpiling of motor vehicles, especially full-sized 
and intermediate models, suggests that at least for 
this industry involuntary accumulation was again an 
important factor in the increase in inventories. 

Total gross fixed capital formation was virtually 
unchanged in volume in the first quarter. The major 
source of weakness was once again residential con-
struction, which is estimated to have fallen by about 
5% as a result of the continued low level of housing 
starts. The volume of business investment in plant 
and equipment rose 1.3%, as a decline in non-residen-
tial construction was out-weighed by a 3.9% gain in 
investment in machinery and equipment. The first 
quarter level of machinery and equipment investment 
rests 9.5% above the 1978 average, implying more 
growth for the year than is consistent with the Public 
and Private Investment in Canada estimate of inten-
tions. Total business investment in plant and equip-
ment is now about 8% above the level ofayear earlier, 
the strongest such gain since 1975. 

Merchandise exports rose 3.9% in value in the first 
quarter while imports were up 7.1%. As a result, the 
current dollar merchandise trade surplus fell by about 
$1,656 million. The decline in net merchandise ex-
ports was more severe in constant dollar terms, as the 
increase in nominal exports reflected a 5.6% increase 
in the implicit price index for exports. This very large 
increase in export prices was the result of weight 
shifts towards relatively high-priced export com-
modities and some acceleration in producers' prices, 
as the aggregate Industry Selling Price Index was on 
average 4.3% higher in the first quarter than in the 
fourth quarter. 

The 1.7% decline in the volume of exports would 
have been larger but for sharply higher exports of 
crude materials, notably crude petroleum and natural 
gas. The fact that exports were buttressed by increases

Exports 
of farm products and end products fared poorly; the 
largest declines occurred in passenger cars, aluminum, 
and wheat. Lumber exports, which had been strong 
since mid-1976, were weak as construction activity 
slumped in the United States. 

Merchandise import growth continued in the first 
quarter, rising 7.1% in nominal terms. Sharply higher 
imports of motor vehicle parts and all types of ma-
chinery and equipment, industrial, aicultural and 
communications, accounted for most of the increase 
in the value of imports. Reduced imports of relatively 
higher priced coal and crude petroleum helped to 
slow the growth of the implicit price index for mer• 
chandise imports to 3.0%. The 4.0 1A increase in the 
volume of merchandise imports raised its share of 
real GNE to over 20% and import penetration has 
iniased steadily from about 18%in early 1978. 

the sharp deterioration in the current dollar mer-
ch.iiilise trade position was virtually offset by an 
improvement of over $1 ,636 million in the non-
merchandise balance. This improvement was primarily 
the result of a decline of almost 30%in dividends paid 
to non-residents which reflects the fact that the high 
fourth quarter level was mainly the result of the 
change in tax laws affecting the distribution of accu-
mulated surplus. 

The 1 .3% increase in real personal expenditure was 
largely the result of strong durable goods sales, which 
advanced 5.8% in volume terms. Demand for some 
durable and semi-durable goods was particularly 
strong in Quebec, in part due to the expected re-
imposition of sales taxes on furniture and clothing. 
Automobile sales exhibited robust growth of about 
15 17o. This strength is perhaps somewhat surprising, 
since it followed by only one quarter the increase in 
sales tax rates in several provinces. The increase 
appears to have originated in part in those provinces 
where automobile sales tax rates were not altered in 
1978. 

Other notable movements apparent within real 
personal expenditure were very strong growth in 
iutomobile related products such as gasoline, parts, 
ind repairs, a slight decrease in expenditure on food 
is prices increased over 6%, and a decline in net 
travel expenditure abroad. Overall, real expenditure

widespread declines in expenditure on semi-durable 
goods other than clothing restrained total personal 
expenditure growth. 

The most notable development in terms of factor 
incomes was a 12.2% gain in corporate profits, which 
are now 34,3% above the level of a year earlier. The 
increased value of exports and personal expenditure 
and the continued improvement in profit margins as 
prices increased helped to stimulate corporate profits. 
Part of the very strong performance of corporate 
profits in the last two quarters was the result of a 
sharply higher level of inventory valuation adjustment 
which advanced moderately in the first quarter fol-
lowing the rapid increase of the previous quarter. All 
sectors recorded strong profit increases this quarter, 
with further gains in manufacturing and mining of 
particular importance. Profits in manufacturing are 
now estimated to be over 60% above the level of the 
first quarter of 1978. 

Continued solid gains in employment in the first 
quarter resulted in wages, salaries, and supplementary 
labour income growing by about 2.0%. The strongest 
increases occurred in the goods-producing industries 
as labour income in mining and manufacturing rose 
by over 3%, with an increase in manufacturing em-
ployment of particular importance. These gains more 
than offset weak demand for labour in construction, 
where labour income was virtually flat. Despite strong 
increases in labour income in the trade and finance 
industries, a decline in employment and wages and 
salaries paid by the public administration industry 
and moderate growth in the transportation industry 
restrained the gain in the total service-producing 
industries. 

The 2.3% increase in personal income largely origi-
nated in the rise in labour income and continued 
strong growth in investment income received by 
persons, as government transfers to persons declined. 
Personal income taxes advanced 4.7%, which re-
strained the growth of personal disposable income 
to 1.9%. Together with a 3.2% increase in personal 
expenditure, the personal savings rate fell from 9.9% 
to 8.6%. 

Total revenue of all levels of government combined 
(excluding intergovernmental transfers) rose by 4.0% 
for the second consecutive quarter. Total expenditure 
grew by 2.6% after a 2.4% increase in the fourth 
quarter of 1978. Increases in expenditures occurred at 
all levels of government. Current expenditure on goods 
and services increased by 2.0%. With the increase in 
total revenue exceeding that of total expenditure, the 
deficit of the government sector (on a national ac-
counts basis) declined from $6.9 billion in the previ-
ous quarter to $5.7 billion in the first quarter. 

Globalement, les dépenses réelles en biens non durables et en 
services ont progressé rnodéréinent, tandis que des baissc 
généralisées de celles consacrées aux biens semi-durables, 
autres que les vétements, ont restreint la croissance des 
dépenses totales des particuliers. 

Au chapitre des revenus des facteurs, on remarque au 
premier chef une augmentation de 12.2 % des bénéfices des 
sociétés. Ceux-ci dépassent de 34.3 %le niveau atteint l'année 
précédente, grace en partie a l'accroissement de la valeur des 
exportations et des dépenses personnelles, ainsi qu'ã la pro-
gression continue des marges bénéficiaires soutenue par Ia 
montée des prix. La trés forte performance des bénéfices 
des sociétés au cours des deux derniers trimestres était due en 
partie a un ajustement plutot considerable de la valeur des 
stocks, dont Ia progression a été modérée au premier tn-
mestre, alors qu'elle avait été rapide au trimestre précédent. 
Les bénéfIces ont beaucoup augmenté dans tous les secteurs, 
les industries inanufacturières et minières ayant rdalisé des 
gains particulièrement importants. Ceux des industries man u-
facturières dépassent de plus de 60 %, estime-t-on, leur 
niveau du premier trimestre de 1978. 

Grace aux gains sensibles de I'emploi au premier trimestre, 
les traitements et salaires et le revenu suppléinentaire du 
travail ont progressé d'environ 2.0 %. Les plus fortes hausses 
ont été enregistrées dans les industries productrices de biens, 
le revenu du travail ayant augmenté de plus de 3 % dans les 
industries minières et nianufacturières, tout particulièrernent 
grace a l'expansion de l'emploi dans ces dernières. Ces gain\ 
ont compensé, et au-delà, une faible demande de main-
d'oeuvre dans Ia construction oU le revenu de travail est 
demeuré pratiquernent inchangé. Malgré des progressions 
dans les secteurs du commerce et des finances, l'augmenta-
lion globale des revenus a été lirnitée dans les industries de 
services, du fait que l'emploi et les traitenients et salaires ont 
fléchi dans les administrations publiques et ralenti leur crois-
sance dans les transports. 

L'augmentation de 2.3 % du revenu personnel provient en 
grande partie de Ia majoration du revenu du travail et du fort 
accroissement soutenu des revenus de placements des parti-
culiers, tandis que les transferts gouvemementaux aux parti-
culiers ont diminué. Les ilnpOts sur le revenu des particuliers 
ont augmenté de 4.7 %, ce qui a limité a 1.9% Ia croissance 
du revenu disponible des particuliers. S'ajoutant a une aug-
mentation de 3.2 %des dépenses personnelles, le taux d'épar-
gne personnelle a baissé, passant de 9.9 %à 8.6 %. 

Les recettes totales de tous les niveaux de gouvernement 
(a l'exclusion des transferts intergouvernementaux) se sont 
accrues de 4.0 % pour un deuxième trimestre de suite. Le 
total des dépenses publiques a progressé de 2.6 % contre 
2.4 % au quatriême trimestre de 1978; les depenses ont 
augrnenté a tous les niveaux de gouvernement. Les dépenses 
courantes en biens et services ont grimpé de 2.0 %. Cornin 
l'accroissement des recettes totales a dCpassé celui dc' 
dépenses totales, le deficit du secteur public (d'après h 
comptes nationaux) a décliné, passant de $6.9 milliards a 
quatrième trimestre a $5.7 milliards au premier tnimestre.
