III1 SNSi L\I 01 NA I ION AL .\(. LOU N I S 

In Canada. the National Accounts have been developed since the 
close of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to 
their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution 
where they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". For 
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of 
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions 
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry 
the term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of severa] 
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts 
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically 
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts. Income and Expendi-
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with 
prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys-
tens of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the Sys-
tent (Catalogue with prefix 15). The indexes of Real Domestic 
l'ruduct by Industry (included the Catalogue carrying the prefix 

I ) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contrihutioti of each 
udustry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and out-
its are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Iloth the Input-Output tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
vided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). 
Types of lenders and financial instruments are the priniary detail in 
these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of classification 
of transactors. Also, provision is made in the System for incorpora-
tion of balance sheet (wealth) estimates when such data are suf -
ficiently developed. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at 
highly aggregated levels of data. l -lowevcr, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; 
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts 
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described 
in the Linited Nations publication, A System of National Accounts 
(Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations. New

La système de comptabilitd nationale du Canada se divise en plusicurs 
categories de comptes.

Les données sur Ia balance canadienne des pale-
ments internationaux (n° de catalogue commencant par 67) font 
également partie, tous leur forme sornmaire, du système de comptabi-
lite nationale; dIes ont mème existé avant les comptes des revenus et 
des depenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillCe d'industries et de bienset 
services figure dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties do système (n° de 
catalogue commcncant par 15). Las indices do produit intCrieur reel par 
industrie (compris dans let publications dont let n° 5  de catalogue com-
mence par 6 1 ) niesurent, en dollars constants, l'apport dc chaque 
branche d'activité au produit intérieur bnit au coüt des facteurs.

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Introduction 
GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT 
Second Quarter 1979 

Preliminary estimates of the National Income and 
Expenditure Accounts indicate that Gross National 
Product, seasonally adjusted at annual rates, increased 
2.3% in the second quarter of 1979 to a level of 
$253.8 billion. After allowing for price changes, this 
represents a decline of 0.7% in the volume of produc-
tion, the first such decline since mid-1976. This is 
broadly consistent with the 0.3% decline in Real 
Domestic Product after allowing for conceptual 
differences and normal statistical discrepancies. 

The decline in real Gross National Expenditure 
was largely the result of a substantial fall in real flier-
chandise exports, as there was a further weakening 
of production in the United States. Business non-farm 
iii ventory accumulation, business investment in 
iiachineiy and equipment, and personal expenditure 

also moderated somewhat this quarter, and the slow-
down in these expenditure aggregates was reflected in 
a decline of real merchandise imports. Business invest-
ment in non-residential construction was up strongly, 
however, and as a result total business investment in 
plant and equipment continued to strengthen. 

The decline in export demand and a reaction to 
the recent large accumulation of manufacturing in-
ventories were reflected in a 1 .6% decline in manu-
facturing output, which was the major source of 
weakness in Real Domestic Product this quarter. The 
decline in manufacturing was particularly large in 
export-oriented industries such as pulp and paper 
mills, smelting and refining, aluminum, and motor 
vehicles including parts, although strickes also played 
a role in some of these declines. The large accumula-
tion of motor vehicle inventories in the last quarter 
and the sharp drop in American demand for interme-
diate and full-sized cars and trucks apparently in-
duced a sharp 11.6% decline in motor vehicle produc-
tion, which had peaked in September of 1978. A 
further recovery in mining output, reflecting strong 
demand and the end of a number of strikes, helped 
to restrain the overall decline of the goods-producing 
industries to 0.9%. Marginal growth in service-produc-
ing industries dependent on consumer or government 
dcmand also contributed to the weakness of Real 
1)omestic Product. The major sources of strength in

PRODUIT NATIONAL BRUT 
Deuxjèrne trirnestre 1979 

D'après les estimations provisoires des Comptes nationaux 
des revenus et des dépenses, le produit national brut, aprés 
désaisonnalisation aux taux annuels, s'est accru de 2.3 % au 
deuxième trimestre de 1979 pour s'établir a $253.8 milliards. 
Après correction des variations de prix, le produit national 
brut accuse une baisse de 0.7 % en volume de Ia production, 
la premiere depuis le milieu de 1976. Ces résultats correspon-
dent en gros a Ia baisse de 0.3 % du produit intérieur reel, 
compte tenu des differences de nature conceptuelle et des 
divergences statistiques normales. 

La diminution de Ia Dépense nationale brute relle est im-
putable dans une grande mesure a une baisse appreciable des 
exportations réelles de mnarchandises, puisque la production 
aux Etats-Unis s'est repliée davantage. II y a eu egalement au 
cours du trimestre une autre diminution de l'accumulation 
des stocks cornmerciaux non agricoles, des investissements 
des entreprises en machines et materiel et des dépenses 
personnelles. Cette diminution s'est traduite par un repli des 
importations réelles de marchandises. Les dépenses d'investis-
sement dans le secteur de Ia construction non résidentielle 
ont fortement augmenté, toutefois, et le total des dépenses 
d'investissenient des entreprises en usines et materiel a con-
tinué par consequent de se raffermir. 

La baisse de Ia demande a l'exportation et une reaction a 
Ia récente forte accumulation des stocks du secteur de la 
fabrication se sont traduites par une baisse de 1.6 % de Ia 
production du secteur de Ia fabrication, principale cause de Ia 
faiblesse du produit intérieur reel au deuxième trimestre. Le 
repli dans le secteur de Ia fabrication a été particulièrement 
important dans les industries d'exportation, conime les pates 
et papiers, la fonte et l'affinage, l'aluminium et les véhicules 
automobiles (y compris les piCces), bien que les grèves aient 
également joué un certain rOle. La forte accumulation des 
stocks de véhicules automobiles au dernier trimestre et Ia 
forte chute de Ia demande de véhicules de moyenne et grosse 
cylindree et de carnions aux Itats-Unis s'est soldée apparem-
ment par une baisse brutale de 11.6 % de la production de 
véhicules automobiles, laquelle avait atteint son sommet en 
septembre 1978. La poursuite de la reprise de Ia production 
minière, en raison d'une forte demande et de Ia fin d'un 
certain nombre de grèves, a mnodéré quelque peu la baisse 
génerale qui a frappé les industries de biens et qui a été de 
0.9 %. Une progression négligeable dans les industries de 
demande émanant des consommateurs ou des administrations 
publiques a également contribué a Ia faiblesse du produit

The nominal merchandise trade balance was vir-
tually unchanged this quarter, as both exports and 
imports declined by almost 2 %. The terms of trade 
continued to improve, a trend that became evident in 
late 1978, as merchandise export prices advanced 
4.4% while import prices declined slightly. In volume 
terms, merchandise exports fell 5.9% this quarter. 
Together with an increase in the non-merchandise 
trade account deficit, the decline of real net exports 
reduced real Gross National Expenditure by more 
than one percentage point. 

The decline in merchandise exports appears to be 
largely attributable to the slowdown of the American 
economy. The slump in the market for larger-sized 
cars in the United States, on which Canadian auto 
production is particularly dependent, was the major 
source of weakness within exports this quarter. Ex-
ports of passenger cars, trucks, and motor vehicle 
parts fell by almost $2 billion in nominal terms this 
quarter following a more modest decline in the first 
quarter. A softening of exports of most fabricated 
materials, notably lumber, pulp, newsprint, and 
aluminum, is also consistent with the widespread 
slackening of American expenditure. Crude materials, 
particularly crude petroleum, natural gas, iron ore, 
and asbestos, continued to be the sole component of 
exports demonstrating any strength this year. 

The world-wide upsurge of raw materials prices 
was evident in a strong increase in the price of crude 
material exports this quarter as a continued sharp 
recovery in the price of many metal ores and further 
increases for energy products were major factors in 
the rise of export prices. Metal prices, which had been 
weak since the 1974-75 recession in the United 
States, increased strongly again this quarter, and in 
most instances have soared from their levels of a year 
ago. Continued strong price increases for many manu-
factured goods also contributed to the increase of 
export prices, which in turn have been a major 
factor behind the recent acceleration of the implicit 
price index for Gross National Expenditure. 

The decline in merchandise imports in the second 
quarter was fairly widespread. The largest decline 
again originated in energy products, particularly 
crude petroleum, following a surge of such imports 
in the last half of 1978. Imports of machinery and 
equipment levelled off and automotive goods de-
clined, reversing the rapid gains of previous quarters. 

La balance du commerce des marchandises en valeur no-
minale est restée pratiquement inchangée au cours du tn-
mestre, puisque les exportations et les importations ont 
baissé dans les deux cas de presque 2 %. La tendance a l'amé-
lioration des termes de l'echange qui était apparue ala fin de 
1978 s'est poursuivie, puisque les prix des marchandises a 
l'exportation se sont accrus de 4.4 % alors que ceux des 
importations baissaient legèrement. En volume, les exporta-
tions de marchandises ont diminué de 5.9 % au cours du 
trimestre. En mëme temps que le deficit au chapitre des invi-
sibles augmentait, la baisse des exportations réelles nettes se 
soldait par une reduction de Ia Dépense nationale brute réelle 
de plus d'un point de pourcentage. 

II semble que la diminution des exportations de marchan-
discs soit en grande partie attribuable au ralentissement de 
l'économie américaine. Le repli du marché des grosses voi-
tures aux Etats-Unis, dont depend tout particulièrement Ia 
production de voitures au Canada, a été Ia principale cause de 
la faiblesse des exportations au deuxième trimestre. Les 
exportations de voitures, de camions et de pièces ont baissé 
de presque $2 milliards en valeur nominale, alors que cette 
baisse avait été moms forte au premier trirnestre. Le repli des 
exportations de Ia plupart des semi-produits, en particulk'r 
des sciages, de la pate a papier, du papier journal et de l'aI-
miniurn, correspond au relãchement généralisé des dépens 
aux Etats-Unis. Les matières premieres, en particulier Ic 
pétrole brut, Ic gaz naturel, le mninerai de fer et l'amiante, out 
été Ic seul compartiment des exportations a faire preuve 
d'une certaine fermeté cette année. 

La flambée des cours des matières premieres sur les mar-
chés mondiaux s'est traduite par tine vive augmentation de 
leurs prix a l'exportation au cours du trimestre. En effet, une 
forte progression soutenue du prix de nombreux minerais 
métalliques et d'autres augmentations pour les produits éner-
gétiques ont joue un râle important dans Ia poussée des prix 
a l'exportation. Les prix des métaux, qui manquaient de 
fermeté depuis la recession de 1974-75 aux Etats-Unis, ont 
fortement augmenté une nouvelle fois au cours du trimestre, 
et dans la plupart des cas, par rapport a leurs niveaux d'un an 
plus tOt. D'autres fortes hausses pour de nombreux semi-
produits et produits finis ont également contribué a relever 
les prix a l'exportation, cc qui devait Ctre une bonne raison 
de l'accélération récente de l'indice implicite de prix de Ia 
Dépense nationale brute. 

La diminution des importations de marchandises au 
deuxième trimestre a été assez généralisée. Encore une fois, 
ce sont les produits énergétiques qui ont accuse Ia plus forte 
baisse, en particulier Ic pétrole brut, aprés une poussée atm 
deuxième semestre de 1978. II y a eu un plafonnenient dc 
importations de machines et de materiel ainsi qu'une baicc 
des produits de I'automobile, contrairement aux trimesti c 
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Fogether with the sharp drop in exports of automotive 
goods, the deficit in trade in automotive products has 
increased sharply to date in 1979 and has acted as a 
major drag on the dwindling merchandise trade 
surplus. 

Merchandise import prices were virtually unchanged 
in total this quarter. Large weight shifts towards rela-
tively low-priced goods at both the aggregate and in-
dividual commodity detail level contributed substan-
tially to this moderation, particularly the reduced 
weight of expensive energy imports. A decline in the 
prices for many food products, and very low price 
increases for most end products, partly due to the 
increase in the international value of the Canadian 
dollar this quarter, also helped to reduce import 
prices. Despite the easing of import prices and the 
cost of food, the implicit price index for personal 
expenditure accelerated again this quarter, with the 
largest increases recorded for cars, transportation, and 
in restaurant and accommodation services and many 
semi-durable goods. 

The $2.2 billion accumulation of non-farm business 
inventories was somewhat less than the sharp $2.9 
billion accumulation in the first quarter. While stock-
piling over long periods of time is not without his-
torical precedents - the expansion of 1971 to early 
1974, for example, was accompanied by stockpiling 
for 10 consecutive quarters - the rapidity of the 
current phase of inventory accumulation is excep-
tional by any standard. A desire by manufacturers to 
rebuild stocks from the low levels reached in 1978 
has certainly been an important factor, but there are 
indications that much of the accumulation of inven-
tories has been the result of declining exports, par-
ticularly of motor vehicles, and the recent softening 
of consumer demand in Canada. This view is supported 
by the current reduction of manufacturing output, 
particularly for motor vehicles and other export-
oriented industries. 

Most of the reduction in the rate of manufacturing 
inventory accumulation occurred in the transporta-
tion equipment industry, where there was a substan-
tial reduction in accumulation of finished goods stocks 
and a liquidation of goods-in-process. Retailers accu-
mulated inventories at about the same rate as in the 
first quarter, with the third consecutive strong in-
crease in holdings of motor vehicles again the major 
contributing factor. 

Business gross fixed capital formation advanced 
.i.5% in volume as investment in plant and equipment 
continued the recovery that began a year ago. The  

En méme 
temps que les exportations de produits de l'automobile 
tombaient fortement, le deficit de ce secteur s'est fortement 
accru depuis le debut de 1979, et ii rend compte pour une 
grande part de l'amenuisement de l'excédent du coimerce 
de marchandises. 

Les prix des marchandises a l'importation sont restés 
pratiquement inchangés au total au cours du trimestre. 
D'importants mouvements vers des produits relativement peu 
chers, a la fois au niveau des produits individuels et a celui 
des groupes, expliquent en grande partie cette situation, en 
particulier Ia baisse en importance des importations de pro-
duits énergétiques chers. Cette baisse des prix a l'importation 
s'explique aussi par une diminution des prix de nombreux 
produits alimentaires et par des augmentations très faibles 
des prix de Ia plupart des produits finis, en partie a cause du 
redressement de Ia valeur du dollar canadien sur les marches 
de change internationaux. En dCpit de Ia baisse des prix des 
importations et des cocits des produits alinientaires, l'indice 
implicite de prix des dépenses personnelles a encore progressé 
davantage ce trimestre; on devait observer les plus fortes 
augmentations dans le cas des voitures, des transports, dans 
les restaurants et en hébergement et de nombreux biens semi-
durables. 

L'accroissement de $2.2 milliards de l'accurnulation des 
stocks commerciaux non agricoles est quelque peu inférieur 
a celui de $2.9 miliards enregistré au premier trimestre. Bien 
qu'il existe des précédents en cc qui concerne les mises en 
stock (Ia période d'expansion allant de 1971 jusqu'au debut 
de 1974, par exemple. s'est accornpagnée de 10 trirnestres 
consécutifs de mises en stock), Ia phase actuelle est excep-
tionnelle a tous les points de vue par sa rapidité. Le désir des 
fabricants de reconstituer les stocks A partir des bas niveaux 
observes en 1978 a certainement joué un role important, 
mais on peut croire que Ia plus grande partie de cette accu-
mulation est imputable a Ia baisse des exportations, en parti-
culier celles de véhicules automobiles, et a l'affaiblissement 
recent de Ia demande des consommateurs au Canada. Cette 
explication se trouve corroborée par Ia reduction actuelle de 
Ia production du secteur de Ia fabrication, en particulier 
dans Ic cas des véhicules automobiles et d'autres industries 
d'exportation. 

La majeure partie de Ia baisse du taux d'accumulation des 
stocks du secteur de Ia fabrication s'est concentrée dans I'm-
dustrie du materiel de transport, oO ii y a eu tine diminution 
appreciable de l'accumulation des stocks de produits finis et 
une liquidation de produits en cours. Les détaillants ont 
continue a accumuler des stocks a peu prés au méme rythme 
qu'au premier trimestre, l'élément contrib uti f principal étant 
encore une fois les stocks de véhicules automobiles, qui 
accusent ainsi leur troisième forte progression trimestrielle 
consecutive. 

La formation brute de capital flxe des entreprises a pro-
gressé de 2.5 %en volume, car les investissements en usines et 
materiel ont poursuivi Ia reprise qu'ils avaient entamée un an 
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level of investment in plant and equipment rose 3.3% 
this quarter, and has now increased by close to 10% in 
the last four quarters, the strongest year-over-year 
increase since mid-1975. In contrast to the previous 
increases most of the second quarter growth occurred 
in non-residential construction, notably in the building 
component and in energy-related investments. Expen-
diture on residential construction was virtually un-
changed this quarter, as a modest decline in work-put-
in-place was offset by an increase in capitalized real 
estate commissions. 

Personal expenditure on goods and services was 
unchanged in the second quarter, as expenditure on 
goods declined. The expiry of the stimulative effect 
of sales tax rate cuts evident throughout most of 
1978 and early 1979, the relatively large holdings of 
consumer durables as a result of strong expenditures 
in previous quarters, and a rapid 2.3 % increase in the 
implicit price index for total personal expenditure 
contributed to the weakness of consumer demand. 
Slightly lower purchases of durable and semi-durable 
goods partly originated in furniture, clothing, and 
footwear, where strong demand was evident last 
quarter due to consumer expectations of sales tax 
rate increases in Quebec. Spending on new cars and 
auto-related goods also declined. The 4% increase in 
new car prices this quarter suggests that part of the 
very large increase in car purchases in the first quarter 
may have been anticipatory buying by consumers to 
avoid these price increases. Spending on non-durable 
goods declined fractionally following 1% growth in 
the first quarter, mainly as a result of lower purchases 
of energy, gasoline and alcoholic beverages. 

The 2.5% increase in personal income largely origi-
nated in higher labour income. Personal income taxes 
declined 9.4% due to a sharp increase in income tax 
refunds reflecting the introduction of refundable 
child tax credits and, as a result, personal disposable 
income advanced 5.0%. Much of this increase was 
apparently treated as transitory by consumers, and 
personal expenditure rose only 2.3% in nominal terms. 
As a result, the personal savings rate rose from 9.4% 
to 11.7%. 

Wages, salaries, and supplementary labour income 
grew 2.8% in the second quarter. This increase 
followed a 2.2% gain in the first quarter and occurred 
despite weak employment growth, particularly in 
manufacturing where wage and salary growth was  

plus tot. Le niveau des investissements dans le cas des usines 
et du materiel s'est accru de 3.3% au cours du trimestre et ii 
a ainsi progressé de plus de 10 %au cours des quatre dernier 
trimestres; c'est Ia plus forte augmentation d'une annéc 
l'autre depuis le milieu de 1975. Contrairement aux progres-
sions antérieures, la plus grande partie de Ia croissance au 
deuxième trimestre s'est concentrée dans le secteur de la 
construction non résidentielle, plus particuliêrement dans Ia 
composante bãtiments et dans les investissements relies au 
secteur de l'énergie. Les dépenses au chapitre de la construc-
tion résidentielle sont restées pratiquement inchangées au 
cours du triniestre, car une légCre reduction des travaux mis 
en place a été compensée par une hausse de Ia capitalisation 
des commissions. 

Les dépenses personnelles en biens et services de consom-
mation sont restées inchangées au deuxième trimestre, alors 
que les dépenses en biens baissaient. La disparition de l'effet 
stimulant des reductions des taux de Ia taxe de vente qui 
agissait pendant la plus grande partie de 1978 et le debut de 
1979, les stocks relativement importants de biens durables de 
consommation iniputables aux fortes dépenses des trimestres 
précédents et une forte hausse de 2.3 % de l'indice de défla-
tion pour le total des dépenses personnelles, tout cela rend 
compte de la faiblesse de la demande de biens de consomma-
tion. Une Iégère diminution des achats de biens durables et 
semi-durables est imputable aux meubles, a l'habillement et 
aux chaussures pour lesquels le trimestre précédent s'était 
caractérisé par une forte demande imputable a l'attente, de la 
part des consommateurs, du relèvement du taux de la taxe Lie 
vente au Quebec. Les dépenses en voitures neuves Ct produils 
connexes ont également baissé. Le relévement de 4 %du pri. 
des voitures neuves au cours du trimestre permet de croire 
qu'une partie de la trés forte hausse des ventes de voitures au 
premier trimestre s'expliquait par des achats de precaution de 
Ia part des consommateurs afin d'éviter précisément ces aug. 
mentations de prix. Les dépenses en biens non durables ont 
baissé trés legèrement, après une hausse de 1 % au premier 
trimestre, principalement a cause d'une diminution des 
achats de produits énergétiques, d'essence et de boissons 
alcooliques. 

L'augnientation de 2.5 % du revenu personnel est en 
grande partie imputable a l'augmentation du revenu du 
travail. Les impôts sur le revenu des particuliers ont baissé de 
9.4 % a la suite d'une vive augmentation des remboursements 
d'iinpôt sur le revenu imputable au nouveau régime des cré-
dits pour enfants, et le revenu personnel disponible s'est 
accru par consequent de 5.0 %. Les consommateurs ont 
considéré que la plus grande partie de cette progression ëtait 
provisoire, et les dépenses personnelles ne devaient croitre 
que de 2.3 % en valeur nominale. Le taux d'épargne person-
nelle est donc passé de 9.4 %à 11.7 %. 

La rémunération des salaries a progressé de 2.8 % au 
deuxième triniestre. Cette augmentation, en dépit d'une 
faible croissance de l'emploi, en particulier dans le secteur 
de Ia fabrication, oim la croissance des salaires et traitemenis 
s'est lirnitée a 2 %environ, fait suite a une hausse de 2.2 au 
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premier triniestre. La forte progression observée dans le 
secteur des industries de biens a été alimentée par une reprise 
dans Ia construction et des gains très solides dans l'industrie 
rninière, oii les salaires sont relativement élevés, en partie a 
cause du règlement de grèves. En dépit d'augmentations de 
3 % environ des salaires et traitements de Ia plupart des 
services commerciaux, la croissance des industries de services 
s'est trouvée ralentie par une baisse de l'emploi dans Ia fonc-
tion publique et par des greves dans les communications. 

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impôt ont baissé de 2.5 % 
environ au deuxième triniestre, méme s'ils étaient supérieurs 
d'environ 29 % a ceux d'un an plus tot. Cette baisse est assez 
géneralisée, car la demande extérieure et celle des consom-
mateurs ont été faibles et l'ajustenient de Ia valeur des stocks 
s'est réduit. Les plus fortes baisses ont été enregistrées au 
chapitre des bénéfIces des activités du commerce et des 
services. 

L'ensemble des recettes de tous les niveaux d'adrninistra-
tion publique (a I'exception des transferts entre administra-
tions) a baissé de 1.5 % au cours du trimestre. La diminution 
de l'impOt sur le revenu des particuliers percu s'explique par 
des remboursements extrêmement élevés en partie compensés 
par une forte augmentation des revenus de placement. Les 
dépenses totales de tous les niveaux d'administration publique 
se sont accrues de 2.2 %. Ii y a eu de fortes augmentations 
des subventions relatives aux importations de pétrole, aux 
paiements de stabiisation pour les céréales de l'ouest et aux 
paiements de transfert aux particuliers. L'accroissement des 
dépenses totales combine a Ia diminution des recettes s'est 
soldé par une augmentation du deficit du secteur des admi-
nistrations publiques qui passe, sur Ia base des comptes 
nationaux, de $6.6 milliards a $10.0 mihiards. 

restrained to about 2%. A strong advance in the 
goods-producing industries was maintained by a 
recovery in construction activity and very robust 
gains in the relatively high-wage mining industry, 
partly due to the settlement of strikes. Despite 
increases in wages and salaries of about 3% in most 
commercial services, a decline in public administra-
tion employment and strikes in the communications 
industry helped to slow the growth in the service-
producing industries. 

Corporation profits before taxes fell by about 
2.5% in the current quarter, although they are still 
about 29% above the level of a year ago. This decline 
was fairly widespread as external and consumer de-
mand were weak and the inventory valuation adjust-
ment moderated. The largest percentage decreases 
occurred in the profits of trade and service industries. 

Total revenue of all levels of government (excluding 
intergovernmental transfers) declined 1.5% in the 
quarter. A decline in personal income tax collections 
reflecting extremely high refunds was in part offset 
by a sharp increase in investment income. Total 
expenditures by all levels of government rose 2.2% 
with large increases in subsidies related to oil imports 
and western grain stabilization plan and in transfer 
payments to persons. The increase in total expen-
ditures combined with the decline in revenue resulted 
in a widening of the deficit of the government sector, 
on a national accounts basis, from $6.6 billion to 
S10.O billion.
