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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

[1 Canada. the National Accounts have been developed since the 
I of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to 

ihcir constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution 
where they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". For 
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of 
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions 
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry 
the term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several 
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts 
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically 
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts. Income and Expendi-
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with 
prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys-
tem of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the Sys-
tem (Catalogue with prefix 15). The indexes of Real Domestic 
Product by Industry (included the Catalogue carrying the prefix 
61) provide "constant doUar" measures of the contribution of each 
industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and out-
puts are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
vided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). 
Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in 
these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of classification 
of transactors. Levels of outstanding financial assets and liabilities 
are published annually as a major contribution towards a complete 
national balance sheet. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at 
highly aggregated levels of data. l-lowever, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; 
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts 
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described 
in the United Nations publication, A System of National Accounts 
(Studies in Methods, Series F. No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office. De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New 
York, 1968). 

LE SYSTÈME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fail l'objet depuis Ia fin de Ia 
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une séne de publications portant sur 
leurs éléments constitutifs. lls ont connu une telle evolution qu'on peut 
maintenant lea qualifier de "Système de comptahilité nationale". Aux 
fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font partie du système 
(elles contiennerat des tableaux statistiques, Ia description du cadre théo-
rique et l'explication des sources et des méthodes) porteront dCsormais 
Ic titre général de "Système de comptabilité nationale". 

Le système de comptabilitC nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs 
categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des revenus 
et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont Ic no de catalogue 
commence par 13) ont constitué Ic premier ensemble de statistiques a 
etre connu sous Ic titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes nationaux, 
revenus et depenses). Les données sur Ia balance canadienne des pale-
ments internationaux (no de catalogue commencant par 67) font 
egalement partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du système de comptabi-
lité nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des revenus et 
des depenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de biens et 
services figure dans les tableaux d'entrCes-sorties du système (n° de 
catalogue commençant par 15). Les indices du produit intCrleur reel par 
industrie (compris dans les publications dont les n 05  de catalogue com-
mence par 61) mesurent, en dollars constants, l'apport de chaque 
branche d'activité au produit intérieur brut au coOt des facteurs. Un 
rapport est établi entre les entrées et sorties dana les etudes de produc-
tivitC (publications dont Ic no de catalogue commence par 14). 

L'établissement est l'unité primaire de production industrielle tant 
dans les tableaux d'entrCes-sorties que dans les indices du produit intC-
rieur reel. Lea comptes de flux financiers (publications dont les n°5  de 
catalogue commence par 13) mesurent les operations financières. Les 
categories de préteurs et d'instruments financiers forment let élCments 
de base de ces statistiques et Ia personne morale est le point de depart 
du classement des agents économiques. Les niveaux des actifs et passifs 
financiers en circulation sont disponibles annuellement; ils constituent 
un élCment important d'un bilan national exhaustif. 

Le système de comptabilitC nationale constitue un ensemble concep-
tuellement intCgré dans lequel les diverses categories de comptes peuvent 
ëtre considérées comme des sous-systemes Ctroitement lies entre eux. 
Au stade actuel de developpement, on ne peut faire de comparaison 
directe entre lea élCments bases sur l'établissement et ceux qui sont 
bases sur l'entité juridique que lorsque lea donnCes sont groupees dans 
des categories très génerales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses 
recherches sur les relations entre l'entreprise, Ia socidté et l'Ctablissement. 
II sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser les données établies sur 
une certaine base (l'établissement par exemple) de manière a lea faire 
correspondre aux données Ctablies sur une autre base (sociCtC ou 
entreprise). 

Dans ses grandes lignes, Ic système de comptabilitC nationale du 
Canada suit de très prCs Ia norme internationale exposée dana Ia publi-
cation des Nations Unies intitulée Système de comptabilité nationale 
(Etudes mCthodologiques, série F, no 2, rev. 3, Bureau de statistique. 
Departement des affaires économiques et sociales, Nations Unies, New 
York, 1970).

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Introduction 
GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT 

First Quarter 1980 

Preliminary estiniates of Gross National Product at 
market prices indicate GNP rose 2.3% to a level of 
$279.0 billion, seasonally adjusted at annual rates, in 
the first quarter of 1980. After allowing for price in-
flation, the volume of GNP was reduced 0.5%, the 
second decline in the last four quarters. 

The sources of weakness in the quarter were similar 
to those that have curtailed the advance of real GNP 
to 0.8% over this time span. Residential construction 
and merchandise exports recorded the largest declines, 
while personal expenditure on goods remained weak. 
The prolonged weakness of final demand was also 
reflected in the increased efforts of businesses to 
reduce the rate of inventory accumulation, particu-
Liilv in manufacturing and retail industries. The 
lwnward trend of expenditure in these aggregates 

er the past four quarters, as a result of the emerging 
r cession in the United States and restrictive monetary 
pohcy which has constrained domestic expenditures 
in Canada, strongly suggests the first quarter decline 
in GNP marks the beginning of a cyclical downturn in 
Canada. As has been the case throughout the past 
year, higher business investment on plant and equip-
ment helped to buttress aggregate demand against 
declines elsewhere. 

The overall implicit price index for GNP advanced 
2.8% in the quarter. The implicit price index for 
exports of goods and services increased sharply, by 
6.5%. Prices of domestically produced goods and 
services for consumption in Canada rose only 1 .5%, a 
continuation of the more moderate trend in these 
prices in recent quarters. 

Real Domestic Product by industry declined 0.2% 
in the first quarter, well within the tolerance limits 
with respect to the growth of GNP after allowing for 
conceptual differences and normal statistical error. 
The decline was mainly the result of lower produc-
tion in the manufacturing and construction industries, 
down 1.1% and 2.6% respectively. The decline in 
manufacturing production was largely an attempt by 
liruis to maintain inventory control at a time of 

eakernng final demand and very high interest rates. 
I lie decline was concentrated most heavily in the 
crlsumer, construction and export sectors where

Premier trimestre 1980 

Aprês désaisonnalisation aux taux annuels, les estimations 
provisoires du produit national brut aux prix du marché font 
ressortir au premier trimestre de 1980 une augmentation de 
2.3 %, qui Ic porte a $279.0 milliards. Après correction de Ia 
variation des prix, le PNB accuse en volume une baisse de 
0.5 %, Ia deuxiême au cours des quatre derniers trimestres. 

Les causes de faiblesse sont semblables cette fois-ci a celles 
qui ont limité la croissance du PNB reel a 0.8 % au cours de 
Ia méme période.

demand has slumped and inventories risen in recent 
quarters, notably motor vehicles and parts, wood, 
clothing, and non-metallic minerals. The further surge 
of commodity prices early in the quarter helped to 
raise mining output 1.7%, and gains were also re-
corded for the utility and fmance industries. 

The $3,924 million deficit, seasonally adjusted at 
annual rates, in nominal net exports of goods and 
services represents the fourth consecutive quarterly 
reduction in this deficit. Led by a crisp 7.4% increase 
in prices received for merchandise exports, the current 
dollar merchandise trade surplus rose substantially to 
$7,020 million. Most of the increase in export prices 
occurred early in the quarter when there was consid-
erable speculative activity in commodity markets 
related to the prospect of higher defence spending in 
the United States, especially for metallic ores and 
alloys. This speculation has since been dampened by 
the further tightening of monetary policy in the 
United States. In addition, there were further increases 
in the prices charged for exports of crude petroleum 
and natural gas. As a result of these movements, the 
index of the terms of trade - that is, the ratio of 
merchandise export to import prices - rose by 2.4% 
this quarter. 

After allowing for price changes, real net merchan-
dise exports fell by about $500 million in the first 
quarter, as exports declined 3.1% and imports eased 
1.4%. The decline in exports was most marked for 
automotive products, although there were small 
widespread declines elsewhere. Imports declined for 
the third time in the last four quarters, which general-
ly accords with the weakness of domestic demand 
over this period. The subsiding of domestic demand 
has not only reduced the demand for imports directly, 
but the consequent easing of capacity pressures in the 
Canadian economy has allowed domestic industry, 
notably steel, to direct production towards reducing 
import penetration and boosting exports. Lower 
imports of automotive and rolling mill products 
accounted for most of the decline in imports in the 
first quarter. Higher shipments received of crude 
petroleum and metallic ores helped to raise the nomi-
nal level and the implicit price of imports. Imports 
of machinery and equipment also rose during the 
quarter. 

Business gross fixed capital formation was virtually 
unchanged in real terms in the fIrst quarter, as expen-
ditures on residential construction dropped by 6.1% 
while business investment in plant and equipment 
advanced 1 .0%. The decline in residential construc-
tion was the most severe of the almost uninterrupted

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,llan of declines that have characterized this sector in 
the past two years. Construction of single-family 
dwellings fell over 10%, as mortgage rates rose sharply 
throughout the quarter. Spending on construction of 
tiultiples, notably apartments, was curtailed this 

quarter despite mild weather in Eastern Canada and 
following the flurry of starts related to the expiry of 
the Multiple Unit Residential Building tax allowance 
on December 31, 1979. Higher capitalized real estate 
commissions helped to brake the slide of expenditure 
on housing, as there was strong demand for homes 
with existing mortgages at older rates. Most of the 
increase occurred in non-residential construction, 
although expenditure in this sector continued to 
abate from the rapid increases recorded in mid-1979. 
Investment in machinery and equipment recovered 
most of the previous quarter's decline, rising 0.4% as 
increases in most components, notably railway rolling 
stock and tractors, were offset by weak sales of 
commercial vehicles. 

There was a reduction in the rate of inventory 
accumulation to $964 million, in real tenns, in the 
non-farm business sector. Most of this slowdown was 
the result of large cutbacks in manufacturing produc-
tion, where inventories rose moderately, and a reduc-
lion of stocks in the retail industry, following a large 
increase last quarter. The restraint in manufacturing 
was more evident for durables than non-durables, 
with the largest declines in stocks of primary metals, 
clothing and motor vehicles. The slowdown in stock-
building was most evident for raw materials as, in the 
short-run, the weakness in final demand outweighed 
the effects of lower production on inventories of 
goods- in- process and finished products. The decline in 
stocks in retailing was largely the result of reductions 
in non-durables, particularly clothing. 

Personal expenditure on goods and services rose 
0.4% in volume, with all of the gain in spending on 
services, up 1.0%. Consumer demand for goods was 
unchanged in the quarter as higher rates of purchases 
of durable and non-durable goods negated a 2.8% 
decline for semi-durable goods. The increase in spend-
ing on services largely originated in increases in trans-
portation and recreational services and in stock and 
bond commissions. The 1.5% increase in purchase of 
durables was stimulated by a further decline in the 
relative prices of such goods, a trend fostered in the 
first quarter by the temporary sales tax cut for auto 
purchases in Ontaiio. By the same token, sharp in-
creases in the prices of semi-durable goods continued 
to depress consumer demand for these goods, espe-
cially as a result of lower demand for clothing and

Le taux des mises en stocks a baissé pour se fixer a $964 
millions, en termes reels, dans le secteur commercial non 
agricole. La plus grande partie de ce ralentissement est 
imputable a d'iniportantes coupures de Ia production dans 
Ic secteur de Ia fabrication, oü les stocks ont Iégèrement 
augmenté, et a une baisse des stocks dans les industries au 
niveau du detail, après une forte augmentation Ic trimestre 
précédent.

On the income side, corporation profits before 
taxes increased by 2.4% despite a moderation of the 
inventory valuation adjustment. The largest gains 
were recorded in mining and trade, which outweighed 
substantial declines in construction, finance and 
services. Profits in manufacturing rose slightly, as 
higher profits for producers of paper and petroleum 
and coal products offset widespread declines, particu-
larly in the wood and transportation equipment 
industries. 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income 
rose 2.8% in the first quarter. Most of the gain was 
attributable to higher average earnings. Employment 
and the average work-week rose slightly, but so did 
unemployment due to layoffs. Wages and salaries rose 
more rapidly in the service-producing industries, up 
3.1%, compared to wages and salaries in the goods-
producing industries which increased by 2.3%. The 
personal savings rate inched down to 10.3% this 
quarter, but still shows no evidence of the effects 
inflation has had on the United States personal 
savings rate. Personal income and personal disposable 
income both rose by about 2.6%. while personal 
expenditure on goods and services increased by 2.5%.
