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I'HE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

in Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the
elose of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to
their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution
where they can be termed a “'System of National Accounts™. For
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry
the term “System of National Accounts™ as a general title,

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title
“National Accounts™ (National Accounts, Income and Expendi-
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with
prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys-
tem of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income
and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods
and on services is portrayed in the lnput-Output tables of the Sys-
tem (Catalogue with prefix [5). The indexes of Real Domestic
Product by Industry (included the Catalogue carrying the prefix
61) provide “‘constant dollar™ measures of the contribution of each
industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and out-
puts are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix [4).

Both the Input-Output tables and Indexes of Real Domestic
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of
industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
vided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13).
Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in
these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of classification
of 1ransactors. Levels of outstanding financial assets and liabilities
are published annually as a major contribution towards a complete
national balance sheet.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at
highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships;
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described
in the United Nations publication, 4 System of National Accounts
(Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New
York, 1968).

LE SYSTEME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait I'objet depuis la fin de la
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publications portant sur
leurs éléments constitutifs. Ils ont connu une telle évolution qu’on peut
maintenant les qualifier de “Systéme de comptabilité nationale™. Aux
fins d’identification, toutes les publications qui font partie du systéme
(elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, la description du cadre théo-
rique et Pexplication des sources et des méthodes) porteront désormais
le titre général de *“Systéme de comptabilité nationale™.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs
catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des revenus
et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le n0 de catalogue
commence par 13) ont constitué le premier ensemble de statistiques a
étre connu sous le titre de "Comptes nationaux™ (Comptes nationaux,
revenus et dépenses). Les données sur la balance canadienne des paie-
ments internationaux (n® de catalogue commengant par 67) font
également partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du systéme de comptabi-
lité nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des revenus et
des dépenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de biens et
services figure dans les tableaux d’entrées-sorties du systéme (n® de
catalogue commengant par I5). Les indices du produit intérieur réel par
industrie (compris dans les publications dont les n©$ de catalogue com-
mence par 61) mesurent, en dollars constants, 1'apport de chaque
branche d’activité au produit intérieur brut au count des facteurs. Un
rapport est établi entre les entrées et sorties dans les études de produc-
tivité (publications dont le n© de catalogue commence par 14).

L'établissement est I'unité primaire de production industrielle tant
dans les tableaux d’entrées-sorties que dans les indices du produit inté-
rieur réel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications dont les n0S de
catalogue commence par [3) mesurent les opérations financiéres. Les
catégories de préteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les éléments
de base de ces statistiques et la personne morale est le point de départ
du classement des agents économiques. Les niveaux des actifs et passifs
financiers en circulation sont disponibles annuellement; ils constituent
un élément important d’un bilan national exhaustif.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble concep-
tuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses catégories de comptes peuvent
étre considérées comme des sous-systémes étroitement liés entre eux.
Au stade actuel de développement, on ne peut faire de comparaison
directe entre les éléments basés sur I’établissemnent et ceux qui sont
basés sur |'entité juridique que lorsque les données sont groupées dans
des catégories trés générales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses
recherches sur les relations entre I'entreprise, la société et I'établissement.
Il sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser les données établies sur
une certaine base (I'établissement par exemple) de maniére 4 les faire
correspondre aux données établies sur une autre base (société ou
entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systéme de comptabilité nationale du
Canada suit de trés prés la norme internationale exposée dans la publi-
cation des Nations Unies intitulée Svstéme de comptabilité nationale
(Etudes méthodologiques, série F, n0 2, rév. 3, Bureau de statistique.
Département des affaires économiques et sociales, Nations Unies, New

Introduction

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT
Second Quarter 1980

Preliminary estimates of Gross National Product
indicate that GNP rose 1.0% to a level of $281 4 bil-
lion, seasonally adjusted at annual rates, in the second
quarter. After allowing for price inflation, this repre-
sents a 1.1% decline in the volume of production, as
the recession in Canada deepened; production is now
0.2% lower than the level of a year earlier, the first
year-over-year decline since early 1975. The 1.7%
decline in real GNP in the last two quarters suggests
that the recession in Canada has been more severe
than the 1974 -75 downturn, largely because of more
pronounced weakness in consumer demand.

The further slide of the economy appears to have
been the result of an intensification of those forces
that have been acting to restrain economic activity
since early 1979. Continued rapid inflation in the
price of consumer goods and services and the record
high interest rates attained early in the quarter have
acted to constrict household demand, particularly for
durable goods and new housing. This, together with
the slump in exports to the United States, has led to
rapid inventory accumulation for six consecutive
quarters. Production cutbacks, weakening employ-
ment, and a curtailment of business investment in
plant and equipment in the second quarter resulted
from the deterioration in business conditions. The
drop in production was accompanied by some slow-
down in the implicit price index for GNE, as prices
weakened in world commodity markets.

The rate of inventory accumulation in the non-
farm business sector rose to $1.5 billion in volume
this quarter. Increased stockbuilding was recorded at
all stages of fabrication in the manufacturing and
mining industries and in wholesale trade. Inventory
accumulation has averaged $1.7 billion per quarter
over the past six quarters, and the short-term course
of the economy depends at least as much on the
reaction of business firms to this stockpiling as on the
performance of final demand. The build-up of inven-
tories has been particularly marked in manufacturing,
where the stock-to-shipments ratio is close to the
peak attained during 1974 -75.

Introduction

PRODUIT NATIONAL BRUT
Deuxiéme trimestre 1980

Aprés désaisonnalisation aux taux annuels, les estima-
tions provisoires du produit national brut font ressortir au
deuxiéme trimestre une augmentation de 1.0 %, qui le porte
a $281.4 milliards. Aprés correction de la variation des prix,
il s’agit en fait d’une baisse de 1.1 % du volume de la produc-
tion, alors que la récession au Canada prend de 'ampleur. La
production s’inscrit maintenant @ un niveau inférieur de
0.2 % a celui d'un an plus tot; c’est la premiére baisse d'une
année a 'autre depuis le début de 1975. La baisse de 1.7 %
du PNB réel au cours des deux derniers trimestres permet de
croire que la récession au Canada est plus sévére qu'en
197475, principalement a cause d’une faiblesse plus mar-
quée de la demande des consommateurs.

Cette poursuite du repli de I'économie semble étre impu-
table a une intensification des causes qui freinaient Pactivité
économique depuis le début de 1979. La persistance d’une
inflation élevée dans le cas des biens et services de consom-
mation et les taux d’intérét records atteints plus tot au cours
du trimestre ont réduit la demande des ménages, en particu-
lier celle de biens durables et de nouveaux logements. Cette
situation, combinée a la chute des exportations aux Etats-
Unis, devait se traduire par une accumulation rapide des
stocks pendant six trimestres de suite. La détérioration de la
conjoncture au deuxieéme trimestre devait se solder par des
coupures de production, une baisse de I'emploi et une
réduction des investissements des entreprises en usines et
matériel. La baisse de la production s’est accompagnée d’un
certain ralentissement de I'indice implicite de prix de la DNB,
alors que les cours se repliaient sur les marchés mondiaux de
marchandises.

Le taux de mise en stocks dans le secteur des entreprises
non agricoles s’est accru au cours du trimestre pour atteindre
$1.5 milliard en volume. On observe une hausse des mises en
stocks a tous les niveaux de la fabrication dans les industries
manufacturiéres et miniéres et dans le commerce de gros. Les
mises en stocks étaient en moyenne de $1.7 milliard par tri-
mestre au cours des six derniers trimestres, et I’évolution a
court terme de I’économie dépend au moins autant de la
réaction des firmes commerciales a cette accumulation des
stocks que de la performance de la demande finale. Cette
accumulation des stocks est particuliérement évidente dans
les industries manufacturiéres, o le ratio des stocks aux
livraisons est proche du sommet atteint en 1974 -75.



Real personal expenditure fell 0.7%, in the second
quarter due to a 1.5% decrease in expenditure on
goods. Purchases of durable goods fell 5.6% as motor
vehicle sales fell sharply. The implicit price index for
personal expenditure rose 2.6% this quarter, about
the same rate as recorded since mid-1979. The 9.9%
increase in the personal expenditure deflator in the
last four quarters parallels the increase in the United
States despite the much greater increase in consumer
energy prices in the United States.

Real business gross fixed capital formation declined
2.5%, as residential construction receded a further
10.5%, largely in response to the shortage of loanable
funds and high interest rates. Outlays for plant and
equipment fell 0.5% with non-residential construction
and machinery and equipment expenditures both
declining by like amounts.

Merchandise exports slumped 2.8% in volume,
with all of the decline due to lower shipments to the
United States. The sharp drop in American expendi-
ture this quarter also triggered a 1.2% decline in
prices received for exported goods; large weight
shifts contributed substantially to this moderation,
particularly the reduced weight of non-ferrous metals.
Prices of lumber and other wood-fabricated materials,
copper, primary iron and steet and non-ferrous metals
showed very large declines. The weakness of domestic
demand led to a 1.3% decline in imports.

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income
rose 2.2% in the quarter. In the goods-producing in-
dustries, wages and salaries were virtually unchanged,
as employment declined in both the construction and
manufacturing industries. Wages and salaries in the
service-producing industries rose 3.2%, in part reflect-
ing higher special payments particularly in education
and hospitals. Personal disposable income rose 2.0%,
and the personal savings rate remained at about 10%.
Corporation profits before taxes declined 5.9% in
reaction to the weakness of sales and lower com-
modity prices.

The deficit of all levels of government combined,
on a national accounts basis, widened from $3.0 bil-
lion in the first quarter to $5.4 billion in the second
quarter. This resulted from slower growth in total
revenues excluding intergovernmental transfers, of
1.4% and maintained strength of 3.4% in total expen-
ditures. Reduced growth in revenues was caused
mainly by a sharp decline in corporate tax liabilities.
Higher expenditure on goods and services, largely
generated by retro-active payments in schools and
hospitals, and higher petroleum-related subsidy pay-
ments accounted for most of the increase in expen-
ditures.

Les dépenses personnelles réelles baissent de 0.7 % au
deuxiéme trimestre, di 4 un repli de 1.5 % des dépenses en
biens. Les achats de biens durables diminuent de 5.6 % alors
que les ventes de véhicules automobiles chutent lourdement.
L’indice implicite de prix des dépenses personnelles s’accroit
de 2.6 % au deuxiéme trimestre, soit a peu prés au taux
observé depuis le milieu de 1979. L’augmentation de 9.9 &
de l'indice de déflation des dépenses personnelles au cours
des quatre derniers trimestres suit de prés celle observée aux
Etats-Unis, en dépit de 'augmentation beaucoup plus forte
des prix a la consommation de I’énergie dans ce dernier pays.

La formation brute de capital fixe réelle des entreprises
diminue de 2.5 % alors que la construction résidentielle se
replie une nouvelle fois, de 10.5 %, principalement a cause
de la pénurie de capitaux prétables et des taux d’intérét
élevés. Les dépenses en usines et matériel ont diminué de
0.5 %, reflétant des baisses équivalentes dans les dépenses
au titre de la construction non-résidentielle et des machines
et matériel.

Les exportations de marchandises diminuent de 2.8 % en
volume, diminution entiérement attribuable a la baisse des
livraisons vers les Etats-Unis. La forte chute des dépenses
dans ce dernier pays au deuxiéme trimestre devait également
se traduire par une diminution de 1.2 % des prix payés pour
les biens exportés; d'importants changements de pondération
expliquent dans une large mesure cette diminution, et en par-
ticulier la réduction de la pondération attachée aux métaux
non ferreux. Les prix du bois de construction et d’autres
produits du bois, du cuivre, des produits de la premiére trans-
formation du fer et de 'acier et ceux des métaux non ferreux
ont accusé des baisses trés fortes. La faiblesse de la demande
intérieure se solde par un repli de 1.3 % des importations.

La rémunération des salariés augmente de 2.2% au
deuxiéme trimestre dans les industries de production de
biens; les salaires et traitements demeurent pratiquement
inchangés en raison d’une baisse de I'emploi dans les indus-
tries de la construction et manufacturiéres. Dans le cas des
industries de services, les salaires et traitements augmentent
de 3.2 %, ce qui traduit en partie une hausse des paiements
spéciaux, en particulier dans les secteurs de I'enseignement
et des hopitaux. Le revenu personnel disponible progresse de
2.0 %, tandis que le taux de I'épargne personnelle reste a
10 % environ. Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impots dimi-
nuent de 5.9 % en raison de la faiblesse des ventes et de la
baisse du prix des marchandises.

Le déficit de tous les niveaux d’administration publique
pris ensemble, sur la base des comptes nationaux, passe de
$3.0 milliards au premier trimestre a $5.4 milliards au
deuxiéme. Cette détérioration s'explique par un ralentisse-
ment de la croissance des recettes totales (a Pexclusion des
transferts entre administrations), qui tombe a 1.4 %, tandis
que celle du total des dépenses demeure ferme, 4 3.4 %. La
croissance moins forte des recettes est attribuable principale-
ment A une forte baisse des créances fiscales des sociétés.
Dans le cas des dépenses, la progression est imputable princi-
palement & une augmentation des dépenses en biens et scr-
vices, a cause surtout des paiements rétroactifs dans le secteur
de I'enseignement, des hopitaux et de la hausse des paiements
associés aux subventions reliées au pétrole.
