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I'HE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the
sivse of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to
their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution
where they can be termed a “System of National Accounts”. For
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry
the term “System of National Accounts™ as a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title
“National Accounts” (National Accounts. Income and Expends-
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with
prefix 67). in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys-
tem of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income
and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the Sys-
tem (Catalogue with prefix 15). The indexes of Real Domestic
Product by Industry (included the Catalogue carrying the prefix
61) provide “constant dollar”” measures of the contribution of each
industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and out-
puts are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14).

Both the Input-Output tables and Indexes of Real Domestic
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of
industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
vided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13).
Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in
these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of classification
at transactors. Levels of outstanding financial assets and liabilities
arc published annually as a major contribution towards a complete
national balance sheet.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at
highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships;
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described
in the United Nations publication, A System of National Accounts
(Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs. United Nations, New
York, 1968).

LE SYSTEME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait 'objet depuis la fin de la
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publications portant sur
leurs éléments constitutifs. [ls ont connu une telle évolution quon peut
maintenant les qualifier de “Systéme de comptabilité nationale”. Aux
fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font partie du systéme
(elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, la description du cadre théo-
rique et l'explication des sources et des méthodes) porteront désormais
le titre général de “Systéme de comptabilité nationale™.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs
catégories de comptes, Les coraptes annuels et trimestriels des revenus
et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le n© de catalogue
commence par 13) ont constitué le prenuer ensemble de statistiques 4
étre connu sous le titre de “Comptes nationaux "’ (Comptes nationaux,
revenus et dépenses). Les données sur la balance canadienne des paie-
ments internationaux (nO de catalogue commengant par 67) font
également partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du systéme de comptabi-
lité nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des revenus et
des dépenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de biens et
services figure dans les tableaux d’entrées-sorties du systéme (n© de
catalogue commengant par 15). Les indices du produit intérieur réel par
industrie (compris dans les publications dont les n0S de catalogue com-
mence par 61) mesurent, en dollars constants, 'apport de chaque
branche d'activité au produit intérieur brut au cout des facteurs. Un
rapport est établi entre les entrées et sorties dans les études de produc-
tivité ( publications dont le n® de catalogue commence par 14).

L'établissement est 1'unité primaire de production industrielle tant
dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les indices du produit inté-
rieur réel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications dont les nOS de
catalogue commence par 13) mesurent les opérations financiéres. Les
catégories de préteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les éléments
de base de ces statistiques et la personne morale est le point de départ
du classement des agents économiques. Les niveaux des actifs et passifs
financiers en circulation sont disponibles annuellement; ils constituent
un élément important d’un bilan national exhaustif.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble concep-
tuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses catégories de comptes peuvent
étre considérées comme des sous-systémes étroitement liés entre eux.
Au stade actuel de développemient, on ne peut faire de comparaison
directe entre les éléments basés sur Iétablissement et ceux qui sont
basés sur l'entité juridique que lorsque les données sont groupées dans
des catégories trés générales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses
recherches sur les relations entre I'entreprise, 1a société et I'établissement.
I] sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser les données établies sur
une certaine base (I'établissement par exemple) de maniére a les faire
correspondre aux données établies sur une autre base (société ou
entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systtme de comptabilité nationale du
Canada suit de trés prés la norme internationale exposée dans la publi-
cation des Nations Unies intitulée Systéme de comptabilité nationale
(Etudes méthodologiques, série F, n® 2, rév. 3, Bureau de statistique,
Département des affaires économiques et sociales, Nations Unies, New

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Introduction

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT
Third Quarter 1980

Preliminary estimates of the National Income and
Expenditure Accounts indicate GNP rose 2.4% to
$289.4 billion, seasonally adjusted at annual rates, in
the third quarter of 1980. This represents an increase
of about 0.4% in volume following two quarters of
decline. The gain in GNP was virtually identical to the
increase in Real Domestic Product in the third quar-
ter, after allowing for conceptual differences.

A 1.2% increase in real final domestic demand,
particularly in personal expenditure, provided the main
stimulus to the gain in GNP. Most of this upturn of
demand was met by a substantial decline in inventories
as goods production fell slightly and there was a
further reduction of imports. The appearance of ex-
cess capacity contributed to a substantial displacement
of imports in the past year. This has also, however,
coincided with a moderation of business expenditures
for plant and equipment. As much of the expansion
in personal expenditure in the quarter appears to be
unsustainable, given the high rate of income tax re-
tunds in the second quarter, the transitory stimulus
of relatively low interest rates in the third quarter and
continued moderate growth in labour income, it is
too early to conclude that the cyclical downturn of
the economy has been completed.

Following eight consecutive quarters of accumula-
tion, business non-farm inventories were reduced by
about $1.2 billion in volume. The largest declines oc-
curred in the manufacturing and retail industries. The
inventory liquidation was most evident in the automo-
tive industry, as domestic demand improved. At the
manufacturing level, there was also a substantial re-
duction in raw materials and goods-in-process.

Business investment in plant and equipment rose
1.9% in real terms, as growth continued to subside
from the rate of increase recorded in 1979. Higher ex-
penditures on machinery and equipment, particularly
of vehicles and agricultural equipment, accounted for
most of the increase. Non-residential construction
recovered 1.1% from the previous quarter’s strike-re-
lated decline. Residential construction declined 2.0%,
a smaller rate of decrease than in the last three quar-
ters, as there was a large drop in work-put-in-place.

Introduction

PRODUIT NATIONAL BRUT
Troisiéme trimestre 1980

Aprés désaisonnalisation au taux annuel, les estimations
provisoires des comptes nationaux des revenus et des dépenses
font ressortir au troisiéme trimestre de 1980 une augmenta-
tion de 2.4 % du PNB, qui le porte a $289 4 milliards. En vo-
lume, il s’agit d’une hausse d’environ 0.4 %, qui fait suite 4
deux trimestres de baisse. La progression du PNB est prati-
quement identique a celle du produit intérieur réel au troi-
si¢me trimestre, aprés prise en compte des différences de con-
cepts.

Une augmentation de 1.2 % de la demande intérieure finale
réelle, en particulier dans le cas des dépenses personnelles, est
la cause principale de la progression du PNB. La plus grande
part de ce redressement de la demande correspond a une dimi-
nution appréciable des stocks, puisque la production de biens
a baissé légérement et qu’il y a eu une autre diminution des
importations. L’apparition d’une capacité excédentaire a con-
tribué a une appréciable substitution des importations au cours
de I'année écoulée, qui a coincidé cependant avec un relache-
ment des dépenses des entreprises en usines et matériel.
Comme la plus grande partie de la hausse des dépenses per-
sonnelles au troisiéme trimestre semble étre temporaire,
compte tenu du rythme élevé des remboursements d’impot
sur le revenu au deuxiéme trimestre et du stimulant provi-
soire que sont des taux d’intérét relativement bas au troi-
siéme et la persistance d’une croissance modérée du revenu du
travail, il est encore trop tot de conclure que le repli cyclique
de I’économie est chose du passé.

Aprés huit trimestres consécutifs d’accumulation, les
stocks commerciaux non agricoles diminuent de $1.2 milliard
environ en volume. Les baisses les plus fortes s’observent dans
les industries de la fabrication et du commerce de détail.
C’est dans le secteur automobile que les liquidations sont les
plus fortes, 4 mesure que la demande intérieure se redresse.
Dans le cas de la fabrication, il y a des baisses appréciables des
stocks de matiéres brutes et de produits en cours.

Les investissements des entreprises en usines et matériel
augmentent de 1.9 % en termes réels, alors que la croissance
de ce secteur continue de se replier aprés les progressions
notées en 1979. L’accroissement observé au troisiéme tri-
mestre est attribuable surtout d la hausse des dépenses en
machines et matériel, en particulier pour les ventes de véhi-
cules automobiles et de matériel agricole. La construction
non résidentielle accuse une progression de 1.1 %, contraire-
ment 4 une baisse le trimestre précédent, qui avait été marqué
par des gréves. La construction résidentielle diminue de 2.0 %,



Real estate commissions rose strongly in the quarter,
as housing demand for new and existing homes re-
covered.

Personal expenditure on goods and services rose
1.5% in volume in the third quarter, as the short but
steep decline of interest rates in the quarter stimulated
a 5.5% gain in sales of durable goods. The drop in in-
terest rates fostered some increases in consumer bor-
rowing and a noticeable shift from personal term and
savings deposits to chequing accounts. Sharply higher
auto sales led the advance. Sales of furniture and
major household appliances also grew in response to
the firming of demand for housing. Spending on semi-
durable and non-durable goods also increased, parti-
cularly energy consumption. Demand for services was
little changed, as travel abroad by Canadians dropped
sharply.

The implicit price index for GNE subsided to a
2.0% rate of growth. Most of this moderation origi-
nated in inventories, as prices for final demand con-
tinued to rise rapidly; excluding inventories the in-
crease in the GNE deflator was 2.8%. The implicit
price index for personal expenditure rose 3.0% this
quarter, as there was a sharp acceleration in food
prices and continued rapid increases in car prices.

The nominal balance of trade in goods and services
registered a record improvement of $4.1 billion in the
quarter. About three quarters of thisincrease occurred
in the merchandise trade surplus, as exports rose 3.5%
while imports fell 1.0%. An upturn in American de-
mand for automotive products and lumber led the in-
crease, as these commodities revived from their large
declines in the first half of 1980. Demand for imports
was weak for a wide array of goods. The volume of
merchandise imports fell 3.7% in total, the fourth con-
secutive quarterly decline. The nominal service ac-
count balance also imporved, as the deficit decreased
by about $1.0 billion, in part reflecting the further
decline in net travel expenditure abroad.

Wages, salaries, and supplementary labour income
grew 2.7%. Personal income rose 3.4%, aided by in-
creases in net farm income and government transfers.
Personal disposable income advanced 3.9% as income
tax collections were little changed. With personal ex-
penditure up 4.5%, the personal savings rate dropped
tm dbout 0%

Les dépenses personnelles en biens et services augmentent
de 1.5 % en volume au troisiéme trimestre, alors que la bréve
mais vive baisse des taux d’intérét au cours du trimestre se tra-
duit par une hausse de 5.5 % des ventes de biens durables. La
chute des taux d’intérét suscite quelques hausses des emprunts
des consommateurs et un déplacement notable des dépdts
personnels & terme et d’épargne vers les comptes de chéques.
La progression observée est dominée par une forte hausse des
ventes de voitures. On constate également une progression
des ventes de meubles et de gros articles ménagers en raison
du raffermissement de la demande de logements. Les dépenses
en biens non durables augmentent, en particulier en ce qui
concerne I'énergie, de méme que celles en biens semi-durables.
La demande de services ne varie que peu, alors que I'on ob-
serve une forte baisse des voyages des Canadiens d I’étranger.

L’indice implicite de prix de la DNB n’accuse plus qu’une
progression de 2.0 %. Cette modération est surtout imputable
aux stocks, puisque les prix au niveau de la demande finale
continuent leur forte hausse. Si I'on exclut les stocks, la
hausse de I'indice de déflation de la DNB est de 2.8 %. L'in-
dice implicite de prix des dépenses personnelles s’accroit de
3.0 % au cours du trimestre, puisqu’ily a une vive acedlération
des prix alimentaires et des hausses rapides ot continues dn
prix des voitures.

La balance commerciale des biens ct scrvices accuse une
progression record de $4.1 milliards en valeur nominale au
cours du trimestre. Les trois quarts environ de cette progres-
sion sont attribuables a I'excédent du commerce de marchan-
dises, puisque les exportations augmentent de 3.5 % tandis
que les importations diminuent de 1.0 %. C’est le redresse-
ment de la demande américaine de produits automobiles et
de bois de construction qui domine la progression, puisque
ces marchés reprennent aprés les fortes baisses qui les ont
frappés au premier semestre de 'année. La demande d’im-
portations a été faible dansle cas d’un grand nombre de biens.
Le volume des importations de marchandises baisse au total
de 3.7 %, ce qui en fait la quatriéme baisse trimestrielle con-
sécutive.

La rémunération des salariés augmente de 2.7 %. Le revenu
personnel s’accroit de 3.4 %, aidé en cela par des hausses du
revenu agricole net et des transferts des administrations pu-
bliques. Le revenu personnel disponible augmente de 3.9 %,
alors que les perceptions d’impot restent pratiquement in-
changées. Les dépenses personnelles augmentent de 4.5 % et
le taux d’épargne persennelle tombe ainsi @ environ 10 &
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Corporation profits before taxes were virtually un-
changed this quarter, despite a $1.5 billion increase in
the inventory valuation adjustment. The share of cor-
porate profits in GNP has dropped about one per-
centage point from its cyclical peak to 12.8% in the
third quarter.

Total revenue of all levels of government com-
bined, excluding intergovernmental tranfers, rose by
1.2% in the third quarter, as most revenue components
increased moderately. Total expenditure increased by
4.2%, reflecting strong growth in transfer payments
to persons and continued strength in current expendi-
ture on goods and services. The total deficit, on a
national accounts basis and seasonally adjusted at an-
nual rates, widened to $10.5 billion in the third quar-
ter from $7.0 billion in the second quarter.

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impdt restent pratique-
ment inchangés au troisi¢éme trimestre, en dépit d'une aug-
mentation de $1.5 milliard de I'ajustement de la valeur des
stocks. La part des bénéfices des sociétés dans le PNB a baissé
d’environ un point 4 partir de son sommet cyclique pour
s'inscrire 3 12.8 % au troisiéme trimestre.

Les recettes totales de tous les niveaux d’administration
publique pris ensemble (a I’exclusion des transferts entre ad-
ministrations) se sont accrues de 1.2 % au troisiéme trimestre,
la plupart des composantes augmentant de fagon modérée.
Une forte croissance des paiements de transfert aux personnes
et une croissance continue des dépenses courantes en biens et
services expliquent la hausse de 4.2 % des dépenses totales.
Le déficit global, sur la base des comptes nationaux et
désaisonnalisé au taux annuel, est passé de $7.0 milliards au
deuxiéme trimestre a $10.5 milliards au troisiéme.
