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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the 
k,se of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to 
hcir constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution 

u licre they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". For 
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of 
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions 
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry 
the term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several 
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts 
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically 
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income and Expendi-
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with 
prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys-
tem of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the Sys-
tem (Catalogue with prefix 15). The indexes of Real Domestic 
Product by Industry (included the Catalogue carrying the prefix 
61) provide "constant dollar" measures of the contribution of each 
industry to Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and out-
puts are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and Indexes of Real Domestic 
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of 
industrial production. Measures of financial transactions are pro-
vided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13), 

pes of lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in 
li'e statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of classification 

I transactors. Levels of outstanding financial assets and liabilities 
published annually as a major contribution towards a complete 

tuitional balance sheet. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at 
highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; 
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts 
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described 
in the United Nations publication, A System of National Accounts 
(Studies in Methods, Series F. No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New 
York, 1968). 

LE SYSTÈME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

Au Canada, Ies comptes nationaux ont fait I'objet depuis Ia fin de Ia 
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publications portant mr 
leurs éléments constitutifs. Ils orit connu une telle evolution qu'on peut 
maintenant les qualifier de "Système de comptabilité nationale". Aux 
fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font partie du système 
(elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, Ia description du cadre théo-
rique et l'explication des sources et des méthodes) porteront désormais 
le litre général de "Système de comptabilité nationale". 

Le système de comptabiité nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs 
categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des revenus 
et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le node catalogue 
commence par 13) ont constitué le premier ensemble de statistiques a 
dtre connu sous le titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes nationaux, 
revenus et dépenses). Les données sur Ia balance canadienne des paie-
ments internationaux (no de catalogue commencant par 67) font 
également partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du système de comptabi-
lité nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des revenus et 
des dépenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de biens et 
services figure dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties du système (no de 
catalogue commençant par 15). Les indices du produit intCrieur reel par 
industrie (compris dans les publications dont les n°5  de catalogue com-
mence par 61) mesurent, en dollars constants, l'apport de chaque 
branche dactivité au produit intérieur brut au coüt des facteurs. Un 
rapport est établi entre les entrées et sorties darts les etudes de produc-
tivité (publications dont le no de catalogue commence par 14). 

Létablissement est l'unité primaire de production industrielle tant 
darts les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les indices du produit intC-
rieur reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications dont les 'sOS de 
catalogue commence par 13) mesurent les operations financières. Les 
categories de prèteurs et d'inatruments financiers forment lea éléments 
de base de ces statistiques et Ia personne morale est le point de depart 
du classement des agents économiques. Les niveaux des actifs et passifs 
financiers en circulation sont disponibles annuellenient; Is constituent 
un èlément important d'un bilan national exhaust if. 

Le système de comptabilite nationale constitue u's ensemble concep-
tuelleinent intégrC dans lequel lesdiversescatégoriesde comptes peuvent 
ëtre considèrées comme des sous-systèmes Ctroitement lies entre eux. 
Au stade actuol de développement, on ne peut faire de comparaison 
directe entre les éléments bases sur l'étabhssement et ceux qui sont 
bases sur l'entitC juridique que lorsque les données sont groupèes dans 
des categories très généralcs. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses 
recherches sur les relations entre I'entreprise, Ia sociCté et l'Ctablissernent. 
11 sera peut-etre possible un jour de reclasser les donnCes étahlies sur 
une certaine base (l'établissement par exemple) de maniCre I les faire 
correspondre aux données Ctablies sur une autre base (société ou 
entreprise). 

Dans ses grandes lignes, le système de comptabilitè nationalc du 
Canada suit de trés prés Ia norme internationale exposée dans Ia publi-
cation des Nations Unies intitulée Système de comptabilitE nationale 
(Etudes méthodologiques, série F, no 2, rev. 3, Bureau de statistique,

Second Quarter 1981 

Preliminary estimates 1  of the National Income and 
Expenditure Accounts indicate that Gross National 
Product, seasonally adjusted at annual rates, rose to a 
level of $324.1 billion in the second quarter, an in-
crease of 2.97o. In volume terms, GNP advanced 1.3% 
after a 1.0% gain in the first quarter. The average 
level in the first six months of 1981 is 3.1% above 
the average level for 1980. Most of the surprising 
second quarter gain in GNP occurred early in the 
second quarter, as there were indications that do-
mestic activity, notably household spending, had 
begun to slow substantially by the end of the quarter. 

The second quarter advance in GNP was the result 
a widespread strengthening of final demand. Invest-

ncnt in business residential construction and plant 
and equipment sustained their rapid gains of the first 
(juarter, rising 7.0% and 2.5% respectively in volume. 
Consumer outlays also advanced about 0.6%, although 
there was a noticeable narrowing of the sources of 
strength. Real merchandise exports recouped all of 
their first quarter decline. A deterioration in the terms 
of trade, strong domestic demand for imports and a 
substantial worsening of the service account deficit 
pushed the nominal current account deficit to a 
record level in the second quarter. 

Spending on total gross fixed capital formation 
gained 3.1% in volume, raising the share of fixed in-
vestment in GNP to 23.9%, only slightly below the 
historical record shares. Residential construction con-
tinued to rise by over 6%, as housing starts and work-
put-in-place did not begin to retrench in the face of 
record mortgage rates until the end of the quarter. 
The strength of housing activity in Canada thus far in 
1981 is the opposite of the American experience and 
is partly a response to the severe slump in residential 
construction in Canada from 1976 to mid-1980. De-
mand for mortgage money in Canada has also been 

The disruption of mail service during the summer impeded 
the normal survey-taking process. Telephone surveys of 
1,trger companies were substituted in many cases, and it is 
possible that current estimates will be subject to larger than 
5 )rmal revisions. 

Deuxième trimestre 1981 

Selon les estimations provisoiresi des comptes nationaux 
des revenus et des dépenses, le produit national brut après 
désaisonnalisation aux taux annuels s'est accru de 2.9% au 
deuxième trimestre de 1981 pour atteindre $324.1 milliards. 
En volume, te PNB progresse de 1.3%, après s'étre accru de 
1.0% le trimestre précédent. Le niveau moyen des six pre-
miers mois de l'année dépasse de 3.1% celui de 1980. La plus 
grande partie de cette surprenante progression du PNB s'est 
concentrée au debut du trimestre, car on a observe des indices 
d'un debut de ralentissement marqué de l'activité au pays 
vers Ia fin, en particulier pour ce qui est des dépenses des 
ménages. 

La hausse du PNB au deuxième trimestre s'explique par 
un raffermissement general de Ia demande finale. Les inves-
tissements en construction résidentielle commerciale et en 
usines et materiel ont continue de croftre rapidement comme 
au premier trimestre, progressant de 7.0% Ct de 2.5% respec-
tivement en volume. Les dépenses des consommateurs se sont 
accrues elles aussi d'environ 0.6%, en dépit d'une diminution 
notable des causes de fermeté. Les exportations réelles de 
marchandises ont regagné tout le terrain perdu au premier 
trimestre. La détérioration des termes de I 'échange, une 
forte demande intérieure a l'importation et une degradation 
appreciable du deficit au titre des services devaient se traduire 
par un deficit record du compte courant nominal. 

Les dépenses au titre de Ia formation brute de capital 
fixe totale ont augmenté de 3.1 % en volume, ce qui devait 
porter Ia part des immobiisations a 23.9% du PNB, soit 
légèrement moms que les records historiques observes. La 
construction résidentielle continue de progresser de plus de 
6%, alors que les mises en chantier et les travaux mis en 
place ne commencent pas a se replier en raison des taux 
hypothécaires records avant Ia fin du trimestre. Cette fer-
mete du secteur de l'habitation au Canada depuis le debut 
de l'année est tout a l'opposé de ce que l'on observe aux 
Etats-Unis et c'est là en partie une reaction ala baisse sévére

relatively insensitive to higher financing costs as many 
home-buyers took out five-year mortgage loans in 
1976 at the relatively low rates in effect at that time. 
Most of these home-owners have apparently been able 
to renew their mortgages at the substantially higher 
rates without slowing outlays for goods and services, 
partly because personal incomes have strengthened 
sufficiently.  - 

Business investment in plant and equipment dem-
onstrated a resilience similar to that recorded for 
residential construction. Nominal outlays in the 
second quarter were about 20.7% above the level of a 
year earlier, substantially in accord with the mid-year 
results of the Private and Public Investment in Canada 
survey. The volume increase this quarter was 2.5%, 
with much of the strength attributable to engineering 
construction and purchases of machinery and 
equipment. 

Personal expenditure on goods and services rose 
0.6% in real terms, as consumer demand has com-
pleted its strongest four quarters of growth since 
1976. Both wages and salaries and personal incomes 
have strengthened relative to the personal expendi-
ture deflator since mid-1980, following two years of 
very moderate growth. Employment gains account 
for much of this increase, and helped to reduce the 
June unemployment rate to the lowest level since 
1976. An upturn in average earnings has also helped 
to boost labour income. In the second quarter con-
su mers sharply increased purchases of non-automotive 
durable goods, by 2.7%, to more than offset wide-
spread weakness in demand for cars and most semi-
durable and non-durable goods. The less diffuse 
strength of personal expenditure partly reflected an 
advancing of outlays for furniture and appliances to 
take advantage of sales promotions in Ontario prior 
to the return of the sales tax on these items. 

The nominal deficit in trade in goods and services 
deteriorated by $4.2 billion in the second quarter, as 
the current account balance has plummetted from a 
small surplus late in 1980 to a record quarterly deficit. 
Most of the decline in the second quarter reflected a 
deterioration in the terms of trade, as real net exports 
of goods and services fell by a more modest S392 
million. Imports of motor vehicle products and gold 
strengthened, while sharply higher imports of crude 
petroleum and rolling mill products reflected con-
cerns over domestic supply disruptions. Merchandise 
exports rose 7.1% in volume, although prices received 
for these goods slumped by 2.3%, partly because ship-
ments of crude petroleum fell sharply. Export gains 
were most evident for motor vehicle products and 
wheat. Shipments abroad of forestry and mining

Les dépenses en valeur 
nominale au deuxième trimestre dépassent de 20.7% le 
niveau a un an plus tot, ce qui correspond assez hien aux 
résultats de Ia mi-année de l'enquête sur les intentions d'inves-
tissements privés et publics au Canada. L'augmentation en 
volume est de 2.5%, Ia plus grande partie étant imputable 
aux travaux de genie et aux achats de machines et de 
materiel. 

Les dépenses personnelles en biens et services augmentent 
de 0.6% en termes reels, alors que Ia demande des consom-
mateurs achèvc quatre trimestres qui ont vu Ia croissance Ia 
plus forte depuis 1976. Les salaires et traitements et Ics 
revenus personnels se sont rafferrnis par rapport a l'indice de 
deflation des dépenses personnelles depuis le milieu de 1980, 
après deux années de croissance très modérée.

Total inventory aceuniulatiun was SI .1 billion in 
volume in the second quarter. Non-farm business in-
ventories rose at the same $1 billion rate recorded in 
the revised estimates for the first quarter. (Most of 
the revision in non-farm business inventories in the 
first quarter reflected the inclusion of the transfer of 
uranium inventories from the government sector to 
the business sector. While this transfer changed the 
sectoral distribution of inventories, there was no net 
effect on the economy-wide stock estimates.) Exclud-
ing the effect of the uranium transfer, there was a 
small increase in the rate of stockbuilding in the non-
farm business inventories, reflecting large increases in 
durable goods held in the manufacturing and retail 
industries, particularly for motor vehicles. 

Wages, salaries, and supplementary labour income 
grew 3.5% in the second quarter, a continuation of 
the strengthening of labour income that began late in 
1980. Goods-producing industries such as manufac-
turing and mining led this increase, as industrial out-
put rose a further 2.2%. Higher income tax collections 
helped to slow the gain in personal disposable income 
in the quarter to 2.5%. With personal expenditure ex-
panding by 3.2%, the personal savings rate dipped to 

Corporate profits before taxes declined about 
1.89o'; profit growth has been sluggish since late 1979. 
While the volume of demand rose strongly in the 
second quarter, an easing of final demand price in-
creases served to restrain profits. This was most evi-
dent in the 2.3% decline in prices received for 
merchandise exports, and a flattening out of inven-
tory profit valuations. 

Total government revenue, excluding intergovern-
mental transfers, increased by 4.9% in the quarter, 
reflecting higher personal income tax collections and 
continued strength in petroleurn•related revenues. 
Total government expenditure rose by 5.1%, an ac-
celeration from the rate of the previous quarter. 
Spending strength occurred in petroleum-related sub-
sidies, transfer payments to persons and expenditure 
on goods and services. With expenditures outpacing 
revenue growth, the first quarter surplus of $1,048 
million dropped by $300 million in the second 
quarter. 

Les mises en stocks en volume s'élèvent a $1.1 milliard au 
deuxième trimestre. Les stocks des entreprises commer-
ciales non agricoles augmentent au même taux de $I milliard 
observe dans Ic cas des estimations révisées pour le premier 
trimestre. (La plus grande partie de Ia revision de ces stocks 
pour Ic premier trimestre traduit l'inclusion des transferts 
de stocks duranium du secteur public au secteur des entre-
prises commerciales.

La rémunération des salaries augmente de 3.5% au 
deuxième trimestre, cc qui marque Ia poursuite de Ia fermeté 
du revenu du travail qui s'était dégagCe a Ia fIn de 1980, Les 
branches d'activité productrices de biens, telles que celles de 
Ia fabrication et des mines, ont dominé cette augmentation, 
alors que La production industrielle augmente une nouvelle 
fois (+2.2%) au deuxième trimestre. L'augmentation des 
recettes au titre de l'impOt sur Ic revenu a contrihué a freiner 
Ia croissance du revenu personnel disponible a 2.5 %. Comme 
les dépenses personnelles augmentent de 3.2 %, Ic taux 
d'épargne personnelle tombe a 9.1 % au deuxième trimestre. 

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant irnpôt baissent d'environ 
1.87c, alors que Ia croissance des bénéfices reste pénible 
depuis Ia fin de 1979. Méme si Ic volume de Ia demande s'est 
accru fortement au deuxiènie trimestre, un ralentissement 
des hausses de prix au niveau de Ia demande finale a contribué 
a freiner La hausse des bénéflces. Ce phénomene est par-
ticulièrement evident dans Ic cas des prix payés pour les 
exportations de marchandises, qui baissent de 2.3%, et du 
palie.r des bénéflces au titre de l'évaluation des stocks. 

Le total des recettes publiques, a l'exclusion des transferts 
entre administrations, augmente de 4.9%, cc qui traduit en 
partie l'augmentation des rentrées au titre de l'impôt sur Ic 
revenu des particuliers et Ia fermeté persistante des recettes 
reliées au pétrole. Le total des dépenses publiques progresse 
de 5.1 %, soit plus qu'au premier trimestre. Cette fermeté des 
dCpenses est imputable aux subventions reliées au pétrole, 
aux paiements de transferts aux particuliers et aux dépenses 
en biens et services. ('omme la croissance des dépenses est 
supérieurc il celle des recettes, l'excCdent de $1.048 millions 
enregistrC au premier trimestre a diminué de S300 millions 
au deuxiCme. 
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Federal Government Petroleum - Related 
Revenues and Expenditures 

The petroleum-related programs of the federal 
government continued to have a significant effect on 
the movement of some of the federal income and ex-
penditure items in the second quarter of 1981. For 
example, revenues from the Canadian Ownership 
Charge, which came into effect at the beginning of 
May, appear for the first time in the second quarter. 
The following table provides quarterly estimates, 
seasonally adjusted at annual rates, for 1980 and the 
first two quarters of 1981 of the major petroleum-
related programs.
