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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the
close of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to
their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution
where they can be termed a “System of National Accounts”. For
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry
the term "'System of National Accounts™ as a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title
“National Accounts” (National Accounts, Income and Expendi-
ture). The Balance of Intemational Payments data (Catalogue with
prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys-
tem of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income
and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods
and on services is portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the
System (Catalogue with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos. carrying
the prefix 61 provide constant dollar measures of the contribution
of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost.
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue
with prefix 14).

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross Dom-
estic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary
unit of industrial production. Measures of financial transactions
wie provided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary
dstail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of
elassification of transactors. Levels of outstanding financial
nssets and liabilities are published annually as a major con-
wthution towards a complete national balance sheet.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at
highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships;
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described
in the United Nations publication, A System of National Accounts
(Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New
York, 1968).

LE SYSTEME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait I'objet depuis la fin de la
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publications portant sur
leurs éléments constitutifs. s ont connu une telle évolution qu'on peut
maintenant les qualifier de “Systéme de comptabilité nationale”. Aux
fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font partie du systéme
(elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, la description du cadre théo-
rique et I'explication des sources et des méthodes) porteront désormais
le titre général de “Systéme de comptabilité nationale".

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs
catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des revenus
et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le n© de catalogue
commence par 13) ont constitué le premier ensemble de statistiques
étre connu sous le titre de “Comptes nationaux” (Comptes nationaux,
revenus et dépenses). Les données sur la balance canadienne des paie-
ments internationaux (n® de catalogue commengant par 67) font
également partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du systéme de comptabi-
lité nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des revenus et
des dépenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d’industries et de biens et
services figure dans les tableaux d’entréessorties du systéme (n© de ca-
talogue commengant par |5). Les publications dont les numéros de cata-
logue commencent par 61 comprennent les mesures en dollars constants
de l'apport de chaque branche d’activité au total du produit intérieur
brut au colt des facteurs. Un rapport est établi entre les entrées et
sorties dans les études de productivité (publications dont le n© de cata-
logue commence par 14).

L’établissement est I'unité primaire de production industrelle tant
dans les tableaux d’entrées-sorties que dans les estimations du produit
intérieur brut par activité économique. Les comptes de flux financiers
(publications dont les n®S de catalogue commencent par |3) mesurent
les opérations financiéres. Les catégories de préteurs et d'instruments
financiers forment les éléments de base de ces statistiques et la personne
morale est le pointde départ du classement des agents économiques. Les
niveaux des actifs et passifs financiers en circulation sont disponibles
annuellement; ils constituent un éiément important d’un bilan national
exhaustif.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble concep-
tuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses catégories de comptes peuvent
étre considérées comme des sous-systémes étroitement liés entre eux.
Au stade actuel de développement, on ne peut faire de comparaison
directe entre les éléments basés sur I'établissement et ceux qui sont
basés sur I'entité juridique que lorsque les données sont groupées dans
des catégories trés générales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses
recherches sur les relations entre I'entreprise, la société et 'établissement.
11 sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser les données établies sur
une certaine base (I’établissement par exemple) de maniére a les faire
correspondre aux données établies sur une autre base (société ou
entreprise).

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT
Third Quarter 1981

Preliminary estimates of the National Income and
Expenditure Accounts indicate that Gross National
Product, seasonally adjusted at annual rates, rose to
$330.8 billion in the third quarter, an increase of
1.6%. In real terms, this represents a decline of 1.0%
after allowing for an increase of 2.6% in overall prices.
The sudden buckling of economic activity in the
quarter follows three quarters of strong growth, at
least by recent standards, averaging 1.6% per quarter.
The decline would have been greater had there not
been a substantial addition to inventories, as final
demand declined much more rapidly than production.
Excluding inventory investment, overall real output
fell 1.9%, its most severe contraction since 1951. A
continued worsening of the merchandise trade bal-
ance and an increase in interest and dividend outflows
snd miscellaneous income payments drove the current
account balance to a new record deficit during the
quarter.

The abrupt reversal so soon after the 1980 recov-
ery would appear to be because the economy has
finally given way in the face of a protracted period of
high interest rates, prevalent in all major industrial-
ized nations including Canada, since the fall of 1980.
Labour disputes in a number of industries contributed
in a lesser way to the weakness of the third quarter.
Virtually all of the major categories of expenditure
declined in real terms during the quarter. Personal
expenditure fell by 0.9%, investment in machinery
and equipment by 5.9%, and expenditure on residen-
tial construction by a precipitous 13.5%.

Corporation profits tumbled 15.8%, following a
decline of 3.0% in the second quarter. The third
quarter drop far surpassed any previous declines on
record and was widespread. Labour income recorded
a moderate increase of 2.4%, while personal dispos-
able income rose 4.2%. This would imply some
optimism for consumer expenditure in the fourth
guarter; however, most of the strength in personal
income was due to a 20.0% rise in the interest-related
investment income and may reflect shifts in the
composition of investment holdings or may not be
readily converted into comsumption in the near

PRODUIT NATIONAL BRUT
Troisiéme trimestre 1981

Selon les estimations provisoires des comptes nationaux
des revenus et des dépenses, le produit national brut, aprés
désaisonnalisation aux taux annuels, s'est accru de 1.6 %
pour atteindre $330.8 milliards au troisiéme trimestre. En
termes réels, il s’agit d’une baisse de 1.0 % compte tenu d’une
hausse de 2.6 % du niveau d’ensemble des prix.

future. Moreover, higher energy prices have sustained
inflation rates above the increase in nominal wage
rates and led an upturn in domestically-produced
inflation in Canada. A deterioration in the terms of
trade further squeezed the purchasing power of
Canadians, although the recent weakness in export
prices in commodity markets has helped to slow the
increase in the GNE implicit price index.

Real personal expenditure on goods and services
fell 0.9% in the quarter, mostly due to lower spending
on durable and semi-durable goods. The sharp decline
coincided with a weakening of wages and salaries, a
continuation of rising interest rates and strong price
increases; it also followed the temporary suspension
of sales taxes on specific items in Ontario. Spending
on durable goods fell 5.7%, the largest decline since
1976. The striking reversal of purchases of non-
automotive durable goods, particularly furniture and
household appliances, and the accentuated weakness
of demand for autos, down 6.3% in volume, were
responsible for the drop. Purchases of semi-durable
goods were down 1.3%, as many of the components
fell despite the perceptible slowdown in prices of
these goods. The 0.7% growth in spending on non-
durable goods was largely concentrated in the food
and energy components. Purchases of services grew
only 0.3%, with lower spending on travel and related
services, such as air transport and purchased accom-
modation.

The merchandise trade balance continued to erode
in the quarter, falling about $1.7 billion at annual
rates to $3.4 billion after declines of $4.6 billion and
$1.5 billion in the first and second quarters. Merchan-
dise exports declined by 4.1% in volume under the
pressure of receding demand from the major indus-
trialized nations overseas and the virtual halt of
economic growth in the United States. Lower ship-
ments abroad of crude and fabricated materials,
notably lumber, pulp, iron ore, rolling mill products
and wheat, reflected the broad slump of demand
evident in international commodity markets this year
and supply disruptions in Canada. Exports of end
products remained surprisingly firm, as motor vehicle
products recorded strong gains for the second con-
secutive quarter. The collapse of the U.S. auto market,
however, and the widespread layoffs recently an-
nounced by the industry augur for a sharp retrench-
ment of activity in this sector in the fourth quarter.
Merchandise imports fell 2.5% in volume as demand
for industrial machinery and equipment was sluggish,
while imports of crude oil and non-ferrous metals
declined sharply.

Business residential construction slid 13.5% in real
terms after three quarters of strong growth. Total
work-put-in-place fell 6.3%, dominated by a sharp
decline in the construction of single family homes.
Construction of multiple units continued to strength-
en in the quarter, as occupancy rates were at record
high levels in most large urban centers in the country.
Real estate commissions also fell sharply in line with
the weakening of activity in this sector.

Business investment in plant and equipment fell
2.4% in volume, with all of the reversal contained in a
5.9% decline in outlays for machinery and equipment.
The origins of the weakness suggest that cyclical
factors, notably the constricting effects on cash flow
of slack demand and the high cost of financing out-
standing debt, dominated the decline compared to
the strike-induced fall in the second quarter of 1980.
Demand fell sharply for those components most
easily adjusted in the short run, notably transporta-
tion equipment such as vehicle sales and aircraft,
although there was also a slackening of demand for
imported industrial machinery and agricultural equip-
ment. Expenditure on non-residential construction
continued to expand, rising 1.5% in volume, as the
long lags involved in the construction of projects such
as utility and manufacturing plants and pipelines
typically makes spending in this sector less sensitive
to developments in current economic conditions. The
pattern thus far in the year suggests that there will be
some small shortfall in business investment relative to
the 235% mid-year estimates of the Public and
Private Investment Survey in Canada for 1981.

Business non-farm inventories rose for the third
consecutive quarter. The sudden fall-off in final sales
more than outweighed cutbacks in goods production,
and the rate of stock-building accelerated sharply to
$1.6 billion in volume, By the end of the quarter,
firms appeared to be intensifying their efforts to shed
unwanted stocks by cutting back orders, output, and
employment. The step-up in inventory accumulation
was evident at all levels of production and distribu-
tion in the economy. By far the most pronounced
increases were in retail stocks of automotive products,
but there were also significant accumulations of
transportation equipment, wood and clothing at the
manufacturing level, and autos, lumber and machine-
ry and equipment within the wholesale industry.

The economy-wide measure of inflation contained
in the implicit price index of GNE rose 2.6%. On a
year-over-year basis, prices have risen 9.5%, down
slightly from the peak rates of almost 12% prior to
the 1980 recession. All of this slowing reflected
slumping prices received in international markets, as

Les stocks commerciaux non agricoles augmentent pour le
troisiéme trimestre consécutif. La brusque chute des ventes
finales a plus que compensé les coupures dans la production
de biens, et le rythme des mises en stocks s’est fortement
accéléré pour atteindre $1.6 milliard en volume. A Ia fin du
trimestre, il semble que les firmes ont intensifié leurs efforts
pour se défaire des stocks indésirables en réduisant les
commandes, la production et les effectifs.

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prices have declined for a wide range of agricultural
and crude materials. Import prices have also slowed
from their rapid increases in 1980 as inflation has
subsided in most major industrialized nations. The
implicit price index of GNE excluding exports, a
measure of domestically-produced inflation facing
economic agents in Canada, rose about 3.0% for the
second consecutive quarter and is now 10.7% above
the level of a year-ago. Higher energy prices for
consumers, up about 30% in the year, following the
introduction of the National Energy Program, has led
this increase.

Total government revenue, excluding intergovern-
mental transfers, slowed to a 3.0% increase as a result
of lower corporate income tax liabilities, reflecting
the weak performance of corporate profits, and lower
rates of growth in revenues from indirect and personal
direct taxes. Total government expenditure advanced
4.5%, due to higher outlays for goods and services, as
retroactive wage payments rose substantially, and
higher interest charges on the public debt. As a result,
the deficit of all governments combined, on a National
Accounts basis and seasonally adjusted at annual
rates, rose to $2.4 billion in the third quarter from
$0.3 billion in the second quarter. Most of the change
took place at the provincial government level where
the surplus fell sharply. The federal deficit decreased
somewhat and the average to date in 1981 has been
about $6.1 billion versus $10.7 billion in 1980.

Federal Government Petroleum — Related Revenues
and Expenditures

The petroleum-related programs of the federal
government continued to have a significant effect on
the movement of some of the federal income and ex-
penditure items in the third quarter of 1981. The
following table provides quarterly estimates, season-
ally adjusted at annual rates, for 1980 and the first
three quarters of 1981 of the major petroleum-related
programs.
