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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the 
lose of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to 
heir constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution 

where they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". For 
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of 
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions 
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry 
the term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several 
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts 
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically 
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income and Expendi-
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with 
prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys. 
tern of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and in current and constant prices, services is portrayed in the 
Input-Output tables of the System (Catalogue with prefix 15). The 
Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 61 provide constant dollar 
measures of the contribution of each industry to total Gross 
Domestic Product at factor cost, Inputs and outputs are related in 
Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross Dom-
estic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary 
unit of industrial production. Measures of financial transactions 
ire provided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 
.). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 

Jetail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
iassification of transactors. Levels of outstanding financial 
.sets and liabilities are published annually as a major con-
ii ibution towards a complete national balance sheet. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
Sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at 
highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; 
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts 
bears a close relationship to the intemational standard as described 
in the United Nations publication, A System of National Accounts 
(Studies in Methods, Series F, No.2, Rev. 3,Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New 
York, 1968). 

LE SYSTEME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait l'objet depuis Ia fin dc Ia 
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publications portant sur 
leurs éléments constitutifs. Its ont connu une telle evolution qu'on peut 
maintenant les qualifier de "Système de comptabilité nationale". Aux 
fins didentification, toutes les publications qui font partie du système 
(cues contiennent des tableaux statistiques, Ia description du cadre thCo-
rique et l'explication des sources et des mCthodes) porteront dCsormais 
le titre general de "Système de comptabilité nationale". 

Le système de comptabiité nationale du Canada se divise en plusleurs 
categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des revenus 
et des dCpenses (paraissant dans les publications dont Ic no de catalogue 
commence par 13) ont constitué le premier ensemble de statistiques a 
être connu sous le t.itre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes nationaux, 
revenus et dépenses).

L'établissement est l'unitC piimaire de production industrielle tant 
dans les tableaux d'entrëes-sorties que dans les estimations du produit 
intérieur brut par activite économique. Les comptes de flux financiers 
(publications dont les nOS de catalogue commencent par 13) mesurent 
les operations financiéres.

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Introduction 

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT 

Fourth Quarter 1981 

Gross National Product rose 2.5% in the fourth quarter of 1981, 
to reach a level of $340.8 billion seasonally adjusted at annual 
rates. Allowing for price change, real output declined 0.5%, after 
falling 0.9% in the third quarter, and ended the year at about the 
same level attained in the opening quarter. 

At the time of the third quarter, expenditure on consumption, 
fixed investment and exports fell faster than production, and 
inventories accumulated. In the fourth quarter there was some 
recovery in a number of major demand components and, as produc. 
tion continued to fall and imports plummetted, inventories were 
sharply run down. These events are usually important to any 
recovery from recession, but whether the economy is now at or 
near bottom is far from clear. There is some evidence that prices 
have begun to moderate, and as personal incomes have been 
rising fairly strongly in recent quarters, both factors may help to 
stimulate demand. At the same time, key sectors of the economy,

rose 3.017o in the quarter compared to 3.2% in the third quarter. 
Much of the increase, however, was due to changing spending 
patterns, which obscured an easing of inflation in the fourth 
quarter that is not evident in the overall implicit price index. 
Prices of virtually all major components of expenditure decelerated 
during the quarter, notably, the implicit price index for consumer 
goods and services which, led by a substantial easing of prices for 
non-durables, decelerated from 2.9% to 2.0%. 

Real personal expenditure on goods and services was little 
changed in the fourth quarter, as spending on durable goods fell 
1.1% from the previous quarter's depressed level; the declines were 
particularly marked for cars, furniture, and appliances. The efforts 
of retailers to restrain price increases to move unwanted stocks was 
most evident in sales of semi-durable goods, which were up 0.5%. 

Business investment in residential construction fell 10.8% in 
constant dollar terms, nearly matching the third quarter decline. 
The source of weakness shifted from the resale market, which 
slumped in the third quarter when mortgage rates surpassed 20%, 
to work-put-in-place, reflecting the extraordinarily low level 
of housing starts since midyear. The large drops in the third and 
fourth quarters leave total spending on residential construction at 
its lowest level in over a decade. 

Real business investment in plant and equipment rose 3.6%, led 
v a sharp 4.9% upturn in non-residential construction. This in-

:rase is striking in the light of the deterioration of the financial

PRODUIT NATIONAL BRIJT 

Quatneme trisnestre 1981 

Apres désaisonnalisation au taux annuel, le produit national brut 
augmente de 2.5 % au quatrième trimestre de 1981 pour atteindre 
$340.8 milliards. Aprés correction de Ia variation des prix, Ia production 
réelle accuse une baisse de 0.5 %, aprés s'être replide de 0.9% au troisième 
trimestre, pour terminer l'année i peu près a son niveau du premier 
trimestre.

Inventories fell $652 million in constant dollars, a substantial 
reversal from the $1,676 million increase last quarter. The reduction 
was confined to the retail sector, largely reflecting the sales in-
centives and production cutbacks designed to re-align stocks in the 
motor vehicle industry. In manufacturing, there was overall accumu-
lation, particularly in primary metals, electrical products and paper, 
due in part to strike settlements and in part to slack demand in the 
United States. 

The nominal trade balance in goods and services improved by 
$8,100 million, as exports rose slightly and imports fell sharply. 
Real merchandise imports fell much more sharply than aggregate 
demand, declines were widespread, but the largest drops occurred 
in motor vehicles and parts and crude petroleum. Real merchandise 
exports were resilient, by contrast, considering the continued weak-
ness in the United States economy, rising by 0.4% in the quarter. 
A recovery in exports to Europe and Japan also helped to buttress 
exports.

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income rose 2.6% in 
the quarter, as steady growth in average earnings more than offset 
the effects of mounting layoffs. Income gains were particularly 
strong in the forestry industry and postal services as a result of 
strike settlements, while growth was sluggish in manufacturing and 
trade. 

The fourth quarter decline in corporation profits was 8.3 11/o, 

following declines of 15.3% in the third and 5.0% in the second 
quarters. The reductions were widespread with the larKest drops in 
the mining and manufacturing industries. 

Total government revenue, excluding intergovernmental trans-
fers, increased 0.5% in the fourth quarter following a growth of 
2.7% in the third quarter, reflecting declines in federal indirect tax 
revenues and corporate tax liabilities. Total government expendi-
ture increased 2.90/c in the fourth quarter, following an increase of 
5.1% in the third quarter. The government sector deficit, on a 
national accounts basis, increased from $2.9 billion in the third 
quarter to $6.2 billion in the fourth quarter. 

1981 Annual 

Gross National Product increased 13.3% to a level of $328.5 
billion in 1981. In real terms, output rose 3.0% but all of the gain 
occurred in the first six months, with the economy declining in 
the second half of the year. Annual growth of real GNP in the past 
five years has been consistently below the post.war average, as over 
this period the effects of the devaluation of the Canadian dollar 
and the boom in business investment have been substantially offset 
by relatively weak household and government spending, and the 
consequences of rapid inflation and rising interest rates both in 
Canada and in most of the major industrialized nations. 

Overall prices, as measured by the implicit price index for GNE, 
rose about 10010 for the third consecutive year. This does not con-
vey, however, the recent slowdown in prices evident towards the 
end of the year, reflecting an easing of inflation in world commodity 
markets for exports, an easing of imported inflation, and the con. 



Consumer demand recorded its fifth consecutive year of weak 
wth, rising 1.7% in volume. Spending on durable goods, espe- 
Iiv passenger cars and appliances continued to be restrained by 

iiich interest costs, while higher prices dampened consumption of 
crgy-related non-durables. Demand for semi.durable goods was 

iinulated 2,8% by the evident restraint in prices, up only 7.7%, 
!ik consumption of services grew steadily despite a further cur -

tailrnent of travel abroad. 

Expenditures on residential construction in real terms edged up 
by 1.4% in 1981, although the housing market demonstrated great 
instability over the course of the year. The behaviour of housing 
activity displayed resilience to the inhibiting effect of high mortgage 
rates early in the year before abruptly turning down in the second 
half of the year. The gains early in the year interrupted nearly four 
years of unbroken declines, although these increases were more 
than reversed by year-end to leave the share of housing as a percent-
age of GNE at 3.7%, the lowest level in the post.war period. 

Business investment in plant and equipment rose 18.2% in cur -
rent dollars, and its share of output has risen from 13.7% in 1978 
to 16.8% in 1981. The volume of non-residential construction was 
up 8.4% while outlays for machinery and equipment increased 5.6%. 
Strong gains in mining, manufacturing, utilities and commercial 
building led the advance, offsetting a slowdown in oil and natural 
gas exploration and development. Investment growth was particu-
larly strong in energy -inten sive industries such as paper and petro. 
chemical plants, as well as pipelines and electric power. 

Business real non-farm inventories rose $592 million in 1981 
after a $562 million reduction in 1980. Stockbuilding rose most 
'nificantly in the manufacturing industries, notably primary 
'tals transportation equipment, electrical products and paper. 

[he deficit in trade on goods and services widened from $3,185 
iiiillion in 1980 to $8,178 million in 1981,with most of the deterio-
tation originating in the non-merchandise component. A high level 
of interest and dividend outflows, partly attributable to the large 
number of repatriations of foreign-controlled enterprises, accounted 
for most of this reversal. The merchandise trade balance slipped by 
$1,174 million, as the terms of trade fell by over 3 17o, with exports 
rising 10.5% and imports by 13.4%. Most of the gain in exports re-
flected strong United States demand early in 1981, particularly 
before the housing and auto markets collapsed. 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income gained 13.8% 
in 1981, which served to maintain labour income's share of GNP at 
about 56%. The growth of total employment moderated although 
there was a more marked downturn in labour market conditions at 
year-end. Average weekly earningsrose 12.1%, and unit labour costs 
were boosted by a further erosion of output-per-person employed. 
The year was also marked by a sharp increase in labour unrest, 
particularly in the forestry, communications, and manufacturing 
industries. 

Corporation profits before taxes fell about 9% in 1981 following 
a sluggish performance in 1980, as weak markets, rising finance 
charges, and increased labour costs eroded profits in most major in-
dustry groups. The largest declines occurred in mining, retail trans-
portation and manufacturing industries. 

Total government revenue,excluding intergovernmental transfers 
r'ased by 19.7%. Indirect taxes rose 27.5% largely as a result of 
Iir tederal revenues from petroleititirciated taXCS. Total govern-

Le marché du loge-
ment a résisté aux taux hypothecaires prohibitifs du debut de I'annCe 
avant de batire en retraite brusquement au second semestre. Les progres-
sions du debut de l'année ont mis fIn a presque quatre années de baisses 
inintcrrompues, bien que leur effet alt etC annulC en fin d'annCe, laissant 
Ia part de La DNB représentée par le logement a 3.7 %, c'est-ã-dire a son 
plus bas niveau de lapres.guerre. 

Les jnvestissements des entreprises en usines et materiel augmentent 
de 18.2 % en dollars courants, et leur part passe de 13.7% en 1978 a 
16.8% en 1981. Le volume de Ia construction non rCsidentielle s'accroft 
de 8.4%, landis que les dépenses en machines et materiel progrcssent de 
5.6%. Cette progression est dominée par de fortes hausses dans le cas 
des mines, de La fabrication, des services publics et de Ia construction 
commerciale, qui compensent un ralentissement des activitCs d'exploration 
ci demise en valeur du pétrole et du gas naturel. La croissance des investis-
sements a éte particuliérement forte dans le cas des branches d'activité a 
intensité energetique telles que Ic papier, les usines pCtrochiniiques, les 
pipelines et l'energie electrique. 

Les stockscommerciaux non agricoles reels se sont accrus de $592 mil-
lions en 1981, aprCs avoir baissé de $562 millions en 1980. Les stocks ont 
surtout augmenté dans le cas de Ia fabrication, notamment Ia premiere 
transformation des métaux, Ic materiel de transport, les produits Clectri-
ques ci Ic papier. 

Le deficit du commerce de biens et services passe de $3,185 millions 
en 1980 a $8,178 millions en 1981, Ia plus grande partie de cette ddtério. 
ration étant imputable aux invisibles. Ce retournement s'explique princi-
palement par d'importantes sorties d'intdréts ci de dividendes, en partie a 
cause du grand nombre de rapatriements d'entreprises sous contrôle 
Ctranger. Le solde du commerce de marchandises ne diminue que de 
$1,174 millions alors que les termes de l'Cchange baissent de plus de 3 %, 
les exportations progressant de 10.5 %, et les importations, de 13.4%. La 
plus grande panic de Ia progression des exportations traduit Ia forte 
demande aux Etats-Linis au debut de 1981, particuliérement avant l'f. 
fondrement des marches du logement et de l'automobile. 

La rémunération des salaries s'accroft de 13.8 % en 1981, ce qui devait 
contrihuer a maintenir Ia part du revenu du travail a environ 56% do 
PNB. La croissance de l'emploi total s'est ralentie, bien qu'il y alt eu un 
repli plus masque de Ia conjoncture sur Ic marché du travail a Ia fin de 
l'annee. Las gains hebdomadaires moyens augmentent de 12.1 %, et les 
coUts unitaires de main-d'oeuvre se sont trouvés relevés par une autre 
reduction de Ia production par personne occupée. L'annCe 1981 se carac-
tense aussi par une forte hausse des confluts de travail, en particulier dans 
les secteurs des foréts, des communications et de Ia fabrication. 

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impôt baissent de 9 % environ en 
1981, aprés des rCsultats neutres en 1980, alors que Ia faiblesse des 
marches, Ia hausse des colts de financement et l'accroissement des coOts 
de main-d'oeuvre réduisaient les bénéfices dans Ia plupart des secteurs. Las 
plus fortes baisses en pourcentage s'observent dans les mines, le commerce 
de detail, les transports et la fabrication. 

Ic total des recettes publiques, excluant les transferts entre administra-
tions, est en haute de 19.7%. Las inipôts indirects augmentent de 27.5 %, 
prtncipalemeni cause des recettes de l'aitiitinislratioti t'gilerale au cluapitre 
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growth were current expenditures on goods and services which in-
creased by 14.3% and interest on the public debt which grew by 
30.5%. With total revenue increasing at a greater rate than total 
expenditure, the total government deficit, on a national accounts 
basis, declined by $3.8 billion to a level of $2.2 billion.

The size of the residual error of estimate (only about 1% of 
Gross National Product (GNP), but larger than usual) indicates that 
data problems were encountered in the compilation of the fourth 
quarter estimates. The estimation process of the GNP accounts re-
flects the integration of the results of the many different surveys, 
data sources and methodologies of a statistical system. The system 
is, of necessity, based upon sampling results and historical structural 
relationships, since it would be too costly, and in some instances 
even impossible, to coHect all the data needed to compile the ac-
counts exhaustively each quarter, or even each year. instead, a 
multiplicity of data sources and statistical techniques are employed 
to provide the estimates. During periods of economic volatility, 
rapid and large changes take place which may distort past relation-
ships and may affect sampling reliability, both of which may re-
suit in wider margins of error in the GNP estimates than normal. 
Although it is not expected that the overall growth rates will be 
substantially revised, the user is asked to bear this in mind when 
interpreting movements within and among the components. 



Federal Government Petroleum - Related Revenues

I he petroleum-related programs of the federal gov-
ci iiiiient continued to have a significant effect on the 
movement of some of the federal income and expen-
diture items in the fourth quarter of 1981. The fol-
lowing table provides quarterly estimates, seasonally 
adjusted at annual rates, for 1981 of the major 
petroleum-related programs.
