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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the
lose of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to
itreir constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution
where they can be termed a “System of National Accounts™. For
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry
the term “‘System of National Accounts’ as a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title
“National Accounts™ (National Accounts. Income and Expendi-
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with
prefix 67), in their more sununary form, are also part of the Sys-
tem of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income
and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods
and services in current and constant prices, is portrayed in the
Input-Output tables of the System (Catalogue with prefix 15). The
Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 61 provide constant dollar
measures of the contribution of each industry to total Gross
Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in
Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14).

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross Dom-
estic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary
unit of industrial production. Measures of financial transactions
mt provided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary
de il in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of
ciassification of transactors. Levels of outstanding financial
smsets and liabilities are published annually as a major con-
tibution towards a complete national balance sheet.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present. direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at
highly aggregated levels of data. Hlowever, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships;
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units
employed on another ( the company or the enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described
in the United Nations publication. A System of National Accounts
(Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New
York, 1968).

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs
catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des revenus
et des dépenses ( paraissant dans les publications dont le n© de catalogue
commence par [3) ont constitué le premicr ensemble de statistiques a
étre connu sous le titre de “Comptes nationaux" (Comptes nationaux.
revenus et dépenses). Les données sur la balance canadienne des paie-
ments internationaux (n® de catalogue commengant par 67) font
également partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du systéme de comptabi-
lité nationale; elles ont méme existé avant les comptes des revenus et
des dépenses.

Une momenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de biens et
services aux prix du marché et en dollars constants figure dans les ta-
bieaux d'entrées-sorties du systéme (n© de catalogue commengant par
15). Les publications dont les numéros de catalogue commencent par
61 comprennent les mesures en dollars constants de 'apport de chague
branche d’activité au total du produit intérieur brut au coQt des fac-
teurs. Un rapport est établi entre les entrées et sorties dans les études de
productivité (publications dont le n® de catalogue commence par 14).

L’établissement est P'unité primaire de production industrielle tant
dans les tableaux d'entrées-sortics que dans les estimations du produit
intéricur brut par activité économique. Les comptes de flux financiers
(publications dont fes n%$ de catalogue commencent par 13) mesurent
les opérations financiéres. Les catégories de préteurs et d'instruments
financiers forment les éiéments de base de ces statistiques et la personne
morale est le point de départ du classement des agents économiques. Les
niveaux des actifs et passifs financiers en circulation sont disponibles
annucliement. ils constituent un élément important d'un bilan national
exhaustif.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble concep-
tuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses catégories de comptes peuvent
étre considérées comme des sous-systémes étroitement liés entre eux.
Au stade actuel de développement, on ne peut faire de comparaison
directe entre les éléments basés sur ['établissement et ceux qui sont
basés sur I'entité juridique que lorsque les données sont groupées dans
des catégories trés générales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses
recherches sur les relations entre Pentreprise, la société et F'établissement.
Il sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser les données établies sur
une certaine base (I'établissement par exemple) de maniére 4 les faire
correspondre aux données établies sur une autre base (société ou
entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systéme de comptabilité nationale du
Canada suit de trés prés la norme internationale exposée dans la publi-
cation des Nations Unies intitulée Svstéme de comptabilité nationale
(Eludes méthodologiques, série F, n0 2, rév. 3, Bureau de statistique,

York, 1970).

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INTRODUCTION

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT

First Quarter 1982

Gross National Product rose 0.6% in the first
quarter of 1982 to reach a level of $344.6 billion,
seasonally adjusted at annual rates. After allowing
for an overall price rise of almost 2.7%, real GNP fell
2.0%. The quarterly decline was the third in a row
and left total real output 4% below the peak reached
in the second quarter of 1981.

Declines occured in all major categories of demand
except government as the recession spread through
the economy, weakening income, output and em.
ployment in virtually all major industrial groups. Em-
ployment as measured by the Labour Force Survey
has fallen nearly 29 since the second quarter of 198].
Business expenditure on non-residential construction,
which had recently been a source of strength, declined
sharply in the first quarter. With long lags in the plan-
ning to work-put-in-place process, low rates of capacity
utilization, and continuing weakness in business liqui-
dity and corporate profits, off in the neighbourhood
of 40% year-over-year, there is little likelihood of a
turnaround here in the near future. As there are few
signs for growth in new housing expenditures, as stock-
to-sales ratios are not low enough to imply expanded
production, and as government expenditure appears
to be under continuing restraint, any immediate
prospects for recovery in the economy are probably
dependent upon increased consumer expenditure and
improved export markets.

In the first quarter, personal expenditure declined
in volume for the third consecutive three-month
period, with spending down 1.5% on goods and 1% on
services. Within goods, only non-durables showed an
increase with higher expenditures on energy offsetting
a reduction in food expenditures. The decline in ex-
penditures on durable goods was led by new passenger
cars declining by nearly 17%, with declines of 4 - 6%
in other durables such as furniture and appliances.
Reductions in spending on clothing and household
furnishings contributed to the decline in expenditures
on semi-durable goods. The decrease in expenditures
on services, the largest quarterly decline in several
vears and the first since the first quarter of 1981,

PRODUIT NATIONAL BRUT

Derdeases were evideni
transportation and recreation as well as expenditures
on restaurants and hotels. Both travel payments and
receipts declined by 4% from fourth quarter levels.

Business fixed investment was reduced 6% in real
terms, as residential construction fell 2% and expen-
diture on plant and equipment declined 7%. The
decline in machinery and equipment expenditure took
place in almost all categories. The largest declines, how-
ever, were in farm machinery, motor vehicles and
industrial machinery and equipment. With prices for
fixed investment goods up a moderate 1% to 2%, nom-
inal expenditure by businesses on non-residential
construction and machinery and equipment declined
nearly 5.5%. This suggests rather strongly that invest-
ment intentions for 1982 as formulated last January
and February will be under-realized.

The volume of non-farm inventories fell $2 billion
as production and imports fell faster than demand for
the second quarter in a row. The two-quarters decline
is still S1 billion less than that which took place during
the second half of 1980 and was concentrated mainly
in retail and wholesale trade, notably in the automo-
tive sector. The ratio of manufacturers’ inventories to
shipments remains high in historical terms.

Inventories held by manufacturers remained flat in
the quarter: decumulations in transportation and
clothing were offset by accumulations in primary
metals, chemicals and paper industries. The declines
were widespread in both retail and wholesale trade.
Other industries showed modest accumulation spread
among the forestry, mining and utilities industries.

The nominal trade deficit in goods and services
shrank dramatically for the second straight quarter to
reach $328 million, largely because of a rising surplus
on merchandise trade. The latter was due to a second
steep decline in the volume of merchandise imports,
11% in the first quarter, as real merchandise exports
themselves fell nearly 4%. The sharp drop in imports
was led by reduced demand for crude petroleum, coal,
rolling mill products and industrial and agricultural
machinery. On the export side, firmer United States
demand for motor vchicles was more than offset by
lower exports of metal ores and wood-based products.

The implicit price index of overall GNE rose 2.7%,
compared to 3.19 in the previous quarter. This was
largely due to sharply higher prices for consumer non-
durables, up 3%, retlecting mainly higherenergy costs,
and government expenditure on goods and services,
up 4%, largely due to higher average earnings. In other

Wages. salaries und supplementary labour income
rose only 1.67 in the first quarter compared to 2.7%
in the fourth, largety reflecting declines in employ-
ment but also some slowing in average weekly earnings
by quarter’s end. Year-over-year, labour income was
up 1.3 compared to 12.9% a quarter earlier. All of
the strength in the quarter came in the service-produc-
ing industries: wages and salaries in the goods-produc-
ing industries were almost unchanged.

The largest decline in the income categories was in
corporate profits before taxes which fell 16% with
the largest decreases occurring in the manufacturing,
mining, wholesale and transportation industries. This
was the fourth quarter in a row in which profits have
fallen and is the largest decline since 1947, the date
from which quarterly estimates are available. The
share of Gross National Product attributable to corpo-
rate profits was 6.7%, the lowest quarterly percentage
on record.

Total government expenditures excluding inter-
savernmental transfers rose at about twice the rate of
revenues. Expenditure increases were led by higher
purchases of goods and services and transfer payments
1o persons, notably unemployment insurance benefits.
As a resuit the deficit of all levels of government
combined increased by $2.9 billion to a level of $11.0
billion in the quarter.

Revisions

The most significant revisions to previously pub-
lished annual estimates occurred in labour income,
corporation profits, merchandise trade, and the im-
plicit price indexes for fixed investment.

For labour income, incorporation of the Depart-
ment of National Revenue tabulation of wages and
sataries from “T-4" forms submitted by employers
for 1980 and more recent information on supplemen-
tary labour income, led to an upward revision of
$1.413 mittion. This raised the growth rate of labour
income from 11.9% to 12.8% in 1980.

Revisions to corporate profits and depreciation
resulted from the incorporation of 1979 taxation data
penchmarks and revised 1980 and 1981 projections.
Thie use of the 1979 taxation data also resulted in a
substantial upward revision to dividends paid to per-
sons and thus to personal income.

Révisions

Les révisions les plus appréciables des estimations annuel-
les déja publiées touchent le revenu du travail, les bénéfices
des sociétés, les exportations de marchandises et les indices
implicites de prix des immobilisations.

S'agissant du revenu du travail, I'inclusion de la totalisa-
tion par Revenu Canada des salaires et traitements & partir
des formulaires T-4 soumis par les employeurs pour 1980 et

During pe-
riods of economic volatility, rapid and large changes
take place which may distort past relationships and
affect sampling reliability. Although it is not expected
that overall growth rates will be substantially revised,
the user should continue to bear the measurement
problems in mind when interpreting movements
within and among the companents.
