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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the 
ie of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to 
Ik ir constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution 

ire they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". For 
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of 
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions 
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry 
the term "System of National Accounts" as a genera] title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several 
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts 
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically 
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income and Expendi-
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with 
prefIx 67), in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys-
tem of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and services in current and constant prices, is portrayed in the 
Input-Output tables of the System (Catalogue with prefix IS). The 
Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 61 provide constant dollar 
measures of the contribution of each industry to total Gross 
Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in 
Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross Dom-
estic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary 
unit of industrial production. Measures of Imancial transactions 
are provided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 
I I. Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
rLtail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
J,isstfication of transactors. Levels of outstanding fmancial 
.rscts and liabilities are published annually as a major con-
ti  towards a complete national balance sheet. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at 
highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; 
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts 
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described 
in the United Nations publication,A System of NationalAccounts 
(Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New 
York, 1968).

Gross National I'roduct rose 3.4 in the first 
quarter of 1983 to a level of $3745 billion, sea-
sonally adjusted at annual rates. After allowing for 
an overall price increase of 1.6%. real GNP rose I .8V. 
This growth follows a 6.5 1;'/,, decline in the volume of 
GNP from the peak in the second quarter of 1981 to 
the fourth quarter of 1982. 

Evidence that a recovery of economic activity 
had begun to take shape in the fourth quarter of 
1982 was confirmed in the first quarter of 1983. 
Final domestic demand rose 0.2% in volume, the 
second consecutive increase following five quarterly 
declines. The recovery in consumer expenditure, 
which was concentrated in interest-rate sensitive 
durable goods in the fourth quarter, was diffuse in 
the first quarter. Residential investment continued to 
recover at rapid rates with the source of strength 
switching from increased sales of existing homes in 
the fourth quarter to increased construction of new 
homes in the first quarter. The sharp inventory 
liquidation of $4.19 billion in real terms in the fourth 
quarter set the stage for a recovery in production as 
industrial production rose 6.0% in the first quarter, 
the first quarterly increase since the second quarter of 
1981. As a result of faster recovery of sales relative 
i overall production, however, inventories were 
drawn down a further $1.23 billion in real terms in 
the first quarter, bringing stock-to-sales ratios down 
significantly. Early indications are that the recovery 
in production continued into the second quarter as 
the labour force survey has estimated sharp increases 
in employment for April and May. 

Personal expenditure rose 0.7% in volume terms 
in the first quarter, the second quarterly increase 
following a decline of 3.1% over five quarters. The 
widespread recovery reflected improved fmancial 
positions and employment prospects of consumers. 
Purchases of durable goods rose a further 1 .2% in the 
first quarter, the strength originating in expenditure 
on cars. The recovery of expenditures on semi-
durable goods accelerated and services increased a 
further 0.9%. 

Residential investment recorded a robust volume 
increase of 13.9% following a similar increase in the 
fourth quarter of 1982. The strength was due to in-
creased construction activity following a 43 jump 
in housing starts in the fourth quarter. I -lousing starts 
have continued to climb in the first five months of 
1983 reaching 254,000 units at annual rates in May 
the highest level recorded since 1978 and indicating 

continuation of increased activity in this sector.

l3usiness fixed investment in plant and equip-
ment was a major restraining factor in final domestic 
demand. The volume of non-residential construction 
fell 4.8% to a level 17.5X below the peak of the 
fourth quarter of 1981. Investment in machinery and 
equipment fell 3.3% in real terms, a deceleration 
from the average quarterly declines of 1982. Demand 
for new motor vehicles has picked up, although 
demand for industrial and agricultural machinery 
remains weak. 

The volume of non-farm business inventories 
was reduced by $ 1.45 billion, a slowdown of $2.93 
billion in the rate of decumulation from the fourth 
quarter. One third of the slowdown can be accounted 
for by a swing from a large reduction in stocks of 
automobiles at the retail level in the fourth quarter, 
to a small accumulation in the first. Most of the run-
down of stocks in the first quarter was recorded in 
those manufacturing and wholesale industries which 
prod uce and sell goods related to business fixed 
investment. In these industries the realignment of 
stocks with sales has lagged due to continued weak 
demand. In the remainder of industries the rate of 
decumulation slowed significantly. 

The merchandise trade surplus weakened as the 
volume of merchandise imports rose more rapidly 
than merchandise exports. Increased purchases of 
motor vehicle products accounted for most of the 
12.9 1W. recovery in imports. Exports of merchandise 
recovered 5.9% in volume in the quarter, with the in-
crease also largely originating in the auto industry. 
Partially offsetting the lower merchandise trade 
surplus was an improvement in the non-merchandise 
deficit as imports of services declined more rapidly 
than exports of services. 

The major source of strength on the income 
side of the Accounts came from the sharp increase in 
corporate profits. Following a decline of 46.7% from 
the first quarter of 1981 to the third quarter of 1982, 
profits recovered 15.17, in the fourth quarter and 
22.5 17, in the first. A large reduction in interest costs 
(due to lower interest rates and sharply lower inven-
tories) and higher sales combined to improve the 
financial position of firms. The largest profit gains 
were made in merchandising and fInancial in-
dustries. Despite the two quarterly increases, profits 
remain below pre.recession levels. 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour in-
come rose 0.6% in the first quarter. Wages and 
salaries were virtually unchanged in the quarter 
despite the small increase in paid worker employment

The slowing of inflation evident throughout 
1982 continued into the first quarter of 1983. The 
revaluation of inventories owned by Canadair had the 
effect of lowering the implicit price index in the 
fourth quarter and therefore understating the slowing 
of the underlying rate of inflation in the first quarter. 
The implicit price index excluding inventory change 
rose only 0.5, slowing from a 2.5% increase in the 
fourth quarter of 1982. The implicit price deflator 
for final doinestic demand also slowed, showing an 
increase of 0.7 17,.. A substantial deceleration of the 
prices of consumer services and non-durable goods 
was recorded in the first quarter. The implicit de-
flator for personal expenditure recorded a moderate 
1.1% increase compared to 1.5% in the fourth 
quarter of 1982.

Revisions 
The following is a description of the revisions 

made to the National Income and Expenditure Ac-
counts with the release of the first quarter 1983 
estimates. Revisions fall into two categories. With 
the release of the first quarter of each year, following 
normal practice, data are revised for the previous 
four years. These revisions are necessary because 
many of the estimates are based on preliminary sur-
vey information. Subsequently, revised surveys or 
benchmarks become available which result in changes 
to the figures. The components generally most 
affected by these revisions are labour income, cor-
porate profits and depreciation, provincial govern-
ment expenditure on goods and services, and gross 
fixed capital formation. In addition, major revisions 
covering a longer time span are made periodically. 
These may reflect revisions based on decennial census 
information or new information sources. They may 
also result from changes in treatment of specific 
items or changes in the method of estimation. This 
ear it was decided to incorporate some major re-

The description is organized as follows: the first 
section documents the source and nature of the 
major revisions to the annual estimates, the second 
section describes the effects of the normal annual 
revisions, and the last section details the major 
sources of revisions to the quarterly methodologies 
incorporated in this revision. 

Major Annual Revisions 
The largest of the major revisions was made to 

the estimates of supplementary labour income where 
it was found that the existing data sources and 
methodology did not adequately estimate the welfare 
component. Welfare supplementary labour income is 
defined as payments made by the employer for the 
future benefit of the employee such as payments for 
health services, group life insurance, Blue Cross, 
provincially-operated hospital and medical care in-
surance plans, and non-profit organization insurance 
plans. The past methodology had been to move the 
national total welfare component on the movement 
of wages and salaries and selected Public Accounts 
data. A reworking of existing data and the incorpora-
tion of information from the Survey of Health In-
surance Benefits resulted in upward revisions to 
supplementary labour income ranging from $1.1 bil-
lion in 1976 to $4.2 billion in 1982. 

Information from the 1981 Census and a re-
examination of data sources resulted in revisions to 
the gross and net residential rent series. The rework-
ing of these estimates resulted in revisions to per-
sonal expenditure on services, net income of unin-
corporated business including rent, capital consump-
tion allowances and the implicit deflator for per-
sonal expenditure on rent. The upward revision 
to current dollar expenditure on gross rent ranged 
from $836 million in 1976 to $2.9 billion in 1982. 
However, the net rent portion of net income of non-
farm unincorporated business was revised down-
ward in all years except 1982, due to revised esti-
mates of space expenses which arose from the re-
working of the data. The housing portion of capital 
consumption allowances was also revised upward as 
a result of the reworking of the data and the incor-
poration of new housing stock estimates from the 
1981 Census. 

The calculation of interest payments on outstand-
ing Canadian bonds held by non-residents was 
changed from a cash to an accrual basis during 
1982; this was made possible through the use of a

Revisions annuelles majeures 
La plus iniportante des revisions majeures touche les 

estimations du revenu supplementaire du travail. On a 
constaté que les sources de données exist.ntes et Ia me-
thodologie n'estimaient pas de façon adequate Ia composante 
bien-étre. Le revenu supplémentaire du travail du bien. 
étre se définit comme les paiements effectués par l'em-
ployeur pour l'ava.ptage futur de l'employé, tels que les 
paiements ãu tire ils services de sante. l'assurance-vie 
collective, Ia Croix bleuc, les regimes provinciaux d'assurance 
hospitalisation, d'assurance-maladies et les regimes d'as-
surance des organismes a but non lucratif.

Les renseignements provenant du recensement de 1981 
et un nouvel examen des sources de donnes ont entrainé 
Ia revision des series des loyers rCsidentiel; bruts et nets. 
Le retraitement des estimations des loyers ;'est traduit par 
Ia revision des dCpenses personnelles en services, du revenu 
net des entreprises individuelles, loyers compris, des alloca-
tions de coüt en capital et de l'indice implicite de deflation 
des dépenses personnelles en loyers. L'estimation des dé-
penses en dollars courants en loyers bruls a été révisée 
en hausse de $836 millions en 1976 et de 52.9 milliards en 
1982. La partie loyers nets du revenu net des entreprises 
individuelles non agricoles a Cté révisée en baisse pour toutes 
les années a l'exception de 1982 en raison des nouvelles 
estimations des dépenses engagées au titre de l'espace ob-
tenues par Ic retraitement des données. La partie logement 
des allocations de coUt en capital a aussi été révisëe en hausse 
a Ia suite du retraitement des données et de l'incorporation 
des nouvelles estimations du stock de logeinents provenant 
du recensement de 1981. 

Le calcul des paiements d'intérëts sur les obligations 
canadiennes en cours détenues par les non-residents a Ct 
change d'une base de comptabiité de caisse en une basL 
de comptabilité d'exercice en 1982, grace a I'utiisatioi 
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new computerized system to process bond transac-
tions. This improvement was carried back to 1976 
and accounts for the major part of the revisions to 
tion-merchandise imports on the expenditure side of 
the accounts and to the investment income estimates 
on the income side of the accounts. 

In the process of reworking the balance of pay-
ments data on merchandise exports, a doublecounting 
of freight and shipping costs for exports of lumber 
products was uncovered. Since freight and shipping 
Costs are subtracted from merchandise export esti-
mates, the elimination of the doublecount resulted 
in an upward revision for the 1976- 1982 period. 

The value of physical change in inventories was 
revised due to level adjustments of the book value 
of wholesale inventories to the 1971, 1973, 1975, 
1977 and 1979 Biennial Censuses of Wholesale Trade. 
In addition, during the compilation of the 1979 
Biennial Census under-coverage was discovered and 
appropriate adjustments were made. The result of 
these revisions was to raise book values throughout 
the period. New deflators were also calculated for 
some series, reflecting more precisely the commodity 
content of these series. 

A re-examination of the data sources for personal 
expenditure on nondurable goods resulted in a re-
\lsion to the annual estimates. Food expenditures 
were revised downward back to 1976 to exclude sales 
of alcoholic beverages in grocery stores which had 
been included both in the food and alcoholic bever-
age components. The estimate of sales of tobacco 
products was revised to include new information on 
provincial price indices. Purchases of electricity were 
revised to include only 5017c of expenditures by the 
farm sector; the remaining 50% is attributed to the 
cost of farm operations. Natural gas expenditure was 
revised up to reflect sales of natural gas to apartment 
dwellers which had previously been excluded. The net 
result of these changes was to revise expenditure on 
non-durable goods downward over the period. 

Gross fixed capital formation was revised upwards 
based on a re-estimation of major alterations and 
repair expenditures. In addition, the constant dollar 
series were revised for 1976 and 1977 as methodo-
logical improvements in the deflators, which had 
been incorporated from 1978 on, were linked back 
to 1975; both the Paasche and Laspeyres price de-
flators were affected. 

Changes were also made to other deflation me-
thodologies. The implicit price indices for personal 
expenditure on financial services and welfare and 
government expenditure on goods and services were 
revised to reflect revisions in the industry real output 
measures. Deflators for other components of personal

La valeur de la variation matérielle des stocks a eté rCvisée 
en raison des corrections de niveau de Ia valeur comptable 
des stocks de gros en fonction des recensements biennaux du 
commerce de gros de 1971, 1973, 1975, 1977 et 1979. 
De plus, lors du rassemblement des donnCes du recensement 
biennal de 1979, on a constatC un problème de sous-représen-
tation, qui a été corrigC en consequence. A Ia suite de ces 
revisions, les valeurs comptables ont été relevées pour toute 
Ia période en question.

Les achats d'Cnergie Clectrique ont été 
rCvisés de facon a inclure seulement 50 2 des dCpenses du 
secteur agricole, les 50 % restants étant imputes au coUt 
de l'exploitation agricole. Les dépenses en gaz naturel ont 
Cté rCvisées en hausse afin de saisir les vantes de gaz naturel 
aux locataires d'appartements, auparavant exclues. Ces 
changements se sont soldés par une revision en baisse des 
dCpenses en biens non durables au cours de Ia période en 
question. 

La formation brute de capital fixe a été révisée en hausse 
a Ia suite d'une nouvelle estimation des dépenses en modifica-
tions et reparations importantes. Dc plus, les series en dollars 
constants ont été révisées pour 1976 et 1977, les améliora-
tions mCthodologiques apportées aux indices de deflation, 
incorporées a partir de 1978, ayant été raccordées a 1975.

D'autres mdthodes de deflation ont également Cté modi-
flees.

Revisions annuelles courantes 
Les revisions des estimations annuelles pour Ia période 

1979 - 1982 rendent compte également des pratiques nor-
males de revision. Voici les principales revisions: 
Les salaires et traitements ont été ajustés afm d'incorporer 
Ia totalisation de Revenu Canada des salaires et traitements 
a partir des formules T-4 soumises par les employeurs pour 
1981; cet ajustement s'est traduit par une revision en hausse 
du niveau d'environ $3.7 milliards. Dc plus, ii y a eu des ré-
visions en hausse a cause de renseignements supplémentaires 
pour les repCres T-4 1979 Ct 1980 et de renseginements plus 
rCcents sur Ic revenu supplémentaire du travail. 

Les revisions des bénéfices des sociétés et des allocations 
de coOt en capital, ainsi que d'un partie des revenus d'inté-
réts et des revenus divers de placements sont imputables 
a l'incorporation des données repères fiscales de 1980 et des 
projections révisées pour 1981 et 1982. 

La valeur de la variation matérielle des stocks a été révisée 
afin d'incorporer les estimations de la valeur comptable 
provenant du recensement des manufactures de 1979. Ls 
valeurs comptables pour 1981 et 1982 ont également 
révisées arm de saisir les nouvelles pondérations de l'échantil-
Ion. Dc plus, les estimations de 1982 ont été révisées itn 
de prendre en compte la réévaluation en baisse des valcllr\ 
comptables des stocks de décembre par Canadair. 
Les estimations de la formation brute de capital fixe ont 
été révisées pour 1981 et 1982 selon les résultats de l'enquete 
sur les investissements privés et publics au Canada. 
Les recettes et les dCpenses des administrations publiques, 
en particulier au niveau provincial, incorporent les derniers 
renseignen-tents des comptes publics. 

Les tableaux 1 et 2, ci-après, quantifien les revisions ap-
portées aux niveaux en dollars courantr des principaux 
agrégats. Les revisions décrites dans les parties précédentes 
se sont traduites par les taux de croissance annuels de Ia 
DNB réelle révisés comme suit: 

expenditure were revised to include the new 1978 
weights used in the Consumer Price Index; these 
revisions affected the period 1978- 1982. 

Usual Annual Revisions 
Revisions to the annual estimates for the 1979-

1982 period also reflected the normal revision prac-
tice. The most significant revisions were as follows: 
Wages and salaries were adjusted to incorporate the 
Department of National Revenue tabulation of wages 
and salaries from "T4" forms submitted by em-
ployers for 1981; this resulted in an upward revision 
of about $3.7 billion. In addition, upward revisions 
resulted from the incorporation of additional in-
formation for the 1979 and 1980 "T-4" benchmarks 
and more recent data on supplementary labour in-
come. 

Revisions to corporate profits and capital consump-
tion allowances, and portions of interest and miscel-
laneous investment income resulted from the in-
corporation of 1980 taxation data benchmarks and 
revised 1981 and 1982 projections. 
The value of physical change in inventories was 
revised to incorporate the book value estimates from 
the 1979 Census of Manufacturing. Book values for 
1981 and 1982 were also revised to reflect the new 
sample weighting diagram. In addition, the 1982 
estimates were revised to reflect the downward 
revaluation of the December inventory book values 
by Canadair. 
The estimates of gross fixed capital formation were 
revised for 1981 and 1982, based on the results of 
the Private and Public Investment Survey in Canada. 
Government revenues and expenditures, particularly 
at the provincial level, incorporate the latest Public 
Accounts information. 

Tables 1 and 2, which follow, quantify the re-
visions made to the current dollar levels of the major 
aggregates. The effect of the revisions was to revise 
the annual growth rates of real GNE as follows:

The methodology used to derive quarterly per-
sonal expenditure on goods from the Retail Trade 
Survey was revised. In the past, a series of projectors 
based on the retail trade "kind of business" classi-
fication was used to estimate personal expenditure 
which is classified by type of commodity. The year-
over-year movement of each projector was applied 
to the appropriate commodity group. The new 
methodology uses weights derived from the 1974 
Retail Commodity Survey to convert the quarterly 
retail sales estimates from the "kind of business" 
classification to a "commodity" breakdown. The 
movement of these projectors is then applied on a 
quarter-over-quarter basis. The effect of this change 
on the seasonally unadjusted quarterly estimates 
was to revise down the fourth quarter and up, to a 
lesser extent, each of the first three quarters; the 
effect on the seasonally adjusted estimates was minor.

In 1982, when this residual 
seasonality was causing swings in the constant dollar 
data, the calculation of the implicit price indices 
was changed to reflect seasonally adjusted component 
prices. This change has now been carried back to 
1976. The revision had the largest effect on the 
quarterly estimates of constant dollar exports of mer-
chandise and a smaller effect on the import counter-
part. Residual seasonality was also present in the 
current dollar estimates of merchandise trade due to 
the addition of the Balance of Payments adjustments, 
which were not adjusted for seasonal variation, to 
the seasonally adjusted "customs" trade series. This 
problem was alleviated by seasonally adjusting the 
Balance of Payments adjustments at the total level, 
before adding them to the seasonally adjusted series.
