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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

In Canada. the National Accounts have been developed since the 
close of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to 
their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution 
where they can be tenned a "System of National Accounts". For 
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of 
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions 
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry 
the term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several 
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts 
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically 
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income and Expendi. 
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with 
prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys-
tem of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and services in current and constant prices, is portrayed in the 
lnput.Output tables of the System (Catalogue with prefix 15). The 
Catalogue Not, carrying the prefix 61 provide constant dollar 
measures of the contribution of each industry to total Gross 
Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in 
Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross Dom-
estic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary 
unit of industrial production. Measures of fmancial transactions 
ire provided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
.etail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main Unit of 
lassification of transactors. Levels of outstanding financial 

~issets and liabilities are published annually as a major con-
tiihution towards a complete national balance sheet. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
Sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at 
highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; 
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts 
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described 
in the United Nations publication, A System of National Accounts 
(Studies in Methods, Series F, No.2, Rev. 3,Statistical Office,De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New 
York, 1968). 

LE SYSTÈME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fail I'objet depuis Ia fin de Ia 
Seconde Guerre inondiale de toute une série de publications portant sur 
leurs éléments constitutifs. Ils ont connu une telle evolution qu'on peut 
maintenant les qualifier de "Système de comptabilité nationale". Aux 
fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font partie du système 
(elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, Ia description du cadre thdo-
nque et l'explication des sources et des mCthodes) porteront désormais 
le titre généra] de "Système de comptabilité nationale". 

Ic système de comptabiitC nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs 
categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des revenus 
et des depenses (paraissant dana les publications dont Ic no de catalogue 
commence par 13) ont constituC Ic premier ensemble de statistiques a 
être connu sous Ic titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes nationaux, 
revenus et dépenses). Les données sur Ia balance canadienne des paie-
ments internationaux (no de catalogue commençant par 67) font 
egalement partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du système de comptabi-
lite nationale; elles ont méme existé avant tes comptes des revenus et 
des dépenses. 

Une momenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de biens et 
services aux prix du marchC et en dollars constants figure dans lea ta-
bleaux d'entrCes-sorties du système (no de catalogue commençant par 
15). Les publications dont les numéros de catalogue commencent par 
61 comprennent let mesures en dollars constants de l'apport de chaque 
branche d'activité au total du produit intCrieur brut au coOt des fac-
teurs. Un rapport est établi entre les entrées et sorties dana let etudes de 
productivité (publications dont Ic no de catalogue commence par 14). 

L'établissement est l'unitC puimaire de production industrielle tant 
dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans let estimations du produit 
intérieur brul par activité Cconomique. Let comptes de flux financiers 
(publicat ions dont les nOS de catalogue commencent par 13) mesurent 
les operations flnancières. Les categories de prCteurs Ct d'instruments 
financiers forment les éléments de base de cci statistiques et Ia personne 
morale est Ic point de depart du classement des agents économiques. Les 
niveaux des actifs et passift financiers en circulation sont disponibles 
annuellement; ils constituent un élément important d'un bilan national 
exhaustif. 

Le système de comptabilitC nationale constitue un ensemble concep-
tuel]ement intégre dans lequel lesdiversescategoriesde comptes peuvent 
étre considCrées comme des sous-systèmes étroitement lies entre eux. 
Au stade actuel de développement, on ne peut faire de comparaison 
directe entre les éléments bases sur l'établissement et ceux qui sont 
bases sur l'entité juridique que lorsque les données sont groupées dana 
des categories trés generales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit sea 
recherches sur lea relations entre I'entreprise, Ia sociCté et létablissement. 
II sera peut-otre possible un jour de reclasser lea données Ctablies sur 
une certaine base (l'établissement par exemple) de manière a les faire 
correspondre aux données établies sur une autre base (sociCté ou 
entrepnse). 

Dans set grandes lignes, Ic système de comptabiitC nationale du 
Canada suit de trés près Ia norme internationale exposée dans Ia publi-
cation des Nations Unies intitulée Système de comptabilite nationale

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Introduction

Deuxiême trimestre 1983 
Après désaisonnalisation au taux annuel, le produit 

national brut augmente de 2.5 % au deuxième trimestre de 
1983 pour atteindre $384.4 milliards. Compte tenu d'une 
légere augmentation trimestrielle de 0.7 % de l'indice général 
de deflation, le PNB reel augmente de 1.8 %. 

La reprise de l'activité économique s'est poursuivie au 
méme rythrne qu'au premier trimestre et s'est généralisée, 
alors que l'on observe des augmentations pour toutes les 
principales categories de demande finale a l'exception des 
dépenses publiques et de la construction non résidentielle. 
Ce mouvement se retrouve dans l'accélération de Ia crois-
sance de l'emploi, qui, mesuré par l'enqute sur Ia popula-
tion active, progresse de 1.4 % au deuxiême trimestre après 
s'être accru de 0.2 % seulement au premier. La principale 
cause de fermeté du deuxième ti -imestre est Ia demande a 
l'exportation, alors que les exportations de marchandises 
s'accroissent de 8.8 % en termes reels. Ceci s'explique dans 
une large mesure par Ia vigoureuse progression de 2.2 % 
du PNB reel aux Etats-Unis au deuxième trimestre, près de 
70 % de l'augmentation des exportations de marchandises 
étant attribuable a l'accroissement des livraisons vers les 
Etats-Unis. Le taux de croissance du volume de la demande 
intérieure finale s'est accéléré au deuxième trimestre 
(+ 1.7 %). Les dépenses personnelles progressent de 1.4 % 
en termes reels, principalement a cause d'une augmentation 
des depenses en biens durables. La formation brute de capital 
fixe s'accroit de 4.5 % en volume en raison des fortes pro. 
gressions des investissements dans le secteur résidentiel et 
du redressement des dépenses des entreprises en machines 
et materiel. Malgré Ia nature générale de Ia reprise de la 
demande finale, la production ne s'est pas redressée aussi 
rapidement, et les stocks commerciaux non agricoles ont 
baissé une nouvelle fois (- $1.8 milhiard au taux annuel). 
Le volume des stocks commerciaux a ainsi baissé de plus de 
14% au total depuis le quatrième trimestre de 1981. A 
cette étape de la reprise, la poursuite de Ia décumulation 
des stocks, en particulier au niveau de'ia fabrication, denote 
peut-étre une attitude prudente des fabricants qui cherchent 
a maintenir les stocks a un niveau acceptable par rapport 
aux ventes. Ceci a permis Ia reconstitution des marges béné-
ficiaires en comprimant le coftt de financement des stocks. 

Second Quarter 1983 
Gross National Product rose 2.5% in the second 

quarter of 1983 to a level of $384.4 billion, sea-
sonally adjusted at annual rates. After allowing for 
a small quarterly increase in the overall price de-
flator of 0.7%, real GNP rose 1.8%. 

The recovery of economic activity maintained 
the momentum established in the first quarter and 
became more widespread as increases were recorded 
for all major categories of final demand except 
government expenditure and non-residential con-
struction. This was reflected in an acceleration in 
employment growth as Labour Force Survey employ-
ment rose 1.4% in the second quarter after advancing 
only 0.2% in the first. The major source of strength 
in the second quarter was export demand as merchan-
dise exports rose 8.8% in real terms. This was largely 
tlributable to the robust 2.2% increase in real GNP 

in the United States in the second quarter as nearly 
0 of the increase in merchandise exports was 

.iccounted for by increased shipments to the U.S.. 
The rate of growth of the volume of final domestic 
demand rose in the second quarter, to an increase 
of 1.7%. Personal expenditure rose 1.4% in real 
terms largely due to higher spending on durable 
goods. Gross fixed capital formation rose 4.5% in 
volume due to strong increases in residential in-
vestment and a pick-up in business spending on 
machinery and equipment. Despite the diffuse 
nature of the recovery in final demand, production 
did not recover as rapidly and the stock of business 
non-farm inventories was reduced by a further 
$1 .8 billion at annual rates. There has now been a 
cumulative decline of over 14% in the volume of 
business inventories since the fourth quarter of 1981. 
At this stage in the recovery, the continuation of 
inventory decumulation, particularly at the manu-
facturing level, may reflect a cautious attitude of 
producers to keep inventories in line with sales. This 
has helped to rebuild profit margins by keeping 
in,yentory financing costs down. 
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Residential investment recorded its third con-
secutive rapid quarterly increase, up 25.9% in volume 
in the second quarter. New home construction rose 
sharply in the quarter as housing starts rose 25% in 
the second quarter, following a similar increase in the 
first quarter. The number of housing starts peaked in 
May with the ending of the federal incentives for the 
construction of new homes. Residential investment 
has also been stimulated by falling mortgage rates 
as the average five-year conventional mortgage rate 
dropped from 15% in the fourth quarter of 1982 
to 13% in the second of 1983. Sales of existing 
homes and expenditures on repairs and alterations 
also rose sharply in the second quarter. 

L'excédent du commerce de marchandises augniente d 
S0.8 mulliard pour atteindre $5.2 milliards en volume. I 
fermeté de la demande internationale touche tous les group 
de marchandises, une acclération du commerce des matiêrc 
brutes et travaillées compensant un ralentissement du taux 
d'augmentation des exportations de produits automobiles. 
Le ralentissement dans le secteur automobile est la cause 
principale du taux d'augmentation plus faible des importa-
tions de marchandjses au deuxième trimestre. line hausse du 
deficit sur invisibles a contre-balancé en partie Ia fermeté 
du commerce de marchandises, et le solde du ccmpte courant 
augmente ainsi a $3.5 milliards. Le deficit des operations 
au titre des services augmente de $1.2 milliard. Un peu plus 
de Ia moitié de cette augmentation est imputable a une 
baisse des recettes sous forme de dividendes et a une aug-
mentation des paienients au titre des dividendes et des 
intéréts sur les emprunts obligataires de l'ëtranger. Le reste 
s'explique principalement par une hausse des dépenses des 
Canadiens en voyage a l'étranger. 

Les dépenses personnelles augmentent de 1 .4 % en volume 
au deuxième trimestre, après s'ëtre accrues de 0.9 Yc au 
premier. Comme au cours des deux trimestres prdcCdents, 
une grande partie de l'augmentation de Ia demande des 
consommateurs a porte sur les biens durables. Les ventes 
de voitures neuves ont progressé de 26 % depuis le creux du 
troisième trimestre de 1982. Les dépenses en meubles et 
articles mCnagers augmentent fortement au deuxième tn-
mestre, encouragées par l'accroissement de Factivité sur Ic 
marché du logement et par la suppression de Ia taxe de ventc 
en Ontario sur ces articles au milieu de rnai. La reprise dc 
Ia demande de biens semi- et non durables est moins vigou-
reuse, alors que Ia somme des dépenses a ce titre n'aug-
mente que de 0.5 %, après une hausse de 0.2. % au premier 
trimestre. Au deuxième trimestre, l'augmentation des achats 
de vétements et d'articles de quincailenie a compensé une 
diminution pour les autres biens semi-durables. S'agissant 
des biens non durables, I'augmentation des achats des pro-
duits de I'énergie a cause d'un printemps inhabituellernent 
froid a compensé une chute des dépenses alimentaires. Le 
taux d'augmentation des achats de services s'est ralenti pour 
ne faire ressortir qu'une augmentation de 0.6 % au deuxième 
trimestre, comparativement a une progression de 1.4 % 
au premier. Le ralentissement a été géneralisC et traduit des 
hausses inhabituellement faibles pour les loyers. 

Les investissements résidentiels enregistreni leur troisième 
augmentation consecutive importante, progressant de 25.9 % 
en volume au deuxième trimestre. La constriction de nou-
veaux logements augmente fortement au cours du trimestre, 
avec une augmentation des muses en chantier de 25 Y qui 
survient aprês une progression semblable au premier trimestre. 
Le nombre de mises en chantier de logements a atteint un 
sommet en mai avec l'expiration des programmes d'en-
couragement fédéraux pour la constructior de nouvelles 
maisons. Les investissements résidentiels ont également etC 
stiniulés par la baisse des taux hypothécaires, le taux moyen 
de l'hypotheque conventionneile de cinq ans passant de 
15 % au quatrieme trimestre de 1982 A 13% au second 
trimestre de 1983. Les ventes de maisons existantes et les 
dépenses au titre des reparations et des modifications pro. 
gressent Cgalement fortement au deuxième tritnestre. 
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The merchandise trade surplus increased by $0.8 
billion to $5.2 billion in volume. The strength in 
international demand was spread across commodity 
groups, as an acceleration of trade in crude and fabri-
cated materials offset a slowing in the rate of increase 
of motor vehicle product exports. The easing in the 
auto sector was the major contributor to the slowing 
in the rate of increase of merchandise imports in the 
second quarter. An increase in the non-merchandise 
deficit partially offset the strength in merchandise 
trade, such that the current account balance rose to 
$3.5 billion. An increase of $1.2 billion was recorded 
for the deficit of service transactions. Slightly more 
than half of the increase was due to a combination 
of lower dividend receipts and higher payments on 
dividends and interest on bond borrowings from 
abroad. The remainder was largely attributable to 
higher payments by Canadians on travel abroad. 

Personal expenditure rose 1.4% in volume in the 
second quarter following a 0.9% increase in the first. 
As in the previous two quarters, much of the increase 
in consumer demand was for durable goods. Sales of 
new passenger cars have recovered 26% since the 
trough in the third quarter of 1982. Expenditure on 
furniture and appliances rose sharply in the second 
quarter, bolstered by increased activity in the housing 
market and by the removal of Ontario sales tax on 
these items in mid May. The recovery of demand 
for semi- and non-durable goods has showed less vigor 
as the sum of expenditure on these goods rose only 
0.5% following a 0.2% increase in the first quarter. 
In the second quarter, increases in clothing and hard-
ware purchases offset declines in other semi-durables. 
Within the non-durable category, higher purchases of 
energy products as a result of an unusually cold 
spring, offset a drop in expenditures on food. The 
rate of increase of purchases of services slowed 
to a 0.61X increase in the second quarter, from a 
1 .4% increase in the first. The slowing was 
wide-spread including unusually small increases 
for rents. 
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The rate of decline in the volume of business fixed 
investment in plant and equipment slowed to a drop 
ui 0.6% in the second quarter. The deceleration was 
Ltigely the result of a 2% upturn in expenditures on 
machinery and equipment, reflecting higher motor 
vehicle sales, following five consecutive quarterly 
declines. Business spending on non-residential con-
struction fell 3.2%, slowing from the 4.8% decline in 
the first quarter. The results of the mid-year Public 
and Private investment Intentions Survey indicate 
that firms had not revised their investment plans 
substantially from the forecast of December 1982; 
the major source of weakness is expected to continue 
to be non-residential construction for the remainder 
of 1983. 

The volume of non-farm business inventories was 
reduced a further $1.8 billion in the second quarter, 
a rate of decline similar to that of the first quarter. 
Irregularly large decumulations were recorded for 
petroleurn and primary metals industries at the manu-
facturing stage and for the mining and utilities in-
dustries. The large decumulation in petroleum in-
dustries follows an extended period of weak demand 
and may have reflected the expectation by oil com-
panies that the Petroleum Compensation charge was 
to be reduced substantially on July 1. Excluding the 
cifect of this irregular movement, the decumulation 
of stocks at the manufacturing level continued to 
Iow, although declines were recorded for the ma-
urity of industries. Sizeable reductions for primary 
mietals, paper and wood product industries reflected 
robust export activity for their products. This in-
crease in export demand also resulted in large declines 
in inventories of the forestry and mining industries. 
The decurnulation of inventories in the utilities 
industries followed four quarters of unusually large 
increases. The inventory correction in the retail in-
dustry may be complete as stocks have increased 
slightly for two consecutive quarters. 

The overall implicit deflator continued to rise at 
moderate rates, up 0.77c in the second quarter. The 
slowing in the rate of increase was largely attributable 
to weight shifts in the change in inventories, due 
to the large decumulations recorded in inventories 
of the high-priced energy products. The implicit 
deflator excluding inventory change rose 1.7% com-
pared to 0.5% in the first quarter. An acceleration 
was recorded for the implicit deflator of government 
expenditure due to the reversal of the wage roll-back 
in the Quebec civil service in the first quarter. 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income 
use 2.7% in the second quarter, following an in-

crease of only 0.4% in the first quarter. The accelera-
tion was mostly due to faster employment growth 

Le taux de diminution du volume des dépenses en im-
mobiisations des entreprises en usines et materiel ralentit 
pour accuser un repli de 0.6 % au deuxième trimestre. Cette 
décélération s'explique surtout par une progression de 2 % 
des dëpenses en machines et materiel, traduisant l'aug-
nientation des achats de vëhicules automobiles, après cinq 
baisses trimestrielles consécutives. Les dCpenses des entre-
prises au titre de Ia construction non résidentielle diniinuent 
de 3.2 %, soit moins qu'au premier trimestre (- 4.8 %). 
Les résultats de l'enquëte de Ia rni-annCe sur les intentions 
d'investissements privés et publics indiquent que les entre-
prises n'ont pas sensiblement révisé leurs projets d'investis-
sements par rapport aux previsions de décembre 1982. 
On s'attend a cc quc la principale cause de faiblesse pour le 
restant de 1983 soit toujours Ia construction non résiden-
tielle. 

Le volume des stocks commerciaux non agricoles a baissé 
une nouvelle fois (- $1.8 milliard) au deuxiCme trirnestre, 
cc qui représente un taux de diniinution semblable a celui 
du premier. On note d'importantes décumulations irré-
gulieres dans les secteurs du pétrole et de Ia premiCre trans-
formation des métaux au niveau de la fabrication, ainsi que 
dans les mines et les services publics. L'importante dCcumu-
lation des branches d'activité du secteur pétrolier survient 
après une longue période de faible demande et peut traduire 
l'attente des compagnies pétrolières d'une reduction ap-
préciable Ic icr juillet du prélèvement d'indernnisation 
pétrolière. Si l'on exciut l'effet de ce mouvement irrégulier. 
la  décumulation des stocks aim niveau de Ia fabrication reste 
lente, bien que l'on observe des baisses pour Ia plupart des 
branches d'activité. Les baisses appréciables dans le cas 
des branches de la premiere transformation des métaux, 
du papier et des produits du bois traduisent Ia vigueur des 
exportations de ces produits. Cette augmentation de Ia 
demande a l'exportation a également pour consequence une 
baisse importante des stocks des branches des secteurs des 
forêts et des mines. La décumulation des stocks dans le 
secteur des services publics fait suite a quatre trimestres 
d'augmentations inhabituellement importantes. La correction 
des stocks pour le secteur du commerce de detail a peut-
étre pris din, car les stocks n'ont augmenté que légèrement 
pendant deux trimestres consécutifs. 

L'indice implicite général de deflation continue de progres-
ser a des taux modérés (+ 0.7 %) au deuxième triniestre. Le 
ralentissement du taux d'augmentation est surtout imputable 
a des changements de pondCration au sein de la variation des 
stocks, attribuables aux fortes décumulations enregistrCes 
dans les stocks de produits énergétiques a prix élevés. L'in-
dice implicite de deflation, excluant les variations de stocks, 
progresse de 1.7 %, comparativement a une hausse de 0.5 % 
alt premier trimestre. On note une accélération de l'indice 
implicite de deflation des dépenses publiques en raison de Ia 
fIn des coupures de salaires imposées dans Ic secteur public 
du Québec au premier trimestre. 

La rémunération des salaries augmente de 2.7 % au 
deuxième trimestre, après une augmentation de seulement 
0.4 % au premier. Cette accélération est imputable princi-
palement a une croissance plus forte de I'eniploi, bien que Ia 
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reprise après les grèves et les coupures de salaires au sein du 
secteur public du Québec au premier trimestre ait également 
joué un role. On enregistre une hausse marquee de 4.2 
des salaires et traitements dans les branches d'activité pr-
ductrices de biens au deuxième trimestre, cornparativemeT1 
a 0.7 % au premier, en accord avec l'évolution de Ia produ-
tion. Au cours de la dernière recession, les salaires et trait-
ments dans les branches d'activité productrices de biens ont 
baissé de près de 6 % entre le quatrieme trimestre de 1981 et 
le quatrieme de 1982, et se situent maintenant a un niveau 
inférieur de 0.7 % a leur dernier somniet. 

Les bénéfices des sociétés augmentent de 9.9 % au 
deuxième trimestre, ce qui porte l'augmentation cumulative 
depuis le creux du troisième trimestre de 1982 a 56%. Les 
hausses générales observées dans le cas des sociétés industriel-
les ont été atténuées par une baisse dans les fmances, as-
surances et affaires immobilières. L'augrnentation des béné-
fices s'explique par une progression des vente:; et l'améliora-
tion des marges bénéficaires. La diminution des taux d'inté-
ret et de fortes reductions continues du volume des stocks 
ont réduit les frais d'intéréts a court terme par dollar de 
vente. 

Le deficit total du secteur des administrations publiques 
s'élève a $16.1 milliards sur la base des comptes nationaux 
au deuxième trimestre, en baisse de $6.2 milliards par rap-
port au premier. Les recettes s'accroissent de 4.7 %, surtout 
a cause de l'augmentation des perceptions nettes de l'impOt 
sur le revenu, bien qu'une importante partie de cette haussc 
s'explique par le fait que les remboursements d'impOt, 
habituellement verses au deuxième trimestre, aient 6tC 
retardés. Les impOts et subventions relies au pétrole denieu-
rent faibles au deuxième trimestre. Les dépcnses publiquc 
en biens et services augmentent de 2.3 %, reprenant de lit 
vigueur a Ia suite des grèves et des coupures de salaires au 
premier trimestre.

although the recovery from strike activity and the 
wage rollback in Quebec in the first quarter also 
contributed. A notable gain was recorded for wages 
and salaries in goods-producing industries which rose 
4.2% in the second quarter compared to 0.7% growth 
in the first, in accordance with production. Over the 
course of the most recent recession wages and salaries 
of goods-producing industries declined nearly 6% 
from the fourth quarter of 1981 to the fourth quarter 
of 1982, and are now 0.7% below their most recent 
peak. 

Corporate profits rose 9.9% in the second quarter, 
bringing the cumulative increase to 56% since the 
trough of the third quarter of 1982. Widespread 
increases recorded for industrial corporations were 
dampened by a decline in finance, insurance and real 
estate. Higher profits have resulted from increased 
sales and improved profit margins. A combination of 
lower interest rates and continued sharp reductions 
in the volume of inventories held have lowered short-
term interest costs per dollar of sales. 

The total government sector deficit was S 16.1 
billion on a National Accounts basis, in the second 
quarter, down $6.2 billion from the first quarter. 
Revenues rose 4.7% largely due to increased net in-
come tax collections, although a large portion of this 
increase was due to the fact that income tax refunds 
which usually occur in the second quarter, were 
delayed. Petroleum related taxes and subsidies 
showed continued weakness in the second quarter. 
Government expenditures on goods and services rose 
2.3%, recovering from the effects of strike activity 
and wage roll-backs in the first quarter. 

The personal saving rate declined sharply in the 
second quarter, to 10.4% of personal disposable 
income, down from 12.5% in the first quarter of 
1983 and 14.3 17, in the fourth quarter of 1982. 
Much of the decline in personal savings, however, 
is attributable to large increases in income tax collec-
tions, caused by the delay in personal income tax 
refund payments until the third quarter of 1983. The 
sharp increase in the ratio of personal income taxes 
to personal income to 15.8% from an average of 
13.5% over the period of 1971 to 1982 indicates 
that the magnitude of the irregular tax collections 
is considerable. On this account, much of the ap-
parent decline in the personal savings rate will likely 
be reversed in the third quarter. 
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Federal Government Petroleum-related Revenues and 
Expenditures 

The petroleum-related programs of the federal 
government continued to have a significant effect on 
the movement of some of the federal income and ex-
penditure items. The following table provides quarterly 
estimates, seasonally adjusted at annual rates, for 
1982 and 1983 of the major petroleum-related 
programs.
