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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the 
dost of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to 
their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution 
where they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". For 
purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of 
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions 
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry 
the term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several 
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts 
(included with Catalogue cal -eying the prefix 13) were, historically 
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts, Income and Expendi-
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with 
prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys-
tem of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and services in current and constant prices, is portrayed in the 
Input-Output tables of the System (Catalogue with prefix 15). The 
Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 61 provide constant dollar 
measures of the contribution of each industry to total Gross 
Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in 
Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross Dom-
estic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary 
unit of industrial production. Measures of fmancial transactions 
are provided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 
13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 
detail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Levels of outstanding financial 
assets and liabilities are published annually as a major con-
tribution towards a complete national balance sheet. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct compari-
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
Unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at 
highly aggregated levels of data. However. Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; 
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts 
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described 
in the United Nations publication,A System of NationalAccounts 
(Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New 
York, 1968). 

LE SYSTEME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait l'objet depuis Ia fin de Ia 
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une nine de publications portant sur 
leurs elements constitutifs. Ils ont connu une telle evolution qu'on peut 
maintenant les qualifier de "Système de comptabilité nationale". Aux 
fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font partie du système 
(elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, Ia description du cadre thCo-
rique St 'explication des sources et des methodes) porteront désormais 
Is titre general de "Système de comptabilite nationale". 

Le système de comptabiité nationale du Canada Se divise en plusieurs 
categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des revenus 
et des dépenses (paraissant dans lea publications dont le no de catalogue 
commence par 13) ont constitué le premier ensemble de statistiques a 
étre connu sous Ie titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes nationaux, 
revenus et depenses). Les données sur Ia balance canadienne des pale. 
ments internationaux (no de catalogue commençant par 67) font 
egalement partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du système de comptabi-
Ute nationale; dIes ont méme existé avant les comptes des revenus et 
des dépenses. 

Une momenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de biens et 
services aux prix du marchC et en dollars constants figure dans les ta-
bleaux d'entrèes-sorties du système (no de catalogue conamençant par 
15). Les publications dont les numéros de catalogue commencent par 
61 comprennent les mesures en dollars constants de l'apport de chaque 
branche d'activité au total du produit intérieur brut au cofit des fac-
teurs. Un rapport est établi entre les entrees et sorties dans les etudes de 
productivité (publications dont Ic no de catalogue commence par 14). 

L'établissement est l'unite primaire de production industrielle tant 
dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans lea estimations du produit 
intérieur brut par activitë Cconomique. Les comptes de flux financiers 
(publications dont les nOS de catalogue commencent par 13) mesurent 
Ies operations financières. Lea categories de préteurs et d'instruments 
financiers fonnent les élCments de base de ces statistiques ella personne 
morale est Ic point de depart du classement des agents Cconomiques. Les 
niveaux des actifs et passifs financiers en circulation soft disponibles 
annuellement; ils constituent un element important d'un bilan national 
exhaustif. 

Le système de comptabilité nationals constitue un ensemble concep-
tuellement intégre dans lequel les diverses categories de comptes peuvent 
ètre considérées comme des sous-systèmes etroitement liCs entre 
Au stade actuel de développement, on ne peut faire de comparaison 
directe entre les elements bases sur l'établissement et ceux qui sont 
bases sur I'entité juridique que lorsque les données sont groupCcs dans 
des categories très generales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit sea 
recherches sur les relations entre l'entreprise, Ia société et l'établissement. 
II sera peut-ètre possible un jour de reclasser les donnécs ètablies sur 
une certaine base (I'établissement par exemple) de manière a les faire 
correspondre aux donnees Ctablies sur une autre base (societe ou 
entreprise). 

Dans ses grandes lignes, Is système de comptabilité nationale du 
Canada suit de trés près Ia norme internationale exposCe dana Ia publi-
cation des Nations Unies intitulee Système de comptabilitE nationals 
(Etudes méthodologiques, série F, no 2, rev. 3, Bureau de statistique, 
Département des affaires économiques et sociales, Nations Unies, New 
York, 1970).

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Third Quarter 1983 
Gross National Product rose 3.2 07o in the third 

quarter of 1983 to a level of $396.7 billion, seasonal-
ly adjusted at annual rates. After allowing for a 
.1 o increase in the overall price deflator, real 

GNP recorded the third consecutive increase, up 
2.00l'o. This brings the recovery to date to 5.6 07o since 
the trough in the fourth quarter of 1982, although 
real GNP remains below the level recorded at the 
peak of activity in the second quarter of 1981. 

The major source of growth in economic activi-
ty in the third quarter was a sharp swing in the 
volume of physical change in inventories to an ac-
cumulation of $1.0 billion, following a decumula-
tion of stocks through each of the previous seven 
quarters. Final domestic demand continued to 
recover, up 0.7 07o after an increase of 1.8 07o in the 
second quarter. The slowing was largely attributable 
o a decline in residential investment following the 

high rate of activity in the second quarter. Con-
sumer demand slowed slightly in the third quarter. 
Purchases of durable goods continued to be the ma-
jor source of growth, partially due to accelerated 
purchases of furniture and appliances. Business ex-
penditure on machinery and equipment rose 4.1 076 
following a 1.9% upturn in the second. The in-
crease, which had been concentrated in motor 
vehicles in the second quarter, spread to include of-
fice and industrial machinery. In tandem with the 
increase in final domestic demand and inventories, 
imports rose a further 5.4% in real terms. The 
volume of export demand slowed to an increase of 
2.0%. 

The $2.9 billion swing in the volume of physical 
change in inventories to an accumulation brings to 
an end the large 15 016 reduction in the volume of 
stocks which began in the fourth quarter of 1981. 
Most of the upswing can be accounted for by 
changes in four commodity groups: a reversal of 
the irregularly large decumulations of petroleum in 
the second quarter, and accumulations of 
automobiles, wood products, and primary metals.

Les dépenses 
des entreprises en machines et materiel augmentent de 
4.1 %, après s'être accrues de 1.9 % au deuxième 
trimestre. Cette augmentation, qui avait surtout touché les 
véhicules automobiles au deuxième trimestre, s'étend 
maintenant aux machines de bureau et industrielles. 
Parallèlement a l'augmentation des stocks et de Ia demande 
intérieure finale, on note une autre augmentation 
(+ 5.4 Wo) des importations en termes reels.

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There were indications that some of the accumula-
tion in wood and primary metals was involuntary 
as export markets weakened during the quarter. 
There was little change in inventories of most other 
commodities, indicating that the period of large in-
ventory correction is virtually complete. Although 
stock-to-sales ratios remain below pre-recession 
levels, there was little evidence of a concerted ef-
fort to re-build stocks. The accumulations were 
spread across industry groups. Most of the increase 
in retail stocks was accounted for by the accumula-
tion in automobiles. The increases in petroleum, 
wood and primary metals was evident in both 
wholesale and manufacturing inventories. Over the 
past two years there has been evidence of changing 
seasonal patterns in inventory changes. This has 
resulted in large revisions to the inventory change 
at the time of the annual estimate, when the 
seasonal factors are updated. In accordance, the 
seasonal factors were updated during the year to 
try and estimate as best as possible the most cur-
rent seasonal pattern. 

Expenditure on business plant and equipment 
rose 0.9% in volume in the quarter following 
declines in the first half of 1983. Investment in 
machinery and equipment recorded a second con-
secutive increase and the rate of decline of non-
residential construction slowed slightly. These in-
dicators of business fixed investment are consistent 
with the results of the Mid-Year Public and Private 
Investment Intentions Survey for 1983. These 
results imply that non-residential construction will 
remain weak for the duration of 1983 and that 
machinery and equipment purchases will record a 
modest recovery in the latter half of 1983, but on 
average would remain below the weak levels record-
ed in 1982. 

Personal expenditure on goods and services rose 
1.0% in real terms in the quarter bringing the 
cumulative recovery to 3.8 07o since the trough of the 
third quarter of 1982. Expenditures on durable 
goods continued to outpace other categories, up 
3.7 010 in the third quarter. Furniture and appliance 
purchases rose sharply in the quarter reflecting the 
removal of the Ontario sales tax during the May to 
August period and increased activity in residential 
investment in the previous quarters. Purchases of 
automobiles fell slightly in the third quarter follow-
ing an exceptional increase in the order of 20 076 in 
the second quarter. Expenditure on non-durable 
goods continued to increase at moderate rates while 
small increases in purchases of semi-durables and 
services were recorded. Within the semi durable 
category, clothing sales continued to be the major

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Residential inestmeni teLl 5.1 010 in the third 
quarter. This was partially due to the cutback in 
housing construction activity. Housing starts declin-
ed 41% in the third quarter following the sharp in-
crease in the second corresponding with the ending 
of the Canadian Home Ownership Stimulation Pro-
gram in May. Purchases of existing homes have 
followed a similar pattern to new housing invest-
ment, falling in the third quarter after a surge of 
activity earlier in the year. 

The nominal merchandise trade balance fell by 
$4.7 billion in the third quarter to a level of $16.3 
billion. Strong import demand reflected increased 
purchases by businesses of machinery and equip-
ment and the build-up in petroleum and motor vehi-
cle stocks in the quarter. Export demand slowed 
substantially, due to declines in shipments of most 
crude materials. Motor vehicle product shipments, 
which account for nearly one-quarter of canadian 
exports, rose marginally due to higher shipments 
of trucks and automotive parts although passenger 
car export sales were down from the high levels of 
the first and second quarters. The non-merchandise 
deficit increased slightly in the third quarter; this, 
combined with a large deterioration of the merchan-
dise trade surplus, resulted in a swing in the cur-
rent account balance to a deficit of $0.7 billion from 
a surplus of $4.6 billion, seasonally adjusted at an-
nual rates. 

The overall implicit price index rose 1.1%, vir-
tually the same rate of growth as recorded in the 
second quarter. This pattern of inflation was evi-
dent for prices of both consumer and producer 
goods and was reflected in the stable pattern of in-
creases recorded for the implicit deflator for final 
domestic demand. The implicit deflator for mer-
chandise imports rose 2.3% in the third quarter 
following three consecutive quarterly declines. The 
increase however, largely reflected weight shifts 
mostly due to increased imports of high-priced 
crude petroleum. 

Labour income rose 2.4 07o in the third quarter 
compared to an increase of 2.9% in the second. Ex-
cluding the effect of strikes and special payments 
however, labour income growth accelerated from 
an increase of 2.3 076 in the second quarter to 2.5 07o 
in the third. Wages and salaries in the goods-
producing industries grew 3.1 076, largely attributable 

Les investissements résidentiels se replient de 5.1 % au 
troisième trimestre. La baisse traduit en partie Ia réduc-
tion de Ia construction de logements, les mises en chantier 
de logements diminuant de 41 % au troisième trimestre 
aprés Ia forte augmentation du deuxième, ce qui corres-
pond a l'expiration du programme canadien d'encourage-
ment d'accession a Ia propriete en mai. Les achats de 
maisons construites ont suivi une tendance semblable a celle 
des investissements en logements neufs, baissant au 
troisième trimestre aprés avoir progressé plus tot au cours 
de l'année. 

Le solde nominal du commerce de marchandises 
diminue de $4.7 milliards au troisième trimestre pour 
s'établir a $16.3 milliards. La forte demande d'importa-
tions traduit l'accroissement des achats par les entreprises 
de machines et de materiel et l'accumulation des stocks de 
pétrole et de véhicules automobiles au cours du trimestre.

2.3 076 au deuxième trimestre a 2.5 % au troisiême. Les 
salaires et traitements des branches productrices de biens 
augmentent de 3.1 076, principalement a cause de Ia hausse

Les bénéfices des sociétés augmentent une nouvelle foi 
(+ 10.5 o)  au troisième trimestre. Les bénéfices dépas-
sent maintenant de 74 % leurs niveaux du creux du 
troisième trimestre de 1982, mais demeu.rent toujours in-
férieurs a leurs niveaux d'avant Ia recession. L'augmenta-
tion des ventes et Ia baisse des coüts sow; forme d'intérëts 
ont continue de contribuer a l'améliorat ion des bilans des 
sociétés. Les augmentations les plus fortes s'observent dans 
les secteurs du commerce et de Ia fabrication. 

Le taux de l'epargne personnelle passe a 14.2 % du 
revenu personnel disponible au troisièrre trimestre, corn-
parativement a 11.0 % au second. La nature trimestrielle 
irrégulière des flux d'épargne est attribua'le principalement 
aux retards des remboursernents d'impOts sur le revenu, 
qui sont habituellement faits au premier semestre de l'an-
née.

to employment gains in manufacturing industries. 
In the service-producing industries most of the in- 
crease was recorded in the commercial industries. 

Corporate profits rose a further 10.5 076 in the 
third quarter. Profits are now 74% higher than the 
trough in the third quarter of 1982 but remain below 
pre-recession levels. Higher sales and lower interest 
costs continue to contribute to the recovery of cor-
porate balance sheets. The largest increases were 
recorded in the manufacturing and trade industries. 

The personal saving rate rose to 14.2% of per-
sonal disposible income in the third quarter, up 
from 11.0% in the second. The irregular quarterly 
pattern of saving flows is largely attributable to the 
delay of income tax refunds, which are generally 
received in the first half of the year. The average 
of the saving rate for the first three quarters of 1983, 
12.6 07o, is down substantially from the 15.1% 
recorded in 1982. This decline reflects a combina-
tion of a recovery of consumer expenditures, slow 
growth in wages and salaries and lower interest 
income. 

The total government sector deficit, on a national 
accounts basis and seasonally adjusted at annual 
rates, rose $7.3 billion to a level of $25 billion in 
the third quarter. Much of the increase can be ac-
counted for by the delayed payments of income tax 
refunds which resulted in an irregularly large 
decrease in net income tax receipts.

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Federal Government Petroleum-related Revenues 
and Expenditures 

The petroleum-related programs of the federal 
government continued to have a significant effect 
on the movement of some of the federal income and 
expenditure items. The following table provides 
quarterly estimates, seasonally adjusted at annual 
rates, for 1982 and 1983 of the major petroleum-
related programs.
