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TilE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the 
!se of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to 

I 'ir constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution 
Iiere they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". For 

purposes of identification, all publications (containing tables of 
statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions 
of sources and methods) which make up this System will now carry 
the term "System of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several 
parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts 
(included with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically 
speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title 
"National Accounts" (National Accounts. Income and Expendi. 
ture). The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue with 
prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part of the Sys. 
tern of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre.date the Income 
and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods 
and services in current and constant prices, is portrayed in the 
Input.Output tables of the System (Catalogue with prefix 15). The 
Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 61 provide constant dollar 
measures of the contribution of each industry to total Gross 
Domestic Product at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in 
Productivity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross Dom-
estic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary 
unit of industrial production. Measures of financial transactions 

provided by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 
). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the primary 

L'tail in these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
j.tssification of transactors. Levels of outstanding financial 

cts and liabties are published annually as a major con-
ubution towards a complete national balance sheet. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall concep-
tually integrated framework in which the various parts can be 
considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct coinpari. 
sons amongst those parts which use the establishment as the basic 
unit and those which use the legal entity can be carried out only at 
highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is con-
tinuing research on enterprise-company-establishment relationships; 
it may eventually be feasible to reclassify the data which are on 
one basis (say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another(the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts 
bears a close relationship to the international standard as described 
in the United Nations publication,A System of NationalAccounts 
(Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical Office, De-
partment of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New 
York, 1968).

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GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT 

Preliminary Annual and Fourth Quarter 1983 

Gross National Product rose 1.0 010 in the fourth 
quarter of 1983 to a level of $400.6 billion, seasonally 
adjusted at annual rates. Combined with virtually no 
change in the level of overall prices, real GNP rose 
0.9%. Although this represented a slowing from the 
average rates of increase of 1 .9% recorded in the first 
three quarters, the recovery phase of the business cy-
cle was virtually completed as real GNP reached 99.7% 
of its peak level of the second quarter of 1981. 

For the year as a whole, Gross National Product 
rose 9.0076 to a level of $388.7 billion. After allowing 
for an increase of 5.8 07o in the overall implicit deflator, 
real GNP rose 3.0% in the year. This followed a 
decline of 4.4 010 in real activity in 1982. 

The recovery of economic activity in 1983 was 
hroadly based with major contributions from a sharply 
lower rate of inventory decumulation, a 3.1 076 increase 
in real personal expenditure, a 9.0% recovery in the 
volume of merchandise exports, and a 27.6% increase 
in residential construction activity. Continued 
weakness in business investment in plant and equip-
ment was the major restraining factor. A sharp reduc-
tion in inflation was evident as the overall implicit 
deflator rose 5.8% compared to 10.1% in 1982. 

The swing in non-farm business inventories of $3.3 
billion (which was the result of a decline in stocks of 
$3.4 billion in 1982 and virtually no change in 1983) 
was the equivalent of 83 016 of the increase in real GNP. 
The year was characterized by continued declines in 
stocks in the first two quarters and a resumption of 
inventory investment in the latter half of the year. 
Declining short-term interest costs associated with 
holding inventories was a major factor in the improve-
ment of the profitability of firms in the year. The 
moderate recovery of stocks in the latter half of the 
year despite the more rapid improvement in final de-
mand, probably indicated an attempt on the part of 
firms to keep associated interest costs low.

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The recovery of personal expenditures was concen-
trated in the interest-rate sensitive components as pur-
chases of durables rose 10.7 07o in volume (most notably 
passenger cars, furniture and appliances) relative to 
the 1.6% increase in other expenditures. The underly-
ing weakness in most categories of consumer spending 
is likely a result of weak income growth. Personal 
disposable income grew only 5.1 076 in 1983 in nominal 
terms. This was the second consecutive year in which 
disposable income did not grow as fast as the implicit 
deflator for personal expenditure, leaving real personal 
disposable income slightly below 1981 levels. 

Residential construction, the other major interest-
rate sensitive component of the economy, recovered 
sharply in the first half of the year, rising 38 07o in 
volume from the fourth quarter of 1982 to the second 
quarter of 1983. This corresponded to a drop in the 
five-year conventional mortgage rate from 15.0 07o to 
13.1% and the impact of theCanadian Home Owner-
ship Stimulation Program. Activity declined in the lat-
ter half of the year following the end of the program 
in May and the leveling off of mortgage rates. 

Strength in export demand (up 6.6% in current 
dollars) corresponded to a recovery of economic ac-
tivity in the United States, which proceeded with a 
similar momentum to that in Canada. Import demand 
also picked up in 1983 (up 7.6% in current dollars) 
in conjunction with improved demand in the Cana-
dian economy. This left the nominal merchandise trade 
surplus down only $297 million from the record $18.3 
billion surplus recorded in 1982, and total net exports 
in a surplus for the second consecutive year. In the 
volume measures, the recovery in imports of motor 
vehicles was particularly strong, up over 50%. Reflec-
ting the weakness in overall investment, imports of in-
dustrial machinery declined around 8% in the year. 
The recovery in exports was most evident in fabricated 
materials and end-products, both up 11% in the year, 
largely attributable to increased demand for lumber 
and automobiles. The prices of imported goods and 
services declined 1.0% in 1983 reflecting weakness in 
prices on world commodity markets; export prices 
were stable such that the index of the terms of trade 
rose by 2.8% in the year. 

Business investment in plant and equipment con-
tinued to decline in 1983, down 12.2 076 in real terms 
compared to a drop of 11.2 07o in 1982. Despite the 
sharp improvement in profits in the year (corporate 
profits before taxes rose 53% in 1983) corporate 
balance sheets had not fully recovered as debt to equity 
ratios remained high and liquidity ratios low. Capaci-
ty utilization rates in manufacturing increased with the 

Dans les dépenses personnelles, Ia reprise a touché sur-
tout les achats sensibles aux taux d'intérët (notamment le 
voitures, les meubles et les appareils ménagers), alors quc 
les achats de biens durables augmentent de 10.7 076 en 
volume contre 1.6 176 pour les autres dépenses.

climinary results of the Department of Regional and 
Industrial Expansion survey of investment intentions 
o I large firms indicate that the weakness may continue 
into 1984. 

Labour income continued to slow despite the up-
turn in employment for the year, rising 5.6 076 in 1983 
following a 7.4% increase in 1982. Paid-worker 
employment rose 0.5%, following a 3.6 076 decline in 
the previous year. The implied sharp slowdown in 
average earnings in 1983 was due to a combination of 
lower wage increases in the year and a shift in the com-
position of employment to a higher proportion of part-
time workers. 

This slowdown in labour income growth was a ma-
jor source of the weakness in personal income in the 
year. Consistent with the high levels of spending on 
durable goods, the flow of savings was reduced such 
that the personal savings fell from 15.1 07o of personal 
disposable income in 1982 to 12.9% in 1983. 

Ihe total government sector deficit rose to a level 
of $22.7 billion on a national accounts basis, an in-
LI case of $3.8 billion in 1983 following an increase of 

billion recorded in 1982. Total expenditures 
'Wwed to an increase of 10.0% following an increase 
of 16.4% in 1982, largely due to slower growth in 
wages and salaries, transfer payments and interest on 
the public debt. Government revenues rose at a slightly 
faster rate than in 1982, up 8.7 076, largely due to the 
increase in corporate tax liabilities.

1982. Les dCpenses totales ne s'accroissent quc de 10.0 (Vo 
(contre 16.4 Olo en 1982) surtout a cause de Ia croissance plus 
faible des traitements et salaires, des paiements de transfert 
et de l'intérét sur Ia dette publique. Les recettes des ad-
ministrations progressent légèrement plus vite qu'en 1982 
(+ 8.7 %) principalement a cause de l'accroissement des 
créances fiscales sur les soclétés. 

Fourth Quarter Detail 
The major source of growth in real activity in the 

fourth quarter was the strong performance of mer-
chandise exports, up 8.5 0le in volume following an in-
crease of 1.2% in the third quarter. This largely 
reflected buoyant final domestic demand in the United 
States, which has risen on average 1.3% per quarter 
throughout the year of 1983. The slowing of the 
recovery in Canada in the fourth quarter was largely 
attributable to weak final domestic demand. Residen-
tial construction and business investment in plant and 
equipment declined at accelerated rates in the fourth 
quarter, and the recovery of consumer expenditure 
slowed. Concurrently with the slowing of final 
domestic demand, paid-worker employment 
decelerated to an increase of 0.5% from 1.2 076 in the 
third quarter. The pace of inventory investment con-
tinued at moderate rates in the quarter despite the 
sharp recovery in the volume of sales of goods since 
the fourth quarter of 1982. 

Quatrième trimestre 
La principale cause de croissance de l'activité réelle au 

quatriéme trimestre a été Ia forte performance des exporta-
tions de marchandises, en hausse de 8.5 % en volume aprés 
une augmentation de 1.2 016 au troisième trimestre. Ccci 
traduit principalement une dernande intérieure finale 
dynamique aux Etats-Unis, laquelle a augmenté en moyenne 
de 1.3 076 par trimestre au cours de l'année 1983. Le ralen-
tissement de Ia reprise au Canada au quatrième trimestre 
est surtout imputable a Ia faiblesse de Ia demande intCrieure 
finale. La baisse de Ia construction résidentielle et des in-
vestissements des entreprises en usines et materiel s'est ac-
centuée au quatrième trimestre, et Ia reprise des dépenses 
de consommation s'est ralentie. En paralléle avec Ic ralen-
tissement de Ia demande intérieure finale, Ia croissance de 
l'emploi rémunéré a fléchi, passant de 1.2 076 au troisième 
trimestre a 0.5 076 au quatrièmc. Les mises en stocks se sont 
poursuivies a un rythme modéré au cours du trimestre, 
malgré Ia forte reprise du volume des ventes de biens depuis 
Ic quatrième trimestre de 1982. 
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The acceleration of export demand was widespread 
across commodity groups with the largest increase 
recorded in exports of motor vehicle products. Import 
demand slowed in the fourth quarter so that the 
nominal merchandise trade balance rose $2.4 billion 
to a level of $18.4 billion at annual rates. With vir -
tually no change in the non-merchandise deficit, net 
exports recorded a $0.4 billion surplus, after a $1.7 
billion deficit in the third quarter. 

The volume of personal expenditures rose 0.8% in 
the fourth quarter, a slight deceleration from the 1 .3% 
increase recorded in the third. Demand for 
automobiles was the major source of strength and pur-
chases of durable goods have surpassed pre-recession 
levels. When automobiles are excluded, personal ex-
penditure on goods was unchanged in the fourth 
quarter (compared to an increase of 1 .0% when they 
are included), indicating that Christmas spending was 
relatively sluggish in 1983. Personal expenditure on ser-
vices continued to grow at moderate rates, up 0.6% 
in the quarter. 

Business fixed investment fell 4.3% in volume in the 
fourth quarter following a decline of 1.5 076 in the third. 
Residential investment dropped 11.9 010 as new hous-
ing construction activity continued to decline follow-
ing the rapid pace of the recovery recorded in the first 
half of 1983. The drop in construction was reinforced 
by declines in the volume of alterations and real estate 
commissions. Renewed weakness was recorded for 
business investment in plant and equipment in the 
fourth quarter. Investment in machinery and equip-
ment fell slightly in volume following two quarters of 
increases. This largely reflected a slowing demand for 
industrial machinery and equipment as expenditures 
on commercial vehicles remained strong. Non-
residential construction continued to decline in the 
fourth quarter, down a further 3.4% in real terms. 

Inventory investment continued at moderate rates 
in the fourth quarter with accumulations recorded for 
virtually all industry groups. As mentioned above, the 
rate of inventory investment has been very sluggish to 
date, relative to the recovery in demand. This slow rate 
of inventory investment may continue into early 1984 
given the most recent business conditions survey where 
the majority of manufacturers judged inventory levels 
to be "about right", despite the low stock-to-sales 
ratio.

Le volume des dépenses personnelles augmente de 0.8 % 
au quatrieme trimestre, soit légérement moms qu'au 
troisième (+ 1.3 %). La demande d'automobiles a été Ia 
principale cause de fermeté alors que les achats de biens 
durables ont dépassé leur niveau d'avant Ia recession. Lors-
que l'on exclut les automobiles, les dépenses personnelles 
en biens demeurent inchangées au quatriéme trimestre (con-
tre une hausse de 1.0 % lorsqu'elles sont prises en compte), 
ce qui denote que les dépenses de Noel ont été relativement 
lentes en 1983. Les dépenses personnelles en services ont con-
tinué d'augmenter a un taux modéré, en hausse de 0.6 010 
pour le trimestre. 

Les dépenses en immobilisations des entreprises diminuent 
de 4.3 11/6 en volume au quatrième trimestre, aprés avoir 
baissé de 1.5 % au troisième. Les investissenients résiden-
tiels chutent de 11.9 076, alors que Ia construction résideii 
tielle neuve continue de se replier après les fortes progre ,  
sions observées au premier semestre de 1983. Cette chute 
se trouve accentuée par une baisse en volume des modifica-
tions et des commissions immobilières. On observe de 
nouveau une faiblesse dans les invest issements des entreprises 
en usines et materiel au quatrième trimestre. Les in-
vestissements en machines et materiel diminuent légèrement 
en volume, après deux trimestres de progressions.

Labour income growth decelerated in tandem with 
employment growth in the fourth quarter, rising only 
0.9%, following an increase of 2.3% in the previous 
quarter. The slowing was attributable to declines in 
the forestry, mining and construction industries due 
to lower employment. The personal savings rate drop-
ped to 12.3 076 in the fourth quarter, a rate more reflec-
tive of the savings flows for the year. The savings rate 
was irregularly high in the third quarter due to the 
delay of personal income tax refunds this year. 

The growth of corporate profits also slowed in the 
fourth quarter rising only 4.2% relative to average in-
creases of 14.5 0/0 in the previous four quarters. While 
the increases in the previous quarters had been large-
ly due to a combination of rising sales and declining 
interest costs, the increase in the fourth quarter was 
mainly attributable to higher sales. Lower profit in-
creases were most evident in retail and wholesale trade 
industries, while the largest increase was recorded in 
the automobile industry.
