1% Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the
cose of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to
their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution
where they can be termed a ‘‘System of National Accounts’’. For pur-
poses of identification, all publications (containing tables of statistics,
descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and
methods) which make up this System will now carry the term *‘System
of National Accounts’’ as a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several parts.
The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure Accounts (includ-
ed with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically speaking,
the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title **National Ac-
counts’’ (National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance
of International Payments data (Catalogue with prefix 67), in their more
summary form, are also part of the System of National Accounts and
they, in fact, pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods and
services in current and constant prices, is portrayed in the Input-Output
tables of the System (Catalogue with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos.
carrying the prefix 16 provide constant dollar measures of the contribu-
tion of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost,
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue with
prehx 14).

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross Domesiic
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of in-
dustrial production. Measures of financial transactions are provided
by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). Types of lenders
and financial instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and
the legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. Levels
of outstanding financial assets and liabilities are published annually as
% major contribution towards a complete national balance sheet.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall conceptually
integrated framework in which the various parts can be considered as
interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct comparisons amongst those
parts which use the establishment as the basic unit and those which use
the legal entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research on enterprise-
company-establishment relationships; it may eventually be feasible to
reclassify the data which are on one basis (say the establishment basis)
to correspond to the units employed on another (the company or the
enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts bears
a close relationship to the international standard as described in the
United Nations publication, A System of National Accounts (Studies
in Methods, Series F, No. 2, Rev, 3, Statistical Office, Department of
Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New York, 1968).

Au stade ac-
tuel de développement, on ne peut faire de comparaison directe entre les
¢léments basés sur I’établissement et ceux qui sont basés sur 'entité juridi-
que que forsque les données sont groupées dans des catégories trés générales.,
Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recherches sur les relations en-
tre I’entreprise, la sociélé et I'établissement. 1l sera peut-étre possible un jour
de reclasser les données établies sur une certaine base (I'établissement par
exemple) de maniére a les faire correspondre aux données établies sur une
autre base (société ou entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systéme de comptabilité nationale du Canada
suit de tres pres la norme internationale exposée dans la publication des Na-
tions Unies intitulée Systéme de comptabilité nationale (Etudes méthodologi-
ques, série F, n© 2, rév. 3, Bureau de statistique, Département des affaires
économiques et sociales, Nations Unies, New York, 1970).

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Annual Changes in GNP and Components
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GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT

First Quarter 1984

Gross National Product rose 2.1% in the first
quarter of 1984 to a level of $411.6 billion, seasonal-
ly adjusted at annual rates. After allowing for a
1.3% increase in overall prices, real GNP increas-
ed 0.8%, down slightly from the 1.2% increase of
the fourth quarter of 1983. Real GNP is now about
1.0% above the level recorded at the peak of ac-
tivity in the second quarter of 1981.

The major source of growth in the quarter was
merchandise exports, up 8.9% in volume terms.
This growth reflected to a large degree the conti-
nuing expansion of the U.S. economy and marks
the second consecutive quarter that a strong U.S.
economy has had a major influence on Canadian
growth through export demand. The impact of the
auto industry on the economy was pervasive as
motor vehicle production and sales played domi-
nant roles in exports, imports, consumer spending
and inventory accumulation and were of major im-
portance in profit growth of non-financial corpora-
tions. Final domestic demand advanced 0.6% with
increases in all of the major components.

The growth in real merchandise exports, down
slightly from the previous quarter, was concentrated
in motor vehicles and parts which accounted for ap-
proximately two-thirds of the increase. Exports of
crude materials such as petroleum and ores also ad-
vanced in the quarter. The growth in merchandise
imports originated mainly in automotive products
and machinery and equipment. The relatively
greater growth of merchandise exports increased the
nominal merchandise trade balance $0.6 billion to
$17.7 billion at annual rates. Since the non-
merchandise deficit increased by a slightly greater
amount, the deficit on goods and services rose to
$0.8 billion from $0.6 billion, seasonally adjusted
at annual rates.

Real expenditures on business investment in plant
and equipment increased 1.3% in the quarter. The
machinery and equipment component advanced
1.9%, a continuation of the upturn which had com-
menced in mid-1983. Sources of supply for these
capital goods included domestic production, im-
ports and inventory drawdowns. The increase in
non residential construction was more moderate,
and included growth in both structures and
cngineering projects. These developments are con-

decline in business fixed investment in 1983 would
not continue in 1984.

Real residential construction was virtually un-
changed following the sharp decline of the fourth
quarter of 1983. The volume of spending on new
dwelling construction fell further, as housing starts
have remained fairly weak following the large
reduction in mid-1983. This lower spending on con-
struction was offset by the growth in real estate
commissions generated in an active market for
resale homes during the quarter. Expenditure on
alterations and improvements also increased
modestly.

Business inventory accumulation moderated to
about two-thirds the rate of the fourth quarter of
1983. In contrast to the widespread nature of the
fourth quarter accumulation, automotive products
held by retailers predominated in the first quarter.
There was also some rebuilding of petroleum inven-
tories, while stocks of wood and paper were reduc-
ed due to the interruption of production caused by
labour disputes in British Columbia. Drawdowns
of durable goods related to machinery and equip-
ment investment also occurred, particularly at the
wholesale level. The stock rebuilding of the past
three quarters has only kept pace with the growth
in demand over that period and stock-to-sales ratios
have not moved significantly away from their
trough levels. The most recent Statistics Canada
business conditions survey underlined the continu-
ing cautious attitude of the manufacturing sector
to inventory build-up when it reported that more
than 90% of firms surveyed thought finished goods
stocks were either too high or about right.

The volume of personal expenditure rose 0.5%
in the first quarter, down from the 0.9% increase
in the previous quarter. Strong growth in demand
for durable goods was almost entirely autos and
auto related, as it was in the fourth quarter of 1983.
Most other categories of durable expenditure fell
in the first quarter. Spending on semi-durables
(especially clothing) and non-durables declined
while services spending recorded a moderate
increase.

Labour income growth slowed to a 0.8% increase
in the first quarter, down from 1.0% in the fourth,
reflecting a slower pace of employment growth. A
rise in personal expenditure in excess of income
growth reduced the personal saving rate to 11.7%
from the previous quarter’s 12.6%.

Corporate profits rose 8.0% compared (o 2.6%
in the fourth quarter. Profit growth of financial cor-
porations was strong while a moderate rate of in-
crease prevailed for non- financial corporationsfor
the second consecutive quarter. Within these cor-
porations, the main impetus to profit growth was
the automobile industry. While profits of industrial
corporations continued to grow, pre-tax profit
margins remained virtually unchanged.

Revisions

The most significant revisions to previously
published annual estimates occurred in labour in-
come, corporation profits, income of non-farm
unincorporated business including rent, gross fix-
ed capital formation, inventories, and provincial
government revenues and expenditures.

For labour income, revisions were the result of
the incorporation of the Department of National
Revenue tabulation of wages and salaries from
“T-4” forms submitted by employers for 1982 and
more recent information on supplementary labour
income. Changes in corporate profits and deprecia-
tion resulted from the 1981 taxation data bench-
marks and revised 1982 and 1983 projections.
Higher estimates of capital expenditure reflected in-
corporation of the results of the survey of Public
and Private Investment. Other changes were due to
revised source data.

In addition to the annual revisions, monthly ex-
port and import data are now seasonally adjusted
by commodity rather than at the total level.
