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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the
close of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to
their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution
where they can be termed a **System of National Accounts’’. For pur-
poses of identification, all publications (containing tables of statistics,
descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and
methods) which make up this System will now carry the term ““System
of National Accounts'’ as a gencral title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several parts.
The annual and quarterly income and Expenditure Accounts (includ-
ed with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically speaking,
the first set of statistics to be referred to with the title ‘*National Ac-
counts’* (National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance
of International Payments data (Catalogue with prefix 67), in their more
summary form, are also part of the System of National Accounts and
they, in fact, pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods and
services in current and constant prices, is portrayed in the Input-Output
tables of the System (Catalogue with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos.
carrying the prefix 16 provide constant dollar measures of the contribu-
tion of cach industry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost.
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue with
prefix 14).

Haoth the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross Domestic
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of in-
dustrial production. Measures of financial transactions are provided
by Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). Types of lenders
and financial instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and
the legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. Levels
of outstanding financial assets and liabilities are published annually as
a major contribution towards a complete national balance sheet.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall conceptually
integrated framework in which the various parts can be considered as
interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct comparisons amongst those
parts which use the establishment as the basic unit and those which use
the legal entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research on enterprise-
company-establishment relationships; it may eventually be feasible to
reclassify the data which are on one basis (say the establishment basis)
to correspond to the units employed on another (the company or the
enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts bears
a close relationship to the international standard as described in the
United Nations publication, A System of National Accounts (Studies
in Methods, Series F, No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of
Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New York, 1968).

LE SYSTEME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALL

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait 1'objet depuis la fin de la
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de pubications portant sur leurs
¢léements constitutifs. lls ont connu une telle évolution qu'on peut mainte-
nant les qualifier de '*Systéme de comptabilité nationale’*. Aux fins d’iden-
tification, toutes les publications qui font partie du systéme (elles contien-
nent des tableaux statistiques, la description du cadre théorique et I’explica-
tion des sources et des méthodes) porteront désormais le titre général de
“‘Systéme de comptabilité nationale’’.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs
catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestricls des revenus et
des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le n© de catalogue com-
mence par 13) ont constitué le premier ensemble de statistiques a étre con-
nu sous le titre de “‘Comptes nationaux'’ (Comptes nationaux, revenus et
dépenses). Les données sur la balance canadienne des paiements interna-
tionaux (n© de catalogue commengant par 67) font également partie, sous
leur forme sommaire, du systeme de comptabilité nationale; elles ont méme
existé avant les comptes des revenus et des dépenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de biens el ser-
vices aux prix du marché et en dollars constants figure dans les tableaux
d'entrées-sorties du systéme (n© de catalogue commengant par 15). Les
publications dont les numéros de catalogue commencent par 6! compren-
nent les mesures en dollars constants de I'apport de chaque branche d'ac-
tivité au total du produit intérieur brut au cout des facteurs. Un rapport
est établi entre les entrées et sorties dans les études de productivité (publica-
tions dont le n© de catalogue commence par 14).

L'établissement est 'unité primaire de production industrielle tant dans
les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les estimations du produit intérieur
brut par activité économique. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications
dont les nOS de catalogue commencent par 13) mesurent les opérations finan-
citres. Les catégories de préteurs et d'instruments financiers forinent les
éléments de base de ces statistiques et la personne morale csi le point de
départ du classemeni des agents économiques. Les niveaux des actifs et passifs
financiers en circulation sont disponibles annucllement; ils constituent un
élément important d’un bilan national exhaustif,

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble conceptuelle-
ment intégré dans lequel les diverses catégories de comptes peuvent étre con-
sidérées comme des sous-systémes étroitement liés entre eux. Au stade ac-
tuel de développement, on ne peut faire de comparaison directe entre les
éléments basés sur |'établissement et ceux qui sont basés sur 1'entité juridi-
que que lorsque les données sont groupées dans des catégories trés générales.
Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recherches sur les relations en-
tre I'entreprise, la société et I'établissement. 11 sera peut-étre possible un jour
de reclasser les données établies sur une certaine base (I'établissement par
exemple) de maniére & les faire correspondre aux données établies sur une
autre base (société ou entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systeme de comptabilité nationale du Canada
suit de trés prés la norme internationale exposée dans la publication des Na-
tions Unies intitulée Systéme de comptabilité nationale (Etudes méthodologi-
ques, série F, n0 2, rév, 3, Bureau de statistique, Département des affaires
économiques et sociales, Nations Unies, New York, [970).

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Introduction

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT

Preliminary Annual and Fourth Quarter 1984

Gross National Product rose 1.4% in the fourth quarter
of 1984 to a level of $429.9 billion, seasonally adjusted at
annual rates. Afier allowing for a 0.8% increase in prices,
the volume of GNP rose 0.6% in the fourth quarter, after a
strong 1.6% gain in the third. For the year as a whole,
Gross National Product increased 7.8%. Discounting a
moderate 3.0% price increase, real GNP rose 4.7%, com-
pared to 3.3% in 1983. On a domestic basis the growth rate
was closer 1o 5%; on either basis, the increase is the
largest since 1976.

Much of the increase in economic activity in 1984
originated in sales of motor vehicle products. Half of the
increase in export demand was in these commodities.
Higher car purchases continued to drive sales of durable
goods upward at a rapid rate, and purchases of commercial
vehicles rose strongly. Aside from the gains in motor
vehicle sales, demand rose slowly in most sectors of the
economy. Consumer spending on semi-durable goods and
on services rose at rates similar to 1983. Business invest-
ment in plant and equipment changed little in 1984 follow-
ing two years of steep decline, and housing construction
fell. By year end, overall, final domestic demand had only
just regained its 1981 peak. Following the substantial
contribution to growth in output in 1983 by post-recession
stock rebuilding, inventories grew in line with sales through
most of 1984. Price inflation continued to moderate, as the
GNE implicit price index decelerated from a 5.5% increase
in 1983 to 3.0% in 1984, the smallest annual increase since
1971.

In real terms, the strongest rates of growth during the
year were recorded in the external sector. Exports of goods
and services rose nearly 20% while imports rose over 15%.
In nominal terms, both merchandise exports and imports
rose by nearly 25%, resulting in an increase in the mer-
chandise trade balance of $3.1 billion. This was largely
offset by a deterioration in the non-merchandise deficit,
mainly due to a higher net outflow of interest and dividend
payments, so that the overall balance of trade in goods and
services rose slightly to $1.2 billion.

Consumer demand rose 3.4% in volume, about the
same rate as in 1983. A surge in demand for durable goods
early in 19684 helped to boost purchases for the year as a
whole by 11.0%, almost the same rate as in 1983. The gain
in durable goods was concentrated in vehicle sales, as in
1983, while demand for furniture and appliances levelied off
at a time of weak housing activity.

Introduction

PRODUIT NATIONAL BRUT

Estimations annuelles provisoires et quatrieme trimestre
1984

Aprés désaisonnalisation au taux annuel, le produit national brut
augmente de 1.4% au quatriéme trimestre de 1984 pour atteindre
$429.9 milliards. Compte tenu d'une hausse des prix de 0.8%,
I'augmentation en volume du PNB est de 0.6%, faisant suite a une
progression de 1.6% au troisiéme trimestre. Pour I'ensemble de
I'année, le produit national brut augmente de 7.8%. Aprés correc-
tion d'une augmentation modérée des prix de 3.0%, le PNB réel
progresse de 4.7%, contre 3.3% en 1983. Le taux de croissance est
plus prés de 5% sur une base intérieure; sur une base nationale ou
intérieure, la hausse est la plus forte depuis 1976.

La plus grande partie de I'augmentation de I'activité économique
en 1984 émane des produits automobiles; la moitié de I'accroisse-
ment de la demande a I'exportation est imputable a ces derniers. La
hausse des achats de voitures a continué de pousser a la hausse
les dépenses de biens durables a un rythme rapide, tandis que les
ventes de véhicules commerciaux augmentaient fortement. A part
la progression des ventes de véhicules, la demande s'est accrue
lentement dans la plupart des secteurs de I'économie. Les déepen-
ses de consommation en biens semi-durables et en services
augmentent a des taux semblables a ceux de 1983. Les investisse-
ments des entreprises en usines et matériel restent pratiquement
inchangés en 1984, aprés deux années de fortes baisses; on note
une diminution de I'activité dans le secteur de la construction
résidentielle. En fin d’année, la demande intérieure finale avait a
peine retrouve son sommet de 1981. Alors que la reconstitution des
stocks aprés la récession avait joué un role appréeciable dans la
croissance de la production en 1983, ceux-ci ont suivi les ventes
pendant la majeure partie de I'année. Le taux d'inflation a continué
de ralentir, I'indice implicite de prix de la DNB s’étant accru de 3.0%
en 1984 contre 5.5% en 1983, I'augmentation annuelle ia pius faible

depuis 1971.

En termes reels, les plus forts taux de croissance au cours de
I'année s’observent dans le secteur extérieur. Les exportations de
biens et services s'accroissent de prés de 20% alors que les
importations augmentent de plus de 15%. En termes nominaux, les
exportations et les importations de marchandises augmentent
toutes deux de prés de 25%, résultant en une augmentation de $3.1
milliards du solde du commerce de marchandises. Celle-ci est
neutralisée dans une large mesure par la dégradation du déficit sur
invisibles, surtout imputable a un accroissement des sorties nettes
sous forme de paiements d'intéréts et de dividendes; le solde de
I'ensemble du commerce en biens et services s'est donc accru
leégérement, atteignant $1.2 milliard.

La demande de consommation augmente de 3.4% en volume, a
peu prés autant qu'en 1983. Une poussée de la demande de biens
durables en début d'année a servi a relever les achats de 11.0%
pour I'ensemble de I'année, taux semblable & celui de 1983. La
progression dans les biens durables touche surtout les ventes de
véhicules comme en 1983, alors que la demande de meubles et
d'articles ménagers plafonne en raison de la faiblesse de I'activité
dans le secteur résidentiel.



Residential construction declined 3.8% in 1984, follow-
ing a strong recovery in 1983. Weakness in housing
demand was particularly evident in western Canada. The
softness in demand conditions for housing was reflected in
only a 1% gain in prices; in 1984 the implicit price index for
residential construction was still slightly below its 1982
level.

Business investment in plant and equipment rose mar-
ginally in volume to $18.3 billion. Following two years of
substantial decline, this left the share of GNE devoted to
plant and equipment at 13% in 1984, compared to a peak
of 17% in 1981. The restraint in capital spending coincided
with substantial excess capacity in most industries and with
the efforts of firms to restructure balance sheets.

The change in non-farm business inventories was about
$1 billion in constant dollars, contributing substantially less
to the growth of real GNP in 1984 than in 1983. Moderate
stock accumulation was evident in virtually all industries
with the result that the aggregate stock-to-sales ratio was
essentially unchanged during the year.

Wages, salaries, and supplementary labour income
increased by 6.1% in 1984, up slightly from the gain in
1983. Over the past two years, the share of labour income
has eased from 57.9% to 55.2%. The slower growth of
labour income reflects a marked deceleration of negotiated
wage settlements and continued restraint in demand for
full-time employees, notably in goods-producing industries
where employment has not returned to pre-recession
levels.

Corporate profits before taxes rose 21.3% in 1984 to a
level of $39.7 billion. The share of profits in GNP continued
to recover slowly and now stands at 9.4% compared to
8.4% in 1983 and 5.9% in 1982.

The total government sector deficit, on a national ac-
counts basis, rose $2.6 billion, to a level of $26.9 billion in
1984. Total government revenue increased by 10.1%, as a
result of higher indirect taxes, investment income and
corporate taxes. Total expenditures rose by 10.1%, as it
did in 1983, with slower rates of increase in spending on
goods and services and transter payments to persons
offsetting rapidly growing interest payments on the public
debt.

Fourth Quarter Detail

A slowdown of real GNP growth in the fourth quarter to
0.6%, from the rapid gain of 1.6% in the third, reflected a
slowing of export demand and inventory accumulation.
Much of the upsurge in growth in the third quarter had
originated in exports, particularly in the motor vehicle
sector. Strikes in the auto industry limited its contribution to
growth in the fourth quarter, after dominating growth
through most of 1984. Higher consumer spending led a
0.9% increase in final domestic demand. while housing
expenditures slackened and business investment in plant
and equipment remained weak.
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La construction résidentielle baisse de 3.8% en 1984, aprés un
redressement marqué en 1983. La faiblesse de la demande ds
logements s'observe en particulier dans I'ouest du pays. L'hésita-
tion de la demande sur le marché du logement se retrouve dans la
faible augmentation des prix (1%); I'indice implicite de prix de la
construction résidentielle en 1984 demeure légérement en-dessous
de son niveau de 1982.

Les investissements des entreprises en usines et mateériel aug-
mentent trés peu en volume, a $18.3 milliards; aprés deux annees
de fortes baisses, leur part dans la DNB s'établit maintenant a 13%
en 1984, contre un sommet de 17% en 1981. La modération des
dépenses d'investissement coincide avec I'existence d'une capaci-
té excédentaire importante dans la plupart des branches d'activité
et avec les efforts des entreprises pour restructurer leurs bilans.

La variation des inventaires commerciaux non agricoles s’éléve
a environ $1 milliard en dollars constants, contribuant beaucoup
moins a la croissance du PNB en 1884 qu’en 1983. On observe des
mises en stocks modérées dans la plupart des branches d'activite,
ce qui laisse le ratio global des stocks aux ventes a peu prés
inchangé au cours de I'année.

La remunération des salariés augmente de 6.1% en 1984, soitun
peu plus qu'en 1983. Au cours des deux derniéres années, la part
du revenu du travail dans le PNB est tombée de 57.9% a 55.2%. La
croissance plus lente du revenu du travail traduit la décéleration
marquée des ententes salariales négociées et la demande toujours
faible de travailleurs a plein temps, notamment dans les branches
productrices de biens ou I'emploi n'a pas retrouvé son niveau
d’avant la récession.

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impdts s'accroissent de 21.3%
en 1984 pour atteindre $39.7 milliards. La part des profits dans e
PNB continue de remonter lentement et s’éléve maintenant a 9.4°%,
contre 8.4% en 1983 et 5.9% en 1982.

Le déficit de I'ensemble du secteur des administrations publi-
ques, sur la base des comptes nationaux, augmente de $2.6
milliards pour atteindre $26.9 milliards en 1984. Le total des
recettes publiques est en hausse de 10.1%, en raison de I'augmen-
tation des impdts indirects, des revenus de placements et des
imp6ts des sociétés. Le total des dépenses s’'accroit de 10.1%,
comme en 1983, alors qu'un taux d’accroissement plus lent des
paiements de transfert aux particuliers et des dépenses en biens et
services est venu compenser la hausse rapide des paiements
d’intéréts sur la dette publique.

Quatrieme trimestre de 1984

Le ralentissement de la croissance du PNB réel au quatriéme
trimestre (0.6%), comparativement a la progression rapide de 1.6%
observée au troisieme, rend compte d'un relachement de la
demande a I'exportation et des mises en stocks. La majeure partie
de la poussée de croissance au troisiéme trimestre provenait des
exportations, notamment dans le secteur automobile. Les gréves
dans ce dernier secteur ont toutefois limité sa contribution a la
croissance au quatriéme, aprés I'avoir alimentée pendant la plus
grande partie de 1984. Des dépenses de consommation accrues
dominent I'accroissement de 0.9% de la demande intérieure finale
alors que les dépenses en logements et les immobilisations des
antreprises en usines et matérie! restent faibles



Foliowing exceptional growth over the first three quar-
ters of the year, the volume of total exports declined by
2.2% in the fourth quarter. Most of the decline reflected
lower exports of motor vehicle products, as well as slowing
American industrial demand for many fabricated materials.
The real balance of trade in goods and services continued
to rise however, as import demand declined by 3.5% in the
quarter. The drop reflected weak demand for machinery
and equipment as well as lower imports of motor vehicle
parts.

In real terms, consumer demand rebounded from a weak
third quarter to post a 1.4% gain in the fourth, the largest
quarterly gain of the year. Spending on durable goods led
the upturn, as car sales recovered from a decline in the
third quarter and as numerous price reductions continued
to stimulate demand for a number of the other durable
components. Demand for semi-durable goods also recov-
ered from a dip in the previous quarter, rising 1.1%. The
growth of consumption of non-durable goods and services
picked up slightly to 0.8% and 1.3% respectively.

Residential construction expenditures declined by 2.4%
in the fourth quarter. This drop offset the slow gains earlier
in the year, and left the level of residential construction little
changed from the fourth quarter of 1983. The decline
reflected lower work-put-in-place, as total housing starts
dropped by 17.4% in the quarter.

The volume of business investment in plant and equip-
ment was little changed in the fourth quarter, after a
marginal gain in the third. The level of business investment
was essentially unchanged from a year earlier, as outlays
for both non-residential construction and machinery and
equipment remained weak.

The hesitancy of firms to increase capital spending also
was evident in the change in non-farm business invento-
ries, which was $256 million, the smallest accumulation in
over a year. The restraint in stock accumulation was most
evident in the retail and manutacturing industries, particu-
larly in reduced holdings of raw materials.

Corporate profits before taxes rose 4.4% in the fourth
quarter, the first increase since the first quarter. Much of
the increase appears to have originated in windfall inven-
tory gains, notably in the petroleum industry where price
increases resuited, in part, from an increase in the petro-
leum compensation charge.

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income
slowed to 1.5% growth from close to 2.0% in the previous
two quarters. Most of the slowdown originated in lower
employment growth. Personal disposable income grew
1.3% in the fourth quarter, less rapidly than consumer
outlays, resulting in a decline in the personal savings to
12.5%.

The government sector deficit, on a national accounts
basis, decreased $2.5 billion to a seasonally adjusted rate
of $27.2 billion in the fourth quarter. Government revenues
advanced 4.6%, as a result of increases in corporate taxes,
indirect taxes (reflecting a rise in the manufacturer's sales
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Aprés une croissance exceptionnelle au cours des trois premiers
trimestres, le volume des exportations baisse de 2.2% au quatrie-
me. La plus grande partie de cette baisse traduit la diminution des
exportations de produits automobiles ainsi que le ralentissement de
la demande industrielle aux Etats-Unis pour un grand nombre de
matiéres travaillees. Le solde commercial réel des biens et services
continue d’augmenter cependant, puisque la demande a I'importa-
tion baisse de 3.5% au cours du trimestre. Cette diminution traduit
la faiblesse de la demande de machines et materiel ainsi qu’un repli
des importations de piéces automobiles.

En termes réels, la demande de consommation se redresse
apres un faible troisieme trimestre pour afficher une progression de
1.4% au quatriéme, la plus forte de I'année. Les dépenses en biens
durables dominent cette reprise avec I'amélioration des ventes de
voitures qui avaient baissé au troisiéme, et alors que de nombreu-
ses réductions de prix continuent de stimuler la demande pour
d’autres biens durables. La demande de biens semi-durables se
redresse également aprés le repli du trimestre précédent et aug-
mente de 1.1%. La croissance de la consommation en biens non
durables et en services reprend légerement, s'établissant a 0.8% et
1.3% respectivement.

Les dépenses en construction résidentielle se replient de 2.4%
au quatriéme trimestre, ce qui neutralise les faibles progressions
plus tét au cours de I'année et laisse le niveau de la construction
résidentielle pratiquement inchangé par rapport au quatriéme
trimestre de 1983. La diminution rend compte de Ia baisse des
travaux mis en place, car les mises en chantier de logements au
total diminuent de 17.4% au cours du trimestre.

Le volume des investissements des entreprises en usines et
matériel reste pratiquement inchangé au quatriéme trimestre, aprés
une augmentation minime au troisiéme. Leur niveau ne change
pratiquement pas par rapport a |'année précédente, étant donné la
faiblesse des dépenses en construction non résidentielle et en
machines et matériel.

L'hésitation des entreprises a accroitre les dépenses en capital
s'observe eégalement dans la variation des stocks commerciaux non
agricoles, qui s’éleve a $256 millions, 1a plus faible accumulation en
plus d'un an. L’accumulation modeérée des stocks se manifeste
surtout au niveau du commerce de détail et dans la fabrication ot
sont maintenus de stocks réduits de matiéres brutes.

Les bénéfices des sociétées avant impdts augmentent de 4.4% au
quatriéme trimestre, pour la premiére fois depuis le premier trimes-
tre. La majeure partie de cette augmentation semble provenir d’une
croissance imprévue des gains sur stocks, notamment dans l'indus-
trie pétroliére ou les prix ont augmenté, entre autres, a cause du
relevement de la taxe d'indemnisation pétroliére.

Aprés avoir été proche de 2.0% au cours des deux trimestres
précédents, (a croissance de la rémunération des salariés tombe a
1.5%. L'essentiel de ce ralentissement est imputable a une diminu-
tion de la croissance de |'emploi. Le revenu personnel disponible
s’accroit de 1.3% au quatrieme trimestre, moins rapidement que les
dépenses des consommateurs, ce qui fait baisser le taux d'épargne
personnelle & 12.5%.
