In Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since the 
close of the Second World War in a series of publications relating to 
their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage of evolution 
where they can be termed a "System of National Accounts". For pur-
poses of identification, all publications (containing tables of statistics, 
descriptions of conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and 
methods) which make up this System will now carry the term "System 
of National Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of several parts. 
The annual and quarterly Inconte and Expenditure Accounts (includ-
ed with Catalogue carrying the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, 
the first Set of statistics to be referred to with the title "National Ac-
counts" (National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). The Balance 
of Intemational Payments data (Catalogue with prefix 67), in their more 
summary form, are also part of the System of National Accounts and 
they, in fact, pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on goods and 
services in current and constant prices, is portrayed in the Input-Output 
tables of the System (Catalogue with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos. 
carrying the prefix 16 provide constant dollar measures of the contribu-
tion of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost. 
Inputs and outputs are related in Productivity Studies (Catalogue with 
prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross Domestic 
Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary unit of in-
dustrial production. Measures of financial transactions are provided 
by Financial flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). Types of lenders 
and financial instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and 
the legal entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. Levels 
of outstanding financial assets and liabilities are published annually as 
a major contribution towards a complete national balance sheet. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall conceptually 
integrated framework in which the various parts can be considered as 
interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct comparisons amongst those 
parts which use the establishment as the basic unit and those which use 
the legal entity can be carried out only at highly aggregated levels of 
data. However, Statistics Canada is continuing research on enterprise-
company-establishment relationships; it may eventually be feasible to 
reclassify the data which are on one basis (say the establishment basis) 
to correspond to the units employed on another (the company or the 
enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National Accounts bears 
a close relationship to the international standard as described in the 
United Nations publication, A System of National Accounts (Studies 
in Methods, Series F, No. 2, Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of 
Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New York, 1968).

Au Canada, let comptes nationaux ont fait l'objet depuis Ia fin de Ia 
Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une sCrie de pubications portant sur leurs 
élémenis constitutifs. Ils ont connu une telle evolution qu'on peut mainte-
nant let qualifier de "Système de comptabilité nationale". Aux fins d'iden-
tification, toutes les publications qui font partie do système (dIes contien-
nent des tableaux statistiques, Ia description du cadre thCorique et l'explica-
tion des sources et des méthodes) porteront dCsormais Ic litre gCnéral de 
"Système de comptabilitC nationale". 

Le système de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en plusieurs 
categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimestriels des revenus et 
des dépenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le node catalogue com-
mence par 13) ont constitué le premier ensemble de statistiques a être con-
nu sous le titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes nationaux, revenus et 
dCpenses). Let données sur Ia balance canadienne des paiements interna-
tionaux (n0  de catalogue commencant par 67) font également partie, sous 
leur forme sommaire, du système de comptabilité nationale; dies ont même 
existé avant les comptes des revenus et des dépenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillCe d'industries et de biens et ser-
vices aux prix du marché et en dollars constants figure dans les tableaux 
d'entrées-sorties du système (nO de catalogue commençant par IS). Les 
publications dont les numéros de catalogue commencent par 61 compren-
nent les mesures en dollars constants de l'apport de chaque branche d'ac-
tivitC au total du produit intérieur brut au coOt des facteurs. Un rapport 
est établi entre les entrées et sorties dans let etudes de productivité (publica-
tions dont Ic no de catalogue commence par 14). 

L'établissement est l'unité primaire de production industrielle tant dans 
les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les estimations du produit intérieur 
brut par activité économique. Let comptes de flux financiers (publications 
dont les nos de catalogue commencent par 13) mesurent les operations finan-
cières. Les categories de préteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les 
ClCments de base de ces statistiques et Ia personne morale est le point de 
depart du classement des agents economiques. Les niveaux des actifs et passifs 
financiers en circulation toni disponibles annuellement; ils constituent un 
Clement important d'un bilan national exhaustif. 

Le système de comptabilitC nationale constitue un ensemble conceptuelle-
ment intCgre dans lequel let diverses categories de comptes peuvent être con-
sidérées comme des sous-systémes étroitement lies entre eux. Au stade ac-
tuel de développement, on ne peut faire de comparaison directe entre les 
élCments bases sur l'établissement et ceux qui sont bases sur I'entitC juridi-
que que lorsque let données sont groupées dans des categories trés generales. 
Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recherches sur les relations en-
Ire l'entreprise, Ia sociCtC et l'établissement. ti sera peut-être possible on jour 
de reclasser let donnCes Ctablies sur une certaine base (l'Ctablissement par 
exemple) de manière a let faire correspondre aux donnCes établies sur une 
autre base (société ou entreprise).

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Introduction 

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT 

First Quarter 1985 

A comprehensive revision and rebasing of the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts, going back to 1961, is underway. 
The current schedule ca/Is for re/ease of these estimates in 
June, 1986. As a result, the complete revision of the 
estimates for the 1981-84 period that would customarily be 
published at time has not been carried out. Revisions have 
been limited to the incorporation of the latest estimates of 
capital spending for 1983 and 1984 and, for all other series, 
to the incorporation of more current source data and 
revised seasonal patterns for 1984. 

Gross National Product at market prices rose by 2.4% in 
the first quarter of 1985 to a level of $441.0 billion, 
seasonally adjusted at annual rates. After allowing for a 
1.5% increase in prices, this represented a 0.9% rise in the 
volume of GNP, following increases of 1.6% and 0.8% in 
the third and fourth quarters of 1984 respectively. 

The principal sources of growth occurred in higher 
consumer spending on goods and housing and an accumu-
ation of inventories. The upturn of consumer demand 

followed a drop in interest rates in the second half of 1984 
and coincided with unusually large income tax refunds in 
March. A marginal decline in exported goods largely orig-
inated in the United States, despite a recovery of motor 
vehicle activity there, following strikes in the fourth quarter. 
Business investment in plant and equipment recorded little 
change and remains near the trough levels reached in 
1983. 

In terms of factor incomes, continued moderate growth 
was evident in both labour income and corporate profits 
before taxes. Total labour income rose 1.5%  in line with the 
average increase in the past four quarters. Corporate 
profits increased 1.9% in the first quarter, comparable to 
the average of the past four quarters. The share of GNP 
accruing to labour income (54.8%) and corporate profits 
(9.5%) were virtually unchanged from a year earlier. 

Consumer expenditure on goods and services rose 1.1% 
in volume in the first quarter, as a 1.70/6 increase for goods 
outweighed sluggish spending on services (0.3%). The first 
quarter gain in expenditure on goods was concentrated in 
spending on automotive goods, clothing, food, and home 
heating fuels. The weakness in outlays on services was 
widespread.

PRODUIT NATIONAL BRUT 

Premier trimestre de 1985 

Une revision complete et un changement de base des comptes 
nationaux des revenus et des depenses remontant jusqu 'en 1961 
sont en cours; ces estimations devraient paraitre en juin 1986. Pour 
cette raison, Ia revision complete des estimations de Ia période 
1981-1984, qui normalement aurait dU sortir a ce moment-cl, n'a 
pas été faite. Les revisions ont été limitées a l'incorporation des 
dernières estimations des depenses en capital pour 1983 et 1984 
et, pour toutes les autres series, a l'incorpora lion de données plus 
a jour et de tendances saisonnières révisées pour 1984. 

AprOs désaisonnalisation au taux annuel, le produit national brut 
aux prix du marché augmente de 2.4% au premier trimestre de 
1985 pour atteindre $441.0 milliards. Compte tenu d'une hausse 
des prix de 1.5%, il s'agit dune augmentation de 0.9% en volume 
du PNB, aprés des progressions aux troisième et quatrième 
trimestres de 1984 respectivement de 1.6% et 0.80/6. 

Les principales causes de croissance sont un redressement de 
Ia demande de logements et de biens de consommation et une 
accumulation des stocks. La reprise de Ia demande des consomma-
teurs fait suite a une baisse des faux d'intérOt au second semestre 
de 1984 et coincide avec des remboursements d'impOts inhabituel-
lement élevés en mars. La baisse minime des exportations de biens 
est imputable principalement au commerce avec Ies Etats-Unis, 
malgré une reprise là-bas dans le secteur automobile aprés les 
grOves du quatrieme trimestre. Les investissements des entreprises 
en usines et materiel restent pratiquement inchangés et demeurent 
prés des creux enregistrOs en 1983. 

S'agissant des revenus des facteurs, on note une croissance 
toujours moderée du revenu du travail et des bénéfices des 
sociOtés avant impôts. Le revenu total du travail s'accroit de 1.5%, 
a peu prOs autant que Ia moyenne des quatre trimestres prOcé-
dents. Les bénéf ices des sociétés augmentent de 1 .9% au premier 
trimestre, un rythme comparable a Ia moyenne des quatre trimes-
tres precedents. La part du PNB allant au revenu du travail (54.8%) 
et aux bénOfices des sociOtes (9.5%) reste pratiquement inchangée 
par rapport a un an plus tOt. 

Les dépenses en biens et services de consommation augmentent 
de 1.1% en volume au premier trimestre, alors qu'un accroissement 
de 1.70/6 de Ia demande de biens compense l'inerlie des dOpenses 
au titre des services (0.3%). L'augmentation des dOpenses en biens 
au premier trimestre touche surtout les produits automobiles, 
l'habillement, l'alimentation et les combustibles. La faiblesse des 
dOpenses en services est gOnèralisOe. 
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While the first quarter gain in overall consumer demand 
was comparable to the average quarterly increase in the 
past year, the coincidence of large income tax refunds and 
increased retail sales in March suggest that part of the 
increase may be irregular in nature. 

Real gross fixed capital formation rose 0.9% in total in 
the first quarter, with virtually all of the gain originating in 
residential construction. Housing expenditures increased 
5.1%, the largest gain since mid-1983. Sharply higher 
realestate commissions on sales of existing houses, re-
flecting a second consecutive quarterly gain, outweighed a 
small decline in new housing construction. 

Business investment in plant and equipment was little 
changed in volume for the fifth consecutive quarter. Higher 
outlays for machinery and equipment were counter-
balanced by lower spending on non-residential construc-
tion. Total business investment in plant and equipment has 
recovered only 2.1% since the trough attained in mid-1983, 
and, in the first quarter, remained 21% below the pre-
recession peak. The nominal level of total outlays for plant 
and equipment in the first quarter was 2.5% above the 
average level in 1984, which is broadly consistent with the 
8.2°Io gain in the Public and Private Investment forecast 
survey results for 1985. 

Following a small decumulation in the fourth quarter, 
non-farm business inventories swung up $1.4 billion to an 
accumulation of $1.2 billion in the first quarter. Much of the 
swing occurred in automobile stocks at the retail level, 
coircident with the sharp increase in passenger car im-
ports. Inventories in the manufacturing sector were little 
changed, as a reduction in raw materials and in goods-
in-process offset a build-up of finished goods. 

Real exports of goods and services rose marginally, and 
the volume of merchandise exports edged down 0.8% in 
the first quarter. The level of exports was little changed 
from the level attained in the third quarter of 1984, when 
exports rose over 7.0%. Most of the flattening-out in export 
demand over the last two quarters originated in shipments 
to the United States, with little offset forthcoming from 
overseas demand. In terms of volume, the first quarter 
merchandise decline originated in continued weak demand 
for a number of primary commodities and end products. 

Imports of goods and services rose 4.5%, to more than 
recoup a 1.6% decline in the previous quarter. Nearly all of 
the first quarter rebound in merchandise imports was in 
passenger cars. Most of the remaining components of end 
product imports declined modestly, notably those related to 
household demand and business investment in machinery 
and equipment. 

Bien que Ia progression de Ia demande des consommateurs au 
premier trimestre se compare a Ia croissance trimestrielle moyenne 
au cours de l'annèe ecoulée, les importants remboursements 
d'impots sur le revenu et Ia hausse des ventes au detail en mars 
semblent indiquer qu'une partie de cette augmentation pourrait être 
circonstancielle. 

La formation brute do capital fixe rèelle augmente de 0.9% au 
premier trimestre; cette augmentation provient presque entièrement 
de Ia construction résidentielle. Les dépenses en logements s'ac-
croissent de 5.1%, soit Ia plus forte hausse depuis le milieu de 
1983. Une forte augmentation des commissions immobilières sur le 
marché de Ia revente, en hausse pour un deuxième trimestre 
consécutif, vient compenser une légère baisse de Ia construction do 
logements neufs. 

Les investissements des entreprises en usines et materiel de-
meurerit pratiquement inchanges en volume pour le cinquièrne 
trimestre consécutif. L'augmentation des dépenses en machines et 
materiel est annulée par une baisse des dépenses au titre do Ia 
construction non résidentielle. Le total des investissements des 
entreprises en usinos et materiel na regagné que 2.1% seulement 
depuis le creux atteint au milieu de 1983, et, au premier trimestre 
de 1985, est infèrieur de 21% a son sommet d'avant Ia recession. 
En valeur nominale, les déperises totales en usines et materiel au 
premier trimestre depassent de 2.5% le niveau moyen de 1984, ce 
qui est conforme dans I'ensemble a Ia hausse do 8.2% prévue pour 
1985 dans l'enquBte sur les investissements privés et publics. 

Après une légère baisse au quatrième trimestre. les stocks 
commerciaux non agricoles augmentent do $1.4 milliard, ce qui 
traduit une accumulation de $1.2 milliard au premier trimestre de 
1985. Une grande partie du revirement touche les stocks dautomo 
biles dans le commerce de detail, ce qui coincide avec Ia forte 
hausse des importations de voitures. Les stocks du secteur de Ia 
fabrication derneurent pratiquement inchangés, Ia reduction dos 
stocks de matières brutes et de produits en cours neutralisant 
I'augmentation dans les produits finis. 

Les exportations rOelles de biens et services augmentent de 
facon minime, tandis que le volume des exportations de marchandi-
ses so replie de 0.89/6 au premier trimestre. Le niveau des exporta-
tions est pratiquement inchange par rapport a celui du troisième 
trimestre do 1984, alors que les exportations s'ètaient accrues de 
plus de 7.00/6. La plus grande partie de Ia stabilisation de Ia 
demande a l'exportation au cours des deux derniers trimestres est 
attribuable aux Iivraisons vers los Etats-Unis, sans quo Ia demande 
outre-mer vienne compenser ce mouvement. La baisse en volume 
des marchandises au premier trimestre s'explique par une deman-
do toujours taible pour un certain nombre de marchandises primal-
res et de produits finals. 

Les importations de biens et de services augmentent de 4.5%, 
effacant ainsi Ia baisse de 1.6% du trimestre précédent. Presque 
toute Ia reprise des importations de marchandises au premier 
trimestre est imputable aux voitures. La plupart des autres compo-
santes des importations de produits finals enregistrent un leger 
recul, notamment celles reliées a Ia demande des ménages et aux 
investissements des entreprises en machines et materiel. 
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The implicit price index for GNE rose by 1.5% in the first 
quarter, while the year-over-year rate of increase remained 
stable at about 3.3%. A large part of the increase originated 
in export prices, which recovered 2.6% after a 2.3% decline 
in the second half of 1984, largely reflecting weight shifts 
among the components. 

The 1.5% gain in total labour income contributed to a 
2.0% increase in total personal incomes. Personal dispos-
able income expanded 3.2%, as personal income taxes 
declined by 6.6%. The drop in taxes reflected unusually fast 
processing of income tax refunds, which almost doubled 
from the level in the first quarter of 1984, with the result that 
the personal savings rate rose to 14.4%.
