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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been devel-
oped since the close of the Second World War in a series 
of publications relating to their constituent parts. These 
have now reached a stage of evolution where they can 
be termed a 'System of National Accounts'. For pur -
poses of identification, all publications (containing tables 
of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this 
System will now carry the term 'System of National 
Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consits of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and 
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue carrying 
the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, the first set of 
statistics to be referred to with the title "National Ac-
Counts" (National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). 
The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue 
with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part 
of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services in current and constant prices, is 
portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the System (Cata-
logue with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos. carrying the 
prefix 61 provide constant dollar measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product 
at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in Productiv-
ity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of 
Gross Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. Mea-
sures of financial transactions are provided by Financial 
Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). Types of 
lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in 
the statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. National balance sheets are 
also available annually. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various 
parts can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At 
present, direct comparisons amongst those parts which 
use the establishment as the basic unit and those which 
use the legal entity can be carried out only at highly 
aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-company - establish-
ment relationships; it may eventually be feasible to 
reclassify the data which are on one basis (say the 
establishment basis) to correspond to the units employed 
on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication, 
A System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods, 
Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of 
L:onomic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New York, 

LE SYSTÈME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait l'objet depuis Ia fin 
do Ia Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publica-
tions portant sur leurs élèments constitutifs. Ils ont connu une 
telle evolution qu'on pout maintenant les qualifier do "Système 
de comptabilité nationale". Aux fins d'identification, toutes les 
publications qui font partie du système (elles contiennent des 
tableaux statistiques, Ia description du cadre theorique et l'expli-
cation des sources et des méthodes) porteront désormais le titre 
général de "Système de comptabilité nationale". 

Le système de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en 
plusieurs categories do comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimes-
triels des revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publica-
tions dont le no  de catalogue commence par 13) ont constituè le 
premier ensemble de statistiques a etre connu sous le titre do 
"Comptes nationaux" (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépen-
ses). Les données sur Ia balance canadienne des paiements 
internationaux (n0  de catalogue commençant par 67) font ègale-
ment partie, sous leur forme sommaire, du système de comptabi-
lité nationale; elles ont méme existè avant les comptes des 
revenues et des dépenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillèe d'industries et de 
biens et services aux prix du marché et en dollars constants 
figure dans les tableaux d'entrèes-sortios du système (n0  de 
catalogue commencent par 15). Les publications dont les numé-
ros de catalogues comrnencent par 61 comprennent les mesures 
en dollars constants de I'apport do chaque branche d'activité au 
total du produit intérieur brut au coCit des facteurs. Un rapport ost 
ètabli entre los entrées et sorties dans les etudes do productivité 
(publications dont le no  do catalogue commence par 14). 

L'établissement est l'unité primaire do production industrielle 
tent dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dens les estimations 
du produit intérieur brut par activité économique. Les comptes do 
flux financiers (publications dent les nOS de catalogue commen-
cent par 13) mesurent les operations financières. Les categories 
do préteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les èlèments do 
base do ces statistiques et Ia personne morale est le point do 
depart du classement des agents êconomiques. Des bilans sur 
une base nationale sont ègalement disponibles annuellement. 

Le système de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble 
conceptuellement integre dans lequel les diverses categories do 
comptes peuvent ètre considèrées comme des sous-systèmes 
ètroitement lies entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, on 
no pout faire do comparaison directe entre les éléments bases 
sur l'établissement et ceux qui sont bases sur I'entitè juridique 
que lorsque les donnèes sont groupèes dens dos categories trés 
génèrales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recher-
ches sur los relations entre l'entrepi'ise, Ia socièté et l'ètablisse-
ment. II sera peut-etre possible un jour do reclasser les donnèes 
établies sur une certaine base (I'ètablissement par exemple) de 
manière a los faire correspondre aux donnèes ètablies sur une 
autre base (société ou entreprise). 

Dens sos grandes lignes, le système do comptabilitè nationale 
du Canada suit do très prés Ia norme internationale exposèe 
dans Ia publication des Nations Unies intitulée Système de 
comptabilite nationale (Etudes méthodologiques, série F, no  2, 
rev. 3. Bureau do statistique, Departement des affaires ècoriomi-
ques et sociales, Nations Unies, New York. 1970).

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT 

Third Quarter 1985 

Preliminary estimates indicate that Gross National Pro-
duct rose 2.1% to a level of $458.3 billion, seasonally 
adjusted at annual rates, in the third quarter. After allowing 
for a continued moderate price change of 0.4%. this 
represented an increase of 1 .6% in real GNP. 

The gain in real GNP follows growth of about 1% in each 
of the previous three quarters. Over this period, final 
domestic demand strengthened, rising 1.6% in the third 
quarter, driven by household demand for consumer goods 
and housing. In addition, non-farm business stock accumu-
lation contributed significantly to growth in the third quarter. 
As is usual in such circumstances, the gains in domestic 
demand were accompanied by rising imports. Together 
with little change in exports, this moved the real external 
trade balance on goods and services into a deficit. 

Consumer spending on goods and services expanded 
1.6% in volume in the third quarter, compared to an 
average quarterly growth rate of 1.4% in the first half of the 
year. Spending on durable goods (+ 3.1%) continued to 
lead the increase; the most notable gains were in pur-
chases of autos and home entertainment equipment. De-
mand for non-durable goods rose by 1.20/6 while spending 
on semi-durable goods was up 2.20/6. 

Outlays on residential construction surged by 13% in 
constant dollars, after an 8% increase in the second 
quarter. New housing construction rose sharply, up 18%, 
while real estate commissions continued to grow strongly. 
Household spending, as reflected in personal expenditure 
and residential construction, has contributed about three-
quarters of the gain in final domestic demand to date in 
1985. 

Real business investment in plant and equipment rose by 
2.7%, to bring the cumulative gain to date in 1985 to 80/6. 
Expenditures on non-residential construction were little 
changed, following a jump of 8% last quarter. Led by motor 
vehicle purchases, spending on machinery and equipment 
rose 5%, following gradual increases in the first half of 
1985. 

Non-farm business inventories rose $2.3 billion in vol-
ume in the third quarter. About a third of the increase 
originated in motor vehicles, although increases were 
spread over all industries. There were also sizeable gains

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The total government sector deficit, on a national ac-
counts basis and seasonally adjusted at annual rates, 
eased from $31.0 billion to $25.0 billion. Although federal 
government revenues declined 2.2 0/6, largely on account of 
a fall in energy-related indirect tax collections, total rev-
enues, excluding intergovernmental transfers, were little 
changed at $193.7 billion in the third quarter. Total expend-
itures declined 2.3% in the quarter, mainly resulting from 
the cessation of federal subsidies granted under the Na-
tional Energy Program and lower federal expenditure on 
goods and services.

Following a decline of 1% in the first halt of 1985, real 
exports of goods and services edged up by 0.9% in the 
third quarter. The level of merchandise exports stands 
virtually unchanged from a year earlier. The slight increase 
in export demand was largely concentrated in end pro-
ducts, dominated by higher auto shipments to the United 
States. There was pronounced weakness in exports of 
crude and fabricated materials, and this was reflected in 
lower prices for these goods. Total imports increased 5% 
in volume, as merchandise imports jumped by 7%; the 
major part of this increase originated in motor vehicles and 
parts. 

Wages, salaries, and supplementary labour income rose 
by 2.1%, compared to an average gain of 1.7% in the 
previous five quarters. A slight slowdown in labour income 
in the goods-producing industries was outweighed by an 
acceleration in the service-producing industries. 

Personal income was up by only 1%, in the third quarter, 
as the gain in labour income was partly offset by a drop in 
net farm income. Disposable income was virtually un-
changed, as income tax collections continued to rebound 
following a large decline early in 1985. With personal 
expenditure up 2.5%, the personal savings rate dropped 
from 13.3% to 11.3% in the quarter. 

Corporate profits before taxes were unchanged in the 
third quarter, following a slight drop in the previous quarter. 
Over the past four quarters, corporate profits rose about 
30/6, the slowest gain since the recovery began in 1983. 
Lower profits in mining and manufacturing in the third 
quarter offset gains in other industries.
