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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 

In Canada, the National Accounts have been devel-
oped since the close of the Second World War in a series 
of publications relating to their constituent parts. These 
have now reached a stage of evolution where they can 
be termed a "System of National Accounts'. For pur-
poses of identification, all publications (containing tables 
of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this 
System will now carry the term "System of National 
Accounts" as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consits of 
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and 
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue carrying 
the prefix 13) wore, historically speaking, the first set of 
statistics to be referred to with the title "National Ac-
counts" (National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). 
The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue 
with prefix 67), in their more summary form, are also part 
of the System of National Accounts and they, in fact, 
pre-date the Income and Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services in current and constant prices, is 
portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the System (Cata-
logue with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos. carrying the 
prefix 61 provide constant dollar measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product 
at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are related in Productiv-
ly Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of 
Gross Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. Mea-
sures of financial transactions are provided by Financial 
Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). Types of 
lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in 
the statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. National balance sheets are 
also available annually. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various 
parts can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At 
present, direct comparisons amongst those parts which 
use the establishment as the basic unit and those which 
use the legal entity can be carried out only at highly 
aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-company - establish-
ment relationships; it may eventually be feasible to 
reclassify the data which are on one basis (say the 
establishment basis) to correspond to the units employed 
on another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication, 
A System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods, 
Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of 
Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New York, 
1968). 

LE SYSTEME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE

Le système do comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble 
conceptuellement integré dens lequel los diverses categories do 
comptes peuvent ètre considèrèes comme des sous-systemes 
étroiternent lies entre eux. Au stade actuel do développement, on 
ne pout faire de comparaison directe ontre les éléments bases 
sur I'établissement et ceux qui sent bases sur l'entité juridique 
quo Iorsque los donnèes sent groupèes dans des categories très 
générales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recher-
ches sur los relations entre I'entreprise, Ia sociétè et I'établisse-
ment. II sera peut-Otre possible un jour de reclasser les données 
Otablies sur une certaino base (l'ètablissement par exemple) do 
manière a les faire correspondre aux données établies sur une 
autre base (sociétè ou entreprise).

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT 

Preliminary Annual and Fourth Quarter 1985 

Gross National Product rose 1.9% in the fourth quarter 
of 1985 to a level of $466.8 billion, seasonally adjusted at 
annual rates. After allowing for a 0.6% increase in prices, 
the volume of GNP rose 1.3% in the fourth quarter. For 
1985 as a whole, nominal GNP increased 7.8%. Excluding 
a moderate overall price increase of 3.20/6, real GNP rose 
4.5%, compared to 5.00/6 in 1984 and 3.3% in 1963. 

In 1985, the major sources of growth shifted from 
external demand to domestic demand. Growth in house-
hold demand was particularly robust and more broadly 
based than in 1984. Housing activity rebounded from a dip 
in 1984, and business investment in plant and equipment 
recovered some of the sharp decline recorded between 
1981 and 1984. In total, real final domestic demand rose by 
5%, the strongest annual increase since 1976. Weak 
export prices helped to dampen the increase in the implicit 
price index of GNE to about 3% for the second consecutive 
year. 

Real personal expenditure on goods and services rose 
by 5% in 1985, the largest annual gain recorded since 
1976. Though the increase was spearheaded by continued 
gains in outlays for durable goods, there was also higher 
demand for other goods and services. Purchases of dura-
ble goods rose about 11% for the third straight year, with 
spending on motor vehicles continuing to rise rapidly. 
Outlays for furniture and appliances firmed during the year 
as housing activity strengthened. The increase in con-
sumption of goods and services other than durables was 
broadly based, with notable gains in clothing and food. 

Residential construction expenditures rose by 18% in 
volume in 1985. after a decline of 4% in 1984. The rebound 
of housing activity coincided with renewed declines in 
mortgage rates during the year and the federal govern-
ment's incentives to withdraw RHOSP funds by year-end. 
The recovery of housing demand was accompanied by a 
3% rise in the implicit price index, following three years of 
little change. 

Business investment in plant and equipment rose by 5% 
in real terms. This followed virtually no change in 1984, and 
left the level of investment 16% below its peak in 1981. The

Dens le secteur 
commercial non agricole, on observe les plus fortes augmentations 
do stocks chez les concessionnaires de véhicules automobiles. La 
croissance rapide des stocks dens cette branche d'activitè corn-
pense le ralentissement do taux d'accumulation dens Ia plupart des 
autres branches d'activité productrices de biens durables et non 
durables. S'agissant du secteur agricole, les stocks de céreales 
détenus dens los fermes augmentent sensiblement, ce qui traduit 
un accroissement des récoltes et une baisse des ventes. 

Los exportations augmentent d'environ 4% en volume, aprés 
s'étre accrues de200/6 en 1984. Ia croissance economique ayant 
ralenti aux Etats-Unis en 1985. Les deux tiers de Ia progression des 
exportations proviennent des vèhicules et pièces automobiles; los 
exportations d'aliments et de matières brutes et travaillees restent 
dans l'ensemble inchangees en cours de l'annèe. La croissance de 
7% du volume des importations est surtout imputable aux produits 
automobiles, notamment aux voitures, tandis que Ia demaride a 
l'importation do machines et do materiel demeure hésitante. 

Les exportations do biens et services augmentent do plus de 7 
1/2% en termes nominaux alors que les importations s'accroisseit 
d'un vigoureux 129/6; Ia balance commerciale en biens et services 
enregistre donc un deficit do $3.7 milliards en 1985, après tros 
années consecutives d'excèdents. L'excédent du commerce do 
marchandises baisse sensiblement et le deficit au titre des services 
se degrade, entrainé par Ia hausse des paiements d'intèrOts sur los 
emprunts obligataires a l'étranger. 

La rémunération des salaries s'accroit de 7% en 1985, soit un 
peu plus qu'en 1984 (69/6), traduisant en cola une acceleration a Ia 
fois de I'emploi et des gains moyens. Le revonu personnel aug-
mente de presque 8 1/2% en 1985, une hausse surtout imputable 
a I'èvolution de Ia remuneration des salaries. Le revenu personnel 
disponible augmente do 8%, encore qu'iI y ait eu d'iniportantes 
fluctuations trimestrielles pendant l'annOe en raison do mouve-
ments irreguliers dans les impots sur le revenu des particuliers. 
Compte tenu d'une progression de plus de 9% des dépenses 
personnelles en terrnes nominaux, le taux d'epargne personnelle so 
replie, passant d'environ 139/6 a 12%. 

A l'exclusion des transferts entre administrations, le taux de 
croissance de recettes totales du secteur des administrations 
déline, passant d'environ 10% en 1984 a 8% en 1985. Le 
ralentissement s'observe surtout dans los impots dus par les 
societes, et traduit une croissance plus faible des bènéfices des 
societes ainsi qu'une baisse des revenus de placements et des 
impots indirects, cette dernière étant imputable a Ia suppression des 
impéts relies au petrole au milieu de l'année. Le taux de croissance 
des depenses totales flèchit égalernent. de 10% a 7 1/2%, a cause 
do l'abolition des programmes do subvention du pétrole au milieu 
do I'annèe et dune plus faible croissance des dépenses en biens 
et services. Le deficit do I'ensemble des administrations, sur Ia ba.e 
des comptes nationaux, s'accroit un peu, passant do $26.7 mu 
liards en 1984 a $27.5 milliards en 1985. 

gain in 1985 was about equally divided berween non-
residential construction and machinery and equipment. By 
industry the largest increases originated in manufacturing 
and financial and commercial services, and there was a 
significant upturn in exploration and development outlays 
for oil and gas. Capital expenditures in the agriculture, 
trade and utilities industries were weak. 

The volume of total inventory accumulation rose from 
about $500 million in 1984 to $1.1 billion in 1985. Within 
the non-farm business sector, stock levels rose most 
significantly for retail motor vehicle dealers. The rapid 
increase of stocks in this industry offset slower rates of 
accumulation in most other durable and non-durable goods 
industries. Within the farm sector, grain stocks held on 
farms rose substantially, reflecting a higher crop and lower 
sales. 

Following a 200/6 gain in 1984, real exports rose about 
4% in volume, as growth in the United States economy 
slowed markedly in 1985. Two-thirds of the gain was in 
exports of motor vehicles and parts; exports of food, and 
crude and fabricated materials were little changed in total 
in the year. The growth in the volume of imports of 7% was 
largely accounted for by motor vehicle products, notably 
passenger cars, while import demand for machinery and 
equipment remained sluggish. 

In current dollars, exports of goods and services rose by 
over 7 1/29% while imports increased more sharply, by 
12%. As a result, the balance on trade in goods and 
services reverted to a deficit of $3.7 billion in 1985, after 
three consecutive years of surplus. The merchandise 
surplus was reduced significantly and the deficit on ser-
vices widened, led by larger interest payments on bond 
borrowings abroad. 

Wages, salaries, and supplementary labour income 
expanded by 7% in 1985, up slightly from the 6% gain in 
1984, as there was some acceleration mt the growth of 
both employment and average earnings. Personal income 
grew by almost 8 1/2% in 1983, mainly reflecting the 
growth in labour income. Personal disposable income rose 
8%, although there were large quarterly fluctuations during 
the year due to irregular movements in personal income 
taxes. With nominal personal expenditure up over 9% in the 
year, the personal savings rate edged down from about 
13% to 120/6. 

In 1985, the rate of growth in total revenues of the 
government sector (excluding intra-governmental trans-
fers) slowed to 8% from about 10% in 1984. The slowdown 
was particularly evident in corporate tax liabilities, reflecting 
lower profit growth, investment income and indirect taxes, 
the latter due to the removal of petroleum-related taxes in 
the middle of the year. The growth rate of total expendi-
tures also slowed - from 10 0/6 to 7 1/2% - due to the 
termination of petroleum subsidy programs in mid-year and 
slower growth in outlays on goods and services. The 
deficit, on a national accounts basis, of all levels of govern-
ment combined widened somewhat, from $26.7 billion in 
1984 to $27.5 billion in 1985. 
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Fourth Quarter 1985 

Following a 1.7% gain in the third quarter, the volume of 
GNP expanded by a further 1.3% in the fourth quarter. 
Increased spending on consumer goods and services and 
residential construction continued to account for most of 
the gain in aggregate demand. Business investment in 
plant and equipment was essentially unchanged, while 
there was a slowdown in the rate of inventory accumula-
tion. Following four quarters of little change, exports edged 
up in the fourth quarter, accompanied by stable import 
demand. 

The 11/21/6 gain in the volume of personal expenditure 
was broadly based. Spending on durable goods led the 
gain, up 3%, with significant increases in sales of furniture 
and appliances and more vehicles. Relatively large in-
creases in food and gasoline prices in the quarter slowed 
the rise in consumption of these non-durable goods. 

Total gross fixed capital formation rose over 1% in 
constant dollars. after gains of about 4% in each of the two 
preceding quarters. Residential construction was up in 
volume, 8%, a slight slowdown from the gains in the 
second and third quarters of the year. Business real 
investment in plant and equipment was essentially un-
changed. Outlays for non-residential construction declined 
for the second straight quarter, after a surge of almost 8% 
in the second quarter. This drop offset further gains in 
spending on machinery and equipment 

Business non-farm inventory accumulation slowed from 
$1.9 billion in the third quarter to $1.0 billion in the fourth 
quarter. The slowdown occurred in all industries, except in 
retail trade where there was a large increase in inventories 
of motor vehicles. 

Within the external sector, exports rose by more than 2 0/6 
while import growth slowed from 5% to under 1%. The gain 
in exports was largely confined to motor vehicle products 
and wheat, with little change in shipments of crude and 
fabricated materials. Imports of motor vehicles and parts 
rose marginally in the quarter, following substantial gains in 
the previous quarter. 

In current dollars, there was a large deficit on trade in 
goods and services for the second consecutive quarter. 
There was a substantial increase in the merchandise trade 
surplus in the fourth quarter, a sharp contrast with the 
declines in the previous three quarters. This was, however, 
largely offset by a higher deficit on the investment income 
account. 

Corporate profits before taxes rose by over 1 Q%  in the 
fourth quarter, following several quarters of little growth. 
The upturn in profits originated mainly in the manufacturing 
and financial industries. 

Wages, salaries, and supplementary labour income grew 
by 1.4% in the fourth quarter. A growth of 1 .6% in both 
personal income and personal disposable income, accom- 

Quatrième trimestre de 1985 

Après avoir augmentO de 1.7% au troisième trimestre, le PNB en 
volume progresse encore de 1.3% au quatrieme. L'augmentation 
des dépenses en biens et services de consommation et en cons-
truction résidentielle continue d'expliquer Ia plus grande partie de Ia 
hausse de Ia demande globale.

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panied by a 2.5% rise in consumer spending resulted in a 
decline in the personal savings rate to 10.2 9/o. 

Federal Government Petroleum-related Rev-
enues and Expenditures 

The petroleum-related programs of the Federal govern-
ment continued to have a significant effect on the 
movement of some of the federal income and expenditure 
items. The following table provides quarterly estimates, 
seasonally adjusted at annual rates, for 1985 of the major 
petroleun-related programs.
