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oped since the close of the Second World War in a series 
of publications relating to their constituent parts. These 
have now reached a stage of evolution where they can 
be termed a "System of National Accounts". For pur-
poses of identification, all publications (containing tables 
of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this 
System carry the term "System of National Accounts'• as 
a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists 
of several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and 
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue carrying 
the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, the first set of 
statistics to be referred to with the title "National Ac-
counts" (National Accounts. Income and Expenditure). 
The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue 
with prefix 67) are also part of the System of National 
Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services in current and constant prices, is 
portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the System (Cata-
logue with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos. carrying the 
prefix 61 provide constant dollar measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product 
at factor cost Inputs and outputs are realted in Productiv-

Gioss Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. Mea-
sures of financial transactions are provided by Financial 
Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). Types of 
lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in 
these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Balance sheets of outstand-
ing assets and liabilities are published annually. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various 
parts can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At 
present, direct comparisons amongst those parts which 
use the establishment as the basic unit and those which 
use the legal entity can be carried out only at highly 
aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-
company-establishment relationships: it may eventually 
be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one basis 
(say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise 
basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication, 
A System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods, 
Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office. Department of 
Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New York. 
1968).

Le système de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en 
plusieurs categories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimes-
triels des revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publica-
tions dont le no de catalogue commence par 13) ont constituè le 
premier ensemble de statistiques a etre connu sous le litre de 
"Comptes nationaux" (Comptes nationaux, revenus et depen-
sos). Les données sur Ia balance canadienne des paiements 
internationaux (n0  de catalogue commençant par 67) font égale-
mont partie du système de comptabilité nationale: elles ont 
memo existé avant les comptes des revenues et des 
dépenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus dètaillèe d'industries et de 
biens et services aux prix du marché ot en dollars constants 
figure dans les tableaux d'entrèes-sorties du système (n 0  do 
catalogue commençant par 15). Les publications dont Ies flume-
ros de catalogue commençant par 61 comprennent les mesures 
en dollars constants de I'apport de chaque branche d'activité au 
total du produit intèrieur brut au coCit des facteurs. Un rapport est 

tabli entre Ies entrées et sorties dans les etudes de productivité 
publications dont len0  de catalogue commence par 14). 

L'établissement est l'unité primaire de production industrielle 
tant dans les tableaux d'entrèes-sorties que dans Ies estimations 
du produit intèrieur brut par activité economique. Les comptes do 
flux financiers (publications dont les nos de catalogue commen-
cant par 13) mesurent les operations financières. Les categories 
de preteurs et d'instruments financiers forrnent les èlèments do 
base de ces statistiques et Ia personne morale est le point do 
depart du classement des agents économiques. Les comptes du 
bilan des actifs et passits en circulation sont disponibles 
annuellement. 

Le système do comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble 
conceptuellement intégré dans lequel los diverses categories de 
comptes peuvent être considérèes comme des sous-systèmes 
étraoitement lies entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, 
on ne peut faire de comparaison directe entre los éléments bases 
sur l'établissement et coux qui sont bases sur l'entitè juridique 
que lorsque les données sont groupées dans des categories trés 
génerales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit sos recher-
ches sur les relations entre l'entreprise, Ia sociètê ot l'établisse-
ment. II sera peut-êtro possible un jour de reclasser les donnèes 
ètablies sur uno certaine base (I'ètablissernent par exemple) do 
manière a les faire correspondre aux donnèes ètablies sur une 
autre base (société ou entreprise). 

Dans ses grandos lignes, le système do comptabilité nationale 
du Canada suit do trés pres Ia norme internationale exposée 
dans Ia publication des Nations Unies intituléc Système de 
comptabilité nationale (Etudes méthodoloqiques, série F, no 2. 
rev. 3, Bureau de statistique, Department des affaires èconomi-
ques of sociales, Nations Unies, New York. 1970). 



NOTE 

This publication includes historically revised seasonally 
adjusted data from 1981 to the first quarter 1986. The 
revisions reflect statistical changes resulting from revised 
source data and seasonal patterns, improved estimation 
methodologies and a shift in the base year form 1971 to 
1981 for the series at constant prices. The data are 
presented under a new format with the focus on GDP as 
the main aggretate. 

Revised seasonally adjusted data for the years 1961 to 
1980 and data unadjusted for seasonal variation for the 
period 1961 to data are available through CANSIM or 
directly from the Gross National Product Division.

PRODUIT INTERIEUR BRUT 

Premier trimestre de 1986 

Aprés désaisonnalisation au taux annuel, le produit intér,eur brut 
augmente de 1 .0% pour atteindre $495.6 milliards au premier 
trimestre de 1986. En dollars constants de 1981, le PIB reel 
s'accroit de 0.6%, aprés avoir augmenté d'environ 0.9% en 
moyenne au cours des quatre trimestres precedents. 

Aprés trois trirnestres de croissance relativement forte de pros-
que 1.5%, Ia demande intérieure finale en termes reels se stabilise 
alors que toutes ses composantes demeurent pratiquement inchan-
gées. Les exportations nettes réelles se replient de façon modérèe. 
A cette faible demande vient s'ajouter un accroissement considéra-
ble des mises en stocks. 

Le volume des dépenses personnelles en biens et services 
augmente de 0.3%, après avoir progressè de 1.1% au quatriéme 
trimestre de 1985. La consommation de services s'accroit de 1.4%, 
tandis que los dépenses en biens se replient en raison d'une 
diminution des achats d'une vaste gamme de produits, notamment 
ceux relies a l'énergie et a rautomobile. Dans le cas des biens 
durables, it sagit de Ia premiere baisse trimestrielle enregistrèe 
depuis le debut de Ia période d'expansion actuelle en 1983. 

L'investissement en capital fixe des entreprises diminue au total 
de 1.1%, ce qui en fait Ia baisse trimestrielle Ia plus forte depuis le 
debut de Ia période d'expansion actuelle. La construction résiden-
tielle se replie de 1.50/6 et les investissements des entreprises en 
usines et materiel, de presque 1%. La baisse des depenses en 
logements traduit dans une large mesure une diminution des 
commissions immobilières. Le reláchement des investissments des 
entreprises s'explique par une baisse de Ia demande de machines 
et materiel; le volume des investissements des entreprises demeure 
pour cette raison pratiquement a son niveau moyen de 1985. 

L'investissement en stocks commerciaux non agricoles en prix 
de 1981 saccroit do $5.8 milliards au premier trimestre. contre une 
progression de $1 .4 milliard au trimestre precedent. La plus grande 
partie de cette acceleration provient du commerce de gros et do 
detail, avec peu de changement dans los stocks manufacturiers. 

Le volume des exportations de biens et services en termes reels 
demeure fort stable au premier trimestre et virtuellement inchangé 
par rapport a un an plus tOt. On observe une diminution des 
livraisons de véhicules automobiles et de produits énergètiques aux 
Etats-Unis ainsi que des produits alimentaires outre-mer. La de-
mande de produits de Ia forét et du papier sest raffermie au cours 
du trimestre et compense ainsi ces diminutions. Les importations de 
biens et services augmentent de 0.7% en volume au premier 
trimestre. 

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT 

First Quarter 1986 

Gross domestic product, seasonally adjusted at annual 
rates, rose to $495.6 billion in the first quarter, up 1.0% 
from the fourth quarter of 1985. In constant 1981 dollars, 
real GDP rose 069/6, following an average quarterly gain of 
about 0.9%  in the previous four quarters. 

After three quarters of relatively strong growth of almost 
1.5%, final domestic demand, in real terms, levelled off, 
with all components showing little change. Real net exports 
declined moderately. Accompanying this weak demand, 
there was substantial stock accumulation. 

The volume of personal expenditure on goods and 
services rose 0.3%, following a 1.1% gain in the fourth 
quarter. Consumption of services increased 1.4%, while 
spending on goods declined due to lower purchases of a 
wide range of products, particularly energy and automotive 
products. The drop in spending on total durable goods was 
to first quarterly decline since the current expansion which

	Logan in 1983. 

Total business investment in fixed capital declined 1.1%, 
the largest quarterly decline in the current expansion. 
Residential construction dropped 1.5%, while investment in 
plant and equipment fell almost 1%. The decline in housing 
expenditures largely reflected lower real estate commis-
sions. The slack in business investment, which originated 
from lower demand for machinery and equipment, left the 
volume of business investment almost unchanged from its 
average in 1985. 

Investment in non-farm business inventories rose by 
$5.8 billion, at 1981 prices, in the first quarter, up from the 
$1.4 billion accumulation last quarter. Most of the upturn 
originated in trade, with little change in manufacturing 
stocks. 

Exports of goods and services in real terms, changed 
marginally in the first quarter, and from a year earlier. 
Lower shipments to the United States of motor vehicles and 
energy products accompanied declining exports of food 
products overseas. Demand for forestry and paper pro-
ducts firmed in the quarter to offset these declines. Imports 
of goods and services grew by 0.7% in volume in the 
quarter.

Labour income rose 1 .2%, largely due to employment 
growth; the increase was the smallest since the first quarter 
of 1983. The share of labour income in GOP stayed about 
53%, the lowest level since the 1960's. Personal income 
was up 2.0%, while higher income taxes slowed the growth 
of personal disposable income to 1 .7%. The personal 
savings rate remained at about 12 9/6 in the quarter. 

Corporate profits before taxes declined by 13.2%. Virtu-
ally all of the drop originated in the mineral fuels and 
petroleum and coal industries. 

Le revenu du travail s'accrot de 1 .2%, alimenté surtout par une 
progression de l'emploi; cetle augmentation est Ia plus faible depui 
le premier trimestre de 1983. La part du revenu du travail dans Ic 
PIB s'élève a 53% environ, son plus bas niveau depuis les annèes 
soixante. Le revenu personnel augmente de 2.0%, alors qu'une 
hausse des impOts sur le revenu vient limiter a 1.7% Ia croissance 
du revenu personnel disponible. Le taux d'epargne personnelle se 
maintient a 120/6 environ au premier trimestre. 

Les bènéfices des sociétés avant impots recu lent de 13.2%; 
pratiquement toute cette diminution est imputable a l'industrie des 
combustibles minéraux, et a celle du pétrole et du charbon.

Introduction 

The release of the first quarter 1986 estimates includes 
a comprehensive revision of the Income and Expenditure 
Accounts for the period 1961 to 1985. Revised estimates 
of other parts of the System of National Accounts - the 
Balance of Payments and the Input-Output Tables in 
current dollars - have been made available earlier. Similar 
revisions to the Financial Flow Accounts and the monthly 
estimates of Gross Domestic Product by industry will be 
available later in the summer. 

At periodic intervals, major statistical revisions must be 
carried out in the System of National Accounts to incorpo-
rate basic new data and to include significant im-
provements of the information system. In Canada such 
revisions are generally done every 10 years. Since the 
major revision in 1972 and limited revisions in 1977 and 

83, the results of the 1983 annual retail trade survey and 
the 1982 Family Expenditure survey have become avail-
.Thle. The necessity of incorporating the new information 
pr usented the opportunity to make improvements in meth- 

lology, to eliminate statistical breaks resulting from the 
more limited revisions, to extend tabular detail and to 
improve measures of many items. Changes in definition, 
presentation and methodology have also been made to 
provide better linkage with other parts of the Canadian 
System of National Accounts and to further integrate the 
statistical estimates. As well, the estimates in constant 
prices and the implicit price deflators have been rebased to 
the year 1981. No conceptual changes have been made in 
this revision. 

The release program with respect to the revised Income 
and Expenditure Accounts is envisaged as follows: the 
present release includes all revised quarterly estimates 
from 1961. Annual tables, including the provincial esti-
mates, for the same period, will be released on CANSIM as 
available during the summer and fall. Comparable data for 
the years prior to 1961 will be available later in the year. 
New historical annual and quarterly publications are 
planned for early 1987. 

This note reviews the presentational and statistical 
changes and documents the size and sources of the 
revisions in the component series. Table I provides an 
overview of the magnitude of the revisions to the Gross

Presentational Changes 	 Changements dans Ia presentation 

The major change in the presentation of the revised 
Income and Expenditure Accounts has been the adoption 
of Gross Domestic Product as the central aggregate in the 
main tables. In the previously published statistics a consoli-
dated Gross Domestic Product account was provided as a 
central part of the annual sector analysis, but the emphasis 
remained on Gross National Product. The switch to Gross 
Domestic Product as the main aggregate for all tables has 
been made for several reasons. 

The foremost reason is that with GDP, the user now has 
an aggregate analytically more meaningful in terms of 
economic developments taking place in the country. The 
domestic basis measures production taking place within 
the country, an aggregate that it is often assumed GNP 
represents. In fact, GNP measures income received (from 
production) by resident factors of production and is calcu-
lated by excluding interest and other types of investment 
income paid abroad and by including similar income flows 
received from abroad. In a country like Canada where 
foreign investment has played an important role in eco-
nomic development, and hence with large investment 
income outflows, GNP does not provide the most appropri-
ate measure of output for analysis of production, employ-
ment and productivity. 

L'adoption du produit intèrieur brut en tant qu'agrègat fondamen-
tal dans les tableaux principaux représente le changement le plus 
important dans Ia presentation révisée des comptes des revenus et 
dépenses.

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The adoption of GOP also provides a main aggregate to 
.ich linkages from the Income and Expenditure Accounts 
with other parts of the System of National Accounts can be 
more easily accommodated and demonstrated on an on-
cuing basis. For example, the provincial economic ac-
counts are produced on a domestic basis; provincial totals 
will now be additive to the national total. Links with the 
monthly industrial product estimates and the annual Input-
Output tables are now greatly facilitated with the use of a 
common basis of measurement. Further, the use of GDP 
as the main aggregate accords more closely to interna-
tional practice and the presentation recommended in the 
United Nations System of National Accounts. 

A comparison of the levels of GNP and GDP along with 
their annual per cent changes is given in Table II. Within the 
main tables, the series affected by the switch are corpora-
tion profits before taxes and interest and miscellaneous 
investment income on the income side and exports and 
imports of goods and services on the expenditure side, all 
of which are now restated on a domestic basis. 

The national concept will be retained however, and 
estimates of GNP are still available in Table 4, which shows 
the reconciliation between GOP and GNP. Further details 
of the investment income flows to and from abroad are 
shown in Table 15, which provides an analysis of corpora-
tion profits and Table 20, which shows the transactions 
with non-residents. The user who wishes to calculate GNP 
at constant prices may do so by deflating net investment 
income received from non-residents (in Table 4) with the 

orall GOP implicit price index and adding the result to 
DP at constant prices. 

Ladoption du PIB tournit aussi un agrègat fondamental a partir 
duquel il est plus facile d'ètablir et deffectuer des rapprochements 
avec les autres parties du système de comptabilité nationale de 
façon continue.

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To make the set of quarterly tables more informative, 
several new tables and items have been added, the termi-
nology simplified and the arrangement restructured. The 
tables are now arranoed so that overall aqqregates are 
presented first, followed by tables relating to each of the 
sectors and ending with tables of price indexes. 

New tables providing more detailed data on personal 
expenditure on goods and services and on investment in 
fixed capital and inventories at both current and 1981 
prices have been added. Additional information is also 
provided on labour income and on capital consumption 
allowances by sector. The government revenue and ex-
penditure table has been broken down into separate tables 
for each level of government. 

Changes have been introduced to the classification of 
personal expenditure on goods by durability class to accord 
more closely with United Nations recommendations. Ex-
penditure on jewellery has been moved from semi-durables 
to durables while expenditure on toys and games and films 
and other photographic supplies have been shifted from the 
durable category to semi-durable category. 

Statistical Revisions 

As illustrated in Table I, the statistical revisions are not 
large. In 1981, these resulted in an upward revision to the 
previously published Gross National Product of $4.9 billion 
or 1.4 percenv. Nor have the growth rates over the period 
been significantly altered (Table Ill). The revision has 
provided the opportunity to remove two major statistical 
breaks in the published series - between 1970 and 1971 
and between 1975 and 1976, and the largest revisions in 
growth rate occur in these periods. Revisions for the period 
1982 to 1984 reflect the effects of normal annual revisions 
which were not carried out last year. While the revisions 
have been relatively small at aggregate levels, there have 
been large, and partly offsetting, revisions in the industrial 
and commodity details. 

An important feature of the revision has been the integra-
tion of the annual production estimates within the System 
of National Accounts so that estimates common to all parts 
are, in fact, the same. This had notable effects on the 
estimates of personal expenditure on goods and services 
where the annual estimates are now reconciled with the 
Input-Output tables.

La ventilation des dépenses personnelles en biens selori leur 
durabilité a été quetque peu modifièe at in de Ia rendre davantage 
conforme aux recommandations des Nations Unies.

Revisions de nature statistique 

Tel quillustré au tableau I, les revisions de nature statistique ne 
sont pas considérables. En 1981, elles se traduisent par une 
correction a Ia hausse du produit national brut de l'ordre de 4.9 
milliards ou 1 .4% par rapport aux chitfres publiés antérieurement 
Les taux de croissance nont pas davantage éte modifies a un degre 
significatif comme le rèvèle le tableau Ill. La revision a fourni 
l'occasion d'éliminer deux solutions de continuité irnportantes dans 
les series publiées, soit entre 1970 et 1971, et entre 1975 et 1976, 
et c'est là que Ion observe les plus fortes revisions dans les taux 
de croissance. Les revisions apportees a Ia période 1982-1984 
dénotent les effets des revisions annuelles normales qui n'ont pas 
été effectuèes Ian dernier.

An overview of the revisions to the main components is 
given in Table IV for the year 1981. In the following pages, 
the revisions and methodology changes to each of these 
components will be described.

Wages, Salaries and Supplementary Labour Income 

The statistical changes in this component primarily 
reflect an upward adjustment to wages and salaries to take 
account of the incomes of low earners and other unre-
corded income and changes in data sources and methodol-
ogy for the welt are component of supplementary labour 
income for the years prior to 1976, which were introduced 
at the time of the release of the first quarter 1983 
estimates. 

The annual benchmark for total wages and salaries 
continues to be based on the tabulation of T-4 forms 
submitted by employers from Revenue Canada - Taxation, 
adjusted to national accounting definitions. The adjustment 
for undercoverage mentioned above has been raised in the 
light of specific industry information and data from the 
Family Expenditure Surveys for items such as child care. At

Corporation Profits Before Taxes 

Corporation profits were revised upward slightly mainly 
as a result of two adjustments: the removal of bad debt 
write-offs of business as a current expense in the calcula-
tion of bank profits; and the inclusion of withholding taxes 
paid to foreign governments (in the income and outlay 
accounts these amounts are shown as transfers to 
non-residents). 

Interest and Miscellaneous Investment Income 

This component includes interest and other investment 
income received by the government and personal sectors, 
and the adjustment to remove government and consumer 
interest payments, regarded as transfers, from factor in-
comes. Revisions to the estimates of personal sector 
interest receipts were generally small. The largest revision, 
particularly from the mid-seventies, was in the transfer 
portion of interest on the consumer debt where an im-
proved methodology resulted in lower estimates of this 
item, which is deducted from the total. Government invest-
ment income was revised up, mainly at the local govern-
ment level, reflecting data improvements which permitted a 
better split between indirect taxes and investment 
income.

The major revision in this component was in net rent, 
riich was affected by the improved methodology for 

'tlmating residential alterations and repairs, with over 40 
per cent of the amount formerly classified as a current 
repair expense now treated as capital expenditures. Re-
working of all other parts of the rent estimates, (both the 
gross rent and other space expenses), partial results of 
which had been included in the published estimates from 
1976, was also completed and carried back to 1961.

The major portion of the downward revision took place 
at the local government level and resulted from the reclas-
sification to sales of goods and services (offset against 
current expenditures) of school fees and Quebec water 
rates. In addition, a portion of interest of investments had 
been erroneously included with miscellaneous indirect 
taxes and is now included with investment income. As well, 
subsidies paid by local governments have been included; 
these are primarily to local transit systems. Revisions in 
provincial subsidies reflect the reclassification of a number 
of programs which had been included under other catego-
ries of expenditure.

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The personal expenditure estimates are fully integrated 
with the Input-Output tables which now provide the bench-
mark levels. In the process of integrating the estimates, 
most of the data sources and methodologies were re-
examined and reworked. Incorporating the results of the 
1983 annual retail trade survey and the 1982 Family 
Expenditure Survey led to particularly large revisions to 
some components, for example, food and non-alcoholic 
beverages and non-durable household supplies. An esti-
mate of personal spending on trucks and vans is included 
under motor vehicles and revised estimates of the personal 
portion of spending on automobiles have been introduced. 
Methodological improvements in the estimation of outlays 
on energy, tobacco, alcohol, auto parts and repairs and 
gasoline have been incorporated. The reclassification of 
carpeting and selected hardware commodities such as 
paint, glass and wallpaper from personal expenditure to 
either repair or capital expenditure resulted in lower esti-
mates in the household furnishings category. Higher ex-
penditures on services reflect improved estimates of gross 
rent and spending on nursing homes and child care. Net  
expenditure abroad has been lowered to adjust for the 
business portion of travel payments.

The revisions to federal and provincial governments and 
to hospitals generally represent the correction of minor 
errors and inconsistencies which have come to light over 
the years and which were postponed until this major 
revision to avoid statistical breaks. As well, defence outlays 
have been lowered by the exclusion of grants for defence 
research, which are now treated as capital assistance. 

Local government expenditures have been reworked to 
incorporate improvements in basic data sources. The 
series has also been affected by upward revisions to sales 
of goods and services (offset against expenditures), result-
ing from refinements in classification to items previously 
included under other revenue categories.

The net rent portion 
of unincorporated business income was also revised up-
wards as a large proportion of repair expenses, an interme-
diate cost in arriving at net rent, was also reclassified as 
capital spending on alterations and repairs. The reclassifi-
cation of current expenditure to capital spending on resi-
dential construction combined with the upward revision to 
personal income (net rent) resulted in an upward revision 
in the personal savings rate of about one percentage point 
in 1981.

Construction résidentielle des entreprises 

La revision dans Ia construction résidentielle séléve a $4.1 
milliards en 1981, soit 25.2% du chiftre publié antérieurement. Elle 
est presque entièrement imputable a une estimation plus élevée des 
dépenses au titre des ameliorations et motidications majeures. II a 
été possible de construire un niveau repere de ce type dactivité 
avec lobtention des résultats de lenquete do 1982 sur les dépen-
ses des ménages (FAMEX), qui rentermait des questions destinèes 
a repondre aux besoins du système de comtpabilité nationale. 
L'enquOte FAMEX a servi a établir pour 1982 le niveau des 
dépenses do capital et de reparation dans le cas des logements 
occupés par leur propriètaire. Pour Ia portion 'dépenses do capi-
tal", on a construit une série chronologique en utilisant dos 
données sur les permis de bätir pour Ia période do 1961 a 1974. A 
partir de 1975, les estimations font appel a Ia regression do certains 
types de vente au detail sur tes permis de bátir residentiels, résultat 
auquel on ajoute les dépenses subventionnèes.

Business Residential Construction 

The revision in residential construction amounted to $4.1 
billion or 25.2% of the previously published estimate in 
1981. This revision was almost entirely due to higher 
estimates of expenditure on major alterations and im-
provements. A benchmark level for spending on this activity 
was reconstructed based on the results of the 1982 Family 
Expenditure Survey which contained questions designed to 
meet the requirements of the System of National Accounts. 
The FAMEX survey was used to establish the level of both 
capital and repair estimates for owner-occupied housing for 
1982. A time series for the capital portion was constructed 
using building permit data for the period 1961 to 1974. 
From 1975. the estimates are based on a regression of 
certain types of retail sales on residential building permits. 
Government subsidized expenditure is added. Estimates of 
landlord-paid alterations have been based on building 
permit information, adjusted for undercoverage. 

Business Plant and Equipment 

The minor revisions reflect amounts transferred from the 
government sector, noted above, and an adjustoment for 
the exports of used aircraft. 

Value of Physical Change in Non-Farm Business 
Inventories 

The revisions in this component reflected the incorpora-
tion of new information for retail trade and the working back 
of methodological changes in the calculation of manufac-
luring and wholesale trade inventories, which had been 
ncorporated from 1976 to CLirrent period

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The 1983 annual survey of retail trade provided a 
benchmark level for book values of retail inventories and 
resulted in a substantial upward revision to those pre-
viously projected from 1971 on the basis of monthly 
surveys. The years between 1971 and 1983 have now 
been interpolated using data from corporate administrative 
records. 

A major methodological change was made in 1981 for 
manufacturing when the calculations were done by stage of 
fabrication; this change has now been implemented back to 
1961. The level of calculation detail was also changed to 
an industry basis for wholesale trade in 1981 and these 
changes have been carried back to 1971. 

Exports and Imports of Goods and Service5 2  

Most of the minor revision in these series come in the 
non-merchandise categories and were largely due to the 
inclusion of withholding taxes paid by residents to foreign 
governments and of spending on education and health 
services by residents abroad and non-residents in Canada. 
Revisions in the merchandise categories come from the 
removal of valuation inconsistencies. 

Changes in Deflation Procedures 

The mor change in deflation procedures is the incorpo-
ration of a new price index for computers developed by the 
U.S. Bureau of Economic Analysis for use in their National 
Accounts. 3  Over the past 15 years, with the rapid advance-
ment of computer technology, the problem of measuring 
the changes in the volume of investment in computers by 
deflating current expenditures has become acute. The fact 
that the type of computers available on the market changes 
so dramatically from period to period makes it difficult to 
determine how much of the change in measured prices of 
computers is due to pure price change or due to the chagne 
in quality of the product. It is clear that the cost of obtaining 
a given amount of computing capability has been falling. 

The assumption underlying the index previously in use to 
deflate the computer portion of machinery and equipment 
expenditures and imports had been one of little quality 
change; the index had shown a gradual increase in prices 
over the period. The Bureau of Economic Analysis used 
information provided by IBM about changes in the designs 
and price of computers to calculate a new index which 
reflects the decline in prices. It was felt that the use of the 
new index within the Canadian System of National Ac- 

L'enquëte annuelle de 1983 sur le commerce de detail a fourni 
un niveau repère de Ia valeur comptable des stocks de detail, ce qui 
a donné lieu a une forte revision en hausse par rapport aux 
projections effectuées depuis 1971 a laide des enquOtes mensuel-
les.

The U.S. sub-indexes were used as inputs to develop 
specific deflators for Canadian imports and exports of 
computers and the related domestic investment component 
of machinery and equipment. External trade statistics were 
used to produce an import price index for computers 
whereas data derived from the Census of Manufactuers 
were used to weight the domestic and export prices for 
computers. The prices for imports were adjusted for ex-
change rates; further adjustments for tariffs and federal 
sales taxes were necessary to use these indexes for 
domestic investment. 

Other notable changes in deflation affected the esti-
mates of private and public expenditures on education and 
health services where volume measures, based on em-
ployment. are now consistently used throughout the Sys-
tem of National Accounts. In the construction area, im-
proved methodologies using output price indexes, which 
had been incorporated in recent years, were worked back 
to 1971. 

Rebasing to 1981 

Beginning with the estimates for the first quarter of 1986, 
All constant dollar values and associated price indexes will 
e expressed in terms of 1981 dollars. These replace the 
971 base which was put in place at the time of the release 

ii the first quarter 1975 estimates. 

In the Accounts, an attempt is made to remove price 
effects from each current dollar series by dividing by an 
appropriate base-weighted price index. This is carried out 
for more than 300 series and the results are summed to 
obtain the various aggregate measures of real output in 
constant dollars. Since these patterns change over time, 
particularly in periods of rapid and/or fluctuating inflation as 
has been the case over the past 15 years, it is necessary 
to change the base year periodically in order that the 
constant dollar series may more closely approximate the 
appropriate patterns. 

Incorporating more recent patterns into the constant 
dollar GDP calculation inevitably means revising earlier 
perceptions of the amount and distribution of real growth in 
the economy. In the Canadian National Accounts, an 
attempt is made to minimize the revision by maintaining the 
historical patterns and distribution of real growth up until 
the new base year, 1981. The period 1961 to 1980 was 
deflated in two time periods, 1961-1971 and 1971-1981 
with price indexes based on 1961 and 1971 respectively; 
the historical series are linked to a 1981 time base and 
expressed in 1981 constant dollar levels. The appropriate 
growth rate for each series is maintained by the use of 
adjusting entries. The period 1981 to 1985 is completely 
revised to reflect more recent expenditure patterns. This 
I f iethodology was chosen for the same reason that periodic 

basing is necessary: constant dollar series for any year 
9ould reflect as nearly as possible concurrent patterns of

The pattern of real growth over the revision period has 
not been substantially altered. The cumulative effect of the 
constant dollar revisions, removal of statistical breaks, 
changing of deflation methodologies and rebasing has had 
the net effect of shifting growth slightly between quarters 
but not enough to alter perceptions of the evolution over 
time. A study of the effects of this revision on the dating of 
business cycles over the period will be made available 
following the publication of revised Monthly Gross Domes-
tic Product by Industry and the rebasing of the Canadian 
Composite Leading Indicator to 1981 in the fall. 

As is the case for the current dollar estimates, the largest 
revisions to the constant dollar growth rates occurred as a 
result of the removal of statistical breaks in the series. 
While the impact of the new deflation methodology for 
computers had dramatic effects on real growth of invest-
ment in machinery and equipment, the effect on overall 
GDP growth was minimal. This is due to the fact that much 
of investment in computers is imported and therefore the 
effect on real economic output in Canada is offset by the 
subtraction of imports from other real expenditures to arrive 
at real GDP.
