THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS 
	

LE SYSTÈME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

In i_wu.i ttic 	aticnn jcrourit ñ:i'/e been devel- 
oped since the close of the Second World War in a series 
of publications relating to their constituent parts. These 
have now reached a stage of evolution where they can 
be termed a "System of National Accounts'. For pur-
poses of identification, all publications (containing tables 
of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this 
System carry the term "System of National Accounts" as 
a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists 
of several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and 
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue carrying 
the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, the first set of 
statistics to be referred to with the title "National Ac-
counts" (National Accounts, Income and Expenditure). 
The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue 
with prefix 67) are also part of the System of National 
Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services in current and constant prices, is 
portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the System (Cata-
logue with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos. carrying the 
prefix 61 provide constant dollar measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product 
it factor cost. Inputs and outputs are realted in Productiv-

ity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of 
Gross Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. Mea-
sures of financial transactions are provided by Financial 
Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). Types of 
lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in 
these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Balance sheets of outstand-
ing assets and liabilities are published annually. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various 
parts can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At 
present, direct comparisons amongst those parts which 
use the establishment as the basic unit and those which 
use the legal entity can be carried out only at highly 
aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-
company-establishment relationships; it may eventually 
be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one basis 
(say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise 
basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication, 
A System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods, 
Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of 
Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New York, 
1968).

This publication includes historically revised seasonally 
adjusted data from 1981 to the second quarter 1986. The 
revisions reflect statistical changes resulting from revised 
source data and seasonal patterns, improved estimation 
methodologies and a shift in the base year from 1971 to 
1981 for the series at constant prices. The data are 
presented under a new format with the focus on GOP as 
the main aggretate. 

Revised seasonally adjusted data for the years 1961 to 
1980 and data unadjusted for seasonal variation for the 
period 1961 to date are available through CANSIM or 
directly from the Gross National Product Division.

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT 

Second Quarter 1986 

Gross Domestic Product, seasonally adjusted at annual 
rates, rose to a level of $501.7 billion in the second quarter, 
an increase of 1.2%. After allowing for a 0.5% increase in 
prices, real GDP rose by 0.8%. folloqing a 0.5% gain in the 
first quarter. The average quarterly gain in real GDP of 
0.7% to date in 1986 compares to an average of 1.0% in 
1985. The level of GDP is now 3.9% higher than a year 
ago. 

The expansion in the second quarter largely originated 
in household demand. Consumer demand and housing had 
slowed in the first quarter, following exceptionally rapid 
growth in the last half of 1985. Business investment in plant 
and equipment weakened sharply in the second quarter. 
while the rate of inventory accumulation slowed. Sharply 
lower imports accounted for all of the improvement in real 
net exports, as exports also declined. 

Consumer demand for goods and services expanded by 
1 0% in volume. Growth in the past four quarters totalled 
4 2%. Outlays for goods rose 0.9% after a marginal decline 
in the first quarter, while demand for services grew steadily 
at 1.1%. The increase in goods originated in spending on 
most semi-durable and non-durable goods. Expenditure on 
durable goods fell, as car sales to date in 1986 have 
declined slightly after three years of rapid growth. 

Spending on residential construction rebounded by 2.0% 
in volume, following a comparable decline in the previous 
quarter. The gain was evident both in higher house resales 
and work-put-in-place, the latter reflecting the sharp growth 
of new housing starts in the second quarter. 

Business investment in plant and equipment recorded a 
drop of 4.6% in volume, following little change in the first 
quarter. The severity of the decline is largely explained by 
sharp cutbacks in oil and gas exploration and development 
drilling activity. Investment excluding the energy sector 
weakened slightly in the quarter. 

Total inventory accumulation was little changed in vol-
ume terms. Non-farm inventory accumulation eased from 
a $5.8 billion annual rate in the first quarter to $4.4 billion 
in the second quarter. All of the slowdown originated in the 
retail trade stocks, after a large increase in the first quarter. 

PRODUIT INTERIEUR BRUT

augmente do 1.2% pour atteindre $501.7 milliards au deuxiême 
trimestre. Compte tenu d'une augmentation do 0.5% de l'indice 
implicite de prix, le PIB reel s'accroit de 0.8%, aprés avoir progressO 
de 0.5%  au premier trimestre. La progression trimestrielle moyenne 
du PIB reel s'établit a 0.79/6 depuis le debut do 1986, contre 1.0% 
an moyenne an 1985.

Lexpansion au deuxième trimestre est an grande partie attribua-
ble a Ia demande des menages.

Le volume des dépenses an construction résidentielle remonte 
de 2.0%, apres avoir reculé d'autant au trimestre précèdent. Cette 
reprise s'observe a Ia fois sur le marché de Ia revente at dens 
l'augmentation do Ia valeur des travaux mis an place, laquelle 
traduit une croissance marquee des mises an chantier au douxiéme 
trimestre. 

Los investissements des entreprises on usines at materiel chu-
tent de 4.6% an termes résis, aprOs avoir peu vane au premier 
trimestre. l'ampleur du recul s'explique surtout par los fortes 
reductions des dépenses d'exploration at do forage dans l'industrie 
du pétrole at du gaz.

Les exportations réelles nettes de biens et services s'accroissent 
do $2.7 milliards au deuxièmo trimestre, venant ainsi compenser 
une diminution du méme ordre au premier trimestre. L'essentiel de 
ces mouvements trimestriels so retrouve dans le volume des 
importations, en hausse do 2.6% au premier trimestre et en baisse 
de 4.4% au second.

Real net exports of goods and services rose by $2.7 
billion in the second quarter, to recoup a decline of similar 
magnitude in the first quarter. Most of these quarterly 
movements originated in import volume, up 2.6% in the first 
quarter and down 4.4% in the second. The drop was 
particularly evident in automotive products and precious 
metals. Real export demand edged up in the first quarter 
before subsiding by 1.6% in the second. Sluggish automo-
tive exports to the United States, weak metal exports and 
a sharp decline in agricultural commodities, notably wheat, 
were the major factors in this decline. 

The overall implicit price index for expenditure on GDP 
increased by 0.5% in the quarter, a continuation of the 
moderate price increases of the previous two quarters. 
Lower prices received for exports for the third consecutive 
quarter led this restraint. The 1.8% drop in export prices 
reflected declines for a wide range of primary products, and 
fabricated materials. Prices for consumer goods and ser-
vices decelerated to 0.60/6 in the second quarter, as prices 
declined sharply for energy products. 

Total labour income grew by 0.8% in the second quarter, 
largely due to gains in the service-producing industries. 
Personal income rose 1.2 0/6, while a 8.8% jump in personal 
income tax collections left disposable incomes little 
changed, after a 2.00/6 increase in the first quarter. 

Total government expenditures, excluding intergovern-
mental transfers, rose 3.1% in the second quarter after 
declining slightly in the first. There were increases in all 
expenditure categories with the largest being in subsidies, 
reflecting payments made under the Western Grain Stabili-
zation Plan, and in interest on the public debt. Total 
revenues increased by 2.5%,primarily due to higher per-
sonal income taxes and sales taxes. As a result, the deficit 
of the government sector, seasonally adjusted at annual 
rates and on a national accounts basis, rose $25.6 billion 
in the first quarter to $27.6 billion in the second. 
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Federal Government Petroleum-related Rev -
, 	enues and Expenditures 

The petroleum-related programs of the Federal govern-
ment continued to have a significant effect on the 
movement of some of the federal income and expenditure 
items. The following table provides quarterly estimates, 
seasonally adlusted at annual rates, for 1985 and 1986 of 
the major petroleum-related programs.
