LE SYSTÈME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE 

In C..iri.jl, ilir Nhional Accounts have been devel-
ocod since the close of the Second World War in a series 
of publications relating to their constituent parts. These 
have now reached a stage of evolution where they can 
be termed a 'System of National Accounts". For pur-
poses of identification, all publications (containing tables 
of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and 
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this 
System carry the term "System of National Accounts" as 
a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists 
of several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and 
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue carrying 
the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, the first set of 
statistics to be referred to with the title "National Ac-
counts" (National Accounts. Income and Expenditure). 
The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue 
with prefix 67) are also part of the System of National 
Accounts and they, in fact, pro-date the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services in current and constant prices, is 
portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the System (Cata-
logue with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos. carrying the 
prefix 61 provide constant dollar measures of the contri-
butfn-of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product 
of factor cost. Inputs and outputs are realted in Productiv-
ity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14). 

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of 
Goss Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. Mea-
sures of financial transactions are provided by Financial 
Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). Types of 
lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in 
these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of 
classification of transactors. Balance sheets of outstand-
ing assets and liabilities are published annually. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various 
parts can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At 
present, direct comparisons amongst those parts which 
use the establishment as the basic unit and those which 
use the legal entity can be carried out only at highly 
aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is 
continuing research on enterprise-
company-establishment relationships; it may eventually 
be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one basis 
(say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units 
employed on another (the company or the enterprise 
basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international 
standard as described in the United Nations publication, 
A System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods, 
Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of 
Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New York, 
1968). 

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait l'objet depuis Ia f in 
de Ia Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publica-
tions portant sur leurs éléments constitutifs. Ils ont connu une 
telle evolution qu'on peut maintenant les qualifier de "Système 
de comptabilite nationale". Aux fins d'identification, toutes les 
publications qui font partie du système (elles contiennent des 
tableaux statistiques. Ia description du cadre thèorique et l'expli-
cation des sources et des méthodes) portent le titre general de 
"Système de compabilité nationale". 

Le système do comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en 
plusieurs categories do comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimes-
triels des revenus et des depenses (paraissant dans les publica-
tions dont le no do catalogue commence par 13) ont constituè le 
premier ensemble do statistiques a étre connu sous le titre do 
"Comptes nationaux" (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépen-
ses). Les donnèes sur Ia balance canadienne des paiements 
internationaux (n0  do catalogue commençant par 67) font égale-
ment partie du système de comptabilitè nationale; elles ont 
méme existé avant les comptes des revenues et des 
dèpenses. 

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillèe d'industries et do 
biens et services aux prix du marché et en dollars constants 
figure dans les tableaux d'entrèes-sorties du système (n0  do 
catalogue commençant par 15). Les publications dent les numé-
ros de catalogue commençant par 61 comprennent les mesures 
en dollars constants do l'apport do chaque branche d'activité au 
total du produit intèrieur brut au coOt des facteurs. Un rapport est 
êtabli entre los entrées et sorties dans los etudes de productivité 
(publications dont le no do catalogue commence par 14). 

L'établissement est l'unitè primaire de production industrielle 
tant dans les tableaux d'entrèes-sorties que dens los estimations 
du produit intérieur brut par activitè èconomique. Les comptes de 
flux financiers (publications dont les nOS  de catalogue commen-
cant par 13) mesurent les operations financières. Los categories 
de préteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les èlèments de 
base do cos statistiquos ot Ia personne morale est le point de 
depart du classement des agents economiques. Los comptes du 
bilan des actifs et passifs en circulation sont disponibles 
annuellement. 

Le système do comptabilitè nationale constitue un ensemble 
conceptuollement intègrè dans lequel los diversos categories de 
comptes peuvent être considérèes comme des sous-systémes 
étraoitement lies entre eux. Au stade actuel do développement, 
on ne pout faire do comparaison directe entre Ies èlèments bases 
sur l'ètablissement et ceux qui sont bases sur l'entite juridique 
quo Iorsque los donnèes sont groupées dans dos categories trés 
générales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recher-
ches sur les relations entre I'entreprise, Ia societe et l'ètablisse-
mont. II sera peut-etre possible un jour do reclasser les données 
ètablies sur une certaine baso (l'établissement par exemple) de 
manière a los faire correspondre aux données établies sur une 
autre base (société ou entreprise). 

Dans sos grandes lignes, le système do comptabilité nationale 
du Canada suit do trés près Ia norme intornationale exposèe 
dans Ia publication des Nations Unies intitulée Système de 
comptabilité nationale (Etudes methodologiques, série F, no 2, 
rev. 3, Bureau do statistique, Department des affaires économi-
ques et sociales, Nations Unies, Now York, 1970). 



NOTE 

This publication includes historically revised seasonally 
adjusted data from 1981 to the third quarter 1986. The 
revisions reflect statistical changes resulting from revised 
source data and seasonal patterns, improved estimation 
methodologies and a shift in the base year from 1971 to 
1981 for the series at constant prices. The data are 
presented under a new format with the focus on GOP as 
the main aggretate. 

Revised seasonally adjusted data for the years 1961 to 
1980 and data unadjusted for seasonal variation for the 
period 1961 to date are available through CANSIM or 
directly from the Income and Expenditure Accounts 
Division.

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT 

Third Quarter 1986 

Gross domestic product at market prices grew by 1.5% 
to a level of $509.4 bullion, seasonally adjusted at annual 
rates, in the third quarter. After allowing for price changes, 
real GDP expanded by 0.3%, following growth of 0.6% and 
0.8% in the first and second quarters respectively. 

The growth in real GOP reflected a sharp gain in final 
domestic demand, spearheaded by higher household 
spending, and increased exports, up 3.0 0/6 in volume. Most 
of the increase, however, was met by higher imports and 
a decline in inventory accumulation. 

Consumer demand for goods and services continued to 
accelerate, rising 1.8% in volume in the third quarter. 
Purchases of goods jumped by 2.2%, fuelled by a 4.5% 
increase in durable goods. New car and truck sales rose 
10.6%, largely met by a rundown of motor vehicle invento-
ries. Outlays for furniture and appliances also strengthened 
in line with the gain in housing. Spending on semi- and 
non-durable goods rose by about 1%. Clothing and foot-
wear contributed over 800/6 to the semi-durable increase. 
Weak food expenditures were more than offset by strong 
energy consumption resulting in a 1.3% increase in non-
durable spending. The effects of Expo 86 were evident in 
hiqher spending on restaurants and hotels (+ 2.7%) and 
recreational services (+ 7.2 9/6). These expenditures were 
partly offset by a 13.1% increase in travel expenditure 
receipts from non-residents resulting in a 1.4% increase in 
consumption of services, the same rate as in the second 
quarter. 

Investment in housing grew by 3.9% in volume. The 
increase was led by sharply higher transfer costs on sales 
of existing homes, along with further gains in new construc-
tion. The concentration of higher housing demand in 
central Canada, where price increases have been relatively 
higher than in the rest of Canada, led to a 3.4% increase 
in the implicit price index for housing. 

Business investment in plant and equipment decreased 
by 1.3% in volume, following a drop of 3.9% in the second 
quarter. Outlays for machinery and equipment rose by 3%, 
after marginal gains in the first half of the year. Increased 
spending on transportation equipment accounted for much 
of the upturn. Expenditures on non-residential construction 
decreased by 6.8%, after a 9% drop last quarter. A sharp 

PRODUIT INTERIEUR BRUT 

Troisiéme trimestre de 1986 

Après désaisonnalisation au taux annuel, le produit intérieur brut 
aux prix du marché augmente de 1.5% pour atteindre $509.4 
milliards au troisième trimestre de 1986. Après correction de Ia 
variation des prix, le PIB reel s'accroit de 0.3%; ceci fait suite a une 
croissance de 0.6% au premier trimestre et de 0.8% au second. 

La croissance du PIB reel traduit une hausse de 3.0% des 
exportations et une forte augmentation de Ia demande intérieure 
finale, entrained par une depense des ménages plus élevée. La plus 
grande partie de ces gains, cependant, émane d'une hausse des 
importations et dune baisse des mises en stocks. 

La demande de biens et de services de consommation a continue 
de s'accélérer, progressant de 1.8% en volume au troisième 
trimestre. Les achats do biens augmentent de 2.2%, alimentés par 
une hausse de 4.5% des biens durables. Les ventes do camions et 
voitures neufs s'accroissent do 1 O.6%, comblées en grande partie 
par une baisse des stocks. La fermeté observée dans los dépenses 
en meubles et appareils ménagers coincide avec Ia progression du 
secteur du logement. Les dépenses en biens semi-durables et non 
durables augmentent d'environ 1%. Plus do 80% de Ia hausse dans 
les dépenses en biens semi-durables émane des vétements et des 
chaussures. Les achats de biens non durables s'accroissent do 
1.3%, de faibles dépenses alimentaires étant plus que compensées 
par une forte consommation do produits energetiques. Les dépen-
ses au titre des services continuent de croitre au memo ryt..ne 
qu'au deuxiéme trimestre (1.4%); suite a Expo 1986, on enregistre 
dos dépenses plus élevées dans los restaurants et hOtels ( + 2.7%) 
et dans les services do loisirs ( + 7.2 0/6). lesquelles ont été en partie 
compensèes par une hausse de 13.1 % des recettes de voyage des 
non-residents. 

La construction résidentielle augmente de 3.9% en volume. Cet 
accroissement est dominé par une forte hausse des commissions 
sur les ventes do maisons existantes et par do nouvelles progres-
sions dans le cas do Ia construction neuve. La concentration de 
I'augmentation do Ia domande de Pogements au Québec et en 
Ontario, oU lee hausses de prix ont étè sensiblement plus élevées 
quo dans le reste du pays, se traduit par un accroissement de 3.4% 
do I'indice implicite de prix du logement. 

Les investissements des entreprises en usines et materiel bais-
sent de 1.3% en volume, après une chute de 3.9% au deuxième 
trimestre. Les dépenses en machines et materiel s'accroissent de 
3%, apres des hausses minimes au premier semestre. L'essentiel 
de ce redressement est imputable a 'augmentation des dépenses 
en materiel do transport. Les dépenses au titre do Ia construction 
non résidentielle baissent do 6.8%, aprés une chute do 9% au

and gas was concentrated early in the quarter. 	 'exploration et de lexploitation des gisements de pétrole et de gaz 

est survenue au debut du trimestre. 

Le taux d'accumulation des stocks non agricoles fléchit considé-
rablement au troisième trimestre, passant de $5.0 milliards au 
deuxième a $3.5 milliards. Ce ralentissement est surtout imputable 
aux stocks de véhicules dont Ia diminution au niveau du commerce 
de gros et de detail correspond a une demande finale vigoureuse 
conjuguée a un déclin de Ia production intérleure. On observe en 
outre une forte décumulation des stocks de bois de construction 
dans le secteur manufacturier et le commerce de gros; ceci 
coIncide avec une forte demande intèrieure pour les produits du 
bois, resultant de Ia progression dans Ia construction résidentielle, 
et avec une baisse de Ia production dans les scieries touchèes par 
des grèves au cours du trimestre. 

La croissance des importations réelles de marchandises est 
géneralisee. On note en particulier une forte hausse dans les 
produits pétroliers raffinés. Des augmentations plus faibles mais 
générales dans les importations de biens ménagers correspondent 
a Ia progression des dépenses personnelles. L'accroissement de 
2.7% des exportations réelles de marchandise coincide avec une 
accélération de Ia croissance de l'économie américaine. En ce qui 
concerne les services, on enregistre une forte progression des 
recettes touristiques a Ia suite d'Expo 86. 

Le revenu du travail et les bènéfices des sociétés augmentent 
tous deux d'environ 1% au troisième trimestre. Ces progressions du 
revenu sont en parlie compensées par une forte chute du revenu 
agricole net. La faiblesse des revenus agricoles a freiné Ia crois-
sance du revenu personnel, tandis que le revenu personnel disponi-
ble demeurait pratiquement inchange au cours du trimestre. 
Compte tenu de Ia forte augmentation des dépenses personnelles, 
le taux d'épargne personnelle passe de 11.6% a 9.1% au cours du 
trimestre, son niveau le plus bas depuis 1974. 

Le deficit du secteur des administrations, sur Ia base des 
comptes nationaux, diminue de $6.4 milliards au troisième trimestre 
pour se fixer a $22.2 milliards en termes désaisonnalisés. Les 
recettes progressent de 2.7% avec Ia hausse des impots directs 
des particuliers et des impOts indirects. Les dépenses totales se 
replient legèrement, Ia hausse dans les dépenses en biens et 
services et dans les transferts aux particuliers étant plus que 
compensee par Ia baisse de I'intérét sur Ia dette publique et des 
subventions aux agriculteurs, subventions qui affichaient un niveau 
anormalement élevé au second trimestre. 

Total non-farm inventories recorded a sharply reduced 
rate of accumulation in the third quarter, up $3.5 billion 
compared to $5.0 billion in the second. The slowdown was 
largely attributable to the rundown in motor vehicle stocks 
at the retail and wholesale level in line with strong final 
demand and a decline in domestic production. In addition, 
there were large decumulations of lumber inventories at the 
manufacturing and wholesale level. This coincices with 
strong domestic demand for lumber products as a result of 
the increase in residential construction and lower produc-
tion at the sawmills (attributable to strike activity during the 
quarter). 

Growth in real merchandise imports was widespread. In 
particular, there was a large increase recorded in refined 
petroleum products. Smaller, but widespread, gains of 
imports of household goods were in line with strong 
personal spending. The 2.7% increase in real merchandise 
exports accompanied a pickup in growth in the U.S. econ-
omy. On the service side, travel receipts increased sharply 
reflecting the effect of EXPO 86. 

Both labour income and corporate profits rose about 1% 
in the third quarter. These gains in income were partly 
offset by a sharp drop in net farm income. The weakness 
in farm income slowed the growth of personal income, 
while disposable income was virtually unchanged in the 
quarter. Together with the sharp gain in personal spending, 
the personal savings rate dropped from 11 .6% to 9.1% in 
the quarter, its lowest level since 1974. 

The government sector deficit, on a national accounts 
basis, decreased $6.4 billion to a seasonally adjusted rate 
of $22.2 billion in the third quarter. Revenues advanced 
2.7%, due to higher returns from personal direct taxes and 
indirect taxes. Total expenditures declined slightly as 
increases in spending on goods and services and transfers 
to persons were more than offset by lower outlays for 
agricultural subsidies from the irregularly high second 
quarter level, and for interest on the public debt.

The petroleum-related programs of the Federal govern-
ment continued to have a significant effect on the 
movement of some of the federal income and expenditure 
items. The following table provides quarterly estimates, 
seasonally adjusted at annual rates, for 1985 and 1986 of 
the major petroleu m- related programs.
