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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

In Canada, the National Accounts have besn devel-
oped since the close of the Second World War in a series
of publications relating to their constituent parts. These
have now reached a stage of evolution where they can
be termed a '‘System of National Accounts”. For pur-
poses of identification, all publications (containing tables
of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this
System carry the term *’System of National Accounts as
a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists
of several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue carrying
the prefix 13) were, historically speaking. the first set of
statistics to be referred to with the title ""National Ac-
counts’ (National Accounts, Income and Expenditure).
The Balance of International Payments data (Catalogue
with prefix 67) are also part of the System of National
Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and
Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on
goods and services in current and constant prices, is
portrayed in the Input-Output tables of the System (Cata-
logue with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos. carrying the
prefix 61 provide constant dollar measures of the contri-
bution of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product
at factor cost. Inputs and outputs are realted in Productiv-
ity Studies (Catalogue with prefix 14).

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of
Gross Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. Mea-
sures of financial transactions are provided by Financial
Flow Accounts (Catalogue with prefix 13). Types of
lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in
these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of
classification of transactors. Balance sheets of outstand-
ing assets and liabilities are published annually.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall
conceptually integrated framework in which the various
parts can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At
present, direct comparisons amongst those parts which
use the establishment as the basic unit and those which
use the legal entity can be carried out only at highly
aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is
continuing research on enterprise-
company-establishment relationships; it may eventually
be feasible to reclassify the data which are on one basis
(say the establishment basis) to correspond to the units
employed on another {the company or the enterprise
basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international
standard as described in the United Nations publication,
A System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods,
Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of
Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New York,
1968).

LE SYSTEME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait objet depuns i fin
de la Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une serie de publica-
tions portant sur leurs éléments constitutifs. lis ont connu une
telle évolution qu’on peut maintenant les qualifier de ''Systeme
de comptabilité nationale’'. Aux fins d'identification, toutes les
publications qui font partie du systéme (elles contiennent des
tableaux statistiques, la description du cadre théorique et I'expli-
cation des sources et des méthodes) portent le titre général de
“Systéeme de compabilité nationale’.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en
plusieurs catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimes-
triels des revenus et des dépenses (paraissant dans les publica-
tions dont le n® de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitue le
premier ensemble de statistiques a étre connu sous le titre de
“Comptes nationaux'' (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépen-
ses). Les données sur la balance canadienne des paiements
internationaux (n® de catalogue commengant par 67) font égale-
ment partie du systéeme de comptabilité nationale; elles ont
méme existé avant les comptes des revenues et des
depenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup pius détaillée d'industries et de
biens et services aux prix du marche et en dollars constants
figure dans les tableaux d’entrées-sorties du systéme (n® de
catalogue commengant par 15). Les publications dont les nume-
ros de catalogue commengant par 61 comprennent les mesures
en dollars constants de I'apport de chaque branche d'activite au
total du produit intérieur brut au cout des facteurs. Un rapport est
établi entre les entrées et sorties dans les études de productivite
(publications dont le n® de catalogue commence par 14).

L établissement est I'unité primaire de production industrielle
tant dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les estimations
du produit intérieur brut par activité économique. Les comptes de
flux financiers (publications dont les n°% de catalogue commen-
gant par 13) mesurent les opérations financieres. Les catégories
de préteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les éléments de
base de ces statistiques et la personne morale est le point de
départ du classement des agents economiques. Les comptes du
bilan des actifs et passifs en circulation sont disponibles
annuetlement.

Le systéme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble
conceptuellement intégré dans lequel les diverses catégories de
comptes peuvent étre considérées comme des sous-systemes
étraoitement liés entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement,
on ne peut faire de comparaison directe entre les éléments bases
sur I'établissement et ceux qui sont basés sur I'entite juridique
que lorsque les données sont groupées dans des catégories trés
générales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recher-
ches sur les relations entre I'entreprise, la société et 'établisse-
ment. |l sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser les donnees
établies sur une certaine base (I'établissement par exemple) de
maniére a les faire correspondre aux données établies sur une
autre base (société ou entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systéme de comptabilité nationale
du Canada suit de trés prés la norme internationale exposée
dans la publication des Nations Unies intitulee Systeme de
comptabilité nationale (Etudes méthodologiques, série F, n® 2,
rév. 3, Bureau de statistique, Déepartment des affaires économi-
ques et sociales, Nations Unies, New York, 1970).



NOTE

This publication includes historically revised seasonally
adjusted data from 1981 to 1986. The revisions reflect
statistical changes resulting from revised source data and
seasonal patterns, improved estimation methodologies and
a shift in the base year from 1971 to 1981 for the series at
constant prices. The data are presented under a new
format with the focus on GDP as the main aggretate.

Revised seasonally adjusted data for the years 1961 to
1980 and data unadjusted for seasonal variation for the
period 1961 to date are available through CANSIM or
directly from the Income and Expenditure Accounts
Division.

Introduction

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

Preliminary Annual and Fourth Quarter 1986

In 1986, Gross Domestic Product, at 1981 prices, ex-
panded by 3.1%, compared to an average rate of about 4%
in the previous three years of the current expansion.
Growth occurred largely in the first half of the year with
marginal increases in the second half of the year.

The gain in real GDP reflected growth of about 3% in
both final domestic demand and in exports. There was
considerable divergence in the growth trends by compo-
nent, however, partly reflecting large declines in energy and
other resource prices during the year. While consumer
spending and housing demand posted solid gains in 1986,
business investment in plant and equipment flattened out.
Exports grew less rapidly than imports, while lower prices
received for merchandise exports were a major factor in
reducing the overall rate of price increase in GDP o 2.8%,
the lowest in over 20 years.

Components of Demand

The volume of personal expenditure on goods and
services rose by 4.0%, compared to 5.0% in 1985. Spend-
ing on services rose 4.6%, in contrast with a 3.5% increase
for goods. The strength in services was partly related to the
large increase of tourism in Canada associated with Expo
'86. The slower growth in expenditure on goods largely
originated in automotive products, up 3.1%, following three
years of growth of well over 10% per year. The solid,
growth in housing demand was reflected in higher pur-
chases of furniture and appliances, while semi-durable
goods posted a 5.4% gain. Slow growth in energy demand
served to restrain the increase in non-durable goods to
1.6%.

Residential construction rose by 13.2% in volume, com-
parable to the gain in 1985. Most of the increased house
building activity occurred in Ontario and Quebec, and was
accompanied by a sharp increase in house prices.

Business investment in plant and equipment, in real
terms, fell 0.8% following a 4% gain in 1985. A sharp
cutback in non-residential construction wgs largely offset
by a 5.4% increase in machinery and equipment. The drop
in non-residential construction was particularly severe in

PRODUIT INTERIEUR BRUT

Chiffres annuels provisoires et résultats du quatrieme
trimestre de 1986

En 1986, le produit intérieur brut aux prix de 1981 augmente de
3.1%, contre un taux moyen d'environ 4% au cours des trois
années antérieures de la période d'expansion actuelle. La crois-
sance est survenue principalement au premier semestre de |'année,
puisqu'au deuxiéme on n'enregistre que des augmentations
minimes.

La progression du PIB réel traduit une croissance d'environ 3%
de la demande intérieure finale et des exportations, cependant la
croissance varie de fagon considérable selon les composantes, ce
qui resulte en partie d'importantes diminutions de prix de I'énergie
et des autres ressources au cours de l'année.

Composantes de la demande

the energy sector, at a time of declining oil prices. Increase
investment in the manufacturing and services industries
was most evident in central Canada.

At $2.2 billion, the volume of non-farm business inven-
tory accumulation was little changed in 1986. An accelera-
tion in stockpiling in the first quarter of the year, notably in
the trade sector, was followed by progressively more
restraint during the year. At year-end, the ratio of non-farm
inventories to final sales was little changed from a year

ago.

Net exports of goods and services, at 1981 prices,
declined $1.5 billion, with all of the drop taking place in
merchandise trade. A 6.0% increase in the volume of
merchandise imports was widespread across commodities.
The largest gains occurred in crude petroleum and some
components of imported machinery and equipment. The
weakness in export volume, up only 2.6%, was most
evident in slack demand for wheat and natural gas.

The rise of 2.8% in the implicit price index for GDP
reflected 2.2% drop in prices received for exports of goods,
particularly for energy products and a range of agricultural
and mineral products. The implicit price index for final
domestic demand rose by about 4% for the third consecu-
tive year.

Components of Income

Total labour income rose by 5.7% in 1986. Wages and
salaries in the services-producing industries rose 6.1%.
Weak employment limited wage and salary growth in
goods-producing industries to 4.3%. Personal income rose
6.9% for the year. increased income taxes restrained the
growth in disposable incomes to 5.4%; together with the
gain in spending, the personal savings rate fell from 13.6%
in 1985 to 11.3% in 1986.

Corporate profits before taxes declined by 4.9% in 1986,
reversing an increase of similar magnitude in 1985. The
decrease largely originated in mineral fuel and petroleum
industries, which were affected by lower crude oil prices.

The total government sector deficit, on a national ac-
counts basis, narrowed from $31.3 billion in 1985 to $27.3
billion in 1986. Total revenues of all levels of government
combined rose 7.0%, largely due to higher rates of per-
sonal direct taxes and indirect taxes. The growth in total
expenditures slowed noticeably, to 4.2% compared to
7.5% in 1985. There were lower rates of growth in interest
payments on the public debt and outlays for goods and
services. Subsidy and capital assistance payments de-
clined in the year, mainly reflecting the termination of a
number of petroleum-related programs.

Les exportations nettes de biens et services aux prix de 1981
diminuent de $1.5 milliard, toute la baisse émanant du commerce
de marchandises. L'accroissement de 6.0% en volume des impor-
tations de marchandises touche tous les produits. Les plus fortes
progressions s'observent dans le pétrole brut et certaines compo-
santes des machines et du matériel. La faiblesse des exportations
en volume, en hausse de seuiement 2.6%, est surtout imputable a
la faible demande de bié et de gaz naturel.

La hausse de 2.8% de l'indice implicite de prix du PIB traduit une
chute de 2.2% des prix a I'exportation des marchandises, notam-
ment des produits énergétiques et d'une gamme de produits
agricoles et minéraux. L'indice implicite de prix de la demande
intérieure finale augmente d'environ 4% pour la troisiéme année
consécutive.

Composantes du revenu

Le revenu du travail s'accroit de 5.7% en 1986. Les salaires et
traitements augmentent de 6.1% dans les services. La faiblesse de
I'emploi est venue freiner la croissance des salaires et traitements
dans les industries productrices de biens, laquelle s'éleve a 4.3%.
Le revenu personnel augmente de 6.9% durant ['année. L'accrois-
sement des impots sur le revenu vient limiter la croissance du
revenu disponible a 5.4%; compte tenu de la progression des
dépenses, le taux d'épargne personnelle passe de 13.6% en 1985
a 11.3% en 1986.

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impots diminuent de 4.9% en
1986, annulant ainsi une progression de méme ampleur en 1985.
Cette diminution est surtout imputable aux industries du pétrole et
des combustibles minéraux, qui ont subi le contrecoup de la
diminution du prix du pétrole brut.

Le deéficit total du secteur des administrations, sur la base des
comptes nationaux, diminue, passant de $31.3 milliards en 1985 a
$27.3 milliards en 1986. Les revenus totaux de 'ensemble des
administrations augmentent de 7.0%, surtout a cause de la hausse
des taux des impot indirects et des impots personnels directs. La
croissance des dépenses totales fléchit de fagon sensible, passant
de 7.5% en 1985 a 4.2% en 1986. Le taux d'accroissement des
intéréts payes sur la dette publique ralentit, de méme que celui des
dépenses en biens et services. Les débourseés au titre des subven-
tions et des subventions d'équipement diminuent au cours de
'année, traduisant en cela ('abolition de plusieurs programmes
reliés au petrole.

Fourth Quarter 1986

Real expenditure on GDP rose only fractionally in the
tourth quarter as increased final domestic and export
demand was largely supplied from inventories. Final do-
mestic demand grew by 0.6%, after a 1.0% gain in the third
quarter, as a slowdown in consumer demand was partly
offset by increased fixed capital investment. In particular,
housing demand grew steadily, while business investment
in plant and equipment turned up after a slump in the
second and third quarters.

The volume of personal expenditure on goods and
services rose 0.2% in the fourth quarter, following two
quarters of strong increases. A 2.5% decline in outlays on
durable goods was accounted for by lower spending on
automobiles, which had risen sharply in the third quarter
when temporary incentives to purchase proliferated.

Business investment in plant and equipment rose 0.8%
in volume, to partly reverse the cumulative drop of 5.8% in
the previous two quarters. The firming of investment was
most evident in exploration and development of oil and gas
which led to a 1.1% rebound in non-residential construc-
tion. Special provincial government incentives in Alberta to
invest before year-end contributed to this gain. Outlays for
machinery and equipment continued to rise moderately.
Residential construction rose by 4.2% in volume, after a
similar gain in the third quarter with all of the increase
originating in new construction.

Real business inventories declined by $1.1 biilion, after
A $3.4 billion increase in the third quarter. The decline
originated in agriculture, manufacturing and trade. The
easing of inventory accumulation in the second half of the
year accompanied increased domestic and export demand,
and followed a large accumulation of stocks early in the
year.

Net exports of goods and services rose nearly $2.1
billion in volume in the fourth quarter, to their highest level
in over a year. This largely reflected increased export
volume, up 3% in total for the second consecutive quarter.
Exports of merchandise strengthened mainly as a result of
higher grain shipments - which were held in inventory by
labour disputes in the third quarter - as well as shipments
of motor vehicle products. The volume of import demand
grew by 1.6% in total.

Total labour income grew by 1.1% in the fourth quarter,
as the result of gains in both the goods-producing (0.6%)
and services-producing (1.4%) industries. Personal dispos-
able income rose by 1.8%, after two quarters of weak
growth. The personal savings rate was littte changed at
10.2% in the quarter.

Quatrieme trimestre de 1986

Le PIB en termes réels augmente tres légérement au quatrieme
trimestre, alors que la demande intérieure finale et la demande a
I'exportation ont été satisfaites dans une large mesure par le biais
des stocks. La demande intérieure finale progresse de 0.6%, apres
une hausse de 1.0% au troisiéme trimestre, alors que le ralentisse-
ment de la demande de consommation est en partie compenseé par
une hausse des dépenses en immobilisations. En particulier, la
demande de logements s'accroit de fagon soutenue, tandis que les
dépenses des entreprises en usines et matériel se redressent apres
un repli aux deuxieme et troisiéme trimestres.

Les dépenses personnelles en biens et services augmentent de
0.2% en volume au quatriéme trimestre, aprés deux trimestres de
forte croissance. La baisse de 2.5% des dépenses en biens
durables s'explique par le recul des ventes d’'automobiles, qui
avaient fortement augmenté au troisiéme trimestre avec la multipli-
cation des promofions tempaoraires a ['achat.

Les investissements des entreprises en usines et matériel pro-
gressent de 0.8% en volume, ce qui compense en partie la
diminution cumulée de 5.8% des deux trimestres précédents. Le
raffermissement des investissements s’observe surtout dans I'ex-
ploration et I'exploitation des gisements de pétroles et de gaz, ce
qui entraine un reléevement de 1.1% de la construction non résiden-
tielle. Les programimes spéeciaux de I'Alberta visant a encourager
I'investissement avant la fin de I'année ont contribué a cette
augmentation. Les dépenses en machines et matériel continuent
d'augmenter de fagon modérée. La construction résidentielle
s‘accroit de 4.2% en volume, a la suite d'une progression sembla-
hle le trimestre précédent; cette hausse est uniquement attribuable
a la construction neuve.

Les stocks commerciaux diminuent de $1.1 milliard en termes réels,
aprés avoir augmenté de $3.4 milliards le trimestre précédent. Cette
diminution provient de ('agriculiure, de la fabrication et du commer-
ce. Lerelachement du taux de mises en stocks au second semestre
de I'année s'accompagne d’une progression de la demande inte-
rieure et a I'exportation et fait suite a une importante accumulation
des stocks au début de I'année.

Les exportations nettes de biens et de services augmentent de
$2.1 milliards en volume au quatriéme trimestre pour atteindre leur
niveau le plus élevé en plus d'un an, traduisant une progression du
volume des exportations, en hausse de 3% au total pour le
deuxieme trimestre consécutif. Le raffermissement des exporta-
tions de marchandises provient pour I'essentiel de la hausse des
livraisons de céréales (gardees en entrepdt en raison de conflits
ouvriers au troisiéme trimestre) ainsi que des livraisons de produits
automobiles. La demande a I'importation augmente de 1.6% en
volume.
