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THE SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

In Canade, thé National Acolunt® have bden deveais
oped since the close of the Second World War in a series
of publications relating to their constituent parts. These
have now reached a stage of evolution where they can
be termed a ‘System of National Accounts’”. For pur-
poses of identification, all publications (containing tables
of statistics, descriptions of conceptual frameworks and
descriptions of sources and methods) which make up this
System carry the term *'System of National Accounts'* as
a general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists
of several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and
Expenditure Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos.
carrying the prefix 13) were, historically speaking, the
first set of statistics to be referred to with the title
“National Accounts’ (National Accounts, Income and
Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments
data (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are also part of the
System of National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date
the Income and Expenditure Accounts.

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output
tables of the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The
Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 15 also provide
measures of the contribution of each industry to total
Gross Domestic Product at factor cost as well as Produc-
tivity Measures.

t3oth the Input-Output tables and the estimates of
Gross Domestic Product by Industry use the establish-
ment as the primary unit of industrial production. Mea-
sures of financial transactions are provided by Financial
Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of
lenders and financial instruments are the primary detail in
these statistics and the legal entity is the main unit of
classification of transactors. Balance sheets of outstand-
ing assets and liabilities are published annually.

The System of National Accounts provides an overall
conceptually integrated framework in which the various
parts can be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At
present, direct comparisons amongst those parts which
use the establishment as the basic unit and those which
use the legal entity can be carried out only at highly
aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics Canada is
continuing research on enterprisé company establish-
ment relationships; it may eventually be feasible to
reclassify the data which are on one basis (say the
establishment basis) to correspond to the units employed
on another (the company or the enterprise basis).

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international
standard as described in the United Nations publication,
A System of National Accounts (Studies in Methods,
Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistical Office, Department of
Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations, New York,
1968).

LE SYSTEME DE COMPTABILITE NATIONALE

Au Canada, las comptas nationaux dot falt Fotjet gepuis e fin
de la Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publica-
tions portant sur leurs éléments constitutifs. lls ont connu une
telle évolution qu'on peut maintenant les qualifier de *‘Systéme
de comptabilite nationale”. Aux fins d'identification, toutes les
publications qui font partie du systéme (elles contiennent des
tableaux statistiques, la description du cadre théorique et I'expli-
cation des sources et des méthodes) portent le titre général de
"“Systeme de comptabilité nationale’ .

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en
plusieurs catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels et trimes-
triels des revenus et dépenses (paraissant dans les publications
dont les n®S de catalogue commencent par 13) ont constitué le
premier ensemble de statistiques a étre connu sous le titre de
"Comptes nationaux’' (Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépen-
ses). Les données sur la balance canadienne des paiements
internationaux (n®S de catalogue commengant par 67) font
également partie du systéme de comptabilité nationale; elles ont
meéeme existé avant les comptes des revenus et dépenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détaillée d'industries et de
biens et services figure dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties du
systéme (n©S de catalogue commengant par 15). Les publica-
tions dont les numéros de catalogue commencent par 15 com-
prennent aussi les mesures de I'apport de chaque branche
d'activité au total du produit intérieur brut au cout des facteurs
ainsi que les mesures de productivite.

L'établissement est I'unité primaire de production industrielie
tant dans les tableaux d’entrées-sorties que dans les estimations
du produit intérieur brut par activité économique. Les comptes de
flux financiers (publications dont les n®S de catalogue commen-
cent par 13) mesurent les opérations financiéres. Les catégories
de préteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les éléements de
base de ces statistiques et la personne morale est le point de
départ du classement des agents économiques. Les comptes du
bilan des actifs et passifs en circulation sont disponibles
annuellement.

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble
conceptuellement intégre dans lequel les diverses catégories de
comptes peuvent étre considérées comme des sous-systéemes
étroitement liés entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, on
ne peut faire de comparaison directe entre les éléments basés
sur I'établissement et ceux qui sont basés sur I'entité juridique
que lorsque les données sont groupées dans des catégories trés
geénérales. Toutefois, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recher-
ches sur les relations entre I'entreprise, la société et |'etablisse-
ment. |l sera peut-étre possible un jour de reclasser les données
etablies sur une certaine base (I'établissement par exemple) de
maniéere a les faire correspondre aux données établies sur une
autre base (societé ou entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systéme de comptabilité nationale
du Canada suit de trés prés la norme internationale exposée
dans la publication des Nations Unies intitulée Systeme de
comptabilité nationale (Etudes méthodologiques, serie F, n® 2,
rév. 3, Bureau de statistique, Départment des affaires économi-
ques et sociales, Nations Unies, New York, 1970).

Introduction

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT
Second Quarter 1987

Gross Domestic Product rose 2.4% in the second quar-
ter to a level of $547.2 billion, seasonally adjusted at
annual rates. After allowing for price changes, real GDP
expanded by 1.5%, the same growth as in the first
quarter.

Virtually all of the second quarter growth originated in
higher domestic demand, which grew by 1.7%, its largest
quarterly gain since 1985. Solid growth in consumer and
business spending were supported by large gains in labour
income and corporate profits. Personal expenditure on
goods and services accelerated to a 1.7% growth, while
housing demand continued to rise at a rapid rate. Business
investment in plant and equipment posted its second
consecutive quarter of sizeable growth. In terms of GDP by
industry, growth was about evenly distributed between
goods and services.

Components of Demand

The 1.7% gain in overall consumer spending was the
largest volume increase since the third quarter of 1985.
Growth was widespread amongst consumer goods. Pur-
chases of durables rose by 5.1%, as prices declined by
0.3% largely due to rebates for new car purchases. Non-
automotive expenditures also rose strongly, as furniture
and appliance sales were boosted by the strong housing
demand. Outlays for semi- and non-durable goods rose by
1.7% and 1.3% respectively, following small declines in the
previous quarter. Spending on services eased to a 0.8%
increase, following increases of over 1% in the previous
two quarters.

Residential construction rose by 4.7% in volume in the
second quarter, essentially the same growth as in the first
quarter. The sources of growth changed, however, as new
home construction accelerated while the sales of existing
houses declined. The slackening in the number of real
estate transactions was particularly notable in the Toronto
market.

The volume of business investment in plant and equip-
ment increased by 2.9%, almost the same rate of growth as
in the first quarter. The 3.3% growth in machinery and
equipment continued to be slightly faster than the recovery

Introduction

PRODUIT INTERIEUR BRUT

Deuxieme trimestre de 1987

Aprés désaisonnalisation au taux annue, le produit intérieur brut
augmente de 2.4% au deuxiéme trimestre de 1987 pour atteindre
$547.2 milliards. Aprés correction de la variation des prix, I'aug-
mentation du PIB réel est de 1.5%, soit autant qu'au premier
trimestre.

La croissance au deuxiéme trimestre s'explique presque unique-
ment par la progression de la demande intérieure, en hausse de
1.7%, la plus forte augmentation trimestrielle depuis 1985. La
vigoureuse croissance des dépenses des consommateurs et des
entreprises est alimentée par les fortes hausses du revenu du
travail et des bénéfices des sociétés. La progression des dépenses
personnelles en biens et services s'accélére pour atteindre 1.7%,
tandis que la demande de logements continue d'augmenter a un
rythme rapide.

La hausse de 1.7% de I'ensemble des dépenses de consomma-
tion est la plus forte en volume depuis le troisiéme trimestre de
1985.

Les achats de biens durables s'accroissent de 5.1%, les
rabais sur les achats de voitures neuves contribuant largement a
une baisse de 0.3% des prix; les autres dépenses sont également
en forte hausse, les ventes de meubles et d'appareils ménagers se
trouvant alimentées par la forte demande de logements.

of non-residential construction. The increase in expendi-
ture on machinery and equipment was widespread with
particularly strong demand for motor vehicles. Outlays for
non-residential construction were boosted by a sharp gain
in engineering construction.

Real business non-farm inventory accumulation was
little changed at an annual rate of $1.8 billion in the second
quarter. In manufacturing, higher stocks of raw materials
and goods-in-process accompanied a drop in finished
goods. Inventories in wholesale and retail trade increased
at a slower rate than in the previous quarter.

Real export demand declined by 1.9%, to reverse a gain
of similar magnitude in the first quarter. The slack in
exports largely originated in automotive shipments and in
agricultural products. Imports fell by 1.3%, reflecting lower
demand for motor vehicle parts and for crude petroleum.
Both export and import prices were little changed in the
quarter, after large drops in the first quarter.

The easing in the rate of increase in the overall Implicit
Price Index for GDP, from 1.4% in the first quarter to 0.9%
in the second, was mostly due to a change in the composi-
tion of inventories. Excluding inventories, the price increase
was 1.0%, the same as the first quarter rate. Price declines
for durable goods and slower price increases for housing
helped to limit the price increase.

Production by Industry

On an industry basis, output increases were widespread
among both goods-producing and services-producing in-
dustries. Production in the goods-producing industries
advanced 1.4% in the quarter. Some industries which
contributed significantly to the second quarter increase
included residential construction, manufacturers of office,
store and businss machines, electric power systems, and
crude petroleum and natural gas production. Output of the
residential construction industry in the second quarter of
1987 stood 22% above the level of the corresponding
quarter in 1986.

Services-producing industries grew 1.3% in the second
quarter mostly due to output increases in retail trade,
wholesale trade, finance, insurance and real estate ser-
vices, and telecommunication carriers services.

Components of Income

Corporate profits before taxes increased by 6.3% in the
second quarter, following a like increase in the first. The
energy industries led the increase, although gains were
posted by most industries. Profits have risen by about 25%
in the past year.

Total labour income rose by 2.1%, after 2 similar gain in
the first quarter mainly due to higher employment. Total

Le ralentissement du taux de croissance de I'indice implicite de
prix d'ensemble du PIB, qui passe de 1.4% au premier trimestre a
0.9% au deuxiéme, est attribuable principalement a un changement
dans la composition des stocks. Si I'on exclut ces derniers,
I'augmentation de prix s'établit a 1.0%, soit autant qu'au premier
trimestre.

Production par branche d’activite

Par branche d'activité, la croissance de la production a éete
générale tant du coté des biens que des services. Dans les
branches productrices de biens, la hausse s’établit & 1.4% au
deuxiéme trimestre. Parmi les branches ayant contribué a la
croissance au deuxiéme trimestre figurent la construction résiden-
tielle, la fabrication des machines de bureau et de commerce,
I'industrie de I'énergie électrique ainsi que celle du pétrole brut et
du gaz naturel. Dans la construction résidentielle, I'activité au
deuxiéme trimestre de 1987 dépasse de 22% son niveau d’'un an
plus tot.

La croissance des branches productrices de services s'établit a
1.3% au deuxiéme trimestre, principalement a cause de l'activité
accrue dans le commerce de deétail, le commerce de gros, les
finances, assurances et affaires immobilieéres et les services de
telecommunications.

Composantes du revenu

Les bénétices des sociétés avant impots augmentent de 6.3% au
deuxiéme trimestre, apres une progression semblable au trimestre
precédent. Cette augmentation est dominée par le secteur de
'énergie, mais la plupart des branches d'activité enregistrent des
gains. Au cours de I'année écoulée, les bénéfices augmentent de
25% environ.

Le revenu du travail progresse de 2.1%, aprés une hausse
similaire au trimestre précédent, en raison principalement d'un
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personal income rose by 2.8%, as the gain in labour
income was accompanied by an irregularly large increase
in net farm income. The surge in farm income reflects
subsidy payments made under the Western Grain Stabili-
zation Program and the Special Canadian Grains Program.
Personal disposable income, up 1.7%, grew more slowly
than personal income as personal taxes rose sharply.
Together with the solid gain in personal spending, the
personal savings rate continued to decline, falling from
9.7% in the first quarter to 8.8% in the second.

Total revenues of the government sector increased 5.7%
in the quarter, as tax revenues of all types rose in response
to the large gains in incomes and in spending. Total
expenditure rose by 3.0%; about half of the increase was
due to farm subsidy payments. With revenues increasing
almost twice as fast as expenditures, the deficit of the
government sector, on a national accounts basis and
seasonally adjusted at annual rates, narrowed to $21.6
billion in the quarter.

Comme les recettes augmentent presque
deux fois plus rapidement que les dépenses, le déficit du secteur
des administrations diminue sur la base des comptes nationaux et
aprés désaisonnalisation au taux annuel pour s'établir 4 $21.6
milliards au deuxiéme trimestre.
