These have now 
reached a stage of evolution where they can be termed a 
"System of National Accounts". For purposes of identification, 
all publications (containing tables of statistics, descriptions of 
conceptual frameworks and descriptions of sources and 
methods) which make up this System carry the term "System of 
National Accounts as a general title. 

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of 
several paris. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure 
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13) 
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred 
to with the title "National Accounts" (National Accounts. Income 
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data 
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are also part of the System of 
National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and 
Expenditure Accounts. 

Greatly expanded structural detail on industries and on 
goods and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of 
the System (Catalogue Nos. with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos. 
carrying the prefix 15 also provide measures of the Contribution 
of each industry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost 
as well as Productivity Measures. 

Both the lnput'Output tables and the estimates of Gross 
restic Product by Industry use the establishment as the 

;rrrary unit of industrial production. Measures of financial 
tr i'rsactions are provided by the Financial Flow Accounts 
Catalogue Nos. with prefix 13). Types of lenders and financial 

instruments are the primary detail in these statistics and the legal 
entity is the main unit of classification of transactors. Balance 
sheets of outstanding assets and liabilities are published 
annually. 

The System of National Accounts provides an overall 
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can 
he considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct 
comparisons amongst those parts which use the establishment 
as the basic unit and those which use the legal entity can be 
carried Out only at highly aggregated levels of data. However, 
Statistics Canada is continuing research on enterprise-company-
establishment relalionships: it may eventually be feasible to 
reclassity the data which are on one basis (say the 
establishment basis) to correspond to the units employed on 
another (the company or the enterprise basis). 

In its broad outline, the Canadian System of National 
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international standard 
as described in the United Nations publication: A System of 
National Accounts (Studies in Methods. Series F. No. 2 Rev. 3, 
Statistical Office. Department of Economic and Social Affairs, 
United Nations, New York. 1968).

Gross domestic product at market prices 
increased 1.3"o in the second quarter of 1989, 
reaching a seasonally adjusted annual rate of S643.7 
billion. Expressed at 1981 prices, the advance was 
0.2 0'. the lowest real growth since the fourth quarter of 
1986 (see Chart 1) The GDP implicit price index rose 
1 .2% from the first quarter (see Chart 2) and 5.6% on a 
year-over-year basis. 

There were a number of signs in the second 
quarter suggesting that the economy is entering a 
period of slower growth. Along with lower output 
growth. there was a halt in employment growth during 
the quarter. Housing starts dropped and there was a 
weakening in the housing resale market. Real exports 
fell 0.5%, reflecting lower wheat shipments and weaker 
demand for some Canadian products in the United 
States. Corporation profits also declined.

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Although production growth slowed, demand 
continued to increase substantially. With adjustment 
for inflation, the advance in final domestic demand 
was 0.8%. The increase was attributable to a second 
quarter pickup in consumer spending, following a small 
first quarter increase, and to the continuing surge in 
business outlays on plant and equipment. Business 
inventories accumulated more rapidly. This buildup, 
combined with the continued growth in final domestic 
demand, was reflected in higher imports of goods and 
services, which increased 3.1% in real terms.

Components of Demand 

The volume of personal expenditure on consumer 
goods and services grew 1.3%  during the second 
quarter, after rising only 0.4% in the first. The increase 
in consumer spending occurred about equally in the 
goods and services components. Purchases of 
durable and semi-durable goods grew substantially. 
After sharp decreases in the first quarter, spending on 
motor vehicles, parts and repairs, and on clothing and 
footwear bounced back, the former stimulated by 
manufacturers' special incentive programs. Spending 
on non-durable goods, such as food and fuels, rose 
only 0.39.. Higher taxes on gasoline, tobacco and 
alcohol was one factor which dampened demand 
growth. In the services component, Spending on 
restaurant meals and hotel accommodation recorded a 
sizable 2.2% increase and gross rents rose 1.1%. 

Business residential construction investment 
dropped 3.9% in real terms during the second quarter. 
Real estate commissions declined sharply as housing 
resale markets weakened in many areas of the country. 
Housing starts turned down early in the quarter and 
new construction work-put-in-place declined slightly. 
Spending on alterations and improvements to existing 
dwellings increased 1 7%. 

Business plant and equipment spending rose 2.1°/a  
in the second quarter, maintaining the strong upward 
trend evident since the end of 1986. Outlays for 
machinery and equipment rose 31%, as expenditures 
were considerably higher for transportation equipment, 

industrial machinery and office equipment. Non-
residential construction was virtually unchanged, 
following strong growth in the first quarter. 

The value of physical change in non-farm business 
inventories rose for the second consecutive quarter 
(see Chart 4). The upward swing was equivalent to 
0.3% of real GDP Most of the buildup was at the 
wholesale and retail levels. It occurred despite 
substantial declines in stocks of motor vehicles and 
parts, as car sales picked up. Stocks of food products, 
petroleum products and lumber were all higher. 



Farm inventories (on a seasonally adjusted basis) 
::)ntinued to recover from the effects of the drought in 
1988. Grain stocks accumulated and there was a 
Hnaller increase in stocks of other agricultural 
immodities The rebuilding of farm-held grain stocks 
:cntributed 0.2% to the real GDP growth rate, about 
the same as in the first quarter. 

The balance of trade in goods and services 
declined sharply in the second quarter, as a result of 
rapidly rising imports, falling exports and a 
deterioration in the terms of trade. In current dollar 
terms and at annual rates, the balance went from a 
$2.8 billion surplus in the first quarter, to a $4.4 billion 
deficit in the second. In constant 1981 dollar terms, 
there was an increase in the deficit from $0.7 billion to 
$6.3 billion (see Chart 3), equivalent to 12% of real 
GOP. Real exports dropped 0.5%, while imports rose 
3.1 %. 

Export prices rose less rapidly than import prices 
for the first time since 1986. based on the chain price 
indexes. On the merchandise account, real exports of 
wheat, automotive goods, and forest products all fell, 
while exports of natLiral gas, machinery and equipment 
recorded notable increases. Import volumes were 
higher for a wide range of products, particularly 
machinery and equipment and crude petroleum, 
although they were lower in the case of motor vehicles. 
On the non-merchandise account, lower spending by 
fnroign tourists in Canada and increased expenditure

Price Indexes 

Inflation, as measured by the GOP implicit price 
index, moderated in the second quarter. The index 
rose 1.2%. after a 1 .8°' jump in the first quarter. 
About half of this apparent slowing in inflation was 
attributable to compositional changes in expenditures. 
The chain price index, which measures the price 
change element holding expenditure composition fixed, 
rose 1 4°/  in the quarter, following a 1.7% rise in the 
first quarter. Tax increases in the spring budgets were 
one important contributor to the second quarter price 
increase. The chain price index for final domestic 
demand rose more rapidly than the overall GDP index 
for the first time since the third quarter of 1986.

La remuneration des salaries s'accroit de 2.2%, bien que 
le nombre de travailleurs rémunérés soit resté inchangé par 
rapport au trimestre précédent. Oct accroissement est 
attribuable dans une large mesure aux importants paiements 
rétroactifs de salaires dans l'administration fédérale. Les coCts 
unitaires de main-d'oeuvre augmentent de 2.0% au cours du 
trimestre et dépassent de 6.0% ceux du deuxiéme trimestre 
de 1988. 

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impôts baissent de 
6.2% au deuxième trimestre et de 3.4% d'une année a l'autre 
(Graphique 5). Dans l'ensemble, les sociétés industrielles et 
es sociétés financières enregistrent toutes deux d'importantes 
baisses des bénOfices. Les intéréts et revenus divers de 
placements augmentent de 0.2%, et le revenu net des 
entreprises individuelles non agricoles, layers compris, 
progresse de 1.6%. Le revenu comptable net des exploitants 
agricoles au titre de Ia production agricole s'accroIt de 3.8 0./0 

aprés avoir dirninué pendant trois trimestres consécutifs. 
L'augmentation du revenu comptable agricole provient des 
paiements de subventions en vertu du Programme canadien 
d'aide aux agriculteurs victimes de Ia sécheresse et de Ia 
meilleure récolte en 1989, aprés Ia secheresse de 1988. 

Components of Income 

Wages, salaries and supplementary labour income 
grew 2.2%, although paid worker employment was 
unchanged from the previous quarter. Large 
retroactive wage payments by the federal government 
were an important element in the increase. Unit labour 
costs rose 2.0% in the quarter and were 6.0% higher 
than in the second quarter of 1988. 

Corporation profits before taxes fell 6.2% in the 
quarter and were down 3.4% on a year-over-year basis 
(see Chart 5). Industrial and financial corporations, at 
the total level, experienced large profit drops. Interest 
and miscellaneous investment income rose 0.2 0  and 
net income of non-farm unincorporated business, 
including rent, increased 1.6%. The accrued net 
income of farm operators from farm production rose 
3.8%, following three consecutive quarters of decline. 
The growth in accrued farm income was due to 
subsidy payments under the Canadian Crop Drought 
Assistance Program and to the improved crop in 1989 
after the drought of 1988.

Le revenu personnel s'accroit de 2.2%, soit a peu prés 
autant que Ia moyenne des quatre trimestres précédents, pour 
atteindre $545.9 milliards. Comme les perceptions d'impôts 
sur le revenu des particuliers ont augmenté plus rapidement 
que le revenu personnel, Ia croissance du revenu personnel 
disponible ne s'éléve qua 0.9°•'o au deuxième trimestre, contre 
3.0% en moyenne au cours des quatre trimestres précédents. 
Les dépenses de consommation augmentent de 2.8% en 
dollars courants et le faux d'epargne personnelle baisse de 
11.1% au premier trimestre a 9.2% au deuxième. 

Production par branche d'activité 

En ce qui concerne l'activité par branche de production. 
le PIB reel au coOt des facteurs augmente de 0.3% au 
deuxiéme trimestre aprés une hausse de 0.7% au premier. La 
production de biens s'accroit de 0.4%, contre 1.0% au 
premier trimestre. Les industries manufacturières, les mines et 
'agriculture dominent Ia croissance, alors que Ia production 

diminue dans le bàtiment et les services publics. On observe 
une hausse de 0.2% dans Ia production de services, contre 
0.6 0 ' au trimestre precedent. Cette progression au deuxième 
trimestre, Ia plus faible depuis le dernier trimestre de 1986, se 
concentre dans les communications, le commerce de detail et 
les services socio-culturels, commerciaux et personnels. La 
production est en baisse dans les finances, assurances et 
affaires immobiliéres, les transports et l'entreposage ainsi que 
le commerce de gros. 

Personal income advanced 2.2%, about the same 
ate as the average for the previous tour quarters, 
caching $545.9 billion. Since personal income tax 
allections rose more sharply than personal income, 

personal disposable income grew only 0.9% in the 
quarter, alter increases averaging 3.0% in the previous 
four quarters. Consumer spending rose 2.8% in current 
dollar terms and there was a drop in the personal 
saving rate from 11.10/0  in the first quarter, to 9.2% in 
the second. 

Output by Industry 

From an industry perspective, real GDP at factor cost 
rose 0.3% in the second quarter, following an increase 
of 0.7% in the first quarter. Goods production 
advanced 0.4%, following a 1.0% increase in the first 
quarter. Manufacturing, mining and agriculture led the 
increase, while construction and utilities declined. 
Services output rose 0.2%, following a gain of 0.6°'o in 
the first quarter of the year. The second quarter 
advance, the smallest quarterly gain since the final 
quarter of 1986, originated in communication 
industries, retail trade and community, business and 
personal services. Finance, insurance, and real estate, 
transportation and storage, and wholesale trade all fell 
in the second quarter. 

Government Sector 

the government sector accounts, the federal 
avernment deficit (on a national accounts basis) 

;Jged down, from $23.8 billion to $23.7 billion. Total 
current expenditure rose 6.1 °o. capital outlays dropped 
14.1% and total revenue grew 7.1%. The increase in 
current expenditure reflected a number of elements, 
the most important being rising interest on the public 
debt, higher transfer payments to provincial 
governments and special farm subsidy payments. The 
large increase in federal revenues was partly because 
of indirect tax rate increases in the April 27, 1989 
budget. 

After falling into a deficit position in the first quarter 
of 1989, the consolidated provincial government 
balance swung back into surplus in the second quarter. 
Revenue growth was quite strong, partly because of 
indirect tax increases in the spring budgets. The 
aggregate surplus in the remainder of the government 
sector, encompassing local governments, hospitals and 
the Canada and Quebec Pension Plans, increased 
slightly. 

Secteur des administrations 

Dans les comptes du secteur des administrations, le 
deficit de l'administration fédérale (base de Ia comptabilité 
nationale) diminue légerement, passant de $23.8 milliards a 
$23.7 milliards. Les dépenses courantes totales s'accroissent 
de 6.1%, les dépenses en capital baissent de 14.1 016, et les 
recettes totales sont en hausse de 7.1%. L'augmentation des 
dépenses courantes est imputable a plusieurs facteurs, dont 
es plus importants sont laccroissement du service de Ia dette 
publique, Ia hausse des paiements de transfert aux 
administrations provinciales et les paiements de subventions 
aux agriculteurs. La torte augmentation des recettes féderales 
s'explique en partie par les hausses des impôts indirects 
contenues dans le budget du 27 avril 1989. 

Aprés avoir enregistré un deficit au premier trimestre de 
1989, le solde consolide des administrations provinciales so 
retrouve en excédent au deuxiéme trimestre. La croissance 
des recettes est assez forte, en partie a cause des 
augmentations d'impãts indirects dans les budgets présentés 
au printemps. L'excedent global du reste du secteur des 
administrations, ce qui comprend les administrations locales, 
les hôpitaux et les Regimes de pensions du Canada et de 
rentes du Québec, augmente legérement.

Percentage changes in the chain indexes reflect 
price change unaffected by compositional changes 
between the consecutive periods, that is, between 
years for the annual series or from quarter to 
quarter for the quarterly series.
