The System of National Accounts

5 Canada, the National Accounts have been developed since
i =iose of the Second World War in a series of publications
relating o their constituent parts. These have now reached a stage
of evolution where they can be termed a “System of National
Accounts”. For purposes of identfication, all publications
(containing tables of statistics, descriptions of conceptual
frameworks and descriptions of sources and methods) which make
up this System carry the term “System of National Accounts” as a
general title.

The System of National Accounts in Canada consists of
several parts. The annual and quarterly Income and Expenditure
Accounts (included with Catalogue Nos. carrying the prefix 13)
were, historically speaking, the first set of statistics to be referred
to with the title “National Accounts” (National Accounts, Income
and Expenditure). The Balance of International Payments data
(Catalogue Nos. with prefix 67) are aiso part of the System of
National Accounts and they, in fact, pre-date the Income and
Expenditure Accounts.

Greally expanded structural detail on industries and on goods
and services is portrayed in the Input-Output Tables of the System
(Cataiogue Nos. with prefix 15). The Catalogue Nos. carrying the
prefix 15 also provide measures of the contribution of each
ndustry to total Gross Domestic Product at factor cost as well as
Productivity Measures.

Both the Input-Output tables and the estimates of Gross
Domestic Product by Industry use the establishment as the primary
untt of industnal production. Measures of financial transactions are
orovided by the Financial Flow Accounts (Catalogue Nos. with
orefix 13). Types of lenders and financial instruments are the
primary detail in these statstics and the legal entity 1s the main unit
of classification of transactors. Balance sheets of outstanding
assets and habilities are published annually.

The System of Natonal Accounts provides an overall
conceptually integrated framework in which the various parts can
be considered as interrelated sub-systems. At present, direct
comparisons amongst those parts which use the establishment as
the basic unit and those which use the legal entity can be carned
out only at highly aggregated levels of data. However, Statistics
Canada s continuing research on enterprise  company
establishment relationships; it may eventually be feasible to
reclassify the data which are on one basis (say the establishment
basis) to correspond to the umits employed on another (the
company or the enterprise basis).

In s broad outlne, the Canadian System of National
Accounts bears a close relationship to the international standard as
described in the United Nations pubiication: A System of National
Accounts (Studies in Methods, Series F, No. 2 Rev. 3, Statistcal
Office, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, United Nations,
New York, 1968).

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fait I'objet depuis la fin de
la Seconde Guerre mondiale de toute une série de publications
portant sur leurs eléments constitutifs. lls ont connu une telle évolution
gu'on peut maintenant les qualifier de “Systéme de comptabilite
nationale”. Aux fins d'identification, toutes les publications qui font
partie du systeme (elies contiennent des tableaux statistiques, la
description du cadre théorique et ['explication des sources et des
méthodes) portent le titre général de “Systeme de comptabilité
nationaie”.

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale du Canada se divise en
plusieurs catégories de comptes. Les comptes annuels el trnimestriels
des revenus et des depenses (paraissant dans les publications dont le
numeéro de catalogue commence par 13) onl constitué le premier
ensemble de slatistiques a étre connu sous le titre de "Comptes
nationaux” (Comptes nationaux, revenus et depenses). Les donnees
sur la balance canadienne des paiements mternationaux (numero de
catalogue commengant par 67) font egalement partie du systeme de
comptabilie nationale; elies ont méme existé avant les comptes des
revenus et depenses.

Une nomenclature beaucoup plus détallee d'indusiries et de
biens el services figure dans les tableaux d'entrées-sorties du systéme
(numero de catalogue commencgant par 15). Les publications dont le
numero de catalogue commence par 15 comprennent aussi les
mesures de I'apport de chaque branche d'activité au total du produit
inténieur brut au colt des facteurs ansi que les mesures de
productivite.

L'établissement est I'umite primaire de production industneile tant
dans les tabieaux d'entrées-sorties que dans les estimations du
produit intérieur brut par actvité economique. Les comptes de flux
financiers (publications dont le numero de catalogue commence par
13) mesurent les opéerations financiéres. Les catégories de préteurs et
d'instruments financiers forment les éléments de base de ces
statistiques et la personne morale est le point de départ du classement
des agents eéconomiques. Les comptes du bilan des actifs et passifs
en circulation sont disponibles annueliement.

Le systeme de comptabilité nationale constitue un ensemble
conceptuellement integré dans lequel les diverses catégones de
comptes peuvent étre considerées comme des sOus-systeémes
etroitement lies entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, on ne
peut fare de comparaison directe entre les eléments bases sur
I'établissement et ceux qui sont basés sur I'entité jundique que lorsque
les données sont groupees dans des categories tres géneérales.
Toutefors, Statistique Canada poursuit ses recherches sur les relations
entre l'entreprise, la société et !'etabissement. || sera peut-etre
possible un jour de reclasser les données etablies sur une certaine
base (I'établissement par exemple) de manere a les fare
correspondre aux données etablies sur une autre base (socété ou
entreprise).

Dans ses grandes lignes, le systeme de comptabiliteé nationale du
Canada suit de trés prés la norme internationale exposeée dans la
publication des Nations Unies intituiée Systéme de comptabilité
nationale (Etudes meéthodologiques, serie F, no 2, rév. 3, Bureau de
statistique, Departement des affares economiques et sociales, Nations
Unies, New York, 1970).

Fourth Quarter and Preliminary Annual 1990

Gross domestic product at market prices dropped
0.1% in the fourth quarter of 1990 to a seasonally
adjusted annual rate of $679 billion. GDP at 1986
prices fell 1.0% {equivalent to a compound annual rate
of 4.0%) while the implicit price index increased 0.8%.

In calendar year 1990, gross domestic product at
market prices grew 4.0% to $678 billion.  After
adjusting for inflation, GDP at 1986 prices advanced
0.9%. All of the growth occurred in the first quarter of
the year and the economy dipped into recession in the
spring. The GDP implicit price index rose 3.1% in
1990, down from rates just under 5% in the previous
two years.

Highlights: Fourth Quarter 1990

The economic recession deepened in the fourth
quarter. Real GDP fell 1.0%, following declines of
0.2% and 0.3% in the second and third quarters (see
Chart 1). Export sales fell sharply, for the second
consecutive quarter, and domestic demand dipped as
well. Housing construction fell and consumer spending
on new motor vehicles was down sharply. Business
mvestment in plant and equipment continued to slide.
Production cuts by business in response to falling
demand were amplified by efforts to reduce
inventories. Labour income, weakened by a 0.6% drop
in paid employment, grew 0.6% in nominal terms
during the quarter and corporation profits tumbled
8.1%.

Comptes nationaux des revenus et

Le produit intérieur brut aux prix du marché baisse de
0.1% au quatrieme trimestre de 1990 pour se fixer au taux
annuel désaisonnalisé de $679 milliards. Le PIB aux prix de
1986 diminue de 1.0% (ce qui correspond a un taux annuel
compose de 4.0%), tandis que l'indice implicite de prix
s'accroit de 0.8%.

En 1990, le produit intérieur brut aux prix du marcheé
s'accroit de 4.0% pour atteindre $678 milliards. Apres correc-
tion de l'inflation, le PIB aux prix de 1986 progresse de 0.9%.
La croissance se situe uniquement au premier trimestre de
I'année et I'economie glisse dans la recession au printemps.
L'indice implicite de prix du PIB s'accroit de 3.1% en 1990,
alors les taux étaient un peu moins de 5% au cours des deux
anneées precedentes.

Faits saillants: Quatrieme trimestre de 1990

La récession économique s'accentue au quatrieme tri-
mestre. Le PIB réel baisse de 1.0%, aprés avoir reculé de
0.2% et 0.3% aux deuxiéme et troisieme trimestres (gra-
phique 1). Les ventes a I'exportation diminuent fortement
pour le deuxiéeme trimestre consécutif, et la demande inté-
rieure se replie egalement.

Real consumer spending dropped 0.2% in the
fourth quarter and 0.4% on a year-over-year basis.
Consumer confidence was shaken by rising unem-
ployment and slower income growth. Retail sales feli
sharply in October and November, betore rebounding
in December. The reversal at the end of the quarter
was partly due to a boost afforded to personal income
by large federal transfer payments, related to the
scheduled January 1, 1991 introduction of the new
Goods and Services Tax. These transfers, which were
focused on low-income families and mailed out in the
week before Christmas, amounted to about $600
million or 0.4% of personal income in the quarter. The
imminence of the GST itself, and of the broadening of
the provincial sales tax in Quebec to cover clothing,
footwear, furniture and some appliances, was another
likely cause of the December pickup in expenditure, as
consumers advanced purchases in anticipation of price
increases in a number of commodity groups.

The fourth quarter drop in consumer buying was
largely confined to the goods component, although the
trend in real spending on consumer services has also
slowed over the last few quarters (see Chart 3).
Expenditure on durable goods declined 0.5%, due
almost entirely to a 4.2% decrease in purchases of
motor vehicles. Outlays on furniture, household
appliances and other commodity groups were up
substantially, particularly in December. Spending on
semi-durable goods fell, although outlays for clothing
and footwear rose slightly. Among non-durable goods,
expenditures were sharply lower for electricity, gas and
other heating fuels and for motor fuels and lubricants,
partly in response to markedly higher prices for oil and
gasoline.  Spending on services increased 0.6%,
mostly due to higher paid and imputed rents and
increased expenditure abroad.

Composantes de la demande

Les dépenses réelies de consommation baissent de 0.2%
au quatrieme trimestre et de 0.4% d'une annee sur l'autre.

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Residential investment activity fell sharply for the
third consecutive quarter and was down 15.6% from
the start of the year. New construction fell 11.9% in
volume terms in the quarter, spending for alterations
and improvements slid 0.6% and transfer costs
remained unchanged from the previous quarter. The
drop in new construction was focused in Ontario and
Waestern Canada, where housing starts plunged 22.3%
in the fourth quarter alone. Reflecting the weak market
conditions, housing prices continued to drop; the fixed-
weighted price index for residential investment de-
creased 2.8% on a year-over-year basis

Business plant and equipment investment
spending fell for the third consecutive quarter, by
1.0%. Non-residential construction outlays fell 0.8% as
a sharp decline in building construction more than
offset continuing strength in engineering construction,
particularly in the utilities sector. Business purchases
of machinery and equipment dropped 1.0%. Falling
corporate profits and weak domestic and foreign
demand were primary underlying reasons for the
weakness in investment. An additional factor was that
while consumer spending was advanced in anticipation
of the GST, investment spending on machinery and
equipment was somewhat retarded, since most busi-
ness investment outlays are effectively exempt under
the new system. There is evidence that some purchase
decisions were delayed to take advantage of lower
after-tax prices expected after January 1st. The effect
was particularly strong with regard to business outlays
for automobiles, trucks, furniture and some types of
industrial machinery.

Non-farm inventories dropped substantially as
businesses tried to keep stocks in line with lower sales
(see Chart 4). As in the previous two quarters, the
liquidation occurred in both manufacturing and trade
industries and was reflected in lower merchandise
imports. The cutbacks were particularly marked at the
wholesale level, where merchants sought to trim
inventories prior to the January 1, 1991 implementation
date for the removal of the Federal Sales Tax and its
replacement with the new Goods and Services Tax.
Manufacturers accumulated inventories of finished
goods while reducing their holdings of raw materials.

Net exports of goods and services fell $1.5 billion
in the quarter (in current dollars, seasonally adjusted at
annual rates). After allowance for price changes, the
drop had a -0.3% impact on the real GDP growth rate.
The volume of exports decreased 3.4% and imports
fell 2.2%. In both cases, motor vehicles and parts
accounted for a large share of the drop.

Les investissements des entreprises en usines et matériel
diminuent pour le troisiéme trimestre consécutif (-1.0%).

The GDP implicit price index rose 0.8% in the
fourth quarter, about the same as in the previous
quarter. The chain price index for GDP excluding
inventories, which provides a better indication of under-
lying price movements, increased 1.1% as compared
with 0.7% in the third quarter.

Sharply higher world prices for crude oil, related to
the conflict in the Persian Gulf area, had a major effect
on the rate of inflation. The chain index for consumer
expenditure rose 1.4% in the quarter, with higher
energy prices accounting for about half the increase.
Export prices rose 3.2% and import prices 2.9% and
these were also dominated by the worldwide surge in
energy prices. Prices of durable and semi-durable con-
sumer goods, housing and machinery and equipment,
on the other hand, either declined or recorded quite
small increases as suppliers reacted to soft market
conditions.

Components of Income

On the income side of the accounts, wages,
salaries and supplementary labour income grew 0.6%.
The increase was due to higher compensation per
employee, which rose 1.2% in the quarter and 6.0% on
a year-over-year basis. Paid employment fell 0.6% and
was down 09% on a year-over-year basis (see Chart
5%, Tha narsase 10 labour nooams occured in the

administration. There were declines in most of the
goods-producing industries including construction,
forestry and manufacturing. The smallest increases on
a regional basis were in Prince Edward Island and
Ontario, and the largest were in Nova Scotia, Saskat-
chewan and British Columbia.

Corporation profits before taxes fell 8.1% in the
fourth quarter. The declines were widespread, affecting
both financial and non-financial industries, although
petroleum companies experienced increases. With this
latest drop total profits were $44 billion (seasonally
adjusted at annual rates), down almost one-third from
their peak level of $64 billion reached in mid-1988. in
contrast, interest and miscellaneous investment income
rose 3.7% in the quarter and 14.3% on a year-over-
year basis. partly reflecting higher government invest-
ment income. Farm income, which was inflated by
large subsidy payments in the third quarter, fell sharply
in the fourth while net income of non-farm unin-
corporated business remained essentially unchanged.

Personal income rose $4.0 billion or 0.7% in the
quarter. In this case the increase was attributable to a
$5.0 billion jump in government transfers to persons —
due mostly to the introduction of the new GST tax
credits and rising unemployment insurance benefits.
Labour income also contributed $2.2 billion to the
overall increase, while net farm income and interest
and dividend income received by persons both
dropped sharply. Personal disposable (after-tax) in-
come grew 0.4% during the quarter and 4.3% on a
year-over-year basis (see Chart 6).

Total government sector spending rose 2.6% in
the quarter, with most of the growth accounted for by
increases in transfers to persons and to a lesser
degree. current expenditure on goods and services.
Total government sector revenue increased 0.4% with
direct taxes on corporate and government business
enterprises and indirect taxes both dropping
substantially. The federal deficit, on a nationa! accounts
basis, rose from $252 billion in the third quarter to
$33.6 billion in the fourth while the provincial and local
Dovarm & gaficha waie ite cha ged.

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Output by Industry

The industry-based measure of gross domestic
product at factor cost fell at a 0.9% rate in the fourth
quarter, a considerably faster pace than in the third
and second quarters when declines of 0.3% and 0.2%
were posted. The decrease was concentrated among
goods producers, who cut output 2.5%. Manufacturing,
construction, logging and forestry were the major
sources of weakness in the goods sector. Output of
services slipped 0.1% in the fourth quarter.

The deepening of the recession in the goods-
producing industries was most evident in manufac-
turing, where output tumbled 4.0% following a 1.1%
cut in the third quarter. The cutbacks in manufacturing
were broader as well as sharper than in the previous
quarter. A total of 20 of 21 component industries
curtailed output in the fourth quarter compared to 14
in the third. Manufacturers of motor vehicles and
primary steel posted the largest declines. Construction
output fell 15% following a 2.1% drop in the third
quarter. The difficulties in construction continued to be
reflected in logging and forestry where output fell 9.4%
in the fourth quarter and a 19.5% drop since the
second quarter. Agriculture fell marginally after a
bumper crop was harvested in the third quarter.

Amcng services-producing industries, wholesate
and retail trade were the weakest. Wholesale trade
slumped 1.6% following declines of 2.8% and 3.8% in
the third and second quarters. Sales of lumber,
petroleum and apparel were the hardest hit. Retail
trade also recorded a third consecutive Qquarterly
decline as it fell 1.5% in the fourth quarter. Most of
this drop was accounted for by a plunge in motor
vehicle sales. Transportation and storage output was
unchanged following several consecutive quarterly
declines, partly due to a boost from the settlement of a
rail strike in British Columbia in September. Qutput of
communications services rose a marginal 0.1% follow-
ing several quarters of robust growth. Postal services
accounted for about half this slowdown as a 4.6% gain
in the third quarter dwindled to a 1.2% loss in the
fourth. The community, business and personal services
industry slipped 0.2%,. its first decline in several
quarters. This downturn was mainly due to lower
demand for restaurant and hotel services and for
professional services such as those provided by
lawyers and architects.

Highlights: Calendar Year 1990

Gross domestic product grew 0.9% in volume
terms in 1990 (see Chart 7) while inflation, as gauged
by the GDP implicit price index. fell to 3.1% (see Chart
8). Final domestic demand grew 1.0% in real terms, as
business investment in fixed capital fell and consumer
spending recorded its smatlest annual growth rate
since 1982. Facing high real interest rates and a

Production par branche d’activité

La mesure par branche d'activité du produit intérieur brut
au cout des facteurs baisse de 0.9% au quatriéme trimestre
soit beaucoup plus rapidement qu'aux troisieme et deuxieme
trimestres (-0.3% et -0.2%). La baisse touche principalement
les producteurs de biens, qui réduisent leur production de

Les difficultés de ce dernier secteur se
repercutent encore sur ['abattage et les foréts, dont la
production baisse de 9.4% au quatrieme trimestre et de
19.5% depuis le deuxiéme. La baisse dans I'agriculture est
minime, en raison d'une récolte abondante au troisieme
trimestre.

Du coté des services, ce sont les secteurs du commaerce
de gros et du commerce de détail qui sont les plus faibles. Le
commerce de gros se replie de 1.6%. aprés avoir baissé de
2.8% et de 3.8% aux troisieme et deuxieme trimestres. C#
sont les ventes de bois de construction, de petrole et de véte-
ments qui sont les plus touchées. Le commerce de détail
enregistre egalement sa troisieme diminution trimestrielle con-
secutive (1.5% au quatrieme trimestre). La plus grande partie
de cette diminution s'explique par la chute des ventes de
véhicules automobiles. L'activite dans les transports et 'entre-
posage reste inchangée, apres plusieurs trimestres con-
secutifs de diminutions, en partie a cause du réglement d'une
greve du rail en Colombie-Britannique en septembre. La
production des services de communications augmente de
facon minime (0.1%), aprés plusieurs trimestres de croissance
vigoureuse. Les serviceS postaux comptent pour environ la
moitié de ce ralentissement, puisque la progression de 4.6%
au troisieme trimestre devient une perte de 1.2% au
quatrieme. Les services socio-culturels, commerciaux et per-
sonnels se replient de 0.2%, pour la premiere fois depuis
plusieurs trimestres. Ce recul s'explique principalement par la
baisse de la demande de services de restauration et d'héber-
gement et de services professionnels tels que ceux fournis
par les avocats et les architectes.

Faits saillants: Resultats de 1990

Le produit intérieur brut augmente de 0.9% en volume en
1990 (graphique 7), tandis que l'inflation, mesurée par l'indice
implicite de prix du PIB, tombe a 3.1% (graphique 8). La
demande intérieure finale augmente de 1.0% en termes réels.
alors que les investissements des entreprises en capital fixé
diminuent et que les dépenses des consommateurs enre-
gistrent leur plus faible taux d'augmentation annuel depuic
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weakening demand outlook, businesses cut production
to reduce inventories, thereby compounding the
aconomic slowdown. Merchandise exports, which rose
3.8%, and government fina! current and capital expen-
thture, up 4.3%, provided some counterbalance to the
ntherwise feeble demand situation.

1982. Devant les taux d'intéréts réels éleves et l'affaiblis-
sement des perspectives de la demande. les entreprises ré-
duisent la production afin d'abaisser les stocks, ce qui devait
accentuer le ralentissement économique. Les exportations de
marchandises. qui augmentent de 3.8%, et les dépenses
courantes finales et en capital des administrations, en hausse
de 4.3%, compensent dans une certaine mesure la faiblesse
de la demande.

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The key factor in the weakness of final domestic
demand during 1990 was the downturn in real business
investment spending. Business spending on machinery
and equipment decreased 4.6% after six consecutive
years of very rapid expansion, while non-residential
construction activity rose moderately. Residential
investment dropped 6.1% as the housing market slid
sharply, beginning in April. The slight 1.3% overall rise
in consumer spending was concentrated in the
services component, which grew 3.3%.

Le facteur essentiel de la faiblesse de la demande inte-
rieure finale en 1990 est ie repli des dépenses d'investis-
sement reéelles des entreprises. Les dépenses des entreprises
en machines et matériel diminuent de 4.6%, aprés six annees
conseécutives de croissance trés rapide, tandis que l'activité
dans le secteur de la construction non reésidentielle progresse
de facon modéree. Les investissements résidentiels reculent
de 6.1%, alors que le marché de I'habitation se replie preci-
pitamment a compter d'avril. La légére hausse globale de
1.3% des dépenses des consommateurs touche essentiel-
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The generally modest demand picture was
reflected in slower growth of imports, which rose only
0.3% in 1990. Real exports advanced 3.5%, despite a
1.5% appreciation of the Canadian dollar vis-a-vis the
United States dollar and siower growth in the world
economy generally. As a result, net exports increased
by an amount equivalent to 0.9% of real GDP.

Components of Demand

Real business capital spending, which had pro-
pelled the economy for six years, turned down in 1990
(see Chart 9). Declining profits, weakening domestic
demand and high real interest rates were among the
important explanatory factors. Non-residential construc-
tion continued to increase, although at a reduced rate,
while outlays for machinery and equipment declined
considerably. The lower level of spending on
investment goods affected most commodity groups,
with the notable exception of computer equipment
where investment growth continued apace.

Cette situation dans I'ensemble modeste de la demande
se traduit par une croissance moins rapide des importations.
qui n'augmentent que de 0.3% seulement en 1990. Les
exportations réelles progressent de 3.5%. malgré une appre-
ciation de 1.5% du dollar canadien par rapport a la devise
americaine et le ralentissement de la croissance de l'eco-
nomie mondiale en général. Pour cette raison, les exportations
nettes augmentent d'un montant équivalant a 0.9% du PIB
reel.

Composantes de la demande

Les depenses d'investissement réelles des entreprises,
qui avaient alimenté I'économie pendant six ans, se replient
en 1990 (graphique 9). La baisse des beénéfices, I'affai-
blissement de la demande intérieure et les taux d'intérét réels
eleves font partie des principales raisons de cette situation. La
construction non résidentielle continue de s'accroitre, mais
moins rapidement, tandis que les depenses en machines et
materiel reculent de fagon considérable. La baisse du niveau
des dépenses en biens d’equipement touche la plupart des
groupes de produits, a I'exception notable des ordinateurs, ou
la croissance des investissements se maintient.

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Residential construction activity tumbled in 1990
as housing starts sagged to 181.630 from 215382 in
1989 and the volume of new construction work-put-in-
place decreased 6.1%. The fall affected both single
and multiple unit dwellings. Spending on alterations
and improvements to existing dwellings rose 0.8% and
real estate commissions plummeted 20.2%. both
measured in constant dollar terms. The housing market
was hurt by continuing high mortgage interest rates,
particularly in the first half of the year. The typical one-
year chartered bank mortgage rate was 55 basis
points higher in 1990, on average, than in 1989,
peaking at 14.25% in July.

La construction résidentielle régresse en 1990, les mises
en chantier de logements passant de 215382 en 1983 a
181,630 en 1990, et le volume des nouveaux travaux mis en
place baisse de 6.1%. La chute touche les logements uni-
familiaux et multiples. Les dépenses en améliorations et modi-
fications aux logements existants s'accroissent de 0.8% et les
commissions immobilieres perdent 20.2%, ces deux mesures
étant exprimées en dollars constants. Le marché du logement
est frappé par les taux d'intéréts hypothécaires toujours
elevés, particulierement au premier semestre de i'année. Le
taux hypothécaire bancaire d'un an en régle générale était en
moyenne supérieur de 55 points de base en 1990 a celui de
1989, avec un sommet de 14.25% en juillet.




Personal expenditure slowed considerably in 1990,
recording a 56% increase in current dollar terms.
Personal income grew more rapidly, 76%, but the
increase was offset by an 18.6% increase in personal
income tax payments and personal disposable income
advanced only 5.5%, virtually the same as consumer
spending. The personal saving rate therefore remained
essentially unchanged at 10.7% (see Chart 10).

Les dépenses des consommateurs ralentissent considéra-
blement en 1990, avec une hausse de 56% en dollars
courants. Le revenu personnel augmente plus rapidement
(7.6%). mais cette augmentation est compensée par une
progression de 18.6% des paiements d'impot sur le revenu
des particuliers et le revenu personnel disponible ne pro-
gresse que de 55% seulement, comme en fait les dépenses
de consommation. Le taux de I'épargne personnelle reste
donc essentiellement inchangé, a 10.7% (graphigue 10).

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Consumer goods purchases rose 3.1% in current
dollars and spending on services increased 8.2%. The
corresponding changes in volume terms were -0.5%
and 3.3%, respectively. Within the goods component,
the volume of spending on durable and semi-durable
goods declined while outlays for non-durable goods
remained essentially unchanged. Purchases of motor
vehicles, parts and repairs fell for the second
consecutive year. Within the services component, paid
and imputed rents and expenditure abroad advanced
strongly while expenditure in restaurants and hotels
dropped 1.6%.

Government current expenditure on goods and
services rose more rapidly than most other major
demand components. The volume increase in 1990
was 3.9%, up from an average annual growth rate of
2.4% over the previous five years. In current dollars
the increases were 10.1% for the federal government,
8.6% for the provincial governments, 9.3% for the local
governments and 9.2% for the rest of the government
sector (consisting of hospitals and the Canada and
Quebec Pension Plans). Pay equity expenditures,
higher defence outlays and increased medicare and
hospital costs were some of the factors behind the
increases. Government investment in fixed capital
continued the strong growth begun in 1989, increasing
by 7.2% in real terms for the year.

Les achats de biens de consommation s'accroissent de
3.1% en dollars courants, et les dépenses au titre des ser-
vices, de 8.2%. Les variations correspondantes en volume
sont de -0.5% et de 3.3% respectivement. Pour les biens, le
volume des depenses en biens durables et semi-durables
baisse, tandis que les dépenses en biens non durables restent
fondamentalement inchangées. Les dépenses au titre des
véhicules automobiles, en piéces et réparations diminuent
pour la deuxiéme année consecutive. Pour les services, les
loyers payes et imputés et les dépenses a I'étranger
s'accroissent fortement, tandis que les dépenses au titre de la
restauration et de I'hébergement baissent de 1.6%.

Les dépenses publiques courantes en biens et services
augmentent plus rapidement que [a plupart des autres
principales composantes de la demande. L'augmentation en
volume est de 3.9% en 1990, comparativement a un taux
annuel de croissance moyen de 2.4% au cours des cing
années précédentes. En dollars courants, les augmentations
sont de 10.1% pour {'administration fédérale, de 8.6% pour les
administrations provinciales, de 9.3% pour les administrations
locales et de 9.2% pour le reste du secteur des adminis-
trations (hopitaux et régimes de pensions du Canada et de
rentes du Québec). Ces augmentations s'expliquent notam-
ment par les dépenses au titre de I'équité en matiére de
rémuneération, la hausse des dépenses militaires et 1'accrois-
sement des couts des programmes de soins de santé et
hospitaliers. La forte croissance des investissements publics
en capital fixe, qui a débuté en 1989, se maintient, avec un
taux d'augmantation en teimes reels de 7.2% pout I'année
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Businesses reduced inventories in 1990 following
six years of steady accumulation. High interest rates
and the developing recession led them to trim stocks
from the second quarter on. The reductions were
concentrated in manufacturing and wholesale trade.
Farm inventories and grain in commercial channels,
which accumulated moderately in volume terms in the
previous year, built up more substantially in 1990,
reflecting the exceptional grain crop.

Canada’s real exports rose 3.5% in 1990, despite
slower economic growth in the United States and
reduced competitiveness as a result of the appreciation
of the Canadian dollar. Exports of merchandise grew
3.8% following a 1.4% increase the previous year. The
advance occurred in the first half of the year; exports
declined in the second half. Non-merchandise exports
rose 1.2% after a 3.9% drop in 1989.

Imports recorded a slight 0.3% volume increase in
1990, after several years of strong growth. Mer-
chandise imports dropped 0.6%, reflecting the
downturn in machinery and equipment investment and
lower consumer demand for automobiles. Imports of
services rose 4.6%, largely due to increased travel
expenditure abroad.

Net exports of goods and services, in current
dollars, rose from a small surplus of $0.3 billion in 1989
to a larger one of $3.0 billion in 1990 (see Chart 11).
Partly as a result of this change, the total balance of
payments deficit on current account, which also
includes investment income flows and transfers, fell to
$16.0 billion in 1990 from $16.7 billion in 1989.

Les entreprises réduisent leurs stocks en 1890, apres six
années d'accumulation continue. Les taux d'intérét élevés et
le début de la récession les poussent a réduire les stocks a
compter du deuxieme trimestre. Les réductions touchent
principalement la fabrication et le commerce de gros. Les
stocks agricoles et les céréales en circuit commercial, qui
avaient augmenté modérément en volume I'année précédente,
s’accroissent plus fortement en 1990, reflétant la récolte
exceptionnelle de céréales.

Les exportations réelles du Canada augmentent de 3.5%
en 1990, en dépit du ralentissement de la croissance écono-
mique aux Etats-Unis et de la reduction de la concurrence a la
suite de I'appreciation du dollar canadien. Les exportations de
marchandises s'accroissent de 3.8%, aprés une hausse de
1.4% l'année précédente. Cette progression a lieu au premier
semestre de l'année, les exportations baissant au deuxieme.
Les exportations d'invisibles augmentent de 1.2%, aprés une
baisse de 3.9% en 1989.

Les importations enregistrent une légére augmentation de
0.3% en volume en 1990, aprés plusieurs années de forte
croissance. Les importations de marchandises diminuent de
0.6%, ce qui s'explique par le recul des investissements en
machines et matériel et par la diminution de la demande
d'automobiles par les consommateurs. Les importations de
services progressent de 4.6% principalement a cause de
I'augmentation des dépenses de voyages a I'étranger.

Les exportations nettes de biens et de services, en dollars
courants, passent d'un léger excédent de $0.3 milliard en
1989 a un excédent plus important de $3.0 milliards en 1990
(graphique 11). En partie a cause de cette variation, le déficit
total de la balance des paiements du compte courant, qui
comprend également les flux de revenus de placements et les
transferts, passe de $16.7 milliards en 1989 a $16.0 milliards
en 1990.
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Price indexes

The rate of inflation in 1990 as measured by the
S0P implicit price index was 3.1%, down from 4.9% in
1989. The chain price index for GDP excluding
inventories, which provides a better measure of pure
price change. shows an inflation rate of 3.5%, down
from 5.1% in 1989. The highest rates of price increase
were recorded in consumer non-durable goods,
government current goods and services and non-mer-
chandise exports. Price increases were notably lower
in the durable goods categories and in construction.
The chain index for total personal expenditure rose
4.2% after a 4.8% rise in 1989. There was a slight
deterioration in the terms of trade, as the chain index
for exports rose 0.7% and that for imports increased
2.0%.

Indices de prix

Le taux d'inflation en 1990, mesuré par l'indice implicite
de prix du PIB, s'établit 2 3.1%, comparativement a 4.9% en
1989. L'indice de prix en chaine du PIB a I'exclusion des
stocks, qui donne une meilleure mesure de la variation de prix
pure, fait ressortir un taux d'inflation de 3.5%. contre 5.1% en
1989. Les taux d'augmentation de prix les pius élevés
s'observent pour les biens de consommation non durables, les
biens et services courants des administrations et les exporta-
tions d'invisibles. Les hausses de prix sont sensiblement
inférieures dans le cas des catégories des biens durables et
dans la construction. L'indice en chaine du total des dépenses
personnelles s’'accroit de 4.2%, contre 48% en 1989. Les
termes de I'échange se détériorent légérement, puisque
I'indice en chaine des expartations augmente de 0.7%, et
celui des importations, de 2.0%.

Components of InCcome

Labour income rose 6.9% in 1990 as paid
employment grew 0.4% (using Labour Force Survey
data) and average compensation per employee rose
6.5%. Wages and salaries grew strongly in the first
half of the year. partly because of large retroactive
payments and increased mandatory employer
contributions to supplementary labour income, and
weakened in the second half when employment fell,
retroactive pay declined and there was more strike
activity.

Corporate profits before taxes dropped $11.4
billion or 19.2% in 1990. The decrease followed a 4.9%
fall in 1989. Interest and miscellaneous investment
income rose 11.3%. The accrued net income of farm
operators from farm production declined 29.6% in
1990 after a 19.2% decrease in 1989. The drop in
1990 was mostly accounted for by lower subsidies.
Non-farm unincorporated business income increased
40% as net rental income rose 22% and other
cingeraatleg Lushi el incoma grew 5.0%.

Composantes des revenus

Le revenu du travail augmente de 6.9% en 1990, alors
que l'emploi rémunéré s'accroit de 0.4% (données de
I'enquéte sur la population active) et la rémunération moyenne
par personne occupée, de 6.5%. Les salaires et traitements
augmentent fortement au premier semestre de l'année,
principalement a cause d'importants paiements rétroactifs et
du relevement des contributions obligatoires de I'employeur
au revenu supplémentaire du travail, et s'affaiblissent au
deuxiéme, lorsque I'emploi baisse, les remunérations rétro-
actives diminuent et les gréves augmentent.

Les bénéfices des sociétés avant impots diminuent de
$11.4 milliards, ou 19.2%, en 1990. lIs avaient diminué de
4.9% en 1989. Les interéts et revenus divers de placements
s'accroissent de 11.3%. Le revenu comptable net des exploi-
tants agricoles au titre de la production agricole se replie de
296% en 1990, aprés une baisse de 19.2% en 1989. La
baisse en 1990 s'explique principalement par la réduction des
subventions. Le revenu des entreprises individuelles non
agricoles augmente de 4.0%, en raison d'une hausse de 2.2%
du revenu de location net et les revenus des autres entre-
anses individuelles progressaent de 5,0%
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The total government sector deficit on a nationai
accounts basis jumped from $21.9 billion in 1989 to
$27.1 billion in 1990 (see Chart 12). The federal,
provincial and local government sectors each faced
higher deficits. Total government expenditures rose
89%, as current expenditure on goods and services,
transfers to persons, interest on the public debt and
transfers to non-residents each increased substantially
and farm subsidies declined. Government revenues
grew 7.7%, due mostly to a large 17.5% increase in
direct tax payments from persons. Corporate tax
revenues fell 13.5% and indirect taxes increased a
slight 3.5%.

Le déficit total du secteur des administrations sur la base
des comptes nationaux passe de $21.9 milliards en 1989 a
$27.1 milliards en 1990 (graphique 12). Les secteurs des
administrations tédérale, provinciales et locales enregistrent
tous une hausse des déficits. Le total des dépenses pu-
bliqgues s'accroit de 8.9%, alors que les dépenses courantes
en biens et services, les transferts aux particuliers, l'intéerét sur
la dette publique et les transferts aux non-résidents augmen-
tent tous sensiblement, et que les subventions agricoles
diminuent. Les recettes publiques sont en hausse de 7.7%,
principalement a cause d'une importante progression de
17.5% des paiements d'impdts directs des particuliers. Les
recettes fiscales des sociétés diminuent de 13.5%, tandis que
les impéts indirects augmentent iégerement (3 5%).
