In the durable goods category, declines in un-
filled orders of 16.37, in the Non-Metallic Minerals 
industries and 9.5% in the Transportation Equipment md 
industries reflected declines in new orders received 
in October of 17.4% and 24.0% respectively. Unfilled 
orders continued to build up in the Primary Metals in-
dustries (up 7.67, from September) where new orders rose 
by 9.07, and shipments, hampered by continuing strikes, 
fell by 1.6%. 

Expédi tions 

Selon lea estimations, Is valeur désaisonnalisfe des ex-
peditions des industries manufacturi&res en octobre a ete de 
3,653.2 millions de dollars, soit 0.1 p.  100 de moms quen 
septembre Lea expeditions de biena durables sont demeurées 
pratiquement su mme niveau qu'en septembre, bien qua des 
groupes particuliers d'industriea au sein de cette categoric 
aient déclaré des variations qui sont d'un accroissement de 
7.8 p.  100 dana l'industrie des machines et de 5.6 p.  100 dana 
ceile des produits metailiques A une diminution de 3.9 p.  100 
dana l'industrie du materiel de transport et de 2.2 p.  100 darte 
lea industries des minéraux non ,netalliques. 

Dans le secteur des biens non durables des variations du 
m5me genre ont entraind une baisse de 0.2 p.  100 des expédttion8 
d'octobre par rapport I celles de septembre. L'induatrie du 
cuir a enregistre Is hausse is plus importante, soit 5.5 p. 
100; venaient ensuite lea tricoteries avec une avance de 4.9 
p. 100. La recul le plus marqué a été celui des industries du 
petrole et du charbon, qui a ete de 5.3 p. 100. 

Coesnandes 

Malgré de legères baisaea des expeditions tent darts lea 
industries de biens durables que non durables, en octobre, lea 
cosmeandes en carnet, aprls lea rectifications saisonnilrea, I 
la fin du mois, avaient diminué par rapport I septembre dana 
lea deux categories (1.6 et 0.8 p.  100 respectivement). Cette 
situation trahit Is diminution des nouvelles cousnandes reçues 
durant le mois dans lea deux categories de fabrication. Las 
nouvelles commandes reçues par les producteurs de biens dura-
bIas ont diminuf de 8.4 p.  100 en octobre par rapport I sap-
teanbre, tandis que pour les producteurs de biens non durables 
la diminution a été de 1.2 p.  100. Dans lenseuible de is fa-
brication, on enregistre une diminution de 4.7 p. 100 dee 
nouvelles commandes, ce qui a rdduit de 1.5 p.  100 lea conanan-
des en carnet. 

Dana Is categoric des biens non durables, lea industries 
du textile oft enregistrC une reduction de 5.6 p.  100 des coin-
mandes en carnet prevenant dune diminution de 8.9 p.  100 des 
nouvelles commandes tandis que Ia baisse de 1.7 p. 100 des 
cousnandes en carnet dans les industries du cuir provient d'une 
augmentation de 5.5 p. 100 des expeditions. L'ovance Is plus 
significative des commandes en carnet soft 11.9 p. 100, a dtd 
enregiatrée par lea tricoteries, lea nouvelies coassandes ayant 
augmentf de 6.1 p.  100. 

En cc qui concerns Is catdgorie des biens durables lee 
coimnandea en carnet oct diminuC de 16.3 p. 100 dana lee indus-
tries des mindraux non metalliques et de 9.5 p. 100 dana I'm-
dustrie du matérial de transport, trahissant une diminution 
des nouvelles coumiandes recuea en octobre (17.4 et 26.0 p. 100 
respectivement).

100 de plus qu'en aeptembre) o lea nouvelles coinmandea ont 
augmenté de 9.0 p.  100 at lea expeditions, entravées par des 
grlvea constantes, ont diminué de 1.6 p.  100. 

Stocks 

Lee stocks des producteurs de biena non durables et de 
biens durables ont tous deux augmente en octobre de 1.0 p.  100 
apres corection des variations saisonniBres; su total, lea 
stocks des manufactures au 31 octobre dtaient auasi de 1.0 p. 
100 supérieurs au chiffre de fin septembre. L 'ensemble des 
stocks de produits finis a augmentd de 1.2 p. 100, rdauitat 
d'une avance de 0.6 p.  100 des biena non durables et une 
avance de 2.1 p.  100 des biens durables. En t8te de cette 
dernire catdgorie, des avances de 9.1 p.  100 des stocks de 
produits finis des industries du bois, de 6.6 p.  100 de l'in-
dustrie du materiel de transport, at de 6.4 p.  100 des in-
dustries du ineuble at acceasoires.

Shipments 

Seasonally-adjusted values showed Canadian Inanu-
facturers' shipments in October down 0.1% from Septem-
ber to $3,653.2 million. Durable goods producers' 
shipments remained virtually unchanged from September, 
although individual industry groups within this Cate-
gory showed changes ranging from rises of 7.8% in the 
Machinery industries and 5.6% in the Metal Fabricating 
industries to declines of 3.9% in the Transportation 
Equipment industries and 2.2% in the Non-Metallic Min-
erals industries. 

A number of similarly counteracting changes in 
the non-durable goods-producing industries left October 
shipments down 0.2% from September. The Leather in-
dustries showed the most significant rise of 5.57., 
followed by Knitting Mills, up 4.97.. The largest de-
cline was in the Petroleum and Coal industries, down 
5.37.. 

Orders 

Despite slight decreases in shipments by both 
durable and non-durable goods producers in October, 
seasonally-adjusted unfilled orders levels at the end 
of the month were down from September in both cate-
gories, (1.67. and 0.8% Tespectively). This situation 
reflects the decreases in new orders received during 
the month in both categories of manufacturers. New 
orders received by durable goods producers were 8.4% 
lower in October than in September, while non-durable 
goods producers suffered a drop of 1.2%. In total 
manufacturing, new orders were down 4.7%, resulting in 
a 1.5% drop in the level of unfilled orders. 

In the non-durable category, the Textile indus-
tries showed a decrease of 5.6% in unfilled orders, 
reflecting a decrease of 8.9% in new orders, while the 
7.7% drop in unfilled orders in the Leather industries 
reflected a 5.5% increase in shipments. The most 
significant rise in unfilled orders was in the Knitting 
Mills industries, up 11.9% as new orders rose by 6.17,. 

Inven tori as 

Both non-durable and durable goods producers in-
creased their investment in total owned inventories 
in October, after adjustment for seasonal variation, 
by 1.07,, to leave total inenulacturing inventories also 
1.0% higher at October 31 than they were at the end of 
September. Total itwentories of finished products 
were up 1.2% as both non-durable and durable goods 
producers increased their stocks, by 0.67. and 2.17. 
respectively. The most significant rises in finished 
product stocks in the latter category were in the Wood 
industries (up 9.1%), the Transportation Equipment in- 



duatries (up 6.6%), and the Furniture and Fixtures in-
dustries (up 6.4%). The only declines in the durable 
goods-producing category were registered by the Pri-
mary metal industries and the Electrical Products 
industries. 

The seasonally-adjusted ratio of total owned in-
ventory to shipments in October was 1.98 as compared 
to 1.96 in September and the ratio of finished products 
to shipments was 0.74 as compared to 0.73. The compa-
rable ratios in September and October 1968 were 1.92 
and 1.91 and 0.72 and 0.71 respectively.

CONCEPTS AJD METHODS 

Inventories, shipments and orders values in this 
publication are monthly projections of annual census 
of manufactures values based on returns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturing establishments. 
The July 1968 data are the first to be based on the 1965 
census. Values for years prior to and including 1965 
are derived directly from the census and the aggregate 
of monthly shipments in those years should equal pub-
lished census values. Because the monthly values 
subsequent to 1965 are projections, these totals are 
subject to adjustment when more recent census data 
become available. Year end inventory values published 
here are for December and differ from year end census 
values to the extent that fiscal year census reports 
show inventory values at dates other than December 31. 
Unfilled orders on books are published for industries 
where orders are part of the accounting records. 

Monthly reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 per cent 
of the aggregate shipments in each industry. For ade-
quate estimation of total shipments by province, the 
sample is further strengthened by reports from repre-
sentative establishments in each industry in each 
province. This sample is revised annually in accor-
dance with the census base. To facilitate timely re-
sponse from company accounting departments, combina-
tion reports are accepted from companies with more 
than one establishment. Estimates of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory 
and unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end 
of each accounting period. About two-thirds of the 
8,000 firms now included in the sample report inven-
tory values and about one-third report orders. 

The estimates of shipments are calculated each 
month by multiplying the sum of the values in the cur-
rent sample in each industry in each province by the 
ratio of similarly defined census aggregates to the 
sum of the values reported by the sample in the census 
year. Ratios of calculated December 31 values in the 
census year to the sum of the sample values of the 
same date are derived for inventories by component 
(i.e. raw materials and components, goods in process 
and finished products) and for unfilled orders. These 
ratios are applied to the current sample aggregates of 
the same items. 

Inventory values are published for both total 
inventory owned and total inventory held by establish-
ments. The difference between these values is the 
amount of inventory financed by progress payments as 
work proceeds on goods being produced. Because some 
goods are held as in-progress inventory for a consid-
erable time the book value of manufacturers inventory 
may build up. To the extent that this has been covered 
by payments received, it will be higher than the manu-
facturers' investment in inventory. Both the amount 
of the manufacturers' investment in inventories and 
the amount of inventory held by manufacturers are of 
economic interest. It is also useful for derivation 
of production values in many industries and for other 
economic studies to measure the value of inventory 
held by the degree of fabrication that has taken place. 
Consequently fires are asked to report their stocks 
and estimates are made of the values by level of fab-
rication: raw materials and components, goods in prog-
ress and finished products. 

Most establishments that maintain orders books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not ahipped or trea-
ted as a sale whether or not work has been done on 
them or they can be filled from existing stocks. No

New orders are calculated to provide an indica-
tion of the rate at which new business is being re-
ceived. The series, which is of considerable interest 
to economists and marketing people, is derived by ad-
justing current shipments by the changes between the 
opening and closing backlogs. 

Because a constant sample is used between census 
revisions, values must be estimated for each estab-
lishment when response has not been received at compi-
lation time. Calculation of revised estimates for the 
imediatoly prior month in conjunction with prelimi-
nary estimates for the current month permits use of 
values re?orted too late for the first compilation. 
Values received currently for months earlier than that 
for which revised figures have been published are used 
when all series are adjusted to new census benchmarks. 

At the time of adjusUients to census benchmarks, 
there may be substantial changes in the series. These 
may be caused by changes in the industrial classifica-
tion of firms when their activity has been analysed 
for census purposes after preliminary estimates of in-
dustry totals have been made for this series; by in-
clusion of month-by-month responses received too late 
for use in calculating preliminary or revised data and 
by changes in accounting and, therefore, reporting 
methods by inulti-establiahment companies.
