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Shipments 

Seasonally-adjusted total manufacturing ship-
ments in November were down 0.3% from the October 
figure of $3,683.1 million to $3,672.2 million with an 
increase of 1.1% in the non-durable goods-producing 
category offset by a decline of 1.9% in the shipments 
of durable goods producers. 

The Clothing industries showed a significant 
rise of 8.0% in their November shipments while the 
most significant decline mnong the non-durable goods 
producers was in the Leather industries, down 3.0%. 
In the durable goods-producing category sireable in-
creases of 12.1% in the Wood industries, 9.3% in the 
Non-Metallic Minerals industries and 8.9% in the 
Primary Metal industries still failed to counterbal- 
ance the 13.7% decline in the Transportation Equipment 
industries where there were more-than-seasonal de-
clines in shipments of motor vehicle manufacturers, 
motor vehicle parts and accessories manufacturers and 
ship builders. 

The unadjusted value of total manufacturing 
shipments in November was $3,716.4 million, 2.2% 
higher than in November 1968. Total shipments for 
1969 to the end of November were estimated at 
$39,790.2 million, up 6.8% from the 1968 figure for 
the sane period of $37,246.9 million. 

Orders 

Seasonally-adjusted unfilled orders were up 1.8% 
at the end of November from their end-of-October level 
as shipments in both the non-durable and durable cate-
gories failed to keep pace with the rises in new 
orders. 

The Paper and Allied industries increased their 
orders backlogs by 16.7% as shipments remained rela-
tively unchanged from their October level while new 
orders received during the month rose by 5. 2%. Other 
significant rises of 16.2% in the Foods and Beverages 
industries and 8.5% in the Rubber industries combined 
with this to result in an overall increase of 3.0% in 
the unfilled orders level in the non-durable goods-
producing category. 

Although unfilled orders in the Wood industries 
fell by 8.8% and increased shipments in the Primary 
Metal industries following the settlement of several 
strikes caused their unfilled orders to drop by 2.47., 
an increase of 5.5% in the Transportation industries, 
combined with several other smaller increases, was 
sufficient to cause a rise of 1,6% in the unfilled 
orders of the durable goods-producing category as s 
whole. 

Inventories 

Total manufacturers' owned inventories, after 
adjustment for seasonal variation, rose by 0.1% over 
their end-of-October figure to a November 30 figure of 
$7,273.3 million. Non-durable goods producers lowered 
their investments in both raw materials and finished 
products to yield a 0.3% decline in total owned in-
ventory; on the other hand, durable goods producers 
increased their investment in all three inventory 
categories for a net gain of 0.6% in their total owned 
inventory. The Primary Metal industries showed the 
largest inventory changes, with increases of 2.1%, 
5.7% and 9.0% in raw material, goods-in-process and 
finished products inventories respectively to yield an 
increase of 4.6% in their total inventories owned. 

The ratio of total owned inventory to shipments 
rose from 1.97 in October to 1.98 in November while 
finished products to shipments rose from 0.73 to 0.74. 
The comparable ratios for October and November 1968 
were 1.91, 1.92 and 0.71, 0.72 respectively. 

Expeditions 

Las expeditions globales des industries manufacturières, 
corrigees des variations saisonnières, ont baissé de 0.3 P. 
100 en novembre par rapport it celles d'octobre (3,683.1 mil-
lions de dollars en s'établissant 11 3,672.2 millions de dol-
lars); Is categorie des biens non durables accuse une aunen-
tation de 1.1 p.  100 et celle des biens durebles, une diminu-
tion de 1.9 p.  100. 

Lea expeditions de vtements ont accus6 en novembre une 
augnentation sensible (8.0 p.  100); Is diminution la plus 
marquee dans lea biens non durables est celle des industries 
du cuir, oii elle a éte de 3.0 p. 100. Oans le secteur des 
biens durables, les augmentations appréciablea dans lea in-
dustries du bois (12.1 p.  100), dana celles des minéraux non 
metalliques (9.3 p.  100) et dane les industries des mCtaux 
primaires (8.9 p.  100) n'ont pas encore contrebalancé Is di-
minution des industries du materiel de transport (13.7 p. 
100), oi des chutes plus fortes que Is baisse saisonnière 
normale se sont produites chez lea fabricants de véhicules 
moteur et les fabricants de pièces et accessoires de véhi-
cules it moteur, et dans lea chantiers navsls. 

La valeur non corrigCe des expeditions globales des in-
dustries manufacturjères en novmnbre s'Ctablit Ik 3,716.4 mil-
lions de dollars, soit it 2.2 p.  100 de plus qu'en novembre 
1968. Les expeditions globales de 1969, juaqu'ii Is fin de 
novembre, sont estimees 'a 39,790.2 millions de dollars, soit 
h 6.8 p. 100 de plus que celles de is mane période en 1968 
(37,246.9 millions). 

Comandes 

La valeur des conimandes en carnet, corrigCe des varia-
tions saisonnières, await augmentd de 1.8 p.  100 Is fin de 
novembre, par rapport lk celle de Is fin d'octobre, vu que lea 
expeditions de biens non durables et de biens durables n'ont 
pu suivre la hausse des nouvelles comandes. 

Les industries du papier et des produits connexes ant 
augmenté leura arriérCs de ccsomandes de 16.7 p. 100, vu que 
les expeditions sont restées pratiquement lea rn8mes qu'en 
octobre, et la valeur des nouvelles coinandea reçues durant 
le mois a augmenté de 5.2 p.  100. Jointes a cc qui precede, 
lee augmentations notables des industries des aliments et 
boissons (16.2 p. 100) et du caoutchouc (8.5 p. 100) ont 
contribue 	l'accroissement general de 3.0 p. 100 des conunan- 
des en carnet du secteur des biens non durables. 

Bien que lee coimnandes en carnet des industries du bois 
aient baisse de 8.8 p.  100 et que les expeditions accrues des 
industries des metaux primaires, 'a Is suite du règlement de 
plusieurs grèves, aient contribuC 	une compression de 2.4 p. 
100 de leurs coninandes en carnet, l'augmentation de 5.5 p. 
100 dana lea industries du transport, jointe It plusieurs 
autres hausses moths importantes, a suffi it faire sccrotre 
de 1.6 p.  100 les conniandes en carnet de l'ensemble du secteur 
des biens durables. 

Stocks 

Lea stocks appartenant aux fabricants, correction faite 
des variations saisonni'eres, ont augmente de 0.1 p. 100 par 
rapport au chiffre de Is fin doctobre pour s'dtablir it 
7,273.3 millions de dollars au 30 novexabre. Les producteurs 
de biens non durables ont diminud leurs investisseinents tent 
en matiCres brutes qu'en produits finis, et lea stocks des 
entreprises ont baissé de 0.3 p. 100; par ailleurs, les pro-
ducteura do biens durables ant augmenrC leurs investissements 
dans les troia categories de stocks et ont accru leurs stocks 
de 0.6 p. 100. Les industries des métaux primaires accussent 
les variations de stocks les plus considérables, avec des 
auginentations respectivea de 2.1 p.  100, de 5.7 p.  100 et de 
9.0 p.  100 dans lee matières brutes, las produits en transfor-
mation et les produits finis; l'ensemble des stocks des entre-
prises s'est sccru de 4.6 p.  100. 

Le rapport des stocks des entreprises aux expeditions 
eat passe de 1.97 en octobre C 1.98 on novembre, et le rap-
port des produits finis aux expeditions s'est accru de 0.73 C

\Ni METHODS 

Inventories, shipments and orders values in this 
publication are monthly projections of annual census 
of manufactures values based on returns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturing establishments. 
The JuLy 1968 data are the first to be based on the 1965 
census. Values for years prior to and including 1965 
are derived directly from the census and the aggregate 
of monthly shipments in those years should equal pub-
ljshed census values. Because the monthly values 
subsequent to 1965 are projections, these totals are 
subject to adjustment when more recent census data 
become available. Year end inventory values published 
here are for December and differ from year end census 
values to the extent that fiscal year census reports 
show inventory values at dates other than December 31. 
Unfilled orders on books are published for industries 
where orders are part of the accounting records. 

Monthly reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 per cent 
of the aggregate shipments in each industry. For ade-
quate estimation of total shipments by province, the 
sample is further strengthened by reports from repre-
sentative establishments in each industry in each 
province. This sample is revised annually in accor-
dance with the census base. To facilitate timely re-
sponse from company accounting departments, combina-
tion reports are accepted from companies with more 
than one establishment. Estimates of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory 
and unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end 
of each accounting period. About two-thirds of the 
8,000 firms now included in the sample report inven-
tory values and about one-third report orders. 

The estimates of shipments are calculated each 
month by multiplying the sum of the values in the cur-
rent sample in each industry in each province by the 
ratio of similarly defined census aggregates to the 
sum of the values reported by the sample in the census 
year. Ratios of calculated December 31 values in the 
census year to the sum of the sample values of the 
same date are derived for inventories by component 
(i.e. raw materials and components, goods in process 
and finished products) and for unfilled orders. These 
ratios are applied to the current sample aggregates of 
the same items. 

Inventory values are published for both total 
inventory owned and total inventory held by establish-
ments. The difference between these values is the 
amount of inventory financed by progress payments as 
work proceeds on goods being produced. Because some 
goods are held as in-progress inventory for a consid-
erable time the book value of manufacturers' inventory 
may build up. To the extent that this has been covered 
by payments received, it will be higher than the manu-
facturers' investment in inventory. Both the amount 
of the manufacturers' investment in inventories and 
the amount of inventory held by manufacturers are of 
economic interest. it is also useful for derivation 
of production values in many industries and for other 
economic studies to measure the value of inventory 
held by the degree of fabrication that has taken place. 
Consequently firms are asked to report their stocks 
and estimates are made of the values by level of fab-
rication: raw materials and components, goods in prog-
ress and finished products. 

Most establishments that maintain orders books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not shipped or trea-
ted as a sale whether or not work has been done on 
them or they can be filled from existing stocks. No

New orders are calculated to provide an indica-
tion of the rate at which new business is being re-
ceived. The series, which is of considerable interest 
to economists and marketing people, is derived by ad-
justing current shipments by the changes between the 
Opening and closing backlogs. 

Because a constant sample is used between census 
revisions, values must be estimated for each eatab-
lishinent when response has not been received at compi-
lation time. Calculation of revised estimates for the 
itr*nediately prior month in conjunction with prelimi-
nary estimates for the current month permits use of 
values reported too late for the first compilation. 
Values received currently for months earlier than that 
for which revised figures have been published are used 
when all series are adjusted to new census benchmarks. 

At the time of adjustments to census benchmarks, 
there may be substantial changes in the series. These 
may be caused by changes in the industrial classifica-
tion of firms when their activity has been analysed 
for census purposes after preliminary estimates of in-
dustry totals have been made for this series; by in-
clusion of month-by-month responses received too late 
for use in calculating preliminary or revised data and 
by changes in accounting and, therefore, reporting 
methods by multi-establishment companies.
