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Total estimates of the value of shipments and 
inventories in manufacturing industries, seasonally-
adjusted, moved marginally from November to December, 
1969. Slightly lower shipments were accompanied by 
higher inventories to indicate a fairly steady overall 
production rate. A slight increase in the backlog of 
unfilled orders at the end of December accompanied a 
decline in new orders received during the month as this 
dccl inc was nutweihed by the drop in shipments. 

Shi 	 eItS 

Manufacturers shipments in December, after sea-
sonal adjustment, were down 1.07. from November to 
$3,619.9 million. In the durable goods-producing cat-
egory, a 19.1% increase in the ahipments of the Primary 
Metal industries failed to counterbalance declines of 
19.87. and 11.0% in the Transportation Equipment indus-
tries and Machinery Industries respectively. This, 
along with minor declines in four of the remaining five 
industry groups in this category, led to a net decline 
of 3.8% in the category as a whole. 

Shipments of non-durable goods producers were up 
1.57. over November to $1,991.2 million in December, to 
continue the upward trnd that began in September. 
Among the notable contributors to this December-over-
November rise were the Knitting Mills industries (up 
15.07.) and the Clothing industries (up 12.27,), while 
the largest decline was 6.5% in the Leather industries. 
The Paper and Allied industries showed shipments up 
3.17. in December over November, sustaining an upward 
trend which also began in September. 

Preliminary estimates of total manufacturers' 
shipments in 1969, unadjusted for seasonal variations, 
show a rise of 6.87. over 1968, from $40,649.0 million 
to $43,404.2 million, Non-durable and durable goods-
producing categories both showed increases in 1969, of 
5.77. and 8.17. respectively. The largest gain over the 
year was in the Machine industries (up 13.97.) and only 
three of the twenty major industrial groups, the Tobac-
co, Clothing, and Knitting Mills industries showed de-
clines. 

Ordere 

Seasonally-adjusted new orders received by manu-
facturers fell from $3,753.6 million in November to 
$3,722.0 million in December, a decline of 0.87., while 
the unfilled orders level at the end of December was 
2.6% higher than at the end of November. Unfilled 
orders in the non-durable goods-producing category were 
down 2.0% at the end of December as the 1.5% increase 
in shipments more than covered the 0.3% increase in new 
orders received. Unfilled orders were down 10,5% in 
the Paper and Allied industries and 8.1% in the Knit-
ting Mills industries while the Clothing industries 
added 11.4% to their unfilled orders as new orders 
received during the month rose 17.4% over the November 
level. 

In the durable goods-producing category, unfilled 
orders rose by 3.37. in December in spite of a drop of 
2.1% in new orders received during the month. New or-
ders received in December by Transportation Equipment 
manufacturers fell 32.3% from their November level 
while Machinery manufacturers suffered a drop of 21.37,. 
New orders received in December by the Primary Metal 
industries rose by 32.3% in the wake of the November 
strike settlements and though shipments to rise for the 
second month in a row they were unable to keep pace,

The unadjusted value of unfilled orders in all 
Canadian manufacturing at December 31, 1969 was esti-
mated at $3,975.2 million, a value equal to 9.2% of 
the total annual sales. By compariaon, the December 
1968 estimate of the backlog at $3,587.5 million was 
8.8% of the total sales for that year. 

Inventories 

Seasonally-adjusted total owned inventories of 
Canadian manufacturers continued in December the rise 
which began in May of 1969. Total owned inventories 
at December 31 were estimated at $7,318.2 million, up 
0.57, from the level which existed at the end of Novem-
ber and up 6.8% from the level which existed at the 
end of December, 1968. 

Non-durable goods producers reduced their invest-
ment in all inventory categories to yield a net decline 
of 0.3% in total inventory owned. Durable goods pro-
ducers, however, while lowering their stocks of goods-
in-process by 1.97., increased their raw materials in-
ventories by 2.0% and their stocks of finished products 
by 0.5% to yield an overall increase in inventory owned 
of 1.37.. The Transportation Equipment industries re-
duced their total owned inventories by 2.5% with major 
reductions in all three inventory categories, while the 
Primary Metal industries increased their investment in 
all three categories to yield an increase of 5.1% in 
their owned inventory. 

The seasonally-adjusted ratio of total owned in-
ventory to shipments rose again in December, continuing 
the upward trend which began in July. From the November 
figure of 1.99, it rose to 2.02 in December, the highest 
value reached in 1969. By comparison, the same two 
months of 1968 showed ratios of 1.92 and 1.98 respec-
tively and the highest point reached during the year 
was 2.10 in February. 

The seasonally-adjusted ratio of finished products 
to shipments rose from 0.74 in November to 0.75 in 
December, continuing an upward trend which began in 
August. Again this was the highest value reached for 
this ratio in 1969 as compared with a high point 0.79 
in February 1968. The same ratios in November and 
December of 1968 were 0.12 and 0.74 respectively.

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CONC EPTS AND METHODS 

inventories, shipments and orders values in this 
publication are monthly projections of annual census 
of manufactures values based on returns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturing establishments. 
The July 1968 data are the first to be based on the 1965 
census. Values for years prior to and including 1965 
are derived directly from the census and the aggregate 
of monthly shipments in those years should equal pub-
lished census values. Because the monthly values 
subsequent to 1965 are projections, these totals are 
subject to adjustment when more recent census data 
become available. Year end inventory values published 
here are for December and differ trom year end census 
values to the extent that fiscal year census reports 
show inventory values at dates other than December 31. 
Unfilled orders on books are published for industries 
where orders are part of the accounting records. 

Monthly reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 per cent 
of the aggregate shipments in each industry. For ade-
quate estimation of total shipments by province, the 
sample is further strengthened by reports from repre-
sentative establishments in each industry in each 
province. This sample is revised annually in accor-
dance with the census base. To facilitate timely re-
sponse from company accounting departments, combina-
tion reports are accepted from companies with more 
than one establishment. Estimates of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory 
and unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end 
of each accounting period. About two-thirds of the 
8,000 finns now included in the sample report inven-
tory values and about one-third report orders. 

The estimates of shipments are calculated each 
month by multiplying the sum of the values in the cur-
rent sample in each industry in each province by the 
ratio of similarly defined census aggregates to the 
sum of the values reported by the sample in the census 
year. Ratios of calculated December 31 values in the 
census year to the stan of the sample values of the 
same date are derived for inventories by component 
(i.e. raw materials and components, goods in process 
and finished products) and for unfilled orders. These 
ratios are applied to the current sample aggregates of 
the same items. 

Inventory values are published for both total 
inventory owned and total inventory held by establish-
ments. The difference between these values is the 
amount of inventory financed by progress payments as 
work proceeds on goods being produced. Because some 
goods are held as in-progress inventory for a consid-
erable time the book value of manufacturers' inventory 
may build up. To the extent that this has been covered 
by payments received, it will be higher than the manu-
facturers' investment in inventory. Both the amount 
of the 	 investment in inventories and 
the amount of inventory held by manufacturers are of 
economic interest. It is also useful for derivation 
of production values in many industries and for other 
economic studies to measure the value of inventory 
held by the degree of fabrication that has taken place. 
Consequently firms are asked to report their stocks 
and estimates are made of the values by level of fab-
rication: raw materials and components, goods in prog-
ress and finished products. 

Most establishments that maintain orders books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not shipped or trea-
ted as a sale whether or not work has been done on 
them or they can be filled from existing stocks. No

estimate of this value is made for those industries 
where orders are customarily filled as received from 
stocks on hand and orders books are, therefore, not 
generally maintained. 

New orders are calculated to provide an indica-
tion of the rate at which new business is being re-
ceived. The series, which is of considerable interest 
to economists and marketing people, is derived by ad-
justing current shipments by the changes between the 
opening and closing backlogs. 

Because a constant semple Is used between census 
revisions, values must be estimated for each estab-
Lishment when response has not been received at compi-
litton time. Calculation of revised estimates for the 
inmiedistely prior month in conjunction with prelimi-
uiry estimates for the current month permits use of  
values reported too late for the first compilation. 
Values received currently for months earlier than that 
for which revised figures have been published are used 
when all series are adjusted to new census benchmarks. 

At the time of adjustments to census benchmarks, 
there may be substantial changes in the series. These 
may be caused by changes in the industrial classifica-
tion of firms when their activity has been analysed 
for census purposes sfter preliminary estimates of in-
dustry totals have been made for this series; by in-
clusion of month-by-month responses received too late 
for use in calculating preliminary or revised data and 
by changes in accounting and, therefore, reporting 
methods by multi -establishment companies.
