lion down on the September level and the $4,362.0 mil-
lion backlog of unfilled orders was also slightly lower 
than at the end of the previous month. 

Shipment a 

Most of the decrease in the total shipments was 
in the durable goods industries which at $1,705.1 mil-
lion for the month continued a two-month downward 
trend. In this group shipments were led down by the 
decrease in the transportation equipment industries 
where the effect of the continuing strike in the auto-
mobile industry that started in September was reflected 
over a wide number of durable goods producing indus-
tries. In addition to transportation equipment these 
included primary metals, metal fabricating and machine-
ry industries. Countering these downward influences 
were increases in sales of other components of the du-
rable goods group ranging from 0.8 per cent in non-
metallic minerals industry group to 5.1 per cent in 
wood industries. 

The $2,014.2 million in shipments of non-durable 
producing industries was down 0.5 per cent from 
September. A 20 per cent decrease in the tobacco in-
dustries shipments over the month however, reflected 
a changed pattern of monthly shipments rather than 
lower activity because in this industry, the 10 month 
tot.tl value of shipments was a1mot 11 per cent higher 

a year earlier. 

ntoriea 

Although total owned inventories decreased slight- 
uring the month, shipments values dropped at a 
ter rate to result in a slightly higher ratio of 

owned inventory to shipments. At 2.13, this ratio at 
October's end reflected a relative build-up of Inven-
tories greater than at any time since late 1967. The 
ratio of the value of finished goods inventories to 
shipments at 0.77 was also high in relation to the 
past three years experience. 

In absolute figures, the total value of owned 
inventories, seasonally adjusted at $7,927.0 was slight-
ly down from mjd-suejner levels. Raw materials values 
have remained fairly constant throughout the year, but 
there has been a steady accumulation of goods in pro-
cess which, in turn, was mostly reflected in the high 
level of inventory held but not owned. 

Orders 

New orders in durable goods industries were lower 
for the second consecutive month at $1,691.5 million 
and those in non-durable goods industries down slight-
ly at $2,015.0 million. The 1.3 per cent drop in the 
durable goods industries new orders could be traced 
to the strikes in the automobile and automobile parts 
and supplies industries. The 1.2 per Cent decrease in 
new orders for non-durables industries was a reflection 
of a fairly widespread condition throughout the group. 



Unfilled orders levels at the end of October in 
durable goods were off less than one half of one per-
cent while the backlog in non-durables industries was 
fractionally higher. 

In the transportation equipment industries, the 
level of unfilled orders fell for the fourth straight 
month. The greatest drop in this group occured in the 
shipbuilding and repair industry where the backlog 
dropped from $186.0 million at the end of August to 
$158.5 million two months later.

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CiCEFS AND METhODS 

Inventories, shipments and orders values in this 
publication are monthly project:ions of annual census 
of manufactures values based on returns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturing establishments. 
The August 1970 data are the first to be based on the 
1968 census. Values for years prior to and including 1968 
are derived directly from the census and the aggregate 
of monthly shipments in those yeats should equal pub-
lished census values. Because the monthly values 
subsequent to 1968 are projections, these totals are 
subject to adjustment when more recent census data 
become available. Year end inventory values published 
here are for December and differ from year end census 
values to the extent thdt fiscal year census reports 
show inventory values at dates other than December 31. 
Unfilled orders on books are published for industries 
where orders are part of the accounting records. 

l.bnthly reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 per cent 
of the aggregate shipments in each industry. For ade-
quate estimation of total shipments by province, the 
sample is further strengthened by reports from repre-
sentative establishments in each industry In each 
province. This sample is revised annually in accor-
dance with the census base. To facilitate timely re-
sponse from company accounting departments, combina-
tin reports are accepted from companies with more 
than one establishment. gstimateg of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory 
and unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end 
of each accounting period. About two-thirds of the 
8,000 firms now included in the sample report inven-
tory values and about one-third report orders. 

The estimates of shipments are calculated each 
month by multiplying the sum of the values in the cur-
rent sample in each industry in each province by the 
ratio of similarly defined census aggregates to the 
sum of the values reported by the sample in the census 
year. Ratios of calculated December 31 values in the 
census year to the sum of the sample values of the 
same date are derived for inventories by component 
(i.e. raw materials and components, goods in process 
and finished products) and for unfilled orders. These 
ratios are applied to the current sample aggregates of 
the same items. 

Inventory values are published for both total 
inventory owned and total inventory held by establish-
ments. The difference between these values is the 
amount of inventory fin;,nced by progress payments as 
work proceeds an goods being produced. Because some 
goods are held as in-progress inventory for a consid-
erable time the book value of manufacturers' inventory 
may build up. To the extent that this has been covered 
by payments received, it will be higher than the manu-
facturers' investment in inventory. Both the amount 
of the manufacturers' investment in inventories and 
the amount of inventory held by manufacturers are of 
economic interest. it is also useful for derivation 
of production values in many industries and for other 
economic studies to measure the value of inventory 
held by the degree of fabrication that has taken place. 
Consequently firma are asked to report their stocks 
and estimates are made of the values by level of fab-
rication: raw materials and components, goods in prog-
ress and finished products. 

Most eatabltshments that maintain orders books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not shipped or trea-
ted as a sale whether or not work has been done on 
them or they can be filled from existing stocks. No

erally maintained. 

New orders are calculated to provide an Indica-
tion of the rate at which new business is being re-
ceived. The series, which is of considerable interest 
to economists and marketing people, is derived by ad-
lusting current shipments by the changes between the 
opening and closing backlogs. 

Because a cnnstant sample is used between census 
revisions, values must be estimated for each etab-
lishment when response has not been received at compi-
lation time. Calculation of revised estimates for the 
iusnedtacely prior month in conjunction with prelimi-
nary estimates for the current month permits use of 
values reported too late for the first compilation. 
Values received currently for months earlier than that 
for which revised figures have been published are used 
when all series are adjusted to new census benchmarks. 

At the time of adjustments to census benchmarks, 
there may be substantial changes in the series. These 
may be caused by changes in the industrial classifica-
